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Our "It Sounda to He" reporter this month is itandy Erickson of Pennsylvania, who ie a 
profeaaional management consul tant in the area of marketing c.,_,,,icationa. He de­
signed the ad which graces the first page of Shortwave Center this :DOnth, and he ' s got 
some observations about tho role of marketing and publicity ln the organized shortwave 
hobby . Without further ado, I turn the floor ovar to Randy. 

The first question you 1118Jltioned (in my August article. ch) ia whether we want more ac­
tive hobbyists. I won't take the time to go into a discussion of this, but l ieel the 
majority of ua would feel more lis teners would be 3 benefit to the hobby and , though 
it mey make QSLiag more tadioua for u•. would be advantegeou..e to the international 
s taciona we are listening co . 

The second question la, then, WMt kind of promotion do we uaa to gain 1110re hobbyiata 
and whether these methods will be cost effective . The selection of the correct market­
ing s trategy depends on careful research in.datarmining the product, price, place , and 
promotion we are dealing with . Research wil l determine exactly which directions of 
prOIDOtion are dead-ends and which will help the hobby . One of the first things that 
should be dona ia to determine why our membera joined NASWA and why others paaaed us by. 
It' s too easy and somet ime• disas trous to make generalizations. 

Car efu l research will help ua solve the question• tha t mu1t be askad when marketing 
io being approached -- what degree and plans do we u1e in regard to product, price, 
place, and promotion . I/hen it c""'8a to product, what exactly are we promoting? Zenith 
put out many dollars in adv.rtiaing their Trana-Oceanic radio about can yeara ago . 
Their telaviaion comaercials took the right approach in se lling to a nontechnical 
target market - - they so ld the excitement of shortwave liatening. Instead of telling 
•pacifications on sensitivity and selectivity, they showed hov you could hear the pre­
miere of an opera f r om Italy (though I must admit I' ve never heard that on RAI). I'm 
not sure how well they succeeded, which la cootingeot on not just hov good tbe adver­
tieing waa, but on the market (or lack of market) that was there to buy the product. 
'I111a i• what makes me wonder if there really is a mass market for sbortw•ve lietaning. 
If someone can watch Peter Jeonings do the newa live from Londoo every oigbt oo color 
TV, will many people want CD listen to the newa frDID the 8BC? The •di.a habits of 
Americana are eet in "concrete"; the majority of th- will merely take whatever is 
available oa television. To -· •hortvave radio 1a th• moat 1ntereating and exciting 
hobby anyone could have and I rec011111end it to anyone. 

If we are concerned about introducing people to •horcvave radio , we ,...t •lao overcome 
the obatacle of people needing to buy the proper equipment. I started out on • small 
5- baod portable, which I quickly outgrew. I.a I look back on it, the manufacturer did 
a terrible job in prOIDOting his product after the sa le -- there wa• nothing included on 
hov to use the r•dio more tbao just where to put the batteriea and describing the 
•Witches. I waa fortunate that I made the j ump from caaual and unorgani~d listener to 
Dlting. Shortwave listeners don't have the 1110oey to do the j ob tba equipment manufactur­
er s should be doing. 

What is our product? It 1a t he excitement, enjoyment, and entertaimoant of sher~ 
radio -- whether the 11.atener intend.a it for a QSL, for information , or just to be able 
to li•ten to foreign progr-U.g. We ..,.t ''poaition" ouraelvea againat the eaay informa­
tion of television !or the nawa gatherer and to thoea looking for • good bobby, aa a 
means of learning more .•bout the world while pursuing an interesting bobby. 

n.e idea of "poeitioning" in advertising oeeds more apace to ezt>lain than I have, but 
can bo aimply etated •• 'the way the poto.D~ial buyer picture• the product agai.Dat other 
product•.' We cao poeition ouraelve• aa an alternative to telaviaioa newa (•• Avis 
po•itioned tb..,.elvea against Hertz), or •• ao extra •ource of information (Coke i• now 
using 'line extension' with Diet Coke , and positioning the new product with Coke , but 
in a different fashion than Tab) . We ..,.t put ourselves in the place of the average 
peraoo and show them tha benafita of getting into the hobby of shortwave radio. 

