The Mystique 
of the QSL by Al Sizer 

"':lhen it occurs tha t your report to them was as much a thrill to them 
a s hearing their progralnming was fo r you , well .... that ' s dynamite~ · says 
Ralph 'Ii . Perry of O:uless, Texas. 

·~y QSL collection has moved with me three times already and would 
certainly go with me again if I should move from my present home,• declares 
Williams. Sparks, the San ?rancisco lawyer . 

"To me, QSLs ar e an essential part of the hobby because they provide 
something tangible for my JXing efforts,• writes Jerry Berg, another DXing 
attorney f r om Lexington, Massachusetts. 

•r am proud of QSLs and I use my coll ection to illus trate my point of 
view that neither tape recordings nor any other substitute can replace them,• 
explains Prof. Richard :;:. ·11ood of Saudi Arabia, who uses QSLs in teaching. 

Gerry Dexter, the Lake Geneva, Wisconsin JXer who has the incredible 
to.tal of more than 1200 stations verified, compares QSLs to family photo 
~lbums. •How often do you get it out and look at it? Not very frequently, I 
suspect. But there's no way you'd trade them and you're glad they exist. I 
think it's the same way with QSLs.• 

"If we were to leave Hillsdale, Missouri, there• s no question but what 
I ' d take my QSLs along,• informs Marlin A. ?ield who s pecializes in religious 
verifications which a college is interested in for a per.nanent collection. 

"I'll keep QSLs with me during moves," declares John eampbell, Okehampton, 
oevon, U.K. •por disposal via a will, I'll try to f ind a good museum with 
interests in collections devoted to radio." 

"QSLS to me are not 'unwept , unhonored and unsung•--they, to me , are 
important reminders of stations heard in the past ,• adds Bill Matthews of 
Columbus . Ohio. 

John J. Moritz 1 Jr., the Youngstown, Ohio s hortwave columnist and 
former editor sums it up s "As far as QSLs go , they remain dear to my heart 
at all times . The main point is that QSLs, perhaps more than anything else 
in this hobby, a re and remain a personal achievement.• 

The above opinions came to me as ' ha .result of a questionnaire I sent 
to a group of DXers whom I knew by reputation to have outstanding collections 
of QSLs. What I was seeking specifically was their answers to the question, 
"After the challenge and thrill of obtaining that verification is over, 
what part does your QSL collection play in your DX life from then on?" I 
wanted to know whether they ever looked at them as time passed and what they 
thought would happen to their verifications eventually. 

My respondents answered all these questions. but ~hey went beyond them 
for other infonnation and comments about verifications that caused me to 
enlarge the title of this article to, "The Mystique of the QSL". · 

Por me, and I hope for other DXers , it explains a lot about QSLs and 
tells me, for instance , why it ls that during a year when I s ought no 
ver ifications , my interest in the hobby generally wane~. It seemed to me 
that reproducing the views of these expert QSLer!> in some length ·,.ould be 
valuable. And please note! Not one of these verie seekers talks about them 
"proving" his reception. Other facets of QSLing interest them more. 

Let's run down their views i n detail •• • • 
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RALPH PERRY: "In my opinion, to DX but not to QSL is to marry but not have 
children. It is the second gr eatest satisfaction in the hobby {the first 
being experienced in those fleeting moments when one knows he is hearing 
something unique, has found something absolutely new,~he first on a 
new s tation ) . To make tangible an intangible experience seems to me t he 
most human of responses to our hobby. 

I enjoy crafting the very best report possible, one which I hope will be 
a true source of enjoyment to t hose on the reading end at the station I've 
just heard . They've given me real joy via their transmission and it only 
seems appropriate that one should attempt to return some of the same their 
wa y . 

My en joyment of QSLing has increased immeasurably since I got of! the 
country-chasi:ig treadmill, when I finis hed logging what 'Nas possible. if ow 
~y reports go solely to new DX stati ons , usually LAs. I have about 750 stations 
QSL 'd on SWBC, 215 HIC on the NASWA list . Of t hese, 45 are Indos, l a 
Br qzilian and about 500 ar e LAs. Of these, 54 are Peruvian, 4J a re HCs a nd 
Bolivia and Colombia have JS each. 

