jREVOLUCI6N Q ~. VENCEREMOSI by Steve Reinstein 

"Revolution or death, we will conquer• are words t hat should not be taken in 
a glib manner. These defiant words have probably been uttered by many revo­
lutionaries throughout history. Yet, never have they stood so boldly true as 
they do today, in El Salvador . El Salvador, a densely populated nation of 
4.8 million, has staggeNtd through four trying years of violence, terror, ~ 
murderl The bloody civil war has claimed upwards of J0,000 lives and, as yet, 
there is no end in sight . AJJ happens in this day and age, guerrilla revolu­
tion and counterrevolution is invariably accompanied by a staunch platform ot 
political rhetoric via clandestine radio broadcasting . It is in this light 
that we take a closer look at developments in the El Salvador underground. 

Since the revolution in El Salvador began in the late 1970s, there have been 
several rebel shortwave radio stations on the air . These include, Radio Lib­
eraci6n, Radio Venceremos, Radio Parabundo )tart[, Radio Unidad, and Radio 
Guazapa. All of these station.JI have 'flown' generally under the banner of the 
PMLN - f rente Parabundo Marti para Liberaci6n Nac ional (Parabundo Mart[ front 
for National Liberation)-.---

The FMLN is a large Wllbrella organization that encompasses combatants from 
the five major Marxist groups in El Salvador . Their name is derived from the 
martyred communist leader, Parabundo Martf, who led a short-lived peasant 
uprising in January 19)2. Mart! was captured by govt , forc es and shot by a 
firing squad. The rebellion was cruahed and thousands were massacred. Little 
did he dream that half a century later his country would be literally torn 
apart by a revolution i n his memory! While the ?MLN is essentially a military 
guerrilla organizati on, the other half of the Salvadoran Left is represented . 
by the FDR - ?rent• Democr,tico Re~olucionario (Democratic Revolutionary 
Front), The F~a political ally of the FlllLN and serves as the political 
arm of 14 leftist parties and groups. Leading the ?DR is a former Social Jem­
ocrat, Guillermo Manuel Ungo. Ironically, Ungo ran as the vice-presidential 
running mate of Josi Napoleon Duarte in 1972. Duarte won the election but the 
military falsified t he voter tabulations to keep him from taking office, In 
1979 Ungo served on the ruling civilian-military junta but :'11signed in 1980 
t o work with the FDR. (The original. ?DR leader was Enrique .O.var€z Cordova, 
assassinated in December 1980). Duarte later became President o! the ruling 
j unta, while Ungo went into exile in Panama to oppoee Duarte's regi me . The 
current (interim) President o! El Salvador is Alvaro :a1a&aii'a. 

In December 1980 the firs t PMLN station appeared on shortwave, The short­
lived Radio Liberaci6n broadcast on 824) kHz and claimed to be located near 
battle!ronts in El Salvador. Popular opinion, at the ~ime, suspected Radio 
LiDeracion to actually be located in Chinandega Province, Nicaragua, In ?eb. 
1981, R. Liberaci6n ceased broadcasting but was quickly replaced by a new 
FMLN station, Radio Venceremos. Radio Venceremos " t he official voice of t he 
PMLN" is generally assumed to sometimes be actually broadcas ting from the 
Mor az"1 Department of El Salvador. It is suspected that at least one transmi­
tter is l ocated at a large ?MLN complex, south of Managua. while repeaters 
are used in the field. !he easily heard Radio Vence remos often changes f !"eq­
uencies and schedule, to avoid j8Jllllling and direction finding techniques, so 
be sure to check other sections of PRENDX for more current information. Radio 
Venceremoa claims t o have begun operation on medium wave mn 1/22/ 80 under the 
~am• Radio Revolucionaria del Pueblo. Since March 1982 their transmissions on 
shortwave have been severely interfeNtd with. They claim that u.s. vessels 
patrolling the Gulf of Fonseca have persisted in a plan to disrupt the FMLN 
broadcasts (see the cover of the April 198J RIB, #75 for the lateet), nespite 
~he jamming harassment, ~adio Venceremos is well heard around the world, 
They can be r ,eached at• Apartado Postal 7-907 , Mexico Distri to Federal, 
Mexico. 
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Although t he !'MLN oversees t he activi t ies of the rebel groups and attempts to 
keep them unified, t hese ~roups have diverse political ambitions and often 
run into conflict with one another . 

