DXing 
Indonesia .. .. A Primer 
by Geoff Cosier 

To get started in Indonesian DXing, the fir st thing to do is familiarize oneself 
vi.th the type of progrmrJ11ing these stations air . List.en a few times to the best. 
signals you can find, vhether it be R.~I Jakarta or one of the regional stations. 
You ' ll soon see that heavy r ock or heavy classical 1111sic is never played. Note 
also that there ar e r egular programmed newscasts, relayed by other stations. For 
exainple, the RRI (Radio Republik Indonesia - the official goverruuent radio net) 
Jakarta news at 1300 and 1500 UTC are relayed by virtually every audible SW 
station in the country. Listen for the annou~cement: "Inilah Radio Republik 
Indonesia dengan warta ber tta" - "Her e ts Radio Rep. Indonesia vi th the news". 
If you can hear the regional stations such as Rill Surabaya (Surabaya ts the 
capital of the Provi.nce of East Java, or Java Timur) , listen at 11.00 UTC. Then, 
Rill Surabaya has a provincta£··nnscast. This is relayed by all (SW) stations in 
East Java; this news is preceeded by a piano IS, i n differ ence to the famous 
'Love Anlbon' or •Song of the coconut is lands' I S that preceeds most other news 
relays. Tne correct naJ11e in Indonesian for this i s 'Ra)~an pulau kelapa', which 
literally means 'Melancholy coconut islands' or such: I remember once reporting 
an Rill several years ago, stating that I'd heard Love Ambon prior t o the nx. The 
response came back that it vas not that, but Rayuan Pulau Kelapa: So there se~ms 
to be a difference of opinion, fii: 
s~ what of all this music one hears f r om Indonesia? Culturally, Indonesia is of 
a predominantly Moslim follovin&, henc~ the reason for t h;t type of musi c being 
heard (whether it be a r ecitation from the Holy Koran, or ' genuine' Arabi c musi c 
of the instrumental variety) . For the uninitia~ed, the Kora~ reading sounds lil<e 
'a man vailtng•: But woe befall any DXer who uses that phrase in a r ecepti on report! 
As the Hindu cultur e hao a grasp on Indonesia many many years ago, even today 
Indian styl e music is very popular there, in the f orm of 1 lagu melayu•. This is 
a bl end of Indian mu•ic and Indonesian popular music elenents. It is most pleasant 
and llM!ediately identifiable. One of the most famous Indonesian er~onents of this 
styl e i s Elvy Sukaesih. Indonesian ' pop ' music , or ' lagu pop ' (or 'la;,c populer ') 
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is probably the most vide ly heard 111Usi c rrorn this country. It ta u-'Ually bouncy 
(and, dare I use the term?!), gay 1111d happy. 1 suppose that ~r one word had to 
be tagged to Indonesian music, ' melodic ' would \'le it. One of the most 11elodic 
styles ia ' kroncong' music ('lagu kroncong': also spelled keroncong), ainiilar to 
Hawaiian guitar tunes. Kroncong (pronounce 'c' in Indonesian as 1ch', please!) 
Refers to the instrument of the same n&Jlle, which is noi necessarily present 1n 
the music! Kroncong music can be inst?"Wllental or vocal! and is very soothing indeed! 
Tne last of the modern music styles is 'lagu biburan' lagu means song, but is 
often used to r efer to music in general). 'Hiburan 1 .eans comforting, and that is 
exactly what this ltyle is: Indonesian 'easy listening' 01Uaic. It is similar to 
kroncong 111USic, except that the Havaiin flavour is absent. But undoubtedly the 
most !u:ous musical style is Gamelan. Tnis unique music 15 purely percussive, 
with the exception of one !lute. It is mainly used !or special religious occasions, 
or to accompany 'va,)"ang', or live Indonesian drama. Wayang uy be the form or 
Wkyang kulit (puppet shadow plays) or one of the many other types of vayang, 
using live performers as thectaracters,or using wooden puppets, etc. 

