The slogan •yugo o Estrella" ("Slavery or Star" ) first stimulated my curiosity 
a couple of years ago , while exiting the Palmetto Expressway, in Hialeah, FL. 
The slogan, along with a five-pointed star (from the flag of Cuba) , was 
emblazoned upon the wall of the exit overpass. I have recently come to realize 
the the symbol "la estrella con cinco puntas• is the mark of the Cuban exile 
organization Junta Patri6tica ~ (Cuban Patriotic Council). 

The Junta Patri6tica Cubana first gained notoriety in the DI world in the 
spring of 1980. Their clandestine shortwave radio station "Radio Mamb!, La Voz 
de la Junta Patri6tica Cubana" hit the airwaves during the height of the 
Mariel boatlift , when thousands of Cubans fled their homeland in search of a 
better life. Radio Mamb1 continued to operate on an irregular schedule until 
early 1982 . It was then that the FCC closed down their clandestine Miami 
transmitter site. However , in July 198) Radio Mambf was reactivated on a

fairly regular basis l And, through the end of August, they have operated on 
weekdays at 0000 G!llT, on 7076 kHz . They also announce a broadcast for 1100 GWI' 
but I have yet to hear thi s one. They give the addres s as1 Apartado 68045 , 
Caracas, Venezuela . After hearing several of their recent broadcasts , I decided 
to fire off a reception report to the J.P . C. address listed in the Miami Tele­
phone Directory. l wanted to add their QSL to my collection of clandestines , 
and too , I wanted to alert them of a problem they have with their transmitter. 
The audio is cracked and garbled, and I've noted huge spurs in the range of 
6550-6640 and 7520-7610 , equidistant from their nominal frequency, 

Two weeks later the QSL package arrived1 my "Kenosha" card signed and stamped 
by Ceferino P'rez. a member of the J . P .C. Permanent Assembly, a letter from 
the esteemed J ,P.C. President , Dr. Manuel A. de Varona, and several brochures 
in ans wer to my questions regarding the functions of the J .P.C. 

The Junta Patri6tica Cubana is a coordinating f orce within the active Cuban 
exile community. They are simply a s upplement to the organizations (200 of them 
by their claim, of which 1)0 are listed i n the brochures) which participate 
within their sphere of coordination. Idealogically , the J . P.C . and it's members 
want "social and economi c democracy with full nat i onal sovreign ty, independent 
from the hegemonous blocks of world power·. They reject all totalitarian reg imes 
whether right or left wing. Their primary goal is to bring democracy and free 
enterprise to Cuba. 
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.As !or YUGO O ESTRELLA, l et me quote directly from the J . P.C.1 "The revolut ion­
ary symbol and logo of the CUBAN PATRIOTIC COUNCIL will be able t o capture not 
only the popular attention, but it will be a catchy and easy expression of 
rejection of international communism which enslaves the Island. Our logo 1 
SLAVERY OR STAR. Our symbol of rebellion is the Cuban five point star. Thia 
n&tional s ymbol should be placed in as many public and private places as possible 
in Cuba. I t should be reproduced, with little risk , by Cubans in the Island. A 
pencil, a piece of chal k or coal would be sufficient to imprint this symbol of 
popular rejection and rebellion. It would be a means of expressing solidarity 
with the cause of eo many men and women fight i ng !or freedom in Cuba, Witn God's 
help we will salvage our Ieland, . our ! l ag, and our star•,

Ame r ica , its land mass bigger than the contiguous United States

It bulks even larger as a shortw~ve ~arget . Of all the ~ 
countries on the globe it is probably the most neglected when you 
consider that the 198J WRTP. has 191 shortwave listings for Brazil . 

- (Some of these , of course , represent duplicate listings f or the same 
stations on dif~erent frequencies.) 

The pri me targets f or experienced DXers 
in this country , and perhaps nearly everywhere 
in the world , are Indonesia , Peru and Bolivia. 
They all have a lot of shortwave outlets in 
the tropical bands , many low powered , but Brazil 
fills all these requirements t oo .

