Verifying

To the dismay of many DXers, it was virtually impossible for many 
years to verify stations other than Radio Peking on the Chinese mainland. 
This situation has changed, however, thanks to the work of Gerry L. Dexter 
and others , and it is now possible to verify transmissions from the 
Chinese regional "People 's Broadcasting Stations•. The simplest avenue to 
this objective is t o send reports on these stations to Radio Peking, 
which has beeD willing to respond with full-data, English-language QSL-cards 
bearing the "signature" of the regional station itself, e.g. •ttei · -
Menggu People's BroitlfCasting Station• (though not the actual city where 
the station is located ). Most DXers would probably agree, however, that 
Radio Peking is not able t o actually check the correctness of such 
reports, but issues the verifications as a courtesy to DXers. 

A more satisfying method of verifying the regional stations is by 
way of reporting direct t o those stations. The experience of the last four 
years indicates that many of the regionals will now verify direct. To 
examine this development more closely, in 1981 I distributed a questionnaire 
t o a small number of DXers who were known or thought to have received 
direct verifications from Chinese stations. A ' total of eleven DXers 
participated in the survey, of whom six had received a total of 26 such 
direct verifications. The survey was intended to be exploratory , not 
comprehensive. Certainly these are not the only DXers who have verified 
Chinese stations directly. On the other hand, the data supplied by the 
survey participants was sufficiently consistent to SIJ&gest the general 
applicability of the findings offered below . This article contains the 
results of the 1981 survey, updated based on results since then. (Little 
appears to have changed since 1981. ) 

Which stations will verify direct? 
The following People's Broadcasting 
Stations (PBS) have verified direct 
t o one or more o~ the DXers surveyed, 

Hunan PBS , Changsha

Qinghai PBS , Xining 
Yunnan PBS, Kunming

It has also been reported in club bulletins that Liaoning PBS, Shenyang, 
Zhejiang PBS , Hangzhou, and Shandong PBS , Jinan (MW) have verified direct 
t o ot her DXers . Given this r ather large number of stations that have 
verified direct , it is clear that t he policy to verity direct is one 
that has been made by Chinese broadcasting authorities on a countrywide 
basis and is not siapl y idiosyncratic with a few stat ions. 

The f ollowing stations have not yet responded to reports sent by 
the DXers surveyed nor have I seen reports of direct QSLs from these 
stations (or others) in the hobby press, 

Heilongjiang PBS , Haerbin and Hailaer 
People's Liberation Army Radio Station 
Sichuan PBS, Chengdo 
Jiangxi PBS, Nanchang 

Heil ongjiang PBS and the PLA Radio Station (Fujian Front Station) 
in particular have been the QSL targets of several of the survey partici­
pants, but without r esults (although I have seen one report of a PLA QSL 
received by way of Fujian PBS) . Heilongjie.Jl8 PBS is of special significance 
because it, along with Xizang PBS, represent stations in l ocations 
(Manchuria and Tibet r espectively) that are considered separate radio 
•countries• in some lis ts, s uch as the NASWA country list. lly guess is that 
the above listed four stations, with the possible exception of the PLA 
station t o which special military considerations may apply, will join the 
ranks of the verifiers eventually. Indeed , a few isolated ver ifications 
were received from t he PLA station a number o~ years ago, long before 
the PBS stations began verif:ying. 

Time signal sta tion BPM has also responded to many reports with 
its own full- data QSL card . 

- ~es of QSLs 1 The PBS QSL is often in the f orm of a printed white 
card,~ by 6•, containing a Chinese verification statement, r oughly 
translated as follows , •verification of Reception. Dear friendt 
This i s t o prove that the s tation you received on (date) -
OR kHz is our s t a tion. We welcome your further comments 
on your reception of our station.• The date and frequency are filled in 
by hand . At the bottom of the card the s t ation name is either pre-printed, 
or the •pBS• i s pre-printed and the station identifier i s added by hand. 
Some of the cards have black and white pic tures on the reverse side, 
and some do not. 

There is s ome further varia t i on in the s'Yle of the verifications , 
however . Some s tations send typed or handwritten personal l e tters along 
with or in place of the card. Sometimes the letters are in English , and 
s ometimes in Chinese. One s tation typed the verification statement 
contained above on a small s quare of paper. Another translated the 
verification statement int o Englis h and wrot e it on the back of a col or 
pos t car d. Sometimes the letters and eards bear a r ed station handstamp 
consisting of a circle with a star in the center and the s t at i on name 
around the perimeter . One s tation sent a folding card. 

