If the masthead above looks a little "dated", there ' s a good reason--it ' s 
from the January 1968 edition of "Shortwave Broadcast Center" , the forerunner 
to our present- day column . Its editor was considered to be one of t he 
most influential DXers of the time . Yet , impossible logs and impr essive 

.veries aside , i t was his i nsist ence on accuracy and quality that made hi m 
a respected hobby figure . Some 16 years lat er , he ' s still "on t op" and 
guru to countless serious, dedicated DXers . . . . he ' s DON J ENSEN. 

Don became a DXer at the age of 11, back in 1947, and over the years he ' s 
explored vi rtually all forms of the listening hobby. His favorite is , of 
course, still shortwave broadcast DX. In those years Don served in a number 
of official posts for several clubs, including NASWA , which Don joined in 
1963 (then known as NASA). It was Don who founded the Association of North 
American Radio Clubs (ANARC ) in 1964 , ser ving as its first executive 
secretary. 

A writer by prof ession, Don works for a daily newspaper in his hometown 
of Kenosha , Wisconsin. His freelanced articles have appeared in a variety 
of radio-r elated publications since 1967 , most recently in "Popular 
Communications", and he's currently involved with the "Radio Database 
International" publication compiled and edited by Larry Magne. In the past , 
Don has also worked in the broadca~ting industry, both in radio and 
television. He is married with three childre~. 

Don kindly agreed to answer a few of my questions . . .. 

INTERVIEW 
THE SHORTWAVE CENTER INTERVIEW: DON JENSEN 
SWC1 Tum-around has always been common in our 
hobby. People asp i re to t he top of t he hobby 
ranks t hen s uddenly disappear . How have you 
managed to stay active for JO-plus years? 

Jensen a I began DXing in 194? , i nt r oduced to t he 
hobby by my father and an initial l ogging of 
HCJB. I was t hrill ed t ha t s hortwave r adio gave 
me the opportunity to • see " a ll sor t s of . 
di stant and exotic places. Now, 36 years l ater, 
t hat still thrills me. I am a DXe r and I f i nd 
t he quest f or the f ar away and far-out DX 
s tations f ascinating . That may not be the 
choice o f others1 it is mine. Over the years , -
a number of s pecial interest s have s ustained 
my act ivities . I've concentrat ed on certain 
areas of the world-- the I ndian subcontinent, 
l ater , I ndonesia and then Latin America in . V: 
general and t he Andean r egi on in particular. 
Ae my friends know, rsr:J' last frontier-­
someday- -wi ll be to seriously pursue the 
Brazilian stations. But not yet !

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INTERVIEW (cont 'd ) 

~: Since 1969 you ' ve been involved with your own bulletin , "Numero Uno". 
Why did you feel a need to start your own newsletter? 

Jensen: Unlike today, in 1969 there was no hobby source for quickly 
exchanging hot DX tips . Club bulletins wer e monthly; DX programs we r e 
taped in advance , or for other reasons, had mostly outdated infonnation. 
My own DXing needs wer e not being met. So I invited some DXing friends 
and acquaintances to exchange their top DX tips via a weekly newsletter 
I proposed to publish. Some 700-plus weekly i ssues later, NU i s still 
operating. 

SWC1 NU' s invitation-only status has left it open to rather heated charges 
as a "secret society .. --a closed group of upper echelon DXers who hoard 
information rather than pass it on. can you respond? 

