U it weren't for DXers like JERRY BERG most of us wouldn't get very far in the hobby. After all, he's scrutinized 
DX programs for us, improved our application of the much-used (and much-abused) WRTH, added new, 
ground-breaking data to the subject of verifying Chinese regional stations, lead us on nostalgic trips back to 
stations like Spanish Guinea, staunchly defended the serious DX fraternity from misunderstanding program 
listeners, and gave us the definitive primer on Latin American DXing in the 1983 WRTH. Since he obviously 
wasn't doing enough , in July of 1981 he became fam iliar 10 us as "JB" in his role as LR-B editor. 

Meeting Jerry for the first time leaves you with that feeling that somehow you've known him all along. He's as 
down to earth as you imagined. But, if you don 't know him, he's an attorney and court administrator for the Mass. 
district court system. Jerry was born in 1943,is married, has two kids, and started DXing in 1958. So who better to 
talk to (and learn from again) like we have all along? (JH) 

INTERVIEW 
THE SHORTWAVE CENTER INTERVIEW: JERRY BERG 

SWC: First of all, how did you d;;covtr DXing? 

JB: When I was around 13, I built a one-tube radio set from an electronic experimenter's kit, and that's how I first 
learned about SW. I could hear Moscow, the BBC and a few others. I couldn't even tell what band I was on. From 
there I #graduated# to several other SW receiver kits. So I came into the hobby basically from the kit-building 
side. 

SWC: As I rtca/l, you actually Wtrt inactive for a numbtr of years befort gttting back into it. What brought you back? 

JB: I was active from early 1958 until 1962, but then college, law school, marriage and "getting started" took over 
and I was inactive until 1970. By then I was enjoying at least a little free time, and l started thinking about SW again 
and wondering whatever happened to all those guys with whom I once shared this crazy hobby. I assembled a 
Heathkit SB-310 and discovered tl)at you could indeed dial right to your frequency, something almost unheard of 
before. I checked in with a few of the SW clubs and found many familiar names among the still active, and a warm 
welcome ~om some hobby friends of yeaJS past. The bug had bitten me again, and I've been active ever since. 

SWC: A number of tl1t veteran DXers you learned from and grtw up with /1ave dropptd from sight. Do you find your interest 
has diminishtd in rtctnt ytors? 

JB: My interest has actually increased. I find that, with the country chasing behind me, I enjoy the hobby much 
more. In the early days I was interested in hearing and QSUng as many countries and stations as possible, but 
now I prefer to devote more concentration to individual DX targets. There is nothing I like better than finding an 
unidentified station and going back to it day after day. putting all the clues together until I finally ID it. Also, I have 
more personal contact with other DXers today than in earlier years, and that adds a great deal to my enjoyment of 
the hobby. And even though SW broadcasting is giving way to increased AM and FM in many places, there are 
enough new stations, a.nd old ones that I haven't heard yet, 10 keep things interesting.

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BERG INTERVIEW (co11t'd} 

SWC: How much time, per day or werk, do you actually spend DXing? 

JB: I probably spend an averagc of about 12 hours per week listening with varying degrees of intensity. I am an 
early riser. and so it is quite common for me to spend a couple of hours at the receiver around 0400·0700, before I 
go to work. This is, in my opinion, the best time for DXing. particularly Latin American DXing. However. my 
favorite listening time is around 1600-1900, when the Africans can be heard . I often listen during that period on 
weekends. Conversely, I seldom listen during the 2000-2400 evening period. 

SWC: When you listen arr you morr of a bandsca1111n- or do you find yourstlf morr targrt orit11trd, looki11g for specific 
cou11trits or stalians? 

JB: Both. Serious DXing requires that you be o rganized so you can make the most of your time, and so I keep lists 
of stations I am looking for. frequencies I want to check, etc. I typically check first for stations I want to try fo r. If I 
have no luck, or if it is not yet time for a "target" station, 111 scan the 49, 60 and 90 meter bands to see what can be 
heard. It is only by bandscanning that you find new stations that have not yet been reported by others, stations 
that are temp<'rarily off the air {perhaps allowing a seldom heard station to come through), etc. I scan with a 
narrow bandwidth, paying particular attention to hets (stations that are slightly of! frequenc y often turn out to be 
interesting). 

