It' a not only the 80et direct and instantaneous link between your 11 vi ng-roolO and 
foreign broadcaatera but it also provides in one's ovn language immediate and unf!l­
tered acce•• to the vorld. 

Thia year, Radio Canada loternationa.l commemorates 40 years of shortwave broadcas ting 
and during thia ti.e has establiahed itself as a reliable international voice . 

The history of RCI began vhen Canada's Federal Cabinet authorized its creatio::i by 
Order-ln-COUncll in September of 1942. 

Within a year of ite inception, the service began construction of two 50 kilowatt 
tranamittera in Sackville, Nev Bru::isvick on Canada's east coast. 

On December 16, 1944, the firat test transmission was successfully completed. A 
little 11<>re than a veek later - on Christmas Day - the first news from home was trans­
aitted on ebortvave to Canadian troops stationed in Europe.

Through lts shortwave transmissions, RCI offers the widest possible range of Canadian 
news, commentary and informational features in English and French, as well as Russian, 
Ukrainian, Polish, Czech, Slovak, Hungarian, German, Spanish and Brazilian Portuguese. 

In practical programmi ng tenu RCI's shortwave newscasts provide authentic and objec­
tively balanced information on eve::its in Canada and the world. In other sections of 
its programs, the variety of Canadian opinion on those events i s reflected against the 
background of d011estic Canadian di scussion. 

RCI also broadca1ta the best of radio programs from the national service of the Cana­
dian llroadcaatiog Corporation such as "The World at Six", • As It Happens", "Sunday 
Horning" and "The House" to Canadians travelling and vorking abroad. 

lo addition to broadcasting abroad over shortwave RCl reaches foreign audiences 
through other 11eans, priaarily by producing recordings for u1e on d~stic radio 
atatioo1 overeeaa. Thia collection of records produced by Recorded and Other Program 
Service•, coepriaes varioua apoken-vord and music titles. 
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ltuaic recording• include aerious, folk, jazz and popular works by Canadian compo•ers 
and perfo1111er1 , as well as Canadian interpretations and styling. 

RCl alao produces programs based on epecial events and i eeues to be delivered on tape 
or by aatellite on a vee'llly buh to aelected radio atations in Hong Kong, Tokyo, 
Waahington, Mexico, Caracas and other aajor cities around the world. · 

Spoken~ord prograaaing specials cover a range of docume.ntaries , dramas, ahort etories 
and lecture .. terial in French and Engli sh. 

The policiu of the Canadian government's Department of External Affairs fono the 
buia for deteraining RCl target are~ and language priorities, but programm1ng and 
editorial policiea are vholly the responsibility of RCl (CBC). 

Virtually all international broadcasting organizations are designed to serve national 
interaata in one vay or another. So., countries e•ploy their ahortwave services in a 
strictly propaganda role, vith direct governmental control of content. Others, Canada 
aaonaat the•, feel that the national interest ie beat aerved by a journalistic 
approach, vhich eeelr.a to convey objective information and balanced comment, thus 
reflecting the videat possible freedoe of expression. 

Baaed on letten received from listeners (over 50,000 a year) and information from 
foreign broadcuting organizations, there 18 high international regard for Radio 
Canada International'• balanced and distinctive programming which reaches a worldwide 
audience of over 10 million veekly. 

Canadian book• are rarely seen in foreign aarketa. Canadian newspapers and 
periodical• are all but inaccessible abroad vhile foreign neva agencies and 
publication• do not respond adequately to Canadian events. Canadian film and 
television progr ... are not yet standard public fare abroad. Aside from Radio Canada 
International, there ia no single vehicle to provide a daily information flow 
reflecting Canadian aspirations and policy vi~s. 

RCI: AN OVERVIEW 

llltl.ODUCTION 

On February 25, 1945, Canadian Prime Minister William Lyon MacKenzi e King's voice rang 
out over the airwaves: "Thia evening marks the fonaal opening of Canada's Interna­
tional Broadcasting Service. The establishment of this service in Canada is of his­
toric aignificance. It will serve both a national and international purpose; it will 
also bring Canada into closer contact with other countries", This marked the official 
launch of Canadian shortwave . 

