1235-1245: "Austrian Shortwave Panorama" (O.R.F). This DX program 

usually focuses on a Bingle topic for the day, like broadcasting 
in Mexico or the MARS network. Coverage is not limited to 
exclusively shortwave (despite the title) but often includes 
medium wave and even television DX. (15.320. Repeated at 0430 
on 6.155) 

0115-0145: "When They Were Young"(Deuteche Welle). A program on 
the great composers of classical music, usually giving a brief 
biography starting from what is known of their earliest years. 
So far they have featured Bach, Hayden, Handel, and Mozart. 
That still leaves an awful lot of German composers left, (6.040/ 
6.085/6.145/9.545/9.566, Re~eated at 0315 on 5.960/6,010/9.545/ 
9.565/9.640 and at 0515 on 5.960/6.120/6,130). Third Sunday of 
the month. 

MONDAY 
1125-1130: "Economic Horizons" (Radio Beijing). A brief overview 

of economics in China, including foreign investment, shipping, 
leasing of industrial equipment, etc. How entertaining this 
program is, I suppose, depends on your interest in economics, 
but it's certainly informative in any event. (9.535. Repeated 
at 1225 on 9 .535/9.640. Aleo repeated for west Coast at 0325 
and 0425 on 15.180/15.280. By the way, does anybody know what­
ever happened to Radio Beijing's RF! relaf from French Guiana? 
It seemed to disappear somewhere in July.) 

0125-0130: "Introducing Czechoslovakia" (Radio Prague). An intro­
duction to life in Czechoslovakia, pretty much as the title 
suggests. Thie summer most programs have been devoted to va­
cation related topics: vacation laws, touriet·.epote, summer 
camps for school children, etc. (5.930/7.345/9.740/11.990. Re-·. 
peated at 0325 on the same frequencies). 

TUESDAY 
1210-1215: "Press Review" (Radio Finland). Review of current issues 

discussed in the Finnish newspaper editorials,sometimes more 
than one issue per program. One of the nice things about this 
program is that they give the party affiliation of the paper 
from which they are reading the editorial. (Repeated at 1310 
and 1410 on 15 .400/11.945). 

2310- 2315: "Let MY People Go" (Kol Israel) . Reports on the conditions 
and treatment of Jews in the Soviet Union and "other lands of 
oppression". Very detailed report of the problems that Jews in 
these lands (and about the only land I've heard mentioned is· 
the ~u.s. s .R) are receiving, complete with names, dates, court 
records, etc, (9.435/7.410/9.855) . 

WEDNESDAY 
2200-2210: 11Top of the Bulgarian Pops" (Radio Sofia). The format ii' 

simple: they play the top three tunes on the current Bulgarian 
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pop charts. There is little,if any, background commentary between 
songs. (11.720/15.330. Repeated at 0330 on 7.115). 

0125-0130: "Economic Report" (Radio Prague). One of the nice things 
about this program for a socialist country is that they frequently 
admit to problems in the Ozech economy, analyze the problems, and 
then talk about the steps that have been taken to correct them. 
It's nice to hear a social.1st station actually admit the country 
sometimes has problems (5.930J7.345/9.740/ll.990. Repeated at 0325 
on the same frequencies). Every other week, 

THURSDAY 
1420-1440: "Seoul calling" (Radio Korea) A general magazine program 

that features various topics about life in Korea, including 
some Korean poetry, preparations for the Asian Games in September, 
and the 1988 Olympics, and is usually interspersed with a li~ely 
variety of Korean pop music. (9.750/15.575. Repeated at 0020 on 
15.575). 

0150-0200: "In the Meantime" (BBC). Thie is the BBC program guide 
to special. programs coming up in the next week on the Beeb. usually 
coverage is limited to new programs or special editions o! 
standard programs, like "Play of the Week". A good "'BY to plan 
some of your listening for the week ahead, (They usually have 
teasers of each of these programs, just to get you in the mood). 
(6.175/5.975/6.120/7.325). 

FRIDAY 
1130-1135: "Cultural I nterchange" (Radio Beijing). The focus o! this 

program is not Chinese culture in itself, but the interchange 
of culture between China and other countries. past programs have 
featured production of Shakespeare in China, a troupe o! Pakistani 
dancers, and a Chinese version of Qedipus Rex produced in Greece. 
(9.535. Repeated at 1230 on 9.535/9,640 and at 0330 and 0430 for 
the West Coast on 15.180/15 .280). 

