Cool vealher at last! CONTACT correspondents have noticed a distinct improvement 
in reception conditions. The last veet. or so vas not so &ood because or very bad 
ionospheric storms -- tltis too shall pass. We have a lot to 1et to this month. so let's aet to 
it ... 

It appean very likely that the mauer or the Communications Privacy Act will be 
•Wed very sooo. ooe way or the other. First. here is the latest vord from Robert BorvitZ 
(Goveromeot Affairs Liaison. ANARC, 163.( 15th Street NW. 'Wasbinatoo DC 20009) dated 
19 September 1986: 

The seoate judiciary Committee this moroin1 gave unanimous 
approval to s.n75. the Dectrooic Communications Privacy Act. 
Consideration or the bill toot. euctly n seconds. 

Senator Paul Simon (D--IL) introduced tvo &mJllendments to the bill 
on behalf of the Aslociatioo of North American Radio Clubs (ANARC). One 
reduces the peoa!ty for a first interception vith no bad purpose of public 
land mobile radio senices (including cellular. older earphones and 
oa&in&) to a fine of S~. eliminating the 6-month jail term. The other 
eliminates criminal peaalt.ies for interception vi.th no bad purpose of 
broadcast remote pick-up stations. but permits the federal aoveroment to 
seek couct injuoctiuoos against interceptors, accompanied by a $500 civil 
fine. The Simon amendments. offered as compromises vith those vantina . 
stiffer penalties. were accepted and incorporated in the bill. 

· S.2575 oov 1oes to the Subcommittee on Communications for a brief 
reviev, then to the floor or the Senate for a vote as early as oen veet.. A 
relaled bill. HR . .(952. has already passed the House of Representitives. If 
the Senate passes the bill approved this morning. a Bouse-Seoa&e 
conference may be needed to iron out differences betveen the tvo bills. Or 
the Senate version could simply be passed by the House. The latter is faster, 
and vouJd preserve the gains AN ARC made in the Senate version. 

Io its present form, S.2575 would make it legal to monitor the radio 
portion of a cordless telephone call or a tone pqer: any marine and 
aeronautical radio communications; any communication transmitted "for 
the use of the 1eneral public:- any Amateur. CB. or General Mobile radio 
transmmion; uy governmental. Jaw enforcement, civil dcfeue. p.riva&e 
land mobile. or public safety communications. includina police aad fire. 
vhich are "readily accessible to the public". 

AN ARC continues to oppose the bill's definition of ·.readily 
accessible" as conUVy to physical reality in many cases. The defi.nition 
also limits First Amendment r@ts in electronic media. by maliJi& it a 
crime to receive certain communications on a preten that they ate 
inaccessible. when they actually ate accessible. But. aiven the likelihood 
of passace, ve prefer the Senate version as the lesser of tvo evils. and 
reptd the adoption of Sen. Simon's amendments as an inpoctaat victory. 

Dov depressing, and ironic: ve ue ill the unenviable position of having to choose 
fletveen tvo LAIS. on the basis of the lesser of tvo ~. All this only to cater to 
business interests vho have maaipulated the nation's Javmat.ers into protecting 
ill-informed aad even dishonest business practices. This situation is the m!>re infUriatin1 
ill that there are already erce/J1u1t tavs on the boots that protect the inte1rity ud 
•curi.ty of communication. vhile not endan1erin1 fundamental freedoms. I say &&&in: 
hov depressin1. 

