i CoNTAG CoMMENTsJ 

I received a very interesting newspaper clipping from Larry 
Magne. It comes from the 11 March 1987 edition of the Christian Science 
Monitor [pp. 16 -17). Now, it certainly isn't surprising that the CSM should be 
running articles about SWBC: their arrival on the SW bands would, of 
course, be heralded by this sort of thing. Nor is it surprising that the article is 
little more than a very general and brief introduction to the art, science, and 
pleasure of SWL. But.. . 

What is a little surprising, and gratifying, is the extent to which 
the article is so well researched: for example, SWLs are not, mercifully, called 
HAMs, as they so often are in the popular press. (Larry is quoted in it, as was 
ANARC, and I suspect they were responsible to one extent or another for the 
quality of the piece; likewise, the CSM must by now have its own experts on 
which it can draw.) It is a very solid piece of work and should be in everyone's 
scrapbook in the event they need a concise and accurate account of the world 
of SWL. 

What is also surprising (well, perhaps intriguing is a better 
word) is the way in which a few relatively simple graphics, a chart or two and 
a sidebar (admittedly, very expertly put together) - in the company of a well 
written text - can lend quite an exciting air to SWL. Now, you know, and I 
know, how interesting and fascinating SWL is, but the great majority of peo­
ple don't even know what it is, much less how interesting it is. I would ven­
ture to say that this one article in the CSM will have a very beneficial effect on 
the hobby. 

Wouldn't it be wonderful if a major print organ were to take an 
ongoing, thorough, and informed interest in its SWBC arm? If I were in a po­
sition to make recommendations to the CSM, this is precisely what I should 
urge. The benefits for the domestic SWL community in tent\S of growth in 
numbers and interest would be tremendous. 
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This seems to be a hot month for clippings from newspapers. I 
received another from John Henault (FRENDX Log Reports Distributing Edi­
tor; Abington, Massachusetts) and it is a well researche:i and interesting piece. 
It appeared in a Wisconsin newspaper {The POST CRESCENT and written by 
Pete Bach, staff writer),and focuses on the SWL/DX activities of two people, 
both of whom are well known in NASWA as active and monthly contribu­
tors to FRENDX: John Tuchscherer and Kevin Klein (who sent the article to 
John Henault). Included is a fine picture of John Tuchscherer (attending to 
his !COM and Yaesu) which is captioned: #Listening in on the world." 
Entitled Keeping an Ear to the World, in the space of about 15 column inches 
a reasonably generous amount of information is presented. If anyone is 
interested in a copy, I would be glad to send you one. 

From Rich Arland (a.k.a . "Scott 'Radio Free Pungo' Richards", 
Langley Air Force Base, Virginia; secretary, GREAT CIRCLE SHORTWAVE SOCI­
ETY, ODDX member) comes the following clever and clear-headed examina­
tion of a serious problem that the SWL hobby is now facing: flagging support. 
it is e.ntitled: WI-lo CAA.Es ABOUT AMTHY7 -

The Old Dominion DX Association (ODDXers) had gathered to­
gether for one of the infamous ODDX-All-Nighters. The target for the evening 
was a band scanning exercise to sharpen DXing skills and pick up a few new 
pointers from fellow DXers. Propagation was not too good, so gradually the 
members in attendance drifted away from the collection of receivers and 
joined In a conversation about SWLing in general and DXlng In particular. 

The conversation had turned somewhat somber over the last 
several minutes. Our fearless leader, Dr. DX, had been reminiscing about "the 
good old days" of SW DX!ng. Many of us who started far enough back to re­
member the warm glow of vacuum tubes, nodded in agreement as the good 
Dr. mused over his early radio experiences. Sadly, the conversation turned to 
Kap's column the the February '87 FRENDX. The one recounting the apparent 
lack of participation and growth in the SW hobby. Where is the excitement 
and thrill of chasing SW DX? What has happened to the influx of young peo­
ple to our hobby? Where is the inspiration to pursue and enjoy the hobby of 
shortwave listening? 

Daisy the DX Dog stirred restlessly at DR. DX's feet, as if to say 
that she was uncomfortable with this particular topic. We all were, as I recall. 
Tom McSwift was fiddling with his electric toothpick dispenser, avoiding eye 
contact with the others. Squalid Ali Ben Said, our Lebanese DXer, was fondling 
a pair of Alice Brannigan stretchpants. Charles "Mad-Dog" Gallo was viciously 
gnawing the end of a pencil, unwilling to share his thoughts. This left "Foxie" 
Foxx and Lynn "Stop-the-Presses" Burke deep in thought, trying to grasp the 
meaning of the conversation. I, as usual, was observing this great group of 
DXers, who were about to step off the edge of reality and try to comprehend 
the True and Real reasons behind our involvement with the hobby of short­
wave listening and DXing. 

"Could it be that in this day and age of instant success and 
gratification, a hobby, which requires the participant to exe.rt and effort and ac­
quire special skills, might no appeal to the mass of potential listeners?" asked 
Dr.DX. 

"I dunno, Doc. I tend to think that it might be the fact that most 
SWLs are looked down upon by society, especially Ham radio operators. It' s 
like we're social and technical outcasts," countered Mad-Dog Gallo. 

"Actually, SWL/DX types have been stereotyped as Nerds com­
plete with white socks, calculators on belts, pocket savers and horn-rimmed 
glasses with white tape on the nose piece!! Even though untrue, this precon­
ceived image doesn' t convey a proper YUPPIE image, does it?" replied Dr. DX. 

