From /olrn Mosman comes a letter that covers a couple of topics that have appeared in 
CONT ACT recently:

The results were prinwd in July's 
FRENDX. l do wish to express one d isappointment, the results should not 
have been limited to only the top thrne finishers.Jf all the participants 
could not be listed then the twenty people who received numbered 
ccrtificatl!S should have bt..>cn. ln addition, the total points should be listed 
by each per><>n listed. I guess I am a competitive person and when 
entering a contest want to know where I placed and in what relation. 
However, my tha nks to Numero Uno fora fine contest and look forward 
to the ne>.t o ne. 

2. I was very interested in Vern Nicholson's letter (July) 
regarding time management. I find myself in the sam.: type of situation. 
In addition, one reaches a point whe re random tuning will not produce 
new countries and stations. In my case, limited time makes the time l 
spend listening more important and therdore I want it to be more 
elf<.'Ctive. Information organization is a key - the following is what I do 
to h.:lp in time management. 

Using a Honeywell PC at work (wish I could have one at home!) I 
have crcat<..'CI the following informational tools: 

I. All Countries Nct.•ckd 
A. Using the ODDX "Country I Availability List" I've 

determined all the countries not verifi.:d. 
a. Using TWIN (a Lotus 1-2-J clone) ~reate a data 

base listing country, station(s) and the reference 
logs in the list. 

C. Sort list in ascend ing orde.r by time. 
This now gives me a list that at most any time I find time to listen 

I have a defined tari;ct 10 look fo r. This removes th<! random tuning 
looking through the bands. 

II. Prime Targets 
A. Scl<.'Ct a small number o f target countries to 

concentrate on, 5 to 15. 
a. Using word processing create a single page per 

country. 
C. List all transmission schedules from all sources 

CWRTH, ROI, FRENDX, etc.). These arc lbtcd in 
ascending time order showing frL'<JU<!ncics, days of 
trdnsmission and other notes needed . Each 
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transmission has the source listed. 
D. List IDs, interval signal information and QSL 

information fro m club sources. 
E. Use Prime Log - yes or no (see Prime Logs). 

Ill. Prime Log 
A. Another TWIN list, sorted in time order, listing all 

logs reported in FRENDX, etc. 
All these are put in a three ring binder with tabs fo r easy reference. 

So, I can plan my listening around my Prime Targets or, as I mentioned, 
at least have some targets no matter what time it is using the All Countries 
Needed list. 

All the information is stored in the computer making updates very 
simple to do. I know that not everyone either has a computer, or has access 
to one, but I thought that I would share my system. 

Computers certainly have changed the ways in which many of do things- including 
keep records of our listening. I am perfoctly aware, however, that thereare many people who 
do not have computers. Would anyone care to describe how they undertake non­
computerized SWL/QSL record keeping? 

From Charles Hoehnke (Keaau, Hawaii) I receivedan interesting issue of R11dio W orld 
(dated 15 July 1987) that discusses renovation at the VOA. R11dio World appears to be a 
periodical (in tabloid format) aimed a t broadcast professionals and covers general 
developments in technology and legislation. It appears to come out monthly and is free to 
qualifiod people in the broadcast profession. Information can be obtained from Radio World, 
P. 0 . Box 1214, Falls C hurch, Virginia 22041. 

The substance of the article (written by David Hughes) centers around the proposed 
renovation of VOA's Washington stud ios. This is part of a larger renovation process that is 
expected to last into the 1990s. The interesting question seems to be: can the necessary 
renovations be accomplished for the bid amount of $6.6 million? Many industry experts 
seem to think not. An estimated $3.2 million will have to be •pent on the audio equipment 
(some equipment now at VOA dates from the 1950s). The remainder must be spent on 
carpentry and wiring - in addition to the removal of cancer<ausing PC!ls and asbestos. 

Essentially, the problem is that the audio equipment probably cannot be bought fo r 
around $3 million. Two unfortunate side effects might well make themselves felt. First, in 
order to get low<ost goods, thl! contractor will have to go to non-broadcast equipment firms 
in order to get the necessary goods, and this will unnecessarily complicate the progress of the 
renovation. S..'Cond, cost over-runs will almost certainly occur. None of the firms that 
critici~ed the bid permitt<.'CI themselves to be quoted directly. Those analysts, on the o ther 
hand, that seemed to feel that the L'quipment could be obtained for approximately $3 million 
were quoted directly: none of these people, however, SL'Cmcd to be aware of any criticism of 
the bid (why am I not surprisL'CI?). 

