·Welcome to CONTACT for September. The slow but steady upward 
movement of the solar-flux index is coming just in time for the approaching 
DX season. I, for one, am looking forward to it. My fortieth birthday came and 
went last month leaving me leaving me relatively unscathed. Upon sober 
(and I mean that literally) reflection, I think that I can safely say that the best is 

. yet to come. 

Enough of the autobiography - on to the letters. New NASWA mem­
ber Greg A. Jordan (2717 East Sunset Drive, Gastonia Drive NC 28054-2016; 
(704) 824-1307) writes in order to introduce himself, and to extend an invita­
tion:

I don't know if you'll print something like this, in the 
CONTACT column, but I'll take a shot at it anyway. Can you 
print my telephone number and/or address? (Consider it done 
- sm) I'd like to get in touch with other SWLers in this area to 
exchange DX tips. There are a Jot around here as I hear local sub--
urbs mentioned all the time on mailbag [programs), WRNO, etc. 
Maybe I can get a few people together to attend ANARCON next 
year; who knows? 

I have just recently joined NASWA but I'm not new to 
SW; I've been a daily SWLer since June '84 and I'm currently one 
of the monitors on the "Monitoring Times Monitoring Team." I 
use a Kenwood R2000 and an "Eavesdropper" trapped dipole. It 
works pretty well. I caught Seoul in English the other afternoon 
at 1:30pm - very unusual. I'll be ordering some log report 
forms! 

... P.S. For the record, I'm 25 years old, but I have some 
teenaged nieces and nephews that make me feel a lot older! (In 
view of my recent 40th birthday, I trust that you're not looking 
for sympathy ... sm) 

An interesting note from Father John Eckert (Collegeville, Pennsylva-

Back in June I sent you a letter concerning my AM/FM 
clock radio being able at night to pick up SW broadcasts. I 
haven't seen anything about this in CONTACT and I was won­
dering if you ever received my letter. (No, I didn't; many thanks 
for your persistence - sm) Here is what seems to be happening ... 

After nightfall, I scan the AM band on my clock radio. In 
the areas where there are no AM signals, I get a noise tha t 
sounds like a wave that jumps an octave high to low (it's hard to 
describe). It makes me think of a wave on an oscilloscope. It 
seems to pick up shortwave s tations in the 6 MHz area. A typical 
night was June 9th: 

Deutsche Welle (Antigua) on 6.085 
BBC on 5.975 
R. Prague on 5.930 
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R. Bucharest on 5.990 
Swiss Radio International on 6.135 MHz 

I can also state that some broadcas ts were clearer on the 
clock radio than on my [GE) World Monitor. The above broad­
casts were picked up on AM mode of the clock radio and I then 
traced and found them on the above listed frequencies on my 
World Monitor. 

I don't know much about electronics but it seems to me 
that there is something WRONG with my radio that makes it 
possible to hear shortwave. Have you ever heard of this? One 
great thing - it's nice lo be able to listen to shortwave while lay­
ing in bed using your unassuming clock radio. 

Does anyone else have any experience ordinary radios picking up SW? 
Would any of our technically-minded members care to hazard a guess about 
why this should happen? (By the way, this was the first letter that I received 
from Fr. Eckert: the mail coming into and going out of Providence can do 
some strange things. If you haven't heard from me after a reasonable time, by 
all means, try again.) 

From faithful CONT ACT correspondent Cathy Turner (Yonkers, New 
York) come three interesting newspaper clippings. The following note ac­
companies them: 

Did you hear those pirates calling themselves RNI? Did 
they get media coverage! The local CBS-TV station, WCBS, had 
them in the lead stories for two nights on the 6:00pm news. And 
the even mentioned shortwave!!! Perhaps it will tickle a few 
people into shortwave listening. I've enclosed clippings about 
RNI from the NY Times. 

I've also enclosed a clipping from the editorial section of a 
past issue of the NY Times on [Radio Free Europe and Radio 
Liberty], written by James Michener. (The question is, is he a 
SWL, and if he is, why didn't he mention short wave in his arti­
cle?) 

Almost inevitably, pirate broadcasters feel that they are fulfilling a need 
that is not being fulfilled by already existing broadcasters. In this case•, Randi 
Steele, who organized the venture (based on $100,000 of savings from him 
and his partners), asserted that the FCC regulations that have to do with what 
can and cannot be played on the air have made it impossible for radio stations 
to achieve any kind of individual identity; further a "pacifist" political out­
look is shared by the group. So the they bought a boat (a converted Japanese 
fishing vessel [described as aging and very rusty], and renamed by them the 
Sarah), sailed from Boston and arrived at a point just off Long Beach, Long Is­
land where the lowered the anchor and began to broadcast an alterna tive to 
the "stagnant" state of NYC rock radio' . 

