I confess that I am absolutely fascinated by Chuck's question about regional SW broad­
casting in the U.S.A. lndccd, why no<.' The answer, of course, lies in the history of broadcasting 
in this c:ountry. Early on, the unit of marketing for radio was the city-region surrounding a station. 
Slill, you would have thought that the advantages of lx:ing able lO broadcasl lO the entire country 
from one place (ie., transmitter site) would have been alm05l too auraaive to resist. Ces1ainly, 
the advaniages of SW would have been undeniable in a c:ountry as lasge as ours, technology 
posed no problem. The problem these days would be, I imagine, lh31 of fidelity. We here in the 
U.SA are spoiled by a perfeaion of broadcast sound that is urequalcd in viJtllally the entire 
world Shortwave, particularly as presently constituted (5kHz channel separation), would have 
a tough time keeping up espec:ially in the face of apparenlly dwindling interest in ma;t kinds of 
talk on the radio (save the dreaded call-in type). IL is an interesting question-any takers. If not, 
J1J have more to say on this topic in a later column. 

No, I don't think Mr. Norman is planning ancxher ... er ... veniwe in!O ... er . . . broadcasting.

I am sending in these co~LS direaed towards the CONTACT colurM 
in FRENDX (which is exrellenl, by the way), but am also sending this to a group 
of old (exruse me, "veteran") DX friends of mine whom I have had the pleasure 
to mc:ct over the years. 

FlIStly, let me tell you a bit about mysel( Although at the ripe old age of 
thirty-five, I am a senior member of NASWA, with thc good fonunc lO belong for 
over twenty years! I :.uned Dx life in high school, and was quite aaive in the dub 
and hobby for about five or six years, gelling to the point where I was a column 
ro-cdi!Or and arranger of a NASWA special DX program on Cook Islands. I have 
been inaaive in the hobby for the pai;t about fifteen year.;, through marriage, 
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education, career, otrer inLere'IS, and plain lethargy. I have recently become 
aaive again, thanks (') ID becoming unemployed through corporaic R.-'Orginaa­
tion. It has taken me a while ID get my target lists together, sharpen my cerebral 
mter, and shake lhe cobwebs, but it is coming lxlck. I have logged 175 countries 
on the NASWA country list over lhe years, and presently use a Glll'Elt modified 
FRG-7. 

Some comments addres&ng various topic. which have stirred in fRENDX 
over the la.st couple years ... 

Fust, why don't more members parlicipaies? 10 me the answer is quite 
obviOUS: puUing it non<liplomatically, they don't have anything lO participate 
with! I would say that out of the nominal two thousand membets, NASWA has two 
hundred aaive DXets (not SWI.s). Most information available from SWls would 
nOl be of inlercst lo logging editors (and evemually to the QSL editor), so it is not 
induded. No j.Jdgemerus, ju.st a Slalemenl. I suspea the vast majority of our 
members listen to six ID ten counJrics on a regular b:isis, suialy for program 
corucnt I would say lhal. in the past few years NASWA has provided more 
infonnation through schedules for the SWL to appreciat.e. 

Second, in spite of a lot of comments to the contrary, it is nOl neccss:uy for 
a lot of membets to parlicipat.e! Looking al FllENDX icn or fifteen yc.:ars ago you 
would have seen the logging.5 seaion dominating the bulletin, followed by the 
QSL seaion, then the Shonwave Center. Now, the dominant feature is llit.ends 
Notebook, which I find the most helpful seaion but requiring minimal member 
inpu~ since most of the information com::s from the BOC. This seaion far 
outshines the loggings for usefulness (and especially for appcarancc). 

Another reason for non-participation is the number of groups of DXets on 
topicaVregional interest When time is limit.ed, people will prioritize. There is 
nOlhing wrong with these groups of DXers, either. It is usually these people who 
ferret out the hot information and send it along to the DX dubs. 1his leads lO one 
peripheral source of information per group, rather than a larger group of 
individuals participating. 

Curious to me is why I see QSLs for coururies that never appear in the log 
seaion, and ID some extent, the reverse. I wonder if we should go ID a central 
distribution edilDr for bolh logs and QSLs, reporicd on linl one form/format to ease 
reporting. 

