Greetings to the first CONTACT of Sprtng. I hope that your listening has been 

productive and Interesting. Already I notice Interesting things from Europe earlier 
In the momtng.s than has been the case durtng the Winter. My sincerest and most 
abject apologies to all of you kind people who look forward to our discussions here 
In this column for Its absence last month-I now work about 7 days a week, and It 
has taken me some time to adjust. But, the adjustments have been made, and now 
It's time for your letters ... 

On to your letters. My remarks about the absence of early morning SW 
programming for North America. From Keu!n Klein (Allpeton, Wisconsin) 
comes the following: 

It Is With a large measure of agreement that I respond to your com­
ments In February CONTACT. I often attempt to listen to English news pro­
grams In the 1300-lSOOlITC time frame, and come up empty. Even the BBC, 
which presents Its fine Outlook magazine show. Is unreliably heard on 
12.095MHz and 15.07MHz at 1400llfC. 

Most SWLs devote this time frame to seeking out new countries, and 
looking for unusual DX 
And this from Usa McGaw !Chanel Hill. North Carollnal: 

In response to your query- In the February FRENDX: Yes there Is a seri­
ous lack of good English-language listening In the early morning hours 
(North America) on short wave. And tt seems to get worse every year. 
Australia Is there, but not as Interesting as It once was. Wish something 
could be done. 

A nJce letter from Jeny Btshop (Niceville, Florida) takes up a number of topics 
that we have discussed here. Jerry ls a long time and valued contributor to the 
pages of FRENDX In general, and to CONTACT In particular: 

This an "off the cucr letter, about this month's CONI'ACT and maybe 
other things, too. 

Domestic SWBC ts illegal In the USA. ain't it? To target specifically a 
US audJence with a US based transmJtter ls against some law passed in the 
dark days before stereo 1V. 

I wouldn't call NDXE "dead" just yet, but I'll certainly support a move 
to size up a box and order flowers. I'm as curious as the next guy about Mr. 
Norman Dbron Norman and NDXE. Opcl!ka's not all that far from here, and 
I'm considering a day trip there to ferret out the facts. if I can. Nothing defi­
nlte yet, but there are some new towers up that way, according to the rero­
nautlcal charts. (Maybe, though, It's only a "paper" tower.) 

DX here ls suffering from power line noise and time constraints. No 
more all nighters, I don't have the energy, either. On the former trouble, the 
power company denies that they're the source of the noise. I'm about to 
dump the whole thing on the FCC. If Radio New York lnternauonal was caus­
ing potentially harmful interference, them this mess must be lethal. I'll let 
you !mow if I win this one, but frankly, the odds are agatnst It. No conven­
tional noise limiter works-we'll see what Uncle Charley can do. 

I never cease to be amazed at the wonderful oddity of laws that managed to get 
passed, presumably, on our behalf and In our best Interest. Why, in Heaven's 
name, should domestic SWBC be Ulegal, of all things? The only reasonable answer 
Is that the law was passed because of pressure from the broadcast Industry to pro­
tect the concept of the local market. I should Imagine that the principle of the local 
market makes It easier to locate and zero In on advertisers and their advertising 
dollars. Any comments on this Interesting piece of Jurisprudence? 
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Geographical thinking caps at the ready. Ernie Behr (NW Ontarlo}--who sure­
ly needs no Introduction from me-writes as follows about the new NASWA 
Countrtes Ust : 

In February the Country I.Jst Committee announced the addition of 
seven new "countrtes" to the NASWA Ust. No doubt this news was welcomed 
by many DXers whose Scoreboard totals received an unexpected boos t, but 
has the creation of certain NASWA "countrtes" really made much sense? 

Take Indones ia, which NASWA now counts as 9 separate "countrtes.· 
Why did the Committee s ingle out the tiny Island of BaJJ. which was always 
Included with the Lesser Sunda Islands, while the Islands of Ambon and ate, 
which are more than 300 miles apart, still count as one "country"? Neither 
political nor geographical conditions seems to justify this recent change, and 
no logical explana tion for this decision was given. 

