I hope that your listening has been interesting and stimulating In the past few months. I have 

recently had the pleasure of seeing several additions to SWL: some friends became interested In the 

kinds of things I was telling them about and decided to see (or rather hear) for tllernselves what it was 

all about. Interestingly, they all choose a SONY: either the small ICF-2003 or tile larger ICF-2010. I'! 

each case they have been completely delighted with the results: I hope we'll have some new NASWA 

members eventually. It is a good time to encourage people to get into SWL as propagation conditions 
are on the rise and will continue to get better fora few years.Give it a tryand let us know what happens 

here In CONT ACT. 

Let's see here-what's next? Oh y~. a new book, or, rather, a new edition or an excellent 

reference: 1989 Passport lo World Ba11d Rtulio, Larry Magne, Editor-in-Chief. The PWBR is divided into 

four sections: 1) How to Hear the World, 2) 1989 Buyers Guide to World Band R.idios, 3) Worldscan, 
and 4) Glossaries and Guides. 

Part one consists of a number of small but interesting articles including an interview with 

James Michener (Hawaii). The focus here is on techniques of listening and helping listeners to sort out 
what is available on SW. 

Part two (the Buyers Guide) manages to cover just about every SW radio in production-and 

even some that no longer are. Some technical articles are to be found in this section to help listeners 

with audio and antenna problems. Bothof these sections are rela tively free from jargon and are lucidly 

written. As such, they make the PWBR a very good choice for a gift to someone who is just starting 

out In SWL-Christmas is coming. 

Part three Is the meat of the work: it is a listing (by frequency) of everything that is available 

in terms of s tandard SW broadcasts (that is, there are no utilities listed--<>ther than broadC.lst relays). 

Frequency range Is 2260kHz to 25730kHz. In the compact, graphical format that has distinguished the 
PWBR from the beginning. a lot of information is given: frequency; times of the broadcast; languages; 

target areas; indications of alternative frequencies; jamming; transmitter location; and transmitter 

power. This section of the PWBR is absolutely essential if you spend any time a t all scanning the bands 

in search of something interesting. Be aware, too, that this section of the work is based a lmost entirely 

on monitoring: in other words, someone, at some point, actually heard the listed station at the listed 

frequency at the listed timt!, etc. That goes a very long way indeed toward raising the confidence factor 

associated with the information contained in the PWBR There is also a separate cross reference (pp. 

127-136) that lists broadcasts by country and gives frequencies, times of broadcasts, and target areas. 

This last represents a welcome expansion over previous years in which the lisling-by-<:ountry gave 
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only the broadcast frequency (not the time). 

Part fotir is a multi-lingual glossary and reference for the PWBR, and includes a listing of 
advertisers. 

The cost of the work-$14.95-is virtually insignificant compared to its utility. For the SWL 
thisisjustsimplya necessity, and lean recommend it to you without any hesitation at all. It is available 

from every SWL retailer that I know of. You should count on about $2 for shipping and handling. 

On to a letter from Tim Davisson (Cuyahoga Falls, Ohio). He offers a number of things to th~k 
about: 

Recent letters have stimulated me to write COm ACT and add my 2e worth about the 
plight of our hobby, SWLing. 

It seems to me that several significant events have affected the growth/participation 
in FRENDX and the hobby overt he past 10 orsoyears, and that these happenings will continue 
into the 1990s and perhaps beyond. 

Here goes: 1) more competition for leisure activities/hobbies. Wow, you name it. .. 
fitness activities ... computers ... second jobs (would you believe?) ... cars ... other collecting of 

items . .. etc. 2)Fewer teens in the population. Yes, due toa lowerbirthntein the 1960sand early 

1970s there are fewer teens in the population ... a lot fewer than in previous d ecad es. And 
didn' t most of us get into the hobby in our teens??? (This is also beginning to cause real 
problems for companies who offer minimum-wage jobs, traditionally held by teens.)3)0 Xing 

is less challenging these days due, I feel, to the explosion of 250kW++++ powerhouses and 
relay stations. I feel that most of us got into SWBCing and were excited by collecting as many 

countries as possible, and, in some cases, collecting QSL cards. Now, I'm not saying there's no 
DX left . .. just not as much. After 23+ years in commercial broadcasting perhaps I'm biased. 
but !don't believe most DXers got into the hobby for the purpose of program-content listening. 

Music content: contemporary music, be it American, British, Canadian, etc., seems to 

be as d ose as you can get to "international" music. Rock'n'RoU is loved by millions world wide. 
I'd enjoy hearing more "traditional" music too, But, you'd be surprised how much contempo­
rary (American, British, etc.) music is played on local radio ln countries all over the world, 

English-speaking and non-English-speaking countries. Check out Billboard magazine's Inter­
national chart section weekly. 

