This month's Forum includes part one or my article on "DX'lng• Brazil from within its borders, and 
an article I've been wanting 10 write for a while on DX'ing on the road. 

DXing Brazil from Brasil 
by Rowland Archer 

When I got an airmail /el/er from "Campina 
Grande, Bra.sir last November, I assumed ii was a 
QSL. .. so you can imagine my surprise when I 
opened the lei/er and found it was an invilaJion 
from a consulting finn to come to Brazil and give 
a six hour seminar on local area networks, on their 
nickel! After hesitating for about five 
nanoseconds, I checked the "YES box and selll 
them an acceptance. 

THE ITINERARY 

This was our first visit to Brazil, and I was for­
tunate enough to be able to combine business, 
vacation, and LA DXing on location. 

My wife and I travelled first to Rio de Janeiro, 
where we spent 4 days. We made a one day side 
trip to the capital city of Brasilia, then we were 
off to see spectacular Iguassu Falls. The trip 
finished with three days in Sao Paulo, the busi­
ness nerve center of Brazil. 

RIO DE JANEIRO 

After a 1-o-n-g flight (we left Raleigh a l 5:00 in 
the afternoon on Sunday), we landed at Rio 's 
thoroughly modern international airport at 8:00 
in the morning on Monday, May 8. Our tour 
guide, Romulo, me t us at the a irport and 
proceeded to give us a fascinating overview of life 
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in Rio and Brazil today. He painted a picture of 
a cily and country 1ha1 was beset with economic 
difficulties yel maintaining an op1imis1ic view 
towards 1he future. ·n1e major economic difficul­
ties are runaway inflation and a huge internation­
al debt. Inflation has been running from 10% to 
30% a month and more. Many of lhe Brazilians 
we met were looking hopefully towards this fall's 
presidential e lections to provide new faces and 
fresh ideas to combat these crippling problems. 
Expect a lot of campaign coverage on Brazilian 
stations as we approach 1hc November elections. 

Life in Rio is a strange mix of carefree sun-wor­
ship and paranoia stemming from the high crime 
rate. Mosl of the crime is petty, usually involving 
1heft of valuables by skilled pickpockets or packs 
of young children roaming the beach. The na­
tives of Rio, known as curiocas, wear zippered 
moneybelts while jogging down 1he miles of black 
and white tiled sidewalks 1ha1 line the beach. 

CURRENCY 

The currency si1ua1ion in Brazil reflects 1he crazy 
inflation rate. There are three different "levels" of 
currency in circulation. Cnaeiros (Cr$) arc the 
oldest currency in circulation, and are devalued 
hy a factor of 1,000,000. The: Cruzado, or CZ$, is 
devalued by a factor of 1,000. The New Cnuudv, 
NCZ$, is redeemed at face value. NCZS's were 
inlro<luced chis pasl January, so many things, 
such as postal stamps, arc s1ill printed in terms of 
Cru<Lados. Musi of 1he cash I handled was 
Cruzados. Metal coins are hardly ever seen. 

I was very curious to see how freely US dollars 
were tradc:d. OSLers often include US dollar 
hills with their reception reports for use as return 
postage. There is some controversy among 
DXers as to whether this is a good practice. 
Some have said that your recipienl would have 
trouble unloading the US dollar, and mighl even 
be breaking the law by possessing a US dollar. I 
can say without hesitation that US dollars were 
freely t raded wherever I went. There arc two ex­
change rates in effect: an official one which I 
never saw used, and u gray markel or "parallel" 
rate, semi-official to the point that it is published 
in 1he newspapers and honored by mosl hotels 
and stores. 

POSTAGE STAMPS 

I made a trip to a local posl office in Rio 10 buy 
some airmail slnmps for some letters to the US. 
The cosl for an airmail letter to the US was NCZS 
0,90, or CZS 900,00. Al the 2. 70 black market ex­
change rule, this worked out to about USS0.33 
per letter. Note: the Brazilian system uses ·; 
where we use "."and vice-versa, so where we write 

S 100.00 10 represent 100 dollars and 0 cents, the 
Brazilian equivalent would be written as S 100,00. 

THE BANDS IN RIO 

After getting some sleep to recover from the 
flight, we enjoyed our first meal in Rio and then 
ii was time lO unpack the shack. The accompany­
ing article describes my Portable DX Shack, prin­
cipally a Sony ICF2001D fed with an MFJ 1020 
active antenna. It was late afternoon, so I started 
hy running through 49 meters. I used lhe Fine 
Tuning "DXer's Guide to Lalin America" as my 
quick reference, since it lists all Brazilian SW sta­
tions by frequency. 

The Sao Paulo 49 meter band stations were com­
ing in wilh SIO 444 signals. R Cuhura on 6170, 
R Aparaceda on 6135, R Globo on 6120. It was 
much easier 10 get an ID when the s1a1ions are 
coming in loud and clear. Most Brazilian slat ions 
play a prerecorded, formal station ID once or 
1wicc an hour. From my shack at home in NC, 
these are the !D's I usually logged. In Brasil, I 
noticed many more casual ID's mentioned in 
passing. 

