Item 1 - a mail embargo 
exists at the moment. l'm not su re if this is a worltlwide problem or just a US issue, but the Post 

Office cancelled over $5 worth of postage I put on letters to Peru and sent them back marked "POST AL 
SERVICE TEMPORARILY SUSPEND ED." item 2 - Bill P lum reports that due to the spiraling 
inflation in Peru, he has s topped carrying Peruvian mint stamps for now. By the time he gets his s tock 
of stamps, they are worth half what he paid for them. Bill recommends using IR C's or US dollar bills 
for return postage to Peru - once the embargo lifts. lncident<1lly, if you're not familiar with his mint 
stamp service, send a SASE to Bill Plum, 12 Glenn Roatl, Flemington, NJ 08822 antl he'll send you 
his current price list. 

J ack Russel of Weekend Music Radio in Scotland checks in this month with a tentative holiday 
broadcast schetlule. Check the following frequencies on 12/24, 25, 26/89 and 111/90: from 0200 to 0900 
UTC. there will be a taped program on 6240 or in the 6317/5 area with JOO watts on one frequency, and 
around 20 watts on the other. Also check around 6295 and 7460. If the 19 meter band is open, WMR 
may be heard on one of the following frequencies during the same 0200-0900 period: 15043, 15060/3, 
15640/665 area, or possibly 13720 or 13630. 

From 0900 to 1400, live programs including phone-ins to those who know the number, on one or more 
of the above frequencies. Hopefully a 21 MHz or 26 MHz frequency will be used, perhaps closing the 
15 MHz transmitter. 

From 1600 to 1800, look around 21846 or2!810, if clear; and 26040 or 25810. The final schetlule may 
change up to the time of broadcast based on ORM, band conditions, and transmitter status. Jack says 
he will send a last minute update to the weekly DX bulletin Fine Tuning. 

This month's feature article ls a Panel Session on QSL'ing. We are fortunate to be joined by three 
senior NASWA members who have all attained the award of Master DX Centurion, earned by verifying 
at least 200 countries. Gerry Bishop, a previous contributor to DX'ers Forum, has heard 223 countries 
and verified 209 as of the September scoreboard. Marlin Field notes that in 1990 he will be celebrating 
30years as a DXer, in his words "an enjoyable, rewarding, antl educational hobby." Marlin has verifietl 
1049 shortwave stations in 222 countries. Ed Kusalik has heartl 228 countries and verified 225. I 
recently had the rare experience of watching Ed drool over a QSL he tloes11 '1 have - Radio Americas, 
Swan Island, an infamous clandestine from the 60's and the only North American country Ed has heard 
but not verifiedl I hope you enjoy this panel session as much as I did. Even if you're not a QSL'er, give 
it a look, there are many interesting tidbits fo r all DX'ers to enjoy. 

QSL'ing Your Way to the Top: Part I 
A DX' ers Forum Panel Session 
With Gerry Bishop, Marli11 Field, and &I Ku.mlik 

Forum: Welcome 10 the DX'ers Forum Ptlllel Ses­
sio11 on QSL 'ing. I'd like lo star/ by b'Clling a quick 
illtroduclion from euch of you. Please lei us know 
how long yo11 ve been DX'ing and QSL 'i11g, ally 
special hobby interests, accomplishme11/s, ac­
tivuies? Whats your cummt shack sewp? 

Bishop: I've been listening to SW since 1973, 
when I received a Lafayette Globepacer as a gift. 
I staned reporting for QSLs in 1975. Today I'm 
using a Collins R-390A, a Yaesu FRG-8800, and 
a Sony 200 I. I've got 55 meters of longwire hang­
ing out the back door, and an MFJ-1020 here in 
the shack. Rounding out the equipme nt are a 
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Radio Shack TRF portable, a Realistic PR0-2002 
scanner, and a portable stereo tape recorder. 

I've got most of NASWA's awards - I don't ex­
pect to get 'em all. I haven't listened to Radio 
Moscow since 1981, and I don' t expect to change 
that for a NASWA award. 

Field: I started DX'ing (but I didn't know it was 
DX'ing) in the late l 930's on the farm where I was 
raised in Northeast Missouri. By the late 194-0's I 
had heard close to BOO stations. I didn't know until 
1960, when I read an anicle in Popular Electronics, 
that one could receive QSL's from stations. Since 
then I've been DX'ing on shortwave. At this time 
1 subscribed to the monthly publication, DXing 
Horizons, and have been a contributing member 
of NASWA almost since its beginning, when 
NASWA was NASA and when FRENDX was an 
unbound publication. My special interests in­
clude collecting pennants (I have 688 from sta-

tions in 107 countries) and Christian broadcasters. 
I have written anicles and provided other infor­
mation about such stations for FRENDX since Bill 
Eddings, the first executive director of NASWA, 
invited me to do so. My special area of interest is 
Latin America. 

