Survey Says .. 
Recently, we conducted our first mem­

bership survey. Almost all members indi­
cated wanting more and better services from 
the club. We first considered the content of 
the buJJetin and how needs, as expressed by 
those members responding to the survey, 
could be addressed. In response, our Edi­
tor-in-Chief, Dr. Harold Cones, has added 
several new columns and in doing so, as­
sembled what is certainly the most power­
ful editing staff in the hobby today.

Our Coun­
try List and Awards Program are already 
recognized as a hobby standard. We also 
look forward to increasing our interaction 
with other clubs and organizations for the 
betterment of the hobby. 

Over the years, NASWA members have 
broken new ground in many hobby pur­
suits.

Finances 
NASWA's history and future also de­

mand a special responsibility along fiscal 
lines.

r t>et you have noticed a few changes in th is issue of FRENDX! Since 
the changes are so many and varied, I think you m1 ght profit by 
knowing how and why they were made. 

When assumed the newly created pos ition of Editor in Chief in 
November 1987, I did so in the midst of a major restructuri ng in 
NASWA. The Executi ve Board, sensing that a new look was needed fo r 
our pub 1 i cation, a nd des i r 1 ng t o re 1.i eve the t i me demands on the 
Publisher, charged the Editor i n Chief with the task of upgrading the 
publication. 

My first o rder of business was to a ppoint an editorial committee from 
among the peop le who had previous l y vol unteered their services to 
NASWA . Bob Brown from Pennsylvania , Rowland Archer f rom North 
Caroli na and John Bryant from Oklahoma agreed to serve on this 
committee. We t>egan an extensive and comprehensive study of the 
pub licat ion, in both i ts traditional and histor ical forms. This in 
itself was an interesting proJect, since we were able to observe not 
only tempora l changes in the publi cation, but also the hobby. This 
review led us t o three basic needs for the new club publication: more 
emphasis on hobby education, a greater feeling of "club , " and a clean, 
updated look . 

The initial steps toward these goals were accomplished in various 
ways. A new co lumn, Tom McElvy's FRENDX Profiles, was started to 
pe rsonalize t he cl ub and From the Executive Director was added to 
more directly involve t he members with club leadership. A logo 
competition was launc hed, which resu l ted in the l ogo you see on the 
front cover. Guy Atkins, a graphics professional from Washington 
state and the winner o f the competition, agreed to serve on the newl y 
formed Graphi cs Committee . This committee, consist ing of Guy, John 
Bryant, an architect , and Kevin Atkins, a graphics professional from 
Alabama (al l very a c t ive in shortwave) , was charged wi th pulling the 
publication together graphically. 

During this period, the editorial committee publ ished the first 
"Ed itor' s Manual" i n NASWA history. Thus, for t he fi r st time, the 
many editors producing the di verse columns were un ited by a common set 
of editorial guidelines. Also during this time, a r eal emphas i s was 
pl aced on print qua 1 i ty, and , as many of you have o bserved , FRENDX 
began to l ook better. 

Th i s evo 1 ut I on l ed t o NASWA FOR THE NINETIES and The Journa 1 of the 
North American Shortwave Association. Why not the o l d historical name 
FRENDX? No one seemed to know where the name "FRENDX" came from and 
what it meant, and man y people did not li ke it. As part of our new 
look, we changed the name, and it is ou r hope t hat our publication 
wi ll become known as The Journal. 

To enhance the educational value of The Journal , we have added several 
new columns, modified several others and increased the overall page 
count. Destinations is a new feature column designed to provide a 
more in-depth understanding of countr ies and cu 1 tu res. The co 1 umn 
will r otate quarterly between Mi tch Sams discussing Asia , Don Moore 
discussing Latin Ameri ca, and Bob Brown discussing Af r ica. 
Destinations w1ll be kicked off this month by Mitch Sams. Mitch is 
the managing edito r of Fine Tuning and is one of the most well known 
authorities on Asian shortwave and propagation . Next month , Don 
Moo r e wi 11 provide ins ight i nto Latin America. Don has traveled 
widel y in Latin Ame ri ca and was a former Peace Corps member; he 
writes freque ntl y for the hobby press. Bob Brown, NASWA Assistant to 
the Executive Director , forme r Log Report A editor, and NET direc t o r 
for the ANARC NET, has specialized in Af ri can s ho r twave for several 
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years and will round out the Destinations column with h i s consi derable 
writing ta 1 ent . Listener• s Library, conducted by John Byr a nt, is a 
resource forum, devoted t o high 1 i ght i ng books, maps, vi deo tapes, 
maga zine articl es and gene r a l info rma ti on o f interest to the l istener. 
Because of John' s role a s direc tor of Fine Tuning' s Spec ial 
Publications, he has become famil a r with the broad rang& of r esources 
ava ilable to the sho rtwave ho bbyi s t . John is a l s o a t op not c h 
propagation e xpe r t and an authori ty on the beverage a ntenna . 
Li stener's Classroom , conducted by Harold Cone s (and you al r eady know 
a bout him! ) , will answer ques t ions sent in by members . A wi de va r i e t y 
of well known personali t ies in the hobby will be called upon to answe r 
s ubmi tted questions . Kap' s NASWA Awards Program has e xpanded by a 
page so that Ka p may provide not onl y award r ec i p ients, but a lso 
country lists and information on ne w awards. An add it i ona 1 change , 
made because of comments r ecei ved on t he survey fo rms , i s t he 
combining of the old four section Log Reports into t wo secti ons, 
Tropical Band Loggings, edited by well-known tropical ba nd s pecia list 
Sher yl Paszkiewicz, and International Band Loggings , ed i t ed by Wa llace 
Treibel, a long-time NASWA Log Report editor. The usua l columns with 
which you are fami 1 iar remain basically unchanged, e xc e pt for a new 
emphasis on education. 

Another new column/servi ce is The Company Store being run by Ri ch 
D'Angelo and Don Moore. The Company Store will offe r such NSAWA 
memorabili a as sweat shirts, tee-shirts, hats and jackets . The survey 
forms told us that members wanted these items , and with t he help o f 
the hobby merchandising inroads made by Fine Tuning , Ri c h and Don were 
able to bring them to you quickl y . I have already introduced you to 
Don, so a few words about Rich. Rich is on the Board of SP££DX and is 
one of the most acti ve log and QSL reporters in the hobby. He i s 
chairman of the joint NU / FT Special T ransmi s s ion Committee , a g roup 
e xploring the possi bi lities of reactivation of ol d s ho r t wave s tat i ons 
and tests transmiss ions from current non-sho rtwave broadcasters. The 
Company Store will al so offer s omething unique t o t he s hortwave 
hobby--a reprint s ervice . NASWA has serve d the communicat i ons hobby 
for 30 years and the shortwave hobby f o r near 1 y 25 years . Th i s rich 
heritage has been gleaned to prov ide over 100 re prints of pas t FRENDX 
articles which will be offere d by The Company Store for a s mall fee. 
I want to thank all those who have given so muc h of the i r time to make 
The Journal possible. At the risk of leaving some one off the list, 
these folks include: Chuck Rippel, Don Jense n, Je rry Berg, John 
Herkimer, Gerry Dexter, Bill Oli ver, Bob Brown, John Br yant, Ke v in 
Atkins, Guy Atkins, Rowland Archer, John Kapinos, Sheryl Paszkiewicz, 
Jerry Erv ine, Wallace Treibel, Tom Sundstrom, Kris Field, Sam Barto, 
Bruce MacGi bbon, Ted Bensen, Rich D' Ange 1 o, Don Moore, Mitch Sams, 
Alex Batman, Dan Ferguson , Rich Arland, all those who ente red the logo 
competition, and those who returned their membership s urve ys . 

There are many changes, and I am sure many of you will not agree with 
them all . Before you form opinions, however, give The Journal a few 
months to "grow on you. " These changes were implemente d after a lot 
of atudy and the careful analysis of the member s urvey f o rms; t he 
Editoral Commi ttee feel s confident that the des i r es of man y members 
are reflected in The Journal.

