DXing the Time Stations 

by Dr. Harold Cones 

On a night from Atlanta several years ago, the 
pilot accidentally left the cabin sound system on 
after making some announcements. His conver­
sations with the tower were audible aod on one 
occasion he request.:d a time check. The tower 
asked him what airline he was Dying for. "What 
does that have to do with the time?" the pilot 
asked. "Well," came the reply, "if you are Dying 
Lufthansa, I will tell you it is 1700 hours. If you 
are Dying Delta, 1 will tell you it is five o'clock. If 
you are Dying Continental I will te ll you that the 
big hand is on twelve and the little hand is on five. 
And, if you are Dying Allegheny Commuter, I wiU 
tell you it is Tuesday." 

On some occasions (the good ones), "Tuesday" 
is all the time reference we need. But fo r most of 
our lives, we have had our behavior dictated by 
the clock, and time has become one or the most 
important pieces of information we need to func­
tion in our daily existence. Even at that, however, 
the distinction between 6:03 and 6:05 is not im­
portant to most people - in fact, I would expect 

if we could compare our wa1ches now, we would 
find a span uf five o r more minutes. 

But not all face ts of ou r society, however, are 
happy with even slight variations in time. Take, 
for instance, NASA. The ignition uf retro ru.:ket 
engines must be: precbe if a ~pace craft is to arrive: 
at its intended location. Satellite tr:1cking, as we ll 
as correct ocean and air navigation, rely on 
preci>e time. An astrunomc ; must h:1ve pn:cbc 
time tu accurately measure astronomical di>tan­
ces. Even Ma Dell must knnw the exact time, so 
tha t when millions of customers c•ill the 
Audichron Time-Weather-Tempera ture Sen ice, 
it will announce th!! same time, at the same time, 
everywhere. And lest we forget, Ma Bt:ll abo 
charges us for the time we spend on long distance 
calls. 

Time is not a >imple matter and is much more 
complex than we can discuss her.:. We can. how· 
ever, be introduced to some of the basic id~as 
dealing with time. First of all, ~umebody had tu 
decide what the s tandard would be and huw to

measure it. lbat somebody was the Internation­
al Commltlee or Weights a nd Measures. The 
standard unit, the second, was first based on a 
time percentage of the tropical year. As technol­
ogy advanced, the second became based on the 
vibration rate of the cesium atom in what has 
become known as the atomic clock. Although 
extremely precise, current research suggests that 
perhaps the standard should be changed once 
again, this time to relate to the speed of light, 
which is even more cons1ant than the atomic 
cloclcl 

Secondly, the maintenance of accurate time is 
affected by variations in the speed of rotation of 
the ~arth. which may be caused by a variety or 
factors. The disproportionate distribution of 
continental land masses between the hemi-

• spheres and the associated "polar wobble" causes 
slight variations in the earth's rotational speed. 
Seasonal changes occurring on land masses may 
alter rotational speed, such as biomass displace­
ment caused by leaves growing on the tops of 
trees part of the year, then falling down closer to 
the earth, at other times of the year. The dis­
placement or elimination of resources, such as 
the denuding of the tropical rain forests, may 
cause slight speeding up or slowing down of the 
earth. Lunar effects, such as tides, are enhanced 
at cenain periods of the year, and this also may 
affect the rotational speed of the earth. As with 
any rotating body, the earth's speed of rotation is 
affected by movement of masses on its surface. 
All these factors must be considered if extremely 
accurate time is to be maintained, and the atomic 
clock provides the standard reference against 
which to measure these changes. This standard 
reference remains constant and event changes 
are measured against this constancy. 

THE BIRTH OF GMT 
By the 1870's, time took on a new significance 

with the development of long distance rail travel. 
Most places in the world kept "local time", which 
was unrelated to any 01her city's local time. To 
avoid problems of scheduling caused by the 
chaotic time situation, each railroad established 
its own time zone, further adding to the chaos. 

