Working 
with the staff of the local high school district's Continuing Education Program, we developed 
a course outline and a strategy for publicizing the class (tip: don't rely only on a listing in the 
Course Catalog; take it upon yourself to talk it up with the staff at the nearby Senior Center, the 
managers of local Radio Shack stores, etc.). It was great to watch the "students" get increasingly 
excited about their new discoveries, and I' m certain we've added a few new participants in the 
hobby (maybe even a few new members for NASWA!). Teaching the course was as much fun 
as doing some good listening. Try it...you 'II like it. Just remember; it's ALL a mystery to your 
students; they don't even realize what they can listen to. So start at the beginning.

I just upgraded from a DX-440 to a R71A. l thought I'd done a good job at isolatingAC line 
interference but was surprised when the R71 's circuitry pulled in 3-5dB in the amplified mode. 
Needless to say, DXing the tropicals that use less than SKW was next to impossible. For the R 71, 
using a powerstrip with the filter built in wasn't enough. I connected two RFI snap chokes on 
the AC cord three inches from the receiver input. Thal did the trick ... Asource of RFI that drove 
me nuts for awhile was the heater on the aquarium. Thal 's just as noisy as a hairdryer ... Qsl return 
rate is very low for me also ... l guess answering requests for verifications isn't in the job 
descriptions of station personm:J...but then again I received a real nice Jetter from Iquitos, Peru. 
That makes it all worthwhile.

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Philadelphia Area NASWA Chapter Report 
Special Guests: Andy Sennitt and Bart Kuperus

The Philadt:lphia Area NASWA Chapter has been meeting for over a year on the third 
Friday of the month during the DX season. Normally, it's just the usual gang of eccentric 
DXers and listeners that enjoy an opportunity to socialize with olher hobbyists. November's 
meeting was a little different. For the first time we had some special guests -Andy Sennitt, 
Editor of the World Radio Television Handbook ("WRTH"), and Bart Kuperus, Associate 
Editor of the WIITH. Thanks to participation from the National Radio Club {"NRC") and 
SPEEDX, this meeting represented a good cross section of hobbyists. 

As many of you know, the WIITH is published in January of each year. The "DXers Bible" 
as it has come to be known, is the one "must have" in every shortwave listeners shack. The 
care, dedication and experience from decades of information gathering have made this book 
an invaluable resource. Andy and Bart were in the Philadelphia area to finish up the 1992 
edition which will be available in January from all the familiar shortwave outlets. Although 
Liley arc still entering information into the data base for the Handbook, they were able to take 
some time off and join us at our Chapter Meeting at the Holiday Inn in beautiful Kulpsvillc, 
PA. Incidcntly, the Kulpsvillc Holiday Inn will once again be the location of the WintcrSWL 
Festival scheduled for 13 - 15 March 1992. 

Hobbyists began drifting in around 7:15PM. Many of the regulars were there such as Ed 
Janusz and Don Thornton (both are members of the SPEEDX Board of Directors), Dan 
Cashin, Jon Cohen, Bill Oliver, Kris Field, Harold Levison, Bob Montgomery, Ed Mauger 
and many more. Some newcomers were present too such as Dave Schmidt and Pat Cassidy 
of the NRC. Attendance was approximately twenty five for the evening which is slightly 
larger :han the usual number. 

Nimble Tom Sundstrom met our guests and quickly whisked them off to some unseen 
corner of the hotel. Apparently Tom thought our distinguished guests needed a briefing prior 
to meeting the gang. The meeting began in ii 's usual informal style which allowed auendees 
to catch up on the latest news and gossip prior to the "official" portion of the evening.Around 
8:00PM, Big Signal Brown formally opened up proceedings with an announcement that 
Andy and Bart would be at tonight's meeting. Arrangements had been made only a few days 
prior to the meeting. Therefore, ii was a complete surprise to most of the regulars that the 
WIITH learn would be al our meeting. Eventually Tom thought Andy and Bart were ready 
to meet the throng. Thankfully, he was able 10 find his way back lo our meeting room with 
Andy and Bart. After Tom introduced our guests things began to roll. 

Andy and Bart were good enough to subject themselves to an intense two hour question 
and answer period which was the highlight of the meeting. The lively exchange of 
information made this perhaps the most interesting Chapter Meeting to date.Andy talked at 
length about the preparation process of the handbook and the move toward computerization 
of many sections. The data base is totally computerized at the moment. He candidly 
discussed some of the political problems that occasionally crop up despite the WIITH's best 
efforts to keep a low profile. Some very interesting and informative discussions about tJ1e 
current status of broadcasting in Russia and South Africa highlighted the evening. The 
editors acknowledged that for the first time the WIITH will present Russian transmiuer site 
data from information supplied from Radio Moscow al frequency coordination meetings 
with other broadcasters! II is anticipated that this data will get belier and belier as Radio 
Moscow works with other broadcasters in coordinating allocation of the spectrum. 

After two hours we let Andy and Bart up for some air. Informal conversations continued 
for quite some time after that. So did some official picture taking and gift giving as Bob 
Brown presented Andy and Bart with 25th Anniversary Mugs and T Shirts. Watch next 
month's Journal for a complete review of the question and answer session that took place.

Is That Really Haiti I'm Hearing?

In the fall ofl 989, along with otherSWL's, 
I was hearing a station on 4930 kHz from 
about 1030 to just past 1100 UTC. I ' m still 
not sure whether it was propagation, or what, 
but a relatively strong signal would just 
"appear" out of the blue any time past 1030 
UTCwith a program already in progress, and 
announcements in a French-li ke language. 
At 1100 each day, bells or chimes and what 
sounded like a s tation ID were heard. 

I was already thinking this was the 
reactivated 4VEH from Haiti broadcasti ng in 
Creole, but couldn't get a real clear ID, no 
mauer how hard I listened or how many times 
l played tapes back. I was fairly su re I was 
hearing Cap Haitien mentioned at the top of 
the hour, so I sent a reception report in hopes 
of verification that this was 4VEH. 

Imagine my disappointment when a lc::tter 
was returned with historical infonnation about 
4VEH but no verification. Disappointed, 
yes; did J give up, no! Along with the 
information I received was the address for 
The Oriental Mission Society International, 
Inc. the owners of 4YEH headquarten:d in 

Greenwood, Indiana. Right here in the good 
old U.S.A.! 

I was soon on the telephone inquiring who 
I might talk to about my reception of 4VEI I. 
I found myself talking to Mr. Bob Erny, the 
Vice President ofField Operations for OMS. 
Were they broadcasting in September of I 9S9? 
Where could I send a tape of one of the 
broadcasts I heard? And o ther questions. 
Mr. Erny was travelling to Haiti in the near 
future and would be glad to carry my tape 
with him for the s tation personnel to listen to. 
So off went a copy of my o rig inal reception 
report and a sample tape of some of the 
broadcasts I'd been hearing. 

