Hallicrafters Founder Dies At 
Age93 

I spoke with John Bryant a couple of weeks 
ago and he told me that the man who founded 
the Hallic rafters company, William J. 
Halligan, had passed away on July 14th in 
Miami Beach, FL.

Halligan leaves two sons, William J r. and 
Jack, JO grandchildren, and 12 great­
grandchi ldren.

My most memorable DX catch brings to mind Tl4NRII in Costa Rica, which I heard many 
years ago. T I4NRII was a low-powered station, ten watts I think, which was operating in 
the early '30s as I reca ll. Although Tl4NRH sounds like a ham callsign, in those days 
shortwave stations did have callsigns with prefixes s imilar to ham prefixes. W2XAF was 
WGY's shortwave outlet in Schenectady, NY and I think KDKA's shortwave station was 
W8XK; western Pennsylvania being in the 8th ca ll district al that time. 

TI4NRH in Costa Rica was apparently operated by a man o f little means, who scrounged 
together enough parts to put this low-powered station on the air. Even so, it was heard very 
well in the U.S.; and particularly in New England where I lived. I cannot remember the 
frequency that Tl4NRll used. 

Tl4NRI! had a benefactor, a wealthy man in Connecticut ( I forget his name ), who did 
contribute to assist the station to stay on the air. In fact, TI4NRH put out a little booklet 
entitled " MEAND L!TTLETI4NRH ",which gave the whole story of the station.Although 
I had the booklet as well as a QSL, they are long gone, lost in the vicissitudes of many 
lucalion changes over the years. 

I wonder if any other long-lime SWLs can recall Tl4NRll and, perhaps, with a better 
memory than mine, come up w ith more details on this little station that was quite well-known 
in the early '30s.

Who cou ld resist a theme such as "My Most Memorable DX Catch"!?!?! Unfortunately, 
many ofour memorable DX catches become fa int memories overtime. That's why my most 
memorable DX catch is a recent experience that was shared by fourotherNASWAns. Sound 
kinky, eh? 

The Gifford Pinchot State Park DX Team was at it again last April. Hans Johnson, Dave 
Valko, Fred Kohlbrenner and I were joined by "rookie" sensation Bob "Big Signal" Brown 
in another memorable weekend ofDXing. Each of our outings produces some surprises and 
this weekend's excitement resulted in "My Most Memorable DX Catch" - Radio Apintie in 
Suriname. It was fairly late, arou nd 0405 UTConApril 5th when Hans casually announced 
he was listening to Apintie on 5,006 kHz. Due to constant utility station interference, this 
flea powered s tation from Suriname is rarely heard or reported. In less than two seconds 
five DXers, sitting in a cabin in central Pennsylvania, were listening to a late night musical 
program featuring Top 40 music from Suriname. The music was continuous until an elusive 
ID was heard at 0428. Just to confirm our collective sanity, I believe each of us said out loud 
"They just !Ded". Although the signal was weak, the channel, which is usually dominated 
by a pesky utility station that other clubs consider DX, was free from QRM. For more than 
an hour the announcer played the hits, whispered those sought after I D's and chatted about 
nothing important. We loved every minute of it. Later we learned that Dave Clark in Ontario 
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enjoyed the same experience. Perhaps we were the only distirnt listeners to hear Suriname 
that night. 

The station verified promptly w ith a fo rm letter reply and a note at the bottom of the letter 
s tating that they were operating at only 50 watts because their linear amp was not working. 
WOW! That lowered my QRP total as my previous low from Latin America was HCJB's 
26 mHz test during the last sunspot cycle with a 100 watt transmitter. 

Although I have had many memorable DX experiences over the years, the Rad io Apintie log 
and subsequent verification has to rank up near the top. I have not heard the sta tion since 
that night at Gifford Pinchot!

One of my most memorable DX catches has to be Kalaalli t Nunaata Radioa, Radio 
Greenland. They had announced that they were closing down their shortwave transmitter 
at the end of 1989. It was December and I hadn't ever heard them. I was sweating as time 
grew shorter. I'd listened for them earlier :hat year but wasn' t pers istent about it at all . So 
I started listening every morning in November, ... then December ... Finally, December 13, 
1989, 0955 UTC, I woke up early and turned on the radio. One of my regular stops on the 
d ial, 3999 kHz. I almost tuned right past it because I expected to hear the hams who held 
a net there every morning on LSB and nothing else ... as usual. But wait, in the background, 
I hear .. is it.. yes it's a celeste playing! Then the hams even started talking about it in a 
nonchalant manner ... " hey, there's Greenland. It's pretty loud this morning ... " I switched 
sidebands and there it was, loud and clear and no interference from the amateur operators 
who so nicely ID 'd it for me. I listened forquilesome time, got a lot of great details and fired 
off a le tter. It was almost ant iclimactic lo finally receive the QS Leard form Henrik Jorgenson 
in early 1990. Whew! Almost missed them before they left us for good. It's a bittersweet 
memory today though. I was glad to hear them and verify them but I'm sad lo see them leave 
the air. I'll just have to be content to have the memory. It ranks right up there with my log 
of RTV Malaysia. Ah ... bul that's another story.

NASWA has cut out nearly all pirate logs s ince 1989, while no other segments of the 
shortwave broadcasters have been cut. In your response to J im Clar you said that we 
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shouldn't duplicateACE's eCforts. Thal makes sense, except that the "Upcoming Hamfests" 
page is basically a reprint of what QST, CQ, and 73 already print. The "English Schedules" 
section is very s imilar lo a section in MONlTORINGTIMES.A11d lo top it off, the "Listener's 
Notebook" has almost NO original material -- it is mostly taken from MEDIA NETWORK, 
FINE TUNING, PLAY DX, etc. 

As far as the European pirates arc concerned, they have even more newslellers than the North 
American s tations. If you wa nt Europirale DX news, try:

For those of you who have a computer and 
modem and are nol, you don 't know what you're missing! The FIDO Shortwave Echo is 
available on anywhere from 200 lo 300 BBS's worldwide. 

If you live in an urban area, you are most likely a local call away from joining. Most, but 
nol all SYSOPs make no charge for lhe use of Conferences such as the Shortwave Echo. If 
you have a PC but no modem, modems have come down in price to a level where the average 
no name modem is not much more expensive than $25 or $30. 

How does one go about finding which BBS in their area carries the Shortwave Echo? You 
start by calling Tom Sundslrom's Pinelands Boards and download the shortwave echo list 
or find a local FIDO Board and 'ask around ' for the local number of the board carrying the 
Shortwave Echo. In the San Francisco Area, call Coconino County BBS 'sat ( 415) 861-8290 
and check area 79. This board supports various off-line message readers using the QWK 
format. 

These on- line conferences do not take the place of the Journal, but add a personal touch that 
a publication like the Journal, just can't.Every chance I gel lo I plug the club Oil flDO or 
RIME, I do. A lot of beginners ask the usual question and when I answer them I suggest they 
sent $2 lo Bill for a sample copy.

I could lis t about a dozen "most memorable OX catches" but there is one that stands out that 
I'd like lo tell you abou t. I can remember coming home from work on a cold Feb. 4, 1988 
lo the February issue of DX Ontario on the mail pile. After dinner, I grabbed the OXO and 
headed up to the shack. While paging through DXO I read on page 70 an item submitted by 
(Wi lkner, Numero Uno) mentioning that Radio Amistad from Peru was presumed back on 
8515 and heard from 0037-0300 in early January. I read that and thought, "Now that's an odd 
frequency ... " and flipped on the radio. I punched in 85 I 5 on the NRD and got blasted with 
CW and RTTY on LSB. However, upon flipping lo USB, there in the clear was (as indicated 
in my log from that date) "romantic vocal music". I started the tape recorder, and started 
taking down some details. Got an ID for R. Amistad and typed up a reception report on the 
computer. {Those were the days when I wrote reception reports rather than editing club 
bulletins). I was pretty excited about this catch because WRTH had them listed for2UO watts. 
About 5 weeks later I received a very nice letter from the lady who was running the station 
with a gas generator for 3 hours a day. Her husband had recently died from a cerebral 
hemorrhage and she was doing her best to keep the s tation running because " her husband 
would have wanted that". 

I only heard the station that one time. To this day I check 8515 every evening and all I hear 
is chirps, bleeps, and buzzes, but no R. Amislad. I wonder if they've ever appeared again?

Station Profile: WJCR World Wide

Located in rural west central Kentucky is 
one of the newest shortwave broadcast stat ion 
inthecontinentalUnitedStates. WJCR World 
Wide began broadcasting on March 15, 1992 
in the4 I meter band on 7490kl lz. T he s tation 
is a religious broadcaster with programming 
consisting of Southern Gospel Music and 
Christian teaching programs. W JCR is a non­
profit char itable organization that 
began searching for a s ite to 
build a C hri s ti a n Radio 
S ta ti o n bac k in 1985. 
Locations in several s tates 
as well as foreign countries 
were considered but the 
final choice was Kentucky. 
WJCR fi rst went on the air 
in February of 1990, 
broadcastingon90.1 MHz 
in the FM band with 100 
kW. This powerfu l FM 
sta ti on is able to reach 
listeners in a five state area. 
Once the FM outlet was on the air, 
WJCR began to have some of it s 
programming broadcast over shortwave via 
WWCR. Based on the response to this 
shortwave exposure, plans were developed 
to build a shortwave statio n on the same site 
as the WJCR FM. The 50 kW WJCR World 
Wide is now reaching listeners around the

globe. 
The station site consists of two bui ldings 

and an antenna array all surrounded by 
farmland and open pasture. One building 
houses the studio and transmillers for the 
shortwave station with the second bu ilding 
contai ning the FM s ta tion and the 

administrative offices. 
The shortwave bui lding is a 
white rectangular structure that 

resembles a modern barn or 
indus trial facility on the 

outs ide. About one fourlh 
oft he building is a modem 
office area and studio. The 
rest oft he building houses 
the trans mitters. The 
studio for the shortwave 
s tation is very basic as 
nearly all the programming 

is taped and produced at the 
FM complex. T he 7490 kHz 

service goes o ut v ia an RCA 
transmitter and a rhombic antenna 

to Europe and Northern Africa. The antenna 
is supported by a series o f extra tall wood 
poles, the same type used by the telephone 
and electric utilities. When I first drove up to 
the site I did not notice the shortwave antenna. 
I was expecting a more complex system like 
I saw at a VOA transmitter site, the metal 
towerssupportingthecurtain array. The WJC R 
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antenna looks much simpler. The antenna 
wire is strung between the poles and the 
layout of the poles determines the direction. 