The second aspect of marketing strategy 1a price . Do we promote to thou who already 
have receivers so that they will become more interutad io the hobby and NASWA, or do 
we target to those without receivers and persuade them to apend $100 or 1110re to begio 
in the hobby. Our ultimate goal will determine the strategy we take. 
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IT SOUNDS TO HI -- Shortwave Lis tening as Product -- Randy Ericbon 

The place of promotion la a peculiar problem ln this situation. We aren't selling in a 
store and we are selling (not including the equi!>ment) an intangible product , However, 
direct.....ail marlcatiog ba1 1ean a gTeat increa1a in the last few years due to the high 
coat of 1alling. We may be able to work witb direc t-mail, but a suitable segmenta-
tion of t ba markat would be bard to find. If we advertise in place• lika the WRTll , than 
we are basically going aftoer the markat we probably already have. Peraoaal selling is 
the beat way to prOllOte tacbnically-oriented product&, and 1 'm sure a good deal of our 
IOelllbera were either introduced into the bobby or into NASWA through friends. I feel 
the s trongea t areas we could uaa in promotioa are: through current members, radio sta­
tion.a on 1borcv.ve, and receiver aa.anufacn£rar1. 

Finally, we come to promotion. The preceding material la oot intended ;u an educational 
l eaaon, but to eatabliah the procedurea and rational e for the following ideas. Here 
era aOlllll unrafinad ideaa: 

l. Promotion through radio atationa -- the idea here la to uae the liata of 
people sending in for QSLe or inforiaatioa. We could send th.,. a diract­

' mail pleca on llASWA. the l arger, easier to receive s tationa would be 
selected. Vary bon .. tly, 1 doubt very much if we could ever find a station 
so cooperative aa to land us thei r lists, but lt certainly can't hurt to 
try. If it' a not po11ibla to obtain these lilts, we may be abl e to prepare 
a promoti oa piece that would be 1eet along with repliu to liltanara from 
the radio 1t1tiona, The atationa could be paid per piece or by the number of 
r .. ponaea wa received. Wa could eaally code the piacea to find out which 
1tationa ara ""'"t effective and eventu.ally increase the efficiency by care­
fully chooring which stationa are ured. 

2. On-1ir prOlllOtion -- it may have bean tried before, but I wonder whether any 
stationa have evar bean approached about giving air time for promotion of 
sbortvcv• liltaoing. t l<Dov we get Lnto a large problen with govermaent 
ragulartona and the fact tbat stationa will be telling lia tanara to tune to 
all the atationa they can get, but, preaenr.d correctly, I feel many s tations 
would feel that promotion for shortwave listening in general will help them 
in the lona run. A unified c~aiga of n..,. releuea, copy, and produced 
1pota would 1raatly lncreaaa the 1tation1' vUiv of OX.rs. 

3. Promtion through maD11facturere -- hu anyona ever approached receiver manu­
facturara with tbair promtion of shortwave in general? Thie vould be for 
manufacturere of lov ... nd portabla receivare on 1mall modala that 1o.eooa 
could buy to 1tart lo tba bobby without technical knowledge. A piece can be 
daaignad and inaarted with recaiv.ra and give aoaaa •imple guidelines on hov 
to use thair 1hortvave bands, along with a reply card for 1110re information 
Oil DXiDI• 

4. Publicity rele11ea -- there are many 1mall and mediua aizad nev1papara that 
vill accept intare1ting articlea oa something 11.lte shortwave radio. !ha 
Palltlanda var and 1hortv.,,. 1a an excellent topic, and there are and will be 
plenty of other topic• to write about. !hara are about 9,000 weakly newa­
papara in the U.S., and a lilt of th• ii available for aele. Hovevar, it 
may work vall to diltrtbute 1uch articlH to -'>era, and then have the -­
bare diltribute th .. to navapapara in their areaa.

'Ihia ad alao preauppoa .. thet pitopla already have a radio with shortwave 
fraquanciea, but never uea them. Taqating to people vho do oot now bave radioa would 
be harder, but still could be dona. 