My qpproach to QSLin~ has been greatly i nfluenced by personal visits 
to stations in Latin America and Indonesia. At s ome of t hese poorer operations 
I was distressed to see t he quick slam-bang xeroxed form-letter •send me a 
QSL" type of reports. At most OX stations, which by definition are low-power ed 
locals, foreign reports are not particularly wanted or sought. So these types 
of arrogant reports r eally hit the heights of offensiveness. 

I t ry to make my report something the station personnel will want 
to answer. I was most amused , and at the s ame time dismayed, by Ian~~ 
McFarland's mini-series over Radio Canada's OX show, dealing with reporting 
standards. Ke said 10 minut es is t he absolute minimum for a report! 
Ten minutes :?!? If one is keeping such a close watch on the c l ock a nd 
is t hat anxious to 'get off the frequency', please don ' t bother the station 
with your worthless r eport. A r eport should last for as long as one can 
hear a s tation and take down details of interest.• 

BILL SPARKS: "My QSL collec tion starts back in 19J4 and goes to l9J9 when 
I d r opped out of serious DXing fo r college and over four years in the Army. 
Then lt picks up q~in in 1962 up to the present. Currently I have 756 
SWBC , es defined by NASWA, stati ons verified . While I don't consider t hat • 
I specialize in any particular area, my favorite QSLS and the ar ea I work 
the hardest on, is Indonesia where I now have 64 verifications . 

I keep t he QSLs in a lbums similar to photo albums-and try to keep 
everything segregated by countr ies as closely as possible. I have separate. 
a lbums for Europe, Africa and the Pacific. Because of the large number QSLed 
from t he Americas and Asia, I have more than one album for t hes e. 

I have the Indonesians in a separate album plus a very large album for 
the bal ance of Asia and the Middle East. I have another very large album 
for Venezuela, Colombia , Ecuador a nd Peru, a separate album for t he balance 
o f South America and two albums for North America {one f or Cuba, Canada, 
Mexico and the U.S. and the other for central America and the Caribbean. ) 

I don't spend a lot of time going through the albums. ! frequently 
r eview an album when I am putting a new QSL i nto it. The main time the albums 
are in use is when I have a visi t ing DXer who is interested or even a 
casual visitor who is not a DXer but interested in seeing t hem after seeing 
all the pennants on the wall. 

My Q.S L collection has moved with me three times a l ready and would 
certainly go with me again if I should move from my present home . However, 
I have never given any particular thought to what I would want to have 
ha ppen to them in the event of death. I can't see why anyone would r eally 
went or have any use for another's QSLs other than an immediate member of 
t he f11mily. •

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•LA CON?RA• by Steve Reinstein 

Within the last !ew years there have been a number or violent revolutionary 
insurgencies which tiave rocked our hemisphere. In particular, the area ot 
Central America haa been the prime battleground tor such volatile t\U"llloil. 
Political and econoaic instability in this region haB to•t•r•d ~ change• 
1n the future direction ot the attectad nations. Accompanyi~ the military 
overthrows, political asaaasinations, and guerrilla warfare haa been a dra• 
matic riae ot clandHtine r adio broadcasting. We, as hard-noaed axers, have 
made it our buaineaa to grab a !ront-row seat in such history maki~ at!aira. 
We seek to search out, sort through, ana identity the originatora of thia 
all-illportant •war-ot-words•. In this article tor §!£ I would like to pre­
sent one euch aeg111ent of the clandeatine radio war1 •LA CONTRA•, or in E1141:­
liah, •The Counterrevolution•. 

One ot the most affected countries of the propaganda war haa been Nicaragua. 
With a population of 2.5 million, the Nicaraguans have recently been part of 
an extreme political upheaval. The long 46-year era of the Somosa fllllily 
dictatorship came to a screechint; halt on July 19, 1979. General Anastasio 
Somosa Debayle fled into exile as torcea o! the Prent• Sandiniata para ~· 
eracion Na.cional (Sandinista Front tor National !!'6irit1on) captured the 
Preeldentiii Palace in Managua. 