~he largest and most radical of the guerrilla groups compr i sing the FMLN is 
the FPL - Fuerzas Po~ulares de Liberaci6n (Popular Liberation Forces) . rhe 
FFL was founded in 1 69 by si!vador Cayetano Carpio after he split with the 
Salvadoran Communist Party over ideological differences. The 6) year old 
Cayetano, usually known by his nom-de- guerre 'Marc i al', has often been re­
ferred to as the •grand old man• of the revolution. ~hroughout the civil war 
the FPL has been very active battling goYt , t r oops in Chalatenango Jepartment 
and other areas . In January 1982 the FPL introduced their own clandestine 
radio station in the for!ll of Radio Farabundo Martl. They carefully timed 
their broadcasts t o !ollow the sign- off of Radio Venceremos, so as not to 
appear as competition, ~he sporadic R. Farabundo Mart! has been jammed merci ­
lessly by the •mus ic" jam.mer, pr obably because their ~arxist doctrine is far 
more radical than even the FMLN I In April :98) the FPL was dealt a severe a.~d 
damaging setback when their second- in-c o1111and Melida A!'l&Ya ~ontez , usually 
known on-the-air by her pseudonym ' Comandante Ana Marfa•, was assassinated by 
fe llow FPL members. Shortly therea.:fter FPL l eader :ayetano, 1espondent over 
the death of Ana Mar!a, reportedly committed suicide. The FPL is now headed 
by 'Salvador Guerra• (an obvious pseudonym). 

The second largest guerrilla force in the FMLN is the ERP - EJ€rcito Revolu­
cionario del Pueblo (Revolutionary Army of the People) . ~he ERP, form~er 
a dispute"'"Within Cayetano's FPL, is collllllB.nded by Jl year old Joaqufn Villa­
lobos. The ERP is said to operate mainly in Moraz'1'.n since the outbreak of the 
civil war . 

The third largest guerrilla force in the !'MLN is the ?ARN - ?uerzas Armada.S 
de Resistencia Nacional (Armed Forces of National Resistance) . The ?ARN, 
?Ormed in t975 after a dispute within the ERP, is commanded by the Costa Rica 
born Eduardo Sancho Castaneda, known better by his nom- de-guerre Ferman Cien­
fuegos. The ?ARN is said to operate widely in Cuscatl{n Department, especial­
ly around the Guazapa volcano. This leads to speculation that the !'AR!I is be­
hind the latest anti-junta radio station to hit the airwaves . Radio Guazapa 
"La Voz de Cuscatlan" appeared in Mareh 198) varying between 9820-9850 icHz at 
•0130, and also announcing a •t8JO broadcast. 

Tne fourth guerrilla group in the FMLN i s the Salvadoran Communist ?arty it­
self . A relative newcomer to the !ighting, the Party finally joined in the 
fray in 1979 with a small group of guerrillas known as the PAL - !"~erzaa 
Armadas de Liberac i6n (Armed ?orces of Liberation). The Sa.lvadoran Communist 
Party is-red by secretary ge neral (s ince 1972 ) Shafick Jorge Handal , son of 
Palestinian immigrants . Handal is said to have ties to ?alestine Liberation 
Organization terrori st Yasser Arafat, !i.nd is act ive in the purchase of arms 
for the FMLN. 