For reception reports, except in a few cases, Indonesian is a must . If you are 
using an Indonesian dictionary, make sure it is in the 'current' spelling. Nat too 
many never DXers would realise that there were revisions to the spelling in the 
early 1970's. hence 'dj' became 'j' (Jakarta , not Djakarta!); 'tj' becomes •c •; 
'j' beco:nes 'y', and 'ch' becomes 'kh'. Reply pos tage doea no~ aeem mandatory, 
but if you can send tbe station some mint stamps, do so. IRCs seem to be unheard 
of, except in Jakarta. When r eporting a station, make sure that your report 
period does include local programming, rather than just details of a Jakarta news 
relay. otherwise, a rebuff will occur. Indonesian stations appear to 111&intain 
very accurate logs of their programming, so a QSL fr"'" an Indonesian station 
is usually about as ' genuine ' a QSL as you will ever get . By the same token, 
i! any major errors are present in the report, the chances of getti~ a QSL will 
be lowered considerably: Do not give SINPO ratin11s or detailed technical into to 
the station (unless it is one of the larger RRis ); the smaller stations (especially 
the RP?.L.. or Radio Pemerintah Daerah - local government radio) do not understand 
the SINrv code. 

Don't forget that most RRI stations carry advertisements; usually in blocks. 
If you can get any product names (Rinso, Coca-Cola, Indomillc, etc !: ), this is 
an excellent verifiable part of a report. But don't hold your breath waiting 
for these ads ( ' iklan') to appear, as they may only co:ne up once or twice in 
an evening. 

There are many terms that are part of Inao-DX jargon: Perhaps the short list 
following will clarify a rev points to the uninitiated: 

Pernerintah Daerah: Local government 
Kabupaten: Distr~ct 

Kepala studio: Studio head 
Khusus: Special 

Tingkat 2 (dua): Level 2 - so, •Radio Pemerintah Daerah tingkat 2' i s : Level 2

Bahasa Indonesia: Indonesian language 
Oleh raga: Sport 

Berite daerah: Local news 
Berita keluarga: Family news 

Tanda tunggu: Interval signal

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Riding the Mag,;;;;,;;;n==e==ti==c==S==t==o;,:=r==m======--=== 
by A l Sizer 

It is Friday , February 4th, here in Connecticut , but already Saturday, 
February 5th, 0100 , by Universal Coordinated Time, when I turn on the receiver 
for my nightly check. Immediately I know something is up. 

When you've been in DXing awhile- -my 15 years is certainly no record, 
but qualifies me as a non-beginner--you become quickly aware of unus ua l 
propagation conditions. You don ' t have to hear a rare station t o realize it. 
Ordinary stations you hear day in and day out seem t o jump right out at you 
with unusual sparkle and force. Even an every day powerhouse like Ecos del 
Torbes on 4980 kHz , seems determined to wreck your S-meter. 

The clincher, of course, is the rarer stations. I begin to scout around 
the 60 meter band. 

Whango! On 4697v Radio Riberalta i s piling in from Bolivia. I've logged 
it before but not often , and never like this. At 0110 I go up to 4720 and there 
is another Bolivian, Radio Abaroa, equally strong. The day I first heard this 
on 4730 in 1974 with a SINPO of 13211 it had been a struggle. 

I ' m convinced; something is really up. I turn to WWV f or the 0118 
propagation repor t1 Solar Plux-159, A Index-75, Boulder K Index-5, a "major 
geomagnetic storm" is in progress. 

I lmow what that means and I know that when the A Index is that high , 
get those dials moving! It was on August 5th, in 1972 when I first learned 
that. A magnetic storm was in progress then too. 

I turned on my receiver that night in 19?2 a nd incredibly, or so I 
thought , I logged for the first time Radio Arequipa in Peru at 0050 UTC on 
5960 kHz with great strength , plain IDs and Coke ads. My eyebrows still raise 
when I look at the Sinpo rating I gave it1 44344 (purists will insist that 
no overall rating can be more than the lowest of its components , but I don't 
agree). 