DXers romanticize about and exult in catches from Indonesi a 
and Peru but not from Brazil. Loggings from t he big country are

As sparse as the loggings are , the quantity of QSL~ r eported 
i s even scantier . Many of the listeners who log Brazilian stations 
don ' t even bother to send in reception reports . 

To complete the negative pi cture , information available and 
published on Brazilian stations is less in quantity , less accurate 
and more apt to be out of date than from other countries. 

So why is the country not DXed core? ls it just that everyone 
is i ntimidated? Let ' s try t o sort out s ome of the causes . 

Undoubtedly , one of the 
main r easons is the language ­
Portuguese . Although as a 
Romance language it is a lot

like Spanish , it doesn ' t sound like it and people in this country , 
for one , feel a l ot more comfortable with Spanish because of the 
Hi spanic immigration and i nfluence . "Portuguese ," said a friend of 
mine , " sounds l i ke someone speaking Russian through his nose ." 

Have you tried t o find a paper back Portuguese dictionar y in 
this country? Not easy . You have to go to a university or very l a r ge 
book store . On the o ther hand , I can pick up a Spanish dictionary at 
my neighborhood drug store .

A DX fr iend of mine expl ained his admitted poor record wi th 
Brazilians , as compared wi t h the rest of Latin Ameri ca , this way1 
"I woul d rather not go after the Brazilians until I have acquired 
the necessary skills to do it right---bas i cally t hat means having 
a working knowledge of Portuguese equivalent to t hat wh ich I now ha ve 
in Spanish . When I do finally decide to go 
for Brazil t hen I will have the motivation RADIO CULTURA DE CAMPOS 
to seriously set out to learn the skills ow 1.110 10 .. s.ooo w. oc '9M 10 .. z.ooo w 
and develop the tools. " AV.

Another DXer said : "The part that really turns me off is the 
Portuguese l anguage . I hate to write Pcrtuguese reports . This even 
to the point where I frequently had good loggings of a Brazilian 
station but never got around to writing a report. "

Let ' s not be too negative about the language , however . I ' ll 
admit it ' s not the most euphonious sound that ever fell on my ears 
(French and Vietnamese rate high with me) but for conveying raw 
excitement it can be hard to beat. I ' ve often stopped dead while 
scanning the bands to hear an announcer describe a "futbol" (soccer) 
match. The scoring of a goal becomes a thespian masterpiece in his 
emotional description . 

There are other obstacles to Brazilian DXing . 

"IDs are hard to come by and hard to understand , " reports one 
DXer . "Multipl e stations on the same frequency make it difficult to 
determine which you ar e hearing. And there seems to be so much 
misinformation around about Braz i lian shortwave ." 

"I have a hell of a 
time identi fying Brazilians ," 
complains sti ll another 
listener , "because of t heir 
tendency t o go on for hours

There i s still another drawback t o Brazi l i a n DX, depending on 
what pa rt of the country or world you ' r e lis t ening from. Tha t ' s t he 
t i me f rame . 

The best chance t o l og some of t he low powered , l ow band 
Brazil i ans i s around s ign-on time which is often 08)0 UTC and 
sometimes 0800 . In s ummer t his is 4 a . m. EDT a nd in winter ) a .m. 
EST and even ear lie r if you live to t he west . 