The stations often enclos e small souvenirs with thll verifications 
s uch as picture postcards , Chinese program schedules , cancelled stamps 
and small Chinese pocket calendars. 

Method of reporting. Most of 
t he DXe r s surveyed followed the more 
or l ess traditional method f or 
reporting to the s t a tions .

One DXer who has had 
good luck in obtaining direct Chinese 
verifications f ol l owed the practice of 
sending t aped r eports , by r egi s tered 
airmail, and including an IRC with each. 
Whethe r his success i s r elated t o this 
reporting t e chnique or pl a in old 
perseverance is unknown.

Often enclosed with reports were postcards, cancelled stamps, rig 
photos, etc. - the usual things one sends with reports. I like to send 
newspaper articles about China (as long as they are non-political) and 
constructive in nature). I have also sent advertising brochures fro• a 
department store that wi;.s featuring a special !air of goods from China. 
Another successful DXer cautioned against sending too aany souvenirs, 
however, as he felt that this created some risk that the report and its 
main purpose - obtaining a QSL - aight fet overlooked at the station and 
that the QSL ~tself might be forgotten n the stations's reply. 

Reports were addressed to the station using just the city and province, 
e .g . •qinghai People's Broadcasting Station, Xining, Qinghai Province, 
People's Republic of China•. This is apparently enough to get the report 
to its destination . Some of the replies consain return addresses Chat are 
thamselves ·no more detailed than that . Others, however, bear what appear 
t o be return addresses containing both Chinese characters and Arabic 
numerals . As far as I know, however, these addresses have not been 
translated into the Chinese Phonetic Alphabet, as they would have to be 
in order to be use&ble. 

One of the most troublesome aspects of reporting to Chinese stations 
is providing good program details. Un1'ortunately, unless he is schooled 
in Chinese, the DXer who wants to provide verifiable details is reduced 
to counting time pips or hoping to catch a western song that he might know 
or a Chinese drama (which is generally identifiable as such even if one 
knows no Chinese). It would seem t o be a big help to report one of the 
English language lessons that are broadcast over some of the Chinese 
regional stations (though at m:y location, where reception of Chinese 
regionals is only fair at best, this is not possible at the ti.sea the 
l essons are broadcast) . The difficulty in providing solid program details 
and the inevitable boredom that accompanies listening to programming 
about which you have not a clue has probably worked to limit the nU1Dber 
of reports s ent 4irect to Chinese r egional stations by DXers.

The wait is worth it, however. To those of us who know a little about 
China, these handwritten r eplies in brownish envelopes bearing exotic 
looking Chinese character s and attractive Chinese stamps are among the 
most unique that a DXer wi ll receive. Hopefully, the stations will continue 
t o respond. fl'lY guess is that that will depend more on international political 
developments than on fac t ors over which shortwave hobbyists have any 
control, however . 

A recent letter from Andy Robins explains in part the JOYSterious 
disappearance of "Contact" . As is so often t he case these days, 
support was down--only two sublllissions , in fact. So , Andy offers 
an alternative: Andy will Sllg6'?st a topic for comment each month 
and the response, i.f any, will appear in t he following issue. 
Fair enough? Here goes : "The U.S. - led invasion of Grenada provided 
a golden opportunity for shortwave l istener s to follow events as 
they happened.

Kore On Loop Antennas 

At the conclusion of last aonth's colw:m, an alternative method of coupling the 
loop to the receiver (link coupling) was described. 'nlere will be somewhat less gain 
using this method than by using a preamp and direct-coupling, but generally most 
receivers have more than enOIJ8h gain at tropical band :frequencies to compensate for 
this loss. Some have found reduced tank loading and there:fore increased signal transfer 
on a spiral loop by placing the coupling link on the inside of the tank winding. Gain 
may be further increased by using several turns at this point as opposed to a single 
winding, so some experimenting is in order. Additiona.lly, the spiral loop has a lower 
distributed capacitance and therefore will provide greater frequency coverage with a 
single section J65 pF variable capacitor. With the addition of a few extra turns on 
the tank winding it should be relatively easy to provide 120 met er coverage as well 
as 90 and 60 meters with a spiral loop. 