Jensen: Any so- call ed controversy about NU is much ado about nothing, and 
probably concerns only a r elative few persons. I suspect most NASWA 
members have little interest in it . But since you asked , let me observe 
that there isn't anything siniste r about a small group of DXers who choose 
to "put and take", sharing their DX loggings with each other via a weekly 
mailing. Its membership was l~mited to )O members when i t was organized in 
1969. The number was arbitrarily selected, but it r epresents about the 
maximum that can be handled by the two co- editors without cr e ating an 
impossible workload. Surely there are far more t han )O top , experienced 
DXers in the world today , so why should there be a big deal about membership 
and a supposed elite. Any complainers would do better to gather t ogether 
other active , top DXers and exchange their own tips via a weekly newsletter. 
NU has no monopoly on DX news nor on the means f or exchanging it among a 
group of members . NU members are individuals and make their own decis i ons 
about whether they want t o support other clubs or bulletins. Many do, and 
several, in fact , are FRENDX editors. Hoard information? You can ' t hoard 
infonnation! NU members , through their i nterchange , may have a time 
advantage , with a weekly publication , in getting tips from fellow members , 
but none at all in learning what non-members are hearing. DY. news is 
published in hobby bulletins or broadcast on DX programs sooner or later ... 
and usually it is sooner . 

SWCr Your series, "On To The Top", has appeared t wice in PRENDX, f irst in 
1972. Can anyone with ambition be a serious DXer or are there certain 
intellectual s kills one must possess? 

Jensenr The "On To The Top" series was specifically directed to those who, 
by their own definition, are DXers who want to do their best in pursuing 
their chosen aspect of the hobby. It will be , simply, irrelevant to those 
who favor program. listening as opposed to DXi~ . Being a top DXer requires 
the development of certain skills and the gaining of r equired knowledge. 
That takes time and effort1 there's no s hortcut . Yes, I think that anyone 
with t he will and ambition to do that can become the serious DXer you mention. 

SWC1 A reoccurring problem in our hobby is fraudul ent reports, both to 
stations and bulletins . While it may be easy to dismi ss as inexperience , 
it seems the culprit is often someone who i s eager to climb the ranks in 
a shortcut manner. Why are so many in our hobby obsessed with "being 
somebody"? 

Jensena Frankly , I don't like the term fraudulent reports, since t hat 
suggests a willful desire to decieve. I think this rarely occurs. Incorrect 
reports in bulletins almost always are the result of mistakes , not fraud. 
Everyone makes mistakes . The care less listener , the inexperienced listener 
will make too many mistakes. Too many, over a period of time, will earn 
t he reporter a reputation as unreliable. His l ogging reports cannot be 
relied upon for accuracy. I think we are all interested in being considered 
"somebody". I don' t think there's anything wrong with that • .• it ' s human 
nature . But it ' s best to be considered the •aoaebody" who is careful. , 
accurate, solid and reliable.

INTERVIEW (cont ' d } 

SWC: Ver ifica tions have long been a hobby staple , especially t o the serious 
DXer . In recent years, economic factors have caused both station and lis tener 
t o reconsider. Would your hobby involvement be inc omplete without veries 
or i s the pure joy of listening enough? 

Jensen : It i s purely a pe r sonal cr.oice , but I enjoy collecti ng veries. I t 
ISi1""t"important whether they actually are proof of r eception , sin~e I don't 
send a report until I am personally convinced that I have, in fact, heard 
the stat i on. QSLs ar e part of the hobby tradition I grew up with. They are 
a tangible part of an otherwise r elatively intangible hobby . In a choi ce 
between having a verie and not having one , I opt f or the former . I recognize 
that many fine DXers choose not to collect QSLs . That is their choice and 
l respect it. 

SWC: The pursuit of veries , especially to smaller stations , i s perce ived as 
rather one- s ided. How can we improve our rapport with small, poor operations 
when we literally " take our veries and run" ? 

Jensen : I don ' t consider correspondence with Third world s tations to be 
one:5Ided, a case of taking the verie and running. The fact that these 
stations reply , when there is no rea l reason why they should , suggests 
that something in a listener ' s report triggered a desire to return the 
contact , making it a genuine person - to-person reaching out . I think there 
is cons iderably more interaction in a r eport t o a DX stati on that draws 
a r eply t han in the usually impersonal QSL card from a faceless station 
functionary at a major internati onal broadcaster . 

SWC: Program l isteners contend that we are missing the point by ignoring 
the progra~ming directed t o us by international broadcasters in fav or of 
chasing weak , rarely heard stations . Do you really think that shortwave 
i s a successful information and entertainment medium? 