SWC: How do you reconcile a busy schtdult with all llie timr it takts to DX. writt rtctption rtports, updalt logs. chtck through 
bullttins, tic.? 

)B: You have to get into a routine. For example, I always try to get reception reports out as promptly as possible, 
rather than let them sit around. I also try to be careful to jot down information from DX bulletins that is of interest 
to me, so I will have it when I need it. I keep a list of "wanted" stations, a file of reported veri signers for stat ions I'm 
after. etc. Also, my early morning DXing doesn 't interfere with other activities (except sleeping). 

SWC: You sum to favor tire old, "boat anchor" tube sets rather than the new slalt·of· the-art models. What's lht attraction? 

JB: I don't favor the older models just because they're old or just because they're tube sets. To me, receiver 
selectivity is the most important thing when it comes to real DXing. My main receiver is a Hammarlund HQ-
180A, modified with a Q-multiplier (and digital frequency display). and I find that the combination of the Q­
multiplier with the receiver s notch. 4-position bandwidth filtcr, vernier tuning and selectable USB and LSB in 
AM olfors tremendous flexibility in digging out and separating weak signals. The new generation o f receivers 
does not offer this kind of flexibility, even with the generally available modifications. The older sets, on the other 
hand, do not permit easy ECSS reception, but to me ECSS has always been an overated technique anyway, and, 
not having grown up with it, I don 't miss it. 

My secondary receiver is also a tube set, a Collins RJ90A, but I bought it mainly because I just wanted to own 
o ne of those great old classics and I happened to find a good one available locally. 

Another thing I like about tube sets is their ability to deliver big audio. My radio den is far enough away from 
the main part of the house that I don't have to worry about disturbing others. This, combined with my dislike of 
headphones, means that I almost always DX using the speaker, and the tube sets can really fill the room with 
audio. 

But if a new set offering the kind of selectivity and signal handling flexibilit y that I think is necessary were to 
come on the market, I would have no hesitation in buying it. (I have two "modem " sets that I use for casual 
listening. an RF-2800 and an ICF-2001). 

SWC: A ftw years ago you starttd to vtrify ll1t I.Jiiin Amtrican stations afttr ignormg them for ytars. I would gutss tlrat tht 
bulk of I/rt stations art behind ylhl now. Do you have any idea as to tl1t reply rate OJI those first reports? 

JB: H you mean how many LA stations verified without the need for a follow-up. the answer is 46 out of 160 
reports (excluding some recent re ports that really haven 't b~en out very long). or about 29%. Nothing to write 
home about, probably abo ut average. The overall QSL rate of the 152 LA reports that I mailed between 1981 and 
the end of 1983 is 78%, a fair return, I think. But it 's getting tougher. When it comes to verifying the Latins, you 
havc to be prepared for the long haul. 

SWC: Did that massivr project change your approach to Latin Amtrica11 rtports or give you any diffemrt irrsrghts into the 
I.aim mindset? 

JB: If you DX for a long time, you will eventually hear and verify most of the stations from most other parts of the 
world that can be heard at your QTH, and there will be fewer new targets to try for. This is what brings many 
DXers to Latin America; there are hundreds of targets there. many not so easy. and the LA SW sccne is changing 
all the time.

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BERG INTERVIEW (cont'd) 

When I first s tarted going alter LA QSL"s, I tended to think that success would d epend mainly on the quality 
of my report: the thoroughness o f the program details. plus the inclusion o f souvenirs or other inducements that 
would get the s tations to verify; basically, the notion that, if you produce a goud rl'ccption repo rt, th e s tation will 
reply. 

I am now convinced that, at least as far as Latin America is concerned, this is largely a myth. While program 
details have to be suflicient to satisfy the station that you heard them, and poo r quality reports may (and should) 
be ignored, the real factors at work are usually perseverance and luck. If you persevere in sending follow-ups, you 
will get more replies than if you d on 't. When the station ignores your first couple of reports, it basically comes 
down to you vs. them and who will give in first. It h as been said that "all" stations will give in in the end, and while 
this is an overstatement, it is true that, if you hang in there long enough, even some of the most recalcitrant 
stations will respond, out of pity or just to get you off their back or whatever. One DXer recently received a QSL 
from a tough LA verifier after sending 39 reports. While most of us would have given up lo ng before that, the 
station did finally verify and that DXer has a QSL that the rest of us are stilt waiting for. And while you could 
question whether any QSL is worth the time and money that goes into 39 reports, you can be sure that the owner 
of that QSL values it pretty highly. 