Now four decades later, Radio Canada International'• 40th anniversary provides an op­
portunity to look back on its origins end ahead to new challenges. 

SHORTWAVE TRAJISMISSIONS 

The history of Radio Canada International actually began vhen the Fede r a l Cabinet au­
thorized its creation by Order-In-council in September of 1942. 

Within a year of its inception, the Service began construction of two 50 kilowatt 
t t•nsmitter a in Sackville, New Brunswick on the Atlantic coast. Thia site vas chosen 
because the soil in the surrounding marshland provided an excellent reflective base 
for the transmission of shortwave signals. To this day, it serves as Radio Canada 
International'& principal transmitting site. 

On December 16, 1944, the first shortwave test transmission vas successfully cum­
pleted. A little more than a veek later - on Christmas Day - the first news from home 
was transmitted to Canadian troops stationed in Europe. 

The first decade from 1945 to 1955 saw rapid growth in the service . In addition to 
broadcasts i n the original three languages (English, French and German), programs were 
added in Czech, Slovak, Dutch, Spanish, Portuguese, Danish, Norwegian, Swedis h, 
Finnish, Italian, Russian, Ukrainian and Polish. The International Service was now 
heard throughout most of Eastern and Western Europe, the Caribbean , Latin America and 
Australasia . 
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In 19SS, budgetary restriction• forced the CBC lntr.r na tional Service t o reconsider its 
priorltlea . As a result, five of its program languages - Danish , Swedish, Norwegian, 
ltalhn and Dutch - were reduced to weekly broadcaau and Finnish was eltminated. 
further budget cuts in 1961 caused the eli11lnation of these ftve languages. 

At the .,.me time, however, the International Service continued to grow in other areas: 
in 1961, a daily service to Afrtcft was introduced and tn 1962, a third SO kilowatt 
tranamitter waa inatalled in Sackville. The year 1964 11arked the beginning of pro­
gra .. ing to the USA 1n English and French. In Septembe r 1967, an agreement vas 111Bde 
vith the llllC to relay ltCl programs directed to East ern Europe fr om the BBC 's trans­
mlttin11 factUUu at Daventry, England, thereby 111proving the s11t11al quality t o thie 
important target area. 

In 1972, the International Service was officially rena11ed Radio Canada Internationa l . 
That HIM! year , vork had begun on the installation of five 2SO kilowatt transaitters 
and on the expanaion of antenna capabilities in Sackville. Five years late r, t he pro­
ject waa completed. In 1973 an agreeaent was reached with Deutsche Welle, the short­
wave service of the Federal Republic of Germany , for uee of thei r tranemittin11 facllt­
Uu in Sinn, Portugal to relay ltCl '• aip:nal to Eaatern Europe. ln 1980, construc­
tion be11an on a nev antenna array for the Afri can service. Thia project was complet ed 
in I 984. 

In 1977, program peraonnel were regrouped into five separa te target areas: Eastern 
Europe, Western Europe , Africa , the United St ates/Mexico and Latin America. Because 
of budgetary liaitationa, t he Austral asian service had t o be discontinued. 

A aixth tarp:et area, the Caribbean Ilasin, was added tn 1982 with dally prograllllllng in 
Englis h and French. In addition, since January 1983 , these programs have been relayed 
on medium vave via lladlo Antilles in Mont se rrat . 

In the fall of 1983, RCl began transmitting in Japanese. Progra11s prepared by our 
Vancouver office are nov fed weekly via sa t el lite to Radio Tanpa in Tokyo for rebroad­
cast on ehortvave throup:hout Japan . 

In recognition of the growing strategi c importance of the Pacific Rim, RCI this year 
{1985) l aunched a iaajor i nltlative with the i naugural broadcas t of -canadian Journal-, 
a weekly business- ori ented program. Producerl in Montrea l, this English l anguage pro­
gram la transmitted via satellite for rebroadcast on Honp: Kong Commercial Radio. 

Today RCI offers a full range of Canadian news , comment ary and lnfonnatton to millions 
of ahortweve listeners in Eastern and Western Europe. t he United States , Mexico, Cen­
tral and South America, the Caribbean, Africa and t he Middle East . These programs are 
broadcast in English and French as veil as Russian, Ukrainian, Polish, Czech, Sl ovak, 
Hungarian, Ceraan, Spanish, Portuguese and Japanese. 