1215-1225: "Finnish Notebook" (Radio Finland International). A kind 
of loosely structured essay in the usual "Letter from--" format 
about topics of current interest in Finland, like plane to build 
a new suburb in Helsinki and Finnish vacation time. (Repeate4 
at 1315 and 1415 on 15.400/119.45). 

SATURDAY 
0150-0155 : "Culinary Report" (O.R.F). A brief report on the eating 

habits of the Austrians, always ending with a recipie for some 
delicious sounding food,such as "Cherry Almond Cake" or some other 
mouth watering Aus trian pastry (not all recipiee are for pastries 
but for some reason those tend to stick in the mind more often 
than the others). Recipiea are available on request. (6.155. Re• 
peated at 0350 and 0450 on the same frequency). 

0215-0220: "Japan Scene" (Radio Japan). Something like and "introduction 
to Japan" program giving out brief tidbi ta of Japanese life, like 
a refreshing, traditional summer drink in Japan, great momenta 
i n Japanese cinema, and a fireworks festival. in a Japanese city . 
(15.195/15.420/17.825). 
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Just ae a final note, I recently received a poet-card that I 
have since lost from a reader whose name I've unfortunately forgotten 
(and to whom I apologize completely and would like to ask that 
he write again eo I could give him credit for hie suggestion} 
recommending the music on Radio Nacional (Colombia) on 11.79~ early 
in the evening hours. The music ia not strictly J,atin: America 
but ie one of the most extensive music libraries in Iatin America, 
including, I understand, even some Vietnamese music. I've tried 
listening to the station, but in Louisiana it iB generally swallowed 
up by A.FRTS on 11.790, but I gather from the reader who wrote to 
me (to whom I apologize again--your postcar:d was one of the hazards 
of my recent apartment move) that it iB clearly audible in northern 
areas of the country.

This will someday be known as the Golden Age of SW portables . A 

quick glance at any of the market catalogs will demonstrate the 
plethora of portable pieces. You can go for casual SWLing with e pocket 
rocket and earphone stuffed into a corner of your luggage or you can 
pack in a SONY, UNIDEN,PANISONIC,or SANGEAN along with as many tidbits 
and accessories as you figure you will have time to use.Packing 
anything much larger then a SONY ICF-2001 seems to miss the point. You 
then cease to take your hobby on your vacation, instead your hobby 
becomes your vacation and you are in the realm of DXpedition work . 
Maybe one of our serious Beverage-building, mountain topping, 
d xpedition types can send in a few words on this aspect of our hobby 
for future publication . But back to the subject at hand . When you are 
in the market for a portable , give some consideration to its use as a 
traveling vacation rig. 
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2)CARRVING YOUR STUFF. 
George Carlin once said the • vour house is uour stuff with a cover 

over it and when uou go on vacation uou take a smaller version of uour 
stuff with uou. " The keu difference between enjoying uour hobbu on the 
road or Just carruing uour stuff is pecking for use as well es packing 
for space. You can throw uour radio stuff under uour socks in your 
suitcase, but than uou find uou must move the socks to play radio . 
After several excursions where I included mu rig into mu portmanteau, I 
learned that it is batter to pack uour hobby in a separate and suitable 
container . In this wau, uou can get to your radio stuff without digging 
through uour other stuff. For mu use, mu wife found a camera bag et our 
local K-Mart that holds mu 2010, tape recorder, antenna, cords, 
headphones, WRTVH,atc. with room to spare for 525 . 

It is wall padded, protecting the SONY keuboard and when DX time comes 
along I Just pick up mu bag and go listening, no muss, no fuss, no 
bother. GILFER SHORTWAVE, 52 Park Ave., Park Ridge, NJ 07656 sells a 
series of padded radio cases for soma models. Thau are worth a look . 
Back when I did a lot of MW OXing, I carried mu portable gear in a old 
piece of carru-on luggage I scarfed out of mu mother inlaws basement. 
•oh look, here comas Skip with his GRAV SUITCASE, known in OX story and 
song.• Actuallu Just about anuthing that keeps uour gear safe and 
organised will do the trick. If uou get particularlu creative on this 
point, write and tell us about it. 