I thou1ht that you mi1ht find it interest.in& to see vhat the Communications Act of 
193.( (.fl USC~) does to protect the security or communication: 
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secyta t01.uauuaor1H• 11•ncau1• tr ue 1r ct-walcHlta• 
Except as authorized by chapter 119. TiUe 18. no person receiving. 
1SSisti.n& in receiving. tra.nsm.ltti.D.g. or assisting in tra.nsm.ltti.D.g, any 
interstate or foreign communication by wire or radio shall divulge or 
publish the existence. contents, substance. purport. effect. or meanin& 
thereof. except through authorized channels or transmission or reception. 
(1) to any person other than the addressee. his agent. or attorney, (Z) to a 
person employed or authorized lo forward such commucication lo ita 
destination. (3) to proper accounting or disU'ibuting otticers or the 
various communicating centers over vhich the communicatioc may be 
passed, ('4) to the master or a ship under whom he is serving, m in 
response to a subpena issued by a court of competent jurisdiction. or (6) on 
demand of other lawful authority. No person cot being authorized by the 
tender shall in1t:rcept any r.dio communication and divulge or publish 
the enscence. contents, substance. purport, effect. or meaning or such 
intercepted communication to any pert0n. No person not bei.o.g entiUed 
thereto shall receive or assist in receiving any interstate or foreign 
communication by radio and use such communication (or any information 
therein contained) tor his own benefit or the benefit or another not 
entitled thereto. No person having received any intercepted r.dio 
communication or having become acquainted vith the contents. 
substance. purport, effect, or meaning of such communication (or ant part 
thereof) t.noving that such communication was intercepted, shall divulge 
or publish the existance. contents, substance, purport, effect or meuing 
of such communication (or part thereof) or use such communicatioA (or 
any information therein contained) for his ovn benefit or for the benefit 
of another not entitled thereto. This section shall not apply to the 
receivin1. divulging, publishing, or utilizin1 the contents of any radio 
communication which is broadcast or transm.lu.ed by amateurs or others 
for the use of the general public. or vhic.h relates to ships in distress. 

It vould be very difficult indeed to conceive or a law which gives grealer protection to 
the ri&.hts of people v.ho use radio for communication, vhile preserving freedoms vhich 
ve in tho United SLl&eS have (unl.il recently. apparently) considered essential and 
inviolable. Vhy ve need a nev lav. vhon vhen this superb example of the lavmater's 
art has 1erved us so veil. is quite beyond me. 

The ori&inal discussion about donating a t.ransm.iUer to a needy country has taUA 
yet uother turn. It became clear that the origiA&l form of the idea v ould be very 
ditficult to implement. That led some people to vonder about Dlpeditions to interes&ed 
countries vith the purpose of relaying native radio broadcuts. The mention of 
Dlpeditioas. v hich are notevorthy activities in Amateur radio, led others to SUBBest that 
ve could accomplish the some of the original goals of the project (i.e .. listening to rare 
and erotic stations from couAll'ies vith liJD.ited or v ith Ao SY broadcasting facilities) by 
tuAinl in on Ham transm.iaioAs. I still m.aiAtain that this is not quite the wne thing: 
how many Hams play music from their locality, or read the local news. or coAduct 
interviews vith local penonalities? I do. hovever. ta.to the point that listening to the 
Ham bands can be, in its ow.a way, very interesting a.o.d informative. Tvo people that.e up 
this theme. Thom Giella (League City, Texas) vrites as follovs: 

1...1 I would say say my Dling versus program. listening is about 
~/~ but about ~~ of that time I spend listening to amateur radio 
operators. I've heard everything from Palmer Station. Antarctica to 
stateside AMers including Dute Alexander of EGE fame. The point I'm 
trying to make is the the Amateur bands are fascinating, vith a lot to hear 
and learn. I've picted up mJLO.Y useful pointers on antennas. propagation, 
etc .. a.ad believe me they don't mind SYLs listening in. They vould love to 
have us fill their ruts. It's a good vay to pict up some QSL cards -- other 
than broadcast ones. I am not a licensed Amateur but probably vill be 
tom.e day; I just vish they vould lover the code test dovn to. •Y. 9 vords 
per minute for the GeAeral Uctet! One niny trict I learned vas to auach a 
10 micro-Henry RF chote coil (If memory serves, Radio Shact sells 
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these-spl) at the end of my l&S' lonwire lO drain-off static electricity 
without lianal loss. (This is & n.ew one to ma: any comm.ants? -- sgm) By 
the Y&y, I h&ve noticed & gradual reduction or liahtening static the past 
two weeb, which means the DI season is right around the corner. 

If a.o.yone .is interested in getting his or her own monitoring 
station callsian. then the man to set in touch with is Hant Bennet &t P.O. 
Boi 3333.Cherry Hill. New jersey. 0303.(a.o.d be sure to enclose a SASE for a 
reply. I'm thinkillg about callsian ADnnc. 

Lul but not lea.st. it sure is a pain to cut my lo11in1s into individual 
ltriJIS. JJ.o. I find it & bit annoyins to - up to & third of my monthly logs 
omitted for whatever reason. Stamps a.o.d envelopes do cost money. Till nen 
time. 
P.S. I wonder if the new. 100n-to-attive [ea.wood a.o.d TEN TEC receivers 
will be u good u the Icom is. 