"How many NFL linebackers do you see claim to be SWLs? How 
many SWLs have done light beer commercials, huh?" queried Lynn. 
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"Good point, Lynn. There is a definite shortage of jocks and 
women (Allee Brannigan excepted) in the hobby, that's for sure" chimed Fox-

Tom McSwift put down his electric toothpick dispenser and ad­
dressed the g11thering. "I believe that SWLlng is a rather introverted hobby. 
Unlike Ham radio where a two-way exchange is possible, SWLs/DXers don't 
have the opportunity to respond (QSL reports notwithstanding) to the broad­
casters. Hence, we are left in a void. We only listen, we don't talk, and nobody 
understands our interest with ONLY listening. Hams can't fathom the idea of 
just listening to someone without a real-time exchange. Basically we are 
looked upon a weird." 

"Do not forget, my brothers, that we are in an era of instant 'be­
there-as-it-happens' news. I remember watching those sons-of-camels bomb 
my radfo shack in Beirut, live, uia satellite, while I was attending the ANARC 
convention. It was just like being there, only without the smell of cordite and 
camel dung in my nostrils. Our hobby is at a decided disadvantage when com­
peting with this kind of real-time television. It is very difficult to convince 
people that it is FUN to tune the SW bands in search of the news and 
information when they can watch Ken and Barbie with their very opinionat­
ed, biased newscasts on television!" observed Squalid Ali, eyes smoldering at 
the thought of the loss of his beloved equipment. 

So far the group had touched on a number of contnbuting prob­
lems with the hobby. Somehow I sensed that the real reason for the Jack of 
growth in SWLing was yet to be uncovered. The ODDXers debated the various 
points at great length. At Ja~t Tom, in his infinite wisdom, summed it up. 
"We have a people problem. No one is interested in making the hobby better. 
Lots of people are in the commercial end of the hobby but there are few people 
out there who are willing to give time, technical help and inspiration to the 
newcomer." 

"We need to lend a helping hand to the person just getting 
started. Also, we need to insure that those around us, who show an interest in 
the hobby, are properly informed as to what we do and why. In addition, we 
need to share what we arc doing with others who are active in the hobby," said 
Or. DX. At this, Daisy the DX Dog perked up her ears. She knew we were on 
the right track. 

Mad-Dog added: "As a whole, ODDX should dedicate itself to 
improving the SW DXing hobby ... leaving it better than we found it." 

That is how the ODDX credo - "TO IMPROVE THE SW OXING 
HOBBY BY DIRECT INVOLVEMENT" - was born. Not a bad idea, in actual fact. 
With the proper mindset on a large scale, it will be possible to tum around the 
current trend of declining growth and participation. However, it will require 
that we collectively become involved in the hobby and not sit idly by while 
"someone else" does the work. Bury the introvert stereotype, get out and tell 
people about the excitement involved in tuning the SW bands. Get fired up 
about your (our) hobby. Lend a sympathetic ear and a helping hand to a new­
comer. Encourage inactive SWLs to get back into the hobby. JOIN A CLUB 
AND CONTRIBUTE REGULARLY!!! Do not get involved in petty sniping at 
your fellow SWLs/DXers: this shows a decided Jack of intelligence and ma­
turity. Share your technical expertise with those around you. Help improve 
the SW DXing hobby by YOUR direct involvement. 

On now to a letter that blends technical matters with those of in­
terest to DXers, SWLers, and QSLers; it comes from Mitch Sams (Wichita, 
Kansas) who is the Director of FINE TUN/NC - I quote from the masthead of 
that publication: A COMMUNICATIONS NEWSLETTER EMPHASIZING RARE AND 
DIFFICULT DX. FIFTY CENTS PER ISSUE, MINIMUM OF TEN ISSUE ORDER. SAMPLE 
FOR A SASE. (You can obtain information and a sample issue from Mitch 
Sams, 8515 Scott, Wichita, Kansas 67210). As an introduction to Mitch's Jetter, 
perhaps a word or two about the technicalities involved might not be entirely 
out of place. 

The issue is essentially how SWLs are going to deal with har­
monic transmissions, particularly those from the standard AM broadcast 
band. What are harmonics? These are frequencies broadcast by a station at 
multiples of the station's declared frequency. A station that broadcasts, say, at 
lOOOkHz (about the upper middle of the AM broadcast band) might, under the 
right conditions, also broadcast at 2000, 3000, 4000, SOOOkHz, etc.; even multi-
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pies of the fundamental frequency are called even harmonics, while odd 
multiples are called odd harmonics. Now, if we define shortwave broadcasts 
as those above, say, 2000kHz, then it is clear that a station in the standard AM 
broadcast band could, in effect, become a SW broadcaster once It begans to 
transmit harmonics. 

Harmonics are rare because they are a symptom of something 
wrong with the transmitter and/or the antenna. No station eJlgineer would 
stand for this sort of malfunction, if for no other reason than the 'fact that it is 
poor economics: transmission on harmonics can only be achieved at the ex­
pense of the transmission on the fundamental frequency and that would be 
bad for business• - harmonic transmissions don't usually go where 
advertisers PAY for them to go. Harmonic transmissions are difficult to 
receive because they are usually very weak, and so represent a particularly 
challenging form of DX. Very well then, now on to Mitch Sam's letter: 

I have something here for your CONTACT column. It's a topic 
that I have wondered about for some time now. I concerns how we count 
shortwave stations.I have had an on-going conversation with Don Jensen, as 
well as a few other hobbyists, about the NASWA country counting rules. Of 
particular interest to me are the criteria used to qualify a transmission as a 
#shortwave broadcasr. 