This column was produced on Aldus PageMakcr2.0; the masthead was redrawn on 
Cricket Draw, while the word "Contact" was produced directly with a small PostScript 
program.

We'll be making another visit to the CONTACT Bookshelf in another month 
or two-your suggestions for inclusion, and your comments on books and listening aids that 
you have used would also be very welcome.

report and l ow and behold, I recei ve d ay QSL in 109 days . Thanks 
to Gerry Dex ter and Arthur ward of MDXC for their advice and help. 
This · also serves to reaffirm the iaportance of maintaining DX 
friendships in other lands . 

Another troubleso11e country to verify was Uganda . Every QSL 
req uest came back with a Ugandian solicitation for 11oney . (This 
social-economic proble• is best left for others, ED) It would seem 
that •Y reports were not getting through to Radio Uganda. Gerry 
Dexter suggested that I send a registered letter/report. Hy 
subsequent letter turned out to be expensive, slightly over s•.oo . 
However, my efforts were rewarded with a QSL in "j ust " 88 days. In 
the end, the results justified the costs . 
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My sincere thanks to Rich for taking the time to write in and ffer the 
NASWA DX community the benefit of his experienc es.

But uou mau have noticed that the years since 1985 have 
been booming as far as new equipment goes . Most of the popular brand 
names have coma out with at least one new model. GRUNOIG has re­
emerged in the general market place . Menu new " Bells and Whistles " 
have come out of the Research and Dev elopment labs. Changes abound. 
All these occurences converged to lead Mr . Lichte to write another 
critical work that examines the latest radio equipment .

Each review includes a separate, one 
page, compilation of all rece i ver vital statistics for easy 
comparison . 

Somethi ng I apprec i ate is Mr . Lichte's review of the LOWE Hf-125 
a somewhat underrated British built receiver. Who said the Japanese 
hav e all the good hardware.

Kap's Korner in the February issue of FRENDX got me to the typewriter again. A really fine anicle 
of someone who knows what he's talking about. Many of the good old names disappeared in the past 
years. Contribution of the 'oldsters' seems to be limited to the 'closed circles' only and I really don't 
understand why. But in such a nice club as the NASWA there have to be more enthusiasts than just the 
30 or so folks who min~ their own business in NU or RNM. 

My target of DX-act ivities is Latin America. including Brasil. I started DXing some ten years ago, 
but it lasted until 1982 when I wrote my first reception repon. In the past five years I've received 
many OSLs mainly from South America. I'm not very interested in verifying new countries. The 
thrill of a new OSL from a regional American broadcaster is much bigger for me. Jerry Berg wrote 
some interesting anicles about verifying LA-stations long t ime ago (in FR EN DX & WRTH) ; As every 
DXer is an individual, everyone has to find his own technique of reponing to stations. When you stan 
to verify new stations instead of new countries things stan to become more difficult, but more inte· 
resting as well. There may be various reasons why someone stans to specialize on one panicular DX· 
target. New OSLs can only be obtained when you seek for new stations, or special interest in the 
cultu re, language etc. of a region. 

One could write many anicles about how to handle with regional broadcasters. You could write 
about technical topics, how to tune them in, grey line reception etc. and perhaps some of you expe· 
rienced folks who are reading this, stan to write a few lines about that . You could also write about 
different techniques of reponing like Gerry Dexter did in his book 'Secrets of successful OSLing' or 
Jerry Berg in his anicle in FRENDX October 1985. You may also write about how to use computer 
programs for repons and reminders. 

I want to give today some general remarks about the topic of regional broadcasting. I' ll give some 
personal opinions but perhaps some of them are interesting for some of you. Many years ago there was 
a fioe bulletin here in Germany calles 'RADIO MUNDIAL' which was specialized in LADXing and 
had a slogan which can be useful for everyone of us: " DXing is more than those sou nds which come 
out of our receiver". If you are a CSL-hunter and exclusively interested in the desired verification 
things stan to become a bit difficult when regional broadcasters are concerned. It is a fact that local 
radio stations normally don't have any interest in being heard overseas because they only broadcast 
for a local or regional audience. Two ways of persu ing local broadcasters are : A good reception repon 
and a good letter which acompanies your repon (with some goodies}. Many anicles have been pub· 
lished about how to write, when to send a reminder etc. Today some lines about what I call 'The right 
attitude' and which actually means something different for everyone of us. 