RNI (Radio NewYork International) began broadcasting on Thursday 
23 July 1987. On the ship were five transmitters and broadcasts took place on 
LW, AM (1620), SW, and FM (103.1). Transmitting power nevr.r exceeded 20% 
of the capacity of the transmitters. Still, the transmissions were heard in 
Boston, and as far away as Michigan. Typically, the FCC seemed to have a 
great deal of difficulty entering into the spirit of the thing, and so came down 
rather hard on the pira tes. By the following Monday the Sarah was loca ted, 
boarded, and shut down: another instance of how quickly the Government 
can move when it chooses. 

The pirates had thought to avoid legal problems by securing a Hon­
duran registry for the ship; it was thought that this would render them ex-

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empt from American broadcast law. The fine prinl in all this is that Honduras 
is party to an international treaty that forbids broadcast operations aboard 
ships. (Did you know about that treaty? I didn't, and I may say that it comes as 
a surprise. Does anyone have any information on this point?) With the law 
on their side, then, the Coast Guard boarded the ship on Monday 27 July 1987 
and arrested the chief engineer (Alan Weiner) and a disk jockey (Ivan Roth­
stein). Pending a hearing on 27 August, both men could be liable to up to 5 
years in prison and fines of up to $250,000. The charges: conspiracy to impede 
the FCC (a felony) and operating a broadcast station off the shores of the 
United States (a misdemeanor). You will notice which of the two charges is 
considered the more serious ... 

Michener's editorial in the Times (5 July 1987) is actually very interest­
ing indeed. As Cathy points out, nowhere is the word shortwave mentioned. 
Did you ever see The Seven Year !tell? At one point in that wonderful movie, 
Tom Ewell (his wife is out of town for the summer) tries to seduce Marilyn 
Monroe (she has just moved into Ewell's apartment building). In a desperate 
attempt to choose music appropriate to seduction, Ewell looks frantically 
through his record collection: "Mozart? No. Deethoven? No. Brahms? No. 
Stravinsky? - no, that would only frighten her." I think that the common 
feeling is that the word "shortwave" will frighten people away; or, perhaps, 
that the concept of shortwave broadcasting is so arcane that readers won't take 
it (or anything to do with it) seriously. Additionally, there is the very real 
problem that in most people's minds the concepts of SWL and amateur radio 
are the same thing. 

Michener's editorial pleads a powerful case on behalf of RFE and RL. 
This is not surprising in that he is a member of the Board for International 
Broadcasting which oversees the the activities of RFE and RL. Some extracts:

.... 
+++ 

[ ... ) At a time when the Soviet Union is in flux; when 
glasnost is attracting attention worldwide+ and when tension be­
tween the superpowers remains high, it would be folly for us to 
retire from international debate. Fifty million listeners rely on 
Radio Free Europe and RAdio Liberty as the major source of 
news about their countries. 

Congress should resist attempts to cut funding for the ra­
dios++ in order to reduce the budget deficit. 

RFE and RL were established in the early 1950s to provide 
the peoples of Eastern Europe and the Soviet Union with a 
source of detailed and balanced information about the events in 
their own countries. RFE broadcasts to Eastern Europe and RL to 
the Soviet Union. In 19n the Munich-based radio stations were 
placed under the Board for International Broadcasting. 

Unlike other Western broadcasters, these two stations fo­
cus on internal events in Eastern Europe and the Soviet Union. 
They have the unique mission of providing surrogate "home 
services" for the people of the Soviet bloc. The Soviet leaders 
will grudgingly tolerate Western broadcasts on world events or 
life in the West. But what they fear most - and have steadfastly 
refused to accept - is RFE and RL providing their people with 
information about developments at home. 

For decades, the Soviet Union has conducted an intense 
propaganda campaign against these broadcasts. They have been 
denounced as "instruments of the CIA," "subversive radio sta­
tions" and as "a relic of the cold war."+++ Soviet bitterness about 
the stations' role has sometimes left the impression in the West 
that the stations must be particularly strident and 
"propagandistic." 