'fhe appcarancc of FRENDX could also be improved. There arc a IOl of 
words spelled incorn:ctly and typographical error.; in our bullc.:lin. Idea Uy, I would 
like to see all edi10rs supplied with a PC [or, let me emphatically suggest, a 
Macsgml that uses a spelling..fficcker, along with :i lcucr quality printer. I am 
trying not to lose sighl. that we are a dub (semj-ca:,uaO, but we could do a lex better. 

NASWA has been and still is a great organiz.ation. We have seen rellc.:acd 
in fRENDX CNer the years the people who have begun to make :i living from !lie 
DX hobby. Some of Lha;e people used aaivcly to participate in NASWA and no 
longer do so. I think it is great that lhe hobby can support these people monetarily, 
which was only a dream tweruy yea.JS ago. I think in the furure we will see much 
more use of Lhe compuicr in DXing, and I'm glad ID see a oompuicr column in 
FRENDX. I ju.51 purchased Dill Cole's ·swL Database+" :ind highly recommend iLl 

I think the commiuec to preserve old Q!i!.s is a great idea, and I'm happy 
to see my DX-friend Jerry Berg in charge. Some.thing similar should be done with 
lUming CNer old radios no longer in use/nccdcd/wanicd, perha~ as a fund· 
raising idea to support various projeas (no, not like your travelling transmiu.er; I'd 
laugh at a group of us hiking through the j.Jngle 10 steal b:ick our own transmitter 
from an unfriendly broadcasicrD Also, we need some kind of New England 
DXpedition down to the beach to get Tristan!

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DX PROFILE: 
MALAYSIA 

By Frank F. Orcutt 

Size and Location 
Malaysia is at the southern end of the Malay 
Peninsula in southeast Asia. The nation also 
includes Sabah and Sarawak which lie 400 
miles awuy, out across the South China Sea 
on the north-western coastal area of the 
island of Borneo. It's area is 130,000 sq. 
miles, or slightly larger than the state of New 
Mexico.

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Geography and Climate 
Most o Malaysia is covered by dense jungle and swamps. Its climate is Equatorial with an 
average rainfall of 80 to 100 inches. There is a mountwn range which runs the lenb'1.h of the 
peninsula. Extensive forests provide ebony, sandalwood, teak, and other woods. 

People and Langual!'e 
The population of Malaysia is made up of a diversity of races. In decencling order they are: 
Malays, Chinese, Indians, lbans, Bidayuha, Kadazans, Melanaus, Muruts, and Eurusians. The 
main languages are: Behasa Malaysia, English, Chinese, and Tamil. 

Economy 
The monetary unit of Malaysia is the llinggit (March 1987: 2.58 = $1 US). Per capita income is 
just under $2,000 US. Principal products are: m1tural rubber, palm oil, and tin. Major industrial 
products are: processed rubber, timber, and petroleum. Malaysia's major trading partners are 
Japan, Singapore, and the United States. 

~ 
European traders appeared in the 16th century; Britain established control in 1867. Malaysia was 
created 16 Sept. 1963. It included Malaya (which had become independent in 1957 after the 
suppression of communist rebels), plus the formerly-British Singapore, Sabah (N. Ilorneo), and 
Sarawak (N.W. Borneo). Singapore was separated in 1965, in order to end tensions between the 
Chinese, the majority in Singapore, and Malays in control of the Malaysian government. A 
monarch is elected by a council of hereditary rulers of the Malayan s tates every 5 years. 

HEARING MALAYSIA 

West Malaysia . 

With the single exception of Radio Buttterworth, a low powered medium-wave station operated 
by the Royal Australian Air Force, all radio stations fall under the control of the government 
controlled Radio Television Malaysia. 

Radio Malaysia operates two short-wave sites on the peninsula; Kajang in the south, and Penang 
in the north. The 50KW Tamil service is often heard on the west coast from around 1000 to its 
1500• s/off, and on the eastern side of the US around 1100 or 1200 UTC during the winter. The 
frequency is 4845 kHz. English can sometimes be heard on 7295 kHz around 1300. T his outlet is 
listed at 100 KW from Kajang. The external service, Voice of Malaysia, used to be well heard on 
15295 kHz, at around 0800 on the west coast. The author hasn 't heard the 19 meter outlet in a 
couple ofyeW'S, but the same English service is occasionally heard on 9750 kHz. 