Another odd example Is Papua New Guinea which Is regard ed as 6 
lndlvtdual "countrtes," while maJnland Chtna has been dlvtded Into only 3 
parts. NASWA has persistently refused to grant separate status to Xlnjlang 
(a.k.a. Slngklang), even though this remote. autonomous region Is almost 
totally Isola ted from the rest of China. Inner Mongolia Is another region with 
a distinct Identity, and these two areas of Chtna would appear to be prune 
candidates for "country" status. 

If Blafra and Katanga can be counted as lndlvtdual "countrtes," why 
does NASWA continue to Ignore Transkel which Is, In fact, a legitimate Inde­
pendent nation-certainly more Independent tha n Soviet occupied 
Afghanistan? Abu Dhabi, Dubai, and Sharjah h ave also become separate 
·countrtes," but what about Cablnda, the island of Mastrah, Turkish Cyprus, 
and EuropeanTurkey which was the site of 4 SWBC stations during the 
1960s? 

Want a few more countrtes? Then how about dividing Antarctica Into 
seperate zones? And why not count the International waters as another 
"country," which would Include such stations as the old RN!. Actually, I 
would prefer a more reaJJstlc country list, reflecting the present political Situ­
ation of the world, even If this means the loss of a few points. If anyone has 
further comments on this subject, let's hear about It In CONTACT. 

This topic takes me a trtfle beyond my area of expertise. I would, therefore, welcome 
any and all ins tructional comment and remark on this subject. Perhaps members of 
the Committee would like to use CONTACT to express their views? 

The n ew edition of the World Radio 1V Handbook should be widely 
available by now, and , without a doubt, you should not be without a copy. The for­
mat Is much the same as In years past. There are lis tings of broadcasters by coun ­
try with a cross reference by frequency. As well, there Is a lis ting of EngLlsh lan­
guage broadcasts. There Is a really excellent section of SW receiver reviews, 
compiled and wrttten by Jonathan Marks and Willem Bos (of Radio Netherlands). A 
very readable article by Mike Bird (of Radio Australia) discusses the posslblllUes ior 
solar activity for 1988. At $ 19.95 (even less from some discount retailers). It Is one 
of the pricing miracles of the pubLlshtng world. It Is money well spent, and the stan­
dard reference of the SWBC world. 

I just received a copy of the Receiver Shopping Ltst (Edition 10.0 , May 
1988) from (and by courtesy oO RadJo Netherlands International. This compact but 
extremely Informative booklet of 40 pages ought to be one of the principal sources 
that you consult when you plan to buy a receiver. Virtually every available receiv­
er-from portables to semi-professional units-ts Included. So far as I am able to 
judge, the comments and evaluations are both fair and accurate. The pamphlet Is 
one of the hottest bargains around-It's FREE. All you h ave to do Is to write to RNI 
and ask for It: English Section (Attn: Jonathan Marks, Radio Netherlands, P. 0 . Box 
222, 1200 JG Hllversum, The Netherlands. 

Well, that's It for May. Typeface this month Is ITCBookman; software Is 
Quark XPress™. There'll be lots more next month. A special word of thanks from 
me Is due to all those who have extended their sympathy ~d~derstandlng to me 
upon the death of my Mom.

A fairly typical mailbag prowam with a male and female 
presenter who concentrate primarily on answering listeners' questions about 
Lithuania. Past questions have included the history of money in Lithutm.iu, 
whether the Church pays taxes in Lithutm.ia, and what the most common animals 
on Lithuanian farms. The "chatty" dialogue between the host and hostess, 
however, is obviously artificial and carefully scriped, far more so than on most 
such programs.

0010-0015 "Sports Round-up" (Spanish Foreign Radio). Each Sunday evening program includes the 
division I soccer results in Spain from the weekend and sometimes includes a· 
brief summary of one or two important ~es. Basketball results are also 
regular, and other sports- such as tennis, raClllg, volleyball, etc--are included on an 
~basis. Check 9.630 116.125. Repeated at 0110 on the Sllllle frequencies and 
at 0510 on 6.125. A daily programme. 

MONPAY 

2230-2245 "Monitor Forum" (WCSN). An interesting collection of human interest features, usually 
two per program. Past features have been an interview with Dizzy Gillespie, a 
focus on a veternary hospital primarily for hedgehogs in England, and a mother's 
reaction to the new toys for children (which are actually old toys). I believe most 
of these features are written by regular contributors to the Christian Science 
M2nJ.12r newspaper. Quite a good program, really, interesting and entertaining 
with l?OOd production values. Check 9.495. Repeated at 0030 and 0230 on 9.850. 
Monday through Friday. 