Hopefully my comments w~ stimulate further discussion. 

My advice to promote growth In the SWBC hobby effectively? Contact/motivate the 
equipment manufacturers. They have the money and vested interest In promotion. 
Some interesting material there to think about. I c.:in' t help it: I d o have one observation to make 

on the music issue. I admit that my original remarks were, well, a little on the conservative side, and 
I was making reference principally to traditional music. But popular music also suffers from a kind 

of English-speaking (and mainly American/British) chauvinism: Germany, for example, is alive with 
aU kinds of interesting kinds of popular music. But what do we hear on DW'sdaily playing oflhe "Pick 

of the Pops?" Most often it is the most recent record from Britain or America-I am, In any case, 
frequently struck by how infrequently a German piece of pop music makes it to the top ten in 

Germany. It is not, I know for a fact, due to a lack of quality or a lack of material Radio France Inter­
national, in contrast, does a rather better job of showcasing their own pop music. Comments, anyone?·

The material for this months column is part II of the DX program review submiued by Tom Lakowski. 

DX Programs: A Review, Part II 

For those DX'crs wishing 10 increase their country totals and faucn tbcir logbooks, FRENDX is an cx­
cdlenl source of DX news. However, a month between bulletins seems like a long time 10 wait. An alternate 
source of timely tips and up 10 the date DX news is the DX Program. Tom Sundstrom's excellent English L.m­
guage SW Broadcast column listing these programs is a great source of up 10 date, accurate schedules. On the 
other hand, many of them offer liule if anything in the way of useful information for the DXer. I have been lis­
tening 10 as many of these progrnms as possible over the past few months and have compiled this DX program 
review which is based upon the following criteria where applicable: 1. Timeliness of the DX tips, old news is 
often of liule value. 2. Accuracy of the DX news eg: correct freq uencies, station names, etc. 3. '!Oe usefulness 
of the news 10 the DX'er. To be as fair as possible, 1 have made an auempl 10 listen 10 at least 5 consecutive 
airings of each program in order 10 get a complete picture of what the program offers. I have devised the fol­
lowing rating system 10 provide an overall evaluation of the program. 

A: Excellent, don't miss this one. 

B: Good, quite useful 10 all DXers. 

C: Fair, nol th:tl big a deal if you miss a week. 

D: Poor, nothing useful here. 

F: Awful, hope for QRM. 

On 10 programs: (in no particular order) 

Radio Moscow, DX Program 

or all the DX program I listened 10, this had 10 be the worst. ll's just plain awful. I can't imagine anyone 
gelling any useful information from this program. The DX news is very inaccurate: anJ station names are con­
sistently pronounced wrong. Also, answers 10 lbtcners questions are about the s1upiJes1 things I've ever hc:arJ. 
IGiting- F 

Radio Au s tra lia, Communicator 

This is a program dealing with all aspects of communications in Australia, such as TV, computers, or 
anything else having 10 do with Australian communications. Rece nt topics have included the Mount Everest 
expedition, Australian DX conventions, voice synthesizers for the blind, or the Royal Doctor Flying Service and 
its use of radio. Communicator is not overly abundant in DX news but the news presemeJ is quite good, and 
ban especially good source of DX news from the l'acific region of Asia. Mike Dird provides his solar forecast 
at the e nd of each program. Rating- II 

WRNO, RFPI, various others, World of Radio 

Glenn Hauser docs a good job in combining DX and broadcasting news from a large variety of sources 
into one: program. W.O.R. is an excellent source of timely and very accurate DX tips, swtion news, and news 
about a variety of other topics. The main emphasis is on shortwave but there is plemy of other news here such 
as TV DXing, medium wave, anti ham DX news. Glenn also places a good deal of emphasis on SW program­
ming anti upcoming programs. WO R's greatest strength is its accuracy and timeliness of station news. IGitini:-

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Radio Netherlands, Medin Network 

This is not really a DX program but a review of weekly media developments, with an emphasis on 
shortwave, 'IV, satellite, and computers. MN does more than just report on media developments but often goes 
into the why and by whom question of broadcasting. MN is very up to date since it is produced just a day or so 
before broadcast. This one is not abundant in DX news eilher but provides some DX news almost every week 
by a few regular we ll known DXers, Victor Goonetilleke in Sri Lanka, Arthur Cushen in New Zealand, and 
Richard Ginby in S. Africa. John C:.tmpbdl a lso occasionally provides a review of clandestine operations. Media 
Network is one of ihe most creative programs on the air and is a real pleasure to listen to. Each program ends 
with a solar report by Mike llird. Make this one a pan of your regular listening. Hating A 