Over the course of the trip it also became obvious 
that the audio quality of these stations is not near­
ly as bad as it seems when you're hearing them as 
DX. In fact, by and large lhe audio 4uality was 
very good. II seems that the to rtures of long dis­
tance propagation arc resporu.ible for many of 
1he "muddy audio" conditions we DXers note. 

A VOZ DO BRASIL 

Al 2200 1 began my A Voz do lJmsil ("V Oil") scan. 
YOB is a program produced by the Radio 
Nacional government station, and it's supposed 
to he simulcast by all stations in Brazil at 2200 
each day. A number of reports in the DX press 
have stated that many Brazilian stations ignore 
this mandate and carry their own programming 
at 2200. I decided 10 check this out. 

My results appear in the attached lis t under the 
heading "VDB". As you can sec, the majority of 
stations that I was able to ID seem to carry VDB. ,. 
One surprise was the relative lack of non­
Brazilian Latins heard. I did focus most of my at­
tention on frequencies that were supposed to 
have Brazilians on them, but even in band scans 
I found mostly Brazilians and international 
powerhouses. One exception was R Huan­
eavelica on 4885.2, which put in a decent siglllll 
from 2245 tune-in. 

Shortly after my Huancavelica logging, Murphy 
struck and my tape recorder died. This was only 
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my first night of DX, so the rest of my loggings 
were recorded on paper only. 

R Relogio Federal on 4905 was SIO 555. This 
station seems to have been reactivated lately. 
There are quiet clock ticks each second under the 
announcer, and on the hour there's a verbal time 
check and then 3 time pips. 

At 2353 R Relogio Federal played a pre­
recorded, full station identification, typical of 

those heard on most Brazilian stations. Just as I 
was congratulating myself on the great collection 
of taped ID's I was going to have, my tape re­
corder utterly, totally, died. Looks like I'm going 
to have to come back next year! 

Next m onth's column will carry the conclusion of 
this article, covering the radio scene in Brasilia, 
Iguassu Falls, and Sao Paulo.

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A Portable DX Shack 
by Rowland Archer 

Sometimes business travel brings me to a location where I have a chance to hear some interest­
ing new DX catches. To take advantage of these situations, I prepared a simplified, light-weight 
"DX Shack in a Dag• that I take with me on the road. Note the emphasis on "ponablc shack" -
there's more to portable DX'ing than just lightweight receivers. Here are the requirements I 
placed on my Portable DX Shack, and how I met them. 

I. Portabll lty: For me, portable means 1ha1 it has to fit in a small carry-on bag. I don't wanJ to deal 
with 10~1 or dumuged luggage containing my expensive gear. 

Everything I take along fits in a portable computer carrying case. It's a cloth-covered bag, 12"W 
x 14"H x 5"0, padded, with a front and back compartment, pockets for cassette tapes, and a con­
venient carrying handle. I put the rig, tape recorder, and active antenna in one compartment, 
and the reference materials, cables, spare baueries, and blank tapes in the other. A stiff sided 
hug with padding will protect your equipment much better than a soft nylon carry-all sack. If you 
decide IO clu:ck your bug with the uirline, you should look into the strong metal suitcases used 
for photographic gear, or use plenty of pudding in a normal suitcase. 

2. Ui:ht-wcigh l DX-capable r eceiver: I want to go ufterreul DX bu( I don't wa11110 carry the NRD-
515 aruund. 

I use a Sony ICF2001Dportable (the overseas version of the ICF2010) for my DX rig on the road. 
It's very sensitive, has digital readout and memories, and docs a nice job with ECSSB, very handy 
for separating packed-in DX targets. I find this rig to be an excellent balance between siu and 
performance. There are smaller and lighter rigs that work well for SWL on the road, but the 
2001D can really DX. 

3. Quick setup: I wa111 something I can tear down or set 11p in 10 minutes. 

If it takes an hour to put the "Portable DX Shack" together at home, or to repack it in the hotel 
room before a 7:30 breakfast appointment, it just won't get done. My solution to this problem is 
to keep the carrying bag packed with everything I need but the receiver and some reference 
material. 

111is means that the Portable DX Shack is always packed with the necessary cables, blank casset­
tes, blank log sheets, portable casseuc recorder, active antenna, etc. No frantic last-minute sear­
ches through the junk box for that RCA plug to miniature phone plug adapter, or worse, no sitting 
in the hotel ruom with everything you need for DX BlJI' that adapter. 

4. Power: I 11eed to cope with hotel rooms which are cl1ronically short of outlets. 

I have found the simplest approach is to use battery-powered equipment exclusively. I'm not 
overly pleased with this, since I carry spare ba11eries for everything and that adds a bit of weight. 
But it has the advantage of quick setup -- no scrounging around the hotel room look.ing for empty 
outlets, discovering that the extension cord I brought wasn't Joog enough, or packing the extra 
weight of 3 AC adapters. 

5. Limited antenna sp:ice: I need some way to maximize DX even tlwugh hotels are usually con­
structed from signuJ-choking steel a11d concrete, and sometimes the windows ca11 '1 be opened. • 

This is the biggest challenge, and the easiest place to go wrong with portable DXing. Hotel rooms 
arc very hostile to shortwave signals. Over und over I have observed dramatic differences in 
r~ception between using the bui lt-in whip antenna and a 20' length of random wire, and an equal­
ly dramatic difference when adding a properly peaked active antenna/preamp to the 20' wire.