My equipment consists of a Drake SPR-4 receiver 
and an Eavesdropper antenna, an antenna very 
similar to the Mosley SWL-7 trap assembly dipole 
antenna that I used during my first twenty-five 
years of DXing, until the wind blew it down. I also 
use a Panasonic tape recorder. 

Kusalik: Actually, I began listening back in the 
early sixties, as a youth, listening to a Table Top 
rndio. Amazed what there was to bear, I staned 
to build crystal sets, advancing to more elaborate 
ones with coils and stages of tuned circuits. 
Among the stations heard, from my former loca­
tion in Ontario, were Boston, Nashville, and Dal-

Pssstl Wanna Learn Tagalog?

I'm always on the lookout for sources for learning more about some of the less common languages 
that we DX'ers come up against on a regular basis. Almost every bookstore has tapes to teach you 
Spanlsb and French, and many have tapes or at least books covering German, Italian, and others. 
Now, try to find a tape to learn lodoocsia11, a language many of us would like to know beuer. 
Arabic? Even Portuguese? 

A recent mailing brought a small leaflet from Barnes & Noble, a giant bookstore in New York, 
describing a series of language casseucs called Languagc/30. I can't give you a review, but there's 
an unconditional money-back guarantee and it's pretty low risk at $14.95 for two 45-minute tapes 
plus a phrase book. Two 45-minute tapes arc not going to turn you into a native speaker, but you 
might get better at piclling out program details and understanding more of what you're hearing. 

The clincher here is the array of languages covered by this series. It's the most extensive I've seen 
by a single publisher. In case you want to give it a try, here arc the order numbers and languages:

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QSL'lng National Unify Radio, Sudan

SUDAN!! Last February, I, along with a bunch of other DXers, reported hearing National Unity 
Radio on 9435 kHz around 1545 UTC +/-with English news and ID's. They gave an address 

over the air of Box 15. To my knowledge nobody has received a reply from National Unity Rudio. 

lo September I decided to followup my report. However, I kept thinking about all those repons 
in the DX press (LN, FT, etc.) about the transmiuersactually belonging to the Sudan Broadcasting 
Service in Omdurman. In fact, there were, and and still are, a number of reports saying Radio 
Omdurman is currently being heard on this frequency around the s;ime time. With that in mind, 
I decided to send my fo llowup to the Sudan Broadcasting Service at Box 572 in Omdurman. I 
sent return postage in the form of mint stamps (from Bill Plum, of course) and a prepared card. 

In 47 days I received a nice, friendly handwritten reply specifically confirming my reception. 
although no specific individual signed the letter it was signed by ''The Department of Public 
Affairs and International Relations" (all hard to verify countries should have such a Depart­
ment!). . . 
Nia going Rich! It's greaJ lo have an example of verifying a tough one to accompany this mon1h s 
f eature article. -Ed. 

las, TX. In my first year a t senior high, our 
electronics teacher introduced me to sbonwave 
radio, and the stations that could be heard. Stan­
ing with an RCA-A-25, I logged my first 60 
countries and the rest is history. 

I believe my interest in exotic lands has kept me 
interested in the different countries that I have 
beard. Besides the verifications that I have 
received, postcards are my other interest. Of par­
ticular interest is receiving postcards from In­
donesia. On other occa£ions I have received a 
History Text from Qatar, weekly newspapers from 
Nonhem Cyprus, and even elephant skin text 
from Cambodia! Besides the above, I collect 
stamps pertaining to the countries/stations that I 
have verified. 

Other interests: I'm an avid fly and stream fisher­
man. Usually every summer I make my track to 
the Rockies, for a week of leisure and trying to 
figure out what went wrong with my last report to 
some particular statiun. 

Accomplhhments: I have many, which is 
reflected in being an avid collector of DX awards, 
in panicular the Master Awards from NASWA. 
Presently, I'm trying to narrow the gap in the area 
of s tations heard und verified in Indonesia. 

Presently, a Yaesu FRG-7000 and my old reliable 
Collins R-388/URR-51J3 are in use. 