This month we have just enough room to present the conclusion of the two part DX'ers 
Forum Panel Session on QSL'ing. Thanks for the nice comments some of you have made 
on part Land yes, we do plan to continue the Panel Session concept in the fut ure. 

QSL'ing Your Way to the Top: Part II 
A DX'ers Forum Panel Session 

With Gerry Bishop, Marlin Field, und Ed Kwilllik 

Forum: Beyond writing a polite and facwal 
report, numy DX'ers lwve resorted ID a 
variety of specwl 1ecl111it1ues to succeed with 
stations which seem to answer only sporadi­
cally at bel1. These techniques lwve in­
cluded registered mail, telexes, third party 
intermediuries, enclosures ID distinguish 
your report, even phone calls. Do you find 
any of these measures to work well in ex-

treme cuses, or do you 11.se another ap­
proach, such as regular follow-ups? 

Bishop: I've never gotten a QSL for a 
report sent via registered mail, so I don't 
spend any money for that. Regular fol­
low-ups do work - I have a QSL from 
Gambia to demonstrate that. 

For that especially difficult to verify sta­
tion which is part of a government net-
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work, such as several of the local AlR 
outlets, a report to the principal offices 
has resulted in a QSL I go this route after 
the follow-up delivers nothing. 

Field: My main technique has been fol­
low-up reports. I include a calendar, 
which has a beautiful scene on the other 
side with a Bible verse, a postcard from 
Michigan, and mint stamps with each fol­
low-up. Don Moore some years ago car­
ried some reports for me when he and his 
bride made a trip through South America, 
but even that method did not produce a 
report from Radio Cuenca in Ecuador. 

Kusallk: I have found that the above 
methods do work, especially techniques 
to distinguish your report. Registered 
mail does indeed help if previous reports 
have gone unanswered or there is difficul­
ty in getting mail to the area where your 
report is going. Then again, regular fol­
low-ups to a station indicate your keen 
interest in that station's programming and 
the willingness to answer their correspon­
dence. 

Forum: What reference material do you 
use in preparing reception reports? 

Bishop: I use three: the WR'IVH, 
FREND X's QSL column (Sam is doing an 
excellent job here) and Fine Tuning. I've 
got a stack of report forms and language 
guides to help translate my thoughts to 
the appropriate print 

Field: For non-English reports I started 
out with an article in How to Listen to the 
World, by Johansen, on how to write 
reports in Spa nish, Portuguese , and 
French. Later I added word lists in 
Spanish and Portuguese published in 
FRENDX as well as an Indonesian form 
letter and word list found there also. 
(Members of NASWA didn't have to pay 
extra for such helps then as they do now.) 
During the summer of 1967 I took a one­
year course in Spanish at the University 
of Colorado in Boulder. Since then I've 
been writing my own letters in Spanish; 
like President Carter, I do my daily devo­
tions in Spanish (El Aposellto Alto, 1908 
Grand Ave., P.O. Box 189, Nashville, TN 

37202-9929-$4.50 per year) a nd do some 
reading in Spanish to keep the language 
fresh. On occasion l need to consult my 
Spanish-English dictionary when writing 
re ports. Names o f stations a nd na mes of 
persons to whom I write my reports come 
from the WRTVH, with additional names 
being taken from Sa m Ba rto's QSL 
Reports. 

Kusalik: The reference material for sta­
tion addresses is WRTVH since getting my 
first edition in 1968. For current informa­
tion about what's happening with par­
ticular stations I consult various DX 
programs or DX bulletins such as Fine 
Tuning. In writing reception reports I use 
various ways instead of one particular 
form as I feel that each station may re­
quire a different approach. I find too that 
various QSL reports of different or­
ganizations help to find if the station is 
verifying. An excellent source for writing 
different language reception reports is 
the Language Lab series put out by Tiarc 
Publications. Then too, I use my own 
phrases as well as a good dictionary for 
Indonesian, French, Spanish, and Por­
tuguese reports. I also consult with third 
party organizations if I need a particular 
language for a certain station. 

Forum: How do you handle record keeping 
related to reception repons, QSL ·~~ and 
NASWA awards? Do you use a computer, 
and if so, which software? 

Bishop: Everything's on paper, some­
where. I update the master lists about 
twice a year. As I've no t yet me t a com­
pute r tha t doesn't emit RF, I won't have 
one here in the shack. 

Field: I use 4" by 6" no tebooks from the 
dime store to record information such as 
the date the report was sent, the name of 
the station, frequency, the number of the 
report- whether it's #1 or #3 to the sta­
tion-and the number of the station (the 
number represents the number of stations 
I have heard on shortwave )- all in colum­
nar form; there is also a column for enter­
ing da tes when a QSL is received. (I have 
a similar notebook for medium wave.) I 
do not maintain a log on stations. As soon 
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as I have verified a station, I destroy my 
notes; notes on s tations repo rted to 
FRENDX, with the exception of those 
that have not co nfirmed my reports, are 
also destroyed. 

I record the stations that I have verified 
and those that have sent pennants in a 
similar notebook. Periodically I type the 
stations that have verified, along with the 
frequency and location, in a 8 1/2" by 11" 
looseleaf notebook. Stations are listed by 
country, the countries being listed al­
phabetically. Stations that have sent pen­
nants are marked. Thus it is easy for me 
to tell which stations have verified and 
how ma ny have ver ified from each 
country. (The most is 110 from Brazil.) I 
also keep a running total of how many 
shortwave and medium wave stations I 
have verified in each Latin American 
country a nd how many pennants I have 
from each country. At a glance, for ex­
ample, I can t~ll that I have v~rified 55 
shortwave stations and 40 medium wave 
stations in Colombia and have 47 pen­
nants from that country. 

KusaHk: Presently I do not use a com­
puter for my reference storage. Instead, 
I use an old reliable method of a logbook, 
going back to 1969, in .which I keep a.diary 
of the stations/countries heard, parllcular 
details, and QSL returns. In addition to 
this I use a 3" by 5" index card holder, 
listing area and country verified. Ex­
ample: Pacific Tonga - 5030 ~· There 
is also a scoresheet of what stallons have 
been heard and verified, and a separate 
sheet for date report sent out, station, and 
date report/QSL received. Partic~lar 
countries and their reports are kept 10 a 
filing cabinet and kept updated. And if 
that is not enough, binders on particular 
coun tries which include refe re nce 
material and profiles. This holds as well 
for keeping track of awards programs and 
the current status of countries/stations 
heard and verified. 

Forum: Most successful QSL 'ers seem to 
use follow-up reports. Please describe your 
approach to follow-ups: do you use them, 
and if so, how often, how do you prepare 
them, what reminds you to send them? Do 

yuu always l·e11d to the same: persu11 w the 
sta1iu11, a11d if 1w1, how do you choose? 

Bishop: Generally when I'm updating the 
list I get the little nag that it's time to send 
a follow-up, if I want a QSL I will try for 
a fresh reception before I send a follow­
up to an older report, and I use the most 
current v/s I have listed. If the name I 
have is more than a year old, I send the 
report to the station without naming any 
specific person. 

I .find writing fo llow-ups one of 
the least satisfying--but neces­

sary--aspects of receiving QSL 's 

Field: I use follow-ups. If possible I in · 
elude new details o f reception, along with 
details of the previous report, with each 
report I send. I do not have a set rule as 
to when to send another n:port but usuul ­
ly not before three or four months. The 
291 sent to La Voz del Tigre, Venezuela, 
3255 kHz, for example, were sent over a 
short period of time, compared to the 23 
I sent to Radio Amazonas, Peru, 5060 
kHz which was one of the first stations I 
hea;d back in 1960, when the firs t report 
was sent, and the last one sent in 1989, 
when I verified the sta tion. Having the 
time-or taking the time-has been the 
biggest consideration in deciding when 
follow-ups go out. I say " ta king the time" 
as I find writing follow-ups to be one of 
the least satisfying- but necessary­
aspects of receiving QSL's. I sent repor_ts 
to pe rsons listed in WRT VH and those m 
FRENDX, primarily in Ba rto's column, 
although some in the past were found in 
Glenn Hauser's section. By looking back 
at my records it is easy to tell how long it's 
been since I wrote to each station and 
whether or no t it has verifie d (procedure 
explained earlier). 