Sanford Fleming of Canada and Charles Dowd 
of 1he U.S. ~upported a newly devised syMem of 
worldwide time-keeping in order to facilitate rail 
and water travel. ll1e proposal was tu divide the 
world into 24 une-huur time zones, each abou1 
15 degrees of longi1ude wide (the linc:s were 
drawn more in a practical fashion, rather 1h;111 an 
accurate fa:.hioa), cemered on the 0 degree 
meridian. Since this line, which represemed 
standard time, was drawn by the Royal Obser­
vatory in Greenwich, England, to run through 
Greenwich, standard time became known as 
Greenwich Mean Time (GMT). The scale that 
refers to this classical universal time is termed 
the UTO time scale. A system of worldwide time 
keeping was thus provided, and with further 
refinements and international agreemen1, 1he 
International Time Bureau coordina1ed siandard 
time worldwide, thus establishing Coordinated 
Universal Time (UTC). 

Jn order 10 keep true time accurate to within 
one second, a time scale that speeds up or slows 
down with corresponding changes of the earth's 
rotation must be used; this time scale is called 
UTI. UTO is corrected to UTI by the insertion of 
positive or negative "leap seconds" at inlcrna­
tionally agreed upon times of the year. The need 
for insertion of these leap seconds is inferred 
from astronomical observations and correc1s 
UTC times to within 0.9 second of UTI. UTl is 
essentially UTO correc.:ted for polar wobble 
(responsible for the greatest variations); when 
UTI is further corrected for seasonal and lunar 
effects on the earth's rotation, the result is UT2. 
UTO and UTI differ from UT2 by less than 0.1 
second. 

TIME STATIONS 
Standard time is made available to the world 

through a series of radio stations that broadcast 
the standard time signals. Many of these s tations, 
operated chiefly by observatories a nd na1ional 
time bureaus, broadcast on shortwave. In addi· 
tion to standard time, these stations also broad· 
cast on a radio frequency standard, with standard 
tones and audio frequencies - the stations are, 
therefore, more correctly called S1andard Fre­
quency and 7ime S1a1ions. Many employ voice 
announcements of the time and DI hers use Morse 
identification. Some of these stations opera1e 
continuously, while others operate only at 
specific (and often very short) periods of time. 
They all, however, transmit a wide variety of 
useful information to a wide variety of users, and 
additionally, provide some interesting DX op­
por1uni1ies for the shortwave hobbyist. 

By far, the most used frequencies are 5000, 
10000, and 15000 kHz. As many as six or seven 
different time stations may be in operation on 
these frequencies at the same time. For mo~I 
listeners, WWV and WWVI I are the only 1hings 
heard there, but careful lis tening (or iono~pheric 
disturbances) can often reveal the others. WWV 
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ha> a "~ilenl period" from 45 lu SJ minutes pa>l 
the hour when the tone modulation is not broau· 
cast; this is an ideal time to liste n for other Sia· 
t ions sharing the fre4uency. 

The challenge is there for those 
who seek it and NASWA has 

recognized that challenge by of­
fering two time station awards. 

For fre4ue ncies 01hc:r than these three, it is 
often nece~ary to carefully p la n a DX accident 
in order to hear a specific time Sli.llion. 1l1e 
chalt.:nge is there for those who >eek it and the 
North American Shortwave Association has 
recognized that challenge by offering two time 
station awards. The Senior 'Timi! SiationAwarJ is 
given for verification of ten time stations and the 
Master Time Stwion Award is given for twemy. 
Both awards specify that wa minimum of at least 
1 station from each com inent is re4uired," and 
most DXers will find that Africa may be the most 
difficult to obtain (Antarctica is excluded for ob­
vious reasons). I think you will find the chase 
every bit as enjoyable as any in the hobby. 
Propagation is just as important, and luck plays 
the same role that it plays when one is trying to 
catch a new and elusive Peruvian station.

Listen carefully for the male announcer at the quarter hour, half hour, and three-quarters 
hour-this is a very busy frequency at this time and you must be patient. 