I finally received a letter from Mardy Picazo 
at 4VEH ! Mardy and his wife, Rachael, 
work at 4 YEH and were happy to confirm 
that I had heard one oflheir Bible broadcasts 
in Creole. Accompanying this nice, personal 
leller was a full data QSL card verifying my 
reception from September, 1989! 

Informat ion about the station arrived along 
with the QSL. I read all of it and found other 
sources of information abou t Haiti. I thought 
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I'd enjoy sharing some of my findin~ with 
you in the following station and country 
profile. 

4VEH: The Evangelistic Voice 
of Haiti 

Radio station 4VEH was founded in 1950 
by Rev. G .T. Bustin who was with the East & 
West Indies Bible Mission. Their broadcasts 
originated in the back room of a simple 
church. Its mission: to broadcast to the 
people of Haiti, the Dominican Republic, 
Cuba and others living in the East & West 
Indies. (When I think about the Caribbean or 
the islands of the East & West Indies, I think 
about all of the wonderful resorts listed in the 
travel section of the newspaper. What I 
found out about the island of Haiti and the 
Jiving conditions of its inhabitants was quite 
to the contrary. Alittle background might be 
appropriate.) 

Haiti • The Island Nation 
Haiti shares the western third of an island 

with the Dominican Republic just southeast 
of Cuba in the Caribbean Sea. In the 1700's 
it was a rich French colony of sugarcane and 
coffee plantations. Haiti, today is inhabited 
by approximately 6.4 million people and is 
one of the world's poorest countries. Income 
is low to nonexistent, illiteracy high, and 
superstition and voodoo are a way oflife for 
many Haitians. The once rich farmland and 
forests of the country are mostly gone and 
erosion continues to strip the soil. Factories 
provide some employment, and any farmers 
that are left tend only small plots to feed their 
own families. 

Many Haitians have left Haiti and work as 
migrant farmhands in the sugar cane fields of 
the Dominican Republic and farms of other 
countries in Central America. Those that 
have left Haiti seeking better lives elsewhere 
find themselves all but enslaved in the migrant 
work camps they Jive in. They work long 
hours for less than subsistence wages and 
cannot earn enough to pay their debts to the 
camps and are thus stuck there just trying to 
keep themselves alive while longing for 
home. 

La Voix Evangelique d'Haiti is primarily a 
religious broadcaster. But along with the 
religious messages of hope and peace come 
various programs containing news of world 

events, hurricane warnings, local issues and 
important programs to help Haitians develop 
economic and agricultural skills to belier 
their standard of living. 

In 1958, Rev. Bustin relinquished his 
ownership of 4VEH to OMS International, 
Inc. The station had moved out of the church 
where it began to its own studios in Vaudreil. 
The transmitters were located seven miles 
away beside the Cap-Haitien harbor, on salt 
flats ideal for transmitting. In 1961, a l 0 
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kilowatt transmitter went on the air. A second 
10 kilowatt transmitter entered service in 
1969. Initially the programs were transported 
from the studios to lhC! transmitter build ing 
until an FM transmitter link was established 
in 1965. This allowed broadcasting directly 
from the studios. 

In 1967 Radio 4VEH began broadcasting 
in two languages simultaneously; Spanish or 
English on one frequency, and French-Creole 
on another. To further help get its message to 
the people, radios built by Bible school 
students and pre-tuned to only receive 4VEH 
were distributed to people in run.I, hard-to­
reach areas of l!aiti. T his distribution was 
discontinued several years later when tunable 
radios became more readily ava ilable. 

In 1973, 4VEH opened an office and a 
s tudio in Cap-Haitien where it shares fac ilities 
with the OMS opC!rilted Good NC!ws 
Bookstore. Its staff employs more than 20 
Haitians and in 1977, one native born I laitian, 
Gaudin Charles took over as director of the 
station. 

In 1990 Radio 4VEH celebrated its 40th 
anniversary as a broadcaster. Per Mr. Erny of 

OMS Internat iona l, the station began as a 
shortwave broacjcaster, but has not been able 
to remain active 100% of the time in recent 
years. According 10 the leuer I received in 
March, 199 1, during the previous 9 months, 
the local utility company had fa ilc:d to provide 
dependable electricity. Other common 
government services like water, telephone 
and police protection were also mostly 
ineffective or nonexistent. Without electric 
power, Radio 4VEH which broadcast with 
1200watLS on 4930 kHz in the 60 meter band, 

has not been able to be kept in operation. 
Broadcasts on 1030 kHz and 840 kllz (10 
kW each) had been cut back to a 3.5 hour 
broadcastschC!duleeachday. Its FM broadcast 
on 95 ml lz with 10 watts, was using battery 
power. 

The OMS publication for February, 1991 
4VEH TRANSMITTER claimed that 
schools had been closed since Ot:cember, 
1990 and "I lit Lists" with names of those to 
bt: killed circu lated. The Director of 4VEI I 
and its Chief Administrator's names were 
reported to bt; on this list. 

What's ahead for Radio 4 YEH is uncertain. 
I spoke again with Mr. Bob Erny, at OMS 
International, Inc. in early October, 1991. 
With lhecouplhat took place, hC!says that till: 
situation has been very tense; there has been 
rioting and burning all over Haiti. 

4VEH has historically remained totally 
neutral to the politics in Haiti over the years. 
Even when prC!ssured to broadcast 
propaganda, the station has remain.:d firm 
and said no. In the long run, this has proved 
to be an asset to 4VEH. They stay in good 
with everyone. 

The station along with a church, is built 
inside a kind of a compound consisting of a 
low stone wa ll and some hedges. Medical 
personnel, and approximately 8 missionary 
families affiliated with 4YEII live in the 
compound. It's very interesting that when 
threatened with violence, the surrounding 
community of Haitians have gathered to 
defend the station, its p.:r.;onnd and the 
missionaries. This certainly displays their 
support for Radio 4VEH and the work it 
does. 

The recent political upheaval has forced 
tbe station personnel and the missionaries to 
be on a constant alert,and ready for evacuation 
at any time. Women with chilllren left the 
island in early October shortly after the coup 
took place. 