A second transmitter was nearly ready in 
July and should be on the air by the time you 
read this. The additional frequency is 7460 
kHz and will use a second antenna system on 
the site aimed towards South America. An 
extra studio is planned within the shortwave 
bui lding to support the South American 
service. By autumn additional frequencies of 
13595 kHz and 17525 kHz wil l be in service 
with targets of South America and Europe 
respectively. These frequencies have already 
been assigned to WJCR by the FCC. 

The 405 ft ( 123 meters) FM tower is located 
just beyond the stat ion site on a small hil I. ·me 
FM programming is also a Christian Gospel 
format similar to the shortwave, although 
they are separate. From 8:00 to 9:00 pm ET 
Monday through Friday both stations carry 
the live program " Prayer-Line". Both the FM 
and shortwave stations are operated by a 
dedicated staff of volunteers with only six full 
time employees. 

WJCR enjoys receiving letters from all 
over the world and have been happy with the 
response to their broadcast. TI1irty to forty 
letters are received each day. Many listeners 
request Bibles, prayer tapes, and other 
religious literature. 

A large wall map of the world in the 
shortwave studio is marked with pins 
indicating all the locations around the world 
from where listener's letters have been 
received. All of the WJCR programming is in 
English so there are many listeners throughout 
the U.S.A., Canada, and the U.K., but many 
letters come in from all parts of Africa, Europe, 
Asia, South America, as well as listeners in 

Russia. The correspondence department reads 
and responds to each letter which is usually 
written in English. The shortwave service 
recently received a letter written in French, 
but with no one fluent in the language the 
French department of a local high school was 
contacted to have the letter translated in order 
to respond to it. 

The staff is very friendly and was happy to 
give me a tour of the facilities. Visitors are 
welcome between the hours of 9:00 am and 
4:00 pm ET. The station is located near 
Millerstown (the FM station !D's as "WJCR 
Millerstown") Kentucky which is west of 
Upton, and 25 miles (40 kilometers) north of 
Mammoth Cave National Park. To get to 
W JCR take Interstate 65 to the Upton exit, go 
west on Sta te Route 224, 9 miles (14 
kilometers) past Upton turn left on state route 
l 140and follow the WJCRsigns. The s tation 
is at the end of a long lane, situated on a 256 
acre( I square kilometer) farm. The separation 
line between the eastern and central time 
zone.~ cuts very close to the station which is in 
the eastern zone. Keep this in mind if you are 
approach ing from the central time zone. 

WJCR welcomes listener's reception 
reporL~ and verifies with a nice full data QSL 
card. If you are able to log the FM station they 
will also verify this reception, the same staff 
handles both FM and s hortwave 
correspondence. As with a QSL request to 
any station it is a good idea to include return 
postage.

United Nations Radio and UNESCO Radio 
provide a wide variety of programming to 
various shortwave stat ions around the world. 
Stations such as RadioCairo,All India Radio, 
Radio Beijing, Radio for Peace International , 
Italian Radio Relay Service, Sierra Leone 
BroadcastingService, Radio Tanzania, Radio 
Polonia, HCJB, Radio Mexico Internationa l, 
and the Bhutan Broadcasting Service are just 
some of the stations which air U.N. 
programmes. 

In the past s ix months I have had the 
pleasure to tune in lo lhe Bhutan Broadcasting 
Service(BBS)lohearU.N.Radioprogrammes 
such as SCOPE (an economic and social 
affairs radio magazine) and PERSPECTIVE, 
both of which I found lo be very interesting. 
BBS transmits these programmes from the 
Himalayan Kingdom's capitol, Thimpu, on a 
50 KW transmitter. U.N. Radio in New York 
has received lelters about U.N . programmes 
via BBS from such areas as Australia and the 
Pacific to the Nordic countries. In fact Lhey 
received 35 lelters from throughout the world 
in jus t the first three months of this year 
regarding reception of BBS. Thal volume of 
letters now places BBS in fourth place on the 
U .N . 's list of requests received for QS L cards, 
behind ltalian Radio Relay Service, Rad io for 
Peace International and All India Radio. 
During the period from October 1991 to 
March 1992, the U.N. received 259 requests 
for QSL cards (verifying reception) for 13 
different stations.

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In addition to the fine programming I heard 
via BBS, there are also shows called WOMEN 
and U.N. CALLING ASIA, also carried by 
BBS. The broadcast schedule (dated: June · 
1992) from U.N. Radio shows their 
programmes via BBS al 16.30 - 16.45 UTC 
0 11 Monday and 14.30 - 14.45 UTC on 
Thursday, 0 11 5025 kHz. Both of the 
programmes I noted were in fa cl on Thursday, 
from 14.30 - 14.45 UTC. 

It is indeed fortunate that United Nations 
Radio will respond to correct reception reports 
of BBS, with a nice full data U.N. Radio QSL 
card,confirrning"via BBS, 111impu, Bhutan", 
seeing as BBS has in recent limes not been 
QSLing reception reports. So I for one am 
very happy lo have just received my U.N. 
QSLcard and also a beautiful U.N. T-shirt. If 
you are interested in learning more about 
U.N. Radio, why not write to them al the 
address below and if you· should hear Lheir 
programme over BBS or any other station, 
why not send them your reception report? I 
know that they are very pleased to hear from 
their lis teners.

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A User's Review Of The Grundig World Receiver: 
RK-709

Spying the Willabee and Ward 
advertisement in the August 1992 issue of 
Popular Communications caused me to ca ll 
the toll-free number to obtain one of these tiny 
marvels of modern electronics. It arrived 
within 72 hours of the call. 

The opening card congratulated me on 
becomingtheownerofa GRUNDIG RK-709 
World Band Receiver. It further said it is 
today 's state of the art in shortwave listening 
and that I was ready to travel the world and 
hear its many voices. Well, w ith that 
introduction I had to rip the plastic off the 
protective box to check out the world's 
smallest 12-band receiver. It measures 3.5 x 
5 5/8 x 1.25 inches and weights a mere 14 
ounces. To be able to listen to MW (they said, 
"AM"), FM, FM Stereo (with quality stereo 
headphones included) and all nine major 
shortwave bands without hearing a mess of 
overmodu lat ion and other garbage was al most 
too good to be true. 

Sliding in the three AA batteries was easy, 
even without referring to the guide. On the left 
side of the case, near the earphone jack, is a 
switch that allows turning from mono reception 
to stereo. Below that is an input jack for use 
with an ac-dc 3-volt converter. I found the 
"finger-nail controlled" on-off switch on top 
of the unit. 

Besides the settings for ON-OFF, there was 
also something called HWS. I had to sit 
carefully after reading what that meant. 
"Humane Wake System" proclaimed the 
instruction booklet. Why, the "tone begins 
softly and gathers volume until you wake up!" 
The digital alarm clock features a sleep timer 
that turns off the radio 10 - 60 minutes after 
you tum in and comes back to life at a time of 
your choosing to turn you on. I w~uld have 
tried it the next morning with Radio Australia 
tuned in but my wife takes a dim view of the 
shortwave hobby at anytime much Jess at the 

crnck of dawn. In the event I wanted to listen 
al night with the headphones on, there is a 
switch that illuminates the clock. It goes off 
after a few seconds. Unfortunately, thereis no 
light on the main dial. 

Pulling up the telescoping antemia allowed 
some fair signal strength stations lo be heard 
in the upper bands between 1800-1930 UTC 
(1400- 1530 Eastern). 1l1e stronger stations 
turned on a red tuning light, sandwiched 
betweenasimilarpower light and stereo light. 
The sliding volume control on the right s ide of 
the case allowed really fine audio through the 
small speaker. I thought to compare 
performance lo my PANASONIC DR-49 
connected lo Partridge's JOYMATCI-1 III 
indoor antenna, but that would be unfair. 
Instead, I turned to my GRUNDIG SfU"ELLIT 
2100, a much larger version of this tiny waif. 
The SATELLIT 2100 was one of the last 
analog receivers before the company added 
digital re;idout to the later product line. This 
little RK-709 does not have digital readout. 

This is a real twelve-band receiver. Each 
band must be selected by a switch on the lop 
of the s trongly molded plastic case. 111e 
receiving bands are: 

FM ranges from 87.5 to 108 MHz. 
Longwave (LW) is from 145 - 285 kHz. 
Longwave enthusiasts will appreciate this! 
Medium Wave(MW) is from520-1610kHz 
continuous tune. 111e built-in ferrite antenna 
is operative. 

SWl (75 meters) 
SW2 (49 meters) 
SW3 (41 meters) 
SW4 (31 meters) 
SW5 (25 meters) 
SW6 (21 meters) 
SW7 (19 meters) 
SW8 (16 meters) 
SW9 (1 3 meters)

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Immediately the DXer notices that the 60 
meter band is missing as well as access to time 
station WWV.

111e instruction book is in German, English, 
French, Italian, and Spanish. 111e English 
section has many grammatical and spelling 
errors, so one wonders about the syntax of the 
other languages. The graphics suggest there 
is another version of the RK-709 that has a 
complete calendar function on the front dial. 
I really did want to set "summer time". I can 
conso le myse lf, though , that "at the 
programmed waking up time the radio is 
automatically switched on, and remains in 
operation for 60 minutes." And ifl touch any 
other button except STOP, "the radio sound is 
switched off for 8 minutes and then 
recommences." 