Whan 1 mention ada, I don 1 t mean that wa vou ld pay for the space. 'Ihia would ba too 
expauive and vary inafficient. We would need to add a line ju1t above NASWA's addrera 
that would mention something to the affect of: "a public service muuge from ••• " 
Thia would p~t ua in tha statue of a DOtl-profit organization requesting free space, 
The number of papen that would run th• would be vary fev, but if I'm doing th- for 
free and NASWA or A!IAllC could print the11, lt wouldn't coat very much.

Sll!PLE l!OMB REMEDIES PO& KENWOOD R-1000 AIJDIO PROBUMS 

The Kenwood R-1000 1s an effective DX-machine, in uae here for six montba, and at con­
s iderably leaa than $400 from many ham dealers, it Ol&Y well be the beat bargain 
presently available in a sensitive. stable, digital-readout general coverage receiver 
with no significant overload or image problems. Its one glaring deficieocy is it• muaby 
audio quality in DX situatiora. The rig has 10 Ol&ny good feature• that I hated to 
think of letting it go, and concentrated instead on finding waya to Improve the audio 
quality by external means, with.out any modifica tions to the circuitry. The moat effec-· 
tive method turned out to be the use of the MFJ SBP-2BX ($29.95 + $4-S-+ti) Sideband 
Filter with standard-type low-impedance phonaa. This filter autDllAtically switches in 
• high-pass filter in all selectivity positions. 

Second beet ia using juat the telex Twinaet low-impedance phones (available from Gilfar) 
with no filter. Theo• phones have a very narrow voice-frequency rHponae and octUAlly 
seem to perfotm much of the work that a high-paee filter doea. the $73.00 Autek QP-lA 
filter w .. uaed, with pbonu and speaker, and could not satch the perfonunce of the 
MPJ model with phonaa. The MFJ filter will not, however, drive a speaker, unleaa an 
audio maplifier ii placed in the circuit after the filtar. 

Getting good audio quality from a speaker hae been the big problaa. The built-in 
speaker ie totally inadequate but for the moat c .. UAl listening. the sound produced 
by thia opaalter 1a muffled and !'till of low-frequency garbage. A good-quality external 
cOllDJnicationa speaker will help. Using the QP-1.J. with such a speaker will help 1.­
more, but still fall.a short of my idea of "good audio." 

Therefore, the bottom line ia thet for DXing the but reaultll have been obtained with 
the MFJ filter and a set of Superex Com-2 phonas (also available fro11 Gilfer at modest 
coet), I 11111 NOt saying that the QP-lA won 't vork .... 11 with other receivers; it does a 
vary good job for my Drake 2-C. Nor am I saying that the MFJ filter will do wonders 
for ALL receiver•. I ~saying that the MFJ filter is bast with the a"lOOO when 
Uled as dHcribed. 

One little trick that often help• sharpen the audio ia to tune slightl y above or below 
the center of the paHband. Tba imp~t from thia 1a generally more noticeable 
when not uaing a filter. All of theae c....,ntll apply only to AM-mode reception uaing 
the 2 . 7 klls eelectivity position. (The 6 klls position 1a virtUAlly uaeleaa.) Audio 
qUAUty on SSB and ECSSB ia quite good. The rig ii aupuaenaitive, aelectivity :La 
very good -- in fact, you c&ll uaUAlly juat "tune away" froa a bet, in the .&M mode, 
and still copy the desired station. It'• stable aa a rock, and ae good friend tom 
Alleman once noted, 1a "aimple aa dirt" to operate . It 1a alao one eharp-looking piece 
of atation equipment. 

Beving been quite intereated in antennas through the yaara, I muat 111aka a few c-.,ta 
about the antenna arrang.-nt on the R~lOOO. The high and low imped&llce antenna connec­
tion• on the r ece iver 1e&1D to be a nice convenience feature, but for DX vorlt between 
2 and 30 !tic a low-impedance tuned antenna connected to the S0-239 on the receiver 
will greatly outperfotm a random wire -- even a long one -- connected to the high-im­
pedance connector. In conclueion, I will 1ay that with one or tv0 of the susgeated 
audio r.,..diea herein, you will hear and UND!RStAND about twice as much weak DX aa you 
will without them. That's a strong stat81Mnt , but I'll stand behind it. Good luck, 
fellow ~envooders.