The PSLN WILll rounded in 1962 by a Cuban-trained guerrilla, Carlo• Fonseca 
Amador. Fonseca named the PSLN after Augusto C{sar Sandino, a nationalist 
guerrilla executed by the elder Somosa in 19J4. The PSLN grew intu a coal­
ition o! three main groupa1 Marxist leftists, non-Marxi.at leftists, and a 
large group of aocialiats and liberal8 known as the T?r.•ristas (Inaurrec­
tibnista), The Terceristaa were characterised by theamboy&At antics ot 
Ed'n Paatora G6aes, known aa •comandante Cero•. P .. tor.. led the !amoua Aug­
uat 19?8 raid on the Palacio Na.cional (National Palace) that resulted in the 
release of aeveral imprisoned Sandinista leaders. The PSLN takeover in 19?9 
~ well chronicled by the cland••tins Radio Sandino, and subsequently rep­
orted by Dlera right here in the p~a ot PRENDXI 

Despite his heroism, Pastora waa not invited to be a member ot the 9-man 
Sandinista National Directorate which a.saumed control ot Nicaragua. Idea­
logical achialll8 led to decayin,; r elations between the various groups con­
ati tuting the Directorate. Soon, the facade of Sandinista unity ca111e apart 
at the eeaaa1 l••• than two years after the BUllller triumph. Pastora joined 
the rant. of the •deeilucionadoa• (disillusioned), and went into exile. Out 
ot thia shattered dream of •sand:W.illo• wu born •ta Contra•. 

Anti-Sandinista activity can generally be classified into two categories1 
geographically apeaki~ that is. 1) Those Nicaraguans who fled the country 
and regrouped in Honduras. 2) Tho•• who went south to regroup in Costa Rica. 
The exile factions operating from theae adjoini1141: countries are politically 
diverse and appear to be barely held together by a gceeamer thread. Groupe 
!rem both areas have embodied a clandestine war via radio broadcasts and 
guerrilla subversion. 

At the present time (late February 1983) there are !our anti-Sandinista 
radio stations operating on shortw&Ye. These atation11 are1 Radio Quince de 
Septiembre, Radio Miskoe, La Vos de Sandino, and ·La Vos de Nicaµ-agua Libre. 
Let's examine the aotivitiea ot the HondlU'an baaed exiles first, and the 
stations which they operate. 

The majority ot the •contras Nicara«fl.ensea• who operate froa bases within 
Honduras are members ot !! Lefi6n Qm!ic• de Septiembre (The 15th o! Septem­
ber Legion). They are the act ve re na Ol Somosa1e "La Guardia Na.cional• 
(The National Guard) and derive their name troa 15 September 1821, Central 
American Independence Day. They are said ~o be !inancial1y eupported by the 
cLV'u.s. govt. and by expatriate Somocistas (Somosa followers) many 9! 
which have reorganized in and around Miami, Florida. 
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According to a recent article in th• "1 .. 1 Herald, there are eo .. 22,000 
Nicaraguan exiles in D&d• County. In 1981 th• 15~h of September Legion was 
joined by the Uni6n Democratica NicaragC•ne• (Nicaraguan Democratic Union), 
an anti-collllUn!it-organlsatlon led by two brothers who were formerly San­
dinista coraandant••1 Pernando (nicltnamed •Bl Negro•) and Edmundo Chamorro 
Rappuccioli. The UDN arose in 1980 when it became apparent to th• Chamorro• 
that the PSLN waa he&ding rapidly toward a decidedly Marziat course. 

Together, these two anti-Sandinista groups hit the airwaves in April 1981 
with R&dio Quince de Septiembre. RlS original.l.y waed one tranelli.tter on 
5565.,. kiloherts. In th• past two years h••TY Sarullniata juaing on SS65 has 
prompted R15 to expand to four tranalli.tters .. waually all with parallel pro­
gruaingl R15 seems to faTor •eTen• frequencies with their three latter 
transmitters. Throughout the first two aonthm or 198) they haT• been logged 
on 6500, 6510, 6800, 6900, 6950, ?000, and 7050 kHs. Their bro&dcasta are 
well heard in North America around 11)0, 2)00, and also in the 0)00-0600 
time slot, GllT. 