The last of the major !llarxist groups comprising the FML~ i~ also the :nost 
furtive and least known organization, The ?RTC - Partido Revolucionario de 
l2!!_ Trabajadores Centroamer icanos (Central American ·11orkers 1 Revolut!.onary 
Party) was formed i n 1975 by the sec retive Roberto Roca. It is speculated 
that Roca's PRTC is responsible for guerrilla activity in the s wampy south­
eastern Usulut{n nepartment . Roca is believed to side with Guillermo Un50 
of the !'CR in believing that a negociated settlement for peace i n El Salva­
dor is a neces'!lity in order to avoid massi•1e intervention by U. S . lnilitary 
forces . 

The las t of the !'MLN clandestine radio stations is/ was Radio Unidad, a sta­
tion that very little is known about. To my knowledge Radio Unidad has neve r 
been positively reported by North Amer ican JXers. The asc Monitoring Service 
came out with several reports that Radio Unidad was heard in January 19d2 on 
7000 kHz, c l ai:ni ng to be broadcasting from Usulutan. It '"as :iever ascertained 
as to whether R. Unidad was a legitimate ?MLN station, or perhaps a disinfor­
mationtransmission from an anti- !'MLN source. In 1982 there were some interes­
ting reports of a station called R. or ientac i6n or Reorientaci6n, '"hich s ur­
faced br iefly to confuse listeners of R. 'fenceremosl ••• And there you have it , 
the current clandestine scene in ~l Salvador. ! ' ve thrown all these names at 
you. the readers, not to confuse you hut to hopefully help you in listening 
to t he amazing world of clandestine radio. So , as they say on R. Venceremos ,

PART I! - The Active Loop Antenna. 

Last month we constructed the loop itself , BUT, as some of you have noted, ! 
did not mention how the variable capacitor is affixed, Hahl This has to do 
with continuing construction on the amplifier, which we will discuss here . 

The FET amplifier used here is a push - pull design allowing for ample increase 
in gain and quiet response. All the small parts are readily available, and 
actual construction should be easy for the modest hobbyist. 

Constr uction · layout on a small . piece of perforated board may follow exactly 
the schematic diagram pr ovided here. Wires may cross over ea ch other , pro­
vided they are insulated and not actually touching. Note that there are two 
points for entry of the signal from the antenna loop, 1n1d two points for 
hooking to your receiver antenna/ground te~minals. There are also two points 
for powering the unit, which ~e will take up next month .

LETTERS FROM READERS "hi.a is not likely to !le a continuing feature, but 
the subject ma~ter is interesting enough that many may have the same prob­
lems and can benefit from the suggestions I give, if any. 

New York: n I own a DX-302 , and use a longwire antenna. Within two miles 
are 10 50KW AH, and 20 lOOKW FM stations. I have images all over the en­
tire spectrum. 1.'1hat can I do? 11 Good grief I Let ' s assume that all the 
stations have met their FCC obligations to suppress images. The remaining 
problem !-!UST l ie within the less-than- desirable circuitry of the DX-302. 
Reduce the length of your antenna dramatically •• • only a few feet, say 10. 
Then construct a aeries - type antenna tuner. This will resonate your short 
antenna sharply, only for the band of frequencies you listen to on 3hort 
wave. Alas , if the problem IS at the transmitter, it could be that the sig ­
nals c~me in on such unsuspect things as your power l ine . 

New York: "Hy R-70 is ever ything I ever wanted. However, I note that the 
digital display 'pops ' unexplainably and it doesn ' t seem to have anything 
to- do with band- change& &JL-l;~digi-t&l-·:ttep~ ttp ar -down- in frequency. Do 
I have a defective receiver?" !iot likely. The 1pops 1 you noted probably 
are due to the switching, inherent in the gas - discharge segments of the 
reado~t . Notice that, for instance that the digit 1 is comprised of two 
lighted segments. If you tune down , the next digit to light would be zero, 
comprised of six lighted segments • • •• that ia, a sudden increase of four 
more. If you went from zero to 1 again, the additional four segments would 
just as suddenly extinguish . SUch switching does cause pops. Better buf­
fering would alleviate or eliminate this minor nuisance, but it doesn't 
create any problems.