After Arequipa , what next? Why not Falkland Islands? It was on 3942.5 
then wit h just 500 watts and the only one I knew in North America who had 
ever logged i t was Don Jensen (who else?). I tuned to that area and there it 
was, faint but -unmistakable, with a woman in Engli~h and pop music . I didn ' t 
recognize any tunes and decided I didn't have enough t o report, but a DXing 
friend, Earle Hall in Massachusetts, logged it that same night , identified 
the -music and got a verie. 

I had those thoughts in mind this year when the February magnetic storm 
was in progress. 

It is, I think, one of the great thrills in DXing. One of the impressions 
I have , and this might be my own excited imagination, is that stations are 
bursting through a barrier at you and come through with strength in the 
middl e , but a little ragged at the edges. Let me compare i t to the famous 
Lite beer commercial where John Madden comes bursting through a sheet of 
paper excit edl y waving hi s arms at you. Crazy? Maybe. 

Of course , it isn ' t all tutti-frutti ice cream. Sometimes the whole band 
goes dead and powerful stations are silent or strangely distorted . Sometimes 
one band is active and another kaput. You never know . Reception might be 
great one hour and poor the next. Signals might be strong from one dir ection 
and lousy from another. 

I found this last observation to be true on February 5th. Signals came 
in strongly from the south and southeast . Hence , a ll of South America and 
most of Africa were good, but Europe and the Pacific were non-productive. 

At 0300 I tuned the 90 meter band and the Africans were swarming in. 
Mozambique, South Africa and Swaziland were booming in o~ all their channels. 
I had logged them all before and my only disappointment was failure to hear 
Que limane (Mozambique) on 3195 kHz, if still there , but a t 250 watts , that 
was too much to ask for. 

So what did I reap that was new from the magnetic storm? I heard the 
unidentified (at this writing) Peruvian on 6520 kHz (still is, right?-JH) 
with amazing strength for seven minutes , from 0238 to 0243 and later in fade 
but , unfortunately , all my peaks coincided with Peruvian mus ic and I was 
unable to hear an ID. 

I also logged another r are Peruvian, Radio Celendin , on 6499 kHz at 
0317. 

And , finally, as the magnetic s torm continued when I came back to the 
receiver at 1000, I logged about 10 minutes of the Argentinian, Radio 
Malargue , on 6160 kHz , at sign-on. 

Good, but might have been better . Too bad I hadn ' t been able to read 
Don Jens en's art icle in his DX series , "On To The Top", in the February 
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RIDING THE MAGNETIC STORM (cont'd) 

·FRENDX . He spelled it all out there - -the necessity in the face of a great 
propagational opening for having a plan of attack, of knowing just what 
stations you want to try for and what not. Don also points out that it is 
better to have a few good , verifiable loggings to show from a good 
propagational period than a lo; of bits and pieces. 

Right he is, and the next time I'm going to have a special "Magnetic 
Storm Target List" all r eady. 

Can anyone tell me when that is likely to be? 

(I dunno, Si, but call me:-JH)

The director is a Catholic priest , 45 years of age with 20 years in 
the ministry. He is a journalist and announcer with a license for 
radio and television . 

The station's programs include the Bible , 
catechism and o•her programs of the 
catholic faith, human relations , health, 
folk music , programs on the family , news , 
and programs for the youth. 

The station, according to its director , 
has been quite successful s ince it 
started in November. Its slogan is 
"a light for the religious and 
cultural orientation of Southern Colombia."

Well , I ran into Morty again the other day . He hardly looked like 
the depressed fellow I'd last s een. 

"I' ve made it , Charles , " he sai d , quite smugly. "I ' m right ther e 
on t op now. Everybody looks up to me and thinks I ' m the greatest ! " 

As I looked at this changed Morty , a phrase just popped into my 
head, something that I ' d heard somewhere , long ago . 