Even on t he Wes t Coast l a .m. a nd 12 midnigh t are not conducive 
to intens i ve day-in , day-out DXing. Says a Californi arl: "I woul d 
have t o change my wor k habi t s completely t o work on t hem. They also 
f ade in and fade out much earlier than the other Lat i n American 
s t ations. " 

"'In my l ocation a Brazilian can go from S- 9 t o s - l i n 15 
minutes . Many i s t he t ime I s t arted t o copy one a r ound 0900 with 
a great s i gnal only t o f ind i t was gone c omplete ly by 0920 and I 
didn ' t even ha ve an ID . " 

RADIOBRAS 
That pretty much sums up the argume nts 
against DXing Br a zil, but t he f act r emains 
that there is one hell of a l ot of 
good DXing ou t there that j us t isn ' t 
being done. I think we should a ll t a ke a 
second l ook at Brazil and try t o do 
be tter. 
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BRAZIL (cont ' d) tj RADIO MNDEIRANTES 

A good start would be to seek and publish better infonnation 
about shortwave in Brazil. We could use a good list of stations , 
for one thing. And band scans . Better in1'onnation on how to identify 
and report to Brazilians and some new Portuguese report fonns. 

Muito obrigado. I think that means "thank you very much" in 
Brazil but I wouldn ' t guarantee it because like almost everyone else 
I have a great big lack of knowledge about that country , especially 
when· it comes to shortwave .

Radio Baha • { broadcasts on shortwave or: the fre=<uency of 4990 
kliz. (4996 kr.z . ) , international 60 meter band from Konday to Sat ­
urday, 7;00-11 100 p.m. local time (0000- 0400 UTC) . 

Yes , we verify reception reports , says Executive ~;anager r.;ar­
celo Quinteros r.: . , and to confirr.1 the details of your report you 
will be sent our QSL card and a Radio Baha ' f poster done by the 
famous Ecuadorian artist , ~erman Favon who presents a scene of an 
indigenous family of Imbabura province listening to Radio Baha ' f on 
medium wave (this poster is a real beauty ! ). This radio station is 
dedicated to the task of rural develo1..r.ent operating under the aus ­
pices of the National Spiritual Assembly of the Baha ' f s of Ecuador. 

Technical information is as follows: power: 1 kw. , call siens : 
HCRN- 1 and HCRl>-2; antennas are tower type, for medium wave , situated 
)100 meters above sea level and for short wave , 3500 metres above sea 
level; studios and transmi tters are linked via micrmrnve system , audio 
processed. 

Now something about Otavalo: Otavalo is in the province of Im­
babura and known for its very rich indio- american heritage. The in­
digenous lmbaburan ethnic groups are commonly called Otavaleans , but 
ther exists more than 20 of them throughout this ter ritory with dif ­
ferent customs , dress, and economic , social and cult ural systems. 

I1:1babura has 2€ lakes and lagoons. Lake Cuicocha is situated in 
the southern part of the Cotacachi hills at an elevation of )068 meters. 
The lake fills an old mountain crater , in the middle of it two islands 
rise up by the Dream Canal ; the eastern one is very small , the wes ­
tern one is very large and covered with a maze of vegetation where 
some animals like rabbits and deer reside . Lake C~icocha is J.2 km . 
by 2,J Ion. in size, its water level is )081 meters above sea level . 

From t he lake's borders you car. see Radio Baha ' f's short wave 
antenna which is )6 meters high and it would be unpardonable if you 
didn ' t bring a camera to capture this unforgetable view . 

To its historical credits 0tavalo celebrated 159 years from its 
founding this June 25th , the liberator Simon Bolfvar gave it the 
classification of city on Oc tober Jl, 1829 .

My. interest in radio DXing started in 1924, when a merchant 
in the small town where we lived, got the first radio I ever heard. 
My family was invited over t o hear the wonders of the airwaves. 
I soon graduated t o crystal sets, then 
bought the first r eal radio I ever 
owned, a 4-tube Browning-Drake circuit, 
which weed a storage battery plus 
"trickle" charger for power. 

By this time I had moved t o Hous t on, 
and a neighbor had a homebuilt s hortwave 
r adi o which I was privileged t o lis ten to. 
I remember catching EAQ, Madrid, on 9360 kHz, 
a frequency still us ed by them. Also 
caught London, whose call letters began 
with "G" , VK2ME, Melbourne , Australia , and 
ZL9 , Wellington , New Zealand.