To clear up any confusion on the two types of loops, the spiral loop has its• 
windings in the same plane as the frame , with each consecutive turn becoming smal.ler 
as you wind towards the center. This allows a spiral loop to be mounted flat on a 
wall, but this will limit the loop to a fixed direction. A box loop has its ' windings 
aroiind the outside of the loop frame , with each turn exactly""tiie same in length. 
Frequency coverage for both loops is determined by the diameter of the windings (size 
of the frame) , the number Of turns, and spacing between turns. 'nle larger the loop's 
diameter, the fewer the number of turns required, and the great er the spacing between 
turns. As the diameter becomes smal.ler, more t urns are needed, with less spacing 
between turns. 

'nlere is some controversy in regards to nulling ef:fectiveness and accurate direct 
finding when using loops at shortwave :frequencies. It is possible to obtain satisfactory 
nulls on t he tropical bands on some stations, however, depending upon the pa.th of the 
station to be nulled in relation to the desired station, and their arrival angles. 
One method to increase nulling effectiveness is to make the loop tiltable. This is 
accomplished by modification of the loop' s supporting structure to provids a fork in 
which the coil frame rests, and tension is made on the fork via a wing nut once the 
desired pitch is reached. Slight movement of the loop ( left and right) while 
tilting should reveal a position where nulling i s dramatically increased. This 
position is very touchy and any slight movement out of this position will lose the null. 
'nle position on t he loop's supporting structure where the coil frame rests will have 
a center of gravity several inches below the center of the windings. This point is 
somewhat critical , as we do not want the t ilting function to be awkward. 

A second method to increase nulling capability is t o use another antenna to 
deliberately alter the response pattern of the loop. A loop normally has a figure-8 
pattern, which can become one- sided through the addition of a second current into 
the systeo. The second antenna used to provde the necessary phase shift can be just 
about any type at the DXer's disposal , however most people have some kind of a 
random wire. A variable wave- trap is used, consisting of a coil covering the desired 
frequency range ( 90 and 60 meters) and a variable capacitor. The slug on the coil 
is adjusted t o provide a "dip" at any point of the desired frequency range with the 
variable capa.ci tor. A toggle switch is needed to disable the random wire and wave 
trap when adjusting the loop. 

The random wire may produce a greater cu..-rent than the link- coupled box loop even 
after a "dip" is achieved , and it may be advantageous to include a small pot (5 K) 
to reduce the level further . This pot should be located between the random wire 
input and the variable wave- trap.

There are a f ew shortcomings t o this realatively simple circuit. First, with Sl 
open ( Off ) Cl will still affect the loop tuning. Second, use of a si ngl e inductor will 
limit nulling abilty with some ran:l.om wires . A.~ alternative provided by Mark Connelly 
of Billerica, Ml. i s t o use a switchable inductance echeme , similar to that used by 
F.<l Shaw 1n his "In:loor s Whipperoo" (described in ..Q&ng According to NASWA). Mark, 
who is a oeober of the National Radio Club , and International Radio Club of America, 
has probabl y written more on the subj ect of phasing systems than an~one , and recommends 
that one side of each inductor (in t he swit chabl e inductance scheme) and the rotor 
side of the vari~ble capacitor be grounded : (More on this next time . )

I can't really deny it. There is also a 
recent book titled, •The Peter Pan 
Syndrome•, exploring the fact that some 
men never grow up. 

I can't deny that either because on five occasions in the last 15 years 
I have gone out and bought myself an expensive present--a shortwave radio 
receiver. I guess that if I went to see a psychiatrist, and don't think 
that has never been s ugges ted, he would theorize that I have a deep-seated 
inferiority complex and to compensate f or the l ove and attention I'm not 
getting , I shower love upon myself with expensive gifts. 

To hell with the psychiatrist. I just know that one of the bi~ 
thrills in my life is bringing home, or receiving from UPS, a receiver 
and opening it up. And yes, I know I wrote a column in FRENDX awhile back 
taking to task these hobbyists who are always buying new equipment. You 
didn't really think I meant it, did you? 