Jensen, While we may be missing THEIR point , t here are a number of valid 
points in our l istening hobby. There is no thing inherently better about 
tuning in English language programs from an international broadca~ter 
than, say , really enjoying a particularly hatL~ting huayno from a backcountry 
Peruvian station at 10)0 GMT. While I think the major international 
broadcasters do a generally good job in the area of news and information , 
I don't consider their entertainment broadcasts particularly good . 

SWC: Many years ago you were instrumental i n NASWA' s switch to all-shortwav~ 
br oadcast in content . As a former editor, and currently chairman of the 
Countries Li st Committ ee , how do you feel about NASWA t oday? 

Jensen, As one of NASWA's most veteran memebers --20 years--! consider i t 
~consistently the best of the s hortwave clubs . 

SWC1 What improvements can we make? 

~· Editors and members s hould continually s t rive t o make t he content s 
of FRENDX more accurat e , useful , informative , educational. Tha t sounds 
like a vague generalization . .. and it is. And it may be trite . . . but it • s 
s t i ll true . 

SWC1 Whe r e are we going as a hobby? 

Jensen: I don ' t know. And I ' ve reached th~ point where I ' m not looking for 
any cosmic truths . I'd be satisfied just t o be able to continue to en joy 
DXing as I enj oy it, for years to come. 

SWC1 Don, t hanks fo r the "sage" advice on behalf of all of us . You ' re a 
Ciiss gentl eman, as anyone who ' s met you can attest . 

Those of us who regularly list tm to •sWL Digest• over RCL wei:a.. p1ea.santl:;< 
surpr i sed t o l earn t hat Larry Magne•s •Radi o Database International• will 
become a regular f eature on the program .

!lore and more today, shortvave listeners are finding nev 3nd creative vays to use 
personal cociputers in the IlXing hobby. About three years ago, I bought an Apple II 
computer. Soon after this, I learned the BASIC language , and vrote several programs 
vhich help me keep recorde of what I have heard, and WHAT I VOULD LIKE TO HEAR, on 
shortvave. Keeping these sorts of records on a computer is 1000 % more efficient 
and time-saving than my older methOd.s involv1ng J x 5 caxd.a and hand-vritten notebooks. 
I also have programs that pi?M'orm shortwave oriented calculations for me , such as 
sunrise/sunset times, beam headings, and MUF determinations. In addition, I have a 
program that compiles my monthly loggings and. prints them in the varioue clubs ' 
reporting formats for submission to club logging sections . 

In early October, I added a goody to r:s:r computer system which has opened up a 
whole new world for me. That item is a modem, a device that allows a co:nputer to 
coC111unicate over a telephone line. \11th a computer and a mocem, your computer can 
"talk" to other co•puters . At about the same time as I bought m.y :iode,., Univer&al. 
Amateur Radio of Reynoldsburg, Ohio set up what is known ae " computer bulletin boa.rd 
system, or BBS. In general, BBSe are on-line information systems which can be contacted 
using a computer and a modem. Universal 's BBS, which is called UBU (Universal 
Bulletin Boa.rd and Information Ex~) is dedicated sol ely to the exchange of 
radio related information by communications enthusiasts. 

The folks at Universal use their coi:iputer ( a Radio Shack model) during the day 
far business purposes, but in the evenings (f'ro1> 8 :)0 pm to 9 ,00 am E:astern Tllte) 
they turn it over to radio hobbyists. During these hours, anyone rlth a computer and 
a modem e&n ca.ll into the llBIX. The system has a variety of features for S'iL8. 
Probably the Dost exciting section of the system for me is "SllL Tips.• Slit Tips 
are logginga left on the !!".(Stell by llBU users. It works just like a shartvave bulletin, 
except that then is no publication delay! People e&n leave tips on the il)'1ltea, or 
ju.st read other people'!! loggings. The loggings appear sequentially f'roa lowest 
to highest frequency, 1111ch like the FREKDJC Log Report SectioD.lS.