Luck is necessary because whether a station verifies a report or not may depend more on whose desk it lands 
on than anything else. A new gerente or - even more important - a new secretaria may spell the difference 
between getting a response and being ignored. With each follow-up, lady luck gets another opportunity to give 
you a break. Something as fortuitous as an announcer looking through the station mail the day your report arrives 
may mean a QSL after years of silence. I recently received a note from a gal in a nearby Mass. town who was 
working in public health in Ecuador for the summer and struck up a friendship with the owners o f Radio 
Panamericana. When they found out she was from Mass. they gave her a station pennant and asked her to send it 
to me when she got back. That's luck (but not enough for a QSL). 

SWC: Which U. stations art, in your opinion, tht toughtst to vtrify? 

JB: I couldn' t generalize. Some small stations are better verifiers than big ones. O thers may verify for a while and 
then· stop. and start again later. Some of those on my "toughest" list in clude Peruvians Radio Eco and Radio 
Andina, Ecuadoreans Radio Popular (4800) and Radio Nacional Espejo, and Venezuelan Radio Bolivar (4770). 
But I'm sure each of these has verified on the first report for someone. 

SWC: You ustd a uniqut, shortcut mtthod to writt thost rtports, didn't you? 

JB: Well, on the theory that small stations would prefer that we get to the point and no t make them wade through a 
long letter, I had printed up some long ish Spanish report cards, bearing my name and address, spaces for time, 
date, frequency and receiving equipment, and a SINPO grid. I then type an abbreviated Spanish report on both 
sid es of the card . The typed text contains an introduction, a request for a QSL. program d etails {most of the space 
is used for that), some brief chit-chat at the end, and that's it. At first I sent only the card, plus return postage, but 
over time this bare bones report has evolved and I now enclose a pre-printed 2-page letter about myself plus the 
usual variety of "goodies". Even though alot of stuff goes in the en velope, with this system 1 can prepare a 
complete Spanish report in about a half-ho ur. That is another reason I went to a card system. I just don't have the 
time or patience to prepare a long. separately typed letter to each station . The card is a good compromise because 
it is short but it is still typed separately. It 's not just "fill -in-the-blanks". 

My guess is that th e traditional letter approach would produce a somewhat better reply rate, at least if the 
letter was long and "personal", as opposed to the usual skeletal report letter, but the difference probably would 
not be worth the extra effort, at least to me. 

SWC: Art prtpart d cards (PPCs) and rtturn postagt an essential part of rtports or could ont do just as wt/I wit/rout tlrem? 

JB: I think they're important. l enclose a PPC with all LA repo rts unless l know that a station has its own card. 1 
usually enclose a SASE with the original report, and with every 4th o r 5th follow-up. Even if the s tat ion doesn't 
use the return postage, sending it shows that you're cunsidt:ratc of the ~xpcn~c fac tor. 

SWC: You'vt bttn LR·B tditor sinct July of 1981. What madt you want to bt an tditor. tsptcially sinct your so busy with othtr 
DX inttrtsls? 

JB: When you've been DXlng a long time and your interests become very specialized, its easy to forget that there 
is a broader ho bby out there. Editing permits me to keep in better touch with people whom l might n ot otherwise 
hear from. Log Report is just a few pag es, so it is manageable time-wise. Also, I fe el I can d o a good job on 1!" 
because that is the range where I do most of my listening. In the early 70's I ed ited LR when it was typically 14 
pages, all d one by o ne editor (using stencils). I did that for abo ut a year but it finally got to me.

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BERG 1:-ITERVIEW (c1•111'd) 

SWC: What's your opi11in11 of FR£NDX a11d u>l1m· do we 11ud lo i111pro11.·? 

JB: FR EN DX is the besl oflhe na tional SWBC clubs, so improving ii means making a good thing belier. Bui if I had 
lo suggest an a rea of improwmenl, I would say lhal I would like 10 sec a "musings" section where members could 
write in with whatever is on their minds aboul the hobby -- slalions they've h eard, interesting Q SL.s, equipment, 
que;lions, pholus. information about themselves, just a hello, anything. Mosl of the good overseas bulletins ha,·c 
such sections and they arc quite in teresting. They make the club a little more personalized and give members a 
chance 10 learn somcthing about each other. 