In addition, a topical dl sc and tape se rvi ce offers collections of short feature items 
of varied content for insertion i n aagaz1ne-fonaat pro11rams abroad . Material ta spe­
clf i cally se lected t o appeal to a country or region and ts currently available in 
English, French and Japanese. 

SHORTWAVE MONITORING 

In 1962, the - International Se rvice assumed responsibility for the CBC shortwave 1110ni­
t oring station locat ed in Brittanta Heights , Ontario, which was late r relocated to 
Stittaville , near Ottawa . Today, the Stittsville s t ation operates 24 hours a day, 1 
days a veek , •onitoring the signals of RCl and ove r 20 foreign shortwave broadcasters. 
Thia provides reception dat a for exchange wlth other broadcas ters. The t nfomat lon 
obtained 1s used to eva l uate the efficiency of the RCI algnal i n various t arget 
are1a. 

The RCl monitoring stat i on la alao the reception point fo r Deutsche Welle tuns1ds­
atone which are fed t o the Sackville transml tt1ng plant for rebroadcast to North 
America . The s tation also provides this service aa a backup for the normal BBC short­
wave tranamiseions to the sa11e target ares.

It is a great pleasure for me to be able to assume the 
role of editor for the FRENDX Contact column. I wrote to Bill 
Oliver in response to his request for help in the March issue 
of FRENDX. Not long after that I received a very nice telephone 
call from him and he asked me if I would take on the Contact 
department. I was, and am, delighted to do so and I look forward 
to this work very much indeed. I would also like to thank, as 
I'm sure we all would, Andy Robbins for his excellent work. 

I'll start out by telling you something of myself, though 
I will, mercifully, spare you the entire autobiography. My fir st 
experience with SWL was at the age of about ten when I discov­
ered what fascinating things could be picked up on an old Trans­
oceanic that my parents had bought some years before. l was com­
pletely entranced by what I was able to hear--never rnind that 
I did not understand the languages: there was music galore and, 
of course there was always the BBC. Sadly , that wonderful old 
radio met with a terrible disaster a couple of years later and 
couldn't be repaired. That was the end of my listening for a 
very long time. 

Some twenty-five years later, just over a year ago , I was 
given the very unexpected gift of a Sony ICF-2002. I may say 
that I looked somewhat askance at this new receiver. How, I asked 
myself, could this little silver thing possibly live up to the 
venerable Transoceanic (which was big and heavy)? Well, I conceded 
grudgingly, I had seen calculating instruments diminish from 
the size of room-filling monsters to hand-held pets--so, perhaps, 
why not radios too? So I strung the wire for the antenna, plugged 
it into the radio and turned it on. Within moments the o ld magic 
was on me again. By great good fort une I found the BBC almost 
immediately and it was like coming across a good friend again 
after many years absence. The following weeks were spen t in an 
almost bionic union with my new radio. 

By a s t roke of luck I also happened across two_boaks .. which 
have contributed enormously to my knowledge and listening pleasure. 
The WRTH made sense of the ~rofusion of programming, and The 
Complete Shortwave Listener s Handbook by Bennett and Hel~made 
sense of the many techn1cal1t1es surrounding intelligent listening. 
I would also point out that that it was in Bennett and Helms that 
I ran across NASWA for the fir st time. A number of other books 
I found later, and lots of listening, augmented the growing fund 
of knowledge I had at my disposal. In the process I was able 
to brush-up some long-dormant Spanish, French and German . I found 
my knowl edge of non-western music (gained in graduate work in 
ethnomusicology) was very helpful in identifying broadcasts in 
languages I didn't understand. 
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My decision to persue my listening in greater depth resu lted 
in the further decision t o l ook around for a receive r that wou ld 
permit this. The patient folks at the El ec tronic Equipment Bank, 
Vir ginia, answered all of my questions fully and cl early with 
the result that I ended up the proud owner of a much- modified 
ICOM I C-R71A. Per s onally, I have nothing but praise for t he 
high quality performance of thi s f i ne lis ten i ng instrument , with 
which I spend as much time as I can. 