3) ANTENNAS 
One of the neet accessories to be found in the box the Sonu ICF-

2010 comas in is a little longwire antenna designed for quick stringing 
in portable situations. It gives good gain over the installed whip. If 
your portable has an antenna Jack you can use an old Ham Radio 
mountaintopping trick. Take fiftu feat or so of insulated wire. First 
uou put an appropriate connector for uour radio on one end and than 
connect a lead fishing weight on the opposite end . Vou don't need to gc 
over an ounce or two because uour plan is to be able to toss the wire 
up into a tree and retrieve it with a tug . Mora than a light weight 
will defeat this purpose and also uou might face the task of axplainin' 
whu uou clobbered the sun bather over on the other side of the tree. 
Nead I remind mu esteemed audience that it is important to securely tie 
this weight so that it does not become a projectile when tossed? Some 
folks like to take a short wire with an alligator clip on one and whict 
thau can clip on anuthing that might act as an antenna CBadsprings wor• 
if uour spouse doesn't move much in his or her sleep) . The only cautior 
I can give on this is that uou be absolutelu, positivelu with sugar on 
top sure that whatever uou are using as an antenna or whatever you are 
using as an antenna support is not in anu wau electrically energized. 
At least uou will cook uour front and diodes, at worst you will cook 
uourself. BE CAREFUL! I I I I 

't) HEADPHONES 
The birth of the walkman has made for light and cheap headsets 

that can be converted to most radios with a "stereo to mono" tweeny 
available et most Radio Shack tupe stores. Manu serious DXers feel the· 
the audio response of such headphones might be a liability to difficul· 
listening, but under vacation conditions thau seem to be Just fine . If 
uou want to get serious and stay lightwei ght, TELEX COMMUNICATIONS 
markets a high impedance mono headset . You can also look i nto the 
KENWOOD HS-6 and the VAESU VH-77 featherweight headsets available 
through outlets such as UNIVERSAL SHORTWAVE RADIO 1280 Ai da Drive 
Reunoldsburg, Ohio 't3068. As we ell know, a good headset reellu m~kes 
the difference so find one uou are comfortable with. 
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5) TAPE RECORDERS 
This is an option for sure, but I find I am usually glad to have 

one along . Anu small cassette recorder the a digital tape counter will 
do the trick. My little GE is fine but occasionally I look longingly at 
those little dictation recorders. I suppose they would be fine and 
a bout half the size, but the cost mau be prohi bitive when compared to 
standard size cassette machines . Make sure you have a proper patch cord 
so you come back with taped DX and not something that sounds like a 
motorcycle gang riding through a tunnel . For mcra infor mation on patch 
cords take a glance at the Aug. 1986 Tech Topics column. 

6) OTHERNESS 
In addition to all needed tweenies and patch cords, don't forget 

the DX essentials . Paper and pens, perhaps log sheets if you use them . 
The World Radio TU Handbook is alwaus good to have and it provides an 
added vacation use of letting you know the local stations around 
vacationland . DON'T FORGET EXTRA BATTERIES! I I Tourist trap battery 
prices can be 300% above your local discount store. 

Well, enjoy your vacation folks . Don ' t forget to send us a postcard 
about uour vacation DXing.

As soon as they have crossed our borders they try, 
they are attentive, they are scrupulous, and they both succeed in talking with 
a single voice. And could there be a radio which did not have the same profes­
sional code of ethix? No [indistinct sentence--poesibly interjexion by report­
er]. It is not a tragedy. I simply say that if this bothers a journalist (?he 
must leave) and [words indistinct]. 

[Newsreader] On behalf of the trade unions, here is a reply from Olivier 
Delage [phonetic]: the journalists of RFI must be· in order to keep their cre­
dibility - journalists like the others. Here he is: 

[Delage] It's rather sad when a former journalist asks his colleagues to a­
bandon all professiona l codes of ethix, We are journalists like the others (? 
We try to carry out) our job in the most honourable way. Simply it should be 
said that at present we have 80 million listeners in the five continents, They 
have been won by virtue of credibility, There is still progress to be Ulllde. 
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If tomorrow-we start making propaganda radio, as Michel Pericard wants, a very 
big part of this audience could be lost. 

[Reporter) If it i s inteftded to make RFI into the equivalent of the VOA, is 
that so shocking? 

[Dalage ) It is a political choice of the govt . !be problem is that the VOA 
which 5 or 6 years ago made the choice of no longer being a radio just for in­
formation but primarily one for govta l propaganda, has lost many listeners in 
Africa. We run the risk of having the same experience, while st the same time 
radios such as the BBC, Deutsche Welle and, of course RFI (?have gained) list­
eners . The question is whether (?it would be) really worth it? (WBI 8/8)