About the receivers. keep a.a. eye on the Technical Topics colum.ll for further news. A lot 
or around to cover here: Thom h&s accurately pointed out I.he major bener&ts or listenina 
to the Baa bands - are there a.o.y others ve .mls9ed7 

Bact to the 2" strip business apin: The couensus seems to be th&t it is & chore, 
but thus far, no real alternative h&s been offered. I tab il th&t the individual (i.e ., 
cut-up) strips are a neceaary convenience in .... ablina the Loa Reports; the 
alternative halt about a chore!) would be to submit the lo&ainlS collected onto 1ar1e 
pieces of p&per: the Loa editor TOUld then h&ve to CUt &part and arranae them (often in 
the hundreds). or number the individual loggings a.o.d then bunt for successive entries. 
In either cue. I.his Yould m.&terially increase the tisne needed to ... able the colum..n.s 
Yhich. in wrn.

I sympathize Tith you in the matter of 'dropped lop,' but the pressures of space 
require somethinl of the sort. The Log Report editors do not usually repeat a log in two 
successive months; this seems to be about the best comproaile possible. One Y&Y to avoid 
disappointment 1'0Uld be to chect the previous month's listings to see if there are a.o.y 
duplications Tith yours: if IO, then you misht consider not tending that one along. In 
a.o.y case. please be aware that your lop - yes, even the dropped ones - are very much 
appreciated by virWe of the fact th&t ve &11 tnoT the vort and effort it requires to vrite 
them up a.o.d send them ore. 

Finally. & leuer from Rob Gervdi (Benton, Illinois). Al so.me length, he discusses 
the listening possibilities open to SWLs on the Baa buds; this is not entirely sur11ritin1 
u he writes the BAM TIPS colum.ll for CIDIC: 

juaes Hill's leuer. in the Se.Ptember CONTACT, seems to h&ve railed 
not only several valid points reprdia.1 the "buy-a-transmiuer" discussion 
but teVeral questions u well. Having edited & Baa DI column for the 
Ca.o.ec!iu International DI Oub for the pasi 10 years, as Yell as h&ving 
been & SWL Dhr of the Ham baa.di for the past 16 years of my 21 years u & 

SWL. I would lite to address myself to those questions. 
With regard to the question • ... Would, for eu.mple. & concerted 

effort to eipa.o.d SWL esposure to Baas' transmissions be as interesting, 
u1eful, informative, etc. u an effort to es:pa.o.d the sta.o.dard bro.dcaat 
facilities or & country?" I vould a.o.ner def"Ul&tely in the affirmative! 
When you listen to a.a. Am.&teur from a.a.other country you are listening. 
for the .m.ost part, to someone vho is just a "norm.al" citiu:n of his or her 
country. They .m.&y not speak Englith very veU, or might surprise you hov 
vell they understa.o.d the English la.o.guage. What you are listening to is 
co.m.munic&tion between individuals, not news reports, comments, or 
feature 11roarams by trained a.o.nouncers e1pressing the views or their 
country's political or economic leaders. While the foreign &lll&leur may 
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not always express polltlcal or economic vievs. he or she can give you 
10mething much more -- a vie• into the day-to-day life or a citizen their 
country. 

I've hid the pleasure. 'Which seems to have eluded James Bill. or 
hearing Tom Christian. VR6TC. and his 'Wife Betty, VR6YL. several times. 
F.ach time I have found out somethin1 ne'W about their daily life on 
Pi1c&irn Island. such as the tact that the island has no physician; Beuy (a 
nune) is the only licensed medical pet90n on the island. Thanks to the 
ChrisUans, I have learned more about this remote place than I 'Would have 
from. teVeral other sources. 

Not only can you hear people from exotic locations. but it is also 
possible to listen to unusual events u they happen. Sll'Linl the Ham bands 
has allo•d me to 'be Tith' tamed explorer Yilly DeRoos u he successtully 
navipted the arctic 'NorthTest PuMae' alone in 1979. u I folloYed his 
nightly pro1ress reports to friends and supporters by Ham rldio. Alto, I 
follo'Wed the pro1ress of a 1roup of Not"Wegians and Minnesotans u they 
sailed a replica or a vw.ng ship across the At1&ntic. 

I'm. sure that everyone has tnow1ed1e or the im.portaa.t r61e Ham 
radio played in relaying information repnling the Mexico City 
earthquake and the Grenada invuion in the last few yean. Careful 
monitoring or the Ham bands provided more up-to-date tad accuraae 
information than the domestic or Sll'BC ne"W11ervices could provide. 