We have defined the shortwave spectrum as the frequency 
range between 2 and 30 MHz, and this agrees with the classical definition of 
#shortwave". A ~roadcasr can be defined as a transmission intended for the 
general public in order to provide news, information and/or entertainment. _,.._ 
These two definitions should be all that are needed to descnbe those trans- · 
missions that we are interested in. In other words, the transmission must: (1) 
occur between 2 and 30 MHz and (2) program content should be intended for 
the general public. Any further definition tends to narrow the scope of our 
hobby. However, we at NASWA have inserted an extra definition into (1) 
which, in my opi.njon, tends to muddy the topic. That is: the broadcaster must 
have intentionally transmitted within the 2 to 30 MHz range. This excludes 
harmonics or other types of spurious transmissions from broadcasters which 
may fall into this range. I am a little surprised at the lack of interest for har­
monics that exists in the hobby, especially from the OX chasers. They meet ev-
ery qualification for a difficult catch, and more. Harmonica are extremely low 
powered, much less than the output power of the fundamental, and in most 
cases much less than a typical low powered tropical bans s tation. There is no 
range limit to a harmonic and many times a harmonic allows you to hear a 
station or a country that ls not normally available on shortwave (remember 
Radio Morgan?). What I'm getting at here Is that disinterest in harmonics or 
spurious signals ls no excuse for ignoring them, they meet the two basic re­
quirements for shortwave broadcast. Should we stop reporting the Mexican, 
Radio Consentida? After all, it may be spurious. Or, better yet, will we all ig-
nore Tristan if they make it through on a harmonic? 

If we next consider feeders, this gets even more complicated. In 
this case there is no question (usually) that the broadcaster put it there, but we 
disallow It because he did not intend for us to hear lt on this frequency. For 
country rounters this one really hasn't caused too much trouble because most 
broadcast feeders are operated by stations who have intentional, standard 
mode, services within the shortwave spectrum. But there are some cases 
where our current counting practices do not consider these transmissions. 
Fortunately for all we proved that Kiribati was legitimate, but I guess Radio 
Rivadavia will remain in the #twilight zone.# As single sideband looms on 
the horizon as the mode of the future, we may have a very difficult time dis­
tinguishing a feeder from the HrealH thing. 

Well, I certainly do not have all the answers here. I am satisfied 
with the NASWA list and feel that it has served our hobby better than any 
other list. But, I have many times over the years wondered about the status of 
harmonics and feeders in this list, and why they are excluded. I guess I 
wouldn't mind a small change in our rules, but If the majority sees differently, 
then that Is fine with me. Don Jensen has pointed out many of the problems 

1 For this reason, QSLers will occasionally run lnto trouble conflnning that they have heard a 
harmonic - what station engineer would want to admit (ln print, at that) that he or she 
wasn't paying close attention to the condition of the transmitter/antenna? 
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associated with creating a country list that is fair to everyone. Several of these 
problems had not occurred to me. I can think of one problem with my sugges­
tion concerning harmonics: this may cause an individual's list of countries 
heard to take on too much of a local flavor thus not being fairly comparable to 
other DXers'. But, there are are advantages and disadvantages to any system 
we come up with for counting purposes. 

I am firmly of the opinion that there is no such thing as too 
much infc rmation: the more we have at our disposal, ~he better SWLs and 
DXers we can be. From Ken Kashiwabara (Panorama City, California) comes 
news of an interesting source: 

Recently I've become aware of a series of U.S. State Department 
publications called BACKGROUND NOTES that might be of interest to NASWA 
members. 

BACKGROUND NOTES is a series of 4+ page summaries of vital 
statistics and general information about foreign countries. A separate BACK­
GROUND NOTES is published for each country. 

A wealth of useful information is contained in each publication. 
As a minimum the following items are included: demographics, geographic 
statistics including basic and detailed maps, governmental organization with 
names of officials, U. S./foreign relations information, informative columns 
on ethnic/cultural distribution, national history, political conditions and 
economic development. For those who become interested enough for a visit 
there is a section on travel tips which includes climate, customs regulations, 
currency /exchange and health requirements/ hazards. 

I found several of these publications in the "free to the public" 
bin at the Los Angeles Public Library. The librarian informed me that each 
BACKGROUND NOTES is updated by the State Department periodically, as 
needed. The material contained "is in lhl' public domain and may be 
reproduced without permission; citation of this source would be appreciated." 

BACKGROUND NOTES is offered for sale - by the 
Superintendent of Documents, U. S. Government Printing Office, 
Washington, D. C. 20402 - by country. It should also be available in U. S. 
Government Printing Office stores in larger cities. l haven't found the price yet 
but was told by the librarian that it is "very small." 

I have done a little research about BACKGROUND NOTES. First, if 
you live near a library that is a depository for U.S. Government documents, 
then you will have easy access to BACKGROUND NOTES- even if the library is 
a private one, such as a university or college library. You simply announce to 
the appropriate people that you are there to use the government documents, 
and they must allow you access to them: it is part of the deal that the library 
makes with the government when it becomes a depository. Second, a large 
number of libraries (both civic, and private) are depositories, and you very 
probably live close to one+ . Third, you can obtain them yourself. They cost 
$1.00 each, and can b e obtained from the address given in Ken's letter: be sure 
to list the countries for which you want BACKGROUND NOTES. These 
BACKGROUND NOTES are excellent and worth looking into. 

Well, just enough room left to clear up a few details. As usual, I 
want to keep those who are interested, aware of how this column was assem­
bled: this month Microsoft WORD3.0 did the job, and very well, too - in ad­
dition to accommodating graphics and effortlessly formatting text, it checked 
my spelling and did the hyphenation. A reminder about deadlines: my receipt 
of your letter/material by the 15th of the month will ~ insure that 
what you submit to me will appear in the following month's column. 