A radio station consists of individuals which are doing 
their job as we are doing our job. When writ ing to a 
regional station we always have to remember that we 
are not writing to a 'Verification Machine' but to some· 
one who has to be interested in such a manner that 
he/she does take the time to respond our letter. Try to 
imagine what kind of letter would wake YOU up when 
someone from 1-don't·know·how·many·miles·away would 
write to you and ask you a favour. When you accept 
that there are individuals working at a radio stat ion 
instead of a 'Verification Machine' you might also accept 
that there is not a single radio station on the globe 
which doesn't verify reception reports but only stations 
with individuals which still havn't received those letters 
which made them answering. The so calles 'notorical­
non-verifiers' are a very interesting thrill for everyone 
of us. They are a proof for us whether our attitude 
works or not. 
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There are many stations around the globe which normally don't answer reception reports and their 
number has increased in the past years. My personal opinion on that is that many of them don't ans· 
wer because the answering of reports is often a very boring and in some way oddsome business. If 
you manage to wake up the interest of one of the individuals working at the station, get in contact 
with him/her and STAY in contact after having received the OSI: if HE/SHE is still interested in a 
correspondence you are doing the best to promote our hobby. Dropping the contact after having re· 
ceived the QSL although the contact partner is still interested ii) the correspondence only means 
that the individual isn't of any interest for you. You can be rather sure that the chap at the station 
won't answer many other reports in the future. 

One of the slogans of NASWA and other SWL-clubs is "Unity and friendship", the promotion of 
a better understanding between the peoples of the world. This is not a meaningless slogan but the 
essential part of the hobby, as I see it. Reminders, new reports, shootgunning, peppering.and all these 
techniques described in publications and articles 'are extremely useful to increase the reply rate but the 
'spirit', as I feel it, is something different; its a personal contact with the individuals working at the 
station and a discussion of the program they are broadcasting. You may find it difficult to estimate 
the content of a program when you don't talk and understand the language you're listening to. This is 
true and I want to repeat the slogan of this fine former DX-club: "DXing is more than those sounds 
which come out of our receiver". Some basic knowledge of foreign languages is needed when regional 
broadcasters are concerned. Take into account that every minute you spend learning a language 
isn't a wasted minute for your whole life. I think we can' t say the same about those many hours we've 
spent w.itching the TV with its advertisements. This does not mean that you have to become a pro· 
fessional translater. Leave that task to the dictionary in your shack, if you want to. It means that it 
is useful to understand a bit of a fore ign language, especially when you are writing to those stations 
which are considered to be tough verifiers. The culture of many countries is a very interesting one. 
Why not read a bit more about the history of those countries you are interested in and want to verify? 
Its an interesting entertainment, you start to understand why some Colombian stations have the slogan 
"Orgullosamente colombiano" or Venezuelan ones a close down announcement like: "Desde Caracas, 
cuna de nuestro padre y libertador Sim6n Bolivar transmite Radio Continente". Latin America isn't as 
separated as Europe. The mayority of the countries use Spanish, or Portuguese in Brasil. The frontiers , 
between Latin American countries are not as strong as those between European or Asian countries. 
Often there are no language boundaries and we DXers know that a language is a much stronger fron· 
tier than any geographical one. listening to the regular program of Sani Radio 'Musica del Caribe' or 
the famous program 'sabado bailable' from Ecos del Torbes offers you the music which is up·to·date 
in most parts of Latin America, the names of the songs and the singers. When you listen to one of 
these songs later on a real sm-all broadcaster like Radio Valles del Tuy, Radio Mara, Radio El Sol de 
Los Andes or Radio Paititi', you may have a useful program detail for your reception report to that 
station. 

Seeing DXing as I see it means, that it is part of the life, not only a list of frequencies of stations 
and times you can tune them in, but real background knowledge. I still remember the surprised 
face of a Colombian friend who was studying here in Germany and whom I told, when he said that 
he was from Medellin, that I listen to Radio Super, repeating some of the slogans of the station and 
telling him that the station's Director Sr. Ismael Ochoa is a penfriend of mine and has told me many 
interesting things about his city and region. 