Indeed, when glasnost is no longer even being ltnliclzcd, even In the Timts(SGM) 
The radios? Rather, the transmitters, ~urcly. Yes? 
No source is given for these quotations. 
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In fact, they are among the most careful of Westrn radio 
stations, adhering to the strictest standards of journalistic objec­
tivity and balance. The stations have enormous appeal in East­
ern Europe and the Soviet Union. In many countries, RFE en­
joys an inOuence and stature hard to comprehend in the media 
saturated West. 

[ ... ) RFE and RL are no more relics of the cold war than is 
the Atlantic alliance. Both are important mainstream instru­
ments of American foreign policy. But the Soviet Government's 
monopoly on information, denial of a free press and total con­
trol of all media are relics of the Dark Ages. The most appropri­
ate response to Moscow's increased jamming of these broadcasts 
would be a clear national commitment to support this vital or­
ganization, which is little appreciated in the West yet highly 
valued by millions in the East. 

Any comments? 

Finally, from Tom Cameron (Northfield, New Jersey), comes an inter­
esting note which makes a point about varieties of participation in NASWA: 

I frequently see reminders for more log reports, more in­
terest in DXing, etc. I would like to remind those make the re­
minders that there are SW Listeners who only listen to the ma­
jor international SW broadcasters. They would only make news 
for a Log if they were off the air. I enjoy doing armchair travel­
ling by reading the adventures of those who do DX. So please 
remember there are a lot of us out here who do support 
NASWA spiritually and financially and try to interest others in 
a great hobby. 

Quite right! After all, the major broadcasters count on there being a lot 
of people around with just the interests that you describe - we all wish there 
were more, indeed. The reminders are aimed (implicitly, true enough) at DX­
ers, and are only meant to make them yield up their riches. (Someone once 
quipped that if the BBC wanted to pick up a larger audience, it would have 
only to do some very low-power transmitting in the tropical bands.)

Contact Note 

I am still mailing a series of forms (for reporting DX and keeping 
records of your listening). They're free - just drop me a note. There are 5 of 
them. They were printed on a LaserWriter and (if I say so myselO the look 
quite good. When you get yours, use them as originals from which you 
should make your working copies. The copies look good, too (if you use a 
good Xerox® machine or have the copies made by offset). This saves me hav­
ing to mail out 50 copies of each form (250 total!) and saves you the postage. 
- Suggestions for changes, and for other forms are always welcome. 

For the technically inclined, I recently came across the original article 
on which Radio Netherland's MICROMUF program is based. It is by R. 
Fricker (of the BBC External Services) and was contained in in the proceed­
ings of the Fourth International Conference on Antennas and Propagation 
(ICAP 85). It gives some interesting insights into the way the algorithm 
works, as well as the original form of the program. If you're interested, drop 
me a note and I'll send you a copy.

Each program consists of at least two short features 
and one longer one,all devoted to the progress made by I s raeli 
scientists in the.fields of agronomy, high tech, chemistry, 
physics , medicine, etc~ (9.435/9.855/11 . 610. Repeated at 0110 
on the same frequencies).

0105-0110 : "The Song of Today 11 (Radio Baghdad). This program features 

a popular Arab song , gives some information about the singer , and 
usually translates the lyrics of the song, and then plays it in 
its entirety.

If your 
emphasis has recently been on the low bands, I can certainly understand 
that point of view. Take heart though, there is still OX to be found. I 
noted in issue 1439 of f....:..l.:_ that Cheryl Paszkiewicz in Wisconsin heard 
Voice of Ka11puchean People 07 / 04 on 11 .938 between 1246 and 1311*. Also, 
Kiribati has been heard about 0119 on 14.802 USB . The point being, plan 
your OX activities a manner that the y are enhanced around the seasonal 
changes of the shortwave bands . Summer is the time to target OX ca tches 
found on 9 MHZ and up. Just as in the case of the lower b ands in winter. 
seasonal propagation changes enhance the higher frequency bands dur ing the 
summe r making them prime hunt i ng grounds for OX targets. Broadcaster s make 
regular use of this technique, why not the othe r way around?

Life after 50 (Countries Veried) 

Congratulations. You've heard and verified your first 50 sho r twave 
broadcast countries and in the process, become a confirmed s hortwave 
enthusiast. You've estab l ished a good foundat ion for logging you r next 50 
countries, but many a s pect s of OXing are about to change for you. I want 
to help you cross that boundary from novice to intermediate with some 
practical advi ce gained from going throug h the transition myself. Of 
course , there is no real hard boundary at 50 countries, but somewher e 
around that nu11ber you will start to run out of high powered international 
broadcasters to log and QSL, and you will need to develop a new approach to 
OXing to add to your Verified In Countries (VIC) total. 