East Malaysia 

SABAH: Radio Malaysia Kota Kinabalu; the best and almost only shot at hearing this is on 4970 
kHz, the times are the same as for Kajang, except that the sign off is an hour later, ut 1600. 
Sabah has IU1 English service on 5980 kHz, from 1345-1400, and from 1415-1530 UTC. This 
frequency is tough though due to the number of stations which operate on anrl around it. Both 
frequencies broadcast with 10 KW. 

SARAWAK: Radio Malaysia Kuching; Broadcasts are broken up into "networks". The Hcd 
(English/Chinese), Yellow (Bahasa Malaysian/Melanau), Groen (lbw1), and the Blue (13irlayuh) 
network. More often than not, good signals can be heard from the Hcd Network's 10 KW 
transmitter on 4950 kHz. I find the local news in English ut 1400 very interesting. 
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Correct reception reports, written in English, are promptly verified with a QSL card. Be sure to 
include a couple of I RC's 1md 
direct your report to the 
Director of Uroadcusting.

aJ Where can I get a good receiver on a budget 
bJ Hou can I put up an antenna u1thout a nyone complaining? 

cJ What can I hear besides RADIO MOSCOW? 
dJ Hou can I get those cute littl e cards ? 

Often the handwriting indicates that this new listener is r ea lly 
quite young. lmpress1onable e venl I am left with two courses of ac tion. 
Writing a lengthy letter that w1ll only halfway answer the novices 
questions or recommend1ng a bool< that covers the subject ln a cl e ar and 
comprehensive manner. 
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As many of you have noticed, 1987 was a banner ye~r fer b=a•.• o n 
"How to do Shortwave L1sten1ng" . All the major electronics boo~ 
companies seem to have put out a new title on the subject. I have had 
the pleasure of reviewing all these fine books in the pages of FP.EI JOX. 
It has, however, been my impression that most of these worl:s wer e 
geared toward users who already have some minimal knowledge of the 
hobby. Not rea l ly for the totally inexperienced person trying to dec ide 
if SW i s really the hobby for them. 

Enter HARRY L . HELMS and his SHORTWAVE LISTENING HANDBOO~. 
Harry's book is the most generally readabl e of the new wave of 

"How To " books on our hobby. He gives the reader tuo introductory 
c hapters in e xplanation of shortwave listening, what's out there and 
where it is, before he gets into the subjects of what receiver to buu 
and what antenna to use . He gets the person's feet wet before they feel 
the need t o run out and drop a small fortune on hardware . If you were a 
person with no knowledge of SWLing you could pick this bool: off a store 
or library shelf and , at a glance, become intrigued wi th the hobby. 

This theme follows through the book. 
Chapter 6 serves to gi ve the beginner a good l ook at the maJcr SW 

broadcasters. Chapter 7 gives the same attention to domeslic outlets 
and how they would be of interest to the SWL. 

The bool: presents the subject matter that is of interes t to the 
beginner as opposed to what an e xperienced hobbyist might think a 
beginner wants to know. I think that, on thi s point alone, it would be 
an excellent gift for anyone who has noticed your receiver and 
expressed some interest in the SWL hobby. It won't scare the novice 
away with over emphasis on the technical aspects of SWLing. 
Think back to when you started out. You could care less about Cardioid 
Reception Patterns or Exalted Carrier Techn iques. You J ust thought it 
was nifty to hear all those foreign countries through the electric 
radio .

What fol lows Is the e dited version of a speech given by Or. 
OX for the Beef and Beer Banquet at the 7240 NET Convention 
In WI I l ow Grove, PA, 13-15 February 1988 . A good time was 
had by a I I In sp I te of th Is speech. 