0135-0145 "Reviewing Your Letters" (Radio Moscow). I don't know whether it is the effects of 
Glasnost and the minor changes it bas brou~ht about in Radio Moscow or 
something more traditional, But I've found thlS to be one of Radio Moscow's 
better programs. Questions about the Soviet Union are left for another mailbag 
program (Moscow Mailbag", I believe) and this program reads letters from its 
listeners with appropriate comments about the suggestions, ideas, opinions, etc. 1 
find it rather refreshing that they do not hesitate to read some highly critical 
comments from their J..i&teners-some of which they counter and some of which 
they simpl~J~esent at face value. I'm inclined to applaud the program for its 
unusual fr ess in comparison with the Radio Moscow programs I've beard 
over the last several years. Frequencies are: 5.915 II 6.000 II 6.045 II 7.115 II 
7.150 II 7.185. Repeated at 0335 on approximately the same frequencies. 

TVESDAY 

0230-0250 ·~· (BBC). This is a return to the old days of radio comedy and drama. The 
series concerns five young people Alexandra, Michael, Anita, Julia, and Hugh who 
share a house together (separated into apartments of course), each of whom have 
different occupations and preoccupations (romantic, social, etc). Almost all 
episodes are discreet short stories, written by various different author, and aired 
in two parts, the first on Tuesday and the second on Thursday. It's actually quite 
good, but as an American listener I'm afraid that without pictures all the British 
accents sound alike (male and female voices excluded of course) and I sometimes 
have trouble keeping the characters straight. Frequencies are: 5.975 II 6.175 II 
7.325. Tuesdays and Thursdays. 

0300-0335 "Soorts Beat- (Radio Beijing). And three cheers to Radio Beijin~ for not naming their 
sports program "Sports Round-Up" although it is not a typical sports program in 
other respects as well. Sorts scores are not part of the program's format, but 
interviews with Chinese athletes and coaches, general information about sports in 
China, and when it is appropriate special feature reports on major sporting events 
(such as the winter Olympics in Calgary). Frequencies are: 9.770 II 11.715. 
Broadcast earlier at 0030 on the same frequencies).

On to the Middle 
Part II: QSL'ing-- What Works. 
What's Just Throwing Your Money Away? 
by Kirk Allen and RowJand Archer 

Welcome to Pan II of "On to the Middle." a series of aniclcs devoted to helping rou make the transition from 
novice w intermediate DX'cr. This time 111ound we're taking ll practical look at QSL'ing. with an eye towards 
s;iving you rIWncy llJld increasing your returns. 

Just as in the other "On to the Middle" aniclcs, we'll assume you arc familiar with the basics, in this case the 
fundllmeotals of writing a good reception repon. If you're not, r.ou'll find llJI introduction 10 this fascinating 
aspect ur the hobby in nearly any gc:ncral introduction to DX ing and SWL'ing. We abo recommend two 
cxcc:llcnt references devoted to QSL'ing in particular: Gerry Dexter's Sccrers uf Suc:a:ssfuJ OSL'ing, (Lake 
Geneva, WI: Ti111e Public-.itions, 1986), and Hcruy Lazarus' chapter "The: Vcrifica1ion Game" in S/rortw-.ive 
Rlldio LJsrcning wilh the &perts, cditc:J by Gerry Dexter (lndillnllpolis, IN: Howard W. Sllms & Co~ 11Jl!6). 

Since the basic techniques or reception report writing seem to work well for QSL'ing most of the major 
intcrruatiorwl bro11dcllStc:rs, we will conccntn1tc on the: techniques helpful in QSL'ing the: smaller sllltioos, and 
the less rcli11blc verifiers. 