Radio RSA, DX Corner 

I've always liked this program mostly because I'm interested in DX'ing Africa. DX Corner usually looks 
at a specific topic each wc:c:k. Some recent ones; A Look at WWV, What's the Difference Between an SWL and 
DX'er, TV Dxing, or DXing the 60 m Band in S. Africa. The DX news is usually the same recorded segment 
provided by DX clubs as on HCJ B. Other DX news provides a look at stations in Africa and is very useful. ·n1is 
program used to be much belier. Rllting· C 

BRT, Radio World 

This program consists mostly of station news with an emphasis on schedule changes. There were also 
some loggings reported as well as some pirate station items in a few progr.1ms heard. I found a majority of these 
items to be about very common stations and were somewhat out of date. Overall !his one is OK but nOl that 
useful. Rating· C 

VOA, Communications World 

This is an interesting program about all aspects of communications. But it certainly has very liule to do 
with DXing. Some past items have included news about tekphone operators, supermarkets use of computers, 
air traffic disruptions, and remote sensing satellites to name a few. The only things having to do with radio have 
been a program on the history of radio and an explanation of why stations seasonally change their frequencies. 
As a DX program this would rate a D. Nevertheless, it is an interesting program. 

Kol Israel, DX Corner 

This program is so short that if you don't listen at the right time, you'll miss it. Some of the things that 
this program provides are schedule changes for Kl, receiver reviews, lots of news about cable 1V, or answas 
to listeners leuers. Not that good, it's too short. R.iting C 

K1WR, Pacific DX Magazine 

This would be a good program for the beginner also. Some of the topics heard has to do with early radio, 
500 kW stations, Q-codes, leucrs Crom·listeners, or antenna construction. One of the more interesting items 
heard was on the world's most powerful station, a LW station in Europe I believe. Rece ption of K1WR is not 
always reliable depending on your QTH but give it a try anyway. !Uling· C 

RCI, SWL Digest 

Hosted by the popular Jan McFarland, this is without a doubt the best DX program on the air. The first 
program of each month features an in-depth receiver review by Larry Magne; useful to anyone planning to buy 
a new radio. Other features include reports from ANARC and EDXC, reports from Tony Jones on the broad­
casting situation in Central and South America, a report called Don Jensen's Journal, which is a menagerie of 
all manner of current or nostalgic views, shortw~ve broadcasting, or leuers Crom the technical mailbag. Often 
there are o ther topics of communications in Canada presented. The final 7 minutes of SWLC arc saved for 
Glenn Hauser and his DX news report. The news is mostly of what would be considered rare and difficult DX. 
h's presented rather quickly so make sure you have a tape recorder running. If you call yourself a DXer, this

DXing the Real Orient Express -THE GREAT SILK ROAD 

Part II

from Urumqi, Uygur Xinjiang Autononomous Region, China: 

Dear Aunt Mabel and Uncle Rowland: 

last month, I wro1e to you about our 1ravels over 1he wes1ern half of 1he G reat Silk Road. We followed in 
1he dust of over a 1housand years o f 1ranscontinen1al caravans and lhe am1ies of Alexander 1he G real. We 
left Teheran going cast and 1ravcllcd primarily through de.ens, from oasis 10 oasis, from Ashkhabad 10 Merv 
to foOic:c..i Samark;.inc..i. Lcavin!; Sau1arka.iu.i, we: d1u!lc:: uu11u La ke:: 1iic ·c:~y· uuniu:1111uu1c: ul li1c Roa<l thruugit 
Tashkenl, Frunze and Alma Ala. l ns1ead, we chose: 1he 'safer' main Grea l Sil.k Road over 1hc Pamir llange 
of 1he Himalayas 10 ancienl Kashi;ar, now called 1<4tshi. Kashi is the most re mole ci1y in 1he world. Even in 
lhe !ale l 9l!O's, few Westerners have: EVER visi1cd Kashi. One of o ur reasons for 1he 1rip was to DX from 
1his, probably lhe grealcsl inland SWDC DX loca1ion in 1he world! 

Thanks 10 1he decade of cooperation between the Russians and lhc Chinese in the 19SO's, there is now a 
"road" from Samarka nd ovc:r 1he 15,000' pass along 1he nanks of Ml. U:nina and over 1hc: cresl of 1he Pamirs 
10 Kashi/Kashgar. After rest ing for several days in Fc:rgana, 1he las1 ci1y of 'nie Wcsl, we mou111c:d our 1rus· 
1y jeep and headed across one o f 1he highes1 passes in 1hc world. 

Once across the pass and ou1 of the clouds and glaciers, we were fina lly in C HINAll I As we cres1cd 1he 
foo1hills a nd saw Kashi, we we re shocked I Where were 1hc pagodas'/ Where were 1he curving tiled roofs? 
The p lace looked just like Marrakesh I This was China? 