My current setup uses the insulated hank of wire that Sony includes with the 2010, feeding an 
MFJ 1020 active an ten nu/preamp. h 's worth looking for an insulated spool of wire that resists 
tangling and knolling. I'm nut a components expcrl so I can't tell you why it's so, but the wire 
that Sony uses seems uniquely resistant 10 tying itself in knots when you uncoil it. It's an 18-gauge 
stranded copper wire covered with plastic insulation. 

Placement of the 20' random wire is critical. If you're stuck in a room without an opening win­
dow, the b.:s1 thing 10 do is 10 route the wire up along the top of the curtain bar, looping around 
the window. Most hotel rooms include a small table near the window. Make this your DX Desk, 
and make sure the antenna reaches it. If you have sliding doors 10 a balcony, run the wire out to 
the balcony and loop it around the balcony railing. Try to put the wire near the top or bouom of 
the railing, as inconspicuously as pos>ible. On more than one occasion I've received inquiries 
from curiou> hotc:l staff about "1hal rope out on your balcony!" They usually think someone is 
breaking in! 

Be careful that the sliding doors don't wear through the insulation of you r antenna. If your out­
door antenna ducsn't dramatically improve reception, try opening the door and lifting the wire 
free of the door frame. If the ~ig11al strength jumps up, chances are you r antenna was shorting 
out lU the door frame. 

Warning: Some portables may not handle th e high level output or an active antenna very well. 
In fact, thc Sony 2001 DnUJO is infamous fur fa ilures in the from-end FET (the RF ampl ific:r tran­
>istur), duc tu uv.:rload> on the incoming signal. While I've never had such a problem, I can't 
guarantee that your 2tMllDncHo will be able to 1Ulcra1e the output of a preamp like the MFJ­
!020. Try this at your own risk. 

6. Rcrcrence material: I need cum:lll mid urcliival DX i11fon11Uiion to take along for bot/a target 
se11i11g and te111CJtfre identification. 

I (ere I ~ugge>t iaking along what YOU normally use. I pack a copy of Passport to World Band 
nadio, plus the Danish Shortwave Club's Tropical Band Suniey. T o this I usually add the last 
few month's worth of Fine Tuning and DX Spread, and perhaps some 1arge1-region oriented 
refcrence matcrial, such as the Fine Tuning Indonesian Suniey for trips to C:1lifo rnia. Finally, I 
add my own current station target list. 

7. Permanent r ecord: I wunt a paper log <Jlld wpe recordings of any good DX catclaes for lwer ID 
r:hecks and reception report details. 

A couple of pens and some blank log sheets stay in the Portable DX Shack, so that's the easy part. 
Not so easy is fi nding a casse tte recorder that's both lightweight and can handle the high level 
ou tput of the Sony 2010. Many ca>.~cttc recorders have only a "MIC" input, which will overload 
if you f.:ed it the high-level output from your receiver. Louk for an "AUX" input. 111is is usual­
ly high level. An alternative is to use an a11enua1ing cable which reduces the level for you. You 
can huy one at Radio Shack; I found it reduced the level too low for my particular setup. 

I prefer a recorder with a tape counter so I can note the counter value at probable ID's for late r 
re-checks. Auto-reverse is nice, along with a lucking fast forward control. 

I was using an old Panasonic purtublc recorder, but it died on the Brazil trip, so this part of my 
Portable DX Slauck currently needs replacing. 

SUMMARY 

I won't claim the ultimate setup by any means, and in fact, I would love 10 publish tips from "fel­
low travelers" who can share their experiences of DX'ing on the road. O n the plus side, I have 
managcd 10 log a number of RRI stations including RRI Dili from a hotel in Alameda, CA, so 
this setup has worked for me in practice.

Not to be confused with the BBC program of the 
same name although there are cenain similarities in the programs. Although Radio 
Australia's "Anything Goes" is not Ii.Ice the BBC's programme, a request program, 
the musical styles of both shows is similar. One of the things that makes the BBC's 
program of the same name so popular is the numberof songs they play from the 30's, 
40' sand 50' s, and Radio australis seems to have cashed in on that idea. Although there 
are no official requests, each week" Anything Goes" plays music from the 20's, 30's, 
40's, and 50's, usually tied loosely together by a theme such as"moviesongs from the 
40's and 50's." Actually the program is quite good if you like that music (which I 
admit I do), but I can not escape the feeling that Radio Australia has pirated a popular 
idea fonn the BBC and given it a somewhat different look. (17.795/21.740). 

Ai Your Reques1 (Radio Australia). A straight-forward request program with most 
requests coming in from Asia and the Pacific with a few from North america and 
elsewhere. Most requests tend to be for hit songs of the last ten to twenty years, but 
there is an occasional surprise, such as the listener who requested ''The William Tell 
Ovcnure". Radio Australia requests that listeners send in at least three requests in 
order of prefcren~ so that they can be accommondated if for some reason their (irst 
or second choices are unavailable. (9.580). 