For portable use I have a Panasonic RF-2800 
receiver. Since I'm always experimenting with 
diferent antennas all the time this is the present 
setup at my location: 90/60/49 meter inverted V 
dipoles, 225 foot longwire around my lot and an 
Alpha Delta Sloper. In the past, I've strung aerials 
up to 450 feet across my lot but a few strange looks 
from the town officials prompted me to take thi:m 
down. From the mid-seventies to the present I've 
used no pre-amplification in my listening, other 
than a home-built headphone patch with filter. 

Forum: All of you gentlemen hLJve tlistingushed 
yourselves by qualifying/or the NASWA "Master DX 
Centurion" award, requiring verification of at least 
21JO NASWA coun1ries. How long did it take to 
reach the milestones of 50, JOO, 150 and 200 
w wuries verified? Did you keep u steady pace in 
pursuil of those goals or did you f md interesting side 
trips ulo11g tile way? 

Bhhop: IOU came quickly, less than two years. It 
took another couple to get to 150, then five more 
to get to 180. At that point things s lowed consid­
erably. It took four year.; and living in the Philip­
pines to cross the 200 level. Country chasing 
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wasn't really the priority, as much as station chas­
ing. 

Field: I received my first award, from Popular 
Elec1ronics, in 1963. Signed by Oliver P. (Perry) 
Ferrell, it was for 100 countries. I bad 150 
countries by 1968 and in 1977 I reached lhe 200 
mark. Since then I have added 22. 

KusaUk: As with nearly everybody, my interest in 
QSL'ing bas had its ups and downs. With school 
and later with "cruising" my DX'ing iook quite a 
drop. The first SO countries were easy, well, easy 
in the sense of logging and verifying them. But it 
was the 150 to 200 country area I found difficult. 
It was always the push to reach that "magic" 200 
that gave the edge to keep on going. QSL'ing the 
countries after 200 is really difficult. It bas talcen 
me about the last ten years to close the gap from 
210 to 226 countries. With new countries coming 
on the scene and the possibility of old ones return­
ing. I find it takes anywhere from one to two years 
to verify such countries. It bas taken me 20 years 
of DX'ing to get the number of countries verified 
to date. But then, too, if you are persistent 
enough, you can narrow your totals down by a lot. 
I know some listeners have verified their first 100 
countries in two years, while others have taken 
longer. It all depends on your time and the reply 
time from the stations. 

Forum: I know things.started slowing down a lot for 
me after I verifed around 180 cowuries; surely after 
200 they move al a glacial pace. Have you main­
tained your inlerest in QSL 'ing, and if so how has ii 
evolved? What comes after country chasing? 

Bishop: I keep a list of all I've not yet beard, which 
bas gotten me quite focused on individual 
countries or regions. At various times Brazil, 
PNO, and Indonesia have been tops on my list. 
Currently, I'm DXing Caribbean and Central 
American stations on both MW and SW and none 
of this activitywillyieldanew H/Con theNASWA 
list. It will be enjoyable, educational, and chal­
lenging. 

Field: Ifl were just a "country chaser," I'm afraid 
that my interest in DX'ing would have been gone 
several years ago. I am also interested in bearing 
a nd verifying stations (I am also a " station 
chaser") and when there's not much going on in 
that depanment like during the summer months, 
since I listen primarily in the lower bands, I tum 
to stations that I have heard but haven't replied to 
my letters. (I am also a "QSL and pennant 
chaser.") 1 also like to listen to the music of other 
lands, especially that of Latin America-the 
marimba music of Guatemala; the music o f 
Ecuador with the rondador, the panpipes of the 
Andes, etc. 

I write articles and submit bits of information to 
FRENDX on the Quistian broadcasten;. I scan 
their publications as well as magazines such as 
Billy Graham's Decision magazine and Christian 
Ht:ruld for such information. I also write to the 
stations asking for information for articles that I 
can write, and I tell the station how the informa­
tion will be used. Lately I have had trouble getting 
anything about Christian broadcasters printed in 
FRENDX. The problem seems to be that l can't 
find the right person in the new NASWA 
bureaucracy 10 whom I should send the material. 
The next issue or two of FRENDX should tell me 
whether I've found the right person. I have bec:n 
asked, incidentally, to write articles about govern­
ment s tations. /Ed. Note: Marlin, you can still 
submit articles to Bill Oliver, our publisher, as you 
have in the past. One of the recen1 changes we've 
made aJ NASWA has been the institution of stricl 
page counts for each column. As a resu/1, there is 
less room for unsoliciled male rial than in the past, 
since maJeriaJ sen/ to Bill tends to get used only if 
someone runs short of their page coun1. I'm happy 
10 run suuion prof des in DX'ers Forum.] 