Kusalik: My approa ch to foll ow-ups 
varies with each s tation that I am writing 
to. After no reply from a stat ion, say 
within six to eight months, From the date 
that I first sent the report, I initiate steps 
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for a follow-up. First I check if the station 
is still active on the radio bands. Then 
going back through QSL Reports, see if 
the station has been verifying reports. Tf 
so, then check if the address is correct for 
the initial report that I sent If there is a 
verie signer I may use it, but generally I 
direct it to the title of the verie signer. 
Example: Mr. John Doe, Senior En­
gineering Department .. I would send to 
the Senior Engineering Department 
Staff .. as personnel do change. I explain 
why I am writing to his/her station, asking 
if it's possible for a confirmation, even if 
my report may be out of date. I ask if my 
previous correspondence had reached 
them. I have found that on the average it 
takes about four to five follow-up letters 
for some of the difficult stations .. with 
more difficult stations as much as a dozen 
reports. I try to make my follow-up 
reports as interesting as possible. 

Forum: OK, it 's time for some QSL brag­
ging and war stories. What are your favorite 
two or three QSL's, and why? What was 
your hardest to obtain QSL? How did you 
get it? 

Bishop: Bhutan is my best, but it took 
only one shot with a tentative report. (A 
more positive reception later did not get 
a QSL This is another of life 's Little 
ironies.) Hearing this one from the 
Philippines was nearly as difficult as from 
NAm. The QRM was terrible. 

Gambia and FIBS were both the result 
of good follow-up reporting. In the case 
of FIBS, it took five years of regular, care­
fully prepared letters and reports. AU 
were nearly identical, and I don't know 
why one, and only one, got a reply; or why 
that took five years. 

Radio Gambia cost me ten years of 
airmail postage before I got that precious 
answer. The station was so nice, and 
generous, in the reply that I really believe 
they never did get any other reports, as 
they claimed. 

After all that, though, my favorite is still 
Radio Nederland for 6165, Bonaire. It 
was my first. 

Field: My best QSL is from the Mt. 
Kenya l~egionul Station at Nyeri, Kenya, 
broadcasting on 6170 kHz. It is special for 
several reasons. For one thing, the sta­
tion was heard on my first shortwave 
receiver, a Roland AM/SW portable 
radio from the Alden's Mail Order House 
in Chicago (at $65). The antenna was an 
old piece of television antenna running 
out the window of the dining room and 
tied to a tree limb outside the house; I tied 
the antenna to the limb using a step lad­
der. Also, the station confirmed that it 
was using 250 watts. 

I made no special effort to hear the 
Kenya station; it was an accident; DXing 
was new and I was trying to see what I 
could hear, especially in English, which 
this broadcast was in. (I heard the station 
two evenings straight around 0400 UTC.) 
In contrast I made a special effort to hear 
the next two stations. I probably made my 
biggest effort in country chasing when I 
verified Radio Kiribati. When I first 
heard about the station it was broadcast­
ing around 16,655 kHz (not sure of the 
exact frequency now.) This I do recall; my 
receiver, not having the appropriate crys­
tal, would not pick up the station. The 
next step was to order a crystal from the 
Drake Co. in Ohio. Even with the new 
crystal I could not hear the station. Then 
it moved to 14,802 kHz. Again I had to 
order a crystal. After many attempts I 
finally heard the station, and after three 
reports received my QSL card. 

When we first moved to Hillsdale, we 
lived in a mobile home. The antenna for 
my radio, a long wire, was suspended a 
few feet above the trailer on poles used in 
making television antennas; the antenna 
was 50 feet long, the length of the mobile 
home. During this time AFAN, Mc­
Murdo, Antarctica, started broadcasting 
on 6012 kHz, but I was unable to hear it. 
I bought two more poles, either five or ten 
feet long I don't recall which, and raised 
my antenna by that much. Then I could 
hear AFAN. A few days after that, fea r­
ing that the wind might blow the antenna 
down, I lowered it to its original height; 
that was my great year for Papua New 
Guinea; it was on the lowered antenna 
that I heard and verified all the stations 
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that were broadcasting from those DX 
countries at that time. 

Kusallk: My favorite QSL's . .. we ll , 
they're all special to me ... but the ones that 
come to mind are: KGEL, in Califor­
nia .. why, well it was my first QSLcard that 
I received. For this one I sent a three­
hour reception report of a telecast foot­
ball game. It was my first attempt at 
writing a reception report and I didn't 
know quite what to write in my report to 
them. But anyway, I got that first QSL 
card in three weeks from them. That hap­
pened back in December of 1965. 

My first DX QSL card came from Radio 
Clube de Caho Verde, CR4AA, 3883 kHz. 
This was in Lhe Spring of 1970. I heard 
the station, sent an English report with no 
return postage, on a two page foolscap. 
Reply came in about one month. 
Another from Africa .. Radio CORDAC, 
Bujumbura, Burundi, 4900 kHz, received 
their QSL card five days before the sta­
tion closed down for good in 1977. 

The hardest QSL to obtain to date 
would be the following two: Radio Zan­
zibar .. and Radio Pyongyang. Radio Zan­
zibar was firs t heard way back in February 
of 1975 on 3339 kl-Ii. I sent a report with 
return postage a nd a postcard, knowing 
that my first attempt may no t pan out. 
After that I sent follow-ups, and more 
fo llow-ups, with fresh reports, registered, 
double registered reports and still no 
replies. It wasn't till April of 1987, that I 
finally received a verification letter from 
the Chief Engineer for my report. A to tal 
of 12 years of trying. The other sta­
tion .. Radio Pyongyang .. took a total of 22 
years of follow-ups, fresh reports, some in 
English, an attempt in Spanish, and I even 
wrote in Czechoslovakian! I wrote to the 
Embassy .. at one point I thought of chang­
ing my name thinking that I was on their 
"black list". But then, I read that repons, 
some of them, were being verified via 
England .. so I wrote to Mr. Arthur Ward, 
in the United Kingdom. Through his help 
I was able to get a verification from Radio 
Pyongyang in two months time, after all 
those years of trying! To date this is the 
longest I've tried for a verification from a 

station. Persistence does pay off in the 
end. 

There are others, all with the ir own 
interesting stories .. th e Ca mbodi an 
Caper .. the Nigerian "who do I send the 
verification to" and the Ghana "love let­
ters." 

Forum: Thanks for your time and ideas! 
Any other tips you'd like to describe, or 
closing comments? 

Bishop: One part we've not addressed 
here is the "thank you" for the QSL I 
always send a card, via surface mail, to any 
station which QSLs a reception. There's 
no telling how many stations trashed this, 
or the number which took it to heart. I 
am certain it benefits in the long run. It's 
quite possible that some stations keep 
track of who sends thanks, and will QSL 
again as a result. Your tha nks for a QSL 
could ensure mine in the future. My 
thanks to a broadcaster may have 
prompted your verification already. 

Despite the numbers, I' ll still prefer lis­
tening to the message over having the 
momento of that message. I'm convinced 
it's much more important to spread the 
news that a station is on the air, and 
audible in NAm, than to wave a QSL as a 
result of that brief reception. I realize 
that no t everyone shares this view, but I 
sincerely hope the number of those who 
would keep the good news a secret con­
tinues to diminish. 

Thank you, Rowland, for this oppor­
tunity to discuss QSLing and some of its 
aspects. l trust this won't be Lhe end of 
the sharing within the DX community of 
all the information we have available 
throughout the hobby. 