Active in five minute intervals, so if you miss it at this time, wait five minutes and try again: tones 
for the first three minutes of the interval, then a few seconds of time correction tones, then a 
minute o r so of slow Morse with the call sign (LOL), followed by a voice announcement - it is 
the Morse that is most often heard. 

of them. The stations do not seem to be inte r­
ested in your analysis of the very technical details 
of their transmission; a simple explanation of 
what you heard and when you heard it appears to 
be sufficient. TI1ey do welcome a SINPO repon 
of your reception conditions. Be friendly in your 
report and honest in telling them why you are 
contacting them. Regardless of what the WRTH 
says, include return postage (except for WWV 
and WWVH) in the form of mint stamps (price 
list obta inable from NASWA member Bill Plum, 
12 Glenn Road, Flemington, NJ 08822 for a 
SASE). The expenses of verification at most time 
stations come from donations of the employees 
and they appreciate your help with postage. 
Once you receive your OS4 a short thank you 
postcard is also welcome. Using these methods, 
I have a 100% verificat ion rate fo r time stations. 

If you a re interested in applying fo r a time 
station award, do not forget to go through your 
QSL collection and look for some you may have 
OS Led earlier that 11<1 lunger exist. Time stations 
disappear or change frequencies often as the 
country's need fur 1h~m changes. Tu name ju~L a 
kw that have disappeared in only the: laM scvc:ral 
years: DAM, DAN, and DAO fmm the German 

Democratic Republic; Ff>'H, FTl-177, FTH42 and -
FTH87 from France; MSF from Great Britain; 
and ZMO and 2LF from New Zealand. A change 
occurred in the last year when YVTO changed its 
operating frequency from 6100 kHz 10 5000 kHz. 
For award-counting purposes, you may also 
count WWV from Beltsville, MD (they moved to 
Fort Collins, CO in 1966), and Kap says that 
XEQK. La Hora Exacta (Mexico}, on 9555 kHz, 
llllly also be counte d towards the award. If you 
really become fascinated by time stations and 
want to know more about their precise operating 
details, obtain a copy of Gerd Klawitter's Time 
Signal Stations, available from many shortwave 
suppliers.

Bienvenidos amigos! Welcome to the Latin American section of 
Destinations. In each column we will take a look at some aspect of 
Latin American culture, or a particular country or region, and see how 
it relates t o the short wave broadcasting scene. Hopefully this will 
help al l NASWA members better understand a nd appreciate our southe rn 
neighbors and their radio broadcasters. 

Among t he world's various r egions, Latin America is very 
homogeneous - at least at first glance. It's a huge area, bigge r than 
the USA & Canada combined, with a population more than t wice that of 
our two countries. Most of the population speaks the same language , 
Spanish, o r the closely related language of Portuguese in the case of 
Brazil. These countries share a common Iberian colonial heritage, and 
are predominantly Roman Catholic. For the moment, we're going t o 
ignore Brazil , and the small pockets of Dutch, English, a nd French 
speakers, and concentrate on the Spanish-speaking nations . 

Perhaps because of the surface similarities, those of us in 
Anglo-America easily make ge ne ralizations about Latin America. The 
region is ofte n pictured as a sort of "greater Mexico". Yet, each 
country and group of countries are very distinct from one another . 
Food is a good example - after all, who doesn 't like a plate of spicy 
enchil adas? nut try to find some in South Ame rica. Mexican food i s as 
foreign in Quito or Buenos Aires as jagerschnitzel; c orn tortillas are 
unheard of, except as a specialty item. In fact, anywhere in South 
Amer ica if you ask for a tortilla you will be s erved an omelet. Each 

- country and region has i ts own distinct cuisine. The hot spiciness we 
associat e with Latin American food i s in reality only found i n Me xico , 
Bolivia, and southern Peru. 

Latin American culture is a mosaic. one of the most important 
·keys to understanding the pieces of this mosaic is to unde r stand the 
different ethnic groups. Enthnologists divide Latin America into four 
groups: Euro-America , Afro-America, Inda-America, and Meztizo-America . 
certain countries and parts of countries fit into each category. 
Let's look at these one by one. 