Having spent decades being ruled by the 
Duvalier fami ly and other dictators, 
oppression and unrest are nothing new to the 
people of Haiti. 4VEH has perseveredfor40 
plus years on shortwave. As we see shortwave 
stations around the world disappearing due 
to unrest, financial cutbacks, moves to satellite 
systems, etc. one can only hope that 4VEH is 
eventually able to return to shortwave. Its 
listeners in the Caribbean have grown to 
depend on it as a window to the world and rely 
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oo its message of hope and better times to 
come. The current FM andAM transmissions 
take care of the local population, but 
shortwave could provide wider coverage for 
transplanted Haitians and let the rest of U1e 
world know more about daily life in this 
country.

RIP VAN WINKLE MEETS THE DRAKE RS 
[or, "Where's the Bandspread On This Thing?"]

Birthdays are getting tougher, but this one was offset by a nominally surprise gift of . .. a new 
Drake RSI Do you think putting the brochure on the refrigerator and reminding the XYL that 
they were two weeks behind in shipping was unsubtle? 

Anyway, being a hollow stater [HQ-lSOA, R390A), this is not just a new receiver, it is a 
change in DX lifestyle. Here arc my impressions after a week of use. 

Reception In Generul. Others have said the rx is quiet and I agree. I can't detect any 
background hiss whatsoever. There's the usual microprocessor dull "popping" as you tune 
around, but it's not particularly bothersome. 

Mode, Bandwidth And Ergonomics. Drake has taken a lot of hits for how some of Ulc controls 
and defaults are set up, but they have corrected the bigger problems and those remaining aren't 
that serious, at least to me. 

The rx offers six modes of operation-AM, FM, CW, RTI'Y, LSB and USB. You choose 
among these by a single push button. You have to cycle through all the positions in forward 
sequence to move from one mode to another, i.e. to get from USB to LSB you have to push the 
button five times. The bandwidth switch operates similarly, with five bandwidths--6.0, 4.0, 
2.3, l.S and 0.5 kHz. To get from 2.3 to 6.0, you must depress the switch three times. 

This arrangement was probably more of an inconvenience when the rx defaulted to certain 
manufacturer-set bandwidths every time you switched mode, requiring you to reset bandwidU!s 
constantly. This is no longer the case, however. Bandwidth defaults are now user set and remain 
as you set them until you change them. 

You get used to the multiple presses on mode and bandwidth pretty quickly, but Drake ought 
to either permit you to eliminate seldom-used pos~tions (thus reducing the length of the 
switching cycle) or use a switch that cycles through the positions automatically while the switch 
is being held down (a single press). · 

The bandwidU!s were well selected for SWBC work. I usually stay in 2.3 while tuning around. 
The audio remains surprisingly decent in 2.3 and 1.8. I'm not sure just how steep the skirts are, 
but they seem okay (although on this count the RS does not outperform an H0-180A equipped 
with a Q-multiplier, an arrangement which will split hairs several times over). 
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The RB has two VFOs. This (to me) is a real novelty. If you are listening to a station using 
VFO A, you can press a button and continue tuning with VFO B while your orig inal station 
remains in VFOA. You can then switch back and forth between the two channels with the press 
of a button. This is a great convenience for checking parallel frequencies . 

Pussbund Offset. This is a very nice and very effective fea ture, a little like listening in USB 
or LSB AM on the HQ-180A(sidebands are independent ly selectable in all modes, including 
AM, on the HQ-180A). It moves the bandpass across the carrier frequency, often tu ning out 
interference from s tations outside the bandpass. It also enhances fidelity and thus improves 
intelligibility (highs are emphasized as the bandpass moves away from center position). This 
is an imponant feature. 

Notch. This is my only major complaint with the set. It 's an audio notch, by definition not nearly 
as good as an IF notch. It helps on some hets, but its performance is not even close to that of 
the notch on the HQ-180A, which can gd rid of almost anything. If there is an·· R9," it should 
have an IF notch. 

Tone Control. A s ingle control. It helps, but it needs a broader range, especia lly on the bass 
side (to help moderate normal signal background noise). Separate bass and treble would be 
better. 

Synchronous Detector. This is impressive. It improves the signal almost every time, often 
significantly, and it's often the lesser signals that benefit the most. It will lock on to even weak 
signals. On weaker signals this takes a few seconds ( I kind oflike hearing it " homing in"), but 
on better s ignals the lock is virlually instantaneous. And once it's locked it really holds on. It 
disengages if you change frequency, but tu rning the passband offset control, even rapidly, will 
not shake it. And if you have the synchro on when you turn the set off, it wi ll switch on 
automatically a few seconds after you next power up. 

ACC. It's two position, s low and fast, plus off. You will usually use fast. The de.cay time in 
slow is good; there is no loss of signa l, even momentarily. 

Prcselcctor. It makes a difference, but like all preselectors it increases the background no ise 
along w ith the signal. I generally tune with it off, and when I turn it on I sometimes reduce the 
RF gain a bit. You can use the preselector anywhere above 1.8 Milz (another change; earlier 
versions were useable only above 5 MHz). 

The preselector button also has an attenuator position w hich reduces the level of very strong 
signals. However, the rx appears to have very good strong signal handling ability and I have 
yet to come across a signal that needed attenuation. 

Noise Blanker. It has a wide and a narrow position. I haven't yet found anything to test it on 
(narrow is supposed to help with ignition noise, wide with woodpecker noise). Let's face it­
these aren ' t usually worth much. 

ECSS. I 've always thought it was ki nd of gimmicky, bu t having a rx that fac ilitates it makes 
you a believer. ECSS is easy on the R8 and often improves readability significantly. 

Audio. It's very good, even with the internal speaker, but if you 're a "speaker DX er" ( I am) 
you should use an outboard speaker fo r maximum perforrnance (and to avoid beaming a lot of 
the audio up to the ceiling- as usual, the speaker opening is on the cabinet top). In mid­
November Drake was sti ll not shipping its own matching speaker. Even with an external 
speaker, the R8 is not going to make your room resonate qui te the way the o ld tube sets do, 
however. There's an " internal/external/both" switch on the rear panel for speaker selection. 

Frequency Selection. There are three basic ways of moving around (other than with the 
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mcmorics}-you usually use a combination of the three: 

(1) You can turn the main tuning knob to the desired frequency. It would be better if the knob 
were to the left of the keypad instead of to the right, but .... The knob is fairly light but the 
tuning is smooth, not toy-like, and there is no backlash. The knob has a finger dctent permitting 
you to spin from place to place pretty quickly with one finger. The faster you turn the knob, the 
faster the receiver 's rate of tuning, which is nice. But when you stop, it stops-there's no 
overshoot. 

(2) You can use the two up and down buttons to the left of the tuning knob to increase or 
decrease frequency. Having these to the left of the knob is nice because you can move your 
thumb from the knob detcnt to these two buttons in one movemen.t. Single depressions of these 
buttons move the frequency 100 kHz. If you bold the button down, the frequency will change 
at a speed of roughly one MHz. per second. 