Reception quality is quite good. It compares 
well totheSATELLIT2100in that there is no 
indication in any band of the standard tinny 
sound and frequency loss due to handling 
with that of similar sized radios. The stereo 
even sounds great when the switch is set. It 
does not reject e lectrical noise like the

SATELLIT 2100. Tiiere is no noise filter 
switch. Frequency selection is pretty much 
guesswork on amilog receivers even with a 
SCALE al the bottom of the dial. Compared 
to the SATELLIT 2 100, this RK-709 is 
accurate enough for the casual listener to 
estimate the actual working frequency. 
Grasping the antenna will cause signal loss. 
There seems to be no indication of increased 
signal strength when attaching an all igator 
clip and a longwiretotheantenna. Even in the 
shortwave bands, sometimes turning the 
receiver around or laying it flat may improve 
signal strength. The telescoping antenna is 
rotatable. In my rural environment weak 
s tations are heard eas ily at the same strength 
oftheSATELLIT2 I 00. Deep fades, however, 
take longer to recover on this little mighty 
mite.

Yes, 
you could build one yourself, but would it look as good? The MFJ-1112 with 6 outlets and no 
fuse or switch is also available for $29.95.

GROVE SW-100 RECEIVER- From info I've seen posted on Genie, it appears that the new 
receiver from Grove Enterprises will be available in October 1992. 

WEAK SIGNAL TUNING TIP-One technique used to find weak signals when band-scanning 
is to tune inSSB mode. As one tunes across a signal a whistle(heterodyne or beat note) is heard. 
When the receiver is tuned to the point where the whistle decreases in frequency and then 
disappears (called "zero beat") the receiver is tuned to the broadcast station's carrier frequency. 
Although it may be obvious to some, it took me a while to figure out the following convention: 
when tuning from the high end of a band to the lower end, use LSB mode; use US B for the opposite 
direction. This will cause the pitch of the beat note to decrease as the receiver is tuned closer lo 
the s tation's frequency.

I hope that summer in your location was better 
than we experienced here in western New 
York. Lots of rain and cool temperatures. Much 
of that rain was produced by thunderstorms 
which, of course, produces much static which 
doesn't produce very good listening conditions 
for the signals coming from Africa. Needless to 
say, not much time was spent twisting t he 
knobs during the last few months. Hopefully, 
that will change very shortly. I did spend some 
t ime upgrading and reinforcing my antennas 
however, so hopefully we'll be able to report on 
some interesting reception over the next few 
months. 

Continuin~ on with our tour of the African 
nations with some DX and QSL tips for those 
who would like to increase their reception and 
verification totals - - here are a few more 
targets. CAil times listed ore UTCJ. 

14.) Cha d - is a rather easy catch in eastern 
NortflArnerica. Radiodiffusion Natonale 
Tchadienne can often be heard transmitting 
with 100 kW of power at the following times 
a nd frequencies: 

0330 · 0600 & 1830 · 2200 on 4904.5 kHz 
1300- 1400on 7120 kHz 

The la tter time a nd frequency is only very 
rarely heard here due to time of day and 
crowded frequency conditions. This station 
broadcasts in the French language and for best 
QSL results, your report should be written in 
the same. A reply from this station usually 
takes a month or two. A few IRC's, mint stamps 
or a dollar will help to encourage a reply. 

A challenging DX target to aim for is Radio 
Moundou. Transmitting wit h only 5 kW of 
power, this station is not widely received. Try 
listening at the following times end frequency: 

0500 · 0800 & 1400 . 1830 on 5286.1 v kilt 

This station broadcasts primarily in French, 
Ar abic end Sara. A~ain, a report in French 
a long with IRC's, Mint Stamps and/or dollars 
may result in a rare and rewarding QSL card or 
letter in one or two months. For NASWA 
country counting purposes these stations would 
also be counted as "CHAD". Simple enough! 

15.) Nigeria - is another r ela tive ly easy 
African nation to hear in North America. There 
ore numerous stations that comprise Radio 
Nigeria and they broadcast primarily in 
English. Try a few of the following stations:

Most programs are in English. Replies from this 
station are much more reliable and expedient. 
Return postage is not a lways necessa ry but 
IRC's or Mint Stamps do seem to help. 

Warning: As a lmost anyone who hes ever 
written to Nigerian radio stations can tell you, if 
you do write to these stations, lou can expect to 
receive some strange letters in return. These 
letters ofien bring requests for additional money 
and/or other favors. These requests may 
continue for a yea r or more after your original 
correspondence. 

For NASWA country counting purp,oses these 
stations would also be counted as 'NIGERIA" 
except for the station broadcasting from Enugu. 
This location would be counted as "NIGERIA 
(Biafra). 

16.) Nl~eh - This land locked nation with eight 
million 1n abitants can also be heard from time 
lo time in North America. The principle 
language of this notion is French, but English is 
also widely spoken. Try listening for La Voix 
Du Sa h el at the follow i ng times and 
frequencies: 

0500-0700 & l630-2300 oo 5020v kHz (20/ lOOkW) 
0700-1630 00 6060 kHz (4/20kWl 
0700-1630on 7 155v k.Hz(4120kWI

A report written in French along with the usual 
IRC's, Mint Stamps and/or dollars wi ll generally 
result in a QSL card or letter in a month or two. 
However1 this broadcaster hes been known to be 
a little bit stingy when it comes to replies. Also 
the same warning noted above also applies lo 
Niger. Don't be too surprised if you get some 
strange requests with your QSL. You wou ld do 
well to ignore any such solicitations unless you 
want to encourage odd correspondence for the 
rest of your life. 
For NASWA country counting purposes these 
stations would also be counted as "NIGER". 
Another simple one! 

17.) Namibia . This southwest African nation 
with a population of about a million and a half is 
slightly tougher to hear that most of the othe r 
broadcasters reported in t hi s colu mn. T he 
Namibian Broadcasting Corporat i o n 
tran s mits et the follow in g t imes and 
frequencies:

Each of these transmissions a re a domestic 
service broodcost using I 00 kW tronsmi tters.

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hnrd lo receive in North America. And with the 
usual noise on the lower frequencies, these too 
can be difficult lo heor ol times. Best bet is 3290 
kHz neor your loca l sunset lime. 

With English being the primary language of 
Namibia, this is the language that you will most 
likely hear when you tune into this station 
although don't be loo surprised if you should 
happen to hear someone speaking in Afrikaans 
or some other loca l dialecl. 

A reception report will _general result in a QSL 
card in short order . P. Schachtschneider seems 
lo reply very quickly lo QSL requests. An IRC or 
other compensation is helpful and appreciated. 
Another easy nation for NASWA count ry 
counting purposes, "NAMIBIA". 

17.) Cote D'Ivoire · Continuing on our DX tour 
of the African continent, Cote D'Ivoire (or, 
popularly referred lo as Ivory Const) is a nation 
of twelve and a half m illion people localed on 
the west centra l coast. With a name like that, 
it's no secret that the principal language of this 
nation is French. RTV lvoirieooe is another 
relatively easy broadcaster to receive in North 
America. Try listening at the following times 
and frequencies:

Don't forget to 
enclose some type of means for re turn postage 
and some type of small gin may also be helpful. 
Even after a ll this, it may take three months or 
more lo receive your reply. Then again, you may 
not receive one at all. For NASWA country 
counting purposes this station would be counted 
as "Cote D'Ivoire". (I like these simple ones!) 

18.) Diiboutl · is a tiny nation that is situated 
on the east central coast of Africa at the mouth 
of the Red Sea and has a population of nearly 
350,000. Radiodiffuslon-Television D e 
Djibouti is another station that is a little bit 
laugher to hear and is probably best heard on 
the east coast of North America. Try listening 
during the fo llowing times and frequency: 

0300 . 2400 on 4780 k Hz (20 kW) 

French and Arabic are often heard on this 
station. A report in French is required for a 
reply from this station and again, a taped report 
may be very helpful. It may be two lo six months 
before you see a QSL from this broadcaster, if at 
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all. They are not known to be one of the best 
verifiers in Africn . Don' t forget some lype of 
relurn postage. 

19.) Burkina Faso · is a much bellcr verifie r 
and is a lso easier lo hear. With a population of 
almost ten million this western African nation 
uses French as its prima ry language. Try 
listening for Radiodiffusion -Tele visioo 
Burkina at the following times and frequencies:

This station has 
answered correspondence somewhat irregularly 
in the past, but they seem to be more responsive 
lately. Again, the usu al a llowance for reply 
postage in helpful and appreciated. For NASWA 
country counting purposes this station would be 
counted as" Burkina Faso" (This is ge lling too 
simple!) 

20.) Benin . is anolher small west coast African 
nation with a population of about five m illion. 
French and English are the primary languages 
of of this country. Try listening for broadcasts 
from the Office De Radiodlffusioo Et 
Television Du Benin or Radio Parakou at 
the following times and frequencies:

Since I nonnally record programs 
for later listening, I don't have the audio tape 
gear or timer switch capabilities to record 
several days' programs at once. 

J then remembered that our VCR can record 
at the same time every day with little fanfare. 
So Iconnectedapatchcord from my Sangean 
ATS-803 headphone jack to the "Audio In" 
RCA jack on the VCR. I then set up the 
Sangean and left it switched on. The 
arrangement worked just fine. All I need to 
do now is to figure out how to fit that VHS 
tape into my Sony Walkman ... 

Radio Beijing 
' It has been interesting to observe the stance 
of China as its former Communistcolleagues 
have self-destructed. China seems to want to 

_retain strong central control while 
encouraging a more open economic sysle~. 
Radio Beijing appears to reflect its 
government's ideology while presenting a 
more open face about China. 

As with my outline on Deutsche Welle last 
month I'll be focusing on a week's worth of 
progra~s at the specific time of 0300 UTC. 
Eastern North America is an easy target at 
that hour, using relayed transmissions .rror:n 
Radio Exterior de Espana and from Mauntama 
in Africa. I somehow missed recording the 
Sunday and Friday program; I 'll catch up on 
that next month. 

Dally 
Each broadcast begins with I 0 minutes of 

World News. The scope is worldwide, with 
some emphasis on Asian affairs and news 
impacting China. This news appears to b.e 
either broadcast live or taped very close to alf 
time. News About China follows for ab~ut 
4 minutes following the World News. Stones 
originating in China and stories ab~ut events 
affecting China are included. Busm.ess a~d 
economic news generally are prominent m

A four-minute editoria l, a reading from a 

government policy paper~ or a brie~ review of 
fore ign opinion on a particular topic follows 
most days. For instance, there was a three­
part reading of excerpts from a government 
"white paper" on China's prison system. 
Another day sampled Asian reaction to the 
Allies' latest strategic moves concerning Iraq. 
Monday programs do not have this feature; 
see below. 