The fo llowing article will deal with the conatruction of a ona-tube regenerative receiver 
of "twenties" vintage. I reclll!Dend thu project to all who po .. ess that certain quality 
of hiatorical inquiaitiveneaa. If care ls exercised in the quality of the parts selec­
ted, and the layout uaad, the radio will be a continuing source of pride and s• tiafac t ion.

It would be poU.tlaaa to venture into thia prnject without a basic understanding of the 
circuiu and their peculiar merits . Ic caxu. of pure efficiancy, the "genny" by far 
outclaaaea all other radio circuits. 

The buic theory of regeneration ~nvol\"ea the recoupllng of the amplified plate current 
back to the grid cin:uit for further aaplificatlon. This coupling ls accompli3hed through 
the uae of a variocoupler . The 11111Dunt of regener•tion applied to the grid circuit is 
directly proportional to the amount of inductive 
coupling. The var iocoupler may be either the 
•sliding s l eeve type or the rotating type (Sea 
Pig. 1,) Aa the third, or "tickler" coil, 
is brought inco either aligmant with the 
secondary (rotor), or cloaer proximity, 
(sleeve) , the 11DOUnt of l.nducttve coupling

The whole circuit should be mounted on a nice l y varnished s l ab of hardwood. The coot of 
the parts will vary with certain suppliera . I would generally clasaify the coat of parts 
u follows: Headphones , $12 , 00; ''B" Batteries (variable) , $4-$40; "A" Batteries, $4- $8;

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SlfJRn/AVE LISTENING L'l SAUDI ARABIA -- FIRST IMPRESSIONS 

by Richard E. Wood 

Tbe fTont cover of the October FRENDX sbowed where I am now -- Abha. capitnl of Asir Pro­
vince tn the southwest of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. I am a professor in the Deparcmeat 
of English, College of Education, Abba Branch, King Saud University. Abba has by far the 
best climat e in the Kingdom, being located at 7000 ft. elevation above the Red Sea. At 
Sooda, at l2,000 ft , alti tude ten milea from here, on the edge of the mighty c liffs above 
tbe Red Sea plain, there ia almoat constant r ain; here in Abha, tbe climate is mild moat 
of the year and cold in winter; there will be snow in the mountal.na but probably no t in 
town. Humidity is low; there is rain, varying sea.9onally; and atmospheric noise levels 
are generally low. 

'Ihe fol lowing can only be initial impresaions, as they cover only a month, from mid-Septen­
ber tomid-Occober. However, since DX.rs in moat locations conaider tho1e co be pr1- DX 
months, my results might be of interest, 8llpecially since there appear to be f"" other 
active, well-equipped DX.rs l.n the Middle Eut/East Africa area reporti.Jl3 co NASllA. 

Not that this indicates a lack of interest in sborcwave listeni.Jl3 in this area. On the 
contrary: schedule. for BBC World Service and Voice of America English s ervtces aro pub­
lished dail y in the Arab li&ws, published in Jeddah and availab le here by breakfaac Ci.me, 
Tbe majority of car radio1 here have a shortwave band, uaua lly covering 4 to 12 Milz (a 
higher frequency range would be a better choice, but at least SW ia present, l.n contraat to 
U.S. car radios), and at local restaurants, backsround newa and muaic is often provided by 
the Arabic service of the BBC, which ia the moat popular station. ln fact, mention ~f "lluna 
London" maw moat people smile and nod their bud• in asreement -- chey listen too. Radio 
Cairo ie alao popular, buc ita recaptioa on ahorcvava at praaecc, 1D Arabic (the Airican­
lansuage aervicea are loudly beard), on an average portable receiver, is unreliable, and 
peopl e looking for it generally end up with Kuwait, Dubai , Libya , or soma ocher more power­
ful s t ation with batter frequency selection and better modulation (several Cairo frequen­
ciea in Arabic show cracked or low audio). 