Th• Somociatas were joined by aeTeral thowaand (th• n\lllbers Tary depending 
on who doea the counting) Nicaraguan Indian refugee• who fled Nicaragua's 
northern and central Atlantic coastal regions. The Indiana hail from th• 
Miskito, Sllllo, and Rama tribes . Unofficial ceneua statistic• ahow that there 
are 125,000 Miskito, lj,000 Suma, and 1,000 Ra111a Indiana still residing in 
Nicaragua. R15 broadcasts mostly in Spanish, but occasionally too in Indian 
l&n«IJ&gH and even English. The Bngliah aepenta aerve th• people along 
Nicaragu-•s south Atlantic coast, who are moatly of Weat Indiea origin and 
who spealt English, Th• Nicar&«U&n Indiana belong to a political group called 
•1111surasata• (a combination of the thr•• aforementioned Indian tribal namea 
plwa 1Sandlniata•. Hence 1111-au-ra-aa-ta), he&ded by Sted.aan Pagoth lltlller. 
Thia organisation was originally intended to bring Sandiniaimo to the Ind­
i ana, but now actually serna as a symbol of Indian reaiatance. Th• 15th of 
September Legion pl1.111 th• UDN and Miauraaata are all loosely aligned aa th• 
Fuersa Democr,tica Nicar~na• (Nicaraguan Democratic Poree). Th• political 
leader or thel'bri ia Joa Pranciaco Cardenal. R15 claims to be th• official 
voice or the PON. 

The PON is sort of a rallying point for th••• groupa, to keep bickering 
amongst themaelTea at a minimlllll. It ie rlllllored that the PON fore•• are &'t 
least partially armed and trained by military perao1Ulel ot the Argentine 
armed forces. Th• Argentine• appear to be eager to ••• th• Sandiniata regime 
toppled. In 19?8, a nwaber or Argentine leftist •Jlonten.ro• guerrillas sur­
faced in Micar&f!U& to help the Sandiniatas owat th• So11osa dictatorship •. 

On 20 January 198) another pro-PON and anti-Sandiniata broadcaster, known as 
Radio Miekoe, was discovered to be operating on shortwave. Radio flllakoe 
bro&dcasta mostly in native Nicaraguan Indian langua«ea, and to a 
leaser degree Spanish and English. They have announced their frequency aa 
beinc 68?0 but have been heard with aeemincly unintentional drifting from 
6865-6920. Their broadcast times are approximately 0200 and 1100 GMT (but 
thia could aurely change by the time you read thi•I), At present not too 
much reliable information is known about this Radio Miekoa. I can only 
speculate from the •reel" of their progra111111ing that Radio Mieko• may be a 
production ot the Indian (Misuraaata) !action of th• PON. There are e i11i­
lari tiH to the programs of R15, Hpeci ally t h• Spanish portions. Some of · 
the phrasea/slogane heard on Radio Misko• were identical to those heard on 
RlS. Th••• two anti-Sandinieta stations round out the activity from th• 
Honduran-baaed contras . 

A move down to Costa Rica finds quite a different llll«l• portrayed by the 
contras residing here. The exiled Nicaraguan groups baaed in Costa Rica can 
be considered to be pro-Sandino, yet at the aaJDe time, be anti-Sandinista! 
Th• explanation is simple. Th• contras here are comprised mostly of former 
Sandinietas who played leading roles in th• 01.111ter or Somosa. Th••• contras 
s till believe in the cawae or socialist ~arian land reforma1 the same re­
!orma which Augusto Sandino gave his lite for. However, the contras believe 
that the Sandinista Directorate has poisoned th• original •spirit of Sandino" 
by leaning heavily to a Cuban-Marxist style of G0Tez1i1Hnt. ThH• contras 
were first organised by Eden Paatora G6mes in the ~ Revolucionario 
Sandino (Sandino Revolutionary Pront). The .PRS was formed by Pastora in 
April '82 when he declared hie opposition to the Sandinista govt. In June '82 
Paatora was joined by the Movimiento Democratico Nicara!(!lenee (Nicaraguan 
Democratic Movement) led by Parmer Sandinista Junta members Alfonso Robelo 
and Arturo Cruz. They united to oppose th• ruling junta but they also are 
opposed to the Somocietae in Honduras and what they deem ae •u.s . imperial­
ism• in Central America. 
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In 1982 the FRS-MDN coalition hit the airwaves with the clandestine "La Voz 
de Sandino• (The Voice of Sandino). This station, which continues to oper­
ate, is thought to be located in northern Costa Rica. La Voz de Sandino can 
usually be found at 1100, 0000, and 0400 GMr, operating in the 6200-62)0 
range. They also have experimented around 5825-5845. The programs are of a 
professional caliber, both in content and in the quality of the transmisoion. 
News items are often punct uated by the uae of a theme 111ade famous on short­
wave by Radio Nederland'& Media Network program. 