"Don ' t you believe it ," I muttered , "don ' t you believe it." 
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The Great 60 Meter Band Fire of 1971 .... 

by Edward c. Shaw 

seems like every convention I attend there are always a few who 
sidle up to me with the question, "Weren't you the same Ed Shaw who 
reported the 60 meter fire about ten years ago?" Somewhat embarrassed 
by this s udden and unsolicited mention of praise I admitted that I 
was the same . Invariably, I was always asked to recount the excitement 
for the benefit of newcomers to the hobby since the event. Taking a 
chair at the nearest table , I would sit back and squint off into space 
tryi ng to remember just how it all started . Oh yes, now it all comes 
back to me . . . . 

It was about 0400 GMT one September night. The upper frequencies 
had died off and most of the Latins had already signed -off for the 
night . I was still puttering around 4473 kHz area, having just left 
Movima not long before , when I t hough.t I heard the muffled cry of "Fire: " 
Thinking that some member of my own household was perhaps in troubl e , 
I l ifted t he earphones away from the s ides of my head and turn to listen . 
No, the house was quiet and everyone as leep, so I went back to concen­
trating on what I was doing. I tuned up to 4485 kHz and caught the 
monotone s peech of a Soviet announcer speculating on corn futures. Some 
lightning crackle , but otherwise not too much QRM. Stil l , I heard again 
the faint call, "Fire !" This time the sound seemed to emanate ou t of 
my right earpiece. 

I tuned further up frequency and approached 4679. Espejo was there 
OK enough, but the fire cry was louder and plainer now. Somewhat confused 
by a warmish sensation felt in my right ear and by the obvious excited 
calling of "Fire : •, I began to crank the dial up quickly now. Once agai n , 
"Fire!" I was intrigued! What in Heaven ' s name was going on? I felt my 
tuning knob jer k to one side a s a rapid voice in Spanish shouldered his 
way across my i.f. I recognized it as Radio Bolivar, Venezuela, from 
4770 and heading down frequency. Holy Heterodynes: What was it doing 
way down here around 4700 kHz? Tuning up frequency some more I encountered 
La Voz del Galapagos, Radio Ribamar-Brasil, and Radio Lara-Venezuela, 
all headed down frequency in one helluva hurry. By the time I had tuned 
up to Radio Tachira-Venezuela , I understood what was going on. Here was 
Bucaramanga staggering down frequency, upper sideband scorched and still 
smoking. Just a few kHz up, a roaring fire was settled right between 
Radio Juventud and Emisoras Gran Colombia . Both stations were infernos : 
I took a running spin on my dial knob and l eaped across the damaged 
spectrum , landing right on top of Caracol Neiva, scraping my knuckles. 
It was just as well I reawoke them. Having just gone off the air , their 
carrier had not yet shut down. Together we tuned further up frequency 
to get away from the spreading flames. Everyone remaining on the air 
was pushing upwards and a traffi c jam was forming around WWV . With a 
concerted effort , we dislodged the monotonous beep to one side and most 
of us got away . I heard later that night that 16 stations were destroyed, 
20 others had distorted carriers and sidebands , and WWV was badly 
scorched . Even the lower portion of the 49 meter band was beginning to 
get warm and melt. Radio Canada International reportedly will file a 
damage suit with the ITU in an attempt to recover barber expenses for 
Ian MacFarland ' s singed beard. Hoping that t here would be no further 
damage, I tuned way on up frequency in case any sparks rising might 
spontaneously ignite. Everything was fine as far up as Jl meter s . Along 
about 9800 kHz I found Hauser feeling around for warm-spot harmonics, 
but otherwise no other damage was apparent. Throughout the next week , 
through phone calls and cards , I learned that several receivers had 
suffered charred speaker cones , two had antenna lead-ins melted. One 
QSL collection was completely incinerated because the DXer had them all 
displayed on t he wall over his receiver . Several NASWA members reported 
blisters on the tips of fingers. 

Several years have intervened now. Some destroyed stations r emained 
off the air. Other s have rebuilt with new and better fir efi ghting 
capabilities .

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THE GREAT 60 METER BAND FIRE OF 1971 (cont ' d) 

I regret that those of you who had reports out to stations between 
4875 and 4930 kHz will have to resubmit since most all reports went up 
in smoke. 