Before the advent of the VOA, U.S. stations were privately 
owned. I can remember WBXO, owned by WLW1 also stations in 
Pittsburgh, PA , owned by KDKA1 Schenectady, NY, owned by General 
Electric1 and Bound Brook , NJ, owned by then WJZ. 

The first shortwave r adio I ever owned was a McMurdo-Silver, 
which I won in a national contest s ponsored by Prophylactic 
Toothbrus h, in 19)6. Pr obably my most prized verie was logged on that 
radio, ZMBJ, a passenger ship plying between the two New Zealand 
islands. They broadcast from the ship's ballroom. Incidentally, 
most of my collection of verifications was destroyed when a car 
r an into and through my garage. I never did rescue them from the 
rain-drenched ruins. 

Other radios which I have 
owned include a small 
Ha llicrafters, a converted 
aircraft radio - BCJ48, and 
now a Kenwood R-1000. 

I was a subscriber and sometimes 
contributor to the old Radex 
magazine. Each month I waited 
for the list of new s tation 
construction permits and 
power changes. Of course, these 
were medium wave station.s. I 
also belonged to the Canadian 
DX Relay League. 

Since DXing i s my hobby, I include TV as well. i have seen 
almost 50 out-of-town stations, about half of which are verified. 
These include Denver, Pargo, ND, Minneapolis, Syracuse and Havana. 
A r ot or on my antenna and freakish atmospherics get most of the 
credit. 

At this writing, I am 72 years old, supposedly retired , but 
do part- time work t o keep active , and live in a mobile home in this 
little t own 25 miles north of Houston.

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More on the great 60 meter band fire .... 
by Robert Rankin, 920 Rockledge, Lawrence , Kansas 66044 

As 1971 "as a hiatus year in my short"'ave listening due ttJ the darwlds of schooling, I was 
blissfully una"-are , until the AugUSt 1983 F!IDIDX appeared, of the Great 60 m. Band Fire. By the 
tin1' I returned to the hobby in the lat e '70' s rruch reconstruction had already taken place :lild 
the scars left by the fire were scarcely audible. Sha""s excellent , first-hand reporting of the 
event, llONE'ver, has helped explain n nllriJer of frequency a1locntions that , as a utilities rronitor 
as well as a SWOC DXer, I have oft en wondered about. 

For eX3!Jllle, t he frequencies 5904 and 4621.5 kHz. arc U.S. Department of Agricultlll°f' allo­
cations. Yet I have never heard anything on theS£> channel s and have frequently puzzled over 
their possible function. TI1anks to FREND.X, I n""· kn°"'. These are fire breaks! Th<- U.S .D. A. 
Forest Ser vice has thoughtfully pl~ fire breaks above and beloo· GO meters in order to pr0tect 
the 49 and 75 meter bands respectively! I don ' t kno.-• why I didn't see this earlier . Further 
checking in ute frequency listings reveals that sore , but not all. of our other bands are simi ­
larly protected. (~ VHF and UHF fire breaks are not required since flazres do not propagate we! l 
above the m. u . f.) Let us examine sore of t he other precautions mounted since the disaster of '71. 

Since the fire, 60 m. has merl ted special treatment. Near the band's edges the Department 
of Canrerce (operators of the National Weather SeM.·ice) i s allocated 4750 and 5100 kllz. in order 
to keep track of wind velocity and direction on the band--and you kn™' OC.. 1<i.ndy S<JTe or those 
60 m. outlets can be, especially at night-1<hil<- 5060 kHz. belonb"S t o the National Science Founda­
tion. To this lltl0'1CY is entrusted the task of producing a Study of the re3ction ti.ires of govern­
ment agencies in case of another C(lrlflagration. 1lle U.S. Anny Corps o f &l~ineers n""· maintains 
a very acth"E' SS9 net oo 5015 kllz . and stands ready t o dlv-ert massive quantities of "'liter fran 
our clrunTed lakes and rivers directly into the spectrum at a m:rnent ·s notice . The lnternatiooal 
Boundary \\"ater Ccmnission (1131\C) up on 5326 kllz. i s prepared t o perform a similar function for 
our neighbors to the south. 