I love opening the box , removing the synthetic insulation and 
checking the contents . But aren't those new, small, shell-like bits 
of styrofoam they're using a chore to handle? Last time they were all 
over the house for days. 

After checking the c ontents, you read the manual. At leas t I do. 
I fight off impatience t o get going and make myself read every word first. 
That might even mean putting off installation to the f ollowing day. 

Then you install the set, switch it on and cautiously begin t o 
mane uver around the wave bands. Oh, sweet ecstasy! My wife doesn't 
know what she is missing. 

Of course, you just don't go out and buy a receiver like that. You 
finrl out what Larry Magne has to say, you read the reviews in FRENDX and 
elsewhere , you communicate with your DX friends . This i s part of the 
pleasure because you feel the excitement mounting in you. Should I ? 
Can I really afford it? Should I wait for the next receiver? 

No , by gum, I'm going t o do it now! 

The first irresistible impulse to buy a receiver came over me in 
1968. I had been teaching a journalism course at a nearby college ·and 
I had some spending money . I wouldn't ordinarily have had . I saw a Radio 
Shack ad f or a DX-150. I believe it was $119.95 then. 

Visions of my long ago teenage era came into my mind. I had been a 
MW DXer of sorts. That might be fun again but the main appeal was that I 
could listen to news broadcasts from around the world. 

Suddenly , there I was at Radio Shack buying the set and bringing 
home my first carton to unpack. I went ga-ga when I saw all the dials 
and the shiny chrome. I was hooked and s oon I was becoming a member of 
NASWA, corresponding with DXers and really getting into the hobby. 

The DX-150 served me well, bringing me in over 100 countries and 
Kenya, on 4915 kHz, the last night I had the set , but I began to realize 
there were better receivers. 

In January 1970 I was in Hartford and on the way back stopped in 
at Hatry's, a big amateur radio store. Did they have a second hand 
Hammarlund HQ-180-A? They did1 it was being overhauled at a repair shop 
two miles away where I could see it if desired. I did and bought it for 
$200 with a $25 trade-in on the ox-150 . 

There was no box to open this time but a manual that required close 
reading. Soon I was in business. A great rece iver!

But I got itchy again. In November, 1971, I stopped in at Hatry's, 
saw a barely used SPR-4 on the counter for $400 and before I lcnew it 
I had gotten out lllY •aster Charge card and was the owner of a new 
receiver. I sold the HQ t o another· DXer eventually. 

No box again to open but loads of excitement learning how to operate 
the new marvel. 

I folJ8ht off buying impulses for three years but was seduced in 1974 
by the Barlow-Wadley which I convinced lllYSelf I needed as a second, 
portable receiver. Another great carton to open: 

A year later I tired of the Barlow-Wadley and sold it off. I kept 
out of the buying market until July 1976 when I had a couple of breakdowns 
with the SPR-4. While it was at the factory I plunged for the new Yaesu 
PRG-7 at Gilfer's. A&ain, I was ecstatically delving into a new carton. 

The SPR-4 was s old in 1979 and for four years I beat down the . buying 
impulses that sporadically surfaced. 

But in September of this year I could no longer resist the deep 
primal urge. I ordered an !COM IC-R70 modified from Electronic Equipment 
Bank, Vienna, Virginia. 

Oh, the joy of receiving that big box from UPS! The rhapsody of 
unwrapping, checking and putting it into operation! What a present I 
had $iven myself! There should have been a holly-decorated card inside 
readings 

•Merry Christmas, ·Al! You deserve 

•From your best friend.•

where we lived at the time. As it turned out, he was in Benton Harbor, 
Michi$an. He was in the states for a few weeks1 he"Was speaking at a church 
in Bridgman, about twenty miles away, and he wanted to come by and get 
personally acquainted. At the time he was in charge of Radio Circle, a 
project of HCJB to place pretuned radios into the hands of as many 
Ecuadorians as possible. Doug knew uf me throU8h my reception reports to 
HCJB and my financial contributions to Radio Circle. 

If I'd heard those same words of Peters before 1960--the year I began 
DXing--I really would have been dumbfounded, because before I started this 
hobby, I ' d never heard of HCJB, or TGNA, or FEBC, or any of the other 
Christian shortwave radio stations functioning at the time. 