SWC: A;a11 tdilor mysrlf. /'111 altt'ays a bi/ dismayed al /lie lack of supp<irl u•r gr/ co11sidrri11g /he si:rof our mtmbtrship. Art 
u•r al fau// for not pro1•idi11g Ilic i11cr11tivr n11d arr u•t 1101 muling /ht 11uds of our mtmbrrs? 

)B: A musings column might encourage more members lo participate, b ul basically I think lhal only a small 
percentage of the membership will participate actively, regardlessoflhe club's organizalion or the conlenls of lhe 
bulletin. This is lrue of many voluntary organizations. Mosl hobbyists join NASWA fo r lhe informalion 
contained in FRENDX. and many ma)' feel 1hal lhey have little or real inle resl 10 contribute. Indeed. thal may be 
I rue as far as s:alion information is concerned, since many members are bas ically occasional listeners an d d o nol 
have the intensity of inleresl in SW lhe generates new slalion dala. Bui NASWA should (and does) welcome 
th ese members as much as it welcomes more aclive individuals. Everyone h as lo enjoy a hobby in his or her own 
way. The fact that one person is dee pl )• inlo the hobby and another just likes listening to Radio Australia once in 
a while d oesn't make one more "right" than l~e other. 

SWC: Do wr need lo promott 111« lwbby and, if so, lwu•? 

JB: I d on't think we should make greal efforts 10 promole the hobby. In lhe best of circumslances this is a 
sedentary, somewhat technical pastime I hat will never have broad appeal. With the ability lo I urn on you r TV set 
and see what's happening on the olher side of the globe, live, the availib1lity of regular AM and FM broadcasting 
everywhere, and lhe impatience of mosl people with less lhan perfect reception quality. how m an y people are 
going to listen lo shortwave? The number who might be all racled to lhe m ore specialized area of DXing is even 
smaller. I think we o ughl to be content just 10 service as best we can those who have d iscovered sh ortwave and 
wanl lo belong to a club. 

SIVC: Your article "/11 Drfr11sr of OXing" (cf. Augusl J 980 SWC) was a good txpla11alio11 of lhersse111ial diffrrcnces bt1ww1 
serious DXers and so-cal/rd program listr11ers. Four years /a/tr. arr yous/ill cmwi11crJ /hat DX111g is litre lo slay a11d Iha/ 
111trrna1io11al broadcas1i11g is. al brsl. mediocre? 

)B: Yes, bul again. to each his own. I have no problem with someone listening to Radio Tirana day and nighl if 
that's whal he likes. Personally. !hough. I find a greal deal of lhe programming on SW pretty poor. Heavy 
propagandizing, unimaginative program formats and boring subject ma tiers are often lhe rule, and I his is jusl nol 
the kind of matcrial lhal is going lo appeal lo the western ear (or a l least my ear). The exceptions a re those slalions 
1hal combine lhe kind of programming we are used to wilh good s ignal quality -- lhc BBC, Radio Australia, RCI, 
VOA. clc. Bui how many of these s lalions are thcre? The government control of lhe media Iha! is typical in most 
coun1ries results in SW broadcasting lhat neither entertains nor informs very well. So why listen ? The silualion is 
probably im proving, but overall you can do betler wilha book or the newspaper. or even TV. 

I think of DXing differenl ly. !l's basically you and your receiver vs. the propagation and the QRM, lhe 
challenge of hearing, !Ding and perhaps QSLlng the stalion rather than concentrating on the programming. Bui 
some of lhe programming, particular!)• local music, can be pretly enlerlaining, more so than what you gel from 
some of lhe international slalions. I would ralher listen lo locally produced huayno music from Peru or hi-life 
music from Afnca lhan learn about cemenl production in India. Probablr the mosl interesting slalions of all are 
lhc local SW stations 1ha1 broadcast in English and !hat we can hear fairl y well, like GuyaM, the Australian locals. 
the Solomon Islands. e tc. You really get the local Oavor from th1>se stations. This is true of Latin American stations 
as well. if you can understand a litlle Spanish. 