Now for some food for thought--aour thoughts which I 'd 
like you to share with me and our rea er s . I hope that you will 
have noticed the number of times that sheer good luck r esulted 
in the formation of my own at tachment to SWL: I happened to 
have some hands -on experience in SWL a s a child ; I happened to 
be given a shortwave receiver, and a good one at that; I hap­
pened to find materials that enabled me to keep my enthusiasm 
by educating me; I happened to join an excellent club--NASWA­
which has substantially furthered my education; and I also hap­
ened to have the good f ortune t o find and excellent dealer of 
shortwave receivers. All luck . 

All this is in s harp contradistinc tion t o, say, computers . 
Everywhere there abound computer stor es, magazines , newspaper col­
umns, c lubs , software sources and a ll the r est of it. The cumu­
lative effect of this deluge of infor ma tion has been t o crea t e 
a permanent place for the computer in the public's consciousness. 
Without a ll of this awa reness-support it might well still only 
be a matter of luck tha t anyone would become interested in com­
puters --as indeed it was befor e the advent o f the microchip which 
made the technology of the computer commonly avai l abl e to everyone. 
Very similar advancements have occured in radio technology, but 
what I have t ermed the awareness- s upport has been (on a large 
scal e at least ) very largely mi ssing. The questions are: 1 Why ? 
and 2 . How is this r emedied? 

The 'Why ? ' may be unknowable as a result of a grea t many 
influences the effects and interrelationships of which may well 
render them beyond the powe rs of easy analysis. I s uspect very 
strongly that the current dismal level of US r adio programming 
may very well be incapabl e of inspiring serious l istening.We 
should also note that this is a very American phenomenon--the 
r es t of the world has been, and shows every sign of continuing 
to be, very shortwave- conscious. 

Reflections upon a remedy for this situation were prompted 
by seeing a te levision commer cia l for Uniden-Bearca t scanners. 
It would se em that U-B has identified a possible audience and 
targe ted a market for its products. I wondered what would be 
the outcome if makers of s hortwave receivers ( Sony,Panasonic, 
and others) were to do the same thing. Just think . ••

SOny ICF 2010

The January 18 editi on of Media Network featured a rt!view by Jonathan Mark.a of the 
new rt!cei ver from Sony, the ICF 2010 (or ICF 20010 outside of North America. ) Thei r 
co1111ents were detailed i n the February CIDX Messenger (.P14!6 J7) . Since I now have one 
i n my poeecssion, my COllll:lente foll ow: 

Basic Facts and Specifications: Cover '41t' : AM 15)-29,999. 9 kHz FH 76-108 llHZ 
AI1l 116-136 lll!z. Built- in antennae for all bands . 4 inch speaker, J80 mw of audio , 
.775 mv tape output (low level for "mic" input on recorder). JD cells (2 M for 
computer aemory) or 4.5 volte external power. Batte17 life sould be 8 hours with 
standard 1.2 up/hr D Ni Cads, considerabl y (J0-40 hrs) longer with fresh all<alines. 
J2 memory channele , each will store frequency , mode, and bandwidth . Keyboard pl us 
t uni.ng knob frequency input syst em. LCD r eadout to .1 kHz . 4 digit 12/24 hour clock 
with 4 t imers , each capable of selecti ng the frequency as well as On/Off times. 
Ver sat ile memory and band.scanni ng functi ons, modes keypad SBlectable. Size ie 288 x 
1.9') x 52 m (11. ) 75 x 6.375 x 2.125 inches w/h/d/) which is very similar t o the 2001. 
Wei ght i s l. 7 kg, nearly 4 pounds. 

Perforina.nce wise , t he 2010 comes off as a very competent pacJ<aae. Readout to .1 kHz, 
with stability to match, J2 memories and key pad tuning might make you think I was 
describi ng the ICOM R71A. In uny ways, the 2010 is a more "portable" ver sion of the 
R71A. Many of the comparisons i n this rt!view are made with my R71A. 