Though. I must ldmit, the majority or sipa1s you encounter on the 
BF .A..ma&eur bands vill not be this eiciting or interestin1. you can 
carefully tune throuah the 20 meter band (USB-upper side btad-si&n&ls 
from. 1•100 - 1•3~ kHz) tad find leVeral international convet'SIUions 
dUrlng the morning. arternoon or early evening hours. I must caution. 
though. that in many cases DI contacts betveen Amateurs may only be u 
eichuae or si&n&l reports and callsitns. Thus patience is required to find 
one or the more interesting or lonaer contacts. But they are there ud can 
be round. 

(. .. ) A good start vould be, u James Bill suggested. one of the 
various DI "net" frequencies. This 'WOUid allov you to become accus&omed 
to the callsi1n1. and Ham operating proceedures. You can a1IO hear 
interesting es:chuges on these nets betveen the controlling stations ud 
several or the DI stations. the four m.olt euily heard are:

THE 50TH ANNIVERSARY OF STROMBERG-CARLSON 
by Joe Erwin 

Mu earliest recollection of this old radio was at age f our when 
mu father would tune the shortwaves. The radio made such a racket that 
I would run upstairs to escape the noise. My father owned a business 
called Mercury Radio in Washington, D.C . and he would bring home a 
succession of old radios and televisions for the family to use. One of 
these was a 1936 Stromberg-Carlson console with acoustical labyrith 
sound. Somehow it has survived moving from D.C. to Texas and a 
hurricane in Virg i n ia . It's fifty years old this year, maybe it will 
make 100. 

This big b aby has 1~ tubes including a tri-focal tuning eye. The 
chassis must weigh about 35 lbs. and the wood cabinet 50+ l bs. The 
five bands start at Long Wave-Weather 1~5-370 kc., Standard Broadcast 
530-1700 kc., Amatuer-Aircraft 1.7 to 5 . 6 me., Shortwave-Foreign 5.6 
to 18 me., and Ultra Shortwave 18 to 60 me. That's a lot of radio even 
if it doesn't have FM. A very long antenna is necessary to pick up any 
stations . 

Around 1967 I began to use the hollow tube forest for pubescent 
SWL. Those first foreign stations, however common today, really gave 
you a charge as a novice when you first hear them. Radio Australia, 
where have you gone? Nowadays the Stromberg sits semi-retired, letting 
younger, more mobile receivers do the h eavy work. The sound is a 
little raspy and the sensitivity diminished--but at age 50 this old 
radio can still swing to Radio Rumbas. 

Thanks Joe. You bring up some very good points in your memories. 
Points also echoing through TOM KNEITEL K2AES e d itorial in the August 
1986 issue of POPULAR COMMUNICATIONS. We all remember those first trys 
at DXing and the charge we got hearing even VOA and BBC. But Tom asks 
an important question. WHERE ARE ALL THE NEWCOMERS? And more 
importantly, what is NASWA and such clubs doing to get young people 
excited about this hobby we love so well . The world hes become more 
complex Cit still hasn't gotten weird enough for me ).

But I am convinced that while the world might be changing, kids 
have not. Todays young person, even in a world of satellite TU is 
going to get a kick out of tuning in Radio Australia Ctru 5995 khz , 
Joe). The other day I got my five year old son away from the TU and 
started him listening to the R- 390A. At first ha could care less but 
when I was able to convince him that the station he was hearing was ln 
Garmany and showed him where Germany was on the map his eyes lit up. 
Just like mine surely did back in 1960 when mu grandfather walked in 
mu our house and handed me my first radi o . CI still have it) Mu kid 
has access to every high tech toy and gadget ln the world bec ause his 
dad still plays with such toys. But now as his attention span g rows, 
he has access to radio as well .

bl.I ERNIE BEHR 

The new Philips 0-1B35 travel portable, made in Hong Kong , is 
available from Philips dealers in Canada since Me1.1 1986, although it 
is not 1.1et marketed in the U.S., I bought one of these sets recentl1.1 
at a spacial sale price of S90 Can., which is equal to about S65 US, 
but the regular list pr i ce is around Sl20 Can . 