Finally, of course, my thanks to eve~e who has taken the 
time and effort to write, and to readers, too. Until ne\t onth, many 73s, and

Some programs carry several features,like Reagan's trade 
sanctions against Japan, unrest in New Caledonia, etc. Other programs 
are devoted to a s ingle topic, like the recent election of a new 
Prime Minister in Fiji, and still others are part of a series 
of programs on a single topic, such as the aeries last winter 
which interviewed a writer who bas written a book on the Cultural 
Revolution in China. (9.580/9.770/6.060). Daily. 

0215-0230: "People At Work" (Voice of Free China) . A program on people 
and their jobs in the Republic of China. Past programs have inter­
viewed doctors, advertising executives, and insurance executives. 
Every once in a while there is a special program devoted to Chinese 
writers and works in translation available in the Republic of China. 
(5.985/9.555. Repeated on Tuesdays at 0315 on the same frequencies) 

TUESDAY 
1240-1300 : "Country Wide" (Radio Australia) . Thie program is devoted 

to agricultural concerns and life in the Aus tralian outback. Some 
programs have featured the export of blood horses to Singapore, 
problems arising from the artificial i nsemination of ewes, measures 
of storing goats' milk, a new diesel generator for rural areas, 
a new weather predicting machine available to farmers in the 
outback . (9.580/9.770/6.060). 

2110v-2115: "Faces and Places" (Radio Berlin International). A brief 
program on modern life in the German Democratic Republic. Written 
in the style of a loosely structured essay, past programs have 
fe atured a Christmas Fair in Berlin, playgrounds in the cities, 
a children's theater, and the number of swimming facilities avail­
able in the city . (6,1 25 . Repeated at 2225v on 6.125 and 0025 
and 0125 on 9.730/6.080), 

WEDNESDAY 
11JC-11%: "Radio Japan Jouranl" (Radio Japan). Each week features 

an in depth look at a topic of relevance to Japan, Past programs 
have featured the manufacture of a new audio digital recorder, 
facilities for foreigners in Tokyo, and problems with illegal 
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immigration to Japan from other Asian countries . (6 . 120. Repeated 
at 2330 on 11.000 and 0330 on 5.960) . 

2105- 2110: "Pop Corner" (Radio Berlin International) . Programs features 
us ually one, sometimes two, pop songs by contemporary Eas t German 
rock and pop groups . There is usually some brief commentary about 
the group and then t he song, almost always in German. To be really 
effective this program needs to be expanded or made into a daily 
program. (6.125. Repeated at 2220 on 6. 125 and 0020 and 0120 on 9.730/ 
6.080) .

1125-11 30: "A Letter from England " (BBC) . The usual "Letter From--" 
format; that is, a loosely structured essay about some topic 
relevant to life in the nation. Past programs have featured the 
chances for a an early general election, the election of a new 
Chancellor at Qxford, and an open letter to terrorist hostages 
wherever they may be . (11.775/6. 195) . 

0140v-0145: • our Fauna" (RAE). I find this one of the mos t interesting 
programs I 've run across i n a long time, perhaps because I just 
like the study of animals . The program each week features a different 
form of animal life indigenous to Argentina, its feeding habits, 
mating habits , etc. Past programs have featured a monkey of the 
northern forests, the Argentine weasle, and a dolphin that feeds 
off the coadt of Argentina. If you're an animal lover, I highly 
recommend the program. (9.690/1 1.710. Repeated at 0440v on the 
same frequencies) . 

FRIDAY 
11 30-1145: "Smith's Weekly" (Radio Australia). As you may note, I ' ve 

been l istening to a lot of R.A. programs recently, and this is 
one of my favorites . It has the same kind of whimsy as Larry Wayne ' s 
"Germany Today" on Deutsche Welle . The program always s tarts off 
with letters to the local newspapers (usually humorous in some way 
or other) , goes to a man/woman on the street interview about a given 
topi c , then proceeds to a reading of the more signifi cant headliners, 
retur ns with another topic to on the street interviews , and then 
comes the piece de resistance--interviews with children on s ubjects 
in the news (children whose insights are usually delightful and 
sometimes s taggering). The program closes with a reading of letters 
written specifically to Keith Smith, the program host. If you happen 
to be up at 11 30 , it ' s well worth tuning in to. (9.580/9.770) . 

~3 10-2330: "Thank Goodness It ' s Friday" (Kol Israel) . I have to admit 
to a bit of mystification here. Kol Isreal recently changed their 
programming to t he United States (one of the more persistent head­
aches of doing this column ) , and I think this program is now on 
only every other week , though I couldn ' t swear to that either. It 
usually features a topic of some interest to Isreal-- the celebration 
of the New Year of the Trees , the conflict between ultra- orthodoxy 
and Zionist orthodox Jews in Israel , the celebrations of Passover , 
etc . There is always an interpretation of a passage from the Torah 
by Rabbi , and t he program usually includes one or t wo Sabbath hymns. 
(9.435/11 .610 . Repeated at 0010 and 0110 on t he same frequencies). 

SATURDAY 
1625v-1640: "Spotlight on Africa" (Hadio France International) . A 

current events program featuring the most notable events of the 
week or the month in Africa. usually contains th.t'ee or more segments 
per program , most often with reports from correspondents. Past 
programs have featured problems i n Uganda , election difficulties 
i n Nigeria, and other topics of interest to an African audience 
or anyone interested in African poli tics . (17 . 620/11 . 705) 

0230- 0300: "Presa Conference USA" (VOA) . This is actually just a 
radio version of the television news show "Meet the press" . Each 
week a political or economic newsmaker is interviewed by a panel 
of reports assembled by the VOA. Past guests have i ncluded the 
Prime Minister of Jamaica, a Nobe l prize-winning economist , and 
Ameri ca ' s new ambassador to the Soviet Union. (6 . 135/9.455/9 . 650/ 
5 . 995) .