A program listener can learn many things from the station's he's listening to. When he decides to 
verify a local station using the methods and techniques often described, he will certainly do much 
better than someone who is only a specialist on the technical topics. The choice whether to collect 
QSLs or not is a merely personal one. Many folks prefer tapings and in some way a taped report is 
a better proof of reception than a QSL. Slit a rather exceptional thrill of QSling is, that it is an en· 
tirely personal matter. Different from stamp· or coin collections you can't buy OSL-cards. You get 
them or not. Its one of the most personal collections an individual can have. This is the challenge and 
the thrill, at least for me.

This 125-page 8•11-inch perfect-bound paperback book is a useful introduction 
lo the hobby of long-distance listening. The authors atteapt to s~rike a 
aiddle ground to satisfy the needs of the listener who is content to listen 
to distant st•tions and the needs of the DXer who aake this activity a aajor 
hobby. 

The book is divided into 11 ch•pters: 

Chapter I, Radio/TV Reception - An Overview, offers, aaong other topics, 
offers a brief review of propagation characteristics and factors •nd includes 
an extensive abbreviation list and gloss•ry. Chapter 2, The Broadc•st Bands, 
discusses the •ajor broadacast bands fro• longwave through •ediua- and 
shortwave to satellite television reception. Chapter 3, Receivers, offers an 
extensive review and discussion of virtually every type of feature and 
control the user •ight find on • shortwave receiver. Chapter 4, Antennas, 
discusses so•e ante~na ter•inology and theory, and describes a variety of 
•ostly shortwave anfennas. Chapter 5, Advanced Topics, discusses so•e test 
equip•ent -- such as a grid dip oscillator, noise bridge, and RC bridge --and 
touches upon such diverse topics as diversity reception, DX spotting nets, 
and co•puters. Chapter b, The Broadcasters, briefl y discusses so•e of the 
•ajor broadcasters including the BBC, Radio Canada International , Radio 
Australia, and Radio Nederland, and l i sts so•e of the literature available 
fro• Radio Nederland. Chapter 7 1 The Hobby of Radio DXlng, defines DXing, 
reporting codes using SINPO as an exa•ple, QSL practices and reply postage 
alternatives, and concludes with a review of DXing aids. In this latter 
category printed •ater1al such as the WRTH, ROI, Hauser ' s publications, and 
club publications are included. 

Although the authors touch on all aspects fro• the longwave bands to 
satellite television, its focus 1s on shortwave broadcast listening. While 
you ••Y say "I know all that s tuff ••• • 1 found BETTER RADIO / TV RECEPTION to 
be a great checklist to fill in the blanks. Often I have been put in the 
position of trying to explain this listening hobby to a newco•er, and this 
book can •ake that task easier. There is a lot of aeat in this book. I 
suspect, with three authors, there 1s the heavy hand of a good editor 
present. The writing style is clear, concise, and very precise as if every 
word <especially in the definition, ter•inology and glossary portions of the 
bookl was carefully picked over before being used. As every sentence, and 
virutally every word, contributes to the subject under discussion, it is not 
necessarily bedti•e reading. There is no filler •aterial. There are no 
anecdotes. What you will NOT find are endleas schedules and other lists of 
"things to tune for• so the •aterial should stay relatively current <so•e 
photographs of equip•ent will be the first things to go out of date ••• l. This 
book is not the only book that a newco•er to the hobby should read. It 
should be one of the · first ones read by the newcoaer to figure out what this 
listening hobby is all about. RECO""ENDEO •••

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DX TARGET: HONDURAS 
Radio Luz Y Vida (HRPC)

Honduras is an interesting radio country with many AM and shortwave outlets to 
DX. Lets look at the country and at one of the DX Targets from this area. 

THE COUNTRY 
Honduras is a small Central American republic with a coast line of 400 miles or 
650 kilometers on the Caribbean Sea and a frontage of about 50 miles or 80 kilo­
meters on the Gulf of lonseca, on the Pacific Ocean. It is bounded on the 
north by the Caribbean sea, on the southeast by Nicaragua, on the south by the 
Pacific Ocean and El Salvador and on the vest by Guatemala. 

THE ECONOMY 
Large numbers of Hondurans grow bananas, the nations leading source of income, 
in the northern lowlands along the Caribbean sea. In the inland mountains, many 
people raise beans, cattle, coffee, corn and tobacco. Tegucigalpa, the capital 
and largest city, is in this region. Many Hondurans raise cattle and cotton on 
the plains bordering the Pacific Ocean in the south. 