Here are some of the major ways in which the t a rgets y o u chase will change 
-- not every s tation will c hange in all these ways, 01any will have more 
than one attribute of the "Second 50" column:

You wi 11 need to exercise and build on al 1 the basic skills you have 
learned as a novice: under standing global time zones, basic propagation 
pri nc iples ( whi ch bands are active when) , using reference b ooks to aid in 
finding and i dentifying s tations, wr iti ng ef fective reception reports. You 
will add to these bas ic skills by learning a lot aoout finding, logging, 
and verifying stations that are not audible every day, are hard to 
understand when you fina l ly hear them, difficult to verify. 

As I crossed into this new territory, felt inadequate yet determined to 
s ucceed. I'd look at the loggings filling the back of FRENOX each month 
and wonder why I wasn't hearing al 1 those exotic stations myself - - was I 
doing so11ething wrong? Oid I need to spend another $ 1000 on a receiver ? 
Did need to wi r e 11y whole neighborhood into a giant antenna? The most 
fundamental advice l can g i ve you is: "if it's easy to hear i t isn't rdre!" 
From 50 \llC to 100 VIC 1s tough, from 100 to 150 is tougher, and there is 
no way to make it easy short of travelling to al l the countries you want to 
log, and that's no t DXi ng!

Bagging t he We a k Ones: Diggi ng the• Out of St•tic a nd Pileups 

One of the biggest c ha ng es from the first 50 to the second 50 co untr ies is 
the qual ity o f l he signal you have to Hork with. Your first 50 is filled 
Hith power ful majo r broadcasters 11ke the VOA , BBC, and Radio Hoscow. 
These may not come in as He l 1 as a local FM station, but you ca n us ually 
sit back in your chair and listen comfort11bly, perhaps missing a word a 
minu te to s t a tic or fading under poor conditions.

hunting and finally hearing a station that is difficult to Jo y mu•t 
override the fact that you may not be able to understand the content o f the 
program being broadcast. Personally, I believe that the line between Short 
Wave Listening and DXing is a fuzzy one, and I have heard many eKciting 
programs while OXing. On the other hand, as a OXer I have also spent a lot 
of time listening to signals that, ;f played for 111y spouse or neighbor s , 
would make them have serious doubts about my sanity! Mu ch OX sounds to the 
uninitiated like "nothing" or "noise." Enjoying OX is akin to the bird 
watcher's thrill on sighting a brief glimpse of a rare bird's wi ng bef or e 
it flies away, or the small telescope user's joy at seeing a new gal a x y or 
nebula, which doesn't look like the pictures taken at Palomar at all, but 
rather like a sma ll blur or s11udge of 1 ight. 

Al 1 this is to say that part of the re ason you •ay not be hearing the 
stations that more experienced OXers are logging and reporting to FRENOX 
each month is that you are tuning to the right frequency and the S tatton 
you are seeking is there, but the quality of the signal is much poorer than 
anything you are used to hear ing and you are giving up on it too easily. 
Try this eKercise so•e evening or early morning on the 60 meter band : set 
your receiver to a single sideband mode (either USB or LSB) and tune acros • 
the band s lowly. You wi 11 hea r hetrodynes that drop in frequency as you 
tune higher, disappear at a point o n the dial, and then increase in 
freq uency again as you continue to tune. At each point whe re a whist l e 
disappears, zero beat, a station of some sort can be found. It may be a 
util i ty station broadcasting radiote letype or so•e other encode d data, but 
ofte n it wil 1 be a domestic or international broadcaster. Stop at that 
point and try to hear what's there. You might want to stay in single 
sideband mode and t une your radio's RIT (Receiver Incremental Tun ing) or 
Fine Tuning control to f ind the exact center of the whi st le {t he "zero­
beat. ") Or, you may choose to flip back to AM mode and see what you can 
hear there. Some of the signals will be too weak to hear, but most of the 
time you shou ld be able to make o ut something. Stick with each signal for 
several minutes if necessary. You should be able to determine what type of 
signal is there at least 8 times out of 10 (not necessarily a station 
identification, but decide if it's a broadcaster or utility o r whatever). 