Dr. DX Is sure excited about being ab l e to ta l k at the "7240 
Convention• to so many s hortwaver s at one tlme--why, Dr. DX 
bets there are more s hortwaver s In th i s room than have ever 
read hi s column In FRENDX. Dr. DX usual Jy d oes not get a 
chance to talk very long about anything before people start 
rendering produce , so Dr. DX has decided to make this a 
short (and a shortwave) ta l k. Dr. DX was asked by the 
convention conmlttee to speak on the t opic "The Lighter 
Side of Shor twave Radio". Now this Is a topic that Is very 
near to old Dr. DX's heart. Dr. DX tires very easily and he 
I s always look Ing for less weight to carry when he Is 
shortwav lng--Mrs. Dr. DX s uggested that If Dr. DX wanted to 
cut weight out of his hobby he could cut his head off, but 
Dr. DX does not th i nk that Is such a good Idea since he 
would then have a hard time putting his headphones 
somewhere--but then, Dr. DX guesses that Mrs. Dr. DX could 
tel I him where to put his headphones. Anyway, Dr DX has 
found a lot of ways to cut down on the weight of shortwave 
radios and he Is happy to share the news w i th you. Fir s t of 
a l I. Dr. DX has found that even with a l I those wires and 
stuff, there Is st l I I alot of space Ins ide t he radio 
cabine t, so he puts a balloon Ins ide the cabinet and f l I Is 
It with hel lum. Thi s Indeed makes the receiver I lghter, but 
Dr. DX has found that It often makes the aud io sound I Ike 
Donald Duck with static. Then there was the time Dr. DX 
touched the balloon with his hot solder Ing lron--hls 
receiver made a noise I Ike a horse passing gas and flew 
across the room, l e aving a nasty dent In his genu ine " Al I 
the Way With LBJ" trasncan and scaring Da i s y the ox dog Into 
h i ding unde r Dr. DX's foot--not an easy ~eat (Get I t? Dr. DX 
can sure te II 'em s omet Imes). Dr. DX Is st I II work Ing on the 
balloon problems and wl I I l et you know I f he ever gets a l I 
the bugs worked out. Another thing Dr. DX does to I lghten 
his shortwave receiver Is to lnstal I wheels on It. Mrs. Dr. 
DX told him It looked stupid for a grown man to be wheel Ing 
a radio receiver around, so Dr. DX painted a cover that 
looks I I ke Dai sy the ox dog and put It over the receiver. 
Now, when peop l e ask, Dr. DX Just tel I s them he has a lazy 
dog and It has to be pushed to make It go p laces. Most 
people then say kind things about Dr. DX a nd how he takes 
care of his dog--next week Dr. DX Is goi ng to paint a cover 
that looks ll ke Mrs. Or. DX; when people ask, he wl II say 
Mrs. Or. OX drank too much peach wine and has to be wheeled 
home. Or. OX has a l so found that the receiver can be made 
li ghter I f you take the Insides out-- "Oh s ure, Dr . ox,• you 
say, "does that really work?" The Idea works, but the 
receiver does not, so Dr. DX suggests that you put a Sony 
Walkman In their place . Then you can I lste n along w i th 
ever ybody else, drink Just as much b eer, h ear Tr i stan Just 
as well as they do, and your back has not bee n thrown out of 
wack . Another way Dr . DX has found to lighten his rece i ver 
I s to put two handles o n It Instead of Just the one that 
came with It. Dr. DX has found t hat by u s ing two handles the 
r ece i ver weighs half as much. Most people that are look Ing 
fo r a I lghter side to shortwave radio often overl ook 
f requencies. Dr. DX has thoug ht about t hi s a Jot and thinks 
he has f i gured It al I out. Dr. OX figures that 15 MHz I s a 
lot of hertz and 3 MHz Is not nearly as much hertz. Now or. 
DX Is not stup i d, he k nows that a whole lot of somethings 
weighs a lot more than a I lttl e bit of someth ings , so Dr . DX 
figures It I s best to I l sten only to the l ower 
f requencl es--t hls keeps al I those heavy frequenc ies out of