AXIOMS OF QSL'ING 
Aboul the: only sure: thing 11bou1 QSL'ing is that there's no sure thing about QSL'ing. When you write a lcuer to 
a radio station and aslr. them 10 respond with a QSL card or letter, your request is subject IO 1111 thc vugaries of 
1111r correspondence with another humun being. It sounds obvious, but fDllny pc:ople seem to forgct that they're 
writing to 11 hufDlln, not to 11 "radio s1111ion, • when they send reception rcpons. There is a chance (maybe: 106h?) 
that your rc:pon will be highly valued by the recipient at the station. More: likely, it will ut best be vicweJ as one 
more chore: to attend to "tomorrow" if ever. 'flunk 11bout how you feel when you son through your mail. What 
do you usu1tlly do with unsolicited requests for money from unfamiliar pc:oplc: or organiZ11tions? TI1at's probably 
what happens to your reception reports at many or the smaller stations. 

Many, pcrhups even the majority of small shortwave stations will OSL correct reports at times, but it may take 
months or even yc11IS or trying. with a frequent need to send "followups, • 11 term used to describe duplicate 
reminder rcpons. 

Despite the capricious nature or QSL'ing the smaller stations, there arc some axioms to the game:

You must have an accurate rcpon in front of the rieht pcoon at the station at the tieh1 1jmc to get a 
QSL. Much or your succc:ss in QSL'iog depends on your ability to write 11J1 accurate report, decide who 
10 send it to, and know when it's worth your while to try. 

You will ll!21 get 100% QSL return Crom your rcc:cption reports if you venture at all Crom the large 
international broadcasters, and probably not even Crom them. 

QSL "policies• simply don't exist at many of the world's shortwave stations. The decision to reply or not 
may be rD11dc on the spot by the person opening your letter, so don't Cllpcel r1ttional, predictable 
behavior. 

This unpredictability is simultaneously responsible for the lure and frustration of OSL'ing the smaller stations. 
It's a rc1tl ch1tllcngc to pry ll vcric out of many of them. You will tciu your hair out wbcn you read in Sam 
Sana's "OSL Rcpon• column that someone else just verified Radio "Wc-Doo't-OSL" with their fir.;t report, 
while you've still hciud nothing after 10 tries! 
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RECEPTION REPORT ESSENTIALS 
We believe 1h111 a quality repon is the foundation of successful QSL'ing. Worrying about the finer points of 
QSL'ing without building a gotx.l base first is a waste of your time and money. Al1hough this aniclc 1s not an 
inuoduction w reponing. here arc a fc:w reminders on some of lhc basic aspects of reporting lhat, if neglected, 
can bun your success rate:

Keep ~ur repon couoeous and non-demandjn~ even if you are sending a follow-up repoo 1111d feel 
angry cause the station seems to have ignored your previous efforts. Remember thin the personne.l 111 
regional stations arc not paid to answer amcspondencc from foreign listeners. Your goal is to reach 
someone who may be inclined to respond lO your lcuer, not seek revenge for past negle~11 Doo'l sc:nd a 
critical or insulting letlc:r; it will only find its way quickly to the lJllSh and perhaps cause furlhc:r danwgc: 
by turning the reader off to artswering DX'ers in general. 

Repon the date and tjme jn local terms. Each country's World Radio 1V Handbook listinjl has an entry 
1.ha1 tells you how to compute: local time. It is near the start of listing and looks like "L 1: UTC + 2h," 
c:.g., which 511,)'S to add 2 hours to the UTC time of your logging to gel local time. If 1he country observes 
Daylight Savings Time (OSI), !hat is shown here with a date range followed by a different "UTC + / · x· 
value. If your logging occurs during that date range:, lhe DST part of the year, use DST and indic-.itc: this 
in your rc:pon. Take care to repon an accurate local date, keeping in mind that the local date: changes 111 
local rnidnighL 

Rcpon the freQuenc;y jn local terms. Frequency in kiloHenz is understood in most of the world, but if 
the station's announcement says "kilocycles,• why fight it, rcpon in "kcs." Many broadcasters mny 
recogniz.c: lheir meter band rru.m: readily lhan thc:ir frequency, so give both. Some broadcasters, notably 
Indonesian regionals, may llllh be: aware: of their wavelenglh in meters, wriuen in the: form "62,63 
meters" (a comma where we would use a decimal point), and may not recognize their frequency if you 
report in kHz. Divide: 300,000 by the frc:qucncy in kHz to derive the: wavelength in mc:lc:rs. 