As we ente red Kashi/Kashgar, we realized why i1 looked so familiar: It looks cxac1ly like the p ic1ures of the 
Holy und from ch ildren's Bible s1ories-onc and IWO story na1·roofcd houses wilh families using lhe na1 
roofs as bedrooms in the summer. When we arrived, they all seemed to be using lheir roofs 10 gawk al 1he 
funny looking foreigners. As our jeep s1opped at 1he caravansary (yep, still in business), crowds o f locals sur· 
rounded us, all wan1cd a closer look at these pale people 1hat 1hcy had heard rumors about Toward lhe rear 
of 1he crowd, fa1hers held young children over 1heir heads so they can •cc 1hesc slrange looking be ings for 
1hernsclves. Luckily, 1he local people were universally friendly and kind. An almos1 carnival a tmosphere 
developed 10 celebrate our arrival over the Old Road. As we: looked around 1he happy crowd, we saw a 
"chinese• face or two, but most were members of 1he caucasian group called "Uygurs" (pronounced WEE· 
GRRSI). After all, we are now in the Xinj iang Uygur Autonomous Region o f the People's Republic of C hina. 

When we asked 1he innkeeper why Kashi looks like Bethlehem, he talked about 1he armies of Islam tha1 
came 1his way in the 700's and brought their Arabic deser1 archi1ec1ure with them. All 1he oases of 1he Grc:a1 
Silk Road used 10 look this way. Kashi is jus1.so remo1e tha1 "progress' has not yet arrived. We didn't even 
admit to ourselves 1hat we spoucd several pair of blue jeans in our welcoming crowd, and at leas1 1hree Sony 
"boom boxes!" 

finally, we freed ourselves from our social obligations and, trusty 2010 in hand, headed for the roof. ' Ilic: 
millennium had arrived I Our local SWBC bands are very crowded and the geography tells 1he talc:

Our favori tes were Srinagar anJ Muzzaforabad. Srinagar is the Indian goverruncntal headquarter> in dis­
puted Kashmir. AJR pub out many services from here, including meJium wave, which was easily audible in 
Kashi al night. Howcver, we listened 10 Srinagar Il Service oo 3277 in the evenings ( 1230..1737 lffC). With 
dawn enhanccmelll, Srinagar has been heard in North America, but as we lean back and look al the s1:irs, 
NEVER LIKE THIS! When we wcrcn'1lb1ening10 Srinagar, we tuned in Pa1Us1an's Azad K;c,hmir Radio, 
Muu:ifaraball 0113660 Kl IZ (I KW 1157-180.J UTC). It tends 10 vary a bi1,somc1imes up 103665 ... howcvcr, 
this is the only SW transmiuer operating from Muzzafaraball. The often rcponed 4790 service is actually 
tran>rniueu from l'akistan's capitol, lsl:unabad. The 3660 transmitter has been heard even in central Nonh 
America, but only under lhc most unusual circumstances. Actu:illy, in Kashi, A·K Rallio cam.: in beuer on 
792 kl lz with 150,000 wam, but we'll need s10ries 10 tell when we get home! 

We searched the bands for local radio from Kashi,bu1 coulll not find any. There is probably at least a small 
mellium wave outlet, but we didn't notice it in our band scan. There is almost surely a major Chinese (and 
American???) clcctronic intelligence base at Kashi/Kashgar; the C hinese read maps, 100. WE DID NOT 
ASKI 

After two days of rest and almost constam haggling at the bazaar (finest rugs in the world at the lowest prices), 
we joinell our caravan for the trcl: along the most desolate, remote llesen in the worlJ, the fearsome Tak· 
limakan. This football shapcll 1000 mile by 500 mile depression is almost 1owlly below sea level anll is without 
known inhabitants. The T alJimakan i; bounllcll on the nonh by thc very high Tien Shan (Heavenly Moun· 
ta ins) and on the sou th by the backsiJe of the Himalayas ;md the Tibetan Plateau. We knew that ahead of us 
was a 700 mile straighHhrough run on a single lane blacktop road. Along the Road we would periodically 
sec >anll covered ruins of ancient caravansaries, long abanuoncd 10 the merciless Taklimakan. We were 
rather reluc1a111ly healling for the ancient oasis of Koria. 

Luckily, we were aboarll one of the seeming hundreds of Mercelles or Roman brand trucks which have 
replaced the Ilactrian camels on the Road. Our llrivers and the other truckers COM ING AT US all seemed 
convinced that they each ownell lhe entire center of the roall and were willing to llic 10 prove their point. 
Wc thought: 'They know what they' re doing" anll ''TI1cy AllE really gooll drivers," but we noticell far too 
many wrecks along the road. 'fltiny six incrcllilllc hours later, we careeneJ into Koria. 
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Although we really needed 10 push on the Uygur capital of Urumqi, our driver, without eicpl:ination. told us 
that we: must wait for two days. Do the Teamsters have a local here? We spent the time yarning with sevc:ral 
elderly Uygurs. We lc:arned that, excc:pl for a few expeditions in the late 1920's, almost no We>tcrners have 
reached Koria. National Geographic, cal your heart out! We spent the: evc:nings monitoring the CPBS ' ta­
lion from Urumqi, still 200 mik' north of us across the (gulp) Tien Shan R:ingc:. I' ll pul my notes for Uncle 
Rowland's NASWA buddies al the: end of this journal. 