People end Eycms (Radio Yugoslavia). When I fim started listening to this program, 
it was aired on Monday. Somewhere in June, however, Radio Yugoslavia switched 
the timing of this program with "Spotlight on culture" which hud previously aired on 
Wednesday. They can play this editor all the dirty tricks they want, but I intend to 
include it anyway. So there! Each week features a series of segments devoted 10 life 
in Yugoslavia, both political and social as well as economic. Past segments have

Pan or V.0.U.A.E.'s 
expanded service 10 Norlh America, 1his program is well wonh listening 10 if you're 
interested in compara1ive literature a1 all. The program will only run twenty-six weeks 
(by the time you read 1his they will be about on week 10) and stresses the pre-Islamic 
poets or Ar.ibia. h 's quite a fascinating progrnm not only for the sake or the literature 
but a lso forits insights into pre-Islamic life on the arabian peninsula. ( 13.605/1 I .985). 

The Trnvds or llm B;uuw (Voice of the United Ar.tb Emirates). This is a series of thiny 
programs (by the time you read this on about program 5), devoted to the travels and 
ull, ervations of a 14th century Moroccan Arab, 11.ln Batula. The program is presented 
in the form or a dialogue with the tr.iveler himself and parts or the stories he 1t!lls are 
sometimes c.lrnma1ized by ac1ors. Quite good from the li1tle bit or it I've heard. 
( 13.605/11.985). 

Cuhurnl Enrnu111a( Voiccofl-rce China). This program is a dialogue between 11tcresa, 
a Taiwanese Chinese, and Dennis, her American friend who is visiting the island as 
I hey dbcu>> lhc thing> that slrikc Dennis about Chinese Culture and life: on Taiwan. 
l'a>t progrnms have featured discussions of Grave Ckaning Day, MTV Centers, 
typical Chiucsc meals, elc. This panicular fonnat _was used for about two wccks, 
earlier in the year, as a ncw approach to 1he Tuesday progr.im 'Journey in10 Chincse 
Cuhurc," but alkriwour thrcc weeks was developed into a program of its own. (5.950/ 
9.6110/11.740). 

Ths; Nigh1s of Sd1crhcn;zaM ·au: New Arabian Nigh1s (Voice or the United Arab 
Emiratcs). l11is program is actually are telling or 1he tales of the l,(Xll nigh1s but 
tcchnologkally upda1ed so that such things as r.idios, rines, and telcphoncs are self­
conscious anachronisms in the program. Thc anempt is to show that the 1,001 nigh1s 
arc timclcss and have as much application 1oduy as they did when they were firs t told. 
Actually all lhc wizzardry, son;c:ry, etc. of the original utles is sti ll in tact, and thc 
sloric:s arc perfonncd by actors who usually do a prc:uy crcc.litable job. ( 13.605/ 
11.985). 

The Wes:k in Czechosloyakia (Radio Pmguc). A run down of lhc major cven1s­
poli1ical, economic, social andcuhur.i l- in Czechoslovakia. (5.930n.345/l l .990). 

Ch,ckpoim (Deutsche Welle). This program, which only airs on the second Saturday 
or every mo111h, fca1urcs an analysis or the West Gennan political scene. Past 
progrnms have rea1urs:c.l 1he n:cc:nt successes or right-wing, neo-Nazi panics in local 
ekc1ions in wes1 Gcnnany, a re1rospcc1ivc al 1he first 40 year> of 1he Ilundc:src:publik, 
and huw the recent hh•J(j-ha1h in China is likely 10 affect Wcst Gcnnany's rclations 
with that counlry. (6.040/15. I 05. Repealed at 0315 on 15.205 and at 0515 on 6.120/ 
6. 130). 2nd Saturday uf th~ month. 

The World ofSJamps (Radio Havana Cuba). A program to philately, and divided ito a 
number of segments. The first is usually a "phihuelic exchange" in which listeners 
intcrestcd in exchanging stamps with other lis1cncrs can write in: the second usually 
foa1urcs a recent Cuban oro1her S. American postal issucand some simplc information 
aboul tltal issue: the third is thc "Question of the Weck", usually quite simple if you 'vc 
listened 10 the program. Prizes for answering the "Question of the Weck" correctly 
arc reccn1 Cuban posial issues or lim-day covers. Previously thc program also 
included a feature on Southwest American Indian rituals and ceremonies, a topic 
which I found fasc inating but could hardly explain what ii was doing in a phila1dy 
progr.im. This particular feature seems to have bcen dropped recently, however. but 
maybe it, or something similar, wi ll reappear again in subsc4uen1 weeks. (11.820. 
Earlier at 0015 and la1cr at 0445 0 11 the same frel1uency). 
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TECHNICAL TOPICS 

Bells and Whistles 
I'm shopping for a new shonwave receiver. Not tba1 I really ca peel IO buy one, you undcrsl&lld. h's 
jus11ha1 whenever lhe noise level gell bad I curse my Hcalhkil SW-7800 and vow IO buy a n:placc· 
mcn1. For several weeks I collcc1 li1en11urc and dn:am. This usually lasll unlil my wife spo11 lhc 
childlike smile I ge1 when I am 1hink:ing wicked lhoughlS, and I co baclt IO cursina lhe lousy dy· 
namic ningc or my I lcathkh a• I ay to piclt out sumc more "rare ones.• 

During my la1es1 round or receiver fever I encountered several salesman who dldn'11ppcar IO ltnow 
wha1 some or lhe bells and whistles on lhcse expensive wonders were. Wilh receivers now IOpping 
five lhousand dollars at lhe upper end, ii will be costly if you arcn'1 able IO son oul lhe apples from 
1he oranges. 