I also do DX'ing in the medium wave, where I 
chase states and countries as well as stations and 
pennants. Since I started to write for QSL's for 
medium wave stat.ions, around twenty or so years 
ago, I have verified 1019 stations in 32 countries, 
my most recent one being Grenada, which, in­
cidentaUy, has no plans for shortwave. 

Kusalilc I maintained my interest in QSL'ing by 
looking back: to the stations or countries I didn't 
bother to pursue more intensely . I think 
everybody in the hobby has at some time o r other 
said " That station/country will be around for a 
while" and then it disappears. That has happened 
to me. That's why I try to keep tabs on the situa­
tion with new countries that appear on shortwave. 
This has evolved into keeping up to date with the 
political and economical si tuation in these 
countries. 

What comes after country chasing? For me, it's 
going after different areas of QSL'ing. This would 
be, for example, trying to get all of the Japanese 
regionals verified. Seeing how many of the Mon­
golian regional stations I can hear and then verify. 
Another area would be Mexican stations, or 
Guatemalan stations. 

This helps when the different types of awards are 
issued from the Awards Program. Example: the 
Master Nigerian Award or the All Germany 
DX'er Award. 

Forum: Even though you folks each have a bundle 
of QSL 's thal many of us are still struggling to get, 
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1/rere musl sril/ be some thal have evaded your al· 
tempts and 1ha1 you'd love 10 have. WI rat are your 
rhree mosl wan led QSL 's 7 Wlial have you lried so 
far, wid how wj// you pursue getting them i11 the 
future? 

Bishop: My three most elusive are a mixed bag. 
The station al Bangui, Central African Republic, 
has yet to verify, despite regular reporting and 
routine followups. CRCs, mint postage, multilin­
gual letters have all failed to date. I know they 
QSL, so I'll just have to keep at it. 

RTVI, Ivory Coast, bas a virtually identical pro­
gram of reporting and followups. Both of these 
stations are not impossible, but obviously quite 
difficult for some of us. 

Zanzibar is still on my want list. TI1eir record on 
QSL.s is quite well documented. I'm over ten 
ye.m in the bunt for this one. I'll get it. 

Field: No. 1 would be RRI Dili, since Timor is the 
only country that I have heard which I have not 
verified. After that would be any of the stations 
I've heard in Peru that haven't sent me a reply (69 
have); I am not particular which ones. 

As in the past I'll continue using followup reporlS 
with mint stamp! .. 

Kusalik; Three "Most Wanted"; well ... that's a bit 
tough ... but I would consider these as prime can­
didates: Radio Hargeisa .. . La Voix du 
Zaire ... Radio Pilipinc:s. Radio Hargeisa is the 
prime one right now, having tried both direct and 
via Mogadishu and even having a fellow DX'cr try 
visiting the station proved unsucce~ful. Joe Tal­
bot, a fellow DX' er from Alberta, spent a year in 
Africa, travelling along the eastern co;c,t. I le paid 
a visit to Somalia, managed to get to the station, 
but was turned away by armed guards. He was ten 
feet away from getting my report verified I In 
another attempt 11 companion or Joe's tried to 
reach this area but was turned away. Reports arc 
now pending to the Embassy in Ottawa and to 
Mogadishu. La Voix du Zaire ... this one would be 
another prime candidate, having scni numerous 
reports to this station since I first heard it back in 
the late sixties under a different name. Latest 
report sent a year ago has yielded no resuhs so a 
Postal Enquiry has been sent to see about my 
report/letter. Radio Pilipines has nut replied 
despite my sending numerous reports directly to 
the station. I even sent a copy of an article that 
appeared in a radio magazine, hoping it might 
generate some interest from the station. So far it 
hasn't. But that's not going to stop me from using 
another approach which I hope might get a 
response. 

Forum: A 101 has been written abour how 10 write 
a useful and effective reception report, a11d huw to 
verify rhe tough ones. You guys are obviously doing 
a nwnber of rhings righl. Please 1ell 1L1· what you 
rhink. 1/ie keys are 10 your success. What advice 
would you give 10 someone who has verijiecl 100 
cou111ries u11d would like 10 gel to 200? 

Bishop: Ri:port to stations in 220 countries! 
There are no "secrets" t0 QSLlng; a clear, polite 
letter and report, with a small souvenir perhaps, is 
about the best a DXer can do. I usually enclose a 
packet of collector stamps. My reply rate is about 
75%, and I get back a pack of stamps sometimes. 
My recommendation is to try several of the pub­
lished techniques, and use the one or two that 
work the best. 