Field: The kind of hobby DXing is 
depends on how much time and money 
one is willing and able to invest. ll cer­
tainly takes Jess investment on one's part 
if all he/she does is to listen to shortwave 
radio, hears different stations, but does 
nothing about verifying them. One is 
much more involved in the hobby if he/she 
attempts to verify each station heard. I 
did the one before 1960, the other since 
then, and I can say from personal ex-
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perience how collecting QSL's and pen­
nants has affocted my life. For one thing, 
I learned about missionary radio stations 
and their financial needs and as a result 
have contributed financially to a number 
of them for many years. Also, I have met 
individuals that I would not have met had 
it not been for my collecting QSL's. I have 
met some by attending meetings of clubs, 
such as NASWA, UNO, ANARC, and 
the Michigan DXers' orga nizatio n. 
When I was teaching at Lake Michigan 
College in Benton Harbor, Michigan, the 
program director of HRVC, Tegucigalpa, 
Honduras, came by where 1 worked. He 
gave me a large pennant, ordinarily 
reserved for churches that supported the 
station, and two pieces of wood Aztec art, 
not originals but deeply appreciated. 
They hang on the wall of my study. Ron 
Youngs made a special effort to see me. 
It was a hot day in August. He had his 
family with him in a car which was not air 
conditioned and which was pulling a U­
Haul trailer with their belongings. They 
were headed for Iowa, where they would 
live for a year before returning to HRVC. 

My wife and I have had the opportunity 
to entertain in our home persons that we 
would not have known had it not been for 
my hobby. Last year we entertained mis­
sionaries from HCJB-FM in Guayaquil, 
Ecuador. We were the first persons they 
contacted after arriving at her mother's in 
North Adams, Michigan. They wanted to 
present a slide program about their work 
in Ecuador at our church. We invited 
them to dinner and as a result we saw the 
slide presentation. They wanted our 
reaction as no one else had seen it before. 
lt was a program they had put together 
with their small children as narrators of 
the program. It was great! The year 
before we hosted Jorge and Denise 
Zambrano and their children from Quito. 
In addition to working for HCJB-TV, 
Jorge produces the program, "Musica de/ 
Ecuador," on HCJB shortwave, a volun­
tary effort on his part, to make sure that 
the music presented is Ecuadorian. Some 
years ago, when the pretuned radio was 
an important part of the ministry of 
HCJB, we had a visit from the person in 
Ecuador responsible for the project. For 

several years we had visits from a repre­
sentative of SIM International, which 
operates ELWA in Liberia. Last year a 
representative of the Latin American 
Mission, which has ties with TIFC in San 
Jose, Costa Rica, stopped by. As a result 
of an article in our local newspaper about 
my hobby, I've been able to explain 
DXing to some of my acquaintances and 
to help one person get more involved in 
the hobby. Another person, upon seeing 
my name and address in his first copy of 
FRENDX, came to visit, since he only 
lived thirty-five miles away, to find out 
more about collecting QSL's and pen­
nants. 

Yes, DXing is more than "country chas­
ing," it has to be if it's going to be more 
than a "passing fancy," of interest today 
but not tomorrow; otherwise I would not 
be celebrating thiny years of DXing in 
1990. 

Kusalilc Closing commen ts . .I'm st ill 
learning about QSL'ing .. there is no set 
way for me to write to each different sta­
tion. After all this time there are all kinds 
of approaches .. use the best one you find 
that helps you. In QSL'ing, in particular 
the difficult stations, remember that you 
a re trying to present yourself to the sta­
tion, just like a job interview. Your 
credentials are the reception details that 
you heard from the station. Make them 
interesting and you will find that in most 
cases, a reply will come, but be patient. 
Good Luck!

Not on 6.130/9.455 which carry 
different VOA progrc1nuning. 

1140-1155 Listeners ' Le11erbox (Radio Beijing). A mailbox program which answers 
listeners' questions about life in China. Past programs have featured points 
of interest in Biejing, historical landmarks in china, the chinese diet, and 
how safe is to vis it China now. ( 17.855. Repeated at 1240 on the same 
frequency, at 0040 on 17.855/17.715/15.130 and at 0340 on 9.690). A 
repeat of an earlier broadcast on Sunday at the same times and frequencies. 

1345v-1350 ~(B.R.T.). Usually begins with a run-down of events and stand ings in 
the Belgian soccer league, Division I & Division 11, w ith a description and 
analysis of one or two key games. Also includes other sports which either 
take place in Belgium or involve Belgian participants: tennis, cycli ng, 
motor racing, golf, etc. 
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WEDNESDAY 

1200-1210 Sports fare (Radio Finland). Discussion of sports taking place in Finland or 
of international events in which Finns are participating. An example is the 
round the world yacht race currently undeiway. Quite naturally, cross­
country skiing is a big item, but so is soccer, tennis, rowing, etc. (21 .550/ 
15.400. Repeated at 1315 on the same frequencies). 

1330a-1355 Latitude (Radio Canada International). Radio Canada's program devoted to 
culture in the north country, usually two or three segments per program.

INDIA 
All aboard, our destination is India , one of the 
most exotic places on earth to visit or hear on 
the radio. From the other side of the globe 
India's radio voice can be heard on the imema­
tional bands as well as the tropical bands 
(60,90,75 meters). The programming is dis­
tinctive and intriguing. The traditional Indian 
music, sometimes referred to as "subcontinc­
tal" music, rates in my book as some of the 
most beautiful I've ever heard. And, from the 
first time you hear the imerval signal for the 
government's shonwave voice, All India Ra­
dio, you'll never forget it and will a lways rec­
ognize it the next time you happen upon it. 

English is the sec.:ond language of India, going 
back to her roots in the 13ritish empire. Engl ish 
is heard quite often over external and regional 
transmiuers. Hindi (in the Devanagri ~crip1 ) is 
the offi<.:ial language of India, but there are at 
least 15 other languages which are recogniLed 
and strongly used in various regions of the 
country.

Radio plays an important role in India. She 
has the 2nd highest population of any country 
in the world and is the 7th largest in land area. 
Television is relatively underdeveloped, and 
with a high illiteracy rate that exists in the 
rural areas, mdio becomes one of the most 

eflicient methods of communication. The 
resu lts of long-planned upgrades to the All 
India Radio network are just now begin­
ning to be fullfilled. Recently new trans­
mitters have come on line with more planned 
in the near future. It only means good 
things for shortwave listeners as India 
bristles with renewed shortwave activi1y. 

All India Radio's international service is 
audible in North America on a fairly rcgu-



lar basis throughout the year. For me the most 
consistant reception of AIR's General Overseas 
Service inenglishhas been the 1330 UTC tr.ms­
mission on 11810, 9565 or sometimes 15335 
kHz. This service opens a few minutes before 
1330 UTC with the flute interval signal and 
follows with a news bulliten. 9565 kHz is 
currently the best outle t to hear this broadcast 
on. 11810 kHz has late ly been inaudible (this 
frequency has been in use since ac least 1972 
when I firsc heard it). 

Other times and frequencies to watch for Eng­
lish on the International bands would be around 
1845 to 2200 UTC on 11620 and 7412 kHz. 
11620 is heard quite often at other Limes as well 
in different languages. Or, the 1000 to 1100 
UTC broadcasc 10 the Pacific on 15155, 11925 
or 11860 kHz. And another possibility is the . 
0000 to 0115 UTC transmission on 15110, not 
often heard. 

During periods of high sunspot activity one can 
often hear the 0100 to 0400 UTC non-English 
transmissions in the 15 and 17 MHz bands. 

Tropical band DX from India has many pos­
sibilities, but definately is seasonal in North 
America. Peak reception time is now (Decem­
ber through February) heard best just after loca l 
sunrise. One can watch the dominant 90 and 60 
meter crew change from Papua New Guineans 
in September to Indonesians in October and 
November as the favored propagation path 
swings west. The first occurance of deep sub­
continental propagation may be marked by a 
sudden absence of Indonesians one morning on 
90 and 60 meters. The listener may notice 
stations on frequencies which are not normally 
occupied and may hear that distinct Indian music 
on frequencies usually carrying gamelan or

or Chinese opera. Reception usually peaks 
just a few minutes after sunrise and may stay 
in as much as 30 minutes longer. 