Euro-America consists of Cos t a Rica, plus South America's so­
called "Southern cone" of Argentina, Chile and Uruguay. There were 
few Indians in these countries, and the early explorers found no gold 
or silver, only fertile soil and vast grazing lands. Spanish farme r s 
and ranchers settled these countries. Later, from the mid-lBOOs to 
early 1900s, when millions of Europeans were immigrating to the us and 
Canada, equal numbers were moving to another land of milk and honey, 
South America's Southern Cone. Today, Yugoslavs, Basques , Ital ians, 
Germa ns, Poles, Czechs, even British - they are all found throughout 
the region . Some have done quite well, as the names of these former 
Southern Cone presidents a ttest : Montt, Frondizi, Galtieri, O'Higgins, 
Frei, Bordaberry, and Sanguinetti. 

Afro-America i s the smal l est of Latin America's et hno-regions . 
For the most part, Indian peasants formed the backbone of Spanish 

colonial labor. African slavery was only widely used in the Caribbean. 
Today only the island nations of Cuba and the Dominican Republic are 
predominantly African in heritage . However, all the countries 
bordering the Caribbean have large Black populations in their coas tal 
region - even extending down to Ecuador's Pacific coast. 

The predominant ethnic groups in Latin Ame rica, and t he most 
importa nt for the DXer to distinguish , are Meztizo-America and Indo­
Arnerica. These are what make Latin-America unique from any other 
place in the world. Meztizo-America refers to people of mixed r ace, 
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usually India n and European. Today in Latin America , October 12 is 
celebrated as a nationa l holiday in most countries , but not to honor 
Columbus. Ins t ead it is called Dia de la Raza (Day of the Race) to 
commemerate the founding of the Meztizo race. When the Spanish 
conquered Latin America, far more men came from Europe than women. 
Most of the men took Indian women as their brides or concubines. 
Indian and Iterian blood mixed, forming the Meztizo race. In 
Venezuela , Colombia , Paraguay, Honduras , Nicaragua, and Bl Salvador , 
the populations are mainly Meztizo. However, the definitive Meztizo 
country is Mexico , where the ideal of the new Meztizo race is an 
important part of the national identity. Yet, pure-blooded Indians are 
still the inhabitants of much of southern Mexico . 

Finally , we come to four countries of primary i nterest to DXers. 
Each i s usually classified as Inda- America, although in reality, each 
has both a large Indian and Meztizo population. First, let ' s look at 
the three south American countries of Ecuador, Peru, and Bolivia . The 
Andes Mounta ins in these countries formed the heart of the ancient 
Inca empire . Whe n the Spanis h came, the Indians had a strong common 
culture; the colonial feudal syst em could not destroy it. 

Toda y the Indians r emain the main inhabitants of the Andes, from 
Ecuador, through Peru and Bolivia, to northern Arge ntina and Chile. 
The Spanish did leave their mark , however . Mezt izos are the dominant 
population ot the coastal pl ains and large mountain cities such as 
Quito a nd La Paz . More importantly, they control the governments and 
economies. Meanwhile, a new melting pot is forming east of the Andes 
as new r oads are allowing poor Meztizo a nd Indian peasants to carve 
new farms out of the previously unpopulated Amazon lowlands . The last 
Inda-America country is Guatemala. As with the Incas, the Spanish 
found the Mayan Indian culture to tough to destroy . Although the 
southern , eastern, a nd northern lowlands are predominantly Meztizo, 
Guatemala's western highlands and Verapaz region remain firmly Mayan. 

To the OXer, this background knowledge about Latin America's 
ethnic makeup explains a lot about the Latin American shortwave 
scene. First, there ' s location. The towns and cities in the Andes 
Mountains have always been hotbeds of shortwave activity. This region 
is very underdeveloped economically, the terrain is rough, and the 
rural Indian population is very spread out. Shortwave is necessary to 
reach all the potential listeners. Meanwhile, the Meztizo dominated 
coas tal plains are more urban and more developed. There, a radio 
s tation can get along quite fine with only AM a nd FM . This is not to 
say that no coastal s t ations use SW, a nd a ll mountain ones do . But a 
perusal of the WRTH will show that that i s the overall trend. 
Similarly, Indian Guatemal a has almost as many a ctive SW stations as 
the rest of central America combined. 