(3) You can enter the desired frequtncy on the keypad. When using the keypad you must enter 
a dot between the thousands and hundreds digits, plus another dot to "enter" the frequency. For 
example, to go to 15070 you enter l-5-DOT-0-7-0-DOT. You need not enter trailing zeros, e.g. 
l -5-DOT-0-7-DOT will also take you to 15070, 1-5-DOT-DOT will take you to 15000, etc. 
Drake should drop the first (Mllz./kHz.) dot. 

. And while there is this unnecessary MHz./kHz. dot, there is no dot before the "first decimal 
place" where one is needed. Instead of [6005.23), you get [6.00523). Drnke ought to change 
this too. 

The frequency comes up instantly after the second (entry) dot. If you forget to enter the second 
dot, the rx will automatically move to the desired frequency after a few seconds. 

I guess the original software did not provide a "clear" function if you wanted to abort a keypad 
frequency entry, but it does now. You can cancel a keypad frequency entry by pressing F-DOT. 

Frequency Readout. The digital display will read to 0, 1 or2 decimal places, and readout seems 
to be right on the money. I believe a problem with the early software was tliat it pern1i11ed readout 
in AM mode only to 1 kHz. (zero decimal places). Now you can read out to 0, 1 or 2 decimal 
places in all modes, includingAM, and select any one of the three as the default display readout 
for that mode. As noted above, the default bandwidth for each mode stays as you set it until you 
change it. 

The tuning rate of the main tuning knob changes with the number of decimals displayed. The 
tuning rate is, of course, much s lower when you have selected 1or2 place decimal readout than 
if you are in zero decimal position. This obviates the need for too fine a touch while tuning. 

Other Keypad Functions. Besides frequency selection, the keypad is used to enter and delete 
memories, select scanning options, select and set the clocks, dim the display, select alternate 
display functions, etc. Most keypad entries as well as most other button presses sound a beep. 
If you prefer silent running, the beep can be disabled, also from the keypad. 

Memories. Never having had a set with more than five memories, this is a real novelty for me. 
It's probably not the most intuitive arrangement that could have been devised, but then I still 
can't program my VCR either. 

There are 100 memories, each of which holds just about everything there is: frequency, mode, 
bandwidth, AGC setting, preselector, antenna, notch on/off, noise blanker, even synchro. The 
memories can be partitioned into 10 blocks of 10. Each block is called a list, and the lis ts are 
numbered 0, 1, 2, 3, etc. You can access the memories in various ways by the keypad, the two 
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up/down keys or the tuning knob. I find the knob the most convenient. You call up whatever 
memory you want lo start with and just "dial through" the: list, or part of it. I can now dial through 
all those empty PNG channels in no time. 

Scunnlng. The rx will scan in three "modes" and three "methods." The '"modes" are: scan all 
memories, sc<1n <111 memories within a block (or bloc~). and scan between any two frequencies. 
The " methods" available for each scan are: s top the scan al the first carrier detected and end 
the scan, s top al each carrier for rive seconds, and s lop at a carrier and stay there until the signal 
drops for five: sc:conds, thc:n movt: to the next. It wi ll probably take 111e years to figure this stuff 
out, bu t I can't see scanning hav ing much importance to SWBC types anyway. 

Cubine!., Etc.: The layout is clean, the display understandable. T,he contro ls arc small by HQ­
I 80/R390 s tandards, of course, but decc:nt when compared with some of today's other receivers. 
Conce111riccontrols aren't my favorite, but they do have a nice fee l to them on the: RB. The rubber 
keypad keys a lso feel sol id, but the six u11dt:r-lhc:-display push buttons seem flimsy-time will 
tell whether they hold up. The good news on these six, however, is that they don't have to be 
hit head on to engage, so they work well on the fly. Maybe there was a method to Drake's 
madness. +++ You can select regular or dim display lighting, or turn the display off altogether, 
from the: keypad. +++ Some have compla ined that the cabinet metal is too light, but frankly 
I wouldn't have noticed it-it's your basic consumer electronics weight cabinet. Receiver 
cabinets, like car bodies, aren ' t what they used to be:, but this one seems okay to me. +++ 
Although it heats up a bit after several hours use, the RB basically runs cool. The cabinet is 
usually warm in only one spot. +++ Fold down legs elevate the front of the unit by two inches, 
a nice touch that permits you to res t your hand on the desktop and operate comfortably. +++ 
There are a number of antenna inputs on the rear panel, and you can switch between two antennas 
from the front panel, also nice. +++ There are two constant-level audio output j acks (not 
affected by the volume control) for tape recording. +++ Arnongother usefu l rear panel fea tures: 
a DC connector fo r portable (auto) operat ion, a four position AC voltage se lc:ctor (in case you 
take your set to Europe), a DIN connecto r for timed operation of a tape recorder (which the RB 
perm its), and an RS-232C standard interface connector. I have heard conflicting views on the 
ease, o r Jack thereof, of developing computer software fo r this set. Drake says they're coming 
out with software fo r 113M compatible " lo allow enhanced operation." Diuo a VHF converter 
for 35-55 and 108-174 MHz. +++ T he manual: Not much technical da ta, but it explains how 
everything works. If I didn't know anything about shortwave listening per se, however, I 
wouldn't want to have to learn it from this manua l. The manual contains several pages of 
RS232C interface informa1ion. 

Miscellaneous. Drif1: The RS is rock steady. If it drifts at all, I can't detect it. +++ T he S­
meter: It 's a real meter, not a digital replica, and the readings fee l just about "right." +++ Clocks: 
There are two, and they show hours, minutes and seconds, but they arc accessible only by 
pressing two keys and then they appear for only three seconds. The clock is continuously visible 
on the rx display only while the set is plugged in but turned off! Drake definitely has to rethink 
this. 

G r emlins. I've found two so far, an unwanted, apparently internally generated signal of some 
kind on 15049 (uncomfortably close to those 15050 Europirates), and a weak "whistle" every 
5 kHz. between 6000 and 6100 kHz. on! y. Hmmm ... But whatever happened to all !hose birdies 
between 6200 and 6300 that I used to know and " Jove"? Not a trace of them. 

Overall. Do I like the set? Definitely. Amr likely to hear anything on it that I couldn't hear 
on the ho llow slaters? Yes, but more because of the receiver's ECSS capability and the memory­
fac ilitated ease of being able to quick ly check frequencies than because of any increase in rx 
sensitivity or se lectivity. The set is a Jo t of fun to operate, and I li ke being able lo move around 
the bands quickly. T he RB is a great way to enter the modem rcct:iver age. But I 'm leaving my 
"A's" right w here they are.