Current Affairs, Beijing's answer to 
Deutsche Welle's European Journal , follows 
on UTC Wednesdays through Saturdays, plus 
every other Tuesday. It appears program 
references are to local USA days, not UTC 
days. The focus of Current A.ffa irs. is on 
events in China or elsewhere m Asia that 
affect China. Typical program length is about 
23 minutes. There are normally two to four 
stories covered in each edition. Economic 
developments, China's space program, and 
this prison system "white paper" were ~tory 
topics during the period I sampled. Sometimes 
a mus ical interlude is inserted if the program 
runs short of the 23 minute time block. After 
Current Affairs, there is a divergence of 
program material by day of the wee~. Here 
are the topics covered and the days aired: 

Mondays 
Sports Beat replaces the editorial feature. 

Topics include international sport ing events 
in China, or performance of China 's athletes 
in international competitions. The program 
airs weekly and runs about three or four 
minutes. 

Weekend Feature is the name for the 
following "package" of features. Ancient 
Science and Technology is a multi-part series 
investigating scientific principles practiced 
in ancient China. The role of magnetism for 
navigation was discussed. It's interesting to 
hear how these supposedly modern, Western 
innovations were practiced hundreds of years 
ago in China. This feature ran about 6 minutes. 

M uslc Album features music recorded by 
premier China orchestras. The sampled 
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program featured modern Chinese music, 
having a somewhat more Western 
orchestration. This feature ran 16 minutes. 

Listeners' Letterbox, also airing 
Wednesdays, features the typical male/female 
host pairings with background stories 
researched in response to listener questions. 
Questions were addressed on Chinese 
agriculture and tourism during the segment I 
caught. Musical interludes are included. 
Listeners' Letterbox ran about 15 minutes. 

Tuesdays 
Two programs alternate: China's Open 

Windows and Business Show. Both 
programs takea detailed look at business and 
economic development issues and 
opportunities in China. China's Open 
Windows seemed a bit like Radio Moscow's 
"New Market" program. The Business Show 
carried a lengthy interview with a Swiss 
company concerning Switzerland's 
involvement in Chinese ventures. Both of 
these programs occupied the 23-minute time 
slot otherwise filled by Current Affairs. 
China's Open Windows also appeared to 
preempt the editorial commentary. 

Learn To Speak Chinese is Radio Beijing's 
language training program. It also airs on 
Thursdays. References were made to a study 
guide that I presume is available from Radio 
Beijing. The lesson pace appeared to be good 
for those with minimal understanding of the 
language. Learn To Speak Chinese runs 15 
minutes. During the two Tuesdays I caught 
the program, I didn 'lhearan airing ofCurre~t 
Affairs during one of the two programs, as 1s 
indicated in their promotional 
announcements. 

Wednesdays 
Listener's Letterbox, described under 

Monday'sprogramming, again airs following 
Current Affairs. 

Thursdays 
Learn To Speak Chinese, described under 

Tuesday's programming, again airs following 
Current Affairs. 

Saturdays 
In The Third World features news from 

developing countries, and airs in the time slot 
following Current Affairs. Singapore was 
one of the countries featured on the day I 
tuned in. China considers itself the largest 
member of the Third World. I found the 9690 

kHz re lay from Spain to be the most reliable 
frequency in this time slot. On the whole, J 
found the programs interesting as a renection 
of the Chinese government's straddling of 
controlled government and liberalized 
economic policies. 

Radio Beijing's address was given as Radio 
Beijing, English Department, Beijing I 00866, 
China. Other times for probably easy catches 
include 0000, 0400, and 1200. 

BBC World Service Highlights 
At least I didn't lose the September issue of 

London Calling. The biggest news from the 
BBC isn't over the airwaves, it's in print: 
London Calling will cease publication after 
the October issue, to be replaced with a new 
JOO-page guide entitled BBC Worldwide. 
Actually, London Calling will be the center 
pull-out section of the new guide. 

This new guide will feature BBC World 
Service Television listings along with 
significantly more feature articles than the 
single article normally gracing London 
Calling. Technical articles, book/audio/video 
reviews, and competitions will also be 
included. The annual subscription will run 
£24 (about $45) after an introductory period. 
It appears this change was necessitated with 
the rapid availability of BBC World Service 
television. I don't know if any USA cable 
systems carry BBCWSTV or not; please 
drop me a note if you know. I should have' 
more details next month. 

The feature subject this month is the status 
of" Indians" (native Americans) in North and 
Latin America 500 years after Columbus' 
arrival. A one-time special, Hostages To 
Fortune, airs Monday, September 14th at 
OIO I and 1515, lookingattheNisga'aindians 
ofBritish Columbia. A second six-part series, 
The Invaders' Legacy, looks at Latin 
American affects of Columbus' voyage. 
Sundays, beginning September 6th, at 1615 
with repeats Mondays at 0730. Here are other 
feature programs, sorted by date. 

Sundays, 2030 - Brain of Britain is 
moving into the final stages, which means 
the questions get tougher. Repeated Mondays 
1215 and Tuesdays 0230. 

Mondays, 1715 -Slightly Foxed is a panel 
game in which entertaining wrong answers 
earn points - don 't worry, correct answers 
count, too. Reminds me of the adage "If you 
can't dazzle them with brilliance, baffie them 
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with ..... " RepeatsTuesdays0030, Wednesdays 
0830. 

Saturdays, 0415 - Good Books keeps with 
the Columbus theme, featuring books in 
which visitors to America recorded their 
impressions. This month's impressions all 
originate in the 20th century. Repeats 
Wednesdays 1445 and Thursdays 0815. 

Fridays, 0730, beginning September 11th: 
Farming After Communism explores the 
dilemmas facing governments and individuals 
as they grapple with new obligations and 
ownership responsibilities. The previously 
unheeded voice of the consumer is analyzed, 
along with the steep learning curve Eastern 
Europeans face on the principlesofmarketing. 
Repeated 1215 and 1930. 

Mondays, 1635, beginningSeptember2 lst: 
The Naturalist's Tale invites professional 
and amateur naturalists to describe wildlife 
encounters they consider particularly 
significant. Jane Goodall ("The Shadow of 
Man") is featured on the 28th. Repeated

This is the first in a series ofTechnical Topics articles which will focus on the theoretica l aspects 
of shortwave radio reception, broadcasting and propagation. The articles will look at each topic 
from the perspective of the non-technical listener but will have enough meat and further reading 
references in them to allow the interested reader to pursue the topic in greater depth. Com men ts, 
questions and suggestions from NASWA members are welcomed. Although I wi ll not be 
reviewing specific equipment items, it is hoped that a better understanding of the technology 
and issues involved will enable the reader to better understand the signi ficance of equipment 
specifications and published equipment reviews. 

INTERMOD HUNTING FOR FUN AND 
PROFIT 

Intermodulation (IM) products are the 
plague of the modern shortwave listener. In 
this article the techniques are described to 
allow you to recognize an IM product when 
you hear one, determine whether the IM 
comes from outside or inside your receiver, 
and calculate the possible frequencies of the 
transmitters generating the IM. You will a lso 
learn what, if anything, you can do to eliminate 
the interference caused by IM products. 

What is an JM product anyway? 
An IM is an unwanted signal which is 

generated by the combining of two or more 
signals in a non-linear device. Because the 
IM product fa lls on a frequency which is 
offset from either of the two original s ignals, 
the IM product can cause interference to the 
reception of the o ther stations. Non-linear 
devices which can cause !Ms are overloaded 
amplifiers, transmitter output amplifiers, poor 
antenna connections at the transmitter or 
receiver, and diodes of all kinds including 
those found in solid state receiver protection 
circuits. 

How do you recognize an JM 
product? 

The IM product contains a combined 

version of the programming of each of the 
signals which are combining in the non­
li near device. The JM product has a full 
carrier just like the nonnal AM signal excepl 
that there will be two or more programs heard 
simultaneously. !fat least one of the programs 
can be ident ified, there is a good chance that 
you can calculate the frequencies of the 
signals involved. (More on this in Part 2 next 
time.) 

It is important not to mistake independent 
sideband (!SB) transmissions for IM products. 
The VOA and others often u se such 
transmissions for the feeders to remote relay 
sites. !SB transmitters often cany one program 
on the lower sideband and another program 
on theuppersideband. ln a wideband receiver 
you will hear both programs simultaneously. 
This could lead you to believe that you are 
hearing an IM product. The way to identify 
the ISB transmission from the IM product is 
to configure your receiver for single-sideband 
(SSB) reception. You will hear one program 
on upper sideband and a different program on 
lower sideband if the signal is !SB. If you 
hear both programs on both sidebands, 
chances are you have found an IM product. 
The ISB transmissions also use reduced carrier 
power. When ISB is detected in an ordinary 
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AM envelope detector, the audio will sound 
overmodulated and dis torted. Normally, the 
audio associated with an IM product will 
sound clean but this is not necessarily true. 

How do I know if the IM Is being 
generated In my receiver? 

There is a very simple test. First tune in a 
station that is known not to be an IM which 
is about the same strength as the suspected 
IM signal. Insert a 10 or 20 dB attenuator at 
the front end of your receiver. This can be an 
external pad o r a push-button on the front of 
your radio. Note how much the signal drops 
on the S-meter. This value is noted as a 
reference for the next measurement. Now 
tune to the suspected IM and repeat the test. 
Remember that the mixingprocess that causes 
the IM is a non-linear process. I f the signal is 
an IM generated in your receiver, the S-meter 
will drop more on the IM than it did on the 
reference signal. That response resu lts from 
the non-linear nature of the IM generation 
process. If the IM signal is coming in from 
the antenna, the S-meter wil I drop an amount 
equal to the drop noted previously on the 
reference signal . 

If /Ms are being generated in 
the receiver, what can be done? 
. I Ms generated in the receiver arc a sign that 
something in the receiver is operating in a 
non-linear manner. T his could be due to poor 
design, a malfunction in the receiver or simply 
too much s ignal at the receiver input. There 
is probably no cure fo r poor design other than 

to donate the radio to your favorite charity 
so you won't feel so bad and then purchase 
a set with better performance. A malfunction 
can be isolated with proper test equipment 
and skill but that's another article. Overload 
is easy to fix. Use enough attenuation ahead 
of the receiver to just cause the IM product to 
drop into the noisecomingin from the antenna. 
Radio Shack sells a variable attenuator that 
looks like it should work in this application 
(Radio Shack PIN 15-578). 