Tbe fol l owing reaulta ware obtained with a Drake R- 7 and a Kenwood R-1000 receiver, uaing 
a"random-wira antenna strung over two balconies on the s ixth floor of a high-rise apart­
ment building i n downtown Abha. Thare ls onl y one local s t a tion , a ona-kilowatter on medium 
wave, which otfers no splash, spurs, or harmonica. 

Aa mi¢1t be flXll•Cted at thia latitude , the high frequencies are open throushout the day and 
moat of the night. Thia summer, U.S. DX.rs eXJ>erienced the frustration of their favorite 
morning programs f rom Europe on 13 matars beins inaudible, e.s ., SRI at 1315- 1345 on 21570. 
!bis ia not a problem here. My only viah is that more stations would use 11 and 13 meters, 
and uaa them for lonser ?eriods. For ax~le, the BBC World Service ia ~n the air to tba 
Middle Eaat on 25650 at 0900-1515. Thia could eaaily be extended, as reception from near­
by countriea, e .g. Prance, Norway, and Denmark, sh""8 the bend is opan ~•rlier and later. 
It is a delight co listan to those countriea on ll maters , often with SINPO 55555 ratinga. 
It is particularly gratifying that De1111111rk, for decades a prisoner of 15165, la now bo ldly 
uains 25850, with excellent results despite reporta of antenna and power problcma, For 
propagation from the Eaacern U,S., Bethany 26000 and Greenville 26040 are available until 
choir aign-off @2300; and in a lettar to Uui Mcl'arland, I have •uggestad that R.adio Canad a 
International ahould uae 11 meters to tb.ia target area -- say, Africa and the Middle Eaat, 

It is the a ... story on 13 metera. BBC 21710 and 21470 and RCI 21695 are my favorite lis­
tening spots, and I alwaya regret that too-early .....,.nt at 2100 when RCI leavea 21695. 
They should continue co uae it at 2100-2300 for my f~rita 1hawa, the World at Si.x and 
Ae It Bappena. However, 17820 and 15325 are generally good then, too -- but there u alwa111 
the danger of QR!! on the crowded 16 and 19 meter bande , which i• unU.kaly on 21695 by 2100 . 
RCI se...,. co put too much atock in the Daventry relays on lower frequancie1, but they are 
alw11ya a washout bocauae of QRM in the crowded band•. RCI should cona ider this when it 
suggesca (•• reported in cha Septembar FRENDX) a relay exchange with SR.I, If SRI offers 
the lower frequencies -- 49, 41, 31, or 25 maters -- it won't be worth it, as anything 
ther& ia likely to be sv111Dped by QRM. On the ocher hand, SRI here on ita high frequencies 
(now alao including 11 01etera) ia excellent , and the potent ~e.., to the Middle Baac on 17830 
actually splaahea RCI 17820 ~ a full 10 kB: away , many ~veninga. 

The rule that whenever a station uaea a higher- than-uaual frequency, it iabetter audible 
than uaual, was clearly demonstrated during the recent Commonwealth c-e•. As a general 
rule, reception of Radio Auatralia here is only moderate. Beat frequencies in the afternoon 
are 9770 (with ORl" QRM, aa in moat other parts of the world), 9640, and, in the late after­
noon and evening, carnarvon 6035) . Bue RA put special transmitters on 21590 and 17870 
from the relay quality, they aounded like Carnarvon -- and eapecially 21590 boomed ln. In 
the middle of the n.ight, RA 21650, 21680, and 21740 are often good . 
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Sll>RTWAVS LISTENING IN SAUDI Al!ABIA, by !Uchard E. Wood, (continued) 