More recently, another Costa Rican-baaed station ap~eared on shortwave. La 
Voz de Nicaragua Libre (The Voice ot Free Nicaragua) began operations at 
0000 GJr:r near 6200 kHz but quicly moved down to the 5700. kHz range. La Voz 
de Nicaragua Libre seema to be a near carbon-copy ot La Voz de Sandinol 
They announce themaelvea aa the •voz oficial de la ~iansa Ravolucionarif 
Democr,tica ARD• (the official voice of the Democra~c Revolutionary All ance, · 
ARD may Juat be a new name f or the FRS-lllDN coalition. Many o! their news 
itmee and broadclUlt technique• are identical to La Voz de Sandino. It is my 
own opinion that the female announcer on each station is one and the same 
peraonl 

At any rate, the tour statione I have mentioned are part o! a hiatory­
malting process, in motion today. Don't ignore the events in our own back­
yard. Be a part of the •contra• by listening to clandestine radio! Thank you 
John, tor allowing me this space in SWCI Upcoming1 an in-depth look at 
La Voz de Cuba Independiente y Democr.:'tica.

Part Five, THE ?ACTORS INVOLVED IN IDENTIFICATION 

If you haven 't progressed beyond the "if it isn't in ~nglish , I 
can't ID it" stage, you've got some basic homework ahead of you before 
you're ready for serious DXing . 

Minimally, you should be able to distinguish among the major 
languages1 Spanish, Portuguese , French, German, Arabic, etc. You should 
be able to recognize the tonal Asian languages, such as Chinese. Foreign 
languages should no longer all sound alike to you. You need not be a 
linguist--few experienced DXers are--but you should be able to pick out 
words. 

If you can't, spend some months on the 'Hhole business of l earning 
what l anguages sound like. There have been articles written on the subject 
in v~rious journals, hobby publications and books. Seek them out and study. 
One of the best ways to learn is to study the VOA foreign language · 
br.,adcasts. 

For those of you who are still with us, it should be obvious by now 
th"'-t " very experienced oxer, because of his accumulated knowledge, may "Hell 
be able to positively identify a station that a less experienced DXer 
might not be able to identify at all, or at best, consider a tentative. 

But, even the best of the "pros• frequently come up short of ID 
certainty. And, as I suggested last time, under certain conditions, one 
can send a report on the strength of a tentative ID. 

A tentative; you'll recall, is when positive identification isn't 
possible, but a whole series of factors surrounding the reception s trongly 
lead the DXer to believe he's hearing a certain station. 

But a word of warn.ing! Tentatives are •ricky and dangerous. Most 
misidentified stations that crop up in club bulliten.s result because the 
DXer.laclts information or experience, is careless, or jumps to hasty 
conclusions due to wishful thinking. . . 

A DXer, anxious to log a rare one, is easily tempted to conclude, 
"Well, others are hearing it so it must be station •x••. Leap to such 
conclusions at your own peril. 

The measure of a top DXer is his reputation, especially among other 
experienced DXers. A reported rare station almost always prompts a frantic 
hunt by others . If you were wrong in your ID, it will be discovered 
~uickly enough. Everyone makes mistakes now and again. It is embarrassing 
but not fatal to a reputation. Your error may not be challenged in print, 
but be sure it will be noted by the more experienced DXers . If you later 
find you erred, a correction to the editor helps mitigate the mistake. 
Pretending it didn't happen is a mark a'!S-inst you. ·

To make a mistake occasionally is human. To be wrong reguJ.arly earns 

you the wrong kind of reputation. Before long you're marked as unreliable 
which is the worst of all possible curses in DXing. Then no matter what 
rare loggings you claim , no matter how high you climb on the scoreboard, 
a tinge of doubt will always be attached to your reports. 