To aid in better band protecti on I have install ed a smoke detector in 
my i.f. section . In case of fire anywhere in my tuni~ vicinity , a neon 
pilot on either side of my main dial indicates direction of the blaze 
in order that I may tune the opposite way and pass t he word. 

Let this be a lesson to all!

THE ANTIQUE liIRELESS ASSOCIATION 

From time to tim&, I have given you brief glimpses of the most 
venerable of the antique radio clubs . This month, however, I would like 
to mare deeply acquaint you nth tho Antique Virel.e11s A11sociation (AWA). 

The Association llll.11 founded in 1952 in order to foster the 
pra·eervatian and historical dooU111antation of the field or communications. 
It i11 a mmabar o:f the American Assoc. ot' Mu11eums and the Regional Confer­
ence of Historioa1 Agencies. A.W.A. operates as a non-profit organization 
under the law11 of the state of Nev York. There are currently over 2000 
momber11 of the As11ooiation, mo11t of whom are quite active in variou11 en­
deavor11 having to do vith the history of "w1reles11". 

There are 11evoral methods used by the Association in the pro­
motion of h111torica1 r-ea.rch and preservation. Probably the mos t impor­
tant means to this end is accomplished through the :publla.lllng of the 
quarterly bulletin, "The Old Timer's Bulletin" (OTB). T'.cm OTB is a regu­
lar source for the dissemination or members• reaearoh. More thorough 
at'forta ii.re publlahed in AWA Monograph booklets. Another source of stimu­
lation for historical research would be the meetings· that are sponsored 
under tha auspices of the Association. These convocations are hel.d in 
conjunction with both museums and other amateur nnd professional organiza­
tions (i.e., IEEE, ARRL, SOWl', etc.). S11de shows have been presented at 
many of these &!'fairs with great success. 

The OTB is the most visible benefit of membership. It is pub­
Iillhed quarterly in March, June, Sep tember and December. Weighing in with 
a hot'ty .3'2 to 36 pages per issue, and very proressionally se t in print, 
the Old T1mer•11 Bulletin i11 a bargain at two dollars per issue. Each 
!11sue brings many stories on tubes, sets, horn speakers, old stations, 
manufacturers histories, tips ror restorers, book reviews, olds tyme ham 
ad11 (buy/selI/llV9.p), and much more. 

And, 1'1nall:y, 'idlat would more complement t!lls ar$an1:i:ation 
than ita 01iD museum? Th.e E1ectron1c Carmmmicat ions Museum (located in 
Ea11t Bloomfield, N.Y.) houS'Os and displays over 25 , 000 pieces or radio 
and viroleus parts and equipmant. T'ne museum orrers guided tours and 
deraonstrations :1'ram Maj' through October an Sundays (2 to 5 pm) and Wed­
nesdays (7 to 9 Jll!l)• Groups ma:y visit by appointment (Bruce Kelley, 
V2ICE, 716-657-7~89). And remember, adl!l:is sion i:r FREE.

Oo you 
lika to tuna in smell, microscopic countries like the Falkland• or thl 
Cook Ialanda? Satellites may epoil your run . Stations in euch areas 
may find they can battar earve their lietenera by feeding low-powerad 
local medi......,ave or Vtf'-FH transmitters by eatellita, dropping the SW 
service. True, SW covers a large are• more aconomic•lly then either HW 
or Vtf', but that advantage means nothing 1r the listening population 1a 
concrentratad in bunchee. Such en audience cen get etudio-quality, fede­
free eignela from local satellite-fed transmitters a t a cost competitive 
with SW. 

Satallitaa will not kill off do~estic SW broadceating completely, 
though. Countrie• like Auatralia must eerva vary amall, widaly acatter­
ed groups. The Australian Broadceeting Conwniaaion ia now thinking about 
building n.., SW trenamittara to aarva far-flung Northern Territory 
lietenera. Until direct eetallite broadcasting arrives, SW will be the 
beet wey to reach this kind or audience. 