Rarer stations are even ghoen special protection. I note w1th satisfactioo that the USAF 
i s assigned 3290 kllz. in order to back up the R/J' in escorting little Tristan da CUnha Radio if 
danger threatens . Yes . our bands are well prote<-ted nC>o''. But it is too late for those 1<h<> mm·ed 
too slrn·l)• lll 1971! An ounce of prevention is worth a pound o f cure . so please, plea-;e heed 
&rokey the Bear and be extra careful with those i.Jrpedance notches "hen on DXpeditions. Think of 
the t°""'ring infernos that could develop in a c rC"''Cled slun like the 31 meter band. Think of RC!. 
Radio Nederland and \'iWO reduced t o the st~ of blackened masts, their DX prograrns damaged 
beyond reco\'ery by srroke and v."ater. Not a pretty sight. is it? With just a llttle care all 
this can be avoided. The spectrum is one of our greatest natural resources. Let U.'> all work t o 
nnintain it in its unsullied natur"al beauty.

Charlie is taking the month off. In his place we have a rather amusing 
story from Adrian Peterson, of AWR-~ndia (and host of "R~dio Monitors 
International" over SLBC) who went in search of the e lusive CL . . . . 

Just recently , and quite by chance, a copy of a recent issue of Frendx came 
floating onto the DX desk of "radio Moni tor s International," here in Poona, 
India. lbis offi ce is located on t he second f loor of A~"R-Asia, and ~rom our 
large picture "1nd01J, we can get an excellent view of the monsoon l ashing t he 
palm trees . 

When I read this August issue of Frendx , I discovered "1th horror that 
Charlie Loudenboomer i s back and that he gives his QTH as somewher e sou th of 
Lhasa , in Tibet. Now, 1 have been in Tibet on two previous occasions and so 
I decided t hat, on my next visit, I would t ry to track him down. Well, it so 
happened that I was planning a 3 " eek iti nerary in the Himalayan areas , 
begi nning on the western side and proceeding east, and Tibet " ould be my last 
call. 

Among the items of technical equipment f or t his DX expediti on were a 
portable version of the Collins 51J , a Dini- version of the original pre- .,ar 
Grundig wire recorder, and a 120 volt 50 cycle inverter fired by 2 penlite 
cells as a po.,er supply. 

The first port of call on the edge of the high Himalayas was at Huzaffarabad 
in Azad Kashr.tir , where the station director showed me the two AKR transmitters, 
10 kW on Ml' and 1 kW on SW . I asked hi m, "Have you heard anything of Ch3rlie 
Loudenboomer? " He stated that he had never even heard the name. 

Across the internati onal line is Srinagar, the capital city of Kashmi r . 
On the edge of t hi s verdant, productive vale , which is the subject of fable , 
song, and folk dance , is the SW and MW ins tallation operated by All I ndia 
Radio. I pointed to t he sno..-capped Himalayas and asked the chief engineer, 
"do you know the whereabouts of Charlie Loudcnboomer ?11 11No," he s t a ted, "1 
have never heard of him." 

. Some ten days later in the itinerary, while l was over ne3r the Burma 
border, I di<l a spot of on-air checking, using the excel lent DX equipment 
afore-mentioned . I discovered that the schedul e of "The Voice of Kowthulei , " 
on the Bunna/lbai border i s exactly a s observed by Victor Goonetil leke, i n 
Colombo. 