This aspect of shortwave broadcasting all started close to thirty years 
before that, on December 25, 19)1, to be specific, 
when a 250 watt station started broadcasting 
religious messages in Spanish from high in the 
Andes Mountains. That station--the first station 
I heard when I started DXing--was one familiar 
t o all of us today, La Voz de los Andes, HCJB. 
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CHRISTIAN RADIO VOICES (cont'd) · 

The number of Christian stations has increased considerably in these 
fifty years, as can be seen by the list accompanying this article. One 
of the newest is Emisora Armonias del Caqueta in Florencia, Col ombia, a 
Cathol ic station which started broadcasting on ftovember 2J, 1982. The Par 
Eas t Broadcasting Co. will soon have a station broadcasti~ from Saipan. 
Wi th the lifting by the Federal Communications Commission, the U. S. 
regulatory agency , of its ban on licenses for private shortwave stations, 
we may expect t o see the number of such stations on American soil t o 
increase. KNI.S is now broa4c~sting from Alaska. 

Broadcasting from American soil i s more feasible t oday than it has 
been in the past, 'because with the powerful transmitters which are now 
available, stations can now r each audiences which formerly could be 
reached only by a nearby broadcasting station. 

There's still another r eason for broadcasting from within the 
territorial jurisdiction of the United States . In some countries , the 
government has interfered with the operations of stations. In June , 1977, 
after a coup in Seychelles , FEBA announced , •For a temporary period this 
station will not be broadcas ting at the request of the provincial govern­
ment, for security reasons. • The interruption lasted for about two weeks1 
Radio Pio XII in Bolivia was off for a longer period of time . 

Radio Cordac was not s o f ortunate. Like PEBA, Cordac had been off the 
air once before because of political problems in Burundi, but on February 
21, 1977, the station was informed that only government stations would be 
allowed to broadcast in the country. CORDAC had been operating in Burundi 
since 196J, a joint project of the Kansas Yearly Meeting of Friends , the 
Pree Methodis t Church, and the World Gospel Mission. ETLP , the station 
of the Lutheran World Federation Broadcasting Service , suffered a similar 
fate1 it was nationalizeq by the Ethiopian Revolutionary Government at 
about the same time. ETLF is now broadcasting from Africa No . l in Gabon . 
A few years ago 4VEH, to avoid entanglement in l ocal politics , refused t o 
meet the broadcast demands of rebe ls who landed on the Haiti an coast near 
Cape Haitien. 

The stations not nationalized by the government have been affec ted by 
the nationalistic f eeling prevalent now in countries at one t ime dominated 
by outs iders . They are hiring nationals f or positions once held primarily 
by Americans. FEBC in Manila a nd 4VEH, to mention j ust two , now have 
nationals as managers . One , TIFC i n San J ose , Costa Rica, has been turned 
over completely t o the local inhabitants , and the Latin American Mission, 
which once held local responsibility for the operation of t he station, no 
l onger has an office in centr a l America. 

Like other sta tions , more so government than commercial ones, a number 
of the Christian broadcaste r s now use more than one fre quency. This is 
especially true of the more powerful ones , such as TWR, FEBC and HCJB . 
The 1962 World Radio-Television Handbook, the oldes t I have , lists HCJB 
on three frequencies , t oday, the t otal is ten times that . In 1962 KGEI 
was operating on the single frequency of 15225 lr.Hz1 the most recent WRTH 
gives seven frequencies . TGNA in Guat emala , a not-so -powerful station , 
uses frequencies in the Jl, 49 and 90 meter bands . A s tation with even less 
power , TIPC, also operates in three bands . 

The Chri~tian voice~ have also incr eased in power. HCJB no longer 
operates at 250 watts . In fact, most of them don ' t. The FEBC has a number 
of 50,000 watt transmitters in Philippines as well as a 250 , 000 watt one for 
its Latin America n vo i ce , KGEI. The mos t powerful i s HCJB with a 500 , 000 watt 
transmitter, which was built in Elkhart , I ndiana , USA. 

The Chris t ian broadcasters t oday do not limit themselves t o one language 
as HCJB did during its first six years of existence. HCJB became a bilingual 
station in 1937 with the addition of t nglish language programming . Around 
fifteen other l anguages may also be hear d on that station t oday. Some 
international broadcasters use c lose to twice a s many languages and dialects 
as HCJB, such as FEBC. A number of Lat in American s~ations transmit not only 
in the Spanish language but in the languages of the Indians in the ir broad­
cast area, as Radio Maya in Guatemala and Radio Rio Ama ionas in Ecuador. 
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CHRISTIAN RADIO VOICES (cont'd) 

· The programs on the Christian radio voices are not, as one might think, 
all of a religious nature. In addition, to the religious programs, some of 
which are entirely music, stations broadcast news, classical music and DX 
information. More and more the stations are diversifying their programming 
in an effort t o increase the size of their audiences. Now one can hear about 
the culture of Ecuador along with some beautiful flute music from the Andes 
on HCJB, or marimba music on TGNA. I think one of my biggest surprises was 
t o hear a commercial in English over Radio del Pacifico in Lima, Peru. It 
caused me t o question at the time whether the station was operated by TEAM. 
I t hink I' ve heard one other Protestant station, WINB, with commercials . 
I don't know why it is that the Catholic stations are more likely t o have 
commercial announcements. 

DXers · are constantly reminded t o send return postage when requesting 
a veri~ication from a station , for courtesy if for no other reason. Por 
the r eligious oriented station there is a far more important reason--and 
that ' s all tied up in the financial support of the station. With the 
exception of one, Vatican Radio, none r eceives monetary support f r om a 
government, and as has just been pointed out , very very few receive 
revenue from commercials. 

Most of their income is in the form of individual contributions that 
reach the station through various channels . It may be that individuals 
contribute t o their church and the money is then forwarded to the station. 
Or individuals may make their contributions directly to the station or 
to the headquarters of the missionary group operating the station. Most of 
these, f or the more powerful and best known broadcasters, are located in 
the United States. WYPR, TWR , FEBC , HCJB, 4VEH, HRVC, TGNA and ELWA all 
fall into this category. HCJB holds •radiothons• on Christian stations on 
the broadcast band in the United States as one means of raising money for 
its missionary work. The addresses of the headquarters may be found in the 
World Radi o- Television Handbook. 

The individual in contributing to a missionary organization should 
specify if he wants his money used for radio works otherwise, it may be 
used as the organization sees the need. This means , for example , that i! 
one contributes t o the Sudan Interior Mission, the money may be used for 
its station in Africa, ELWA, for the mission hospital in Liberia , for its 
African peri odicals, or for some of its o ther projects. One may even specify 
that he wants t o sponsor a certain program 
in a certain language on the station. Two 
well known sponsors on ELWA were Mr. and Mrs. 
W.R. Tobert, the late President and First Lady 
of Liberia . Some years ago I heard of a DXer who 
was a sponsor of a program on a PEBC station 
in the Philippines1 the cost now is $2 per minute.

Occasionally the stations spell out their needs in the literature 
they send t o DXers and others on their mailing lis t. It may be that the 
station needs money t o repair a transmitter, or money t o buy a new one , 
or money t o pay for the increased cost of s tation operation brought on by 
inflation. On one occasion , two DXers r esponded to the need of ELWA by 
buying a reel-to-reel tape recorder and sending it t o Monrovia. 

Another s ource of income for the religious oriented station i s the 
r eligious organizations that s ponsor programs on that station , such as 
the Pacific Garden Miss ion, the Billy Graham Evangelisti c Association , 
and the Good News Broadcasting Association t o mention a few. 

Something els e tha t I ' ve learned in my years of DXing the Christian 
stations is that they are concerned with both the spiritual and nonspiritual 
li,·es of their lis teners. Mos t of us r emembe r the earthquake in Guatemala 
a f ew year s ag:i . TGNA turned over its f acili ties t o the Guatemalan govern­
ment when the government station was knoc ked off the air. Some of us heard 
messages abJut su~vivor~ being broadcast by not only TGNA but also by 
KGEl as well. After that , TGNA and the Central AIDerican Mission (now 
call~d CAJf. International) , which operates TGNA , were deeply involved in 
rebuilding what the earthquake had t orn down. 
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CHRISTIAN RADIO VOICES (cont'd) 

Some of the stations, such as Radio Chortis in Guatemala and Escuelas 
Radiofonicas Populares in Ecuador, operate radio s chools through pretuned 
receivers located in their listening area. The purpose of the schools is 
t o reduce the illiteracy rate of their adult listeners. Another Guatemalan 
station, La Voz de Nahuala, has had wha t it called the •seed Project• . 
Through its classes over its pre tuned radios, adults received instruction 
in how and when t o plant certain garden seeds, which they obtainert from the 
station . After the harvest, the women were taught different ways of 
preparing the vegetables they had grown. Probably the most we ll known 
station, and also one of the oldest with radio schools, i s Radio Sutatenza 
in Bogota, Colombia. It has been estimated that its broadcasts reach 
12 million in that country and its neighbors. 

For me, DXing the Christian r adi o vo i ces has been one of the most 
rewarding as pects of the hobby. It has been i n part because it has brought 
into my home visits from s tation personne l (HCJB and ELWA) as well as 
t e l ephone calls (TGNA) 1 it has brought me into contact with them through 
my church ( TWR , HCJB and ELWA)1 and it has brought me into cont ac t with 
them at my work . One hot, muggy day in late August a few years ago, I was 
pleased t o have a vis it from the program director of HRVC . On furlough 
from his position in Tegucigalpa, Honduras, he, LA YOZ E VAN(;J>l,I(;,\. 
his wife, and children were on their way with a ·ft, u.: """'"''""H 
U-Haul trailer behind their car t o Iowa, where jk 
they would live for one year befor e returning , ~ :J-,a... 
to Centra l America. Reminders of tha t visi t are i U.1J-. o1 C..> .......... . 
on the wa lls of my radio room--a large pennant W .,_,,,., 
and two pieces of Jllayan art work. "

A s ummary statement might be that by listening t o, corresponding 

with, and reading about the missionary stations , one can increase his 
knowledge of what Christians are doing around the world through radio . 
I t seems t o me that the words of Christ are truly be ing fulfilled, 
•Go ye into all the world and preach the Gospe l . "

RF rNTERFERENCE AND THE HOME COMPUTER

The home cou.puter is one of the best friends the r adio hobbyist has. But 
like a l ot o f our besc friends , ): ha3 one ve~y an.~oying bad habit: ~he 
home compute~ · s a source of R~ interference . All home computers , from the 
m' st expensive t o the least expensive , are guilty to some extent . Ho" much 
interference the c~~puter generates , gene~ally speaking , is not s o much a 
r e fle c tion :> !' c:-.st. as it is dat.e :.,f purchase. While , !'o r reasons tc be 
explained shortly , the m:re expensive ur.its do have some tenden~y t o be less 
of a proble~ . the tigttening ~f regulations g~ve rning RF emiss : ons of 
newer comp~~er~ is a m~r~ si~nifica.~t factor . Let ' s have a look a~ what in 
a computer caus:es the· interfer!.'nce , anc! some possible "ays of ma:-iaging 
the problem.

COMPUTER RF INTERFERENCE (cont'd) 

The most significant source of RF i nterference related to the use of home 
co11u>uters comes from the TV set that they are usually hooked up to and 
the RF modulator which transmits the computer ' s video and audio signals to 
the TV. Monitors , commonly used with more expensive setups · and sometuies 
with less expensive ones, do not generate as mucn-RF-interference because­
they don't make use of the RF modulator, which i s a miniature TV transmitter, 
and because they do not have a tuner stage. However , while monitor s create 
significantly less interference than do conventional TVs , they still must 
be considered a serious cause of RF interference. A second very significant 
source of RF is the electrical line noise generated by the power supply of 
the computer and any periphialssuch as printers that must also be hooked up. 
Finally, there i s the computer itself. Tnere are usually crystal osclllating 
circuits and their electronic components within the computer itself that 
generates considerable RF interference. 

so how do we minimize the impact of all this RF on our ability to enjoy the 
radio hobby? Well, let's briefly look at each source of RF and deal with 
them in turn. First let 's look at the TV and RF modulator associated with 
it. The cost of black and white monitors now begins at $50 and color 
monitors begin at $200. If the computer is viewed more as a serious t ool 
rather than primarily as a game machine with only minor side benefits , 
then even the user of less expensive computers such as the VIC -20 or Timex­
Sinclair would be well advised t o seriously consider a monitor. Besides 
making less trouble f or your radio, the monitor will provide considerably 
better readability for the computer. Another thing that can be done in 
this area is to use the best possible connecting cabl es , using the most 
shielding . Also keep the length of the cables as short as is practical 
f or your particular setup. These suggestions will help you deal with 
the most significant source of RF fr0m the home computers . 

Another big source of RF interference is the power supply of the computer 
itself and some of its associated periphials such as a printer. There really 
is only one thing you can do about this and that i s to keep your computer 
and its attachments as far away as possible from your radio . But, of course, 
if you are going t o use the two together in any sort of meaningful way, 
there will be real limitations a s to just how far you can go. However , it 
should be possible t o plug the radio and computer in on different outl ets , 
at opposite ends of the room if possible. I have found that this can make 
an appreciable difference . 

Finally, there is the computer itself and its own electr onic circuitry. 
This is a tougher problem , but a problem you can deal with to some extent . 
First , as I mentioned earlier, newer editions of computers , even of the 
same make and model, have been forced by FCC regulation to reduce their 
RF emissions . Generally speaking, they have accomplished this by adding 
m~re internal shielding , but sometimes simply by using newe r and higher 
grade electronic components. One manufacturer was able to reduce the number 
of components by 2/)rds while producing a machine that worked just as the 
original did. This undoubtedly reduced RF emissions in their computer. But 
how can you approach the problem ? Again, keeping the radio and computer 
as far apart as possible will help. Another approach is to provide your 
own additional shielding. Wrapping as much of your computer as possible in 
a couple layers of aluminum f oil will make quite a difference. It won't 
do anything for t he aesthetics , but it will make your radio a lot happier. 

It's an unavoidable fact that your home computer is going t o cause RF 
interfe r ence that will affect your radio , and probably the f amily TV t oo. 
I~ is, though , a problem which can be managed in a mannLr so as to reduce 
the impact of the RF interference to a minimum. A home computer and a radio 
can co-exist in the same home , indeed even in the same room , and they can 
even work together for the enjoyment of their user .

"Gatekeepers and Grenada: Alternatives and Restrict ions in News Flow" 

One of the principle theories in the study of news reporting is the 
function of the "gatekeeper" of infonnation flow. Nowhere is the applica­
tion of this theory more evident in the media's presentation of the U.S. 
invasion of Grenada. 

In a highly simplified state , the gatekeeper theory purports that the 
facts of an event are filte red at various levels pr ior to thei r delivery 
to an audience for consumption. A repor ter must select cert ai n fac t s he 
feels are most important in presenting an accurate account of an event. The

editor must decide upor. the news value and relevancy of a particular story. 
And some theorists agree upon the gatekeeping effect of the medium itself. 
By the t ime an audience receives the message reporting the event, the orig­
inal facts have been filtered at at least two l evels (or three, if one is an 
advocate of McLuhan). Of course, this filteri ng process may be intentional 
(as in censorship), unintentional (reflecting the cognitive biases of t he 
various gatekeepers), or both. 

Throughout the early stages of the Grenadian invasion, the role of 
pri mary gatekeeper (reporter) was fu l fil l ed by t he State Depar tment and mil­
itary spokesmen (when reporters were i nitially allowed to visit the island 
they were allowed limited access to infonnation by the military). Many crit­
ics of this action have voiced the opinion t hat State Department selection 
of stories relevant to t he invasion was an attempt by the U.S . Government to 
sway publ ic opinion toward support of U. S. mi l itary action i n Grenada . Thus , 
the va lue of t he gatekeeper , and the danger of a gatekeeper with vested i nter­
ests, is illustrated (incidental l y , some reports originally issued by the 
military , i.e . Cuban troop estimates, were later found to be erroneous). ·one 
may feel the government had l earned an invaluable l esson concerning the power­
ful effects unrestricted reporting of wartime news has upon public opinion dur­
ing the Vietnam era, and it did not intend to repeat the same mistake fifteen 
years later. 

What does all t his have to do with international broadcasting? We of 
the shortwave listening commun i ty are offered a unique opportunity to 
receive news from a variety of sources. Each source has its own set of gate­
keepers wi th their own sets of values, morals, and biases. And while many of 
these broadcasts may be deemed "propaganda" , their true value lies i n t he 
influence of different sets of filters in the process of news flow, allowing 
us access to many alternative sources of infonnation and points of view in 
search of the truth in reporting.