SIVC: Herr'! our rvtrybody asks - whal's your fauoritr QSL? 

JB: My fovorit~ 1s from then-500 waller Emissora da Guine in Portuguese Guinea which I heard in 1959. In 
addition to a QSL. 1hc stat ion returned my lape, over·r~corded wilh greellngs. music, ch it-chat. all in English. I 
have a lways specially prized that on e.

JB: You're never really "fi nished " verifying lhe Latins. or course, s ince I here arc always new ones lo hear and old 
ones lo follow-u p on . Bui I guess my next frontier is Brazil. I have heard many Brazilians, but I have just a few 
veries. I have sent oul a few Brazilian reports lately, but I can'I seem lo build u p the same head of s leam for the 
Brazil ians 1ha1 I did for lhe Spanish-speaking Lat ins, mainly, I gu ess, because I can't "gel by" in Portuguese as I 
can in Spanish. But eventually I will get going.

SWC: Whal dirtctio11 do you thi11k tl1r l1obb.¥ i; g11i11x a11d DXi11g sprcifically? -JB: Well, higher power means 1hal'more slalions can b~ heard more easily, and easier 10 opcralr receivers mean 
that you don'I have to br as technically oriented to listen lo shortwave. Overall. though, for lhc reasons 
mentioned earlier. I don't sec people flocking to shortwave, although I do wonder jusl who arc all these fo lks thal 
arc buying these new shortwave receivers. Is there a whole world of closet SWL's out there, waiting to be 
discovered? I don't know. We saw a huge explosion in SW Ling in Japan fora while, but now it has subsided, much 
as CB did in the U.S. It's hard to imagine the same sudden burst of SW activity in the U.S. I think SWLing will 
continue to be a hobby enjoyed by relatively few. 

As far as DXing is concerned, it will always appeal to some hobbyists, but I believe the ranks of the DXers will 
continue to be small. The fact that our numbers are limited is not all bad, however, as it contributes to closer 
contact among those who are active, and that in tum makes for a more enjoyable hobby. But the absence of large 
numbers of DXers also means that receiver manufacturers are going to continue to produce consumer-oriented 
SW receivers rather than high performance DX machines. Overall, I think things will continue along pretty much 
as they have. 

SWC: A11y parti11g adviu for u•ould-br DXtrs a11d Jaus of /m-y Brrg? 

JB: My advice to would be DXers is basically that "practice makes perfect". Developing one's DXing skills is 
almost entirely a matter of experience -- lime spent at the dials -- and not receiving equipment. So don't let the 
absence of a top performing receiver stop you. A good DXer with an inexpensive receiver can DX rings around a 
novice with the best equipment. 

As for fans of JB, I hope thcy11 both start contributing to LR-B.

The plight of the newcomer still dominates the minds and typewriters o! 
those contributing to "Contact". John Tucbscberer in Neenah, Wisconsin, 
writes: 
"I read with much interest the recent 'Contact' items dealing with a lack 
ot information !or the newcomer to the radio bobby. There is a surfeit 
ot material available at public and college libraries covering radio 
tbeory 1 antennas, propagation, history, etc. Those who will take the time 
to study can get a good background this way. However, there is no reason 
why each newcomer cannot have personal help. lte've got several thousand 
shortwave listeoers/DXere , plus more than 400,000 hams in the U.S., and 
I'm sure ~ ot them would be glad to help answer their questions. Many 
amateur radio clubs run claeeee during the winter mootbe. Por the eerioue 
beginner, I highly recommend attending such classes." 
Good advice from a true NA.SWA veteran. John Bellantoni of Ithaca, New 
York1 says the shortwave hobby can appear forbiddingly complex to the 
unitiated: 
"I have seen the plight of the novice in every area of the hobby. Indeed, 
when !iret confronting the BP world, one ie often intimidated and coo!'ueed 
by the jargon and technical aspects. The recent letters in 'Contact' 
have highlighted this problem. My intention is to help clear up the 
problem by explaining how to approach the bobby. I will put to rest the 
oootroverey about columns designed !or the novice in the process. 
"After turning the radio on !or the first time and li!Jten.iog, the newcomer 
usually .bas a thousand or so questions t hat need to be answered. What the 
novice SWL needs ie information. One of the beet sources !or this ie the 
receiver itself: you can learn a lot about the bobby by tuning in the 
larger broadcasters. But usually this is not enough. 
"Start from the basics and work up. Write to radio stations you bear and 
get on their mailing list. Write to various radio clubs. Check out 
the magazine rackls !or popular publications catering to the radio bobby. 
Find bookls about basic electronics at the local library. Don't Relect a 
book or magazine just because the title bas something to do with radio. 
Flip through it and check to see if you understand the contents. Material 
that's over your head is useless and may scare you right back to watching 
TV. Research takes work but the intormation ie out there it you're willing 
to dig !or it. 
"With learning of this kind the 'inverted triangle' model holds. This 
means : the more you know, the more you can learn. Thie is about a ll there 
is to it. Shortwave listening is a simple hobby; one can enjoy it without 
advanced knowledge. They key ie to start with the basics and enjoy your­
self. 
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"A column specially designed !or nO'Tices is out-or-place in J.l'RENDX and other 
hardcore DX journals. These are devoted to the latest in the hobby and are 
aimed at the experienced reader. This is true in any subject. To learn the 
basics or shortwave listening, one should turn to a basic re!erence lilce 
Ed Shaw's 'DJ:ing According to NASWA, ' and similar booka--not a periodical 
tilled with articles on the latest longpath catch or an African local and 
how to tune up your new phase-locked exalted-carrier detection system. " 
Thanks John, although I imagine many will take issue with your assertion 
that there is little room !or the novice in the pages or IPRENDX. We were 
all beginners once. By the way, John is also known in the ham community as 
WB1ALZ. 

One RASWA member who would de!initely like to see a novice's column in J.l'RENDX 
is Dennis Richards or New Haven, Connecticut: 
"I wholeheartedly agree with Mr. Joe Freeborn a~out a beginner's column and 
would lilce to see this happen. I would also be willing to help out in any 
way possible. I don't have that much experience aa I've only been involved 
in the hobby for about two years, but my membership in NABWA has been a great 
help." 

Our l ast l etter this time comes !rom Kraig ~ist in Falla Church, Virginia: 
"I read with interest the comments and viewpoints in the October 'Contact.' 
I agree that it ia hard !or a beginner to catch on in our hobby. Meter, 
MHz, kHz, OTC, GMT, IRC , SINFO, etc., pose many puzzles f or the novice. I 
remember how I stumbled toward my ! irst QSL. Ky receiver was the dial type 
as I'm sure moat were until a few years ago. A stati on would announce they 
were broadcasting on , say 95?5 , 9590, and 11960 kHz. 113 dial would be 
resting on the 9KHz position but I real ly didn't know the exact, or I should 
say correct frequency. At times I would get r rustrated and only report that 
I heard a station on a· particul ar meter band. Some stations accepted this 
but many did not. 
"GMT/UTC gives people a lot or trouble. Once I understood the GMT concept 
(this was be!ore UTC ) I made a three-column list . The first column was the 
GMT hour, the second EDT, and the third EST. A t ack and strip or paper 
would cover up either of t he last two columns, whichever wasn't in use that 
month. This proved to be a big time saver and an easy way to learn GMT. 
"SINR> is another problem area. Some claim the Overall number cannot be 
greater then the lowest number already assigned 'fo s, I, N, or P. others 
say Qverall should be the average of the others. The whol e process of 
assigning s ignal ratings is a difficult thing all by itself, If someone 
listens most to low-powered domestic stations, they might rate others they 
hear more highly than they should. Likewise, someone who usually tunes in 
the powerhouses like Radio Moscow and the BBC might rate smaller stations 
mor e poorly than they deserve. " 
ltraig generously otters to answer questions it you will only include a SASE. 
His address is: 6200 Wilson Blvd., Apt. 1019, Falls Church, VA 22044. 
Still no response on our poll or the world 's worst shortwave stations and 
programs . Consider it a creative opportunity to wield the corrective wand 
of criticism. 
I join in hoping that Bill Whitacre and his bride Paula find nothing but 
the beat.

Antenna Phasing Systems 
by Mark Connelly, WAlION 

Phasing, for the unitiated , is the production of a phase shift between the 
tuned signals from two Antennae1 the two signals are then electrically added or 
subtracted t'rom each other to produce a. null of the dominant (unwanted) station 
on a given channel to allow reception of subdominant stations covered by slop. 
nie end result of such nulling is comparable to that obtained by looping. Unlike 
looping, phasing can more often provide reception of stations in the same direction 
or in the opposite direction (180 degrees) of the unwanted station that was nulled . 

In recent years, phasing has become popular with BCB UXere in North America, 
and they have done the most research and development in this area, particularly 
in the refinement of techniques previously appi1ed to parallel Beverage wave 
antennae . The result of this work is that phasing, using these techniques, is 
not limited to Beverage length (1000 feet or greater) wires , or to BCB frequencies. 
nierefore, the circuit descriptions in this article are based on BCB designs, but 
will include information on application for the 90 and 60 meter tropical SWBC 
bands. 

Figure 1 shows the circuit for a simple phasing unit for BCB use , using a pair 
of Beverage length aerials:

Adjust Cl for maximum signal at 
frequency of interest. 

2 . Peak Line 2. 
SZ'"On, Sl Off, Leave Cl , Rl , and SJ in previously set positions. 
Set R2 t~ zero ohms . Adjust C2 for maximum signal at frequency of interest. 

), Null 
Put both Sl and S2 to On. Flip SJ between Tl- In and Tl-Out positions. Leave 
SJ in the position yielding the ~ signal level of the "pest" station to be 
nu.lled . Increase Rl to see if a "dip" (point at which turning the control 
either clockwise or counter clockwise will further decrease the level of the 
"pest" station). If a "dip" occurs , leave Rl at this position, otl:erwise, 

return it to zero ohms. Do the aame with R2 (see if a "dip" occurs) . Then, 
offset Cl to enhance the dip. Do the aame with 02 . Finalize the null wUh 
slight adjustments of Rl , RZ , Cl, and 02. Subdominant stations should no>< be 
audible, as well as formerly- slopped adjacent- channel stations. 

An added bonus t o the nulling process i s that any man-made noise appearing 
in the system i s also nulled . This a.Hows DXing to be accomplished i n areas 
plagued by interference from TV ' s, light dimmers, etc. 

Improvements/Modifications to the basic phasing unit : 

1. Use of a multipole rotary switch to encorporate the functi ons of Sl , S2 , and 
SJ, minimizing the number of switching manipulations required. 

2. Use of a switchable i nductance scheme in each line leg to allow peaking of a 
variety of antenna lengths. Scal.l , choke- type inductors are ideal for this 
application. Values of 22, 10 and 4. 7 uH are suggested for tropical SllBC 
use . 

J. Adding a parallel trimmer capacitor and ser i es trimmer potentiometer in each 
line leg will faci l itate finalizing the null . The trimmer pot should be 
non-inductive , i.e. , a carbon type. 

4 . Provision for additional input for either a loop (active or passive) or an 
active whip to be phased against a wire. One of the phasing unit ' s L/C 
cor.binations will be bypassed , preferably LZ/02 , which contains the phase 
reversal transformer. 

5. Amplification of the phasing unit out put, preferably via a tracking preselector. 

Experimenters may also want to try parallel tuning of Ll/Cl, and L2/C2, which 
will provide predictable tuning, i.e., it is less affected by antenna l ength and 
recei ver input impedances . Beet results are obtained when one side of the inductance 
and the rotor side of the variable capacitor are grounded. 

Adding a small value fixed capacitor in the 22-47 pF range may i ncrease 
tuning sharpness by providing additional capaci tance t o short antenna lengths . 
( l ess likel y at SllBC f'requenciee) This should be added after the pot in each 
line leg. 

As m~ntione<! earlier, phasi.ng of wire antennas is not restricted to Beverage 
length antennas, particularly at SWBC tropical band frequencies. Antennas as 
short as 15 feet have been succes!d'ully phased, provided the phasing unit ' s 
output was amplified. Without amplification, the wires should be at least 
1/2 wave long for the frequency of i nterest. For best results, a vertcal wire 
phased ~inst a horizontal one , or two horizontal wires at right angles to each 

other should be used.

Mark adds: "Phasing, like looping , provides the deepest nu.lls when si gnal 
vertical and horizontal arrival angles are not fluctuating greatly in short- term 
real time. It i s on the frequencies below 5 mHz that these techniques have 
traditionally exhibited their greatest worth . " /