TUning the eot i e accomplished in J ways. A very easy-to-use key pad- - just hit 
the nwobere, then EXECU'IE and there you are . Slightly simpler than the R71A- no 
leading or trailing zeroes need be entered. Tenths of a kHz entry ie not allowed in 
the 2010 , only a small complaint here. A manual tuning knob ie also provided- two 
tuning steps (.1 and 1 kHz increments) are switch selectable. SJ kHz/ rev in fast , 
5 i n slow. Mimi.mum steps are 100 Hz with no provision for fine tuning (RIT) - this is 
an unfortunate situation, but with the special " sync" feature it becomes much less of 
an annoyance . More on Uiat later, but for utility and ham l i s t ening it i s still a 
shortcoming, especially if you have a Cll/RTTr decorder- they require unusually precise 
frequency resolvement. 

The third way of tuning ie via the )2 button (64 function) memory prt!set system. 
F.ach of the J2 presets will store frequency, mode , and bandwidth (plus a "skip" feature) . 
Each button (most of the1:1, &.ny>1ay) has a second function that is used to define scanning 
parameters, and can also take you to a preset band edge instantly. Example , hit shift 
and Cl/4lm and you 'll be at 7 . 000.0 instantly, no matter where you were before. Hitting 
scan will then only scan that portion of the spectrun. Conventional upper and lower 
scan limits can also be defined. Key are provided for LW, MW, 120 through 11 meters, 
Jill , and AIR . It may sound coatplex but it i s very to use and requires an absolute 
mimimum of keystrokes to accomplish a f unction. 'Ille 4 x 8 matrix of memory preset buttons 
is more versatile than the rotary &tcpper owitch on the R?l.A, since any mecory aay be 
selected in any order. 

Other than the minimw:i 100 Hz tuning steps- 10 Hz may be a bit much to expect in 
a small portable , especially in this price range ( to build a good spectrally pure 
10 Hz PLL i s not a simple or cheap task - the R71A is probably tho lowest priced set to 
have such a good PLL.) but so111e form of fine tuning like the 2001 had, would be nice -
the only other complaint is the noise the PLL makes as you tune . 'lllere ' s a popping 
sound as the PLL unlocks momentarily. The same noises are found in the R71A but they are 
auch l ess noticeable there. 

Sensitivity using the built in whip see1:1ed to be low , however, compared to other sets 
which l know to be at least of ave~ sensitivity (SOny ICF 7600A, Panasonic RF 6JOO) 
i t was alomst identical . It should be significantly better than the 2002, which was 
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insensitive. With an external input , it was very good, and kept up with the R71A on 
all f'requencies above the BCB range. 1he R71A became the leader as the frequency 
decreased, but then my R71A is not "stock" - the front end has been modif"ied for 
better MW performance . 

Measured perfomance (HP606 RF generator) indicated that it could just detect a 
.OB microvolt signal at 9.5 mHz, and at 1000 Hz sensitivity had fallen to l uV. Quite 
comparable to a stock R71A, actually. 1he 10 IED S ceter reads values of 1/1.5/2/2.5/ 
J/5/10/25/50/f!AJ uV . At 1000 kHz the meter started indicating at 20 uV with all values 
correspondingly higher. One nice feature rlth the antenna input - unlike almos t any 
other portable - is that the external antenna plug, when inserted, cuts off all internal 
antennas. Not just t he whip, but even the JJrl/MW internal loops . Very nice for the 
DX'er who wishes to use an external directional loop ( or FM/AIR directional beam 
system. ) Surprisingly , the shielding is very good too. With a dummy plug inserted to 
cut off the i nternal antennae, only faint audio from my locals could be heard. My 
locals are VERY l ocal , by the way! My compliments to Sony for incorpo~ting this into 
t heir design! 

FM performance was onl y fair, i n my opinion. I t seemed resonably sensitive (2 
stations about 100 miles away came i n f air) but it seemed on t he verge of overloading 
as well . AIR band performance was poor - usi ng only the telescoping whip t he set 
received no audio on the local airport f light i nformation frequencies, while my Radio 
Shack PRO- JO handheld scanner was able to provide just barely readable audio, and I 
don't consider the PRO-JO to be above average in sensi tivity. 

Surprisi ngly, an external SW antenna did not introduce sever e overloading from my 
strong locals. At my DX' pedition site near Cooking Lake (still with strong locals but 
free from externally produced spurious signals) the 2010 suffered no more (or less) 
overloading than the R71A on the SW bands . MW hel d up quite well, but LW was awash 
with images. Here the problem is compounded by the already low sensitivity on this 
band. still, LW is not that important to the majority of listeners , I'm sure. 
Unfortunately, it is important to me so the 2010 is not my dream LF receiver , and it 
only covers LW down to 150 kHz. Overall it perfomed surprisingly well , better than 
any other portable with the exception of the much higher priced Sony CRF-1. 

Selectivity is rather typical for a portable . The wide filter i s w-i-d-e and 
provides good audio when conditions permit. 1he narrow filter is adequate in that it 
provides much relief from Q)lM but still allows quite respectable audio. Measurements 
I made indicated a wide value of 10 kHz (16 at - 'JJ dB) and a narrow value of 5 kHz 
(8 kHz at - 'JJ dB). A third, narrower choice for SSB would be useful. Using the 2010 
in either USB or LSB while listening to a conventional AM signal is nearly totally 
unsatisfactory, since the 100 Hz tuning steps are far too large to permit phase tuning. 
However , a small button labl ed "sync" does t he job very well and automatically. Tuning 
to the high side of the signal will cause it to lock onto the USB portion, and vice 
versa. As to whether it helps much - it can reduce the impact of fades , and does all ow 
you to choose the l east interfered sideband with ease . But it also adds some background 
noise (a high frequency hiss), quite noticeable on weak signals. On some si gnals , 
(ones with a lot of random fades and rather weak too) i t adds a nother noise - a 
burbling sound. It's no doubt caused by a confused PLL circuit, wandering about looking 
for a signal to lock on. However, sometimes the noise would stay even after t he 
signal came back, turning off the sync and then turning it back on would get rid of the 
noise . Rot unexpectedly, if there are t wo carriers present within the l ock range of 
the circuit (typically plue/minue 400 Hz) , the circuit cannot choose between them. 
Tahiti on 15.170.25 was producing a strong het this morning and the audio on the 2010 
was hopeless, and without fine tuning t here was no way to manually zero beat the signal. 
1he R71A fared much better, as it should . Listening to RCI on 11945 at 21)0 for the 
SWL Digest, which suffered severe splash from Gabon on 11940, the ICF 2010 again fared 
worse than the R71A. 
Other features: 

A separate cl ock display (only 4 digit) is 12/24 hour el ectable. It i s also the 
heart of a useful timer function which allows you to program 4 "On" ti.Ries , each of 
which selects a frequency stored in a particular memory channel. The tuning dial is used 
to set t he clock times - both forward and reverse setting make it very easy to use. 

Memory and be.ndscanning are quite versatile but the scanner will only stop on 
relatively strong signals. It scans so quickly that weak signals are not even audible 
and unlike the R71A , there seems to be no adjustment to slow down the scan rate . On ' 
FM the scan consistently s tops before, during, and after a strong s ignal. You can scan 
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several ways - predefi ned "bands" , user defined limits and all 111e111ory channels (you 
can Jlf'Ogra& in a "skip" functi on too) 1 and the set can either pause for l. 5 seconds 
on each strong signal or stop scanning altogether. 

Audio t'ro111 the 4 inch speaker is certainly not i n the "ghetto blaster" tradition, 
and bass response i s obviously lacking in such a small set. A J position tone 
control is provided. I would rate it to have S')od audio for the SWL but only fair for 
Fl! . Panasonics and other portabl es have better FM sound, possibly at the expense of 
t heir weak signal SW audio. 

Overall , I quite enjoy the ease of using the 2010 , and it i:iakes an excellent 
companion for use with the R71A, but when reception conditions get difficult it soon 
becomes obvious that there is nothing terribly exceptional about ~ts' abil ity. 'lbe 
"sync" feature does little to improve things. A narrower filter would certainly help 
matters, but I haven' t checked out the i nside of the set yet - there may very well 
be no room to do any experimenting with better filters. Price is listed at $ 329.95 
(US) and the set seems to be in quite plentiful supply already.