The set is non-digi tal wi the vertical tuning dial, and is 
similar to the Son1.1-ICF-7600A in size and appearance, measuring 7 1/2 
x ~ 31~ x l l / 2". The 0-1835 covers ell international SW bands from ~9 
to 11 meters i n nine separate ranges, includ i ng the new 21 meter band . 
Three additional bands cover MW, LW, and FM . The set operates on ~ 
"aa" cells and has a 3•• speaker wi th a clea["' , c risp scund, slider 
controls for volume , tone and band selection, and a LEO tuning 
indicator . 

LARRY MAGNE reviewed the 0-163S on SWL Digest and reported rather 
poor to mediocre performance, but I found its sensitivit1.1 and 
selectivit1.1 excaptionall1.1 good fore set of this size Ca van though I'm 
not ees1.1 to please when it comes to SW receivers). Pe rhaps the1.1 made 
s oma improvements in their most recent models for the Canadian market. 
Using the whip antenna, I was able to hear almost ever1.1 station that 
was audible on m1.1 Drake SPR-~. including some weak ones like 
Equatorial Guinea on 9553 and Cook Islands on 11761 khz. The set also 
seems to have an e xcellent , sharp filter, which separates adJacant 
signals 5 khz apart wi thout any difficult1.1 . Columbia was noted with a 
clear signal on 11793, despite AFRTS on 11790 , end Tahiti comes in 
like e ton of br i cks on 11826 khz . I found no cross-modulation or 
overloading on an1.1 band , and although the set has a single conversion 
circuit, images are a var1.1 minor problem. A few CW signals appear in 
the 25 and 31 mater bands from time to time, but cause little 
interference and can be avoided bl.I careful tuni ng. 

The dial calibration of SW bands is not very accurate, but most 
stati ons can be easil1.1 located b1.1 sound, using the dial as an 
approximate guide . The set was obviousl1.1 not designed for precision 
OXing; however, ~or casual listeni ng outdoors, or while traveling , I 
actuall1.1 prefer a small, non-digital portable wi th a few simple 
controls that era easy to use. 

Although LARRY MAGNE found the 0 -1835 inferior to the much higher 
pri ced model 0-2935 Cwh ich costs et least three times as much), it 
should reall1.1 be compared to similar mini-portables such as the ICF-
7600A, which is sold in Canada for around Sl80 Canadian . The 0-1635 is 
intended for those who need e good , compact mul t iband portable at a 
reasonable price. I found its performance equal to the much higher 
priced SONY modal (which costs about twice es much), and the new 
Philips is, in m1.1 opinion, the best bargain in i ts categor1.1 . 

Thanks Ernie. We welcome another entry into the super competitive 
POCKET ROCKET class of radios. By the wey, the above mentioned Phil i ps 
02935 seems to be avoilable in the US as the Magnavox 02935 through 
Universal Shortwave Radio, 1280 Aida Drive , Reynoldsburg, Oh i o ~3068

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THE UPS AND DOWNS OF ANARCON 86 

The 1986 ANARC Convention in Montreal will long be r emembered for its ups and 
downs . Not that it wasn't a great success it certainly was - but because 
pride of place for the grea test impact on the weekend' s events goes to the 
elevators at the Holiday Inn Place Dupuis. Following months of careful 
preparation by Convention organiser Ian McFarland, there were times when these 
inanimate objec'ts seemed to possess the power to wreck the timetable. Access 
to the Convention areas could not be easily gained other than via these 
infernal things , and waits of 15 minutes were normal. Some people even got 
stuck inside for quite a long time! Indeed, there may well be a group of 
ANARC devotees even now attempting to escape from a point somewhere between 
the lobby and the top floor! 

But despite thi s, things did go very much as planned as far as I am aware. I 
make that point, because in all truthfulness I was n't able to attend some of 
the working sessions due to being involved with other things during the 
weekend. I do not wish to disclose what those "other things" were, but I can 
assure you that they were in no way involved with the visits of certain young 
ladies to a room on my floor ( the 23rd). This floor was occupied by a number 
of well-known shortwave names plus a non-DXer who obviously enjoyed the 
company of young female "professionals". The former included a representative 
of the BRT, who was witnessed being reduced to silent incredulity at the 
activities of people who don't listen to shortwave. 

For those of us who do - or at least , have a legitimate interest in it - more 
"normal" activities were indulged in (though I'm sure the gentleman on the 
23rd floor thought that we were the ones who weren't quite normal !) . These 
included the opening reception sponsored (ie. paid for) by the WRTH . Due to 
start at 7.00 pm, I found that I was the only one of the hosts who had arrived 

, by the official s tart i ng time. The reason, of course, was those e levators . 
But once things go t under way about 15 minutes late, everyone seemed well 
satisfied. Some even had sufficient wine to cloud their judgement enough to 
take part in the live Radio Earth broadcast at llpm in the same room, which 
entailed humming the station's interval s ignal (Onward Christian Soldiers ) at 
the start of the broadcast. Seriously, the broadcast went out successful ly, 
with a little technical help from a locally-based international broadcaster. 
Hosts Hike and Suzanne Poulos were relieved when they learned that they were 
not, after a ll, r equired to broadcast a simultaneous translation in French. 

I can't remember what happened af ter the broadcast, but witnesses tell me I 
had a good time . I even managed to ge t up reasonably early on Sa turday 
morning to resume my vigil, a long with Jens Frost and Glenn Heffernan, at the 
WRTH "stand". This had consisted, for the first few hours on the Friday, of a 
big table containing a personal computer that wasn't switched on. I fielded 
many questions abou t the significance of this display - eg. had we sold out to 
Rad i o Database International? - but was mightily relieved when Glenn Heffernan 
arrived from New York with the sof twa re that enabled us to display the firs t 
system test of our new WRTH bulletin board. Meanwhile, other impressive 
displays were put on by broadcasters and clubs, plus a few commercial dealers. 
The VOA had a huge professional picture display bearing the words "Voice of 
America " at the top in Special English for the benefit of local Quebecers 
visiting the s tand . Nearby, Gene Reich was seen walking round silently, 
p,ointing a microphone towards the ceiling, and muttering something about 
'ambience" . I asked about this at the bar later, but they said they didn't 
sell that particular type of cocktail. 

Meanwhile, e lsewhere there were other activities going on (inc luding, I 
s uppose, the 23rd floor). Easily the most important was the launch of the 
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special postage stamp marking the SOth anniversary of the CBC, several days 
ahead of its official launch to the Canadian public. This was the idea of Ian 
McFarland, and combined with an impressive display of past radio stamps and 
the opportunity to buy first day covers, made a unique package for 
philatelists, and also for those who collect stamps. It was a pity the 
Billboard's ovn "Jim Flatley" was not present (F/lat/ley, get it?). 

VaDious working sessions covered subjects of perennial interest to attendees 
of AHARCOH - jamming, the woodpecker, the future of shortwave etc. - all led 
by experts in their particular fields. It was fitting that one of them, Bob 
Horvitz, earned a special award for his services to the radio listening hobby. 
This was presented at the annual awards banquet on the Saturday evening, when 
guest of honour Arthur Cushen from New Zealand caught the mood of the 
Convention perfectly with a fascinating talk about his career in radio 
listening (not too strong a word, for Arthur has made it his profession) 
interspersed with humorous anecdotes and some historic and contemporary 
recordings. 

Hy colleague Jens Frost found that when he appeared at any of the weekend's 
events, somebody was there to present him with an award marking the 40th 
anniversary of the WRTH! He was touched by this display of gr atitude for his 
distinguished service, but wished that somebody had warned him of the extra 
luggage that he would be taking back to Denmark. Inevitably, Ian McFarland 
assisted by arranging to ship stuff over to Denmark while Jens completed his 
vacation in Canada. 

The banquet itself was a most en~oyable feast, for which the chef was warmly 
applauded. Unfortunately, he didn t appear in person to receive the accolade.· 
Or could it have been " she"? I was pleased to see Terry Colgan (don't edit 
this Terry!) receiving an honor for his exceptional contribution to the hobby 
as AHARC Executive Secretary, a post which he will soon rel i nquish after six 
years [actually only four years, but it's sometime seemed like six- - tc]. The~ 
there was John Kapinos - known to all as "Kap" - who served the handicapped so 
well with his tireless work for the now-defunct Handicapped Aid Program in the 
US. Perhaps the former HAP Auction ought to have been called a "Kap Auction"! 
Later, after the banquet, I went to join one of Kap's late night get­
togethers, a legendary feature of AHARC Conventions. As expected, I found 
myself in the company of many well-known names in the hobby, who started 
reminiscing about some of the characters who have graced (and, alas, 
disgraced) our hobby over the years. Well, this was the 21st annual 
Convention, so it was a good time to reflect on these things. The beer and 
wine may have been another reason! 

Sunday morning came all too quickly for me, and I had to fight the temptation 
to go absent without l eave from the WRTH Quiz. But I managed to get there in 
time - despite the elevators - and thanks to the help of the technician from 
RCI, the teams had a microphone for each member so that their answers were 
heard clearly by the audience. Radio Tirana made an unexpected contribution 
to the Convention when they interrupted the quiz to review the 1986 WRTH, 
newly arrived in Albania! 

Following lunch, the now traditional International Broadcasters Forum 
concluded the 1986 ANARC Convention, but not this account. I have to mention 
some of the things that happened away from the hotel. I don't mean the tours 
of Montreal and RCI both of which I had t o miss. I am thinking more of the 
stran~e expedition {known to some as the "International Broadcasters Death 
Harch 1--tc] mounted on the eve of the Conference to find an elusive bar, 
rumoured to be near the hotel, which started with about 15 participants led by 
a Canadian guide (whose name I will not mention, fir s tly so as not to 
embarrass him, and secondly because I can ' t spell it!). After walking across 
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loads of traffic j unctions, we lost most of our group en route, and 
reached our destination with only five survivors, after a walk of 
minutes. Terry Colgan would never forgive me for not mentioning that 
one of the hardy souls who survived the course! There was jus t time 
one drink, then trek back whence we came.

The identity of this connoisseur of Montreal 
nightlife - none other than Deutsche Welle's Wolfgang Pleines (along with his 
delightful wife)> Next time I visit Cologne, I'll have to find a Canadian who 
knows where the nearest good bar is! 

Once again this year, I found that it was the social side of the Convention 
that made the biggest impression on me. The chance to ge t to know people in 
the hobby and in broadcasting makes the expense of attending an ANARC 
Convention well justified. Sadly there are a few very good DXers who never 
attend ANARCON for that very reason - by its nature, the hobby can and does 
attract "loners''. One other aspect was pleasing this year, namely the 
increased number of handicapped attendees and females, some being wives or 
girlfriends of male participants and the rest being there as full 
participants. There were even a few children too, making the whole atmosphere 
more like the "real" world than the male-only affairs associated with some 
DXpeditions. 

There's no doubt that the nature of ANARC Conventions is changing, and in my 
view for the better . I didn't see many people with shortwave radios heading 
off for a lonel y DX session . Everyone want ed to be part of the weekend's 
festivities. Some, due to the elevators, found it more dif ficult than 
expected, but all I can say is that if l ousy elevators are the only thing 
worth complaining about, ANARCON 86 was an outstanding success.

U.S. RADIO BROADCASTS TO END IN WEST EUROPE 

The folowing newspaper article appeared in The Idaho Statesman and 
was sent in by Frank Aden, Jr., Boise , ID.

A »ew Voice From Honduras

During J\Jly test transmissions commenced from a new shortwave station 
l ocated in the town of Puerto Lempira, Grllcias a Dios. Established by 
the International Rescue Cocmittee, Sani Radio broadcasts on a frequency 
of 4 755 kHz ~ith 10 l\;f. Licensed by the government of Honduras, this 
new ~hortwave outlet broadcasts under the call sign HRRI at geographical 
coordinates of 15 degrees 1 6 minutes north and 83 degrees 46 minutes 
west. 

The name Sani comes from a Miskito Indian word for a vine that is used 
as string which children use t o make a "telephone" oy connecting 
two coconut halves. The word Sani combined with Radio has evolved 
into a slang expression for oral col1llllunications of information like 
elie plu:a:se-"through the ~apevine". 

Tne grand opening of Sani Radio was originally scheduled for August 18, 
1986 but due to a tragic accident of a Honduran mil.itary transport in 
tha area the opening was postponed until August 25, 1986. The 
inaugural proqram featured live broadcasts that were attended by 
aore than 200 local persons, as well as guests from the Honduran 
Kinistr-J of Education, Ministry of the Interior and the United States 
~ mission. Sani Radio~ purpose is to provide bi-lingual (Spanish and 
Miskito) educational and public service broadcasts to the Miskito 
Ihdian population of the area~ The stations programing will be in the 
Spanish, KJ.skito amd Sumo languages and initially will cover cul.tural, 
informative and entertainment programs: which hopefully will evolve 
rapidly to include extensive bilingual primary and adult education 
programs targeted to some 40 village study centers in remote areas . 

Presently , the operation i s financed by funds from the United States 
Agency for International Development. However, over the next year, 
Sani Radio hopes to commercialize the station to some extent in 
order to cover basic operational costs as we ll as poss ibly enter into 
a cooperative agreement for national educational broadcasting and 
will seek funding from private and public sectors both nationally 
and inte rnationally. Various agreements expressly prohibit sani Radio 
£rom transmitting partisan political or religious programs. 

The transmitter is a 5intronic SI-A-10 with 10 KW of power and a 
simple 30 meter long dipole antenna at a height of 1 5 meters which 
is approximately 20 meters above sea leve l. The test transmissions in 
July and August not only stimulated responses from DXers but allowed 
the technical staff to enjoy radio broadcasting . Sani Radio will 
have Ehglisfl language broadcasts from time to time at irr egular 
intervals but for the most part w-ill follow the l ocal language schedule. 
Transmission hours will be froa 0600 to 1000 and 1 500 to 20000 local 
Hondllran t.Dne (1200 to 1600 and 2100 to 0200 UTCJ.

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A S20 MILLION RADIO STATION THAT DOESN'T WORK?1?171?1?1?1?

On March 6, 1986, House 'bd.11 H.R. 4343 was introduced into 
Congress that would establish a Spanish language radio station 
that would transmit programming of news, commentaries and other 
information of interest to those in Nicaragua. The bill would 
direct that the station come under the VOA (Voice Of America) 
standards to ensure the programs would be objective, accurate, 
balanced and would present a variety of views. The funding of 
the station would be taken from appropriations currently avail­
able from the United states Information Agency (USIA) and in the 
event additional funds were needed, supplemental appropriations 
could be requested from Congress. 

The preliminary costs of the independent facility which 
would include such things as a studio in Washington, D.C,, a 
satellite tranamisei.on eyste£ for feeding prosrammi.ng, buildings 
and land in Central America, a 100,000 watt AM" (MW) transmitter, 
security systems\ antennas, generators, partsl salaries, etc, is 
roughly estimatea at the cost of S20 llll.llion ror the first year 
of operation. 

In spite of the large amount of money involved and the high 
powered 100 1000 watt tran.emitter, there are political, legal and 
technical problems. 

It is not feasible to use the current VOA sites operating in 
Costa Rica and Belize as these stations cannot serve the main 
target area. 
Honduras is too close to the target area to proYide a good 
nighttime skywave pattern and the rugged topography of the 
area which consists of poor soil, rocky hills and mountains 
makes coverage into the populated area of Kicaragua on the 
daytime ground wave impossible, 
The approval of the host country would he needed for the 
transmitting site and frequency selected. 
Central America already has a severe congestion of stations 
operating on· the AM (MW) band. and as a result, some statio:na 
already on the air will suffer interference. Futhermore, a 
problem of interference w1 th! stations in other countries of 
Central America, Mexico and even the United States must be 
resolved before this station is put on the air. 

The International Telecom.aunications Union permits a station 
to use 100,000 watts during day however at sunset, the stat­
ion must reduce its power to 50.000 watts which will greatly 
affect the coverage of the target area. 
Consideration must be given in the event Kicaragua decides 
to jam the VOA sig;nal. 
In view of the facts stated amove, the spending of $20 million 

is not justified because by all technical standards, this station 
will not be able to serve the main target area of Nicaragua, The 
purpose of the statioD is to get the signal to the populated part 
of N'icaragua but by looking at the map of Central America, one can 
see that the radio sigpal. just wili not do the job Congress expects 
it to do. · 

One possible solution to this situation would be to set up a 
series of synchronized AP!! (MW) transmitters in Honduras and Costa 
Rica bordering N'icaragua. The network . of VOA trallSlllll t ters could 
be enhanced if another transmitter were placed aboard ship in the 
international waters outaide of M'anagua. By strategically placing 
the synchronized transmitters, most of N'icaragua would be covered 
with the VOA signal. The job can be done with less powerful trans­
mitters and at a more reasonabl.e cost •. 
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Thi s may be valid, but th en again.

When changes I bad sent in were mentioned, they were attributed to n~w 
monitoring, usually by Phil Reefer or some woman whose name I have forgotten. Af­
ter marking the bulletin with comoents, I forwarded them to Dan Sheedy (longtime 
f riend and vy competent DXer) in Encinitas CA. Dan checked on loggings and poin­
ted out others. Our joint conclusion was simple: whatever the Capitol DXers were 
smoking, we wa.nted some !