Summer rapidly approaches and Just to prove it, Mom Nature tossed a few of the 
thunderstorms I spo ke of last month my way. Yes, I threw my lead-ins out the 
window and unplugged everything and no , I stil l don't like thunderboomers . 

Among the mail I received over the last month . a very ni ce latter from Peter 
Dillon of Columbus. MD brought up a very qood point on using program material 
exclusively to ID a s tation. It s~ems that Peter was listening to what he 
thought was Radio Catolica (Ecuador 5.055 Khz) as he noted a program being 
a ired which was produced by R~dio Catolica. Peter goes on to say that he 
later d iscovered this program was being re-br.oadcast over La Voz del Upano 
(Ecuador. 5.038 . 8 Khz ). Since then, he has also noted the r e -broadcast of 
Radio Exterior de Espana programs over La Vaz del Upano. Some other examp les 
of stations which re-broadcast other programs are: Falkland Islands 
Broadcast ing Service, (BBC) and ELWA, (VOA news). 

The type and content of programming being broadcast is an important clue to be 
considered i n co r rect l y identifying an unknown station. However . all o f the 
data must be considered before a tentative identification can be made. In most 
cases. the station ID can turn that tentative Jogging into a confirmed one. I 
s aid most cases; some the Indonesian outlets relaying RRI programs can be 
confu~g unless the DX ' er is familiar with their program format. 

Dist r i bution editor John Henaul t outlined a Special Project for NASWA members 
on page 35 of the May EB~~~~- Asking the membershi p to show a special level 
of support for our club in the summer months, which trad itionally are a period 
of waning interest. is a worthwhile endeavor. One logging for each of the 4 
log report editors does not require a high level of individual effort. 
However, the results of a combined group effort would be significant . I fully 
support such an effort and ask that member s also show their support by sending 
it at l east 4 Loggings. 

Our1no the months of January, February and. March some of you may remember 
that I and other locals went on what I call a " Papua New Guinea binge. " 
During this period, the 90 meter band wa s found to have excellent propagation 
from the Papua New Gu inea area as early as 114 5 to as late as 1345 GMT. 
Several 2 - 10 KW regional stations which had not been heard in quite some 
time were now being logged on a regular basis here on the East Coast. The 
cur ious thing about this whole matter wa s propagation. Best reception occured 
a few minutes before sunrise till as long a s 1 1/2 hours AFTER sunrise . The 
question was: why and how did this happen and additionally, how to accurately 
document the phenomena so the conditions could be exploited again . 

If there is one " sure" thing in DX ' i ng it is the fact that signals under about 
7 Mhz will not normally propagate between two points beyond the range of 
ground waves unless there is darkness between them. These low frequency 
signals are absorbed by the "D" layer of t he ionosphere upon their low ang l e 
entry. This absorption is resu lt of ionosphere's state of i o nization caused 
by it's exposure to the s un . Once absorbed, the signal is unabl e to ref lect 
or "skip" back toward earth so that i t may travel gre3te r distances. 

There ex1sts a period of time between the change from ~~.rkn_!!2~!.f>~.'L~..! at a 
t r ansmitter location ond s unset to darkness at a receiver 1ocet1on (or vice­
versa). To our sense of Sigtit. this condition i s called twilight. This 
" twil1ght" conditi?n also effects the ionosphere and allows a propagat ion 
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phenomena known e s ·Greyl1ne• to toke plece . lt 1s commonly bel1eved that 
this "twilight " condition must exist ot bot h the transmitter and receiver 
locat ions a t approxima tely the s ame time. 

Simply, what takes place during Grayline Phenomena is the enhancement of 
signal recept ion during a short period of time in a particu l a r geographical 
location. During the twilight period, this enhancement is a result of the 
1onosphere chonging s tete s between 1t' s night end dey cher e cterist1cs . The 
length of time this enhancement lasts is typically between 15 and 40 minu tes 
and depends on the latitudes of the transmitting and receiving locati ons 
involved . The ex,~t mechanics of the Grayline Phenomeno hove been e xplored in 
other publications and will not be covered in depth here . 

At fir s t glance. it appeared that reception of the Papua's in the 90 meter 
ba nd wa s being made po~siblo by Grey11ne enhancemen t. ; a ll the cha racteristics 
associ ated with this phenomena seemed to be in place. The weak signals seemed 
to come out of the noise in about 7 minutes jus t before local sunr ise and 
remain Qu1te strong for a period of t1me. As the sun came uo . deterioration 
would begin to take place and gradually , t he signals wou ld sink back into the 
noise. To my way of thinking, these conditions certai nly sound li ke Grayli ne 
e nhancement . But wait, the plot thickens! There are add iti onal fac tors 
invol ved which s e r vo ~o compl1co~e this c onclus ion .

With some idea of how the DX Edge operates, it can be seen that sunrise her e 
on the East Coast takes place at approx i mbtely 1230 GMT. 

Further examination of f1gure Ul s ho ws that normal darkness propagati on from 
Pa pua New Gu i nea to the Eas t Coas t was i ndeed poss ible over a we s terl y Great 
Circle path. I n f a ct , the da r kness enve lope o ve rl aps both t he East Coast and 
Papua New Gu1nea simult aneous l y for around 3 1/2 ho u rs . Keep in mind I 
observed that the Papuas were not aud i b le in my listen1ng locat ion unt il a 
very few minutes before l ocal sunrise. 
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Figure 112 shows thot loco l s unset over the for western end of Po puo Territory 
occured ot obout 0900 GMT. Thus, seemingly no Groy11ne enhoncement .could

seemed not to entirely support Grayline enhancement as the answer to the 
propagotion question . 

This was essentially the question I outlined in o letter to noted propogotion 
authority George Jacobs explaining what I observed. Add1tionolly, I provided 
some recept ion and sidereol doto to Mr . Jacobs . I would like to share with 
you his kind response :

Many thanks ror your interesting letter o r April 3, 1987 r e porting on 
reception of ~t~tionsin Papua New Guinea via vhat appears to be Gray Linc 
enhancement propagation . 
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While to a f i r st order o! approximati on , one can a ssu=e tha t the Gr ay 
Line occurs vhen it is sunset at one location and sunrise at t he other, in !act 
It Is not the geographical location that determines this , but the l oca t ion at 
vhich the radio vave enter s and leaves the ionosphere. Looking at the grea t 
circle path from Vi rgi nia Beach to PNC, you v lll note that about 600 miles 
alono the path. vh ich is whe r e thee signal fr om PNG vould most probably leave 
the iono syhere, you arc at least one time zone t o the vest o! Virgin ia Beach. 
So, the one end o r the Cray Line occurs when it is sunr ise a t this point, 
vhich should be approximately one hour later than It wou ld be in Virginia 
Beach . You can calcu l ate the exac t dif!~e by using sunti me calculations 
vith you r computer program, rather than time zone di!ferences as l have just 
done. In any event, with this correction, this begins to give you better 
agreement with vhal you observed. The day-to-day scatter in times is probably 
due t o d l f!e r ences in day-to-day propagation conditions , with the radio wave 
leaving the ionosphere at different points along the great circl e. A good approx­
ima ti on is 600 miles , as I have used in this example. 

The same condition vould also hold on the PNG side of the path. The radi o 
wave enters the ionospher e at a point 600 miles to the east or PNG on the 
great circle path. sunrise would occur here at least an hour before it would 
~t PNG. Again, t r you work out the exact time from sun calculations, you 
might even ge t better agreement . 

While Gray Line enhancement is a spccialpropagation condition , it s hould 
a l so be poss ible for a peak in propagat i on to occur when the eastern leg o r 
the path has sunrise a t the point where the radi o vave either ente r s or leaves 
the ionosphere, and t he western terminal i s in darkness rather than sunrise. 

I hope that this information wil l be useful to you.

Mr . Jacobs' let ter adds a new dimension to my own understanding of Grayline 
propagation phen omena . Perhaps some of my o wn confus i on was casued by my 
belie1 that Grayline conditions were solel y dependent on geographical location 
as it related to local twilight. These conditions wer e s omething I have 
actublly made use of os a Ham to work Australia ot during brief openings et 
local sunset on 80 meters . 

J n the case of t he Papua's. Grayline conditions associated with local sunr i se 
to the west of my listen1ng location may have caused enhanced recept1on in my 
a rea even though i t was well into daylight here. As sun r ise raced to the 
west , conditions deteriora ted proportional to the speed of the sunrise ground 
trock . 

My own theory now is Grayline enhancement is i ndeed associat ed with twilight 
cond1~1ons . Perhaps. the exoct time a l15tener will experience this phenomena 
also d epends on the geographical area where conditions a r e favorab l e in 
relation t o the a n gle from which the si9nal strikes the ionosphere during it's 
final "hop." Indeed, the times that Grayline e n hancement is ava ilable may be 
extended, no longer solely dependent on local ~unset times . 

This at least seems to be the case where we s t - e4st propagation is concerned. 
It would be i nt e r esting if this theory could be app l ied to east - west 
propo g a t 1 on.

But thia lass than aciantific 
obaarvation lad ma to saak out cartif iablu s cientific anawara to tha 
problems of fading on tha radio . 

Digging through soma old manuals I read about di varsitu reception 
tachniquaa uaad bu profasaional listening posts to combat propagation 
loaaaa. What thaaa paopla who gat paid to do what wa do for fun do ia 
uaa multiple racaivara with spaced and oriented antennas to combat 
ahifting signal lavals caused bu ionapharic inatabilitu . Tha real hot 
eat up would tia tha local oscillators and age lines of tha racaivara 
together allowing the strongest sampled signal to risa, like cream, to 
the top . I have often promised musalf that if I aver acquired a second 
R-390A J was going to give this pro- suatam plen a ahot. But finances 
being what thau are Cl don't get paid for this gig) l 've had to 
improviaa.

If uou undo the plug of " sat of standard s t e r eo haBdpho nas uou 
will saa it has throe connections . Ona wi r e for loft, ona for right, 
and a common lead. The onlu hardware modification la to wire up the 
left and common to ona monophonic plug CmBtc hing the headphone output 
Jack of ona receiver, and the right and common leads to another mono 
plug for the second racaivar's headphone output.

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The rest of the project is fairly easu. Each of the receivers is 
connected to an antenna.

In ideal circumstances 
as signal A fades, signal B should be rising. Your head will translate 
the signal into Cyou guessed it ) one usable picture. 

I first wrote on this subject for the Nat i onal Radio Clubs DX 
NEWS back in 1980 or so and have had many enjoyable more or less fade 
free listening sessions since. This is by no means a perfect solution 
but it does represent a bit of original thinking on the problem . Give 
it a try with a pair of cheap flea market special headphones. Make 
sure uou peu some attention to matching ~ece iver output and headphone 
impedances to assure best results. 

OTHERNESS 

LARRY MAGNE wrote to inform us all that SONY 2010 users need not 
fear the airport X-ray machine. The process of examination bu the 
machine will not effect the innards o f your radio. If uou travel 
overseas uou may find that while you have no trouble with the X-rays 
but lots of hassles with customs. Some countries have strict 
regulations about the kinds of receivers they want in the hands of 
John Q, Public. Some Middle Eastern nations have regulations against 
receivers with BFO ' s. But much more likely you will run into customs 
rules as they apply to balance of payments issues in this increasingly 
paranoid international business environment. When in doubt call the 
embassy. 

Speaking of trade deficits and such. If your planning on buy ing 
any Japanese radio wonders you might want to move now. The electronics 
industry may get very bizarre very soon. The notion of 100% duty on a 
radio you can barely afford to begin with is not my idea of a real 
good time . The fact of the matter is that uour U.S. choices for 
receivers are limited to Collins and Tan Tee, neither of whi ch make 
pocket rockets . Let us hope cooler governmental and diplomatic heads 
will prevail so that we can continue to obtain the tools of our trade 
at reasonable rates. 

Speaking of Ten Tee, is anyone out there using the Ten Tee RX-
325? I have long admired this company's Ham gear but I have yet to get 
my hands on their general coverage receiver. If uour using this 
machine I would really like to print your thought in Tech Topics . 

GOODNIGHT MR. GREENJEANS WHEREVER YOU ARE i !

Well, here it is, June, and what to write about? Seems 
you get to a point, and wonder Just what to do. The bulk of 
the mail I have been getting expresses more interest in 
Telecommunications and word processi ng over anything else, so 
unless I hear from the r eader that I am wrong, I am going to 
spend this and next months column on telecommunications IN 
DEPTH! 

At one time, the professional computer users were the 
only ones using the on-line services •• and bullentin boards 
were unheard of. That has all changed. I n 1978, Radio Shack 
introduced the TRS-80 Model I computer, with a whopping 4K of 
memory. The rest is now history. People a ll around the 
country call as many as 5 or 10 bo4rd s EACH AND EVERY DAY! 
(you should see MY phone bill ••• ) Thousands of computer 
owners have discovered the pleasures of telecoinmunications. 
No mater when the person calls, on the evening or weekend, 
they are having fun, or gathering information, or even 
obtaining programs, all for the price of a phone call . 

On-li ne. What DOES that mean? Well, simply put, being 
o n-line means that you are connected by a phone line to 

another computer <host> and exch anging 

® 
information. What does it take? Well, 
basically, you need a co~puter, disk drive, a 
modem, 111<>nitor, and a TERMINAL program. Oh y•s, I 
forgot something important •• a phone line, 
preferably WITHOUT call waiting! Why? Because 
the tone that is generated by the phone company to 
alert you to an incoming call will disconnect you 

from virtually every bbs or network. Some areas are lucky 
enough to have call waiting defeat, you should check with 
your local phone company for this feat u re. 

Terminal Programs. Boy, thi s is where you can g o crazy! 
There are many e xcellent terminal programs available, ranging 
from Mult-Term to Bob's Term for the Commodore, to Crosstalk 
arid PC-Talk for t he IBMs. A terminal progr am actually 
disables your computer, that is, makes it dumb. In using 
one, you will find s imilar operations to those in a word 
processor, eKcept that you will be interacting with another 
computer, and that you are sending data to the modem ins tead 
of the printer. In selecting a terminal program, look around 
a1' what is available in the "public-domain" or "shareware " 
areas ••• many EXCELLENT programs are available! If you don't 
find something to y o ur liking, then go ahead and spend 
money •• • I have found severa l EXCELLENT programs for the 
Commodore, being VIP TERM XL and BOB'S TERM PRO. I have been 
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using VIP for sometime, and am playing with Bob' Term because 
of eKtra features called macros ••• abut MOre on those later! 

OK, you are now sitting in front of your computer, set 
up, ready to call the world •• • What do I do now? Actually, 
the best thing is to simply start calling the various 
bulletin boards <BBS> in your area, to get a feel for what is 
going to happen • •• How do I get the phone numbers? A quick 
visit to your fri e ndly computer store will usually net you at 
least one or two phone numbers, complete with registration 
infortnation! Call the BBSs and get into the system. When 
you first call a board, and your modem connect s , you should 
hit your return key once or tw i ce. This will allow the host 
<the bbs you are calling> to sense your baud rate <300 or 
1200> and adJust itself accordingly. 

What you see neKt will be some kind of opening message, 
usually telling you what the board' s name is, operating 
speeds, etc, and then allow you log- in. It is best 
to use your rea l name at this point, so that the® 
SYSOP can have information abaout you. After o 
entering your name, and hitting the return key, 
you will USUALLY get a prompt that reads either 
"'password" or "' password or NEW " . If this is your 
first time calling, it is suggested that you enter 
the word NEW at this point; this tells. the program 
that you are a new user, and takes you through the house 
r ules and registration process. REMINDER: NOT ALL BOARDS 
WORK IN THIS FASHION! MANY ALLOW INSTANT FULL ACCESS! So, 
simply answer any questions the board asks you, then proceed. 
If the bbs requires validation first, you will probably be 
logged off, and then must wait f or a phone call from the 
SYSOP to confi rm your information. However, if you are 
calling o ne of the "general" boards, you will probably then 
be greeted with a main menu! 

The MAIN MENU is a screen that shows you how to access 
most of the options and areas of that particular BBS. It 
could have many sub menus, which you get when you select a 
particular area off the main menu. Again, simply follow the 
prompts; should you need help, either a stroke of the <?> key 
or the <RETURN> key will get you a help screen.

So, 
if something locks up, check your term program first ••• that 
is USUALLY where the trouble lies! So, if you make the term 
program do something weird, Just har1gup from the host , and 
call back, AFTER checking to find out WHAT HAPPENED! It is 
sort of like the fuse in your radio ••• it doesn't go bad 
without a reason. SO CHECK IT OUT FIRST! 

That should get you started for the time being ••• NeKt 
month, we will take an in depth look at some of the more 
popular SWL BBSs, including ACE, ANARC, ODDX and UBIX. So, 
keep the phone lines hot, and go for it! <as my friend ALF 
would say, hihi!).

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BROADCASTING IN ICELAND

Ice l and i s an island count ry t ha t lies j us t be l ow the Arc tic Circ l e i n the 
North Atlantic . The a r ea of the l a nd mass is a bout 40, 000 square mi les or 
103,000 squa r e k i l ometers . It i s a bou t 200 mi les or 320 kiloMe ters eas t of 
Greenland and about 650 mil es o r 1, 050 k ilome t e rs wes t o f Norway. Mos t of 
the nations quarter of a million inhabitants are urban (87% ). The ca pita l , 
Reykjavik, is the l arge~t city with approxi mately 100,000 i nhabitants . Ice land's 
economy, once basically agr icultur al, is now bas ed on fi shing and fish process­
ing ; On ly about 1% of the land can be used for farming. 

ICELANDIC STATE BROADCASTING SERVICE-AN OVERV IEW 
The Ice landic State Broadcasting Service (ISBS) was es t ablished in 1930. It is 
an i nde pendent organization which is formal l y owned by the Ice l and ic State. It 
is headed by a Di rec t or General and has t hree main divis ions: (1) Radio, 
(2) Televi s ion and (3) Finance and Administration. The Icelandic Albingi 
(legislative assembly) e l ects a seven member Radio Council which decides prog­
ram policy for radio and television . There a r e approximately 300 employees of 
the ISBS . 

The Broadc asting Act i n article 15 s ays the ISBS should promote the Icelandic 
l anguage, Icelandic history and Iceland's cultural heritage . The ISBS s hou ld 
also honor bas ic democratic rules, human rights and the freedom of speech a nd 
opinion. 

The ISBS serves all of lce lands 250,000 i nhabitants . Television alone reaches 
well over 99% of the population. Because Iceland is a sparsely populated and 
mounta inous country, a number of relay station s are necessary to reach a ll 
parts of the country. At the end of 1985, the ISBS owned 10 main radio trans­
mitters on longvave ; 57 FM radio transmitters for Program One and 27 FM r adi o 
transmitte r s for Program Two; 9 main television transmitters with 130 
auxiliary and r elay transmitte r s ; and a 10 kilowatt shortwave tra nsmi tter. 

lSBS PROGRAMMING 
lSBS-Program One (Radio) broadcas t an average of 17 hours per day in 1985. 
During that year a lmost one third of the program time was for music. lSBS offer s 
its listeners a wide variety of musi c r anging from new-wave and jazz to classical 
masterpieces. The re was l ess pop music a nd a little l ess music in ge neral 
compared t o 1984 . Of the non- music programs, the news (17%), various produced 
programs ( 14%), educational (8%) and childrens programs (5%) were t he most 
predominant. 

lSBS-Program Two (Radio) is essent ially a light music program, although it 
also presents a f ew discus sion and interview fea tures. Icelandic music ( 15%) 
a nd foreign music (7 1%) dominate the program t ime . 

ISBS-Te lev ision was on the air for ove r 1, 500 hours in 1985. Television is on 
t he air six days a week. As in previous years, Icelandic programs accounted for 
about one th ird of the t otal transmissions. Almos t all programs were in color. 
News (14%), current a ffair s (7%), docume n taries {13%), sports (15%), movies 
(15%) and comedy series (10%) were the predominant forms of programs. 

RECENT DEVELOPMENTS 
On January l, 1986 a new Broadcasting Act came into effect which ended the 
lSBS monopoly to broadcast in .I ce land. The new Broadca sting Ac t permitted l oca l 
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communities a nd private companies to operate regional radi o and television 
tran smi tter s subject to approva l by a Broadcas ting Committee elected by the 
Albingi . By Decembe r 1986, two private radio stations and one privately owned 
televi sion station were operating in the Reykjavik area. The Broadcasting 
Commi ttee was considering other applications for r ad i o stations 

The new Broadcast i ng Act has se t up a Cultural Fund . A 10% tax on all 
advertisments carried on all radio and television s t a tions goes i nto this 
fund . The fund is used to finance the Iceland ic Symphony Orchestra a nd t o 
fund a special committee for radio program production. 

THE SHORTWAVE SERVICE 
The ISBS broadcasts on s hortwave with a 10 kilowa tt transmitter. Prog rams 
are rebroadcas ts of Programs One and Two and they are intended fo r I ce landers 
abroad. Target a r eas include Nor thern Europe, Scandinav i a, Canada and the 
USA. The ISBS verifies with a QSL card and English reception r e por ts are 
okay. Check the lates t World Radio Television Handbook for the cur r ent 
address. 

SUMMARY 
The Ice land Sta t e Broadcasting Service has en joyed a monopoly on broadcast ing 
in Iceland from i t s inception in 1930. A new Broadcasting Ac t has enabled 
pr i vate stations t o develop s ubsequen t to January I , 1986. It wil I be 
in t e resting t o see if the ISBS expands or alters it s broadcast ing ac tivi ties 
in res ponse to the developmen t of private broadcas ting entities.