THE CLIMATE 
Honduras has a tropical climate that becomes cooler in the 90untains with the 
increase of altitude. The rainy season begins in Hay. It ends by November or 
December in the southern and central highlands, which receive a yearly average 
of 30 to 60 inches (76 to 152 centimeters) of rain. The rain falls until 
February in the north and almost throughout the year in the northeast . That 
r egion of tropical rain forests, the wettest part of Honduras, baa more than 
100 inches (250 centimeters) of rain a year. 

THE DX TARGET 
Radio Luz Y Vida, or Radio Light and Life, began broadcasting in 1979 on 
1,600 kHz using a converted ham transmitter. The operating power was just 
50 watts. Thia enabled the station to have a range of 31 kilometers. Current 
operations include a Cates BC-IJ with a power of 1,000 watts for the tropical 
band outlet on 3,250 kHz. HRPC utilizes a G5RB antenna with a gain of 4 to 5 
db. The antenna is aimed north and south. 

Radio Light and Life is a Christian Ra~io Broadcaster. It is owned and operated 
by the Emanuell Church in Honduras, and is supported by Evanglistic Faith 
Missions which is headquartered in Bedford, Indiana, USA. A majority of the 
radio stations equipment has been donated by radio stations in the USA and 
other organizations r elated to the broadcast industry. 

Verie signer Donald Moore is the manager and broadcast engineer of HRPC . He 
is an active radio amateur with the call sign WA5FFK/HR5 . Address reception 
reports to hi• at:

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EDXC-87 or "D-Espoo-87"

This year, the 1987 cieeting of the Ew-opean DX Council was held at the Hotel Korp1lampi 
in Espoo , Finland, which is about 20 miles 1111 of Helsinki. 
After a few days spent in Copenhagen , Dencark , I journeyed to Espoo , thanks to SAS 
Scandinavian Airlines Syste::i. 
Registr ation started at 1500 local time on Friday, June 5th. After spending a fev cdnuten 
in line, & reaquainting O!j'Self with Hn. Monica Pilkiwic.z of Red Cross Br oadcasting 
Service , who was in the line behind me, who I met laGt year at AllARCON in Montreal, I 
went to the upstairs exhibition area, which contained exhibits of old-time r adio's , a 
DX Library, a video and computer rooo, as weJJ. as a DXing r ooo with aJJ. types of 
r culio•c rrom n Sony 2002 to n JRC NIID-525, as ucJJ. as some or the popular Grundie models. 
The next "official" item on the agenda, next to the cocktaiil cieetinge, which if you have 
ever been to an A!IARC convention you know go on aJJ. the ticie , was a forum or programme on 
"Hediuo \lave DXing" . This presentation dealt with the basic principles of M!1 propagation , 
the crrocts or solar activity and the 11 year cycles, tho 28 day cycle and how favourable 
conditions cove f rom one to another continent. Examples of various rare catches from Hr. 
AntU Aaltonen, the progra=e presenter, were also hoard with catches froo Havaii, Alaska, 
~o Yukon and llor thwest Territories being among thee. 
At 2000 hours I attended the progrtllil!>e on "North American DXing", which was presented 
by Mr. Hannu llilleksela, one of Finland 1 s cost experienced llA- DXers, who has verified 
ciore then 500 stations from our continent. This presentation suc:ied up NA DXing in 
Finland during the 601 s, 70' s , and into the 80 1 s . Special ecphasis was placed on the 
many DXpeditions into Lapland, t he vory north of Finland , which has changed the scope 
of NA DXing from Finland sinco the 70 1 s. Tape recordings from various stations were also 
heard during this presentation also. This presentation was foJJ.owed by the world-wide 
premier or the oovie "Arctic DXing" or "DXing Below Zero", which Wllll a video-tape 
adventure staring Esa Hanninen and Roland Sendberg, two specialists in !IA DXing in 
Lapland. This oovie was cade last winter and was the true life story of a DXpedition 
at - 40 degrees and jll!lt what a serious !r'1 DXer is all about. Ir I can get this tape 
converted from tho PAL standard to llTSC I hope to mnke it available to anyone over here 
would would like to view it. 
After this show I retired t o the computer rooo to moet with George llood and Edward Duruio, 
Ceorge "bg£,l)c with Radio S11eden and Edward beine the manager of the DUBBS BSS in Dublin , 
Ireland, to talk about our presentation on computer ' a in Dling, which was scheduled for 
tocorrow, after this, and e few beers later, I 11as out until Y,e next day • 

• At 0')00 the Official Opening of EDXC took placo 11ith speeches by the Honourable Mr. Jacob 
Soderman , patron of the confr ence and Governor of the Province of UUs1maa, as well as 
Michael Hurray , the Secretary-Ceneral of the EDXC, and Tapani Laitinen, President of 
the Finnish DX Association. The ppeeches lasted about 30 cdnutes and afterwards the 
official photo wes taken by t he lake in the back or the hotel. 
At 1030 various workshops wer e presented and one had tho opportunity to choose between 
Computers in DX1ng, DX Pr ogrammes, FM and TV DXing , fr• DXing in Scandinavia, and 
the HRTH. I choose "Computers in DXillg", which was presented by George llood of Redio Sweden 
and author of "The DXers Cuide to Cooputing" . ~ was asked by Geori;e to talk e bl t about 
sooe systei:s here in the US and Edward Dunne froc Ireland talked about the new Irish systec 
as weJJ. RS the U. K. boards . After this, a nice sauna, of whic.'1 there is one for every f our 
persons in Finland, and some free time until the next it.cc on the agenda, the Compu-Serve 
meeting at 1830. 
At 1830 I had a chance to participate in what for me was one of the most interesting and 
unique items on the EDXC agenda, a Compu-Servce cocputer confrence with any possible 
number of people froo a.round the world. After dialing into the access number in Sweden 
Geor ge and I cade contact with Olj' hocetoll?l, Columbus , Ohiof which i s where Comp..-Serve 
is headquartered. We went into the "HBlllnet" section of the board, requested we be let 
into the confrence mode, and sure enough, we broke into a meeting coing on between 
Jim Grubbs, K9EI , who has authored many interesting books on using cocputers in DXing 
and Packet radio and Ron Schlltz in Flori da. lie exchnngcd some greetings nnd a number 
of questions were asked by not only Jim end Ron but also the persons watchine nll of thia 
in the conference rooo. lie were joined during the course of 45 minutes by Allan Courtney 
in Kentucky , Robert DeViolini in Norf olk, Vir ginia, Robert !lattaliano in Newton, Hass, 
and finally Y.arl Crabbe in Cor k , Ireland, who didnt know a bout the confrence ahead 
of t ime. This was a very interestinc i toe and it is a pity more people didnt take part. 
Perhaps something like this could be attecpted at an A:;ARc convention, to link in with 
DXer s in Europe??? 
At 2030 ve had n good meal at the EDXC Benquet, the meal consisted of Chinese f ood, yes 
that's right, Chinese f ood, a s weJJ. a s some Germen sasunges and various fi s h items for 
an appetizer • All food was of course prepal"ed with a gonerous portion of cesi um, thanks 
to Chernobylll 111 After the banquet, e s it the case at ~IARC conventiona , a raffle 
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drawing vas held, vhich vas followed by the auction, vith a Finn winning the bi& prize, 
a Grundig Satellit 650. 
Sunday, June ?th, began vith a ni ce brear.fast and vas followed by the EDXC P.:ember and 
Observers Club ~:eeting at C900, which vas chaired by Secy General }'.ichoel ¥.urr ay. The 
future of the EDXC vas discussed there os vel l as a possibl e site f or the 1988 EDXC 
Convention• 
At 1000 the Broadcasters Panel discussion vss held vith representative s of many 
international br oadcasting stat ions such as the BBC , Voice of Free China, Radio Doutsche 
Welle , Radio Austri a International , Red Cr oss Br oadcasting Service, Radi o Sweden, Radio 
Ber lin, Radio Norway, Radio Exterior de Espana, and last but not least Radio Korea~many 
more than attend s nor mal ANARCON. Various questions vere brought fourth f or the panel to 
discuss such ss stati on QSL policies , the real benefit a reception is to a station and 
vhat a station vants to see in a QSL recepti on report. 
The Broadcaster s Panel meeting vas followed by a speech by Mr. P . P. Tang, President of 
the BCC, Broadcasting Corporation of Chino, better knovn as the Voice of Free China, 11ho 
vas the highest ranking official any broadcasting station sent to this confrencc. Mr. 
Tang talked about his experience in the United States vhile attending college and ho11 he 
hopes that his s t ation really helps improve the image of his small country to the rest of 
the vorld and hov they appreciate all i nput into t.~eir programmes, etc. 
A sightseeing t our of Helsinki and enviorns 11as held just before Mr. Tang's speech and 
included a visit to the Univer sity of Technol ogy' s in Otaniemi , Espoo , vhose campus happens 
to host the frequent meetings between t he u.s. and Soviet Uni on in arms t alks , and i s vhere 
our group also had s nice lunch in the s t udent dorm ares. The tour of Helsinki also included 
s visit to Radio City, Helsinki ' s first commercial radio station, as vell as s visit to the 
centre of Helsinki and it's monuoents. 
For this vri ter, the confrence conculded st 2130 vi th the panel discussion on the first 20 
years of the EDXC. This featured present and past Secretary-Generals of the EDXC and sor:ic 
people vho vere there vhen it 11as founded. The panel vas chaired by ¥.r. Anker Petersen, the 
first Secretary General of the EDXC vho still plays an active role in EDXC affairs. 
I departed from the hotel at 0700 Monday vi th s group of Soviet national ' s 11ho 11ere also 
on holiday at the hotel, though not for the convention. A shor t flight f r om Helsinki to 
Copenhagen and then s 1- o-n- g flight from Copenhagen to :;e11 York and my EDXC sojourn 11ns 
over. 
After my return to Columbus(Grove City) I attempted some simularities bet11een the EDXC 
convention and the ANARC conventions I have attended in the past. There are many. First 
and foremost n DXer is n DXer, no matter vher e he lives. I think perh&?s some are more 
serious in Europe than here , especially Finland in tnking their 11inter DXpeditions to 
Lapland for a fe11 veeks; Both conventions are orgenizod vell vith perhaps fewer people in 
Europe bad- mouthing the hobby and putting dovn the clubs than in the U.S. There is no talk 
about 11hich club is going under this year end vhy or vho is causing it. Clubs in Europe 
are stronger than in the States perhaps because they drav on one's national identi ty. For 
example, in the u.s. all clubs use english as their language of publication, as compared 
vith Europe , 11here every country publishes their bulletin in their ovn national towige, 
vhioh not only l:lakes it difficult for nev meobers to join but also is a tough job for the 
EDXC to keep t.rack of, having to go through all the publications and tell all t.~c other 
clubs vhat is going on, etc. If a person in the u.s. is unhappy with the club he belongs 
to the general attitude of those in charge of t he clubs is to go somevher e else if you 
dont like it here. I n Europe they cent go anywhere e lee be cause there is a chance they 
could not read the bullet in.

At EDXC the main room, 11hich is vhere the broadcasters 
hand out station information , stickers , etc, is only open for about an hour and vhen the 
doors open it is bedlam, Ulltil the sticker s and other material run out , at vhich time the 
r oom begins to empty. At ANARCON the r oorn is open for the entire convention and there i s 
no mad rush to obtain a goodie f r om a stat ion. 
The choi ce of a hotel for EDXC' 87 vas a good one, being out in the middle of the woods as 
it vas . It alloved a nice antenna f arm to be erected vhich made DXing actually possible , 
and the elevators actually vorked l l l ! I l l 
The only nevs I cant report on is where the convention vill be next year. So fer, no 
club or organisation has come fourth to volunteer to organize the event. 
If your going to the AllARCON this year in Mississauga you 11ill see some attending, 11ho 
vere also at EDXC. Bob and Evelyn Thomann, from Sviss Radio International vill be there 
as vill be ~:ichael Murray, tho Secretary General of the EDXC. The Voice of Free China 
should be there again es vell. Some people vho vere planning to come vill 11ait until the 
convention is held in southern California, as is planned next year, as they feel that area 
offers more for a real holiday. 
Should there be an EDXC Convention next year I hope to be back 11ith another report on it

AN EXCELLENT LATE NIGHT DX AID

As I recall, we were last talking about being "on-line" with the 
various bulletin boards around the country . The last discussion was 
about logging on, and finding your way around the various areas of the 
systems. On most of the boards, you will find help files to give you 
answers to such burning questions as "which button do I hit now?", or 
"How do I get the heck off of this thing?" These file are there for a 
reason ... FOR YOU TO READ! So, do yourself a favor, and read them .. . it 
w~ll save you uncountable hours of agony! 

After you have found your way into the MESSAGE BASE, you will be 
able to start looking at PUBLIC messages that other users have posted; 
this i s where you will find general information about the topic of the 
board or sub-board that you are in at the time. You can even reply to 
most of the messages, by simply following the prompts. After typing 
out your reply , you need to tel l the bbs that you want to SAVE the 
message . Hmmm, you ask .... how do I do that? Elementary, my dear 
hacker I 

After you have finished typing, simply hit <RETURN> on a blank 
line (for 99~ of the BBS out there) and you will then be given an EDIT 
prompt. This will have several commands, such as edit, read, 
continue, about or save . for now, we shall assume that your message 
is correct, and you want to send it . .. simply hit the S key and vi o la! 
Message saved ! 

Many o f the boards have features for UPLOADING and DOWNLOADING of 
programs ; this i s simply a means of transferring a program from one 
system to another. THESE ARE PUBLIC DOMAIN, SHAREWARE and FREEWARE 
PROGRAMS. DO NOT UPLOAD COPYRIGHTED SOFTWARE TO ANY BBS !! That can 
cause a LOT of problems for both you and the sysop of the board, and 
will usually get you kicked off the board ! If you see a program that 
you might be interested in getting, read the manual that came with 
your terminal program, and give it a shot! The most popular file 
transfer protocalls are XMOOEM and XMOOEM CRC. Make sure you hav e 
your equipment set right, and get yourself some programs! Jn fact, 
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MOST of the SWL BBSs have ul/dl sections, so you might want to start 
by checking those out! 

Well, the mind ls getting a bit foggy, so I think I will wrap up 
this portion of the column. Stay tuned next moqth for more in the

THE WINDCM DIPOLE 
by 

THCM GIELLA

After 15 years of DXing the radio bands, I have ended up with several 
types of receiving antenna 's , a 304' longvire, n conmiercially made trap 
dipole and l~ dipoles cut for each shortvave band, all with varying 
performance factors ana a backyard begging for a lightning strike. 

I thumbed through my library of antenna books and decided to try out an 
all band dipole·over 50 years old called a vindom. A conventional li2 
wave dipole cut in tne middle will navo an impedance of 68 - 73 ohuis iu 
free space , but in reality, vill vary from 10 - 100 ohms depending on 
its height and proximity to objects. '.!'he dipole vill work well on the 
band that it is out for, 468/Fmhz and vill also vork vell on every third 
odd harmonic 7 mhz , 21 mhz, etc. The vindom dipole is different in that 
it is cut 33.3% from the end, or 16.7~ off center. The antenna feed point 
impedance for the vinaom vi~l b• 300 - 400 onms, again depending on 
height and nearby objects. A 4.1 balun vill have to be used if coaxial 
line vill be used for the feedline in order to get maximum signal transfer. 
A vindom is resonant on every even harmonil: Zmnz , 4 mhz, etc. The 
antenna length should be a 1/2 vave at the lower frequency of interest . 

I chose a length of 140 ' 9 .. , vhich corresponds to a 1/2 wave on 3325 Khz. 
One leg of the wire is 93' 10" , and the other 46• 11". ~·he vire is "14ga 
insulated s'trandeQ copper vire. Three insulators vill be needed, I use 
the 2 J./2" plasic type. 1'he coax feedline usea is military grade 75 ohm, 
11 feet, in my case. Tne 4.1 balun is a Raaio ~hack, 75 to 300 ohm 
impedance transformer. The complete antenna cost is less tuan :$10. 00. 

The ground system I use consists of an 8 foot hollov copper conduit v ith 
an l~ foot #14 gauge racial. Tne grounding strap from receiver to ground 
is three #14 gauge wires, 4 feet in length . 'l'he g rounding strap should, 
whenever possible, be less "han 1/4 vave in length on the highest band 
of interest. 

The receiver I use is the Kenwood R-1000. I feed the vindom into a 
Grove minituner 3, keeving the tuuer <Jn b~pass, except vhen I need to 
knock out intermod on LW and MW. The vindom is oroadside ~E-SW and 9 
fee• off the grouna, though tne higher the better. The VSWR at 332? 
Khz, is arouna. 2"J.. , 5111 or less is acceptable for receiving. 

The results vith tne vindom dipole ~ere very surprizing. ln general 
signal strength on tne v1ndom vere 20db stronger than the trap dipole , 
lOdb stronger than the 304 ' longvire, and +l - 2db compared to the 
individual dipoles. The stre.nge thing •hat I can not figure out is that 
tne windorn otitperforms the longvire even on LW and MW. As it turns out, 
the windom aipole antenna is a very good all band antenna. Needless to 
say, I have taken dovr. a!.l. of m,y other antennas.