You've just used a basic OXing technique. Tuning in SSB mode makes it 
easier to pick out where there's a signa l strong enough to tickle your 
r eceive r's front end into action. Many ti11es you will find that you car>­
just tell that "there's something there ," but the intelligibility of the 
signa l may be only enough to distinguish mu sic and voice, o r perhaps male 
from female voices. When you come across a signal that is struggling 
against the static to be heard, there are ways to tweak it for maKimum 
intelligibility which I'll discuss in a later article, but for now there's 
a very simple and effective technique : apply time to the problem ! Stick 
with the station and see if reception co ndit ion s get better . 

During a daily reception cycle, 11ost OX signals fade in (go from inaudible 
to audible) and then fade out again (go fro11 audible to inaudi b le) over a 
given period of time, sometimes as short as a few minutes or even seconds, 
and other times as long as several hours. This is in contrast to 
international broadcasters who are usually audible at a fairly constant 
level for the length of their broadcast on a given frequency. Because of 
thi s fade-in/fade - out effect, it is important that you stay tuned to a 
statio n once you locate it and note if it is getting stronger over time. 
It 111ay be getting weaker if you've tuned in after it peaked in streng th , 
but you must stay with it until the trend is clearly established. Changes 
are usually gradual, but can so11etimes be rather sudden. Of ten a signal 
will get noticeably stronger over a period of 15 minutes or so, stay that 
way for 15 to 30 minu tes, then start weakening and return to being 
essentially unusable in another 1 5 minutes. 

Another •ajor reason 
poor at the moment 
l'adical ly easier to 

to stick wit h a signal even if it appears to be very 
is that so11e announcer s or progra• 11a ter ia l may be 
understand and l og than others on the sa11e stiition, 
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even though the absolute signal st r ength and sig nal to noise ratio stays 
constant. There are a variety of reasons that this can happen: an 
announcer with a high-pitched voice 111ay be easier to hea r than one with a 
l ow-pitched voice or vice versa. The degree of modulation (a111pl itude of 
the voice co111ponent of the signal) often varies considerab l y from one 
a nnouncer to a noth e r . A pre- record e d or phoned-in seg111ent wi 11 sound 
d if f e r en t from a studio seg111ent . Mu sic is u s ually easie r to hear than 
voice. A ca nned station identificat ion or jingl e ma y ju111p out at yo u a fter 
st ruggling without understanding a si ngl e word of a 15 minute talk. 

If a statio n is jus t on the verge of audibility, it may fade-in for a few 
seconds or minutes, then o ut for an e qual time, then come back ag a in , etc. 
Once again , patience in staying wit h the station is the key to making a 
reliable logging. For example, I heard both Radio Oubl In an d Radio Cook 
I s lan ds only by campi ng o n their frequency and li sten ing to literall y 
nothing but no ise for minutes at a time bet ween s nippets of programming 
that made It through. If I had gi ve n up because t here was nothing there 
when I tuned in I would have missed the loggings and subsequent QS L ' s 
co111plete l y. I once hea rd the Vo ice of Indonesia fade in only long enough 
to hear t h e station identification ("This is the Voice of Indonesia ..• ") 
and then it was gone, not to be hea r d fro• in that frequency for 6 yea r s, 
but then for 90 minutes! 

A pileup of two or 111ore signa l s on the same channe l adds a nother ele111ent to 
the c h allenge. This is so111ething of a mental exercise in which you must 
conc e n trate on o ne of the sign al s a nd ig nore the other(s). Knowing what 
c haracterizes the program con tent of the signa l you are seeking out is a 
big help : wh at l ang u age are you trying to hear? Is there an identifying 
bell or serie s of tones pl ayed o n the h o ur? What ki nd o f music is played? 
Are the annou ncers calm or frenetic? Another helpful a pp roac h in a pileup 
situation is identifying the interfer ing signal then find ing it on a 
parallel, c l ea r frequency that you can check fo r referenc e . For example, 
the BBC and RIAS West Berlin bot h occupy 60 0 5 k Hz in t he evening here. You 
can find the BBC on 5975, a c lear channel, and by flipping back and forth 
between 5975 and 6005 you ca n iden tify the BBC component of the 6005 
pileup, le aving t h e RAIS signal as the one to c o nce n trate on. (not a 
guarantee b y the way, you must hear the RI AS IO!) . Even using these 
tech n iques, it's s til l easy t o get foo l ed and is not unco11111on t o find out 
the sign al you've b een concentrating on for the last 20 roi nute s is the 
wrong one. Chalk i t up to e x perience and try aga in .