his radio and keeps his receiver I lghter. Dr. DX cautions 
that these kinds of hertz are not to be confused with the 
kind of hertz that Mrs. Dr . DX lays on Dr . DX when he takes 
off on one of his train adventures. Well, so much for making 
your receiver I lghter . "What now, Dr. ox,· you say , "about 
al I the other radio stuff? How can we make them I lghter " ? 
Wei 1, Dr . DX has a few hints for that, too. First, what 
about the big, thick, heavy WRTH? (Dr. DX thinks that WRTH 
Is a RTTY/FAX word). Dr. ox cuts out al I the things he most 
I lkely wl 11 not hear, I I ke Tristan and Reunion, and sends 
them to GH--he can a lways find a place for them. When Dr . DX 
Is f lnlshed , the WRTH Is only 20 pages long a nd Is much 
I lghter than before . It can then easl ly be folded and put In 
the back pocket so It can always be with you In case some 
unexpected s hortwavlng comes along. A pair of headphones can 
be real heavy, so Dr. DX has tried several things. F i rst of 
al I , Dr. DX takes one side off, thus making It a headphone. 
This works real wel I, except Dr. DX can st l I I hea r Mrs. Dr. 
DX yel l Ing for him to do yard work, so he f i gures the extra 
weight here Is worthwhlle-- wlth both headphones on, Dr. DX 
Just sml les at Mrs. Dr . DX and cannot hear what she I s 
say ing with so much enthusiasm. Dr . DX has found that the 
amount of f ir e In her eyes Is a good Indicat i on as to when 
to take the headphones off. Another thing Dr. DX has done 
with headphones Is not to use them at al I, Just turn the 
vo I ume up rea I I oud--that way, everyone In the house can 
enjoy what Or. OX Is enjoying. Dr. DX has found this Is 
probably not s uch a good Idea and sometime he wl II show you 
his scars. Dr. DX tri e d attaching helium balloons to hi s 
headphones , but the neighbor 's cat mistook him for a large 
rodent and a nasty situation fol lowed--Dr. DX had not seen 
anything I Ike that since he spent the night at Penn Station 
In New York City. The last thing to consider In making 
shortwave radio I lghter Is the antenna. Dr. DX has found 
that the smal l er the antenna, the I lghter It Is. Some 
shortwavers use long heavy wires strung al I over the trees, 
while others use strips of alum lnum fol I glued al I over the 
wal Is; some use active antennas (Dr. DX guesses they rea l ly 
should be cal led radioactive antennas). Dr . DX has carried 
the concept of the compact antenna to the ultimate. When Dr. 
DX goes out on a DXpedltlon, he does not even take an 
antenna. Instead, Dr. DX takes a lot of bee r (Bud Light, of 
course). Dr. DX uses the tab tops as an antenna, and the 
longer the OXpedltlon l ast s. the longer the antenna becomes, 
the better the s l gnal strength gets , and the happier Dr. ox 
becomes. Dr. DX has found this to be a great method to 
I lghten his shortwave l oad, not to mention his bladder. By 
late In the DXpedlt l on , Dr. DX Is hearing anything he wants 
to hear. At any rate, Dr . DX Is now ready to share with you 
the ultimate In the )lghter side of shortwave radio: the 
•or. DX Super-Dooper First Class Ultlmata expedition Kit". 
First, Dr. DX buys a styrofoam Ice chest and paints the 
outside so that It looks I Ike a NRD-525. Inside the Ice 
chest Dr . DX puts several six packs of his favorite golden 
beverage, a Walkman, and a pair of ultra-I lght headphones. 
Dr . DX then takes this heavy receiver on a expedition with 
a l l his shortwave buddies . As time passes, Dr. DX adds the 
tab tops to his antenna, discards the empties, and begins 
hear ing about anyth ing he wants to. By the end of the 
DXpedltlon, the only thing left Is the Walkman since one of 
Dr. DX's shortwave buddies has usually tripped over the 
lcechest and f lat tened It and Or. OX has stood up and tried 
to walk away with the ultra-I lght headphones o n one too many 
times and ripped the cord off of them . The Walkman I s then 
put In Dr. DX's back pocket. whereupon Dr. DX s i ts down In 
his car, breaks the Walkman , and then has to throw I t away. 
Presto, nothing to take home except the memories of a good 
t ime. Dr. DX Is work ing on perfecting this plan since 
somet imes the Wa l kman does not break and he has to bring It 
home. When Or. DX gets al I the bugs worked o ut, he wl I I let 
you know.