Rcpon concise and meanjn~fy! details. Make it easy for the reader to sec that you did indeed hear their 
swtion. Try to log and rc:pon lhings such as the text of station ID's, sii;n-on or sign-off announcc:mems, 
and the exact names of programs, lhdr sponsors, and presc:nlers. Tius type of information is far more: 
valuable than precise timings of when "the male announcc.:r stopped tallting• and "the female announcer 
started talking." ' lbese kind of "details" iirc of very linle value in convincing the station that you hea.rd 
them. 

P~N A QSL ACCIDENT 
A while back Dr. Harold Cones wrote a DX'ers Forum anicle whose subject was "Planning a DX Accident." 
The premise of this article was that great DX catches combine a bit of luck with 11 lot of pc:rsistc:ncc: and 
planning. QSL'ing combines lhese same characteristics of being unpredictable and yc:t responding to a wc:ll­
organiz.c:d approach and a "never-say-die" at1i1udc. 

U you plan to QSL a lot of stations, you can save 11 money and time by recognizing that mllllY stations have "hot" 
and "cold" periods wilh respect to verifications. What usually happens is that a new person joins the staff of a 
station that hasn't verified for a while, and starts answering reports until they either get bored or noo<1i:d with 
QSL requests lifter their name gets publicized ilS u verie signer in club bulletins. If you rc:pon primarily to 
stations that arc known to be QSL'ing at the momem, you will have a higher success rate and thus waste less 
money on reports lhat disappear into a "black hole." 

The key to this approach is to concentrate on the stations that have answered other DX'crs very recently and, as 
much as possible, use the techniques that worked for them. The FRENDX "QSL Repon• column is a goldmine 
of information to belpJou here. Every month lhere are likely to be many reports of stations you "need" who 
have recently answerc other listeners. The column usually contains other useful information, such as the 
language used in the report, the type of return postage sent, the verification signer's name and title, and at times 
a new station address. If you can quickly log the s tation and send a repon to the verie signer using the: same 
language and return postai:e, you have a fair chance of success. lf you sent an unanswered repon more than 3 
or 4 months back to a station someone: else: has just QSL'd, send a duplicate or perhaps a new repon addressed 
to the reported vcrie signer. · 

Quick action is important, especially if lhe station hasn't verified for a while. Once a veric signer's name is 
published, it may not be very many weeks before he or she receives hundreds, perhaps even lhousands of 
reports. Two recent examples of' stations that sent out a lot of QSL's, then coo!td off considerably due to 
receiving a noo<1 of reports arc: Radio Botswana and the new BBC Relay in Hong Knng. 

FOREIGN ~NGUAGE REPO~TS 
An English reception rc:pon always has some chance of eliciting a reply since English is a major global 
language. However, in 11cnerul you arc fighting the odds if you report in English to 11 regional broadcaster in a 
country where English 1s not in common use. The World Radio 'IV 1-Jandbook lists each country's principal 
languages under the heading "Pr.L" at the start of that country's section. Your best option is to write your rcpon 
in one of the hmguuges listed there, in decreasing order of priority, since. the languages ure listed in decreasing 
order of usage. There are many aids available to hc:lp you write: a rc:pon in Spanish, French, Ponugese, aml 
Indonesian. If none of lhesc is a principal language in your target country, you have two choices:

Send a repon in one of these hlllguages and hope for the besL W11tch QSL repon columns to see what 
ba.s worked for other reponers. English or Frc:nch sec:m Ul be the be~t choices fur rc:pons in 11 non­
principal language. 

Find someone who can translate your English repon inU> the primary languase of that country. Foreign 
language dcpanments and foreign student organizations of nc:11rby universities are good sourcc:s for 
inexpensive help in language translation. Although this appro11ch may seem like too much work for a 
fim repon, it just may work when other attempts to QSL a station have failed. 

Clearly the first-dass appro11ch would be U> learn the primal)' language of each country you wish to QSL, and 
write an individulllli.cd letter. This is impractical for most of us, so the next best approach is 10 use one of the 
many foreign-language reponing guides to help you assemble a leller in that rel ps:rson's tongue. 1ne 
Language Lab series of foreign languugc reponing guides, by Gerry Dexter ( kc Gc:nev11, WI: Tiarc: 
Publications, 1986, 1987), are easily the most comprehensive guides avwluble fur DX'ers. "Jbcre are currently 
four volumes in the series, one each for Spanish, French, Ponugesc, lllld lndone~ian language rc:poning. If you 
plllll to do much reponing in 1my of these langu11ges, you will wllllt to get one or more: uf thc: ' Labs.' Each 
Languugc: Lab contains 16 sc:ctions. coverins all components of the n.:ccpuon report, e.g. "Openings," "Program 
Descriptions,' 'About Yourself," "Verificauon Request,' etc. In each section, a goo<l selection of the must 
common things you will want to communicate to the station arc: st11ted in English, and then in the target 
languugc:. ·nae 111bs do the best job of providing sevcrul uhc:rnutc: w41ys to st11te most things, ~o by pici-ing W1d 
choosing paragraphs from the different sections of the book you can a.ssemble a personalized repon.

No matter how uau slice uour dollars, at least 75% of uour alloted 
hobbu budget should go toward uour receiver. The rema1ning 25% will be 
divided up in antennas and accessorlee. The moglc box that hears and 
translates all those oignals from all over the world is the centerpiece 
of uour operation. Ao I stated at the outoet of this series, not 
everubodu can afford 51000 plus dollors to buu a rig to pleu OXer with. 
I put it to uou that there are even some patentlellu veru ded1ceted 
folks out there that are go1ng to have to scrounge prettu h ard to came 
up with 5100 dollars. Does lack of greenbacks make uou enu loss of e 
SWL? Not in the leost bunkul There are plentu of s1gnals out there that 
can be caught for a veru modest price. I would even go so far as to 
po1nt out that unless uou have been solelu dodicated to OXing for about 
5 uears or so uou will be hard pressed to notice enu real difference in 
uour listening hab1te from tho person who sinks a wad 1nto the hobbu. 
As a matter of fact, I can point directlu to several notable folks ln 
our habbu who cut their OX teeth w1th voru modest stat1ons. 

The main thing thot on 1ncreaeed outlau of funds buue is 
selectivit~. lhe more mono~ ~ou pour into the magic box the more Mr. 
Manufecturer can do with the IF etrlp moet lu in terms of filtering to 
halp uou sort out the menu signals uou have to 11eten to. Mare moneu 
buus more stages. More moneu buue improvements 1n seneitlvitu , dunamic 
range and dlg1tal readout. You must also know that th1s tends to be a 
inverse geometric progression. As uou move up in price range uou get 
lees and less of an improvement for each dollar spent. I t rema1ns that 
uou should buu the best receiver uau can passiblu afford at anu given 
time. The great radio guru BABA RAM GRID BIAS else tells Old Uncle Skip 
that Jumping up from uour operating pos1t1on to buu a new receiver 
ev~ru so often muu, fo~ ma nu, be on dXurc1sa in fut1litu. Thi~ 19 
because, unless uou hlt the lotteru ano con order RACAL's from the 
factoru, uou mau not reallu notice the modest improvement. So BABA 
teaches that uou should exhaust the potential of anu rece1var end keep 
on ~av1ng your pennies ea when uou do make a Jump to a h1gher class 
radlo uou can make an even better purchase. As theu used to sau "Use lt 
up, Wear it out, nuke dolM 

The parson enter1ng the hobbu on a tight budget would do well to 
give strong conslderetlon to the used equipment market. Within certoln 
classes of equipment uou can get about twice the performance per dollar 
bu cons1der1ng pre-owned gear. In the case of some veru specific p1eces 
uou can even challenge new rece1vers cost1ng four t1mas us much. Of ell 
the rad ios I have owned through the uears I have onlu purchased two 
receivers new. l still hold mu head up hlgh at OX gatherings. I Cdn 
even smile to myself when I know l hove pulled out e s1gnal w1th mu 
used gear that unother parson spent a lot more moneu to hour . 

Ah, but there are questions •.• Yes. uou ln the buck w1th uour hand 
ra1sed. 

"BUT UNCLE SKIP, WHERE CAN I FINO A USED RECEIVER?" 

Used gear is everuwhere. uou Just have to know where to look. 
The first path to receiver procurement ls to ask other interested

You should also keep an eue out in these pages for equipment others 
are listing for sale. 

Pathway number two is to seek out local amateur radio folks. You 
can inquire if thau have anu receivers for sale and uou can also ask 
about nearby Hamfasts and Flea Markets. Hamfest listings appear in all 
o f the major amateur radio magazines, CST, 73,and CC. It is at such 
events uou will find the widest selection of equipment. 

Pathway three is to read the classified section of uour local 
newspaper. After searching for over a uear for a good deal on an 
R-390A, I turned up mu pride and Jou out of the back pages of The 
Atlantic Citu Press! 

Pathway four would be to contact anu of the major suppliers of 
Amateur and Shortwave Equipment and ask what thau have on the used 
self. Check the commercial magazines such as POPULAR COMMUNICATIONS and 
MONITORING TIMES for these sources. Don't forget the aforementioned ham 
magazines.

If I had a n ickel for everu time I have been asked that question 
could afrord an NRD-5251 

The best receiver to buu is the best one uou can afford new or 
used. To give some food to this thought I have scoured the pages of 
SHORTWAVE RECEIVERS PAST ANO PRESENT bu FRED OSTERMAN and have added to 
the equation all mu fond memories of neat old radios I have known to 
come up with, drum roil please .. . 

UNCLE SKIPS GUIDE TO RADIOS YOU CAN AFFORD ! 

We will now look at several price classes and I will endeavor to 
give uou mu modestly biased opinion as to the best values, new and used 
in each Closs. The onlu absolute standards I set in this guide were 
that each receiver would be a least Dual Conversion in design and have 
good SW frequency coverage. 

BEST RADIO FOR 550-575 
Unfortunatelu there are no new radios in this class, but there are 

several fine used receivers that would make excellent start up stations 
especiallu for the uoungster in the familu. 

The S HARP FV-610 GB has digital readout and can be had on the used 
market. It is a fairlu sophisticated pocket rocket receiver as ls the 
TOSHIBA RP-Fll. If uou want to have a neat table model rig that will 
give uou good service uou will have to go back quite a few ueors to 
some old RADIO SHACK pieces the REALISTIC DX-150, 150A or 150B. These 
were honest to goodness hot magic boxes f or the entru level DXer. I am 
sure that severol old timers have tears running down their cheeks Just 
ot the utter ance of the names of these old taus. Sorru folks, no 
digital dials here but uou can find someone over 30 to teach uou how to 
use the bandspread dial and loaa1ng ecole. 

BEST RAD IO FOR $75-5100 
No new rigs in this class either. lf uou still have a soft spot 

for old REALISTJC ' s uou can move up to tn e DX-160. A lot of NASWA 
loggings were made with this rig folks. 

In this class uou can begin to seriouslu access most modern 
technologu. The SONY ICF-6500W can be hed used and brings uou digital 
readout as does the PANASONIC RF-2600 and RF-2800 . Another really fun 
analog rea d out rig ls the Kenwood R-300. 

The best deal fo r the buck though, appears to be the UNIDEN 
CR-202 1 which gives uou such features as keypad entry and memories . 

BEST RADIO FOR $100-$200 
If uou like oldies but goodies you can scour the hamfasts f or 

ALLIED SX-l90s or HALLICRAFTERS SX-122s. More modern use d OBlir would 
include the PANISONIC RF-2900 and of course the SONY ICF-2001 and 
ICF-7700. 
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In this class we can begin to look at new equipment such as the 
PANISONIC RF-B20 pocket rocket and the SANGEAN ATS-B01 . 

BEST RADIO FOR 5200-5300 
In the used world we come upon the venerable YAESU FRG-7 probablu 

the last great analog readout receiver made. It would be shuffled along 
bu its big brother the quintuple conversion, digital readout FRG-7000 
which is probablu still in use in menu shacks. Both these units 
represent top of the line used receivers. The 5200 class enters the 
realm of the used SONY ICF-2010, but, LET THE BUYER BEWARE, some earlu 
versions of this finest of portables had front ends that were 
susceptible to blow out. You might also check out the PANISONIC 
RF-'t900. 

If uou want to look back through the uears several excellent buus 
abound. The . DRAKE SPR-'t, and the HAMMARLUND HC-1B0A are still sought 
after receivers that give excellent performance. Menu Broadcast Band 
OXers swear bw their HC-1B0As . 

While the 5200 class represents the most fruitful pickings i n the 
used gear market , the onlu new receiver I can get excited about ls the 
SANGEAN ATS-B03 and at that l would probablw save a little longer and 
scope out a new SONY ICF-2010 . 

BEST RADIO FDR S300-SS00 
Here I must diaplau mu personal bias fullu because it is mu belief 

that the best new and used buus exist in the class. Those would be the 
COLLINS R-390A/URR in the used class and the SONY ICF-2010 in the naw. 
As I often sau, If uou can afford better receivers then these, go ahead 
and buu them but don't expect to hear too much more then Old Uncle 
Skip. 

Also in this class uou might tru the YAESU FRG-7700 and FRGBB00. 
Both are fine receivers as ls the KENWOOD R-2000. 

Again, if uou like old hardware this is the class uou can surface 
an HRO-S00 in. 

BEST RADIO FOR SS00+ 
tend to 

argue in favor of. the KENWOOD although the ICOMs have developed more 
status. 

If uou can afford more then SS00 . 00 for a receiver I will be glad 
to hire mwself out to uou as a private consultant for exorbitant fees 
so uou can feel reallu good about spending all that moneu . 

So uou see uou con get a magic box that will give uou loads of 
loggings for Just about anw amount of moneu uou can afford to part 
with . Don't sweat the bells and whistles too much, we all lived without 
them. It was onlu about ten uears ago that digital readout was 
considered expensive unobtainium. Digital readout has. no direct effect 
on how well a receiver receives! In the old daus uou couldn't Just 
punch up a frequencu out of a list of loggings. You had to tune around 
a bit. And guess what .•. You heard all kinds of neat things uou wouldn't 
have listened for otherwise. This is called progress??? 

To save uou self anu serious trouble tracking down the best deal 
on a used receiver, I s trongly recommend:

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The first bridge between computers 
and radios was in the area or sort ware. 
I had some ideas about how computers 
could aid me in my radio hobby. I wrote 
of these ideas in a couple or art icles 
that appeared i n FRENOX. However. I 
had to translate these ideas into 
1nslrucl1ons (programs) that would 
enable the computer lo perform lhe 
tasks lhal I required or il. I studied 
programming in a rather haphazard 
fashion Wllh lhe goal or producing these 
programs for myself and the use or 
others. The results were crude by any 
standard. However, I did produce 
programs which made my SWLing and 
DXing both easier and more errecl1ve. 

The first thrust of my programming 
were 1n the areas of an English l anguage 
schedule database for the SWL side of 
me and a propagation program that 
calculated dayl1ght-dar1<ness patterns 
for the DXer side of me. Fortunately for 
all, Bill Cole read my articles and took 
an interest. We corresponded and 1t 
turned out that he had a real "girt" for 
programming. (Ed. Note. that was an 
understatement!) He radically improved 
upon my programs and made them much 
more sophisticated. From schedule 
databases and propagation programs, 
B111 and I branched into other areas such 
as log sorting programs. log writing 
programs and reception report 
programs. As time past, B1lrs skills as 
a programmer mushroomed and he 
produced more and more sophisticated 
programs. 

The r1rst programming W8S done on 
Commodore computers. This was not 
necessarily because this is the 
computer th al both B1 II and I used, but 
rathP.r because Commodore computers in 
the early days of home computers were 
rar less expensive than any other brand 
of computer and thus many more or 
them were sold and came into the hands 
or the rad io hobbyist. 

Today, the trend is towards more 
sophisticated programs dealing with 
the basic programming themes that B1 II 
and I developed in the early days of this 
aspect or our hobby A second trend 1 s 
to develop programs for segments or 
the radio hobby not previously hooked up 
to computers. An example of this is the 
development or specialized needs or 
other segments of our hobby such as 
TV-FM DXing. I expect that all types of 
programs will become ever more 
soph1st1cated as the machines they run 
on become equally more sophisticated 
and more powerful. However the 
programs will not become more 
difficult to use. Instead, because or 
lh1s soph1sl1cated software and 
hardware, the programs wi ll become 
even more user friendly and simpler lo 
use.