As we looked around al our Uygur and Tadzik companions-most of whom lookc:d either like P:incbo Villa'> 
brother-in-law or red headed versions of Clint Eastwood--wc: rcalizc:d why much of Urumqi's programming 
doe>n't ",ound Chinc:sc:.• In the: caravansary bar, we beard stories about when the Uygur. had an Empire out 
here across the whole of cc:ntral Asia. (Who do you think r:in the Huns :ind Mongols out?) We wundcred 
if these are the remnants of the Ancient Masters which some Tibel:in monks whisper about. We were told 
about a pc:rfect pyramid, twice the 'ize of Egypt's largest, with red, yc:llow, blue and black painted faces. It 
was 'c:cn 200 miles south of Koria by an expedition in the 1920's which wa:. sponsored by one of the Chinese 
warlords. We asked if we could try to sec the pyramid, and they reminded us that the Taklimakan to our 
south may look like the world's mo' t remote de,c:rt, bul we:, tern new, papcrs refer to it as the Lop Nor Rud:­
ct Test Range. THE ANSWER WAS NOi 

About then, our Uygur hc:ad driver, whom we by now called MAIUOANDRETT! WITllADEATllWISll 
told us it was time to leave: Cur Urumqi. We caught ourselves com :cting his pronunciation of his own city. 
Afte r all, Mitch S:inlS has pronounced it YOU-ROOM-CHEE for years. Mario informed us, rather nasti· 
ly, that he didn't care how "Han" Chinese spell it or how Arkaru.awyers pronounce it, the place was called 
00-ROO-MOO-CHEEI OK, OKI 

Well, we remounted the giant Mercedes diesel and headed s traight into the Tien Shans. The Chinese built 
this "road" right after they 'plit with the Russians in the late !950's ... jusl 10 prove that they could. h seemed 
10 have been built by the lowest biddc:r or by :in experimental physicist with unconventional ideas. A> we 
rumbled along the high country ( 16,000') al record speed, we gut a lot fric:ndlier with the 'hcc:p··thcy had 
bcuc:r coat> t han we do. Y cs, Aunt Mabel, we had been riding in the bacl.: of a >hecp true!.: since Ka.hi and 
were glad of it, tool 

Th:!! !cng !r-..:ck dtle g:.:ve me time !or :! !at of reflection. Aunt M:tb~!. there ::!.!e two !h!ngs !'H never forg~! 
about the people here; first, I'll never forget what it felt like 10 be the one who looked odd and different and 
how it felt to be di>tinctly and obviously in the MINORITY. Wow, that was a real eyc-opc:nerl Secondly, 
I'll never forget the Chinese people. Everyone that we met wa:. unfailingly friendly. No exception! Mure 
than that, they dbtinctly liked us and were fascina1ed to hear aboul how things were where we: were from .... 
I'll be corresponding with the Uygur Mercedes truck aimer who we ~t ill call MAR10ANDRE1TI 
WITHADEATHWISH. We actually stayed with him and his family outside Urumqi for scvc:r:il days. I l is 
dream is to send his son to the USA for college. I'll bet il happe11S. 

We finally arrived in Urumqi with only a few hours to spend before we grabbed our trnin (yes!) back to 
civilization. We spotted several radio towers west of the city and suspect Lhat was the Provincial Broadcast­
ing Station. There was no time to visit. A bath seemed much more a11ractive as did our first chance al a "real 
Chinese• meal. We were told that, for generations, the central government in China has been coercing "I Ian• 
Chinese families lo move out here to "stabilize" the Uygur Xinjiang region. Folks keep moving back to central 
China every chance thc:y gel. Lillie wonder! About one-third of Urumqi's 100,000 people arc "Han" Chinese 
from central China, and the meal was superb. We hitched our rucksack and the trusty 2010 on our shoulder, 
bid farewc:ll 10 Mario and his sheep, and made for the railroad station. 

We have been here al the station for three hours and the train is going to be several more hours bte -
sandstorm down the line. I'll write again when we gel lo Xi:in, the end of The Great Silk Road.

WHO'S ON THE AIR: Azad Kashmir

111c: s tory of radio broadc:c.tini; in Azad Ka>hmir is 
very interesting. Antl likewise, >O is the: story of how 
the s taiion fi rs t began lO bsue QSL le11ers. Actual· 
ly, Azad Kashmir in the Urdu lani:uage means free 
Kashmir. It is a slice of what once was the princedom 
of Kashmir which is controlled by Pakistan, while the 
Indian >ei:melll of the territory is known as J ammu 
and K.a.hmir. 

It was bacl: on April 16, 1948 that the first broadcasts 
were made: from a rue.Jiu >tat ion in what i> now kno)Yn 
as Azad Kashmir. These: fir>t broadcasts were maJc: 
from a tr:111Smi tter which w:c. in>1:1lled on the back of 
an army truck. 111e stud io and other equipment were 
iru tulled in another similar truck. This equip ment 
was locateJ at the: c:dge of a town, Trarkhal, and it 
w:is in use for many years. All broadc:ists were: on 
the tropical >honwave frequencies, and the main 
channd in u>c at the time was 4815 kllz. Power 
rating fu r this orii:inal transmitter is no t known, but 
it was probably of 1he order of abou1 I kW. 

A pe r manent station for Azad Kashmir Radio 
(AKR) was erected at Muzzaffarabad some 12 years 
later. ·nib new statio n officially opened on October 
15, 197 1. FO r many years there: was :isingle 10 kW 
transminer in use, and like its pn:J ecessur, it ioo 
operated on lhc tropical shortwave banlls. A 10 kW 
medium wave transminer tuned to 15 12 kHz was of· 
ficially commissioned on April 29, 1976. The entire 
facili ty uf AK.ll i> located in the one buildini: on the 
edge of Muuaffarabad, the capitol town of Azad 
Kashmir. The offices, studios, and the transmitters 
of AKR arc located in the one building. Antl there 
:ire 1hrcc m:tSts supportini: the shonwavc antenna 
>ystcm, und one vertical radiato r for the: mellium· 
wave outlet. 

A lthough many OXers had sent reception reports to 
AKJl in years gone by, the only known QSL issued 
by the station before 1972 was a letter received by 
Allen 11tompson in England. 

Dack in 1968 when I firs t went to Lahore under trans· 
for from Australia, I often 1uned in to AKR on 
shortwave:. I sent several receplion reports 10 the 
s tation, but alas, without any success. In 1972, Don 
J ensen in the United Siates, wrote 10 Victor 
Goonetillekc in Colombo, sec: king assis tance fur ob· 
tairung a QSL from AKR. As a resul1 of Victor's sui:· 
ge>tion, Don wrote to me in uhorc: rc:quc:stini; 
assis tance in obtaining this very tlcsirable QSL from 
AKJl. So I decided to try again. I wrote out a recc:p· 
tion report for AKR on each of its shortwave: chan­
neb (there was nu mediumwavc: at the time), anJ 
abo filled in a set of prepared QSL cards. TI1en, I 
had the director of the Voice of Phrophet'Y cor­
respontlencc school in uhore trans la te all uf these • 
items into the Urdu language. 'TI1c:>C many itenlS 
toi:ethcr with return postage, a few postcarJs, anJ 
some used stamps were then dispatched by mail to 
/\z<lll Kashmir Hadio, Trarkhal, Azad Kashmir. Im­
agine my pkasam surpri>c: a couple: of weeks later, 
to receive the prepared QSL card> from AKR, in 
Muzzaffarabad, duly stamped and sii:ned. In order 
to oh ta in a QSL fur Don J ensen, I followed a similar 
procellure. From 1his time onwards, A.Kil has been 
a reliable and prompt verifier of all correct reception 
reports. 

Contrary to some lis1ings, there arc no facilities of 
AKR at Trarkhal. 111e mobik station was closed 
sometime before the erection of the permanent Sia· 
t ion at Muzzaffaraball. Most of the programs of 
AK.ll orii;inate in the Muzzaffarabad studios, though 
they do relay some news bulletins and fea tures from 
Radio Pakistan. However, no transmitters of Radio 
Pakistan arc used for the relay of programs from 
Azad Kashmir /Eel. Note: AGAIN, p/ea:;ereme111bcr 
this unicle is SEVEN Y&1RS OLD, and most sources 
cuffe11tly suue thut tl1e 4790 kHz outlet from AKR is 
Yiu lslcu11abud, Pukistcu1j.

.... f'irsi, I'd like lo congra1ula1e and lhank all of the 
contributors and editors of FRENOX for the 
wonderful job they do in putting each and every issue 
of FRENDX together with informative and interest­
ing topics. Although I once was only concerned with 
the loggings sec1ion, I now read FRENOX from cover 
lo cover wi1h few missed ar1icles. 

One topic you sugges1cd readers could write aboul 
was how a panicul~r station was finally logged and/or 
verified. I'd like lo share a very recent experience of 
how 1 was able to log and verify lhc: Solomon Islands 
Uroadcas1ing Corpora1ion af1e r five years of lrying. 
Having been a DXer for about 17 years, I had always 
lried 10 log lhe SIBC wi1h success finally occurring 
in the spring of 1!183. Even though I was able to hc:ar 
a proper identification, the broadcas1 was not 
audible enough 10 send a very complete reception 
repon in the hope of receiving a QSL card. THree 
facw rs seemed to play against me recc:iving a QSL 
card from the SIDC: 

1. ·nie time thal the SJBC was audible in Eastern 
North America made: it nearly impo>siblc for me: 
to continuously "hunt• down the station. 

2. The reception quality of the broadcast, when 1 
uiti have 1he chance lo hear it, was no1 sufficient. 

3. The sentence in the WRTH under the SIBC list­
ing no1ing 1hal the reception report must contain 
de1ails to establish authenticity. Although 1 
would never send a rcpon without this authen­
ticity, this was the only such listing thai actually 
contained a "warning.• 

Month afte r month, year after year, I faithfully tuned 
to 5.020 MHz in the very early hours of morning, 
hoping to hear lhe SIBC. I would normally lry this 
around 0900 or 1000 UTC with limited success, al­
though never really being able to hear the broadcast 
al a sufficient level to gel a report. 

As a little background to the next part of my story, I 
am the father of a beautiful 19 month-old daughter 
named Jessica. Well, as many 19 month-olds will do, 
Jessica had been waking up at assorted times during 
the nighl due to the overly used excuse of teething. 
On the morning of August 27, a Saturday (although 
usually it's during the week when she decides to do 
this), Jessica woke up screaming at 3:00 AM and 
needed some soothing until 3:20 AM before she fell 
asleep again. Well, being the DXer I am. I went to 
the radio room as I call it, and fired up the Kenwood 
R-2000 10 sec: what was on a1 this lime of the night. 
Whenever I am listening al times such as this, I 
automatically know 10 search frequencies of my 
hard-to-get favori1cs such as the SlllC. I automati­
cally tuned 5.020, with little success, but proceeded 
to tune SIBC's other frequency, 9.545 MHz. which 

normally is not on the: air when I usually try for the: 
SIBC. To my surprise, there was the SIBC, broad­
casting a sponing event be1ween New Zealand and 
the Solomon Islands wi 1h a fairly decent signal 
streng1ll. G roping for paper and pen, I proceeded to 
listen to the spons event and the local news and after 
twenty minutes of lis1cning went back lo bed know­
ing tha1 I finally was able to copy the: SIBC well 
enough to send a reception rc:pon, entitling myself 
to a· much dc:sired QSL card. Of course, when I 
awoke that morning, I gave my daugh1er a special 
kiss, knowing that if it wasn't for her, I would not have 
gouen lhe report (although I do no1 want 10 make 
3:00 AM wake-ups a normal occurrence). 

Feeling elated 1ha1 I was able to send the SIDC an 
•authentic" report complete with details and three: 
IRCs the: next weekend I tried to hear 1hem on 5.020 
al my normal listening ii me of 1000. As you can ex­
pecl, the transmission quali1y was good, c:ven bc:uer 
than the previous one I listened 10 on !1.545. Well, l 
fe lt belie r when I go1 home from work one day and 
found a QSLcard from the Solomon Islands wailing 
for me. I could not believe that the total response 
time was just about two weeks. Well, I guess they 
figured they would make up for the years I'd spem 
waiting to get a decent enough broadcast and also for 
the early morning wake-up call my daughter 
provided me. 

The bio you gave in 1he September FRENDX 
sounds similut 10 mine. I om 32 wilh one daugh1er 
and another child due in April /Ed 110/e: Co11i;rats -
- maybe he/sire Cati help you log Cook lslu11ds lj. I 
began DX'ing when I was 15 when my pare111s 
bought me a Webcor 6 band ponable, that included 
Shonwave. Since 1hen, I've used a Realistic DX-
150A with my currem receiver a Kenwood R-2000A. 
Al1hough digital readout sure helps ou1 a Joi, the 
patience I needed in IDing stalions without digital 
readout has helped me in 01her ways. My DXing 
comes in spurts as indica1ed by the totals of new sta­
tions I've logged over the years (years including col­
lege, grad school, marriage, fa1herhood, three jobs, 
e tc.). I've logged 250 swtions with 146 verified. 
Yearly 101als for logged stations look like this: 
197 1-50, 19n-3o, 1973-17, 1974-17, 1975-18, 1976-
3, 1977-1, 1978-80-0, 1981-2, 1982-34, 1983-27, 1984-
ll, 1985-16, 1986-4, 1987-10, 1988-3. 

Art, congratulations on logging and verifying SIDC 
after many years of persistence I I heartily agree that 
daily trying is what it takes to snag some of the 
tougher stations. And thanks for writing your ex­
perience up to share with us.

SENSITIVITY. SELECTIVITY. AND FILTERS 

I recently received a letter from Paul Costello, of Yakima. 
Washington. Pau l described his e ntry into shortwave listening in the 
e~rly days of radio (out of courtesy. I won't say how ear ly). It 
seems one evening Pau l was listening to the broadcast band. when he 
ht:o. .ni a ::st.al. .Lou hundred~ o t 1n1 les away. In ~he edrly clay~ this Wti9 
quite an accomp l ishment. as Pa ul wel l realized. 

A LITTLE NOSTALGIA 

We ll . Paul's letter set my mind to wandering. My favori te period 
o f h istory. both for radio and otherwise, was the twenties and 
thirt.ies. Stations were few and far b .. t ween. and l ogging each one was 
quite a chall enge. In the vary ear ly days transmitters were spark gap 
uni t s - Tesla coils switched on anq off by a te legraph key. Their 
frequency was by no means s tab l e. In fact. they broadcast at a 
fundarnenta I frequency somewhere i n the VLF band. and spread harmonics 
all t he way up to the microwave spec trum! This early. uninten tional 
at t empt at spr.,ad spectrwn technology rasulted in a very weak signed, 
bec11use the total energy of the transmitted carrier was so badly 
divided. If you had any hope o f hearing the few and tar between 
stations back then you did everyth i ng you could to improve 
sensitivity. 

TIME MARCHES ON 

Starting in the twenties, t hough. t hings changed. faced with the 
incredible chaos of now numerous :Jpark tran:11nitt<:rs, and the 
tachnology available for stab l e, s1ngle frequency transmitters. the 
U.S. Government. out. l awed spa.rk a.::s a means of convnun1cat.1ons. In t.he 
years that toll ow"d CW s tations wera joined by actual voica, or 
rad1otelepho11e signa ls. Broadcast stations s prang-up in hotels. 
coverted garagas, and even rai l road cars. fraquenci~s were regulat.d. 
o standard broadcast band was established. and regular shortwavt: 
sarvices wt:r .. est<1bl1shed. All was now b l i!ls - or W<1S it 7 Thousands 
or stations were now occupying what was once empty space. It was 
becoming impossible to pick-out on<0 s t ation from a nother. Sensitivity 
was not so much of concarn now. I nstead. sel eccivicy was the 
buzzword. People were confused. for years the expensive radio sets 
were t outed on the basis of their sens1t1v1ty. What was this new 
f•ature. selectivity. and why wos it so important?

Thanks to a call from Lou Jos ephs, Radio Newyork International was 
heard on its first broadcast after leaving Boston Harbor in early 
October. On UT Saturday October 15", Lou heard it put a carrier on 
1620 kHz at 0100 UT, called me and I was listening from 0200 
onwards . Continuous music noted until the first ID at 0235 UT , 
noting the ship's registry was (now) with the Principality of 
Sealand. "Sara rocks , but she rocks you gently." The next 
evening RNI popped up again, precisely at 01 UT, frequent IDs and 
good audio. The signals were consistently 20-to-30 db/s9. RNI 
lasted until the following Monday before going silent upon being 
served with a restrainina order. Lou Josephs is keeping Media 
Network listeners up to date on this developing story. 

Other notes (in no particular order): Yugoslavia has expanded its 
English programming, including a NA service at 0100. Iraq at 2100 
is announcing 15230, but that outlet -- if on -- is not heard 
here. Seychelles 1130 Fri-Sat on 15325 is now covered by Finland. 
Argentina is virtually a non-entity on SW now, on 9690 and 
buried on co-channel interference. R Tirana at 0230 and 0330 has 
moved off 9500 to 9757, parallel to 7065 ; I h aven't had a chance 
to check the rest of the schedule. 

Antenna work here: a 250-ft low LW antenna broke in August, and I 
replaced it with a longer and higher one that has a 90-ft v ertical 
component. Interesting results were noted at 2 1 UT on 9770 where 
Iraq and WHRI battle it out. WHRI dominates on the 400-ft 
inverted-L that runs NW; on the· 300-ft new LW runnins to the SE, 
Iraq pushes WHRI off the frequency. 

Don't forget llbout the ANARC SWL Net, Sunday:s 1500 UT (10 a.m. 
Eastern time) on 7240 kHz. You can leave loggings in the SWL 
conference on the Pinelands RBBS. I usually check the system 
about an hour before net time for any late-breaking information. 

And finally, George Wood announced on October 26 that NASWA'r Tom 
McElvy has been appointed head of ANARC's Publicity Committee. Tom 
replaces Mike Harris in this capacity. Congratulations and good 
luck, Tomi