I lcrc, 1hen, is a brief summary of some of lhe more common enhancemcnll found on modern shon· 
wave rccc:ivus. 

BFO 
In the old d•ys, AM was lhe rule for shortwave broadcasll. CW, or conli.nuou1 wave (Morse Code) 
WU USCd by &maleut radio operators, ahipl, and ain:raft. Ir you wanted IO n:cclVC lhis second Cl&SI 
of broadcas1s, you used lhe B FO, or bca1 frequency oscillaior. The BFO lnjccled a IOClC lnio lhc 
rwc:iver's mixer, causin& lhe dots and dashes IO become audible tones inllU.d of jusl a barely dis· 
cemable hum. The BFO could be adjusied co Jive a plcaalna tonc. In lhc 19~'1 SSB, « alnalc 
sideband, became morc and more popular In both ham ...slo and commercial appllcalion1. You 
wulJ fi1 mun: SSll lhan AM mtion1 in lhc umc frequency range. Fonunaiely, lhc ~ BFO could 
be uscJ to receive the SSB sisnala. You simply adju11cd lhe BFO until siadons sioppcd soundlna 
like Donald Duck® and swicd sounding like a bultWl bcina. II wu a bil clumsy, and lendcd IO drifl 
a lo~ bul ii worked. 

Fununaiely, mos1 modem receivers have sepcraic seulnas for USB, l.SB, and CW. "These seuln&s 
injcc1 a tone, like 1he old BFO, bu1 lhc variables arc preset The only way IO vary lhe IOlle or sound 
is m lldjusi lhc frequency you arc 1uncd 10. Some rccc.ivcn only have a &lnale sen.Ina marked SSB/ 
CW. 111is is nothing more lhan a fixed BFO, and you mus1 adjusc the sound by varylna lhc frc. 
quency you arc 1uncd IO. You muJI be careful! Some modern rccc.ivcn, primarily ponables, have 
no provision for rcccivin& SSB or CW signals. If you arc only lnicrcstcd In 1ndhlonal shonwave 
brolldcas1crs, and nol hams, UTE's, or the "unknowna," lhia is O.K .. 

I mentioned BFO drif1 earlier. When cvaluatins a receiver, lune IO a 1aon1. consl.sicnl scation, lilcc 
WWV. Ahhougb WWV i1 an AM siation, lhc CW position will cause a "zcro.bcal" or ionc IO occur. 
Listen 10 1he IOlle for 11 lc1.>t IS minu1cs. If the IOnC chan&el phch a STCl.I deal, this Is noc I very 
s11blc receiver. If you can afford be11er, pass this one by.

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NOISE BLANKER 

The noise blanker can be a lifesaver when it comes co ~ailed impulac noise. This is the type of 
noise that sounds like rapid popping or "hu h." The nois.e bllnker will es1&blish an averace signal 
level, and noise, which is typically a sudden level chani:e, will be rejected. The noise blanker w1U 
nut help on all type> of noise, and can be undesireable when listening co weak signals. 

SQUELCH 

The squelch has long been a feature on VHF-UHF scannen, ham rigs, and CB radios, and ii Is 
graudally appearing on shonwave rcceiven as well. With a squelch, you s.elcct how stron& a sicnal 
must be before it can be heard throu11h the loudspeaker. This means thu simple noise, or si&nals coo 
weak tu be intclligable, will rcsuh in a silent speaker. The problem is thll shonwave signals, unlike 
tho>e of the VHF llld UHF bands, uc'rlot u varied u those on the shonwavca. On VHF and above, 
sai:n•ls arc usually l'M, so noise and signal atrcngth variadoru lIC rcjecl.Cd within the rccc:lver. On 
AM. the noise and •ii:nal variations behave the same as the si&nal i1s.elf, and lIC passed on liu'ou&h 
the radio. If you set a "leulch high enou&h 10 el iminate IOITlC noise, you may also prevent yours.elf 
from hearing we•k or ltue1ua11ng signob. If you only lh tcn 10 VOA, RSA, and Radio Moscow, a 
S<Juekh is fur you. 

PRESELECTOR 

Ahhough a pre>elcctor Clll alw•ys be: added u an outboard M:Cessory, it is often more convienient co 
h•ve th i> fe•turc built-in co the receiver. Note thu a prc1Clcccor is not the wnc u an antenna tuner 
or m•tchini: control. though such controh ue frequently labelled "preselcccor.• The prcseleccor 
allow• you IO tune a nurow range uf frequencies. This can be quite useful when faced with strong 
in1er lc1ence. People who live in the 1111d>t o f a uronc AM brolldcut station. ham, or CB'er know the 
••lue of being able 10 pc•k the desired >tgnal while the rest all but diuppcu . The antenna tuner, or 
111J1ch111g control, allows you 10 match an antenna's impedance: co th11 of the rccc:iver's Input. When 
U)rng 1 single antenna for many bands 1his can result in an lmpruvcmc:n& or scvcml S unhs. 

l'ASSIJAND TUNING 

II is becoming increasingly difficult 10 sepan11e stations in the crowded shortwave bands o f loday. 
There arc physical (and economical) limii.tions on the selectivity of shonwave roccivcn. Very 
slwp fillers can help, bul they arc expensive, and thelr puamcten cannot be adju1tcd once manufac­
tured. An excellent compromise is p•»band tunin¥. In pusband tuning, the actual ccnler fraiucncy 
you arc receiving u th• t indicated (hopefully) by the rccc:lvet'1 readout. Bui yoo can shift the band· 
width around 1he center fl'Cl.jucncy to escape a nearby si&nal (sec Fi&ure I). This valuable fcalure 
muy be lncr.,asinaty hudcr 10 find, because the aUeaed patent holder 11 thrcatcnlna law1ult1 a&linst 
companies using the feature. Recently lcom Corporation be&an dllµpin& their venerated R·71A 
wuhout the passblllld 1unin& found on earhcr unlu wlthoUI changing IM model n~rl

NOTCH 

Sometimes a stadon sits uncomfon•bly c lose co another. The only way you can se p11a1e the two is 
10 •surgiclllly ext.raet" the undesired stution. The notch allows yoo co render the receiver numb 10 a 
>hllIJllY .U:fined ran&e of frequencies in the mid>t of other frequcncie1 (sec Fi&ure 2). This nou:h can 
be o.dju"cd 10 fllll on top of tl1c offending >talion. In some notches, you c•n lllso vary the wid1h of 
the notch. The nuu:h will 1101 remove mure than one i111crfcrin& si~nlll, unless several are very close 
to11e1hcr. Nor wiU 1he nou:h do any ~ood if 1hc Interfering signal Is coo c lose co your wgc1 si11nal. 
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Q-MUL TIPLIER 

In the old days, some manufacturers devised a dual notch filter, and called it a "Q-muhiplier." The 
Q-Multiplier allowed you to anificailly narrow the receiver passband. TI1e Q-multiplicr isn't seen 
much I.Oday, al least not in consumer receivers. 

MEMORIES 

I used to think that memories were a very frivolous option on a shortwave receiver. As long as you 
only listen to scheduled shonwave broadcasts this is probably true. If, however, you enjoy search­
ingfor unusual frequencies, or "guarding" multiple, infrequently used frequencies, the memory is an 
essential function. Most memories operate by allowing you to enter a frequency and then pressing a 
"store" bunon. The simplest memory arrangement allows you to store the frequency - but nothing 
else. The more elaborate memory schemes, however, allow you 10 also store the operating mode, a 
selected antenna, and even brief notes about the frequency. Clearly, this can be a powerful aid to the 
commined (or soon to be conunitled) listener. The number of memory channels varies, too, from 
just a few 10 literally hundreds. 

SCANNING 

Scanning is a feature which often accompanies memories. Scanning allows the user to preselect 
memory channels, then scan them repeatedly, stopping when an active channel is found. Scanning 
has long been used when monitoring public service broadcasts on VHF and UHF, and it is making a 
strong showing on modem shortwave receivers. 

SEARCHING 

For those who enjoy looking for new frequencies, searching is the answer to a prayer. Most search 
schemes allow the entry of a lower and upper frequency limiL On activation, the receiver will stan 
at one limit wtd tune continuously 10 the other limit, stopping (and in some cases recording) any 
active frequencies. If you were a utility lister (a "UTE") you would most likely program a band 
designated for such stations, und search. h 's a lot less tedious than spinning the knob by hand for 
long periods. 

SUMMARY 

The features I have: described arc like those of a new automobile: not all of them urc suited for every 
buyer. Shop carefully, and compare what is available until you find the right combination for you. 

AN APPEAL 

There arc many physically handicapped people out there who love 10 listen to shonwave. For them, 
the physical boundries of their handicap are crossed by the limitless expanse of shortwave radio. 
Like many SWL"s, these listeners would like to work for a ham radio license. But because of their 
ii tuatiom;, they arc further limited in what Is an already dlfficull (but fun) endeavor.

The most recent case is Burma , whi ch has just renamed itself 
Myanma (pronounced Mee-ahn-ma), the name the Burmese, oops , the 
Myanmans , have always preferred . In April Cambodia , which since 1976 
had been known as Kampuchea, became Cambodia again . That was the 
fifth time in Lhe pasL 20 years that the country has changed its 
name. Prince Norodom Sihanouk, the Cambodian resistance leader who is 
notorious for his own shifting stance on his country , has at least 
found a way to keep up with its changing names . When he speaks 
~nglish , he calls the country Cambodia. When he speaks Khmer , he 
ca lls it Kampuchea. When he speaks French, he r efers to it as 
Cambodge. 

No international laws gover n the christeni ng of countr ies: that 
l abel that sticks i s d e t e rmined by the tastes or even the sanity of 
its rulers. Anti-col onialism, however, is the most common rationale 
for nationa l renaming. During the 1950s and '60s , anti-colonialism 
swept through the ne wly independent nations of Afri ca . The Gold 
Coast dubbed itself Ghana, in honor of an ancient Afri can empire that 
was l ocated hundreds o f miles from the modern naLion. When the 
Be lgian Congo became independent in 1960 , it renamed itself the 
Republic of the Congo. Kleven yea rs later, President J oseph Mobutu 
r echristen~d it the Republi c of Zaire . A year later , he took his 
po l icy of • authenti c ity" personally , r e naming himself Mobutu Sese 
Seko Kuk u Nbsgendu Wa Za Banga , which means , more or less , " the all­
powerful warrior who will 90 from conques t to conquest trailing fire 
in his wake. "

Eyewitness -Radio Beijing: Risking lives for truth. Journalist 
tells of co ll eagues ' courage in testing limits by Steven Crandell, 
Special to the Examiner: 

My Chi nese co-workers at Radio Beijing risked their lives to tell 
the world the truth. No subtlety. No need to read between any lines. 
They simply reported that the Tiananmen Square massacre was wrong . 
They may never get the chance to report that way again. 

I have worked 14 months in Radio Beijing's English Department , 
where I am one of five advisers. We cor r ect grammatical mistakes and 
promote basic journal ism guidelines of object i vity and thoroughness 
for the Chinese reporters . 

There are times when living up to those guidelines is politically 
impossible. But in recant months, the r eporters pushed the limits 
further than they ever had before, going so far as to voice their own 
dissent from the government line. Now their exhil aration has been 
r eplaced by silence . 

Some simultaneously tested the limits whil e trying not to 
antagon ize the government . One of those was news director LI Dan . 
He has pushed hard for Chinese Media freed om. He ' s also a Commun i st 
Party member and a veteran of many Chinese upheavals, including the 
Cultural Revolution. He knows what the government requires. 

Another decision maker is Wu Xiayong. Besides being one of the best 
English-language reporters in China, he ' s also the son of Vi ce 
Premier Wu xuequian. (Note: My Chinese Fri e nds tell me It should be 
Xueqian.) (bmm) 

Wu Xioyong was my journalism classmate in the United States eight 
years ago . We stil l talk about our first joint t elevision 
production , a short story about an imaginary navy. We built our 
fleet out of paper and ceremonious l y sank the flagship in a 
journalism ~chool toilet. Most of t he Engl i sh Depar tment reporte rs 
are not so far removed from their school p r oject days. They are 
young , they like Western ideas and they question authority . They had 
to be convinced of how sharply the government could strike . 
~~~kin9 ~ut - Radio Beijing ' s English Department was no government 
mouth- piece while the democracy movement flourished. Radio Beijing 
broadcasts in 38 other languages, but the English-language servi ce 
did the most to speak its own mind. 

We reported the presence at one demonstration of banners supporting 
the Shanghai Economic Herald, whose editor had been fired by the 
government for printing stories considered too sympathetic to the 
protesters. We also used the phrase "student moveme nt" something the 
government would not do. The government refused to recognize that 
the students were calling for change. 

Radio Beijing's Xie Qiao reported t he government' s embarrassing 
inability t o roll out a proper red carpet for Soviet Pr es ident 
Mikhail Gorbachev at his arrival at the Beijing airport May 15. No 
one had been able to get the carpet out of downtown, which was jammed 
with demonstrators. 

The Chinese Foreign Ministry had tried to cover this up, but Xie 
Qiao saw no reason to go along . "Of cour se that ' s what happened," he 
said. And that ' s what we aired . 
Facts w~ n? 9~~~-1"!._t~~ We all knew, however , that facts didn't 
guarantee safety. The government gave fe~ clear censorship signals, 
but Li assumed the role of self-censor , regularly crossing out dozens 
of paragraphs from newscasts. 

One story that didn't make it past Li was an interview with a 
studen t protester who said senior leader Deng Xiaoping, at 84 , was 
too old to govern and should step down . The reporters and advisers 
wanted the interview on the air . But, one sentence from Li, "We can't 
use that ," e nded the debate. · 

We did use interviews with parents who begged the government to 
meet student demands and commuters who told us they would rathe r 
cheer the democracy movement than fight the traffic jams . For the 
firt time, we were putting on the air vo i ces t hat complained the 
government wa s n't really listening. 

These were the most exciting days of the r eporte r s ' lives . On May 
17, they tore down office curtains to use as banners, painted slogans 
across their T-shirts a nd marched to Tiananmen Square t o join a 
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million other pro-democracy demonstrators. 
One reporter had bee n sick at home for the past 10 days, But she 

made certain she was carrying one of the banners. 
We even conduct ed mock interviews with each other. "It may take two 

months for the government to react.• "Whe n the peasants join, then 
t he country will change. • "Li Peng (the hard-line premier) can't save 
hi ms elf." 

The same huge crowds . The same wi ld

We marched again the next day. 
cheers. And the same euphoria. 
punish l million peopl e? 

We had our answer in a matter of hours. At 7p.m., the government 
televised Premier Li's first attack against both students and 
journali sts. The head of Radio Beijing's ministry ordered the 
English Department not to ai r any more controversial stories. 
Shock and fear - One Chinese reporter was too upset to go home that 
night."""""Chiiia'°has the worst government in the world," she said. 
Others decided that Li Peng had gone mad. One of the older reporters 
warned that the Cultural Revolution was returning. 

Our story on the demonstrations the next day urged the students in 
Tiananmen Square to give up their hunger strike. My favorite Chinese 
cynic at Radio Beijing announced that "Maybe we have been t oo biased 
against the government." Some people were afraid to talk at all. 

Li Peng authorized martial law May. 29 . Fifty soldiers with the 
People's Liberation Army moved into Radio Beijing the same day. 

But even though the troops were in the huge building, they had no 
effect on our work. I never even saw any in the English Department . 

We asserted our independence one more time after the army's June 3-
4 assa ult on Tiananmen Squar e. Li Dan went on the air June 4 to 
condemn the unnamed Chinese officials who had author ized the murder 
of innocent people, including col l eagues at Radio Beijing. He 
described the night as the worst in China's history. 

The journalists who decided they must broadcast the truth about the 
massacre knew they were risking their lives. No other government 
department took that risk . 

There was no s ign of Li in subsequent broadcasts, and no more news 
about the demonstrations. The rumors spread quickly . 

"The Secret Police executed Li Dan." The people who told me this 
cited sources from almost everywhere other Chinese journalists, 
ov e rseas , even the Canadian Embassy. 

The Army was still firi ng shots near Radio Beijing in the week 
after the massacre; it took me four days to find out Li was safe and 
another day to get to the office to see him. 

By then his immediate fear had passed. He had been ca r eful not to 
stay in one place very l o ng . Some people already had organized 
memori a ls for him. But he was able to tell me, in person, that he 
was still alive and planned to stay that way. 

Li also knew the party disciplinarians would come. " I don't know 
who they will punish, or what the punishment will be," he said. "But 
they wi 11 come . • 

I wasn ' t willing to stay for that. There was almost no work for me 
in the office, and life in Beijing was too tense to en joy . I saw the 
friends that I could , then boarded a plane for Hong Kong. 

Li was right . The sweep did come . The party already had replaced 
the edi tor of People ' s Da ily, though I have no idea what has happened 
at Radio Beijing. I hope someone I trust answers my letters . 

I have one month to decide whether to r eturn to China . Work will 
never be the same again . But if my friends are there, I want to b e 
ther e. The are the most courageous people I have ever met, and they 
know exactly what good journalism is all about. (There was also a 
picture of Author Steven Crande ll, English adviser , carrying a Radio 
Beijing banner in the solidarity march through the city May 18.) 
Note: "Asia Watch" on July 18 sti ll had not decided the announcer was 
ITDan. I telephone d a Ms . Guthrie at "Asi a Watch" and informed her 
of this article. She requested a copy and "The Northwest Regional 
China Council FAXed a copy to her . I am a news gatherer far the

briefings, one of the Chinese students, I am making Domestic Chinese 
Radio tapes for, used some information he picked up off the tapes.

"Listeners in attendance included quite a number from Europe 
(England , Sweden, Ho lland, perhaps more) and Central America, but 
the awa rd for the furthest distance travelled must go to three 
attendees from Japan . 

"'Highlights included a very enjoyable seafoo d dinner Thursday 
evening with Sennitt, Kuperus, He Farland, Matsuda, Heyer , 
Hontealegra, Pilie wicz and Wernig; long and interesting discus­
sions on programming and signal qualities with Han, Bouc hent, and 
Venter. Hs. Han, a very charming lady, and I had a interesting 
discussion on about the u se of relays to solve the problem of an 
evening ENA s ervice (KUSW on 15580 wreaks havoc on R Korea on 
15575 at 2330). The proposed Cape Verde relay site came in dis­
cussions with Fanus and Daniel; the timeline may be as long as 
t wo years into the future .

SWBC DXer of the Year to Arthur Ward , the publisher of Contact 
bulletin of the World DX Club, NA SWBC DXer of the Year to Mitch 
Sams ; and Article of the Year to Ray Cole of NRC for a summary 
report on earthquake prediction and medium wave carrier frequency 
d eviat ion. Andy Sennitt and Jona than Harks presented The First 
Annual World Radio TV Handbook Industry Awards to Sony Corpora­
tion, Jim Frimmel, and me. 

"The keynote speech by t he Director of Radio Marti, Ernesto 
Betancourt , included some interesting insights to the Radio Marti 
operations these past years. 

"Th e ever-popular ANARC raffle followed, handled by the dynamic 
duo of Mc Far land and Horvitz . NASWA' s Bill Co le won the top 
ANARC raffl e prize, a Grundig Satellite 500.

Tom 
HcElvy has expressed an inte r e st in hosting the 1990 ANARC con­
vention in Virginia Beach, in conjunction in September's 
Tidewater Radio Amateur ARRL Division Level Hamfest. 
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"Some other notes in no particular order: 

"Throughout t he weekend several broadcasters CI saw ones being 
done by Ms. Han, Matsuda, Ms. Baker, and Ma rks.) were conducting 
interviews and no doubt you will being hearing these in the com­
ing weeks.

'"The h otel unfortunately had air conditioning problems. A number 
of us had to change rooms or have air conditioners fixed; on the 
evening o f arrival, at 1 in the morning I finally gave up living 
in a sauna and changed r ooms. I found the next day that I was 
not alone in doing so. The Floridians did not find this surpris­
ing, but some of us found the heat and humidity oppressive. 
Fortunately the weather improved into the weekend and the 
humidity levels decl ined a bit. 

"' Thi s was the first t ime I attended an ANARC convention. Would I 
go a gain ? You b e t .'"