Field: The way to start is to make a list of 
countries one wants to verify, then go to WRTVH 
to see when stations in those countries broadcast 
and when they might be heard on what frequen­
cies in the person's geogr.iphical area. If the 
country has a station that has English broadcasts, 
then the per~on should try for that broadcast first. 
Also, one should consult FRENDXto see which of 
theoe countries are being heard, at what time, in 
what language, and on what frequency. (Some 
magazinei. used to have such lists.) Information 
gathered should be written on cards arranged by 
cuu ntry, l!fC, or fre4uency. I have used all three 
at one time or another, depending on which 
seemed to suit me at the time. 

The only list I have now is of Mations I want to 
hear, and they are arranged by UTC in a liule 
no tebook. I make a new one each Fall. 

Kusallk: Make your report interesting, even if it 
is a telllative one, but at the same time be polite 
und ask if it was their station that you heard. Try 
to pick out "key phrases" in the program details 
you report - names, products, things that will 
make your ri:port stand out. Indicate to the sta­
tion your interest in the programming that you 
heard. Make your report interesting, not boring. 
I find that using colored bond paper makes your 
report stand out. And if you do.n'l receive a reply 
in say six to eight months, try again. 

By the time you have heard and verified your first 
100 countries, you should be quite confident that 
you have a proven method and the next 100 
countries should come from taking that extra cf· 
fort in writing up your report.

Past programs have featured a new 
process for producing high quality industrial diamonds, a secret episode in the history 
of the Soviet space program, the Soviet space shuttle (Boron), and the use of microbes 
as a diagnostic tool for doctors. (9.72019.685). 

Science Rcpon (VOA). Broadcast in special English, this five minute program airs 
every weekday but Tuesday (when it is replaced by "Agriculture Report." Each 
progr.im focuses on one scientific development, many of them geared to third world 
listeners. Past programs have featured 1111 inexpensive water filler for use in third 
world countries, an explanation of how to make thatched roofs more weather resistant 
and fire retardant, and an inexpensive but more sanitary latrines for use in third world 
countries. Weekdays, except for Tuesday. (5.995) 

Kaleidoscope (Voice of Free China). Fifteen minutes of a porpourri of interviews and 
features, usually three or four per fifteen minute program. Past features have included 
interviews with pop stars visiting Taiwan, 11nd interview with a Toy Association 
executive concerning an upcoming toy exhibition in Taiwan, an interview with an 
electronics executive about the annual electronics show, and a feature on a Taiwanese 
National Park. (5.590/9.680/11.740) Repeated on Tuesdays at 03 15 on the same 
fretiuencies. 

Eniinem Fj~ures jn Islam (Voice of United Arab Emirates). This program largely 
focuses on the women of lslam, especially the wives and daugh1.crs of the Prophet. 
Generally gives their biographies, famous anecdotes from their lives, and in general 
is a good introduction to the very early days of Islam when the religion was just 
beginning to spread. (13.605/11.985). 

Djscovcey (BBC). A science program devoted to the most recent scientific findings, 
sometimes devoted to a single episode, sometimes including two or three features per 
program. Past features have included a new book on the physics of the brain, the 
"lensing" effectS of quasars. research into the AIDS virus, and new techniques for 
restoring feeling and muscle control in victims oflcoprsy. This program is not for the 
scientific turu11.cur. Discussions arc highly technical but fascinating if you have the 
scientific background to follow them. (5.975/'J.915). 

Pnnornmo (Spanish N11tional Radio). Progrnm always begins with a Spunish pop song, 
followed by commentary, press review, and the weather in Spain. These arc followed 
by a variety of features on Spanish life, including the election campaign in Spain, the 
installment of TV satellite dishes in a remote Spanish province, a get-together pany 
for unmarried men and women in a small Spanish village, etc. These random features 
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arc followed, depending on the day of the wed:, by special segments devoted to 
education, li1c:ra1urc, businc:s>, science:, cic. Wednesday night's program features the 
bu~iness scene in Spain. ( 15. I IOf.).630. Repeated al 0115 on the same frequencies 
and al 0515 on 9.630). Monday through Friday.

prices. Some individual stocks remarkable for their losses or gains are also reponcd.

Tai kin~ [rom (BBC). A series of repons, varying from week to week, from Nonhem 
Ireland, Scolland, Wales, and England. Past features have included a film being made 
in Scotland, an imc:rvicw with the world's oldest living man (a Welshman), an 
imervicw with a Catholic/Socialist Nonhem Irish activist (who eschews the: IRA), and 
a feamre on a center in Scotland io help counsel those who arc disfigured. (5.975/

American Mosaic (VOA). A special English magazine program, usually including 
three scgmc:nis per program, at least one of which responds IO a lislCner's question, 
and one of which features a modem American perfonner. Past fearures have 
included International Leuer Writing Weck and how overseas s1udems can contact 
an American pen pal. a feature on Robcn Penn Wam:n (an obituary of him), whatever 
happened to Mark Spitz, the music of Pal Metheny, Tiffany Darwish, and Holly 
Dunn.

The Ans in Czechosloyakja (Radio Prague). A one fea ture per program discussion of 
culture in Czechoslovakia. Past features have included a tree day music festival in 
Prague, a book detailing the influence of llali;m architects in Pr.igue in ll1e 17th 
century, and a Czechoslovakian foundation for the ans, similar to the American 
National Endowment for the Ans (minus Jesse Helms).

The Cook in& Show (Radio Beijing). A five minule rendition of traditional Chinese 
recipes, including all the ingrcdienis and how to prepare the food. An unusual feature 
of this program is that they always include a tape of a Chinese chef (at one of Beijing's 
bcuer hotels and restauranis) preparing the food and describing how he does it. The 
only trouble with the program is that an hour later you want io listen to it again. (That's 
an old joke, but four years later I wamcd 10 te ll ii again).

The Ken Bruce Show (BBC). One of the best programs I've heard in quite a while. It's 
a music program featuring everyone from Judy Garland to Simon and Garfunkle, 
sometimes a litlle classical music, sometimes some David Bowie or Edie Gom1et. 
Before or after the song, Ken Bruce usually relates some infom1a1ion about the 
perfonner (his biography, and unusual anecdote, etc), and most programs include a 
brief imerview with one of 1he featured anists. Excellent lis tening fora Saturday night.

ALBANIA - Details about shortwave broadcasting from Albania have always 
been very sketchy, particularly whe r e its development and history are 
concerned. Some information has now come to ha nd which gives quite a 
good general background to Radio Tirana' s services. 

Radio broadcasting in Albania began o n November 28 , 1938, with a 
very sma l l short wave station. Regular programs by Radio Tir a na began 
only after the liberation of Tirana on November 27 , 1944, and Radio 
Tirana's foreign language broadcasts commenced in 1946. 

From 1946 to 1950, Radio Tirana broadcas t 1 1/ 2 hours of foreign 
language prog r ams daily in English, Fre nch, Italian, Se rbo-Cr oa tian 
and Greek. Later, the following language services were added: Arabi c 
(1952), Russian and Bulga ri an (1961), Hungarian and German (1964), 
Spanish (1965), Polish and Czech (1966), Indonesian (1967) , Portuguese 
(1968) / Rumanian ( 1969), Turkish (1976), Chinese (1978), Persicin 
(1979) and Swedish (1981). 

At present Radio Tirana broadcasts 63 hours of programs a day in 20 
foreign languages . The station is part of a bigg e r organization known 
as Albanian Radio Television ('Radiotelevizioni Shqiptar (R'fSH) • in 
Albanian) and i s a state-r un enterprise.

winners of the contest (a young lady from Yugos lav ia, a Lutheran 
ministec f c om Denma ck. A winner fr om Soviet Uni o n wa s a no-show and 
the pe rson fcom ~yypt could no t come t o Turkey becduse of military 
obligations. Tl1 e contest winner from Alba nia, a lady who came a few 
days l ate a nd became ill a coupl e days late r and had to be 
hos pitalized.)Ouc hosts with lhei r first c la ss hospita lity acranged 
for a motor van tour of thu wes t, southwest, south, Turkish Ri v iera 
and up to Ank a r a from Nevsehir in central Turkey. Who will ever 
foryet the b eautiful c ity of Ist anbul loca t e d in Europe a nd Asia , her 
mosques and minar e ts, the Bosporus, bea utiful bcidges and views, the 
excellent c rui si ne? Travelling via v a n we we r e a ble to visit vi ll ages, 
t o wns and cit i es , see lush irrigated dgri c ulture , the barren and yet 
the fores ted land area of Tuckey. To s tep onto the land whe r e walked 
Kema l Ata turk, Al e xa nder the Great, the legions of the Roman Empire , 
the apostles Paul and John, the l egendary area of Me cye mana wh e r e Mary 
supposedly spent h er last earthly days .•• is mome ntarily difficult to 
comprehend b ut from the distance of Sa n Francisc o the little pieces of 
the "big picture" of Anatolia's ten thousand year history are falling 
into place. Space doe s not pe rmit a detailed e planation of every 
ancient ruin being r e built or including the conversations with people 
of friendly Turkey. 

The facilities at the building housing VOT ar e CROWDEDll At times 
one would observe four and five people trying to do thei r radio work 
at one table and in one r oom. All of the staff will b e very happy 
when they mov e to the new Turkish Radio Te l ev ision broadcasting 
complex nex t year. Presently VOT is broadcasti ng in fifteen foreign 
languages along with Turkish and is using three 250 kW and two sec kW 
transmitters (one of which is a Brown-Boveri) located just outside the 
city of Ankara . There are about two million work e rs fr o m Turkey in 
Germany and the VOT broadc asts to that special targe t area constantly. 
Australia has many of Turkey's workers as well and thus the special 
broadcasts to that area. The programs to North Ame rica are special for 
many of the liste ne rs of Turkish descent are in professional 
occupations a nd the growing inte res t in the programs of VOT by other 
Americans necess itates keener programming on the part of VOT. 

It was a n honored opportunity for me to sit down with the Ch ief 
Engineer, Program Manager and the Director of the Voi ce of Turkey and 
present our researched suggestions pertaining to several tec hnical 
subjects and the VOT programs . I was very impressed with the youth 
and vigor of the Director, Raymen Somer, and hi s sta ff at VOT. 
Turgay, the Chief Engineer, speaks English as does Mr. Somer •• who 
speaks English with an American accent for he had r adio traini ng in 
the USA and knew all about Monday Night Football a nd that round ball 
game called basketball. I was happy that they li s tened to our 
constructive comments and took them Into conside ration. All of my 
comments pertained to the long haul future for VOT . The VOT is 
entering the big leagues of world band r adio broadcast ing. We wi sh 
the m well.

The s ite is l oca t ed just o u tside Moscow 
a nd borders on the easter n suburbs of the c ity. The power is low, 
only 10kW. Second and third class t e lephone lines are being used to 
feed the programme to the transmitter so the l ow fr e que ncy response is 
just enough for speech transmiss ion. The ante nna of the transmitter 
beams the signal in two directions simultaneou s ly, east a nd north­
west. That's why the reception conditions are different within Moscow

Feature on Lithuanian radio monitoring servi ce - Radio Vilnius in 
English 2300 gmt 29 Oct 89 : Test of "Listeners' Club" report -

We invite you to l i sten to a feature contributed by Rimas Pleikys , 
a journalist and an active DXer: (Pleikys in Lithuanian fading into 
English transl ation ) 

Today I would like t o speak on the topic that has neve r been 
touched either by Radio Vilnius foreign ser v i ce or the home service of 
Lithuania (?For long) decades before glasnost this subject was a 
taboo. It was banned by censorship. 1 have in mind here the 
Lithuanian monitoring service. 

Up to quite recently the texts prepared by this ser vice have been 
considered classi fi ed , or availabl e only to authorized per sons . The 
foreign radio broadcast bulletin was available to only a small group 
of selec ted people, s uc h as the Lithua nian government leaders, the 
Communist Party bosses and the head of the nati onal r adio , television 
and editors-in-c hief of some of the newspapers. 

An interesting paradox. The Communist government took ca r e to jam 
the f oreign radi o stations, while the bosses themse l ves , unwilling to 
expose their t e nder ea r s to the noises created on the air , preferred 
to read comfor tabl y the nex t morning the corr esponding texts printed 
overnight. They were inter es t e d to know what their so- called 
ideological (?expatriates) in the West we re saying about them. Now 
the positi on is c hanging . The bu lletin of the Lithuanian Radio 
monitoring service is available to every editor at the t elevision and 
radio, and to every journalist i n general. The possibility to make it 
available to every c itizen is under considerati on. And so I invite 
yo u to listen to my interview with Antanas Simkunas, head of the 
Lithuanian Rad i o foreign service. The matter ls that the monitori ng 
ser v i ce is part of this editorial office a t present: 

( Simjunas in Lithuanian fading into English translation) The aim 
of this service is to gather information transmit ted by foreign radio 
s t ations. Previously , this kind of information was not accessible to 
all, wh i l e now those recordings are indispen sable indeed. 

All the journalists a nd commentators want to know exactly what 
f ore ign radio stations say about Lithuania. This information is no 
longer ba nne d. Anyone is welcome to make use of i t, to quote any 
statements and so on. In the peri od of stagnation getting foreign 
news was looked down upon. Nowadays, our politicians and public 
figures have relations with for ei gn correspondents and supply 
information t o them. 

Here i n Lithuania interesting events are under way and that 
accounts for the great amount of attention shown by foreign r adi o 
stations to Lithuania and other Bal tic republics. One can often h ea r 
Western radi o stations quoting reports coming fr om Radio Vilnius . By 
the way, Lithuanian People , too, are i nterested to he ar news from 
abroad. Going by the sociological research questionnaires, 10\ of the 
Lithuanian populati on pointed t o the Western radio stati ons as their 
chief source of information . 

(Pleikys) I'd like to make a comment at this point: 1'1\ means at 
l eas t that every one out of t en ad ult citizens of Lithua nia finds the 
information coming from foreign radio stations most reliabl e . On the 
basis of it they formed a clear picture of what is really goi ng on in 
the world. But the number of citizens who are r eg ular l istene r s of 
foreign radio stations is still l a rger. 1 enquired of Radio Vilnius 
monitoring chief what stations are controlled by ou r monitoring 
service: 

(Simjunas) In the firs t place it is those stations which broadcas t 
in the Lithuanian language and which devote a great deal of attention 
to Lithuania. These are the Voice of American, Radio Free Europe , 
Radio Vatican. In addition to these we monitor the Russian broadcasts 
of some big radio stati ons such a s BBC, Radio Libe rty, De utsc he Welle , 
Radio Sweden. 

(Pleikys) At the end o f our t alk Antanas Simjunas recalled that 
the Lithuanian Radio mon i t oring service wa s used to intimidate and 
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blackmail the initiato r s and the first activists of the Lithuanian 
Reform Movement , Sajudis: 

(S imjunas ) This (?banning variant) was overstepped when the people 
of Sa judis began to speak to Lithuania o n for e ign r adio stations , 
becau se a t that time it was still forbidden to express on e ' s v i e ws 
free ly and to speak of one ' s activities openly here in Lithua nia . 
Some of the government offi c ials made an attempt to blackmail the 
p ersons wh o had dared to speak on th e Weste rn radio stations . 

(Ple ikys) Up to now the bullet in of for e ign radio broadcasts has 
been available only to a na rrow circle of government functionaries and 
professional journalists , but at present this bulletin of foreign n e ws 
is going t o be printed in sever a l tho usa nd cop i es , so that a ny 
Lithuanian cit izens may s ubscribe t o it . Or maybe this bulletin will 
reach the r eader in a diffe r e nt way , namely as a regula r supplement of 
the weekly 'Ka lba Vilnius ' of the Lithuanian Tel ev ision and Radio. 
This has still to b e dec ided . And no w some mor e t echnical info rmation 
about the Vilnius monitoring service, whi ch I suppose may be 
inte r esting to our DXer s: Th e monitoring r oom is located about l0km to 
the southeast of Vilnius , not far from the Nemi ezis settlement. I 
paid a vi s it to that pl ace myself and had a look at the field o f 
antennae. There are e i g ht a n tennae in all - the c hi ef a nd largest o ne 
of the Yagi type is directed towards the southwest . There are two 
ho r i z ontals a nd five (wo rd indistinct} s hortwave aerials. The 
communication r eceiver s used are Soviet-made . They are called (?Bond 
215). No rec ording is made at the station. The i nformation is 
transmit t e d by a n underground communi cations cable to the State 
Television a nd Radio Committee. Here it is recorded with the help of 
Hungarian-made t ape r ecorders (?5TM 600) . The record ing speed is 15 
revolutions per second . Th e recordings are deciphered a nd radio 
i nfo rmat i o n bulletins are compil ed by Tass staff workers. So much 
abou t the Rad io Vilnius monit oring service. (WHI 11/3)

While Bob Brown compiles the statistical data from the surveys , I 
note some comments on the inclusion -- pro and con -- of taraet 
areas other than NA. I realize that not every person can hear 
every release , but with the full data there is a selection to pick 
fro• . Here ' s why I include the data . When I started this project 
a few years ago, I found I usually listened to services not 
necessarily intended for the Americas. Either the broadcast times 
were more convenient or stations I wanted to listen to did not 
have transmissions directed to NA . Hany of the smaller broad­
casters direct broadcasts only to Europe . Actually transmissions 
for Europe in the mid- and late afternoon hours here often provide 
better reception than the later Ameriqae-target service that gets 
buried in co- and adjacent channel interference. And last, but not 
least, NASWA has members all over the world. In fact, after the 
first column appeared the very first letter I received was from an 
Australian member asking me to include more Pacific-targeted 
listings. Whether · someone is on the west coast. Hawaii. Japan, 
Australia or Europe, I cannot judge what frequencies are best for 
these locations.