I've noticed over the years that my loggings of 
Indian regional stations on 60 and 90 meters 
were more numerous in those years right 
around the solar peak. 

Right now DXers in North America are hear­
ing regional outlets in our local evenings on 60 
mete rs ( 4860 and 4990 kHz). Check bet ween 
0000 and 0030 UTC. 

QSLing All India Radio is not as easy as one 
might expect. Response time is often scvernl 
months for reports of their external services, 
and longer yet or even not at all for reports of 
their regional outlets. Most repons arc an­
swered from Delhi with the standard AIR QSL 
card, even for regional reports mailed direct to 
the transmitter site. Those reports are often 
forwarded to Delhi. However there is one bit 
of good news on the QSL front , most stations 
have personel who speak English, so repon s 
to AIR in Hindi are not required. 

One last thing, see the November Listener's 
Notebook for an excellent listing of transmis­

Welcome to the first session of Listener's Classroom. Each of you 
will serve as an instructor in this classroom, since it will be your 
Questions that are answered each month by the most active people in 
the hobby. 

The Question this month comes from no particular reader, but is rather 
a topic of discussion at virtually all the shortwave gatherings I have 
ever attended: "Where are a 11 the young 1 i steners in the hobby? .. 
Indeed, data gathered by ANARC (the Association of North American 
Radio Clubs), as well as NASWA, suggest that the average age of the 
shortwave listener is increasing each year, and only a few, a very 
small few, teenagers join our ranks annually . Many a beer (and root 
beer) has been consumed pondering why this situation exists. The 
usual answer offered up is that young folks today are hooked on the 
i nstant gratification of computer games and simulations--bright 
lights, fast action and friendly competition. The discussion a lways 
gets around to the fact that shortwave is a loner hobby and perhaps 
young folks are too social to indulge in such things. "Most peers," 
someone will say," understand the significance of scoring eleven 
z i llion points in a NINTENDO game , but very few understand the thri ll 
of recei vi ng a QSL from Mauritius, especiall y when they have no idea 
where Maurtius is". Peer pressure? 

Other reasons surface. Modern shortwave receivers are like instant 
TVs--turn them on, and BINGO , instant gratificat i on. No skill 
involved , save that of knowing how to push a button. Remember when 
you had to wait for a receiver t o warm up before you could listen to 
it? And once it was warm, there were a myrid of controls to set "just 
so . Often you had spent man y hours in bu i lding the receiver f rom a 
kit and erecting the antenna. Hearing a station on o ne of the o 1 d 
"tubers" meant you had to have operator skill, and there was a r ea l 
sense of pride in using your own gear to hear the low-powered stati ons 
that existed in the "old days", Perhaps, for the fast-moving teenager 
of today, there is "no big whoop" involved in the technologica l b lack 
boxes that are ca 11 ed "state of the art" recei vars, e spec i a 11 y when 
they are race iv i ng mi 11 ion-watt stations on built-in whip antennas. 
Wonder what would happen if shortwave were introduced to today's teen 
via the challenge of a Hallicrafters S-38 or a Knight Space Spanner? 

My youngest daughter recently become interested in photography. To 
encourage her, I set out in search of Popular Photography, t he large r 
of the two photography magazines I remembered from years back. When I 
f i na 11 y found one, it was a very thin version of 1 ts former se 1 f and 
was combined with another photography magazine to boot. When I was 
younger, photography (and shortwave listening, for that matter) was a 
major hobby, especially among teens and college students--now I find 
the two major photography magazines combined into one, obviously 
because there was not enough i nterest to support two. Where, I 
wonder, are all the hobbyiets in photography? c oul d i t be that the 
ads for "miracle cameras" scared them away--just as sho rtwave 
rece ivers have become computers that also recei ve broadcast stati ons, 
modern cameras are computers t hat also take pi c tures . Pe rhaps knowing 
that a good picture resu 1 t ed from your abi 1 i ty to measu r e 1 i ght , set 
f-stops and calculate exposure once provided the thrill in the hobby . 
On the o ld technology cameras, a good picture was a measure of you r 
ski ll, rather than a measure of the freshness of your batte ri es . 

As the father of two teenagers, I o ften see school work sat aside as 
teens and college students take part-time jobs to support cars, girls, 
and clothing stores. The l atest data says that a whopp ing 90" of high 
school students hold part-time jobs--90" 1 This high work rate is 
uniquely American--the figure is 40" for Canada and on l y 2" for Japa n. 
Could i t be that modern Ame rican t eenagers do not have time for a 
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hobby? Has sho rtwave listening waned for the young, just as 
photography has, because of a lack of time to devote to a hobby that 
provides no sense of thrill and accomplishment? Although certainly 
not a Gal lop poll, I asked 550 Introductory Biology students at an 
urban 4-year college, "Do you have a hobby?" Only 8~ answered yes. I 
don't know if I s hould be sad, sympathetic, or mad. At least it i s 
something to ponder. I think I will l e nd my Hallicrafters s-120 to 
the young man up the street who has expressed a minor interest in the 
hobby. If I can just bring back some of the thrill , excitement and 
romance for him----------.

NOISE 

With the coming of winter, much of the 
ORN, or natural noise, has retreated until 
the return of summer. Static crashes, 
atmospheric noise, and sudden changes in 
propagation are at a seasonal low. 
Unfortunately, ORM, or man made noise, is 
alway• with us. There a re some things that 
can be done about ORM - if you know the 
cau>es, and how to eliminate them. 

Light dimmers, especially the older ones, can 
generate the most obnoxious buzz almost 
everywhere in the shortwave spectrum. 
Similar noise can he heard from "rapid-start" 
tluoresccnt li~hts. Finding the noise source 
involves class1cal direction finding 
techniques. A portable receiver with 
external antenna input is ideal. Fashion a 
wire loop, or obtain a U HF TV "rabbit ear" 
loop, and connect it to the receiver. The 
loop will be very directional, with a peak 
being in the plane of the loop. Becau'e the 
looP. is rather insensitive, you will be able tu 
"smfr' out the noise source by going room to 
room. Don't forget outside lighting fixtures, 
including the mercury a nd sodium lights you 
can buy for your yard. Once you have found 
the offending item, how do you silence it? If 
the item plugs into the wall, you can ohtain 
an effecuve noise suprcsor that plug,·in 
betwee11 the wall and the nobe source. If it 
i~ a hard-wired item, you can obtain noi>e 
suppressor that can he wired across the 
source itself - these are available from 
electronic supply houses. For the ambitious, 
the Amateur Radio Handbook, published by 
the American Radio Relay League, has 
many excellt:nt circuits you can build yourself 
for noise supprt::.sion. Their QRM 
llandbook is also an excelle111 source of 
information about noise detection am! 
suppression. 

INTERFERENCE 

The term imerference can cover a wide 
range of problems. The most common 
complaint of shortwave listeners is really 
front-end receiver overload. This problem is 
usually observed as phantom stations 
appearing where they don't belong, or re­
appearing at frequent intervals along the 
shortwave spectrum. 

Two things can happen when front-end 
overload occur•. The most common 
"phantom signal" problem occurs when a 
strong signal, on a frequency other than the 
one the receiver is tuned to, sneaks into the 
receiver, and mixes with the receiver's 1.F. 
signa l, generating a new signal. The new 
signal is "received" by the radio as though it 
were a legitimate signal. 

The other symptom of from-end overload is 
the "dead radio" syndrome. The radio 
appears totally numb, even though an 
antenna is connected to it. It may occur on 
only a few frequencies, or all across the 
spectrum. This symptom occurs because the 
amplifier in the receiver saturates with too 
much signal. 
In either cause of front-end overload, the 
cures are the same. First, turn-down the RF 
Gain control on your receiver, if it has one, 
or in1>ert an allenuator in-between the 
antenna a nd the receiver. Again, the 
Amateur Radio Handbook has the plans for 
building an attenuator, o r you can buy one at 
Radio Shack. You simply switch or dial in 
sufficient attenuation to solve the problem, 
but not so much that you eliminate the signal 
you want to hear. 

For stubborn cases, like those encountered 
when living near AM broadcast towers, a 
tuneable filter may be required. Plans are 
available from the aforementioned 
handbook, or from previous FRENDX 
columns. 
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SCRATCHES 

Ir you are like me, see in$ the cat skid across 
the top of your new receiver is enough to 
drive you insane. I am still waiting for 
chenusts to develop a plastic that won't 
develop thousands of scratches when you rub 
it with a clean cloth. In the mean time, there 
is a way to hide scratches when they rear 
their ugly beads. Find a very clean cloth (I 
use thick hath towels when my wife isn't 
looking) and apply a liberal amount of 
furniture polish - he sure it's the type labeled 
safe for acrylic finishes. Let the polish soak 
in for a few minutes, then wipe it off 
vigorously with a dry part of the cloth. You 
may have to repeat this a couple of times to 
do the trick, but when finished it will look 
good, and will actually extend the life of the 
plastic. 

ALL STRUNG OUT? 

Older receivers, as well as some of the newer 
models, use dial cord to move a pointer in an 
analog display. With age, this cord can 
become splippery, or even break. It is easier 
than most people think to re-string a dial 
cord. Most electronic supply houses stock 
small spools of dial cord. It is special 
material with a strong inner core of nylon, 
and a rough, woven outer sk.in to grip dial 
wheels. If your cord is still in place, examine 
it carefully before replacing it. Note the 
direction of the windings, and bow many 
turns go over each wheel or shaft. It's best to 
write these things down before removing the 
old cord. If the cord is already broken, try 
three or four turns around each shaft or 
wheel for good traction. The c:ffort to re­
strin~ a wheel is well-rewarded when you 
regam the smooth tuning your receiver had 
when it was new. 

SOUNDS GOOD TO ME ... 

It has always amazed me how many 
expensive shortwave receivers are 
manufactured with tiny, bad sounding 
speakers. The ultimate purpose of a 
shortwave receiver is to supply a desired 
signal to your cars. It doesn't m11tter how 
good the receiver's intem11ls are if the signal 
you hear is not a faithful reproduction of 
what the broadcaster spent a lot of time and 
money to send you. You can do a lot for the 
sound of your receiver by choosing the right 
external speaker. Much of the 11udio 
interference on shortwave is in the high 
frequency range, like the ringing or squealing 
of two stations close together. A large 
speaker is more efficient at converting 
electrical energy to sound energy than a 
small one, and has the added benefit of 
enhancing lower frequencies. Select at least 
a 6" speaker, and look for one designed for 
mid or low range frequencies (a "woofer"). 
The speaker can be placed in a wooden box 
(which further emphasizes low frequency 
reproduction) or it can be built-into a wall or 
console. After only a short time you will 
notice how rested lour ears will feel, even 
a fter long hours o listening. 

YULE LOGS 

A log isn't necc:ssarily what you burn in the 
fireplace at the end of the year. Now is a 
good time to look over your log from the 
year gone by. Are there stations you haven't 
sent reception reports to? These days many 
international and utility stations take a long 
time to QSL, so sending a report a month or 
two after the logging won't be noticed. Aher 
you have cleaned-out your 1989 log, how 
about thinking of a new, more eCficient 
format for your log. Look over what you 
have accumulated this year. What would 
have made it easier to use? Would you be 
better off to change, delete, or add 
categories to be filled in? 

Just as important as your record keeping is 
your reception report. Do you use a 
prepared card, or do you write letters for 
each report? With increasing postage costs 
you might want to consider swttching to 
postcards. They can still be typed on fo r a 
neater appearance, and most shops that 
advertise for ham radio QSL card printing 
can do a fine job on SWL cards as well. By 
reducing the things you report in a letter to 
fill-in sections or a card, you cut the time it 
takes to complete a reP.?rt, and this makes it 
more likely that you will actually send the 
report, instead of letting it pile up with the 
others in your log. 

MORSE CODE 

During thb season we are indoors a great 
deal of the time. What better occasion to 
learn something new, like Morse Code, for 
instance. There are Morse Code, or "CW" 
signals available all across the shortwave 
spectrum. TI1ey can be from ships at sea, 
amateur radio operators, or military in 
origin. It's much more enjoyable ir you can 
understand what they are saying. I once 
made friends in a crowded movie theater 
while watching a spy movie. In a particular 
scene, the spy was receiving instructions from 
his shortwave radio. Except that what was 
being sent in Morse Code said: "If you can 
understand this message you are copying 10 
words per minute .. ."! Several of us broke out 
laughing in an o therwise serious scene, and 
after the movie we introduced ourselves to 
each other. You can likewise amaze your 
friends and devastate your enemies by 
learning the code. You have a choice of 
many excellent cassette tape courses, as well 
as some courses designed to run on your 
computer. Either way, it's fun, you aren't 
under any pressure, and you have lots of time 
indoors to devote. 
Well, that's about. it for this year. I hope you 
have enjoyed reading Technical Topics as 
much as I have enjoyed bringinjl it to you. I 
look forward to another yc:ar wtth FRENDX, 
and would like to renew my invitation for 
suggestions, criticisms, and especially for 
guest articles. Become famousl Wme an 
article for Technical Topics.

Around The World 
The Hard Way 
When I recently discovered Danziger's Tra­
vels: Beyond Forbidden Frontiers, by Nick 
Danziger, I shivered all over ... here is a man 
who actually took the trans-Asian trip that I 
described in my "factional" articles in 
FRENDX last year. The miracle is that he 
lived to tell about it! Nick is a young 
Englishman who received a Churchill Fel­
lowship in 1984 to follow The Great Silk 
Road from Damascus to Beijing, right 
through both the Iran-Iraq War and the 
Afghan War. He got across Afghanistan 
with help from the rebels and should not 
have Ii ved through the experience. He hitch­
hiked into China from Pakistan, becoming 
the first foreigner to ever travel the secret 
strategic road connecting northern P-akistan 
and K.ashgar, Xinjiang! Nick is a superb 
writer with a real gift for showing us the 
normal people and scenes of some of the 
most fabled and inaccessible areas of the 
world. This is the first book I've read in 
years that I literally could not lay down! It is 
a five star special.

Library with several super recommenda­
tions. One of the most intriguing was Gan­
dhi s Children by Trevor Fishlock . Mr.

Antennas-A Different View 
If you are an antenna buff or wish to become 
one, a look at HF Amennas for All Locations 
is highly recommended. The author is Brit­
ish engineer and radio amateur Mr. L.A. 
Moxon, G6XN. This book is intended for 
radio amateurs. However, there are many 
features which can be very helpful to us 
SWL types. I am not sure whether it is 
because there is a slightly separate technical 
tradition in Great Britain or whether Mr. 
Moxon is simply a creative genius, but this 
book has a good deal to offer us that is dis­
tinctly different from US amateur radio. 
Moxon thoroughly discusses antenna loca­
tion and the effect of the immediate sur­
roundings on antenna gain. I found this 
section very helpful when picking DXpedi­
tion locations. He is also one of the only 
authors I've found who discussed the phe­
nomenal seaside coastal effect. Finally, this 
book illustrates many wire-based directional 
antennas that look very interesting. Buy this

one, or at least use Inter Library Loan to take 
a look at it. (Contributed by Bry-dnt) 

One Of The Best Three 
Articles I've Ever Read ... 
If you want to really improve your DXing, 
use Inter Library Loan and request a photo­
copy of an article with a daunting title: 
" Influence of the Ground near Transmitting 
and Receiving Aerials on the Strength of 
Medium Frequency Skywaves." This article 
is the best and one of the only studies of the 
"coastal effect" that I've run across. The 
article describes studies by BBC engineers 
which indicate that it is possible to boost the 
strength of received signals by up to ten 
times by getting very close to the sea coast. 
Even though the tests were done at medium 
wave frequencies, the same effect is also 
very noticeable at tropical band frequencies. 
Apparently, you need a fairly large body of 
water to get much of this almost magical 
effect. However, if I lived around one of the 
Great Lakes, I'd use Beverage Onna Bush 
techniques (FT's Proceedings 1989) and 
check it out. How 'bout it, you Canadian 
Latin buffs? (Nick Hall-Patch, John Bryant)

Guide just came out last Friday. Also a new calendar will be 
available around December 18th. (bmm) 

Radio Australia to undergo "dramatic changes" from 3rd December; 
audience research officer appointed. Radio Australia, Melbourne, in 
English 1239 gmt 19 Nov 89. Excerpt from "Communicator" report. 

Radio Australia's English service is about to experience some 
dramatic changes. The implementation date for our regional approach 
to programming will be Sunday 3rd December. From that day, we will be 
placing an emphasis on morning and evening broadcasts to the south­
west Pacific and Asia. The morning will offer a mix of news, current 
affairs, short information segments and music, while at the other end 
of ~he day you will be able to hear a wide selection of feature 
programmes. These changes are based on an increasing volume of data 
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broadcasting into thin air. A lot of what we do is guesswork, s o your 
reacti on to wha t you hear i s essential if we a re t o provide an eve n 
better service. Audi e nce research i s a complicated a nd e xpens i ve 
business a nd is unfortunately only available to the more well off 
broadc asters. 

Radio Australia acquired its own audi e nce research office r only 
recently. His name is (?mark Calvert). (WBI 11/24) 

Further details of ne w external schedule: Radio Australia, 
Melbourne, in English 1230 gmt 26 Nov 89. Excerpt of report: Exactly 
seven days from now (on 3rd December) Radio Australia's Engl ish 
service will undergo something of a transformati on. Apart from 
introducing a number of new programmes, we will be turning our 
attention solely to the south west Pacific and Asia. We will be 
offering a morning and evening serv ice to both regions. The morning 
programme, between 17- 04 UTC, will combine news, current affairs , 
short items and r e ports and of course music. The evening 
broadcasts, which fall roughly between 04-1 7 hours UTC, will r eflec t a 
more relaxed style and include l o nger features accentuating 
information about Asia and the Pacifi c and Australia 's interaction 
with the two regions. Current programmes whi c h will be with us after 
next Sunday will have n e w broadcast times. I'm happy to repoort that 
"Communicator" will still be he r e next week, so do please make of a 
note of these b roadcast times. Our e vening broadcast to listeners in 
Asia will be on Friday at 1030 and Sunday at 1430 UTC, wh ile Pacific 
listeners can hear us on Monday at 0730 UTC •. • (WBI 12/l) 

Via "Peter Bunn 's, ' OZ DX' Edition No . 51, Dec 89 is this article 
that appeared in the Me lbo urne 'Age' 7 November 1989, "Comment" by 
Michael Barnard - Just What is Going on at Radio Australia? "Radio 
Australia, the highTy r egarded shortwave ambassador which, for 50 
years , has been projecting Australia around the world, in later years 
with daily audiences in the t e ns of milli o ns , is facing a crisis of 
identity and staff moral e. 

Changes to b e crystallised ne xt month, following a top-level ABC 
review and executive r es tructuring, includi ng earl y retir ements , will 
significantly constrict the target area of this once expansive world 
s erv ice t o the Asia-Pa c ifi c r egion. New programming philosophies and 
emphases, open to varying interpretat ions, are being intr oduced . 

Most of the changes are expected to be in p lace before the new 
general manager of Radio Australia, career diplomat Ri chard 
Broinowski, presently ambassador to South Korea, takes over i n 
January . Staff critics claim the new philosophy is being " b u lldozed" 
through. They want the agenda put o n ho l d until the new head a rri ves 

even though, ironically, one concern a r isi ng fr om the n e w 
programming philosophy is that it might be seen to be over-deferential 
to the sensitivities o f regional na tions - in other words , a tool of 
Foreign Affairs. 

One directi ve put out by the head of English La nguag e Pr ograms (in 
one s e nse the flagship of Radio Australia, and now at t h e heart of the 
dispute) specifically cautions against "a confrontationist style of 
interviewi ng" and says producers "must avoid seemi ng to be voyeurs o n 
regional life" . Another ELP document. "Pr ograms and Scheduling 
Philosophy", issued in September , emphasises that "we do share many of 
the same c oncerns in the areas of regi o nal stability, economics and 
business, social and political devel opment. It is around these 
similarities of interes t, in the context of nationa l diffe r e nces , that 
our programming must b e centered". 

A clearer concern, however , is the c hangi ng priorities in the 
picture of Australia to be presented t o the Asia- Pacif ic region when 
t he "world serv ice" effectively takes a d ive i n December. Even terms 
such as "soc ial engineering" are being applied to the revamping o f 
Australian content . As ev idence, c riti cs c i te the dropping of popular 
and established Australi a n chara cter packages s uch as "Window on 
Aus t ralia", "Along the Mi ghty Murray" and "You asked for it", a 
program which has drawn thousand s of l et t e r s f rom li s t eners inquiring 
about facet s of Australi an life. 

From Decemb e r the new emphasis is t o be on 
Asia/Pacific region•, 'Aborigines of Austr a lia', 
education , law and so f orth, the true test of which 
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philosophical (or ideologi ca l) agenda from whi c h they are ultimately 
shows to have been drawn. Precedents from SBS Radio , in whi c h the 
left has aggressively monopolised some ethnic programs, are not 
encouraging. 

Another issue contr ibuting to staff unease is a mooted move by Radio 
Aus tralia f r om Burwood East to the planned new ABC centre at Southbank 
in the city. Many staffers at various l evels r esent this, wishing to 
remain as autonomous as possible fr om the home service. Unease has 
reached such a pitch that, accord ing to highly placed informants, 
heads of d epartments attending a meeting last week with Radio 
Australia's acting general manager, Geoff Heriot, were required 
individually to signal their support for the management line through 
what has been described to me as an •oath of al l egiance". 

General dissatisfaction is expected to take a new this this week 
with the likely submission to the Public Service Union of a long 
memo r andum of concern from a nnouncers and readers in the English 
language section. Th i s is expected to include strong c riti c ism of the 
outcome of the inquiry into Radio Australia by an ABC committee of 
review consi sting of Messrs Stuart Revill(convenor) , Dav i d Hill and 
Malcolm Long, whose r eport was published in August. 

"Many sta ff members now fee l that the r ev iew simply provided another 
opportunity for a group of would-be social refo r mers to tinker with 
Radio Australia's programs", o ne RA "d iss ident" told me. "A study of 
available submissions to the inquiry shows they offer little 
justification for the change of direction i n ELP program philosophy." 

Not only the English Language section is caugh t up in the struggle, 
however. Strikingly, another pending victim, despite the new regional 
emphasis, is Radio Austra lia's J ap a nese section. The r eview panel 
recommended cessation of s hortwave (Japanese l anguage) tra nsmissions 
to Japan and a search for "new roles and outlets" for the service. 
Yet, the protesters say , none of the more than 80 submissions to the 
inquiry suggeste d closure. 

A resoluti on on the Japanese servi ce by RA staffers at a meeti ng on 
24 October rejected the cri t e r ia on which the proposed closure is 
baaed and noted "If the Japanese service were to cease it would 
severely restrict the info rmation about Australia avai l abl e to the 
Japanese populati on. " 

Against this, one of the more general c oncerns reflected in ELP 
unrest is that under the new r eg ional concentration many l isteners in 
"outside" areas, such as the United Stat es and Europe , will 
effectively get the cold s houlde r . Traditionally , more tha n 70 

. percent of ELP mail came from listeners outsi d e the newly designated 
target zone. Now this linkage in goodwill is at risk. In the words 
of one critic: "Unless we r espond p e r sonal ly, s uc h listeners will be 
lucky to get even a pro forma r e ply". 

The new order may be gauged b y a 1 Novembe r ELP staff memo on RA ' s 
50 anni versary commemorative stamp. "The 350 (fi r st day cover) 
giveaways are for listeners in the PACIFIC and ASIA regions only! 
Please DO NOT actually s ay on a ir that other liste ners a r e excluded -
simply stress the two eligible regions." 

In various directives the n ew priorit ies are set out thus: Southwest 
and Central Pacific; South East Asia, North Asia; South Asia ••• " any 
priorities below these first four are regarded as outside our resource 
capacity". "Our (target) audi e nces are, again in order of priority , 
decision makers and opinion leaders; interested i nd igenous others; 
expatriates ••• all programming philosophy and our attitude to 
scheduling and frequency allocation flows from the above. " 

Yet, despite the high priority focus on the Pac ifi c there appears to 
be no plan to broadcasts in Pacific languages, as will be a f eature o f 
Radio New Zealand's new regional shortwave service, due to open in 
January. Radio NZ has not minced words in spelling out its own 
philosophy to present both sides of any i ssue and t o make "a pro ud and 
confident statement about New Zealand". 

Meanwhile, Radio Australia's bewildered professionals are being 
marched into workshops with such objectives in mind as "to pr ovide 
role models and training in fresh ways of presenting information", "to 
explore alternative ways of identifying what is relevant to report 
on", "to develop a more sophisticated sense of 'balance ' and ed itori a l 
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priorities" , "to develop a sense of process rather than (of) event", 
and so on (staff memo from !lead, ELP, 19/10). It all sounds most 
impressive, no doubt, but for publi c interest professionals who have 
spent years in the craft of communi cation and who have, whatever the 
occasional lapses, helped build Radio Australia into an impr essive and 
enviable global ambassador, what does it all really mean? Stay tuned . 
They 'r e revamping the music , too."

The series will 
be aired on 10 consecutive Satu rdays, commencing January 20, on 
the following broadcasts: 22 to Asia, 03 to HE, 01 to US, 23 to 
the Caribbean, 2130 to Africa and W Eu at 2200. Saturday is 
Saturday in the target area, which means that several of these are 
Sun UTC. Some progr8lllllling will shift temporarily, including the 
SW Listeners Digest. The SW Listeners Digest releases airing 
Saturdays to Africa, Middle East, LA and W Eu all move to Sunday. 
The last three will be included as part of the Listeners Corner . 

Christos Rigas (Chicaso) sends updates for R Prague, BBC, and R 
Vilnius . Vilnius is not announcing its correct frequencies. At 
2230 it gives "9675" whereas it is probably 9765. At 23, those 
announced are 15180, 15455, 6100 , 7400 and 9700, but Christos notes 
17665, 15455, 15180, 9765 and 7400 and the DX Progr&111 on Saturdays 
at 2320 . I only hear 9765 and 7400 here . Christos notes the BBC 
on 9615 v Sackville comes on at 1254, but it is scheduled 1100-
1345 . According to the December London Calling. 9515 isn't listed 
at all (a change from the s\lllllllerl -- and that is why I dropped it 
from my listings. 

As we go to press R Bucharest is back to regular programming. At 
1930 and 2100 to Eu, 9690 provides very good reception here. The 
short daylight hours are producing some interesting results. All 
India Radio on 7412 kHz during the late afternoon hours has been 
consistently 30 or 40 db/ 9 here, a marvelous signal, but yesterday 
a German-speaking numbers station on 7410 destroyed reception. 
The Voice of Vietnam on 12018.5 kHz is n ow being heard during the 
mid- to late-afternoon hours, in addition to the early morning 
periods. In the late afternoons I hear the radio amateurs using AH 
on 7295 and 7290 complaining about the interference to the 
conversations. but amazinsly they would rather whine about it and 
ask silly questions about who is causing the problem rather than 
listen for a few minutes and answer their own questions. Answer? 
Radio RSA-7295 and Radio Baghdad-7290, respectively. Sometimes R 
Moscow at 2100 overrides Baghdad but not often. 

There are changes in the Pinelands RBBS. The per-day allocation 
for most users has been reduced from 60 to 40 minutes in an 
attempt to give those who call a better chance of getting through 
the busy signals. I have an average of 750 active accounts at any 
given time, but the monthly statistics show that the board is busy 
only 25% of the total available hours. If you still have 
difficulty connectin~. you might try calling at some odd hours. 

Some have asked how I collect the information for this column. 
Moat of it is done through monitoring, using an NRD-525, R-5000 
and R-71A with an assortment of wire antennas. Some schedules are 
received directly and more come via the members mentioned each 
month. Observations from members and some fax messages from 
broadcasters and the WRTH also contribute to the data. I try to 
validate virtually all information received here. particularly if 
it is a print source and the information is more than a month old. 

In closin~ as I prepare to print this, via 2m FH Bob Brown tells 
me that registrations for the Winter SWL Festival are arriving en 
masse. If you need a room, get your hotel reservations now.

Committee and the judges are e xcluded from parti cipation . 

LISTENING PERIOQ. FREQUENCIES. ANO TIMES 

The contest period wi 11 run from 1200 UTC 1 February to 1200 UTC 15 
February 1990. Loggings outside this time peroiod will not be 
considered. All loggings must be made between 2 . 000 MHz and 30 MHz. 
Loggings outside of this range will be eliminated by the judges. 

Trophies will be awarded to the top three finishers. All entrants 
wi 11 receive a certificate of participation in the 1990 NADXC with 
their place o f finish indicated on the certificate. 

SCORING 

Contestants are to log as many stations as possible from as many 
countries as possib l e. The first station logged from each count r y = 1 
point. The second station from each country = 3 points; each 
additional station from that country = 5 points . For contest 
purposes, all clandestine stations and hobby pirate transmissions will 
be considered one "'country . ·· A station i s a shortwave broadcas ter 
whose transmissions are intended fo r recept ion by the general public. 
Each transmitter site of a broadcasting organ ization will count as a 
separate station. Different services of the same broadcas t 
organization do not count as separate stations. Transmissions of a 
single broadcast organization on var ious frequencies may only be 
counted o nce. The use of multiple frequencies does not create as man y 
new stations as frequencies used. For count ry counting and station · 
counting purposes, the country l 1st of the No rth Ameri can Shortwave 
Association (45 Wildflower Road, Levittown, PA 19057) will be the sole 
criterion . Utility stations may not be counted for this contest. 

Participants are required to submit a running log to include country , 
station, frequency, time, date, SINPO, and the basis of station 
identification (i.e., spoken ID, interval signal, language, program, 
known//frequency checked, etc.). 

Each contestant is required to total his own entry and provide a 
summa r y of the number of countries and stations claimed to support the 
point totals . Logs will be judged on accu r acy, completeness and 
neatness. If the judges canot read a l og, that log wi 11 not be 
counted for scoring purposes. The decision of the judges is final. 

An administrative fee of $3.00 plus a business -size SASE must be 
provided with contest entry. All entries must be postmarked oy 1

The main reason I 'm writing this is to disc uss an important s ub­
ject , money. As you've probably noticed on Chuck Rippel's HQ Column, 
NASWA membershJp dues are going up Lo $23 .00 a year . This is about 
421! a month, a nd 201! of that 421! will go to the increased postage 
rate for th e ne w Journal. With a few 659 exceptJons, the old FRENDX 
cost 459 to mail. This Journal, with the heavier paper and proposed 
increase Jn page count, costs 659 by first class mail every month. 
Anothe r portion of t he increase will go towards i nc reased printing 
costs . Since NASWA dues went up Lo $18.00, we have had four increases 
in this expense, three of whi c h the c l ub absorbed with no dues in­
crease, but it is just not financially possible to cover the last one 
si nce IL now costs more than $18.00 a year for printing and postage 
alone. 

Because this notice is rather sudden , we will advance the dues 
increase date to January 31 , 1990. If you renew before that date 
regardless of you r renewal month, we will accept the old $18.00 rate.