The mus ic we hear on Latin America's SW stations also follow 
regional-ethnic trends. The Andean music associated with Ecuador, 
Peru, and Bolivia belongs to t he Indian peasant peopl e. Especially in 
the mornings , when the peasants are more likely to be listening , we 
usually hear that music from stations i n the mountain towns. However , 
s t a tions broddcasting to the Meztizos of the coast and new Amazon 
settlements will pla y the Mezti zos ' favorite style of music - hot 
tropical rythmns . Like wise, tropical music is popular with the 
meztizos of Colombia , Venezuela , and Central America , while the 
Guatema lan I ndians l i ke their own typical marimba music . Of course, 
there a re exceptions. For example , some stations i n coastal cities 
like , Lima and Guayaquil, play Andean music for the Indians who have 
moved to the c ity in search of jobs. But aga in, that doesn ' t alter the 
overall pattern. 

Unde r s tanding how the pieces of the Lat i n American cultural 
mos iac fi t together should make it easier to appreciate what i s heard, 
as well as to make tentative i denti ficati ons of stations heard, even 
if you speak no Spanis h . 

Before I sign off for this time , one quick lis tening tip. 
Carnival thi s year falls on Tuesday , February 27. Carnival , and the 
several days leading up t o it, a re a good time to tune the tropical 
bands l ooklng for Latl n Ame rican s ta t i ons . Even if you don' t hear dny 
now statio ns, you are guarauteed a l ot of festive high-spirited 
programmi ng!

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Listener's 
Library 

Welcome back to the Listener's Library! 
We've had a number of nice notes and 

contributions from NASWAns, as well as sev­
eral questions about the Library. We'll deal 
with one of the questions this month and then 
get to the contributions. 

In January's column, I mentioned "Inter 
Library Loan" several times and at least a few 
folks were not aware of that service. Inter 
Library Loan service (ILL) is available, usu­
ally free, from virtually any city, town or col­
lege library in the US and Canada. If you 
wish to use a book that your local library does 
not have, ask about ILL at the main circula­
tion desk. You have to supply the library with 
the normal bibliographic information about 
the book or magazine you desire. The librari-

. ans then use their computers to access one of 
several data bases; they search for the nearest 
library which has the book that you 
requested. The library having the book then 

· ships it to your local library. When it arrives 
at your library, the staff calls you and you 
check the book out in the normal fashion. 
Usually, you can only keep this "foreign" 
book for one or two non-renewable weeks. If 
you only need to see a few pages from a par­
ticular book, the "foreign library" will often 
photocopy the pages and ship those to you via 
your own library. The same photocopying 
service is available for articles from the 
bound volumes of magazines. The ILL ser­
vice is one of the most useful services of 
any library. From a very small local library, 
you can access \irtually any book held in any 
library in the US and Canada. Just make sure 
that your bibliographic information is 
accurate. 

As long as we are talking about photocopy­
ing of copyrighted material, here are the com­
mon rules: 

Under certain conditions specified in the 
law, libraries and archives are authorized to 
furnish a patron photocopies or other repro­
ductions of copyrighted information or to

allow a patron the same privilege. One of 
these specified conditions is that the photo­
copy or reproduction is not to be "used for 
any purpose other than private study, scholar­
ship, or research." If a user makes a request 
for, or later uses, a photocopy or reproduction 
for purposes in excess of "fair use," that user 
may be liable for copyright infringement. 

So, there are very common circumstances 
(personal use or study) where you may copy 
protected information. Mostly, though, just 
remember that an interested, helpful librarian 
can use the ILL service to help you get virtu­
ally any book or magazine in the world. 

Well, To The Shelves: 
Most shortwave enthusiasts are quite inter­

ested in antenna design. In recent years, wave 
or "Beverage" antennas have re-emerged as 
the antenna of choice for DX peditions and for 
those folks lucky enough to DX regularly 
from large acreages. The best single source of 
technical design information on Beverage 
antennas is The Beverage Amenna Handbook 
(Second Edirion) by Vic Misek, W 1 WCR. 

Mr. Misek's book is very readable and cov­
ers single wire Beverages as well as phased 
two wire Beverages. The Second Edition 
(1987) covers an additional decade of active 
experimentation since the original l'I77 publi­
cation. Misek covers phasing units and vari­
ous termination techniques, as well as 
thoroughly discussing his own designs of the 
"Steerable Wave Antenna." Many people 
believe that the highly directional Beverage 
antenna "only works on medium w.ive and 
LP bands." Mr. Misek and others have used 
them with very good results as high as 7 mHz. 
If you use Inter Library Loan, make sure to 
specify the 2nd Edition (1987) (Contributed 
by Bryant). 

David Clark of Ontario provided another 
super contribution this month: You may be 
familiar with Grenada Television's (Britain) 
award-winning program " Disappearing 
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World" shown in the US on PBS. By docu­
menting and exploring tribal ways of life 
which are rapidly shifting and blurring under 
the impact of the late 20th century, "Disap­
pearing World" has been a twenty-year-long 
combination of serious visual anthropology 
and popular television. 

Until now "Disappearing World" could be 
seen only on the screen. Now, the book is 
available. It draws upon Grenada TV's unique 
archive of interviews and photographs. Chap­
ters, under a series of thematic headings, pen­
etrate the lives of the tribal peoples filmed in 
the series. Peoples featured include almost all 
of the remaining tribal culrures of the world, 
from the Sami of Norway to the Quechua of 
Peru; many African cultures are included, 
such as the Ashame of Ghana, the Taureg of 
Algeria and the Masai of Kenya. Many South­
east Asian cultures are included as well. 

Extraordinary photographs, the authentic 
voices of remote peoples, and the insights of 
some of the world's leading anthropologists 
make this book a valuable asset for any inter­
national rndio enthusiast 

The Map Room 
Most libr.1ries a.lso contain maps, often in a 

Map Room. This month our Map Room fea­
tures a "freebie."

In response t o Mike's question, 
Gerry aade the following comments: 

A certain degree of masochism is required of anyone who is 
into QSLiog, especially when it comes to prying replies out of 
Let in Ameri ca and, aoa t especially, Peru these d11ys. The reply 
percentage froa Peru has nosedived over the past two or three 
years to a point where it is almost nil. It seems to be a 
coabinetioo of the terrible economi c situation and the terrorist 
war being waged by the Shining Path guerrillas. 

There's a small ray of hope for those who'd be sati11fied 
with just one reply so as to cross Peru off the unverified list. 
The beat bet would be to concentrate on the handful of atutions 
which have had fair response patterns over the years--Radio 
Atlantida-4790 , Radio Tropical-4934, Radio Los Andes-5030 and a 
few others. Watch Sa11 Barto'a QSL column in Tbe Journal to see 
what stations are replying and then report to them. 

There aren • t any special enclosures or magic phrases that 
will do the trick here. QSLing Peruv ians has become a gritty 
buaioees. It · aay be a tirec\ old phrase but "patience and 
peraietence" applies to QSLiog Peruviana--and it's neve r been 
•ore apropos! 

Thank you for your response, Gerry, and I would wage r it has b een 
helpfu l to aany of our readers. 

And speaking of Peru, I attended a concert recently by Sukay, a group 
specializing in the music of the Andes Mountaina. They p layed the 
music of the ancient Incan Bmpire on traditional pan pipes with exotic 
na•es like antara, sicus, and roadador; on notched flutes suc h as the 
keaa, choquellss, and lecbewuayos; and on a selection of drum,. and 
rattles called tinya and cb'ullus.

U nless you have been dead for a while, or with Charlie Loudenboomer on his moWltain 
top in Tibet, you probably know that there have been a lot of political and social changes 

in Eastern Euroix: over the last few months. ln Czechoslovakia, The German Democratic 
Republic, Bulgaria, and Romania, the old hard line regimes have fallen. New, refonn minded 
politicians have come forward with new ideas and promises of free multi-party e lections 
beginning as early as next spring. As you might suspect, along with the social changes in those 
coWltries there have also been changes in Eastern European Broadcasting. 1 thought it might 
be interesting to devote a column to what is new. For the last month, I have been concentrat­
ing my efforu; on four stations: Radio Prague, Radio Berlin Intemational, Radio Bucharest 
and Radio Sofia. 

Radio Prague 
Perhaps the most sign ii tCillll cha.ngc on 

Radio Prague will go into effect February 1 
when the station plans to begin using it's 
new inierval signal. 111e old interval signal 
was closely associated with the Communise 
Party. It has been dropped in favor of what 
is actually a very old interval signal, one the 
station used in the period 1936 - 1939 before 
the partitioning of the country and the Gt:r­
man invasion. 111e new interval signal is the 
leading two bars from the first movernem of 
Dvorak's New World Symphony. The new 
interval signal should be in use by the time 
the Journal is in the hands of readers. 

ln the area of progr..imming, the most ob­
vious change is in the area of the news and 
current events sections. The format is still 
essentially the same as the old, ten minutes 
of news followed by ten minutes of currents 
events features however the subject matter 
is considerably different. Most of the news 
has featured political developments in 
Czechoslovakia, government reforms, 
RoWld Table discussions between the gov­
ernment and the opposition parties all cen­
tering around the new found freedoms after 
what Radio Prague terms "the gentle revolu­
tion." There was even a 5 minute tribute to 
Jan Pollach, the Czech s1udent who burned 
himself to death in protest of !he 1968 inva­
sion of the country by the Soviet Union. 

Earlier this month, the station broadcast 
an appeal from the new government for 
Cl.echoslovak emigres to return to the coun­
try and ht!lp build a new, modem d.::mocracy 
there. l3ut for all the changes in editoria l 
freedom, news and current affairs tend to 
have illl understandably domestic focus. One 
notable exception was a brief editorial on 
the U.S. invasion of Panama during whid1 
the station criticized and termed it a viola­
tion of international law. Six months ago 
such rhetoric might have been discounted as 
merely an Eastern Bloc reflex. Now, how­
ever, such commemary has new meaning 
keeping in mind that it is an opinion shared 
by many govemmcnts who are not as tightly 
clutched in the communist fist of what was 
once a solid Eastern Bloc. 

The changes have been more subtle in the 
feature programs. Most of the programs 
traditionally associated with Radio Pr.igue 
have remained the same- Mailbag, The 
Arrs in Czechoslovakia, Economic Report, 
Scrapbook, etc. There has been some shift­
ing of t11ese programs to various nights of 
the week and I suspect it may take a liule 
while before there is a truly predictable 
pauem. Some new feature programs have 
also been added, including Readings from 
Czech c.md Slovak Litcrawre, which actually 
began to air shortly before the "revolution" 
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and a new program for ' women- For and 
About Women. Maybe more significant are 
the two programs that have been dropped. 
One of them, Reflections on War and Peace, 
was a rather typical East Bloc propaganda 
program (NATO bad; Warsaw Pact good). 
The other program that apparently has been 
dropped is The World Federation of Trade 
Unions Calling, which used to feature the 
activities of Marxist oriented trade unions.

In addition to the feature programming 
and the new/current affairs section, there 
also seems to have been and increasingly 
large number of brief interviews with politi­
cians, civic leaders, and visiting delegations 
from one western country or another (in­
cluding the U.S.). One change in style that 
was tried only briefly was the sense of humor 
Radio Prague seemed to be trying to culti­
vate a la Radio Nederlands. For a few days, 
station ID's between programs were on the 
order of: "This is Radio Prague, Czechoslo­
vakia broadcasting to listeners in North 
America. If you 're not in North America, 
there's probably something wrong with your 
radio." It was a nice try, but they never quite 
got the hang of it. I haven't heard anything 
like that in few weeks, so I guess they 
thought better of it. 

Radio Berlin International 
The changes at Radio Berlin International 

seem to have been less extensive than Radio 
Prague though the E. German hard liners fell 
almost a month before the Czechoslovaks 
did. The most obvious difference, again, is 
in the news and editorial sections of the 
program rather than in the feature program­
ming though thi:re have been some slight 
changes there as well. Like Radio Prague, 
RBI's news and current affairs tends to be 
nationally-orient~ rather than internation­
ally. Much of it also concerns Round Table 
discussions with the government, prepara­
tions for free elections in the spring, inter­
views with visiting foreign delegations and 

with emerging leaders of new political par­
ties in East Germany. For now, much of 
RBI's attention seems to be devoted to the 
emergence of neo-Nazism in East Germany. 
This has come about as a result of the re­
moval of strict censorship and enhanced 
communication across the border with West 
Germany where the neo-fascist Republican 
Party has been a growing concern for West 
German politicians for almost a year. It 
makes sense that a neo-Nazi movement with 
its hard-line anti-communist stance could 
make more significant strides in a country 
that has been under the communist thumb 
for the last forty years. Of late , Radio Berlin 
has devoted considerable time to report on 
"massive demonstrations" against the neo­
fascist movement. For years the Honneker 
regime labeled the Berlin Wall the "Anti­
fascist Wall ," claiming the real purpose of 
the wall was not keep the population in but 
the fascist out. During a recent editorial 
about the WaU, RBI admitted that calling it 
the "Anti-Fascist Wall" had been just so 
much government propaganda and further 
suggested that maybe an emotional and in­
tellectual "anti-fascis t wall" rather than a 
physical one might not be such a bad idea. 

Feature programs remain much the same. 
Two new fortnightly programs, one on the 
ecology, and one on women's issues, have 
been added for 1990. Panorama, fea turing 
various co-operative efforts between the 
socialist coumries and The Land We Live In, 
which most charncteristically dwelt on what 
an ideal life could be lived in a Marxist 
society have both been dropped. Pop Cor­
ner, now calJed Sounds Around has been 
given ten minutes instead of five. Mid-Week 
Sports Report, RBI DX-Club, Sports Round­
up, and Thank You/or Wri1i11 g have all been 
retained.

The announcer, who since 1973 has worked for the "Esucha Chile" 

programme, which Radio Moscow broadcasts on shortwave , was invited to 
attend the celebration of the PCCh's 68th anniversary . The announcer, 

· who is more than 70 years old, has been in Buenos Aires for several 
days waiting for her visa for Chile. Today (12th January) she was 
officially told tha t s he will not be granted a visa , the PCCh said. 

The Pnochet administration on several occasions lodged protests with 
. the Uni ted Nations against the Radio Moscow programmes to Chile, 
which began one week after the military coup of 1973. The USSR and 
Chile have had no diplomatic ties since that time. 
For more than a decade, Radio Moscow guided those who sought to 

restore democracy in Chile, especially the undrground communist 
activists who were persecuted by the regime. Many people who did not 
belong to any party also listened to the Radio Moscow progr amme 
because of the stlrict constraints in Chile. The regime ' s security 
services monitored the "Escucha Chile" programme daily a nd the regime 
made many unsuccessful attempts to interfere with it.

Umbra et Lux Reveals Locations of Clan­
destine and Numbers Stations 

In a world exclusive, the monthly newsletter Umbra er Lux has revealed the locations of 
transmitter sites used by Radio Venceremos, Radio Caiman, Radio Quince de Septiembre, and sev­
eral "numbers" stations. 

The transmitter sites were uncovered by the famed ·numbers" station researcher who goes 
by the pseudonym of "Havana Moon." ln an apparently unprecedented move, an agency of the 
U.S. government with radio direction-finding capabilities agreed to cooperate with Havana Moon 
in locating the originating sites of seyeral mysterious shortwave signals. The results, as revealed in 
the December and January issues of Umbra er Lux, were as follows: 

•Radio Caiman's 7490 kHz transmitter was traced to 14° 30' N, 90° 35' W, or within a 
seven mile radius of Guatemala City, Guatemala. 

•Radio Quince de Septiembre's 6214.39 kHz transmitter was found to be at 13° 33' N, 87° 
29' W, near Jicaro Galan, Honduras. 

•Radio Venceremos's signal on 3551 kHz was found to be coming from 13° 23' 19" N, 85° 
52' 00" W, near Sacramento, Nicaragua. 

•"Numbers" stations transmitters were traced to Jamelteca, Honduras, Jinotega, Nicaragua, 
and Guineo and Havana Cuba. 

•Different transmitter sites were found 10 be used on different days by a five-digit Spanish 
numbers station on 6577 kHz. This signal has caused serious interference to aeronautical traffic. 

In the coming months, Umbra er Lux will have several additional revelations about clandes­
tine broadcasters and numbers stations. Additional sites will be revealed, and a major technical dis­
covery involving certain numbers stations will be discussed in detail.