One week later, Meridian 
reviews memorable moments from the arts in 
1991. Meridian's scope isn't limited to the 
UK, as other exhibits and venues arc explored. 

Jn Prulse of God looks at traditions of the 
Advent and Christmas seasons throughout 
December. Those familiar with the 
Episcopalian/Anglican and Catholic 
traditions of Advent may find the series 
particularly interesting. Sundays, 1030 and 
1715, repeated Mondays at 0030. 

Words of Faith features harpist Mary 
O'Hara reflecting on the colors of Advent 
during Words of Faith's Sunday programs. 
These air at 0540, 0809, and 2025. 

Omnibus looks at the power and beauty of 
bells in its 18th December editions (0030, 
1001, 1930); the life and legacy of Good 
King Wenceslas is explored on the Christmas 
Day program (1930 and 2330, repeated 
Thursday at 1215).

#As of December 1 l·t, RadioMoscow World 
Service will be altering its programming 
because of budgetary constraints. It 
specifically concerns the North American 
Service, which will be integrated in rhe World 
Service, though some of its most populur 
progra~· will remain intact. 

"Our North American Listeners will 
continue to enjoy Joe Adamov's Mailbag on 
Saturdays and Sundays on 19 and 22 hours 
GMT after the news bulletin. The Top Priority 
feature can be heard at 1930 hours GMT on 
Fridays, Satunlay3; and Sundays. 

"Our North American listeners will also 
have a large choice of musical features on 
various days of the week at 2030 and 2230 
hours EST. At 23 hours EST during the week, 
we will have various f eatures such as 
Newmarket, Mui/bag, Science and 
Engineering, Russian by Radio, Audio Book 
Club, and Culture and the Arts.•

Elton Byington of New York hns made 
several really fine contributions to the Library 
in our first two years. He checked in 
recently via Compuserve with the following 
absolutely super review: 

Empire of the Air 
The Men Who Made Radio. 

by Torn Lewis New York: Harper Collins 
Publishers, 1991. 421 pp. $25. 

Lee de Forest, Edwin Howard Armstrong, 
David Sarnoff, are names from the history 
books we that read in school. They each 
spring to life in this beautifully readable 
companion book to Ken Burns's PBS-TV 
documentary of the same name. [See 
following review ... JHB] 

Lee de Forest is widely known as the 
inventor of the triode, the three-element 
vacuum tube that stands as the seminal 
device of radio as we know it. De Forest's 
1906 invention allowed for the first time the 
amplification of electrical currents, yet the 
inventor had no clear idea of how it 
worked. Howard Armstrong, on the other 
hand, did understand the workings of de 
Forest's ·audio.• He used that knowledge 
to transform the Ii/lie glass bulb into the 
key invention of the first half of the 
century. 

In 19 12 Armstrong reasoned that he could 
improve the amplification of the audio by 
returning a portion of the amplified signal 
to the tube 's input circuit, thus allowing it 
to be amplified again. By closely 
controlling the amount of feedback applied, 
enormous amplification could be ac/1ieved. 
The amount of feedback was critical, 
however: a little too much and the circuit 
began to oscillate, becoming, in effect, a 
transmitter. Tha principle of regeneration 
was born. 

Seven months younger than Armstrong, 
David Sarnoff was at the time a wireless 
telegraph operator for the American 
Marconi Company in New York. Sarnoff 
was no ordinary telegrapher; he grasped 
early on the concept of"broadcasting, • 
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as oppoS8d to the point-to-point nature of 
wireless tel8graph. 

Bom in a Jewish shtetl in central Russia 
in 1891, Sarnoff emigrated to the United 
States with his mother in 1900; they joined 
his father, who had left Russia several 
years before in search of a better life. The 
family settled into the teeming ghetto of the 
Lower East Side, near the East River. 

Life was tough for immigrants at the tum 
of the century, but the young Sarnoff was 
determined to make the most of it. In a 
very few weeks, he had learned English 
wen enough to read a newspaper. 
Although his formal education stopped in 
8th grade, he was a voracious reader and 
was technically adept enough to 
understand the arcane aspects of the radio 
•art. • 

Author Tom Lewis paints a vivid picture of 
the three men and of the era. Their 
collisions in law courts - protracted affairs 
that consumed vast amounts of money and 
manpower for nearly 40 years -- are the 
stuff of legend. Lee de For8St is portrayed 
as an opportunist, appropriating others' 
inventions as his own; suing Armstrong for 
the rights to regeneration, and winning in 
the Supreme Court -- twice. 

Lewis contends de Forest's motivation was 
money: the inventor was obsessed with it 
throughout his long life. Although he came 
from fare more modest circumstances, 
David Sarnoff's drive was not for money, 
but rather for the power that money 
bestows. 

Sarnoff became a titan of industry, an 
enormously powerful man, yet he never 
became truly wealth. But, says Lewis, 
David Sarnoff was obsessed with his own 
legend: his oft-told story implying his was 
the sole wireless link with the sinking 
Titanic in 1912; his wish to be known as 
the founder of the Radio Corporation of 
America; his visionary "radio music box• 
memo of 1916; his fervent desire for a 
second star to cap his military service 
during World War II. 

Major Howard Armstrong -- who earned his 
military rank for his tireless work during 
World War I - went far beyond the design 
principle of regeneration to develop the 
superrageneratine and then the 
superheterodyne r8C8iving circuits. Ha also 
want on to design and build the wideband 
fraquency modulation system used for radio 

and TV broadcasting today. His visionary 
ideas applied during the development of 
FM even included a system of signal 
multiplexing that made today's stereo 
broadcasting possible. The rights to and 
income from each of his achievements 
were disputed in the courts, and he jumped 
to his death from an apartment window in 
1954 when he could no longer take the 
pressure of litigation. (His widow would 
win all his suits during the late 1950s.) 

According to Lewis, David Sarnoff's 
greatest accomplishment was his guidance 
of RCA through the development of 
all-electronic ;elevision, first black and 
white, then color. It took great courage to 
face down his shortsighted and 
profit-hungry board of directors and his 
stockholders to develope these new 
communications media. He convinced 
them all to forego short-term profits to 
assure a stronger, more lucrative RCA in 
the future. He persevered, changing the 
world int eh process. 

And Yale-educated Dr. Lee de Forest 
continued to invent: a system of recording 
sound on movie file; a radio-guided bomb; 
a telephone answering machine. None 
were successful. Yet his experimental 
introduction of a wire grid between the 
filament and the plate of a Fessenden 
Valve earned him the title Father of Radio. 

We should all remember that the state of 
the radio transmitting art in 1919 was the 
huge, mechanical Alexanderson Alternator, 
capable of developing a continuous-wave 
carrier of 200 kW at a frequency of 100 
kHz. A year later, licensed broadcasting 
began in America, changing the world 
forever. 

Tom Lewis has told his story well: he 
makes you wish you could have met some 
of these men in person. 

Thanks so much, Elton! Empire is a 
wonderful book. I'm half way through it, 
myself. If you are interested, check in the 
New Books section at you local library or 
invest $25 in this superb book.

I had the great privilege last night of 
seeing a sneak preview of "Empire of the 
Air" the newest film by Ken Bums (of 
PBS's recent 'hit' broadcast "The Civil 
War"). The showing was hosted by author 
of the book and co-producer of the film: 
Tom Lewis. 

This film is fascinatinQ, both bBcause it 
tells much of the now forgotten history of 
radio, and because it captures much of the 
mystique of the medium. It tells the story 
of the development from Marconi's 
radiotelegraphy to powerful commercial 
medium. The story is told as a 
simultaneous biography of three man: Dr. 
Laa de Forest, E. H. Armstrong, and David 
Sarnoff. 

The author, Tom Lawis introduced the film 
as an American version of Iha Greek 
Tragedy, which I found a vary apt 
description. It is a complicated tale of 
greed, the history of innovation, technology, 
and individual greed, pride and heroism. 
This program is terrific, and everyone will 
want to watch ill Lawis himself was quite 
fascinating, and clearly a fan of the magic 
of the radio medium. PBS plans the 
broadcast for the evening of January 29, 
1992.

1 heard a rumor about 18 months ago that 
there was a new publication called 
ELECTRIC RADIO and that it was 
puousnea m me intrtguing town of Hesperus, 
Colorado. For some reason, 1 didn't chase 
tho:: rumor down; r got a real shock when 
Harry Helms sent me his copy of the June 
1991 issue to review for Listt:ners Library. 
ELECTRIC RADIO, "Celebrating a Bygone 
Era," is published for amateur radio operators 
and others who appreciate vintage (tube:) 
radio equipment. The magazine hopes ro 
stimulate the collecting of and interest. in this 
kind of gear; it provides infom1ation 
regarding the modification, repair and 
building of (tube) equipment. ELECTRIC 
RADIO has very good feature articles. The 
April 1991 issue had an article on the 
acquisition of a Viking II amateur transmitter 
to be used (on 4910v) by HRXK, La Voz de 
Miskito. There was also an interesting 
feature on a mystery Collins transceiver 

prototype, which was never mass-produced, 
bur which was found for sale in a ham fest. 

In the April issue, the monthly "Reflections 
Down the Feedline" column provides 
background/introduction to the sub-sub radio 
hobby of the radio tube collecting. The 
April "Electric Radio in Uniform" column 
contained an eight (!) page article on the 
development, de~ign, use and restoration of 
the BC-611, the original WWII 
wallcie-talldel Even though this anicle was 
somewhat slanlt:d to radio amateurs and to 
miliuuy radio buffs, I still found it 
fascinating reading. Didja know that the 
all-glass minialure 'peanut' tubes were likely 
developed for the walkie-talkie as the worlds 
first hand hdd transceiver! For NASWAns, 
the centerpiece of the article line up is surely 
the excc::llcnt technical review of the vaunted 
R-390-A. The 40 page Electric Radio (same 
size - formal as the Journal) also contains 
an exce ll e nt sections titled 
"Collecting/Repair/Restorarion ... Tips" and an 
interesting "Letters" page. 

If you are into collecting viniage 
communication receivers like I am, maybe 
the very best part of the magazine is the 
Classified Advertisement section. In the 
June 1991 issue, probably typical, this W 
page long(!) 'back o'the book' section is 
txclusively devoted to TUBE GEAR. 

Frankly, if your major interest in gear is tube 
communications equipment, your money is by 
far best invested in ELECTRIC RAUIO 
rather than either Antique Radio Classijietl 
(mostly vintage consumt:r gear) or I/am 
Trntlcr Yellow Sheets (go::neral ham gear). If 
you are a tube SW radio nut this is a 
Listt:ners Library *BEST BUY*

D. Closely allied with atmospheric 
interference is a general assessment of 
uconditions." Nebulous judgments such as 
ugood," upoor," or "bad," really do no one 
any good. State exactly why reception 
conditions are as they are. What is different 
in reception from other days? Aie there solar 
storms? ls there a lack of stations from the 
same part of the world on the bands? An 
abundance? Was the band in a position of 
opening or perhaps closing to that sector of 
the world? 

E. fading: (QSB) - Did the signal's 
strength remain constant? Keep in mind that 
only your local EM station really has a 
constant signal.All others have a tendency to 
fade or wobble; some more than others. 
Fading is a propagational effect and, in most 
cases, if serious enough, can be correc1ed by 
a change infrequency toa different band. But 
a station has to know about it. Fading details

F. Modulation/Signal Qua lity: An 
assessment of the modulation and general 
quality of the received signal is useful to the 
station. Some stations have used defective 
audio equipment and nc:vc:r realized it until 
an enterprising DXer informed them of it. 
Distortion in the voices, poor musical 
reproduction (Rap, Rock, and C&W 
notwithstanding), under (or over) modulated 
signals can all be noted by the astute DXer 
and reported.

G. General: Any other details regarding 
the reception which the OXer feels are 
pertinent may be included after the above 
basics. For example, did the station's 
frequency drift (i.e., not remain on one 
constant frequency)? Be careful in assessing 
this aspect of reception, however, as many 
receivers also drift. It is important not to 
confuse the two. Receiver drift is minimized 
after an initial warmup period. This may be 
up to an hourorso in the older tube receivers. 
(Yeah, yeah. But the audio quality of those 
old guys are really great!) Another point that 
could be determined is, did the signal "cut 
out" (intermittent breaks in transmission) 
from time to time.At one time a few Middle 
Eastern stations would do this frequently. 

1-1. Reporting Codes: Finally, a brief word 
regarding reporting codes. These codes are a 
numerical evaluation of a station's received 
signal. Their one disadvantage is that they 
are generally inadequate as far as expressing 
detailed information. The reporting code 
which has remained popular over the years is 
the SIN PO code. In fact, many stations have 
requested this code be used. Originally 
developed by Deutsche Welle {the old Voice 
of Germany, Cologne, uwest" Germany) the 
code designates five separate readings from 
one to five each, for each Jetter of SINPO. 
"S" stands for strength; "I" for man-made 
interference; "N" for noise by static; "P" is 
for propagational disturbances including 
fading or flutter (caused by trans-polar 
reception); and uo" for overall rating. This 
las t rating, "O", is determined by adding 
together the first four readings and dividing 
by five. The chart will be outlined in the next 
issue. Jf you are not a member of NASWA 
you will need to immediately subscribe so as 
to not miss an exciting chapter in the Journal.

ALLIED/RADIO SHACK SX-190 

CAVEAT EMPTOR: There arc two versions of this receiver which arc identical in external 
appearance. TheSX-190 is thcSWLvcrsion and the AX-190 is. the ham-band only amateur 
version. The AX can be converted to a SX, but a full set of new crystals to do this will cost as 
much as the radio itself. 

The SX-190 came out during the early 1970's, shortly after Tandy had acquired the Allied 
trademark. It listed for $250 and from the information I can fiud, appears to be a good radio. 
Its main competitor was the Drake SPR-4 to which it resembles very closely both in circuit 
design and operation. It was, however, about half the price of the SPR-4. It is all solid-state 
and can operate from 12 VDC as well as 120 VAC. It is dual conversion with a crystal­
controllcd first oscillator and a tunable VFO as the second conversion oscillator. It covers nine 
500kHz bands: 80, 40, and 20 meter ham bands, the 49,31,25, 19and 16mctcrintcmational 
broadcast bands and the CB band. There arc provisions for adding two additional 500 kHz 
segments of the user's choice, one in the range of 3-10 mHz and one between 10 and 30 mHz. 
Also, one can substitute another crystal for the CB range. These crystals arc no longer 
available from Tundy, but 1 was able to obtain them from JAN crystals. Adding or changing 
a tuning range also requires adding a parallel capacitance across the crystal, the value of 
capacitance being given by a graph in the manual. The main analog dial is marked in ten kHz 
increments and a skirt on the tuning knob is calibrated in one lcHZ increments. A 100 kl-12/25 
kHzcrystal marker is included for accurate dial calibration. AQ-multipliercircuitcanbc used 
as a CW peaking filter or an all-mode notch filter. There is a FET front epd tuned by a very 
sharply tuning manual presclcctor, yielding good sensitivity figures, as well good image and 
IF rejection. Reception modes arc AM, USB, LSB and CW with SSB/CW demodulation 
handled by a product detector with a crystal-controlled BFO. There is only a single IF 
bandwidth of 4/10 kHZat-6/-60 dB provided by a mechanical filter. This is a good compromise 
value for SWBC DX'ing, but is less useful for utility work, although the Q-mulliplier adds 
a small degree of narrower selectivity. There is a front-panel headphone jack and a tape-out 
jack on the rear panel. The matching SP-190 external speaker was available as an optional 
accessory, for $19.95. 

When the SX-190 was first introduced, it was enthusiastically greeted by the hobby and 
amateur press as an excellent value. Many still consider it to be the best receiver that Radio 
Shackcvcrsold. It was especially noted for its prowessasaDX-grabbcr onthetropicalbands, 
once it was set up to tune these segments. Favorable articles on the radio continued to appear 
in FRENDX up to about 1982. One problem that people noted with the radio was front-end 
overload on the 49 and 31 meter bands, which was curable with judicious use of the RF 
gain control, which is actually an attenuator before the 1st RF amplifier stage. Hams who used 
the AX-190 noted problems with the AGC, S-meter, BFO injection level and unwanted 
sideband rejection level when the set was used for SSS reception. These problems were 
addressed in articles in the March and July 1973 issues of CQ magazine by relatively simple 
circuit modifications. An article in the January 1978 issue of 73 Magazine gave instructions 
on adding a two stage RF pre-amplifier (not recommended for SWL use) and a November 
1981 73 article described how to substitu te a Collins mechanical filter for the stock filter. 
The wide-open interior design of the 190, with both sides of the printed circuit boards 
accessible, makes such modifications easy to implement. Re-alignment can be a bit of a 
problem, as all of the slugs in the coil cans are sealed with wax, except for the VFO calibration 
trimmi:rs, which are all that most users will need to " touch-up". 
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The radio is fairly large, measuring 15" wide x 7" high x 10" deep. The few controls are 
widely spaced and equipped with large knobs. Operation is very simple: tum the unit on,selecl 
the band and mode of choice, peak the preselector for maximum noise and tune in the signal. 
The preselector is marked in 1 mHz increments in two bands. By off-tuning the prcselector, 
a range of frequencies 5.3-5.8 mHz higher than the marked crystal frequency can be tuned, 
although the dial will read backwards. For the most accurate dial calibration, the 100 or25 kHz 
crystal marker nearest the desired frequency can be used. On my SX-190,just setting the 
calibration once at mid-band is quite adequate, yielding dial readings 2 kHz high at the top 
end of the dial and 2 kHz low at the low end. The tuning knob covers 50 kHz per revolution. 
Its heavy weight makes spinning across a band quite fast, while its 31/4" diameter makes 
fine tuning a breeze. Audio outpu t is quite adequate, although fidelity is somewhat limited by 
the relatively narrow filter. I find that I usually off-tune most strong stations by about 1 
kHz to increase the treble. The narrow filter really pays off when interference is present, 
however. I don't find the Q-multiplier to be very effective, either in the peak ("select") mode 
to narrow selectivity or in the notch ("reject") mode to reduce hetcrodynes. Perhaps 1 need 
to check the alignment of the Q-multiplier. The usable sensitivity is very good, making the 
190 a good performer with almost any antenna. Circuit noise is low, due to the lack of a 
synthesizer. 

These radios are rarely seen on the used market. I don't know whether it just wasn't a 
big seller or if people are holding on to them. (Ed Shaw in the April 1977 FRENDX declared 
"I have two and will not part with them."!!) The average price seems to be $75-$125 depending 
on condition. Copies of the service manual are available from Tandy National Parts. lt 's a fun 
and effective performer, whose ease of use makes it an ideal way to introduce a newcomer to 
the hobby and whose low-power consumption (10 watts with the dial lights on) makes it 
a candidate for field use.

Ecuadorian Congress passed a bill in September allowing R. Sucre ti:> return to the air. The Radio 
Assn. of Ecuador had also passed a resolution that the decree was an act of political reta liation, 
because national security had not been vilated. The owner borrowed some tubes and put at least 
one: station back on. 

lnstituto Ecuudoriano de Teleconununicationes, the Ecuadorian eci,uivalent of the FCC, said

The freq,uencies for Esmeralda and Machala are assigned to the armtld forces, but Arroba 
says R. Sucre will broadcast on all six frequencies, claiming the frequencies belong to its network 
and no one 
else. The government then asked R. Sucre to be less aggressive in its demands because of the 
current border controversy wi th Peru.

The 
Second Program of Lithuanian Radio (and thus Studio R) can be heard in all Lithuanian cities as 
.well as through the cable radio network. Pop and rock music account for 85% of the program 
time. News bulletins are broadcast every 30 min. Five-minute items on football, chess, future 
highlights in Lithuania's cultural life, etc. , are scattered throughout the broadcasts. The currenl 
contract with Lithuanian Radio expires 12/31/91, but the station expects to continue even if a 
satisfactory agreement is not reached before then. R. Centras has acquired its own FM stereo 
transmitter and has been assigned the (East Europe FM band) frequency of 67.94 MHz. R. 
Centras has plans to lease its transmitters to foreign radio stations, religious, etc., which are 
interested in reaching Lithuania's multi-lingual audiences. DX clubs in other countries, as well 
as individual DXers, will be able to apply to R. Centrus for program ti me on its SW frequencies. 
Studio R reaches a large audience whose ages range from 13 to 40. A public opinion survey in 
May found that Studio R rated +33 on a scale of -100 to+100, only one point behind the external 
(sic) service ofR. Vilnius and the mid-day police update. R . Centras is a self-financing company. 
Heavy losses in the spring were replaced by profi ts in early autumn. Profits are bdng plowed into 
techrucal improvements. Some staff members believe that commercials and request shows affect 
the p rogramming standa rds , since very often they have to give in to the unrefined tastes of their 
audience.

The new networks are Orbita 
(news and ~en.:ral erogramming), Mayak (news and music network), and Orfey (cultural and 
serious music). Orb1ta was the name of All Union Radio's First Program to distinguish services 
for areas east of the Urals and those to the west . The four Orbitu channels were east of the Urals. 
Also in mid-September, regional stations began relaying R. Rossii in ti me slots previously used 
for All-U nion Radio. Most stations [outside Moscow??--mf] have stopped carryin~ Union Radio 
altogether. Feodor Brezhnikov, a DXer in Irkutsk, wrote a Japanese listener that this change took 
place at 2100 9/17 or midnight Moscow time. 

Now that R . Rossii is being relayed by regional stations, Moscow's Second Program's 
frequencies have been incorporated into Orfey. All this points to a decline in All-Union Radio's 
status. Since Orbita doesn't broadcast on that many frequencies, most people find it easier to pick 
up R. Rossii. The fact that most regional stations have stopped rd11yin~ Orbita, All-Union Radio's 
key network, suggests that they find it unnecessary . [Or that Bons Yeltsin's decrees can be 
enforced .--mf] 

Cuba 11nd Afghanistan were still being relayed by Radio Moscow as this was written.

Allied forces knocked out several xmlr sites in Iraq specifically d.:signed 10 
block broadcasts from foreisn stations . Now the jamming levd is start.mg to increase again. So 
it' s fair to assume that the QRM is comi ng from Iraq. 

BW: T o the best of our knowkdge, it is. Very coarse direction-finding done by one of 
our monitors on a survey in the area indicated that it was in that direction. We know of no other 
country in the region that would have any reason 10 jam our services. 

JM: It would appear that the xmtrs that were knocked out during the Gulf War are back 
on the air, right? 

BW: At least some of them. 
JM : Victor Goonetillt:ke in Sri Lanka has more information about interference to programs 

relayed from VOA stations in Greece and Bahrain. · 
VG: On Mon 10128, I sudd.:nly started hearing jamming on VOA Bahrain on 1350 kHz. 

The l amming came up sudd.:nly around I 8 10 during the regular EE program for the Middle East. 
At 1915 the jamming suddenly ceased . Al 1900 VOA Bahrain had gone over to Arabic. 

JM: Whkh is rather peculi ar , because most jamming in the Middle East up to now has 
been directed against Arnbic b/cs and not against English. 

VG: VOA from Rhodc:s has b.:c:n heavily jamm.:d at least for the last two months daily, 
and that includc:s not only the Arabic programming to the Middle East on 1260 kHz MW, but also 
their entire English languagi:. block. So the primi:. listening lime in the Middle East, on MW, from 
VOA, has been been subjected to severe jamming, especially on 1260 kHz. VOA Rhodes starts 
fading in hi:.re in Colombo around 1500 UTC, and the jammer is there right from the start, until 
well past 2000 UTC which is almost I :30 am here. 

JM: Is the j amming effective? 
VG: At times the jamming is very effective, especially 10128, Bahrain was almost 

completely knocked out by the new j ammi ng. On 10/29 the jamming was not so severe. 
JM: Are broadcasts from Syria jammed 100? 
VG: The main broadcast from Syria beamed towards Iraq is always severely jammed on 

825 kHz. 
JM: Bill Whitacre points out that the Middle East is still not a major source when it comes 

Lo deliberate: shortwave: interference:. 
BW: In China, the situation is a bit worse. The jamming is more effective, it's more 

pervasive, and it affects just about ull of our frequencies al one Lime or another that are on the air. 
The BBC in China is definite ly still bein~ jammed , we don' t think quite 10 the extent that we are . 
(VOA has made:) repeated official objecllons to the ITU as well as approaches to the Ministry in 
Beijing and , in fact, we even had some people from the: Chinese Embassy he re to VOA lo listen 
10 sounds recorded from our remote nionitor ing system. They very dutifully took notes but would 
admit to nothing. (RNMN 10/31)

John cites instances of 
Deutsche Welle heard on 6040 and 
several 4 1 m frequencies listed in Tune 
Ill, none of which were listed in this 
column.Let' s deal with the last quesLion 
first. DW signed a contract to use 
USSR transmitters to cover Asia. The 
impl-entation of that contract ~ Tune 
/11 was printed affected various releases. 
For NA, the result was to add and drop 
frequencies. The 41m frequencies were 
dropped. I included the new frequencies. 
As to why 6040 was not listed, my 
database format lists up to ten 
fn:quencies per record . The NASWA 
page formatting only allows printing of 
eight frequencies; the last two (numbers 
9 and 10) don't get printed. 6040 was 
the tenth frequency in the record . If you 
sec 8 frequencies listed, there may be 
two more in my datafile that a.re not 
listed in this column. For the BBC, I 
only include fre4uencies listed for NA 
and the Caribbean, but other fr.:quencies 
to 01her target areas may be heard in 
NA. for Radio Moscow, without a 
publi~hed schedule, the listings are the 
best of what we hear. It also takes Lime 
to catch up with unannounced or late 
(due to interference or changing propa­
gation condiLions) frequ.:ncy changes.