How are the IM products related 
to the signals causing the /Ms? 

The most commonly encountered IM 
product is a " third o rder IM". T he third order 
IM is found at twice one frequency minus the 
other. Mathematically, the calcula tion can be 
expressed like this: 

IM =2F

-F

Where F 
1 

and F 2 are tl~e original s ignal 
frequencies. 

The structure of the IM products and the 
signals which cause them can be visua lized 
using Figure 1. Note that the space between 
the two signals is exact ly the same as the 
space between the upper frequency signal 
and the upper third order IM product. 111e 
relationship also holds on the low side. 
Knowing this allows calculation of IM 
frequencies in your head. 

Figure 1. Third order IM spectrum 
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As an example, WJCR operates two 
transmitters from a single site. One transmitter 
is on 7.490 MHz and the other on 7.465 MHz 
( assigned frequencies, actual frequencies 
arc lower). Using the above formulas: 

IM = 2 x 7.490-7.465=7.515 MHz 
upper 

IM = 2 x 7.465-7.490=7.440 MHz lower 

Tune to 7.515 or 7.440 MHz and see if you 
can hear the IM products. 

How are IM products generated 
at the transmitter site? 

Several possible ways exist but the most 
common shown in figure 2.1\vo transmitters 
are configured to drive one antenna through 
a multi-coupler. If the coupler is not tuned 
precisely, some RF can leak from transmitter 
1 into the output stage of transmitter 2 or

transmitter or coupler adjustment will cu re 
this kind of problem. 

Can corrosion on the receive 
antenna connections also 
result in /Ms? 

Yes, but normally this is not a problem 
unless you happen to live close to a 
transmilling facility. The diodes resulting 
from the corrosion become non-linear at high 
signal levels. Unless you Jive within a few 
miles of a powerful uroadcaster, voltage 
levels on the antenna will not drive the diodes 
into the non-linear portion of their trans fer 
function. But remember that hams, CB 
transmitters and similar stations can generate 
the required field s trengths near the ir 
transmitting antennas. Once the diodes are 
driven into the non-linear region, they can 
cause intermods between other signals.

vice-versa. The amplifiers provide the 
necessary non-linear e lement for mixing the 
two signals and generating the IM products. 
Another way the I Ms can be generated at the 
transmitter site is by corroded contacts on the 
antenna or feedl ine. Corrosion sets up 
semiconducting regions which behave like 
diodes. Many SW broadcast insta llations are 
localed near sa il water to enhance low angle 
radiation. The sa lt air can lead to corrosion if 
proper preventive maintenance practices are 
not observed. Signals from one or more 
transmitters can mix in the non-linear diodes 
formed by the corrosion. The signals are then 
radiated by the antenna. No amount of 

I know the IM Is not being 
generated In my receiver. How 
can I tell if the IM Is being 
generated by the transmitter 
site or locally in my receive 
antenna? 

The easiest way is to make use of your 
friends in the SWL hobby. Call up another 
listener. Describe what you are hearing and 
the frequency you are hearing it on. If the IM 
is also being heard at another location, chances 
are real good that it is being radiated from the 
transmitter site. 
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What if the problem Is in my 
receive antenna? What do I do 
about It? 

First make sure all connections are clean, 
soldered and protected from corrosion. 
Electronic supply houses sell special heat or 
chemical shrink tubing that forms a tight 
weather seal around connections. I use a 
couple of wraps of electrical tape. Each year 
before the start of the DX season I unwrap the 
tape, resolderlheconnections and then rewrap 
the connections. 

If the problem persists, a portable radio 
should be used to sniff out the exact location

where the mixing is occurring. Move the 
radio around until the IM is strongest. This 
practice is tricky because large metal objects 
like rain gutters can act like antennas. When 
you think you have located the culprit joint, 
short across it with a short length of wire. If 
the joint is defective the IM strength should 
drop when shorted. 

Good luck dealing with and tracking down 
I Ms. One more thing. If you track a radiated 
IM to a particular transmitter site, a friendly 
letter to the chief engineer would be in order. 
Nobody likes air pollution, even those who 
generate it. Until next time, stay tuned. 

Practically speaking, SW radio is an inherently low-fidelity medium, due to atmospheric noise 
levels, e lectromagnetic interference and heterodynes from interfering stations. Most modern 
receivers don't help due to less than optimal audio amplifier sections which add hiss, hum and 
distortion. All of these factors (and more!) add up to equal the "mud" from which lis teners try 
to extract a readable signal. 

Over the years, various approaches have been tri ed to improve on the audio quality of 
communications receivers. These include such things as the Kiwa Electronics MAP unit and 
the Sherwood Engineering SE-3 which basically replace the detector and audio amp stages of 
a receiver. They work well, but are expensive. There are a lso various brands of active audio 
filters which allow shaping of the audio signal between the radio and its speaker. These range 
in price from $100 to $300 and require some practice in use in order to obtain full benefit. 
Recently, audio filtering units using digital signal processing techn iques have become available, 
most notably the JPS NIR-10 for $400 (see the July, 1992 Journal for a review). 

Stoner Communications now offers theFC-11 "Fog Cutter" which is an easy to operate, passive 
audio filtering device. It is a 6" x 4" x 21/2" slope-front cabinet with a s ingle six-position rotary 
switch. On the back are two RCA phono jacks which connect to the speaker output of the 
receiver and an external speaker. There is also a 1/8" mono headphone output jack on the back 
panel. The device requires no batteries or external power supply. Inside are several capacitors 
and a large ferrite toroidal inductor. The front panel switch selects these components in various 
low-, high- and band-pass configurations with varying cut-off frequencies. Once connected into 
the receiving system, the switch is rotated to select the most useful response. 

Although a passive L-C filter like theFC-11 offers less steep cut-off slopes than an active device, 
I found it to be effective in reducing high-frequency hiss and low-frequency rumble/hum. 
Passive fillers like this are designed to work with a specific load impedance (i.e. 8 ohm speakers 
or headphones) but it worked well with 600 ohm headphones. My only major complaint is that 
the headphone jack is not the standard 1/4" size and it is not mounted on the front panel for easy 
access. The FC-11 is easy to connect and use and at a suggested price of $79.95 is relatively 
cheaper than alternative audio processing units. Contact Stoner Communications, Inc., 9119

I HAVE SEEN THE FUTURE 

(AND IT DOESN'T HAVE A TUNING KNOB) 

THE DYMEK DR-333 RECEIVER 
Computers have assumed a pervasive role in the SW hobby, just as in everyday life. From 

humble beginnings as logkeepers and reception report generators, their uses have expanded to 
control of our radios. With the exception of the cheapest analog portables, nearly every receiver 
sold today has a microprocessor in it. Many of today's receivers have provisions for external 
computer control of tuning and memory channel utilization. Stoner Communications has gone a 
step further w ith the Dymek DR-333, a receiver which totally eliminates the front panel interface 
and relies completely on a PC compatible computer fo r control of all receiver functions. 

NO KNOBS?!!! 
That's right - the DR-333 is a 7 1/2 x 5 x 2 1/2 inch black box with connectors for antenna 

(BNC), speaker, tape out, headphones, 12v DC power and RS232 (DB-9) along one side - and 
that's all. It requires an XT or AT compatible computer with 256K of memory, runmng DOS 3.1 
or higher with a 9600 baud serial port configured as COM I or COM2. CGA or VGA color 
graphics capability is required for running the graphics interface program and a mouse is highly 
-recommended for this mode. Two interface programs are included with the receiver - the Special 
Purpose Program is a graphics oriented interface which generates a receiver front panel on the 
computer display screen, complete with AF/IF gain and squelch controls, a frequency display 
which reads down to one Hertz, a tuning knob, "S" meter, dual zone clock, a "slider" for pass band 
tuning and pushbuttons for mode, bandwidth, AGC and five memory channels. These control 
functions are actuated by moving the displayed cursor to the desired control with either the mouse 
or the arrow keys, clicking the mouse or hitting the enter key, then moving the mouse or the up/ 
down arrow keys. "Hot keys" are also available (such as "b" for bandwidth) to move the cursor 
directly to a function. 

TUNING 
Frequencies may be tuned directly by hitting the "f" key, entering the frequency with the 

number keys, then hitting "k" fo r kilohertz or "m" for megahertz. In the graphics interface mode 
there are 15 available memory channels which are accessed by combining the "shift" and "alt" 
keys with number keys 1 through 5. "Manual" tuning is accomplished by the following process: 
clicking on the tun ing knob positions a cursor beneath one of the digits of the frequency display 
(the cursor can be moved horizontally with either the mouse or arrow keys) and that digit can be 
changed with the mouse or vertical arrow keys. The display will scroll, i.e. with the cursor 
beneath the one kilohertz digit, the display will go from 13,999 to 14,000 without moving the 
cursor horizontally. This process is much harder to describe than to actually use. However, tuning 
the radio seems a bit clunky at first, especially having to press two keys in addition to the 
frequency to directly tune the radio. I must admit I' ve been spoiled by the Lowe keypad which 
requires only the frequency be entered in kHz to tune the radio for any frequency above 3 mHz. 
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SEE WHAT YOU HEAR 
The big attraction of the Special Purpose Program is the spectrum analyzer mode. W hen this 

mode is entered, the receiver will scan across any user defined swath o f spectrum and display a 
graph of signal strength versus frequency over that band. The user can then invoke the "Find" 
command and move the cursor to a s ignal "spike" of interest and the radio will tune to that 
frequency. The scan is quite rapid and in most cases, clearly distinguishes actual signals from 
background noise. The only drawback is that the scanning steps (and subsequent tuning steps in 
the "Find" mode) are not user-selectable but are determined by the program based on the total 
width of the bandscan. This means if you're using ECSS tuning, you may not be able to zero-beat 
a signal wh ile still in the spectrum ana lyzer mode, however, you can get close and then switch 
back to "Radio" mode and fine tw1e. 

THE TEXTUAL RADIO 
The other program included with the DR-333 is the Standard Operating Program (SOP), which 

is an entirely text-based interface. The rather sparse screen displays titles of all parameters and 
their current settings. Along the bottom of the screen are the "hot-key" des ignations for changing 
modes and entering the Scan and Channel subprograms. Tuning in this interface is by d irect 
keyboard entry, again requiring the "f" and "k" or "111" keys or by changing the digits of the 
frequency display by using the "function" keys Fl through F8. Pressing the keys increments its 
respective digit one step, pressing "Shifi" and the function key decrements the digit. 

HOW MANY CHANNELS ARE ENOUGH? 
The SOP is capable of storing up to 9,999 memory channels, each with a unique frequency, 

mode, bandwidth, AF/IF gain level and a 15 character comment. Calling up the Channel menu 
displays the filled channels in groups often. Channels may be selected by typing in the channel 
number or by scrolling the channel list with the arrow keys. There is no way to index the memory 
channels other than by channel number. Adding new memory channels is menu-driven but has 
the quirk of entering an "o" to output to permanent memory in addition to answering "y" to the 
prompt "SAVE INFORMATION ABOVE (Y/N/E)?" which appears at the completion of the new 
memory channel entry menu. It is possible to scan any number of memory channels and log the 
active channels. The beginning and ending channel numbers of memory scans are not stored in 
permanent memory. Reading the log of a scan requires exiting the program and using the DOS 
"type" command. · 

BANDSCANS 
The SOP also allows the user to set up to 999 individual band scans. The user-defined 

parameters for each scan are beginning/ending frequency, tuning step, mode, bandwidth, AF/IF 
gain, minimum signal strength to stop on a frequency and stop time fo r an act ive frequency. 
Logging of active frequencies can also be specified. I found this to be the most expedient method 
to tune across a band when DX'ing. 

THE RADIO 
All the interface bells and whistles would be pointless ifthe basic radio performance of the DR-

333 were lousy ... fortunately, the performance is on par with its price tag. Frequency coverage is 
from JO kHz to 29.999999 mHz. Sensitivity is equal to o ther premium receivers. Selectivity is 
very good with standard bandwidths of 6.0 and 2. 7 kHz. The standard 6 kHz bandwidth filter is 
a ceramic unit and the 2.7 kHz filter is a Collins mechanical unit. The are two extra filter slots 
available which the factory can equip with additional Collins units. I found the unit to be very 
free of spurious signals and was very well-behaved in the presence of strong adjacent signals. I 
did notice a few quirks, however. I was unable to get the attenuator (a fixed -20 dB) or the squelch 
to work. There is no notch filter or synchronous detector. I also was unable to get usable audio 
when tuning in ECSS with the wide filter, although it worked fine with the 2.7 kHz filter. I suspect 
that this is due to the offset used for SSB reception with passband tuning. The audio quality is 
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very good. The enclosed documentation for the radio and interface programs is fairly minimal 
and not directed towards someone with no radio or computer experience. 

QUIRKS 
One unusual deficiency of the DR-333 in light of its total computer control is that there is no 

provision for unattended (i.e. timer) operation. What I found most annoying is that there is no way 
to turn the radio completely off without pulling the power plug. When exiting the control 
program, the radio will continue receiving the last tuned station. Even when the mute function 
is activated before exiting the control program, a hiss is still audible from the speaker. At first, 
I found the interface programs to be a bit clumsy, but I relatively quickly developed the ability 
to combine the use of the mouse, "hot-keys" and arrow keys to quickly manipulate the radio. I 
would recommend using multi-tasking on the control computer to prevent tying up the computer 
just to run the radio.There is an additional diskette supplied with the radio which contains a 
library of sub-routines (written in Turbo C Version 2.0) which someone with more programming 
ability than myself could use to customize and streamline the interface. 

RECOMMENDATION 
The DR-333 represents a unique (and visionary) concept in receiver control. One interesting 

potential application would be using the receiver in a remote location with computer control via 
telephone tines or radio link (which is probably a very appealing feature to government 
agencies). One other novel application would be to use the radio with a notebook computer for 
portable/DXpedition operation. I would really like to see what someone who is skilled in 
constructing receiver control programs could do with this radio/interface combination. Some 
changes that I would suggest would be a trackball instead ofa mouse for tuning, user selectable 
tuning steps in the graphic interface mode (i.e. 5 kl-lz steps) and a better system of indexing the 
memory channels, such as by station name or country of origin. The possibilities seem almost 
limitless. However, my present opinion for the general listening community is that a radio with 
a conventional front-panel user interface coupled with a computer interface offers greater 
flexibility and economic value. This opinion could change once some of the rough edges of the 
DR-333 are smoothed. 

For those who would like more information on the DR-333 there is an in-depth review by John 
Bryant in the 1992 edition ofFine Tuning's Proceedings. The DR-333 is available from C. Crane

Baluchestan-e Iran] carries programs hostile to tlie Iranian government & is believed to operate from 
transmitters in Iraq. A baghdad post office box is announced as an address . [But not given by WBI. 
[di)] The station was first observed 3n/87; previous frequencies include 9545, 7250 & 7180 kHz. 
Curre11t schedule is 1258-1455 daily in Baluchi on 11970 kHz. (WBI 8121) 

Il~AQ - R. Baghdad has added a second freq for its EE service to Europe, 1800-2000 on 15210 and 
13680 kHz. (fom Sundstrom, NJ, on RNMN rJn3) 

R. Bag~dad's resurgence has attracted jammers again during peacetime . The Baghdad outlet 
on 13680 kHz was totally blocked one e vening, but the next night neither Baghdad nor its consort 
could be heard. (RNMN 7/30) When Baghdad started up ton 15240 kHz in June it broadcast different 
programs each night, sometimes EE, sometimes AA to abroad, sometimes Baghdad FM. In mid-July 
they had settlep down with EE from 1400-1700 and FF after 1700 every other day. (VG on RNMN 
7/30) 15340 kHz (sic) is heavily jammed between 0100-0400. EE news is at 0230 between AA 
programs. 9650 is used for a service to Iran from 1600-1800, which is also jammed. (JM on RNMN 
7/30). 

Radio lrlllJ lntemational's NA service in EE went missing on 8/17 and 8/18. It's still audible 
at 2330 in the SA service on 151 80 kHz. The Iraqi News Agency has returned to shortwave with an 
RTTY bulletin on 13524 kHz closing at 1759. (fom Sundstrom on RNMN 8120) [ml] 

(Clandestine) - Voice of the lrlllJi-People still observed on 17958, 15470, 9980 and 9570 kHz. 
(WBI 7/31) 

A stati9n in Arabic, hostile to Saddam Husyan, IDing as News-Center of Free Iraq [Arabic: 
Markaz Akhbar al-Iraq al-Hurr] noted on 11 945 in the 2200-2353 period. Believed to be the same 
station noted on 15190 3/92, and may have had some connection with the Voice of the Iraqi People 
station.

Kol Israel announced 8/16 tl1at a new row has blown up around the joint VOA/Radio Liberty 
relay station planned for that country. The Society for the Preservation of Nature in Israel has asked 
for an urgent meeting with Prime Minister Rabin to express opposition to the building of tl1e station 
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in the (Arava?) desert. The request follows reports that Rabin spoke in favor of the station during his 
visit to the U.S. (Kol Israel quoted on RNMN 8/20)

MONGOLIA - Muran, Mongolia, 4894 kHz, heard at 1220 with Mongolian songs II Ulan Bator 
on 4081 and 4850 kHz, and Choibalsan on 4995 kHz. (David Foster in OZ-DX via DXPL 7/18) 
DXers should watch out for some name changes in Mongolia now that the Communist Party is out. 
Ulan Bator and Choibalsan [named after a pro-Soviet leader] are prime candidales for name changes. 
(Peter Dunn in OZ-DX via DXPL 7/18) 
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MOZAMBIQUE - A Voz de Renamo now has an "external" and a "domestic" service on two 
separate frequencies. On 7129 it was heard on 10100 kHz at 0500-0515, with an announcement that 
10100 kHz is also used al 1600-1615. But on 812 transmissions were heard there at 1555-1601. The 
station identifies the transmissions on 10100 on as being an "external service". Also, on 812 at 0515 
it announced that "within a few seconds" it would begin its "domestic service" on 7380 kHz.

NEW ZEALAND - R. New Zealand I11tematio11al had broadcasts of mgby matches featuring a 
touring New Zealand team in South Africa in the first half of August from 1330-1630 on 9510 kHz., 
except for Aµg . 10 which was aired 1630-1930 on 9675 kHz. (Tony King on RNZI Mailbox 8/6) 
RNZI published a special edition of exactly 92 QSL cards to mark the 25th Olympiad. This 
announcement was made once, on RNZI Mailbag 8/6 and 8/10, so tl1is item may be for the historical 
record only.

NORWAY -The Democratic Voice o/Bunna began broadcasting from Kvitsoy , Norway, on 7/ 19. 
It identified itself as belonging to the national coalition government of the Union of Burma. The 
sig11lll in Europe was drowned out by BBC WS on 17840 kHz. Reception in Yangon in July was 
poor, so changes were made. Ordinary AM has replaced compatible SSB, which cuts through the 
inten\ional QRM. An antenna adjustment has been made as well . The sked was later changed to 
1430-1530. (RNMN 7123) Moved to 17845. (WBl Sn) Harald Fuertofi, of the sponsors, Worldview 
lntemational, said his group and tl1e Burma Committee Norway had received the license from the 
Norw~gina PTT. The Norwegian groups then offered the facilities to the Burmese government in 
exile which will prepare programs directed at various etlmic groups in Burma. 7119 was chosen 
beca4se it is National Heroes Day in Burma. Broadcasts in Burmese at 1430 GMT on 17840 kHz. 
will reach B1mn<1 at 9 pm loca,l. Programs will begin with 25 min but the license allows one hour a 
day. The initial contract will nm until 9/3Q. (RNMN 7/17) 

R. Norway - is being heard from 2100-2200 on new 17845 kHz, ex 17735, which suffered 
severe QRM from VOA Philippines, beamed at the same time to tl1e South Pacific. Radio Denmark 
is h~d during the second half hour. (AC on RNZl 8/16) 

PALAU - The Voice of Hope for All Asia (KHBN) plans to add a third channel for the coming 
winter broa.d.cast season • thus potentially effective anytime on or after Sept 27th.

QATAR - QaJar Die Service is being heard on new 11910 kHz, ex 11750 at 0245-0700 and 
1700-2130. (Andy Sennitt on RNMN 7/30) 
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RUSSIA - A station broadcasting in Vietnamese, lDing as the Voice of Freedom Broadcasting from 
Moscow" [Vietnamese: Tieng noi To do phat thanh tu Moscow] noted by BBCM since 7/26 on 15580 
kHz at 1400-1500 (announced as 2200-2300 Hanoi time). It follows a transmission of Radio Moscow 
in Vietnamese. Jn May the frequency carried Radio Moscow World Service in English at 1400-1500. 
The transmitter is thought to be one of the 500 kw units in the Irkutsk region. The station gives its 
address as 121069 Moscow. 

This transmission is separate from Radio Moscow's Vietnamese service, heard at 1100-1200 
on 21575, 2 1505 & 15580 kHz; and at 1300-1400 on 21575, 15580, 15480 & 12070 kHz. 

A press release from the Voice of Freedom station, dated 7/15, said it would start broadcasts 
from 7120. Says it's world's Isl sw station devoted to democracy, freedom & human rights in 
Vietnam; would provide news & other programming not currently available to Vietnamese listeners; 
that it was a "broad international joint effort established by citizens of Russia and several oll1er 
nations". Says funded by various private donations. A "U.S. News & World Report" article 7/6 said 
broadcasts were being organized & financed by a group of former Vietnamese refugees now settled 
in the United States. (WBI 7/31) Radio Irina, The Voice of Freedom, is now on 15425 & 15580 kHz 
at 1400-1500 kHz. The opening announcement 7 /29 stated, "This is privately run Radio Irina, the 
voice of freedom broadcasting from Moscow. The Vietnamese program for democracy and human 
rights.• On closing it a nnounced , "We are looking forward to receiving suggestions from listeners 
supportive of tlie debate section. We assure you that we will treat as confidential the identity of 
writers. Our address in Moscow is 121069 Levinskiy Moscow 18/257. Telephone number is Moscow 
420-1228. Radio Irina, a privately run and non-political organ, is funded with contributions from 
various organizations , associations and individuals in Russia. Goodbye.• Russia's Radio announced 
8/4 that official Hanoi is unambiguously opposed to the station, and has said ei l11er tlie station or the 
Russian military base at Cam Ranh must go. (WBI 8/7) 

A dispute over control of Russia's leading liberal daily, Izvestia, erupted in l11e USSR the week 
of7/17. The Russian Parliament, which is dominated by conservatives [anti-Yeltsin hard-liners] voted 
to take control o f the paper. Konstantin Eggert, one of Izvestia's foreign editors, told Toni Spierman 
of Radio Netherlands' News Line that this is a worrying sign. "If Izvestia falls victim to 
parliamentary attack, well, that would signal l11at l11e progress of reform is really in danger, because 
l11e next step after quelling the freedom of speech is usually quelling general freedoms in all ."

T he powers-l11at-be will start going "Okay, what are you putting out and 
what are you saying, what are you advertising, what kind of music you're playing, and then, if worst 
comes to the worst, they might start saying "Well, don"t put this out on the air. Don't do this. Don't 
do that.• And that would be reminiscent of the Cold War era or the period of stagnation or call it 
whatever it is.• (RNMN 7123) 

•As for our future plans, many l11ings still remain uncertain and unclear. Preparations are in 
progress for a number of joint projects between Radio Moscow and broadcasting organizations in ol11er 
countries. . . . Jn the current economic crisis it is impossible to predict what will happen in the future. 
However we hope that RMWS will be able to keep up its work at the present level.•

SUDAN - Republic of Sudan Radio's Arabic service from Omdunnan is heard on 9190v kHz at 1 
0300-0600, 0800-1100 & 1900-2200. Times vary considerably from day to day. Continues to also· 
operate on parallel 7200 kHz. Between 1300 and 1700 the 9190 kHz channel carried National Unily 
Radio from Omdunnan , till 7/23. On 7/24-25 it shifted to 9170 & appeared to be used to counter 
broadcasts from Radio SPLA, which is hostile Lo the Sudanese government. In the past, National 
Unity Radio has often been observed to "shadow" the RJdio SPLA broadcasts. (WBI 7/31) / 

(Clandestine) - Radio SPLA noted 7124 & 25, Ii --• time since the end of May, on 9170 kHz 
in Arabic at 1300. The frequency was followed shortly Ir rnadcast of National Unity Radio, which 
has traditionally shadowed Radio SPLA. (WBI 7 /31 ) 

Radio SPl.A no longer broadcasts in English, exccpl for an announcement at s/on. The station 
operates at 0500-0600, 1100-1200 & 1300-1400 on ei tl1er 9170 or 9190 kHz, in Arabic, Sudanese 
colloquia l ARabic & Sudanese local languages. It continues to suffer from intermittent apparently 
deliberate co-channel interference from Republic of Sudan Radio and National Unity Radio, in 
Omdurman. (WBI 817) 

SWAZILAND - TWR turns out to be tl1e one on 3335 kHz here at 0256 with IS and English ID's, 
opening at 0300 in Portuguese, then into hymn. OM with ID at 0315, then a different program, again 
in Pt. Good signal; TWR-3200 and 3240 also on at this time, each with a program in a different 
African language at vy good levels. This freq was last used by TWR-Swaziland in 1986/87, I believe, 
for a listed program in Portuguese around 1800. 8/24. (Dave C lark) 

TWR very strong (totally covering RFO-Guyane) at 0420 on 5055 kHz w/ OM in German after 
hymn; 113200, still surprisingly good. Closing ID and both channels off at 0428 - RFO itself then 
quite good on 5055. TWR's English segment at 0430 presumably on some higher freq. Deep 
southern Africans were very good on 90160 meters in wake of the geomagnetic storm of the 8/23, 
however the Rwandese clandestine, R M uhabura, disappointingly poor when checked on 6339.95 at 
0435 - barely audible this night on E Beverage. 8/24. (Dave Clark) 

Swazi Radio has dropped the word 'Commercial' from its name; tl1e station now carries only 
religious programs taped elsewhere by various organizations. The mailing address for Swazi Radio

mornings. 9750 kHz is inactive. Radio Cidade, formerly R. Para/e/o 27, uses 6155 kHz Mon-Fri 
0700-1000 in PP, Sat 0600-0900 in Italian, 0900-1200 in PP, and 1200-1700 in PP and EE; Sun 
1100-1200 in Greek and 1200-1500 in PP. R. Cidade is fl 1377 kHz only on Sat at 1600-1700. Its 
business is now named Communities Broadcasting Services.

SWEDEN - ASEA-Brown-Boveri (ABB), the Swiss-Swedish electronics giant, has announced the 
sale of 3 x 500 kw transmitters to Radio Sweden to replace existing 350 kw equipment. R. Sweden 
had considered leaving SW altogether but a survey revealed that it was too early to put all its 
resources into developing a satellite service. (RNMN 7/30) 

T AJIKST AN - Tajik Radio domestic service, from Dushanbe, operates on 4635 kHz at 2340-1900. 
Address is State Teleradio-Broadcasting Company of the Republic of Tajikstan, 735025 Dushanbe, 
Chapayeva 31. Telephone 277327 (radio), 224367 (TV), 277497 (radio/TV guide) (WBI 8/14) 

The Second Program/External Service operates 0100-0500 in Dari & Persian for Afghanistan 
& Iran; 0500-1500 in Tajik, and 1500-1900 in Dari & Persian to the Afghanistan & Iran. All on 7245 
kHz. (WBI 8/14) 

THAILAND -The 1000 kw VOA relay in central Thailand on 1575 kHz has been hea rd carrying 
programs directed to the UN Transitional Authority in Cambodia. The UN is there to supervise the 
changeover period through elections in early 1993. The Voice of Free Asia broadcast at 1200-1230 
Mon-Fri is replaced by Cambodian. A second UN program is heard daily at 0000-0100, replacing 
VOA in EE. (RNMN 7/30) The second program is at 0030-0100, and WBI 8/14 incorrectly shows 
the 1200-1230 broadcast as daily. [ d f] 

TONGA - While vacationing in Hawaii in June, I heard a program of country & western music on 
5030 kHz. There were only two announcements in the 1400-1500 period, one just about 1458 at 
sign-off with a National Anthem. I received a rapid QSL from Tonga for this , and assume they were 
testing, since that time is 0400 s/off there. Only heard once despite many attempts, and the signal 
was pretty good at Hawaii sunrise. (Hank Michalenka, RI, who says he found Richard Wood on the 
~ts ofKona) 

TRANSKEI - Capital Radio is now on 7150 kHz from 0530-1700. 3930 kHz may be reactivated 
from 1700-0530. (Martin van Delft on DXPL 8/15) 

UKRAINE - Additional frequencies have been given to Ukrainian Radio's First Program in 
Ukrainian. Earlier, only the Second Program was well heard on sw. Further, Radio Ukraine 
Iriternational is now operating 24 hours in Ukrainian, Gennan & English. Three hours in German, 
two in English , nineteen in Ukrainian . T he latest expansion fi lls the 0630- 1300 gap. Radio Ukraine 
/nJernatlonal also has a limited service in Moldavian, apparently not a part of the mainstream Radio 
Ukraine lntemartonal service. (WBI 7/3 1) 

UNITED ARAB EMIRATES -R. Dubai has been heard on new 17890, ex 15435 forNA with 
EE at 0330 II 11945, 13675 and 15400 kHz. (Richard Urena, MA, via Fidonct and Andy 
Senniu on RNMN 7n3) 

UNITED KINGDOM -The M.V. Ross Revenge, home of Radio Caroline, was scheduled to be 
towed from Dover to Chatham, Kent, in mid-August, British marine inspectors willing . Arrangements 
had been made for a short-term (4 weeks) FM license on 101.4 MHz. with a 15-watt xmtr on Blue 
Bell Hill near Chatham, using programs produced on the ship. Taped programs from the ship are also 
being broadcast on SW by Radio Harmony in the Irish Republic, 6305 kHz at 1000-0200 Sat/Sun. 
It is also being heard early Saturday and Sunday mornings on the Dutch PTT transponder on Eutelsat. 
Negotiations for a Third World (non-ITU member) license for the station are still being pursued. 
{Chris Edwards and JM on RNMN 8/13) 

USA· WEWN, The Eternal Word Network, Birmingham, AL, expects to be on the air at Christmas 
1992. T he 140-acre site will be home to eight curtain antennas and 4 x 500 kw Continental 
transmitters. The transmitter hall was 703 complete in late July. Half of the curtain antennas are 
up. Test xmsns should start early in October. WEWN will try to cover two-thirds of the globe from 
the site near Birmingham, which raises many frequency management problems. So WEWN will have 
several compute r-controlled remote monitoring sites overseas and volunteer human monitors. 
Programs in 15 languages will be produced in Italy; EE, SS, FF, PP and CC will be produced in 
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Alabama. WEWN is negotiating for a time-sharing agreement with a Far Eastern transmitter operator 
to cover the back side of the globe.

WRNO is being heard on new 7395 kHz at 0300-0500 Tu-Sa at least; 0300-0330 in EE, 
0330-0500 with •r.a Voz de la Fundacion• in SS, lo back up WHRI on 9495 which is jammed by 
Cuba. Strong teletype QRM at times may or may not go witl1 the territory. (Mike Fem--CA) [ml] 

Radio Miami lnrernatio11al had clients' programs in SS on WWCR, 15690 kHz at 2315-2400 
Sun in April. (Nobuyoshi Aoi on RJMR 7/12) [ml] 

Media Network 8/19 was devoted lo a long retrospective on the Scituate , MA, SW xmtr site 
and the stations associated witl1 it: WIXAL Boston, WRUL Boston/New York, WNYW New 
York/Scituate, and WYFR Oakland. Lou Josephs, who helped JM witl1 the live show from the site, 
got his first radio job at WNYW. One of his duties was verifying reception reports. If you have a 
WNYW card initialed ·u·, it's probably his. The Scituate, MA Historical Society has no infonnation 
(let alone files) on WlXAL/WRUL or tl1e WWI Navy Proving Ground which previously occupied Ille 
site. One of WRUL's most famous exploits was a series of broadcasts in Norwegian during the 
German invasion in 1940, which warned Norwegian fishing boats and freighters to head for Britain 
instead of Norway. Larry Yount, fonnerly of WNYW, is now a staff announcer at WQXR New 
York. (Des?) Marshack is one of the regular voices on NBC TV. (RNMN 8120). [The three original 
transmitters at Scituate were designed and built by the WI XAL/WRUL staff. One or more may still 
be in use at WYFR in Florida.--ml] 

President Bush is committed lo all the U.S . international b/c outlets including Radio Free Europe 
and Radio Liberty, despite recent suggestions Lo close RFEIRL down. White House spokesman 
Marlin Fitzwater said 8/15 that tl1e president intends to see tl1a1 tliey remain active and effective.

UZBEKISTAN - Russia's Radio reported 7127 that a joint correspondent's office for Voice of 
America and Radio Liberty would open in Tashkent. ·For $150,000 a year Uzbekistan will grant 
tliesc radio stations all tlie medium wave and ultra-shortwave [VHf-/FM] transmitters previously used 
for jamming hostile broadcasts beamed lo Central Asia.· Another report on Russia's Radio, 7129, said 
transmissions will start 9/1. (WBI 7/31) [Wonder what tl1cy jammed with the VHF transmitters? di] 

R. TashkenJ' s second home-service program is heard on 15165 kHz most of the day until 1900. 
(Olle Alm, WRTH, via Andy Sennitt on WRTH 8/13) 

R. Tashkent has been heard witl1 what seems to be a new EE xmsn at 0 100-0130. Freqs are 
announced as 7235, 7325, 9740 and 11975 kHz. 25m gives the best reception in NZ. (AC on RNMN 
7/16) 

VATICAN - Vatican Radio noted on new 15025 kHz at 0150-0200• in English. 
(Hans Johnson via NU) 

VENEZUELA - R. Minuto, Barquisimeto, has asked for a freq change from 1340 kHz to 790 
kHz, and for a SW outlet on 4990 kHz. (?Vinter Benite Mojcs, Venezuela, in Pampas DXing 5/92 
on DXPL 8/15) 

VIETNAM -Hanoi noted in Australia on 6136, ex 6560, as early as 1 ll5 to 1215 +, with plaintive 
unaccompanied vocals in Hmong. (David Foster via OZ DX) 

YUGOSLAVIA - BBCM and WRTH staff checked 7/13 and found that EE to Europe is now at 
1830-1900 on 6100 and 7200 kHz. Material produced by tl1e UN Peacekeeping Forces is included. 
A second EE program at 2100-2130 uses the same freqs. EE for NA is al 0030-0100 and at 
0130-0200 on 11870 kHz. A third xmsn to NA is announced for 1130-1200 on 17740 kHz, but has 
not been heard. (Andy Sennitt on RNMN 7/17) 
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Belgrade was heard in EE from 0030-0100 and 0130-0200 on 11870 kHz with some RR 
interference. Transmissions for Europe are at 1830-1900 and 2100-2130 on 6100 and 7200 kHz.

ZAMBIA - ZNBC Domestic Service (Radio l) was noted on July 25th on 4909.8 kHz running past 
listed 0530 s/off on this channel. (Cedric Marshall via ODXA) Radio 2 Domestic Service (in English) 
is active on 6164.7 - sked unstated. Radio Zambia lnJemational's External Service has been 
tenninated. (Vashek Korinek via WOR via ODXA) 

Frequencies used by ZNBC in the past, but thought now to be inactive, include 3346 (R2), 
3290 (RI), 6060 (rl), 7220 (RI) and 9505, 11880 & 17895 (Radio 3 - the external service, which 
closed in early 1992). Current schedule of ZNBC Radio is 0245-0605 and 1500-2205 on 4910; 
0605-1500 on 7220. ZNBC Radio 2 sked is 0240-0605 & 1530 on 6165 kHz; 0605-1530 on 7235 
kHz. (WBI 7/10) 

A WARDS - Rules for the World By 2000 Award, sponsored by HCJB's DX Party line , have been 
revised slightly. The World By 2000 program of broadcast evangelism is a joint project ofHCJB (The 
World Radio Missionary Fe!Jowship), Trans-World Radio, Far East Broadcasting Co., and the Sudan 
Interior Mission, backers of ELWA in Liberia. QSL's from the following stations are e ligible: 

TWR: Short wave: Monte Carlo, Bonaire, Swaziland, Sri Lanka and KTWR Guam; medium 
wave: Cyprus, Guam. Uruguay. 

FEBC: Short wave: Philippines, Far East Christian Broadcasting Russia, KFBS Saipan, KGEl 
San Francisco, FEBA Seychelles. Medium wave: Korea, Saipan. 

SIM; ELW A (still silent because of U1e civil war in Liberia.) 
WRMF: Short wave: HCJB; medium wave: HOXO Panama City; and six FM stations in 

Texas (see WRTH 92 and M Street Journal). 

MW and SW xmtrs of one station do not count as two stations. The rule change allows a DXer 
to use MW and FM QSLs if he has them. The award requires at least one QSL from a World By 
2000 station in each of five geographical areas: Europe, the Americas, Africa, Asia and the Pacific. 
Of these five, one each must be from FEBC, HCJD [sic, not WRMF] and TWR. [FEBC Russia is 
in Khabarovsk in the Soviet Far East, but FEBC also has programs on a Russian network based in 
Moscow. Khabarovsk on 1224 and 9560 kHz is meant here, since the QSL policy for the 
Moscow-based programs is unknown.] 

QSLs from sites which have gone silent (e.g. TWR Tangier) are eligible. 
An endorsement will be awarded for nine complying QSLs. The endorsement used to require 

. 10 QSLs, but the count was changed to nine because ELWA is silent. If TWR begins broadcasting 
with high power on SW in Sri Lanka - and the transmitter is said to be en route - then the count might 
go back to 10. Anything more than 10 QSLs is impractical to administer as a side job. 

To submit entries for the award, send a list of your QSLs, copies of the QSLs on which the 
location and full data are legible , a nd one IRC to DX Party Line, HCJB, Box 17-17-691, Quito, 
Ecuador. (DXPL 811) 

EQUIPMENT -The French transmitter maker Thomson-CSF has developed a whole new approach 
to shortwave transmitter design. A large rotatable multi-band antenna sits on top of a reinforced 
building which houses the xmtr. There is no antenna switching. A whole xmtr site wiU1 six or eight 
such modules is far more difficult to silence than, say, the Iraqi 16-xmtr site which was silenced when 
its antenna switching matrix was bombed by U.S. airmen. Patrick Bureau, marketing manager for 
Thomson-CSF's RF division, said the new system is named • Alliss" from the names of the SW 
transmitter sites AUouis and Issoudun of Radio France International. 

JM: The modular system requires a lot of land but is cheape.r in the long run. 
PB: Telediffusion Frnncais made the calculations. A conventional system would costs 30% 

more. The second installation will be for Radio Suisse International at Montsinery in French Guiana. 
They want to cover both North and South America. 

JM: The antennas on top of each building can rotate. 
PB: In the past, rotatable antennas were used as stand-bys. The basic antenna covers 5.9 to 

26. l MHz, with two antenna systems, one serving 5.9-11 MHz and the 0U1er II to 26. I MHz. We 
have sold 17 complete models so far. 

JM: Of which 15 will be built in France. Thomson CSF says the patented antenna design will 
withstand windspeeds of 160 km/h. (RNMN 7/23)

Many of us turned away from the SWBC bands during August 22-26 to follow Hurricane

and 8080. Others tuned in the radio amateur net.s on 40 and 20 meters. But some of the most 
fascinating lletening comes from the Hurricane Huntere-those planes that fly into the eye of 
the hurricane. I found 13267, 10015 and 8876 to be most active, with NOAA42 and NOAM3 
reporting to KJY74 in Miami every 30 minutes. Other listed frequencies include 21937, 
17901, 13364, 11398, 9020, 6673, 5562 and 3407.