Radio Japan baa a reputation for bad reception in such target areas as £aatern North Ameri­
ca , Latin America, Europe , the Middle East, and Africa, and I can confirm that here. Ita 
Middle Eastern and North African service is a wa1hout, the 11780 kHz frequency drowned by 
the BBC in, for exmnple, Serbo-Cro1t1an ; I have not located a parallel frequency. The 
General Service occaaionally surfacaa, a.g., on 9675 mixad vitb ll.adio Polonia at 1800 and 
1900; a seeDingly naw Indones ian morning service ia noted a t sign-on 2230 on 15350. The 
best way to get Japan QRM-free, if weak in strength, is, as with Radio Australia , to listen 
on 13 meters in the middle of the night; specifically, to the North and Latin American ser­
vice 0100-0300 on 21610 and 21640 lcllz, 1'ha solution to all Radio J•pan 's problems would 
be simple: move out of band; follow the excellent exClll'l• of Radio Korea, bOOllli.ng in 
evenings on 9870 in Arabic, English, and other language•. 

Speaking of llaat Ada, I might briefly say that , aa expected, lladio Beijing (Peking) ia 
all over the place in nllll8roua languagea. Reception ia, on the whole, better than on the 
Weat Coaat of the U.S. since more banda are open throughout tbe local evenings; currently 
16 through 60 or 75 metera. Current good frequenciea include the edge-of-baod 17700 and 
15100 lcllz. the local-davn peak for Chinue stations 1a preaently around 22.00 (l A.M. hare) 
and would offer the specialiet many faacinating local IDa . 

Turning to India, u in ehe U.S., ehe bHt all-round frequency for ADI. i• 11620. We alao 
recaiva the Kut African service on 11830 and 15265 with sign-off 2000, and of couraa many 
other servicH and regional stations in the tropical banda. Radio Pakiatan's frequenciH 
appear to very fraoa day to day; the recent cricket test matchea against Auatralia have 
provided severa l new outlet• . It ia always fun to liaten to the familiar dictation-speed 
....... No, I have n't heard Bhutan yet, although that ia one of my goala. 

Praoa Africa, the most fucinating area ia around llthiopia and Saoaalia, cloae to here. Radio 
Voice of the Goapel, as it then waa, waa ID eaay catch in the 11.S. becauae of ies uae of 
high frequenciu to distant target areaa. Radio Voice of llavolutionary Ethiopia maintains 
tba same facilitt.a, but ita schedule ia reduced and its target areaa are cloaer. The 
dOlllaatic 1ervice oparacaa all day on 7110 and 5995 kllz -- tha latear with shallow modulation. 
?he external aervice 1.a 011ly on 9560 ·- n65 La inactive -- aod it actually -u. for • 
inearuting 11.ataning, vieb more Weaeam pop muaic and more non-political matarul than i 
heel i.aagined . nta evening aervicea on 9595 ba-d to Southern Africa can hardly be countad 
u clandeatine when they clearly identify u ''Thia is the External Sarvice of Voice of Revo­
lutionary Ethiopia broadcaating to Southern Africa." Progr- provided by the .t.frican 
National Congru1 of South Africa and by SWAl'O follow, but these are in ehe nature of ayn~ 
dicated program source•. 'The identity of the station -- a licensed national broadcastar 
la never in doubt, 

The loudut African signals in the tropical banda, evaninga, include B.edio Uganda 5026 
(not 5027) , Radio Tanzania 5050, Lago. 4990, Kanya 4915, and othere f•iliar to U.S. DX.re. 
One reporter in the September 1982 FllENDX ..... to query recent raports of Djibouti 4780 . 
Well, it ia 011 the air, and actuall y audible -- weakly -- all day. But even this cloae, 
it 1a never loud. It ia never in French on thia frequency, but noted in Somali, Arabic, 
Afar, and related hnguagea. 

On 90 metare, nol::bing standa out as particularly loud; Blantyre 3380 ia perhapa the beat; 
like Djibouti on 4780, Zczibar 3339 ia preaant, but weak, alvaya notlld in Swahili. I 
haven't yat heard CHU 3330, although 7335 vu an euly logging here. No broadcaaeera have 
yet been beerd on 120 meeara; I'm sure time v~ll cbanae tbet.

Greenville with 50 lcW to N-foundland, and 
15345 with 175 kW from Beebany to the Azorea, do a good job, mainly in the poat•local 
midnight period . U only AFll.'?S would put a aingle out-of-band frequency akin to YOA Green­
ville 21840 on the air with the riaht target, all the probl ... of afearnoon and evening 
liatening would be so lved, and the morale of 11ADY Americana serving in thia area would 
be boosted.

2161' l.n English. SINPO approaches 55555 much of the time . By 2200, 11875 ii outatanding , 
in parallel with 21525. lly contrast, I have not ~et heard WRNO or WINll probably be-
cause I have not checked enough.

Quite s surprise ire the potent signals of !lidio N1cional de Bras ilia with sign-on in Por­
tuaueae at 2045 on 17720 and 15280 ind going " into Guu8a a t 2100. RAB 15345 1c its sigo­
off 1958, inviting listeners to retuoa to "ll710," 1A batter than in the central U.S. , 
and ll709v al10 strikes ma as more regular than 1.t was for e>e in ~souri -- it appears 
to ba ba-.1 1.o this direction . On the other band, I h.v. only beard a fev Latin American 
station• ao far, and still none on the tropical bands . African stationa, including tho1e 
11 far vaat u Liberia and Mauritania are very dominant on the tropical banda; the Atlantic 
se"""' to represent a propagational cut-off point. However, more DXing around 2300- 0300 (2 
to 6 AM local til:la) may change this, which may al10 very vell be a sea1onal phenomenon. In 
the U.S., September and October are known for choir traditionally potent reception from the 
1outh, a1pecially from Brazil.

All of Scandinavia i3 good bare and 
the prop1gational advantage which southern Europe enjoye over northern Europe , for recep­
tion ill North America, u aot obaerved hara. 

To eum:aarize -- this I.a a good location with lover nois e levels than might be expected at 
thia ·latitude . As expected, high frequencies are very useful, and if mor e stations used 
thea more, they could boos t their audience•. tba lowe~ bands -- 25, 31, 41, and 49 m --
ara a aaathing mu• of QRM and I do not liste.n much inaide chem at n1.ght (of course, they 
are fine for liataning to, e.g., Ethiopia, Oman, Somalia," and Iraq during .daylight), High­
frequency statiooa in the Americas are better than I expected ; low-frequency Latin Americans, 
so far, worae than I axpectad. I look forward to CDOre fia.e listening 1n Abba, capital of 
what the Roeana called Arabia Felix ·- Happy Arabi.a, tho mo1t beautiful part of the 
peninsula.

ago. 

Tone Control Switch - the treble cut 
was still too bassy for me, so I lo­
cated C2 (.02 ) and ~eplaced it •!th 
a 100~ resistor. 

Selectivity - Can be vastly improved 
by replacing the existing 455KHz i.f . 
filter with a HuRata CFR455H (f i ts 
exactly) or a better CFH455I (fits 
wi th some bending of leads); and re­
placing C419 and C423 bypass caps 
with MuRata BFB455 ceramic filters . 
Write HuRata for inf o. 

AGC response was a bit slow , so re­
placed C426 with lower value of 5uF. 

Audio gain improved somewhat by jump­
ing R9 with a piece of wire. 

BFO stabilit y was lousy and. never was 
equal on both USB & LSB . I prefer­
red to alter the circuit to allow the 
BFO to center right dead- on the car­
rier ••• to f acilitate exact freq de­
termination and exhalted carrier 
detecti on. Locate TC403, disconect 
yellow wire and reconnect to ground . 
Next locate T403 and zero-beat with 
WWV. Only LSB position is usable now, 
but should be relabeled BFO. Is lots 
more stable that way.

~A SIMPLE, BUT EFFECTIVE WALL -LOOP 

Many members write to ask what is 
the beet antenna they can use , and 
all too often they express regrets 
at having no room out- of- doors. In 
considering that my favorite spec ­
trum for Diing is in the lower bands 
these members might want to try the 
loop described here. It is very sim­
ple, requiring a small amount of 
room, hardly any wire, and only one 
piece to be purchased • • • the variable 
capacitor. 
On the wall in front of your desk , 
locate t he wall studs every 16" and 
choose two 32" apart most nearly 
centered over your desk. Mark two 
points for insert ing l ong Sp nails .