Tentative IDs, to return to the subject, are the result of piecing 
together a number of separate factors that, in composite, convince you of 
a station's probable identity. The number of bits that •tit• can vary, 
but the more that do, the surer you can be. Too few •tits• and all you've 
got is a •possible•, or perhaps even an •unidentified•. And the experienced 
DXer has the edge since he's accumulated more know-how and background ir..fo 
to test for •fit•. 

rhe factors? Frequency, naturally. Time? Does your reception match the 
schedule? Propagation? Is reception possible, or likely, at the time you 
are hearing it? Does your reception match the language and programming 
known to be used? Can you, for one reason or another, eliminate from 
consideration other stations known to operate on the frequency at that time? 

Other clues? You heard no country reference, but did hear a Spanish 
commercial for Cerveza Carta Blanca. In which country or countries of 
Latin America is that brand of beer distributed? Can you identify the 
national anthem heard at sign-off? 

What does the music tell you? Can you distinguish between ~lexican and 
Br-;1zilian ~usic? Between that of Peru and that of the Dominican Republic? 
·~hPt is high life music? Gamelan? ~hat is a sitar and what does it sound 
like? 

There are dozens of clues , factors that can help you to identify a 
station. There's no practical way they can be taught, except by experience. 
But if you're alert to the basic techniques, you can begin to file away 
in your mind these scraps of information that will help you in identifying 
stations. 

Naturally, none of these clues alone is sufficient to justify even a 
tentative identification. Enough of them , however, .!!!!.i'. make a strong 
enough case for a tentative ID. 

But, again, be careful:

HRVC CELEBRATES 22nd ANNIVERSARY by Marlin Field

~n December 8, HRVC celebrated it's 22nd anniversary. Radio Ja 
Station HRVC, the ::vangelical Voice of Honduras, began broadcasting in ... 
1960 from the home of CBHMS minister David Jones for two hours each II{ 

day. In 1964, property for a transmitter site was purchased, and 411 office space was rented in a building downtown, for use as studios. '!'If 
The ministry was greatly expanded in 1965 by the addition of a 

~t'1lnsmitter in the 60 meter shortwave band. Not only did this increase 
its• coverage to the rest of Honduras and several surrounding countries, 
but it also made it possible to hear HRVC at night in other parts of 
the world . An FM transmitter was also added to enhnnce local cover~e . 
In 1Q?5. the rented building was purchased and the facilities were 
expanded. Felipe Aguilar, a Honduran national, was installed as 
manager. The following year, the original 1.5 KW AM transmitter was 
replaced with a new 10 KW unit. This greatly improved local coverage. 
Control of the radio station was turned over to a board of directors, 
elected. by l ocal CB churches, in 19??. 

Today, HRVC is an integral part of the Christian community. A 
good part of the station's budget is made up of donations from local 
churches and payments for air time. Future plans include a re~ote 
broadcast unit which would allow the broadcast of church services and 
special meetings live. 

Marlin adds1 Acco~ding to Jim Bowen, director of field ·operations 
for PEBC, it requires $JJ4,000 every month to operate all of the 
FEBO stations a nd studios! 
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. A LOOK AT SHERWOOD SNGINEEHING •••. by Jim Herkimer 

Sherwood Engineering Inc. has been mentioned by Larry Magna in his 
various receiver reviews in the World Radio TV Handbook and over RCI's 
•shortwave Listener's Digest•. Although well known in amateur radio circles, 
Sherwood has not been mentioned in any or the shortwave hobby bulletins 
to date. This is mainly due to the nature of their businees, which ls 
directed at the serious amateur radio fraternity. High-quality crystal 
filters and extensive modifications have been developed to improve receiver 
dynamic range. Ot particular interest to S\fBC DXers are their products 
designed exclusively for the Drake R4 series and R7 (A) receivers. 

While tube type rece19ers are generally becoming obsolete, all of the 
new synthesized receivers on the market have certain lilllitations that 
significantly reduce their performance in severe RP environments. Many 
serious amatears have found that a Sherwood-modified R4Q out performs any 
other receiver in respect to close-in dynamic range and ultimate rejection. 
For serious SWBC DXing many find the R4~ preferable, as the sharper SSB 
filters can be used in the AM mode. Sherwood's brochure mentions that the 
?irst IP filters they have designed for the R4c can be u.sed on the R4~. 

The R-7(A) has two basic shortcomings1 i.ni"dequate filter options 
and marginal improvements in AM reception with the synchro-phase detector. 
Recommended filters for SWBC reception are the Sherwood 8-pole filters, 
available in bandwidths of 6, 4, 3 and 1.6 kHz. 

The SE-3 phase-locked AM product detector is of particular interest 
to SWBC DXers. It ls a self-contained buffer, detector and audio amplifier 
system. It is basically a hand-made instrument and is often customized for 
an individual 's specific receiver. For a more comprehensive description 
ot the SE-3, see Larr:t Magne's review in the 1983 WRTH. 

Sherwood Engineering Inc. was formed in 1975 by J. Robert Sherwood 
a~d was expanded soon afterwards to include two other people on a part­
t ime basis. Mr. Sherwood is also Engineering Supervisor and Maintenance 
of KOA (AM) and KOA~ (FM) in Denver , Colol!lldo. Although primarily an 
er!J!:ineering company, Sherwood has become wall known for providing an 
independent testing service tor high performance receivers.

Having just acquired the 
new ICOH IC-R70 receiver 
l was pleasantl y remind­
ed of the niceties about 
Exhalted Carrier AH Tun-
ing. Thi s technique was 

THE EXHALTED CARRIER 

first shown to me by the ve~eran DXer Emeritus, Al R. Niblack. In those days 
Al was my mentor and easily the most imminent DXe r around, When I learned 
about Exhalted Carrier tuning, sepa rating close/interfering stations became 
much easier to accomplish. 

In Al's own woNls, I would like to repeat here the narrative description of 
how Exhalted Carrier tuning ls accomplished. 

"In SWBC reception, it often happens that transmission conditions are dif­
ferent for waves of slightly different frequencies. In the case of volce­
modulated transmissions which involve sideband fqys differing s lightly from 
the carrier fqy, the carrier and sideband components may not be being received 
in the same relative amplitude and phase which were present at the trans­
mitter. This effect, known as ftselective fading", can cause severe distortion 
of the signal and hence ensuing loss of readability-- rough copy! I Selectl~ 
fading can be reduced somewhat, rendering the signal more readable, t hrough 
utilization of Exhalted Carrier AH Reception. 

"To tune an AH signal via this method, set the receiver to USB or LSB, then 
follow the no rmal procedure for tuning single-sideband; tune the receiver • 
to select (accept) only one or the two sidebands being transmitted at the 
station, letting the recei ver BFO re-insert the othersideband, detecting the 
signal as in the same manner as a conventional SSB s ignal. Depending on the 
make of receiver, the .listener may or may not have to insert the BFO into 
the circuit ••• ln most l ate models the BFO is alreadv tied into the mode 
switch and is automatically switched into the circuit when the receiver is 
used fo r SSB purposes. 

"Of course, in receiving SSB, the receiver selectivity is always sharper 
reading--thls makes tuning more difficult, critical, and sharper.•

It 
tunes very well !rom 4. ~ (Mhz ) to 17.9 (mhz ). Above and below these freq­
uencies, the t une r ( a MFJ901, if I 'm not too far :ni.etaken • •• mja) has no 
ef'!ect ••••• 

On some frequencies, the antenna receives best broadside, on others it 
is best off the ends. I can•t understand it since a windom is suppose( d) 
to be best broadside. (Jack, the only thing I could think of is ·irt.nding it 
around an insulator changes the rules somewhat as to bow a directional 
antenna works. Anybody have a better guess?? mja) 

Jack has also built the Snake antenna that Neal Perdue wrote about in 
an earlier versi on of swc.