This is but one or many technically-oriented ieaues we can diacuee 
in •contact.• Othare include: ere home computare competible in the radio 
shack? They are a notorious source or QRt1. Someone '· uet have practical 
hinte on euppraaeing such noiea , end turning the computer to taake of 
greater import than cataloging QSLa. Th• Great Power Race, jamming: all 
are grist f or tha mill. 

If you era ae technically-retarded •• I am don't worry. "Contact• 
will not dwell entirely on harcLlere . One ahould not concentrate on the 
maana of tranemiseion at the expanse of the meaaage being tranemittad. I 
encour•g• ell reader• to share their thought• on the vaat, occaaionally 
wonderful, more often mediocre, and s ometime• downright awful er•• or SW 
progrelftlning. Why are moat •ox program•• leee than ue•l•••? C•n we as 
11atenera do anything ebout it? Should we even try? Why do ell the 
private SW atetiona in the United States inflict the garbage they do on 
the world'• ail'lolave•? Why do •~e international bro•dcastara try ea hard 
t o distenca themaalvae from the countries they oatenaibly represent?

Ed Shaw is going to be a tough act t o f ollow. As aut hor of "DXi ng 
According to NASWA" and former publisher of FRENDX , Ed ' s contributions 
to the hobby are well documented. Not so we l l known ar e t he numer ous 
l etters Ed has received over t he years on a varie t y of subjec t s , each 

·painstakingly answer ed in grea t technical detail, yet a l ways offering 
encouragement. Ed, more than an.vone I know , s ubscribes t o the philosophy 
of "Unity and Friendship" . 

Noise levels on the tropical bands during the summer months ca n tes t 
an.vone's patience , but there are a few me thods by which we ca n allevia te 
a lot of it. Firs t, and foremost , a good ground on the r eceiver should be 
employed, consis ting of a ground clamp on a col d water pipe , connec t ed by 
14 gauge or heavier s tranded wire. Prior t o f asteni ng t he clamp to the pipe , 
clean the area on the pi~e with steel wool or f i ne eme ry c l o t h until it' s 
shiny. Ground clamps can be pur chased at ha r dwar e or e l e ctrical suppl y 
stores, or f a shioned from perfor a ted copper str ap used t o hang long runs of 
copper tubing. 

If you are using a coax f eedline f or your antenna , gr ounding t he braid 
of the c oax prior t o where it ent ers your house will also help reduce noi se . 
This i s a l so true if t he fe edline i s used on a longwire antenna , where t he 
braid i s not c onnect ed a t the antenna end . Car efully strip away about t " 
of the viiiYI j acket on the coax , careSul not to cut the braid. With t he 
braid now exposed, prepa r e the connecti on by stripping about ) " of i ns ulat i on 
from a length of 14 ga. solid wire. Wrap about 4 or 5 turns of t his stripped 
end onto the bra id of the coax . Forego soldering this connection as heat will 
melt the insulation be tween the br a i d and t he inner conduct or . The other 
end of the insulated wir e should be fas t ened to a ground r od , us i ng a simila r 
connector as was used on the r ecei ver ' s water pipe ground . I n areas wi t h 
poor ground conductivity , r adial s consisting of several lengths of wire 
buried just under the ground l eve l, l i ke spokes on a wheel , will he l p. These 
should als o be connected to the ground rod . Fina lly , t ape all connections 
t horoughly. At my br o ther' s home , we were able to r educe sta tic and man-made 
noise substantia lly , plus ef f ectively r educe i nterference from a c olor 
televis ion loca t ed less than 15 feet from t he listeni ng post . 

MY lis tening pos t is l oca t ed on the second floor of my home . In a n 
attempt t o ground the receiver , I used t he baseboar d r adiant heating s ystem 
which c onsis ts of t wo l oops of copper tubi ng encompassing the two floor s of 
the hous e. Due to the boiler being included i n this s ystem, this was not a 
very effective ground system, but it did all eviate s ome of the noi se . 
Consequently , I tried us ing this a s an antenna and found t ha t it r esonated 
at 60 me t ers quite nicely. Although s igna l s trengths were down somewha t 
from those obtained with my outdoor longwire , the attenuati on in noi se 
made a considerable difference in r eadability . No doub~ other sys t ems could 
be devis ed utilizi ng heat ducts . Matching devices , s uch as antenna tuners , 
coul d be used t o resonate these systems over several bands . Preselector s 
can also be employed to compens ate for l ow ga in . 

Carrying this
0
idea a step farther, I r ecently put up a pair of 120 ft. 

longwires on a 160 bearing. One antenna I terminated by connec ting a piece 
of copper tubing and tossing it into the nearby river . At a l ength of 120 ft . 
I figured that i t should r esonate c lose to 4 MHz . The unterminated wire 
brought in Radio Bafoussam, Cameroon on 4000 kHz . at a good l evel, but

switchi ng to the terminated wire showed no trace of the station. I first 
thought that the termination mus~ be attenuat~ng signals until ~ moved . 
up into the 60 meter band . Here it became obvious that the terminated wire 
was providing some directivity in addition to noise suppression, as Latin 
signals were much stronger on this wire , while the untermina~ed wire showed 
consistently poorer Latin signals, but much better African signals. Although 
noise suppression was the motivation behind this experiment , I consider 
the resulting directivity to be a most welcome bonus. Those not fortunate 
enough to have a nearby river to use as a termination can use a ground rod 
and/or radial system at the far end of the antenna. Unlike Beverage wave 
antennas, which are constructed very close to the ground , all longwiree 
shouid be placed as high and in the clear as possible, with a down lead 
at the far end for termination. More experimenting is needed to determine 
the amount of side rejection provided by various antenna lengths . I would 
be interested in hearing from anyone who tries this i dea. 

A spec sheet has been received from SONY describing the new ICF-2002 
receiver. The accompanying memo from Mr. Jon Strom, Marketing Manager for 
the Consumer Audio Division says "contrary to untold false rumors, the 
ICF-2002 is a totally new receiver , the size of a paper-back book. " The 
dimensions of this receiver are 4 5/8" H x 7 1/8" W x 1 1/4" D, in contrast 
to the 2001 which is 6 3/4" H x 11 5/8" W x 2" .. D. covering 150 kHz - 30 MHz · 
plus FM, a switchable 12/24 hour clock has been added and it has 10 memory 
presets while the 2001 has 6. Battery requirements are 4 AAs for the receiver 
section and 2 AAS for the computer/clock. Manual tuning moves up and down at 
the following rates: 3 kHz for LW, 10 kHz for MW (BCB) and 5 kHz for SW 
(100 kHz for Fiii). More precise frequency determination (1 kHz) is provided 
by the now familiar keypad entry system. I cannot see a BFO pitch control in 
the picture, as was utilized on the 2001 , consequently I cannot ascertain 
if the BFO can be used in conjunction with the product detector to receive 
off-frequency stations (i.e. stations whose "zero beat" lies in between 
the 1 kHz increments provided by the keypad entry system , such as SSB 
utility stations.) Sensitivity is given as 1 uv for 6 dB S/N at 10 MHz. 
Selectivity is given as:!) kHz at - 6 dB and i6dB. Suggested retail is 
$249.95 with estimated avail ability in August 1983. Hopefully, more info 
(a hands-on review) will be available in the near future. 

By the time you receive this , ANARC ' s convention will have occurred , with 
the unveiling of a couple of new entries in the receiver marketplace. Rather 
than specul ate on what's in store for us in the near future, I'd prefer to " 
hold off until we've had a chance to substantiate the various rumors 
currently circulating among the membership . If the number of new entries 
is as many as has been rumored, we ' re in for some very interesting reviews. 
Stay tuned ! 

Your editor is most anxious to receive your contributions, suggestions , 
comments and/or criticisms . Without this input, it will be very difficult 
to determine the type of information you desire , and severely limit the 
scope of the column .

Lin Robertson , KA6MPU (936 Loring St. lB, San Diego, CA 92109j offers 
the following , which he calls "a piece of inspired lunacy": 

Picture this , if you will: 

You've just made a marvelous DX catch , which has cause~ your joy 
and self-esteem to leap to empyrean heights; weightlessly floating for · 
days (your family, friends and employer totally unable to communicate 
with you , so complete is your transport to Nirvana). You are suddenly 
dashed to the ground upon receiving the monthly bulletin wherein you 
read . that some DX snob or another has pronounced your ~atch "child ' s 
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play" or "too easy"now they •ve upped their transmitter power" or "just 
plain mashed potatoes". Sullenly dejected, you slink to the deepest , 
darkest recess of your radio shack and plunge your finger into the 
nearest available 550 volt B plus line, ending it all. 

But wait! Don ' t despair- help is available! Before deciding to fry 
your frijoles ala D. C. H.V., apply this remedy at once: 

THE DX COEFFICIENT/EGO REDUCING FORMULA 

How does it work? Simple! Just take the transmitter power of the 
station that you heard , and divide i t by the approximate number of statute 
miles that you believe the signal travelled . You wind up with what could be 
called , for lack of a better term (and I welcome any intelligent or 
unintelligent suggestion), the "DX Coefficient"(if you're really compulsive 
you can call it "Watt-Miles"). The smaller the figure , the better the 
catch. 

Example : Say you' ve come up with the Falklands catch on 3958 kHz, 
known to use 3.5 kW. Well , from my QTH this comes out to about 6820 
statute miles via shortpath. 3500 divided by 6820 equals . 513 (rounded 
off to the 3r d place), so the figure is . 513 for the "Coefficient" . 

Compare t hi s against a catch you've had in the past--say , an Indian 
regi onal running 10 kW, approximately 9020 miles away . 10000 divided by 
9020 equals 1 . 108 . 

Again , take an Irish pirate known to run 400 watts. If you estimate 
the signal path travel to be , say , 5280 miles , the figure works out to 
be . 075 , a relatively low number. Apparently , the Falklands is a better 
catch than the Indian regional , but not as good as the Irish pira te station . 

One of the nice things about this arrangement i s that it somewhat 
compensates for geographic differences between you and the fellow who may 
think that it ' s relatively easy. The drawbacks to this little device a re 
as f ollows1 

1 . Is the transmission omnidirectional or is it beamed? 2. Is the 
signal pr opB!!ating over land or less l ossy terrain-water? 3 . Is the signal 
coming via longpath, shortpath or both? 4. Is the transmitter operating 
a t the advertised power, or considerably less due to age , neglect, etc? 
5. Is t he transmitter power known at all? 6. What frequency is it on? 
For instance , HCJB's 100 watt transmitter on 26010 kHz uses a cubical 
quad beam antenna . If it were on the tropical bands , reception would be 
incredibly more difficult . 7 . considerable differences in receiving gear 
will throw this off quite a bit. Let us consider these one by one, and 
then keel over , hi. 

Actually, this can serve as some sort of yardstick, albeit a clumsy 
one, t o gauge your DX catch of the month , year or wha tever , against those 
you've made in the past; providing, of course , that the factors above 
(and there are probably mor e) a r e borne in mind . 

In any case , it's a fun little game , and it should provide some sort 
of curative balm for that all too pervasive disease , DX ' ers EGO TRIP ! 
Don't l et it muck up your fun!

The ancr used the name 
Philip Carey and claimed the same xmtr and studio sites as on the QSL ca rd 
[Baltimore and Providence, resp.]. He a l so gave an addr for QSLs s tating one 
of the rules as reporting where you first hrd about the stn. The se were ancd 
as the second series of tes ts so aside from the bulletins the first logging 
appeared in, there would be no way for anyone to have heard about them. Could 
it be that the organization behind VOT (if any) had its own methods of publi­
cizing the stn, a nd wants to see if they were effective? 

l want to be the first to renounce this stn for what it is: a voice of in­
sidious bigotry trying to stir up hate.