I recorded the s i gn on r outi ne on t he wire-r ecor der for later use in 
"Radio Monitors Interation3l," but when I got home, I found that the s i gnnl was 
spirally wound ar ound the wire, and t her efore , quite useless. Unfortunntely 
however , I was unable t o raise the Burmese Army Regional Station in Taunggyi . 
Either t his 1 kW SW transmitter i s s till off the nir or the radiation l obe 
favors Ceylon and not the Himalayan areas. 

Finally, it came time for the entrance t o Tibet , via Nepal. While l was 
in Kathmandu, I asked Mohini Shepherd if she knew t he wher eabouts of Charlie 
Loudenboomer . She said that both she and the Ch i ef Engineer of Radio Nepal 
had heard t hat he was indeed up in Tibet, somewhere in t he border area, but 
no one seemed t o know exactlv whe re . 

At the border crossing: I "alked over the wooden planks on the r ed s t eel 
bridge , and I asked the tvo Chinese guards , "Where is Charlie Loudenboomer ?" 
In impeccable English, and with the utoost courtesy, t hey replied that they had 
never heard of him. 

Somewhat forlornly , I began my return journey by jeep down the narrow 
winding mount ain highway. All this way, wi thout locating Charlie Loudenboomer. 
As the driver "as winding his way down the mountainside, I happened to look up 
and across the border i nto Tibet; and low and behold, up there on the mountain 
slope "as an ice cave , "ith a bevy of ant enna leads. lbis must be the place . 
I debarked from the j eep, crossed the narrow suing bridge ewer the ravine 
separating the tvo countries, and hurried up the path.,ay to the cave . As I ii 
neared this unique DX den, carved out of the sol id eternal ice, I he ard the ~·-~. ·~ 
sign on routine of VOA Philipines i n English. " Ha" I thought, "Old Charlie i s ~ ~ 
getting homesitk." Only an open doorway t o t he ice cave, so I peer ed in, 
unobserved . No, it wasn't Charlie Loudenboomer, it "as just a huge ape-like 
animal, all covered i n cold fur. It was only a yeti, the abominabl e snowman.

It 
appeared in a booklet sent out by NEK entitled "HOw TO LISTEN TO P.ADIO JAPAN" 
and is probably the best information available on the SINPO code . 

HOW TO WRITE A RECEPTIO!'\ 
REPORT 

Various kinds of code are used for writing r eception reports. The most 
widely used code today is the SINPO code, which stands for the initials of 
Signal Strength, Interference, Noise, Propagation Disturbance and Overall 
Rating. Each item is classified into five scales. Best i a given as 5, and 
worst as 1. For example, 5 in Item "S" means the signals received are fairly 
powerful. 1 in Item "S" means signals are barely audible. Likewise , 5 in Item 
"I" means no interference, and 1 extreme interference. All these are shown in 
the table below.

In entering a reception report using the SINPO Code, you are asked to 
begin with Item "O" , which indicates how clearly the broadcast you are 
listening to is audible. Each of the five scal es in this item can be given as 
follows: 

5. Excellent. Comparable t o the reception of local broadcasts. 
4 . Good. Speech intelligible, perfectly and easily. 
3. Fair. Vith some effort speech is intel ligible. 
2. Poor , with considerable e!!ort speech is intelligible. 
1. Unusable. Barely audible . 
X. Entirely inaudible. 

Here are some examples of entry: 
If you think reception conditions were perfect, then you write in 5 out-

right in each of the S, I, N, and P columns ae in the "O" column:

If you think they were good , you write 4 in the "0" column, and think over 

the reason why you could not give the best marks . Although you have no measure, 
you may think the signal is strong enough and there is no static or fading, 
but you cannot give full marks as ther e is s slight interference from another 
station between speech. In that case the form should be filled in t husly: 

SINPO 
54554 
If you thing the reception was not good and considerable effort was re­

quired to understand speech, the overall rating will be 2 . Then let us invest­
igate the reason why you h ave given a 2 . The signal does not seem to be so 
strong and the interference is heavy; in addition there is some fading which 
introduces some noise . If this is the case , you should complete it thus:
