Jerry Klinck, 43 Lein Road, West Seneca, NY 14224 
My most memorable DX catch actually is two, based on the two separate time frames in my 
shortwave listening history. The first took place during the Vietnam war when, after success­
fully hearing and verifying VTVN in Saigon, I set my sights on Y.O.Y. in Hanoi. After a 
concentrated effort at the dials o f my llQ- 100, I fina lly was able to put together a decent report. 
The next problem was verification, since we were at war and there was no mail exchange at the 
time. A good friend, Chuck Stanbury of Crystal Beach, Ontario, suggested I use his address in 
a long shot attempt to circumvent the postal problem. I did, and was r ever surprised and thrilled 
two months later when he called to let me know that I had an envelope from N. Vietnam at his 
place. I dropped everything and, at 11 :00 P.M., crossed the Peace Bridge and headed north. 
What was in the envelope was a letter of verification (which also stated that my report was to 
be acknowledged on their Vietnam Mailbag program November 29th, about which I wasn't 
particularly thrilled), a postcard and program schedule. In 1964, this was my most memorable 
catch! The second most memorable catch is actually three, and took place after a 23 year hiatus 
from the hobby, but was just as thrilling. After 2 1/2 years of casua lly listening for PNGs, with 
no success and a growing opinion that they just were not hearable in the Buffalo area, I decided 

"lo bear down and prove to myself that it could be done. Morning after morning I awoke to my 
alarm clock and faithfully scanned the 60, 75 and 90 meter bands for a trace of Pidgin. Finally, 
on March 7, 1992, I hit pay dirt. In fact I hit it so hard I was stunned and disbelieving. After 
regaining my composure I flipped on my first tape recorder, connected to the R-8, and began 
recording R. Sandaun. Since the PNGs were everywhere, I made a quick call to Frank Orcutt 
to tip him off, then went to work with the R-5000. S ince there was miraculously no interference 
on 3905, I zeroed in on R. New Ireland with my second tape recorder going to work. That 
morning I was able to log and tape stations in all five PNG radio countries, and am happy to 
say three have verified to date. As Frank would later tell me, that was the strongest opening he 
has heard in 20 years, for the east coast. That was a DX morning I'll never forge t!

Hi! I just thought I'd put in my two cents worth on Andy Yoder's complaint oflast month that 
NASWA does not "do justice" to the PIRATES. 

It is true that the loggings column treats pirates as a second class citizen, but I think the reason 
is of page limitation, not discrimination. Sam Barto, in his superb QSL column, gives pirates 
full exposure which includes a fu ll list ofvcries received plus many photo copies of pirates. I 
think his QSL column is equal to the one in ACE done by J.T. Arthur. All things considered, you 
cannot say that NASWA ignores the PIRATE scene. 

How many NASWAns are pirate fans? A recent broadcast of a new pirate station back in June 
which was fairly well heard brought in about 45 QSL requests. How many people were actually 
listening is unknown. Most pirates operate with less than 500 watts and really cannot be heard 
with any clarity beyond I 000 miles from the transmitter. What I am trying to point out is that 
the audience is limited and always will be. Die hard pirate fans should join ACE or subscribe 
to Mr. Yoder's inexpensive but informative Pirate Pages. Would I support a one or two page 
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Pirate Report in NASWA?Yes, as long as the majority wanted it and I didn't have to edit it, hi!

Well, it's about time I contribute to the Musing section of the Journal. Hope I'm not too late to 
take part in the top ic of"My Most Memorable DX Catch". 

At first I didn't know which station to p ick but I think I will have to go with Radio Nigeria, Enugu, 
on 6025 kHz. I had been wanting to hear this stat ion although it seemed to have been inactive 
for sometime with on ly occasional loggings in North America. This station counts as the radio 
country ofNigeria (Biafra). In December, 1988, I logged a couple of tentatives in the 0600-0700 
UTC range. Programming included news in a local language with possible mentions ofNigeria 
and Western African music. However, I could not get an ID. Around this same time Robert Ross 
of Ontario had a positive logging of them. I remember calling Rob to discuss the great catch. 
Most of the time the stations heard on 6025 were RadioAmanacer from the Dominican Republic, 
Radio Budapest or Deutsche Welle in Arabic. Also in December I had logged La Voix du Zaire 
from Lubumbashi on 7202 kHz, which was my HIC 199. I really hoped to catch Biafra before 
they became inactive again . On February 18, 1989, 1 tuned in 6025 at 0634 UTC. I heard a long 
discussion by two men in a local language. Right at the hour I heard an announcement in lang 
or vem or whatever you call it, 5 time pips and then a woman in English, "This is Radio Nigeria, 
Enugu". It was one of those situations where 99 times out of 100 you hear station Y instead of 
Station X on a certain frequency. Then one day, there's station X clear as a bell (well, almost). 
T here it was, my HIC 200. However, by I A.M. I didn't fee l that much like celebrating. It was 
probably a combination of the hour and a hint of disbelief of what had just come through the 
headphones.

Well I went out and put up some beverage antennas. I aimed a I 000' one at PNG for morning 
reception and a 600' one at Africa. A ll I can say is wow! It really made a difference even with 
my ATS803-A. Stations came booming in for over an hour after local sunrise. The propagation 
conditions were really good on August 3 1st and September I st (Solar F lux-95, A lndex-5 and 
K Index- I). But I think that was on ly a small part of the reason why my radio reception was so 
great. The main reason was the beverage antennas. I am convinced that the weak point in my 
listening post at home is my antenna. I would really encourage other DXers to put up some 
beverage antennas. You won't be disappointed.

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A Special Report From The NASWA Country Committee 

After several months of discussion and deliberation, the NASWA Country List Committee has 
voted to add the following radio countries to the NASWA Country List. (Please insert in your 
list, in alphabetical order under the appropriate continent: 

Asia -- BAHRAIN 

Oceania -- PALAU 

The reason for these additions is that both areas now have shortwave broadcasting stations. 

The breakup of the former Soviet Union clearly did not catch your country list committee asleep 
at the switch. In fact, the committee's decision to grant separate country s tatus was years ahead 
of its time, hil However, while not changing the number of ex-USSR countries, name changes 
are required. Please make the following changes in your list:

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In addition, the committee considered the Yugoslav situation at some length. A majority 
concluded that it is premature to add Croatia, Bosnia-Herzegovina, etc. to the NASWA list. The 
committee's long-standing policy ofnot removing a country once it is included in the list makes 
us somewhat conservative in adding new ones. We are not comfortable making permanent 
additions to the list while major civil warfare is continuing in the Baltic region. The committee 
voted to monitor events and again consider the Yugoslav situation in 1993. Since any changes 
that might result would be applied retroactively to earlier loggings, NASWA members may want 
to log and verify now various broadcasting organizations and transmitter sites in the region . 

The committee also considered the Eritrean situation in detail. In May 199 1, the Ethiopian 
Peoples' Revolutionary Front (EPDRF) took control of the Addis Ababa government. The 
central government troops, battling the separatist Eritrean Peoples' Liberation Front (EPLF). 
surrendered, ending the long civil war. The EPDRF has not challenged the provisional 
government EPLF then formed. A referendum supposedly is scheduled for 1993, to determine 
ifthe Eritrean people choose independence or some type of confederation w ith Ethiopia. The 
country list committee, however, is sat isfied that since Jan. I , 1979, the EPLF's heretofore 
clandestine radio, the Voice of the Broad Masses of Eritrea has been operating from Fah, a 
location within Eritrean borders. 

If a future (1993) referendum results in independence, Eritrea automatically and immediately 
will be added to the NASWA country list, with loggings and verifications retroactive to Jan. I , 
1979 qualifying. We think it likely that Eritrea eventually will be added to the country lis t, so 
we note that NASWA members may wish to log and verify the Voice of the Broad Masses of 
Eritrea now, if they have not already done so.

Raising Your Sites 

by Karl D . Forti,. 

Most DXers, and certainly most SWls, don't 
,know the difference between Kvitsoy and 
Konigs Wusterhausen, and don't care. These 
are transmitter sites used by major, easy-to­
hearshortwave broadcasters that some DXers 
try to identify, hear, and verify. 

T11e quest for Karlsborg, Bijeljina, Velke 
Kostolany and Szekesfehervar is easy in some 
ways, difficult in others. It's easy because all 
of these locations are used by European 
broadcasters that have English-language 
programs beamed to North America. But it's 
hard to identify, and sometimes verify, these 
locations. That 's where the challenge is. 

For many DXers, the primary goal is hearing 
and verifying as many countries as possible 
on shortwave. Others concentrate on logging 
stations. When you think of the real DX 
s tations, you usually imagine that rare 
Peruvian, or the elusive Indonesian.Granted, 
hearing a new Radio Budapest transmitter 
s ite is not as difficult as logging a 300 watt 
RPKDT2stationfromsomewhereinSumatra, 
but it can be a challenge, and often an 
interesting one. 

There are several ways you can determine 
where thetransmitteris. The first is to actually 
hear the transmitter location announced,

usually at the start or end of a transmission. 
T11is happens most often when a relay station 
is used. (Remember when the Voice of 
America used to make such an 
announcement?) Another way to determine 
the transmitter site is through information 
provided in the World Radio TV Handbook, 
Passport to World Band Radio, and in club 
bulletins like NASWA's Journal. And don't 
forget the station 'sown schedules and program 
information. Finally, the listener can request 
that the stat ion verify a particular broadcast as 
coming from a specific transmitter. T11is is 
sometimes the only way to know which 
transmitter location is used, and even this 
method isn't foolproof! 

Assuming that the site wasn't announced and 
the listener doesn't have a program schedule 
with transmitter information, the logical place 
to start is the good old WRTH. In each station 
listing, the WRTH has the exact geographic 
coordinates, given in degrees and minutes, of 
a transmitter site when known, along with the 
name of the site (usually a nearby city or 
town) and the number and power of 
transmillers. 

For example, Rad io Czechoslovakia currently 
has three transmiller sites, al Lilomysl, Velke 
Kostolany and Rimavska Sobota, according 
to the 1992 WRTH. The last site, al 20.00E/ 
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48.23N, has two 250 kW transmitters. Look 
closely at a map of Czechoslovakia and note 
where this site would be if Slovakia becomes 
a separate country. 

The Passport to World Band Radio (PWBR) 
is a relatively new source for information on 
shortwave broadcasts . Their listings of 
broadcasts by frequency, time, s tation, 
language and transmitter are surprisingly 
accurate, given the constant state of change in 
the shortwave spectrum. When using both the 
WRTH and PWBR, reme m ber that 
disseminating transmitter informat ion isn 't a 
priority for most stations , and schedules and 
frequencies--a long with transmillers--can 
change at any time. 

The most up-to-date information is available 
in the listener club bulletins. Pay special 
attention to Listener's Notebook and QSL 
Report in 111elournal, along with any articles 
focusing on broadcasters. Listener's Note­
book regularly has news items that can help 
listeners identify transmitters being used. For 
example, a re-
cent LN item 
had informa­
tion on the

possibly even with a special QSLcard, as the 
VoA did when a new relay from Botswana 
was put on theairin December 199 1. Speaking 
of QSLs, NASWA's QSL Report is worth 
checking each month to see which sites are 
being verified by DXers. 

The listener can go back and do some research 
to determine the site from broadcasts heard 
and verified in the past. Herc 's an example. 1 
verifi ed most of the major European 

broadcasters in 197 1, not giving a whit about 
the s ite at that time. I don't have a WRTH for 
every year, but I did save the WRTH for every 
year that I was active, including 1971. By 
going back and seeing which s ites were active 
in 1971, I have been able, in many cases, to 
determine which site I heard. For example, 
Radio Nacional de Espana, as it was known 
then, had a single shortwave transmitter s ite 
in Spain at Arganda del Rey, near Madrid, 
when I heard and verified that station in May 
of 1971. The 1971 WRTH lists the site as 
"Madrid-Arganda" at 03.31W/40.I8N. 
Several years later, more powerful transmitters 
came on the air from Noblcjas, Toledo. Both 
s ites are still active. When I became interested 
in verifying s ites many years later, I only had 
to send a report to Spain and try to get them 
to verify Noblejas,since the 1971 verification 
cou ld only have been Arganda since that was 
the only RNEtransmitterinSpainat that time. 

Radio New Zealand turned off its old site and 
turned on a new one. The o ld 7.5 kW 
transmitter s ite was located at 174.50Et

A discussion about transmitter sites would 
not be complete without a mention of the 
former Soviet Union. A number of years ago, 
Radio Moscow began verifying many 
transmitter sites on theirQSL cards. Suddenly 
it became possible, by writing to Moscow, to 
log dozens of new stations from all sorts of 
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obscure locations and places that were radio 
countries then and real countries now, such as 
Latvian SSR and Kirghiz SSR. 

But often, the stations were not where Radio 
Moscow said they were, and in fact some of 
the cities listed as transmitter sites were hun­
dreds of miles away from the actual sites. 
Several listeners located in Europe and Japan 
were able to figure out some of the actual 
s ites, and a publication called the U.S.S.R. 
High Frequency Newsletter kept DXers in­
formed. It's still possible to verify many of 
these s ites, and

Deutsche Welle began including the transmit­
ter site on its QSL cards issued shortly after 
Germany's reunification. This enabled lis­
teners to verify the three old Radio Berlin 
International sites in eastern Germany, 
Liepzig, Konigs Wusterhausen and Nauen, 
now being used by OW, alongwith Julich and 
Wertachtal in western Germany, and relays 
such as Malta and Antigua. Things are al­
ways changing in shortwave, and today's 
non-verifier could be tomorrow's friendliest 
station.If you do request a site on your QSL 
and the station sends out the card without ii,

knew the transmillers used forthesebroadcasts 
may have been thousands of miles from 
Yerevan and Vilnius. 

As mentioned earlier, the listener also has the 
option of trying to get the s tation to indicate 
the transmitter site on a verification card or in 
a letter. A good starting point is simply to 
send the station a reception report and ask the 
station, politely, to include the transmillers ite 
used for that broadcast. If you were able to 
hear a broadcast to North America on three 
frequencies, for example, you could report all 
three and request the s ites for each channel. 

Sometimes getting the sites written in on your 
QSL card requires extra work. The BBC no 
longer indicates the relay s ite on its cards (in 
fact they don ' t want reports at all these days) 
but transmitter personnel in some locations 
will verify reports directly.

That would lake 
some of the fun out of the moment when that 
Radio Norway International card arrives in 
your mailbox. 
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A Report On 1992 The European DX Council 
Conference 

by Gerald F. Kercher· 
I a tt ended the European DX Council 
Conference in Tampere, Finland, 21 - 24 
Augus t 1992. EDXC is the umbre ll a 
organization for DX radio clubs in Europe. 
How was it? It could hardly have been any 
better. TI1esponsoringclubs, The Finnish DX 
Association and the DX Club of Tampere, put 
together a world-class affair in terms of 
organization, physical plant, socia l gatherings 
a nd va ri ety o f workshops and pane l 
discussions. 

The conference location was a comfortable, 
very modern resort hotel located a few miles 
from the city center. The first ordcrofbusiness 
was a reception by the City of Tampere in the 
City Hall. This building, of museum quality, 
was opened one hundred years ago when 
Finland was a Grand Duchy of Imperial 
Russia. Such receptions are often part of 
gatherings in Europe and this one was well 
done with a barely noticeablespeech by the 
mayor followed by the groaning-board buffet 
and appropriate refreshments. After an hour 
or so socializing here, we proceeded back lo 
the hotel for the Friday evening session which 
focused on Latin America. The Finns are 

great Latin Amer ican DXers. A local member, 
who has traveled extensively in Latin America, 
showed slides of the places and s tations he 
has visited and played tapes of the stations 
being viewed and discussed. Incidentally, a ll 
of these sessions were conducted in Engl ish. 

Saturday morning was taken up with a number 
of workshops including: Computers and 
DXing; Med ium Wave DXing; DXing the 
VHF Bands; DXing and Broadcasting in 
Eastern Europe, the Past, the Present, and the 
Future. This last session and a similar panel 
d iscussion the following evening were the 
highlights of the conference for me. TI1e 
speakers included representatives from 
Estonia, Lithuania, Roumania, and Radio 
Moscow. I was mildly surprised to hear the 
fellow from Radio Moscow admit that their 
broadcasts in past years had been filled with 
"hysteric propaganda and lies". The situation· 
in the Baltic States is grim. The fellow from 
Estonia said he was a little tired ofhearing that 
the Soviet Union no longerexistssinceSoviet 
so ldiers still occupy hi s country. He 
emp hasized that these troops do no t carry 
Russian passports. Their documents were

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issued by the USSR. I asked him about the 
availability of shortwave receivers and he 
said simply that there are none in the s tores. 
None. Do not think, however, that the attitude 
of these broadcasters from Eastern Europe 
was downcast. Quite the opposite. Hearing 
them talk I sometimes wondered why, but 
they were cheerful and confident that better 
days lie ahead. Nevertheless, the problem of 
that Soviet "Army of Occupation" casts a 
sobering shadow. 

A few times someone in the audience remarked 
that radio get-togethers are supposed to be 
free of politics and commercial ism. All seemed 
to agree, hO\,vever, that given the state of 
affairs in Europe today, such topics could not 
be divorced from a meaningful discussion of 
international broadcasting and there was no 
effort to discourage such commentary. 

I will not attempt to describe all the agenda 
items. Everything seemed to have been 
carefully planned and was well executed. In 
addition, the conference reception desk was 
always staffed by knowledgeable members 
of the sponsoring units. An unusual display 
was a " DX Library" featuring files of 
magazines and other publications which could 
be borrowed and copied at the reception 
desk. A Listening Room was set up with 
various receivers and longwire antennae. This 
was open 24 hours a day and available to all. 
It was also equipped with a satell ite receiving 
system with an outdoor dish antenna. A 
Computer Room was available to test many 
kinds ofcomputerprograms. Demonstrations 
were made and public domain software could 
becopiedand international networks arranged. 
TI1ere were two exhibitions of special interest 
to QSL phreaks: a Latin American pennant 
exhibition and a Euro-exhibition ofQSLs and 
other material from European stations. 
Saturday afternoon we had a nea market. 
Also, following the Saturday night banquet, 
items donated by members of the sponsoring 
clubs and other participanats were auctioned. 
The auctioneer was a real comedian and 
everyone had a good lime. Some oft he prices 
paid for the auctioned items were amazing. 
1Wo envelopes of pennants and stickers, 
mainly from the 60s, went forover I OOFM, or 
over $25US for each lot. Your old Dad didn't 
bid. 

The hotel had a Movie Box channel which 

was available to the conference from 0900 to 
1700L and DX-related films were shown 
includingoneabouta DXpedition to Lapland. 
This is a popular winter event in Finland. 
They go up to a cabin or similar rustic 
accomodation north of the Arctic Circle, lay 
out monster beverage antennae on the snow 
and ice and DX away during the 23 or whatever 
hours of darkness! Obviously an acquired 
taste. 

There was also a 24 hours-a-day EDXC92 
Conference radio station, RADIOWORLDI 
This was an FM outlet located at the local 
university. The programs were mostly in 
Finnish as the primary target group was the 
public in the local area. Radioworld also had 
a studio at the hotel and correct reception 
reports were to be verified with a special QSL 
card. 

About 175 people were pre-registered from 
20 different countries. There were three other 
attendees from North America, all from the 
US: Lewis R. Coulbum, Maryanne Kehoe 
and R.C. Watts. In addition to the broadcasters 
already mentioned, Radio Netherlands, Radio 
Sweden, Radio Finland, BRTN Belgium, BBC 
World Service, Deutsche Welle, TRTTurkey, 
Radio Budapest and Radio Korea were 
represented. 

I have not attempted to cover everything in 
detail. There was also an enjoyable guided 
tour of the city. Lowe Electronics had a 
representative with their latest receivers on 
d isplay. Finland is perhaps the most expensive 
country I have visited in recent years, but I 
feel that I certainly had my money's worth. 
The airfare was most reasonable, in my 
opinion: $566US, roundtrip, non-stop from 
JFK to Helsinki. On the flight home, the 
Finnair stewardess asked me if I wanted 
chicken or reindeer for lunch. Don't tell Santa, 
but I took the reindeer! 

Why not plan to attend an EDXC Conference 
yourself? Next year it will be in the Canary 
Islands, 28 - 31 May. The 1994 venue has not 
been selected, but 1995 will be in Denmark, 
2 - 5 June. If you can take in only one, I would 
suggest pointing for Denmark. You will have 
plenty of time to save the boxtops and I know 
the Danes will organize an affair which might 
rival the one in Finland. I do not see how itcan 
ever be surpassed.

Radio Apintie 
The Dutch Influence in Latin America 
By Richard A. D'Angelo 

Ofall the active shortwave broadcast country 
targets in South America, possibly the most 
difficult one to log and subsequently verify is 
Suriname. At one time two shortwave 
broadcast stations were operating from this 
fonner Dutch possession. The government 
sponsored Radio SRS and Radio Apintie 
provided shortwave lis teners with two 
opportunities to hear and QSL Suriname. 
Today, only the latter station operates on 
s hortwave. Although Suriname is still 
represented on shortwave, Radio Apintie's 
low power operation and severe utility station 
interference make the station a difficult DX 
Target. 

The Countrv 
Suriname is located on the northeast coast of 
South America. Mountainous rain forests 
cover about 80 percent of the country. Most 
of the people live in the flat coasta l area. lt is 
the smallest country in South America, both 
in area and population. Suriname is 63,037 
square miles, or 163,265 square kilometers, 
and has a population of about 400 thousand 
people. Nearly half of the inhabitants live in 
the capital, Paramaribo. The city is the largest 
in the country and the chief port. The 
Netherlands ruled the country, when it was 
known as Dutch Guiana, until 1975 when 
Suriname gained independence. 

The L..and 
Suriname has a narrow coastal area of flat 
swampland that has been drained for farming. 
This area extends inland I 0 to 50 miles, or 16 
to 80 kilometers, to the sandy plain that rises 
about 150 feet, or 46 kilometers, high. 
Mountainous rain forests with over 2,000 
kinds of trees dominate the interior. A high 
grassy treeless plain, or savanna, runs along 
the country's southwest border.

1l1ecountry 's climate is warm and moist. 1l1e 
average annual temperature is 81 • Fahrenheit, 
or 27° Centigrade. The western section of the 
country averages 76 inches, or 193 
centimeters, of rain annually while Paramaribo 
averages about 95 inches, or241 centimeters, 
of rainfall. 

The People 
The country has a mixture of many different 
ethnic backgrounds. Each ethnic group has 
managed to preserve its own culture, religion 
and language. Dutch is the nation's official 
language, but various groups use a creole 
dialect as a common language. About a third 
of Suriname's population are Hindustan's, 
who are descendants of people from India. 
Another third of the population are people of 
mixed European and black ancestry, Creoles. 
The rest of the country's people are 
Indonesians, blacks, American Indians, 
Chinese and Europeans. 

The Economy 
Suriname's economy is based on mining and 
metal processing. 111c country is the leading 
producer of bauxite, an ore from which 
aluminum is made. About 75 percent of the 
nation's exports are from raw bauxite and 
aluminum. Agricu lture plays an important 
role in the country's economy. The major 
export crop, rice, is grown on about thrce­
fourths of the fannland. Other crops include 
bananas, coconuts and sugar. 

The Station 
Radio Apintie began shortwave broadcasting 
in September, 1979. The station transmits on 
5,006 kHz fro m 0800 to 0400 UTC. Radio 
Apintie operates on 97.1 MHz FM with a 
Sintronic FM Stereo transmitter using 1,000 
watts and 4 relay stations with IO watts each. 
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The Gates 
medium 
wave trans­
mitteroperates 
on820kHzwith 
1,000watts. The 
station broadcasts 
programs in Dutch, 
Samami Hindi and 
English. 

Radio Apintie is the 
only shortwave 
broadcaster in Suriname. 
Logging the station will 
take a lot of patience as a 
utility station sits right on 
the channel most of the time. 
However, there are infrequent 
moments when the utility 
station is off the air or 

-propagation effectively helps null 
the interference. During these 
periods it is possible to get a good 
log of the station for writing a 
reception report. The key word is 
"patience" since utility station QRM 
will make logging this low-powered 
domestic broadcaster very difficult. 

On shortwave, Radio Apintie broadcasts 
to the people of the country's interior. 
Although intended for a domestic audience, 
the station is very appreciative of reception 
reports from abroad. They use a Philips 50 
watts transmitter coupled toa Linear Amplifier, 
Model 3K from Henry Radio, of 350 watts. 
The station uses a 5 element monoband 
Doublet Log periodic antenna with a gain of 
10 db. Since January 1992, the station has 
been operating with only the 50 watt

Radio Beijing 
A slight update to last month's information. The 
Monday series on ancient Chinese science and 
technology is part of the program feature called 
"China Anthology", or so it sounded. The 
sampled program this time around focused on 
the 3000-ycarold technology of porcelain firing, 
and was the I I th program in the series on ancient 
technology. 

Radio Budapest 
In the o ld days of Eastern European 
totalitarianism, propaganda dissemination was 
an important role of the shortwave services. 
Now, with most of these countries now looking 
West for economic assistance and guidance, the 
shortwave services take on the new role ofa long 
"commercial". Downsizing of services is another 
casualty of the difficult economic times faced 
by these countries, and Radio Budapest is no 
exception. Only one program - a Tuesday 0300 
program - was sampled this time around. I'll 
have more next month. 

The first block of features is entitled Newsroom. 
News opens this block; the news focuses on 
news about Hunga ry with no mention of 
international affairs that don't specifically affect 
Hungary. Commentary follows. No source was 
specifically attributed during the broadcast I 
taped. The commentary didn't seem to be 
necessarily government opinion. Press Review 
then follows. A review of both newspapers and 
domestic radio programs was included. This is 
the last feature in the Newsroom block. 

The second part of the program began with 
Sportsarama. T his focused on Hungarian 
sporting events, inc luding the perfonnance of 
foreigners in these events. The NewTraditionists 
followed. This was one of the more interesting 
features of the broadcast. This feature looked at 
the lack of patriotic rituals in Hungary. The 
homogenization of Ea stem Europe practiced by 
the Soviets repressed most avenues of nationalist 
expression, represented most graphically in the 
violent implosion of Yugoslavia . The program 
looked at the historical origins of the current 
state holidays.

Music And ... followed. Music with various 
unifying themes is played. The sampled program 
featured music about street names. The brief 
excerpt I heard didn't specifically feature 
I lungarian folk music - the song seemed more . 
Irish.

BBC World Service 
Highlights 
Perhaps the highlight for many listeners will be 
Brain of Brains, a special edition of Brain of 
Britain. Brain ofBrains will pit the 1992 winner 
against the 1990 and 1991 winners for the title 
"BrainofBrains 1992." Sunday, October I It h, 
2030, with repeats Monday (12th) 1215 and 
T uesday (13th) 0230. 

Following is a sampling of other features 
scheduled for October. 

Sundays from October 4th, 1401 - A second 
four-part series of interviews begins in the series 
About Face. A unique feature ofthis program is 
that it was put together by independent producers 
- not BBC World Service employees. This 
program is a "two-on-one" interview, with two 
interviewers and one guest. This format, as was

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person to act as facili tator, conducting the 
questioning, with the second person as the 
"processo r" , observing the questions and 
responses, and then intervening if a specific 
follow-up question comes to mind. The intervenor 
always has priority, which enables fewer missed 
opportunities for "thinking on one's feet" than a 
single questioner could manage. When the 
intervenor intervenes, becoming the questioner, 
then the other interviewer takes on the observer 
role. An interesting slate of interviewees is 
promised, but no names arc mentioned.Repeated 
Mondays 0630 and 1001. 

Mondays from October 12th, 23 15 - A twelve­
part series on '{he Learning World looks at the 
issues of school funding and managing in the 
United Kingdom and around the world. This is 
not only a UK issue, as the issue of education 
funding and management is a matter of debate in 
the US Presidential contest as well.

The US Department of State issues 
what are known as "Worldwide Travel 
Advisories". These adv isories a re 
available fo r nearly every count ry in the 
world and provide a wide range of 
infonnation 011 topics s uch as war fare 
and political unrest, which would he of 
inte rest to the trave ler. I've a lso found 
tha t these advisories can be bene ficia l to 
the hobbyist because they prov ide insight 
into possible clandesti ne radio act ivity, as 
well as the condition of local government 
and puhlic se1vices, such as e lectrical 
power, uncl mail service. I obta in these 
advisories via CompuServe. 

So, to give you a sampling of what 
can be found through this advisory 
service, I have pullecl some o r the more 
interesting items for Asia: 

BURMA - WARNING July 17, 1992 
S ummary: llle Department of Stale 
udvises U.S. citizens trave ling to Burma 
to defer all trave l 10 the highland areas 
and to exerc ise caution in the rest of 
Dunna. Occasional political unrest and 
insurgent activity in the highland regions 
continue. Unrest in the delta region has 
abated. Air trave l w ithin Bunna is not 
safe and U.S. citizens arc urged to avoid 
a ll travel on Myanmar Airways.

Curing ITV 

ITV is the acronym for Interference from 
Television. The SWL and the AM broadcast 
DXer have fought the interference caused by 
televis ion receivers fo r the past half century. 
This artic le shows how to identify interference 
caused by telev ision receivers and presents 
some ideas for curing or reducing the problem. 

What does ITV sound like? 
The sound of ITV is a rough, buzzy -

sounding signal every 16 kHz or so across the 
spectrum. The sweep circuits of the TV set 
tend to radiate s ignals at integral multiples of 
the hori zon tal and vert ica l scanning 
frequencies. In Japan and the weste rn 
hemisphere (with a few exceptions) the 
electron beam in the TV set picture tube is 
swept from left to right at 15,734.264 ± 0.044 
Hz. In addition, the electron beam is swept 
from the top to the bottom of the screen 59.94 
times per second. The signal that is radiated 
by the TV set is a composite of both of these 
frequencies. Every 15. 734264 kHz across the 
spectrum is a signal which is modulated with 
59.94 Hz sidebands. The apparent width of 
each signal depends on the strength of the 
signal at the receiver. In the case of extremely 
strong interference, the individual signals 
tend to run together causing a continuous 
buzzing noise in the receiver. 

What if the buzzes I hear are 
not spaced from each other 
by 15. 734 kHz? 

Most computer monitors use different 
scanning frequencies from those used in TV 
sets. The resolution requirements of computer 
displays require more lines per picture. This 
means that horizontal scanning frequencies 
will be higherand the spacing oft he harmonics 
will be greater. The techniques used to cure 
AC line coupled ITV are also applicable to 
computer monitors. 
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How can I be sure that what I 
am hearing is actually ITV? 

The easiest way to be sure is to temporarily 
place your rad io on top of your TV set. Connect 
a short piece of wire to the antenna terminal 
of the radio to act as an antenna. With the TV 
set on and receiving an off-the-air signal, 
tune the radio across its frequency range. The 
sweep circuit radiation should be loud and 
clear. Study what the signal sounds like and 
note the frequencies you hear. You wi ll 
probably observe that the higher you go in 
frequency, the weaker the radiation becomes. 
You will probably hear harmonics all the way 
up lo 30 MHz. As a final test, shut off the TV. 
The interference should disappear. 

OK, f know that my TV is 
causing the interference I am 
hearing. What can I do about 
It? 

There is no easy answer to ITV. A step by 
step investigation of the problem is required. 
When the mode of radiation is known, then 
steps can be taken to reduce the problem by 
means of filtering or relocation of antennas 
and fcedl ines. The first step is to disconnect 
the TV antenna lead-in or cable TV wire at the 
TV set. If there is a strong TV station in your 
area that can be received without an antenna, 
tune it in. This procedure allows the sweep 
circuits to lock up on the correct frequencies. 
If such a station is not available in your area, 
expect to find the interfering signals at a 
frequency which is offset from where they 
were originally noted. The signals will also 
sound different because noise from the TV 
receiver amplifiers will now be modulating 
the sweep frequencies. Check your SW or 
AM DC receiver fo r interference. If the 
interference has been reduced enough, the 
only filtering required will be in the antenna 
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or cable TV lead. If unsatisfactory levels of 
interference are still present, then more drastic 
measures will be required. 

Why does disconnecting the 
antenna cable reduce the 
interference? 

The lead-in is acting as a random length 
wire antenna to radiate harmonics of the 
sweep frequencies. Such radiation can occur 
whether you are using twin-lead or coaxial 
cable. Disconnecting the antenna lead from 
the set breaks the path by which currents 
causing the radiation arc radiated into the 
radio receive antenna. Normally twin-lead 
and coaxial cable work on the difference in 
voltage between the two wires in the case of 
twin-lead or between the center conductor 
and the shield in the case of coax. Engineers 
refer to this as "normal mode" propagation. 
In this case, however, the signal is radiated by 
what engineers call "common mode" currents. 
In the case of twin-lead the common mode 
currents flow in phase on both of the 
conductors. Coax feedline can have standing 
wave currents flowing on the outer shield 
conductor. 
· Most TVs sold since about 1985 have 75 
ohm coaxial cable connectors for the antenna 
input. In these sets the shield of the coax 
connects to the TV tuner chassis. This design 
minimizes leakage of cable signals which 
propagate via the normal mode. This approach 
can make common mode radiation of sweep 
frequency harmonics worse because the 
chassis of the TV set may not be at ground 

potential in the HF frequency 
range.(Warnlng: TV set chassis are often at 
a voltage above ground and may be tied to 
one side of the AC line. Do not attempt to 
ground such a chassis.) The only way to cure 
common mode radiation is to break the path. 
Luckily there are simple devices available to 
do this. 

How do you break the 
common mode path without 
incurring excessive normal 
mode losses or leakage? 

Radio Shack sells 75 to 300 ohm balun 
transformers which can be connected as shown 
in figure I to break the path for common 
mode currents. Each balun contains a small 
transformer which efficiently couples TV 
signal frequencies but provides a nearly open 
circuit for common mode currents. Capacity 
between the transformer windings will allow 
some common mode leakage but this 
capacitive reactance is in series with the 
common mode current. The isolation will, 
therefore, be best at the lower frequencies 
where the sweep frequency hannonics are 
strongest.1\vo of these devices are used back­
to-back so the input and output impedances 
are the same. 

What If disconnecting the TV 
lead-In does not ellmlnate the 
interference? 

The signal is either coupling into the house

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AC wiring or being radiated directly from the 
set to the receive antenna. Radio Shack sells 
a line fi lter (PIN 15-111) which may help. 
They also sell a power strip with built-in noise 
filter that works from I OOkHz to I OOMHz (P/ 
N 61-2780). If filters do not do the job, then 
try relocating the SW receive antenna to 
max imize the separation distance from the 
TV set and from the house wiring. 

By the way, neither the author or NASWA 
has any affiliation with Radio Shack. The use 
of their part numbers is only an aid to find ing 
a suitable item and is prompted by their 
ubiquitous, free catalog. You may be able to 
find similar items at electronic supply stores 
or at homeowners supply stores that carry TV 
antennas and accessories. Usually, these latter 
outlets have better prices but the speci fie at ions 
on the items they sell may be rather vaguely 
described. 

Another trick which may work for you is to 
coil the TV set power cord around a fe rrite 
toroid or rod for I 0 turns or so (Radio Shack 
PIN 273-104). This coil forms an RF choke 
which can reduce common mode currents in 
the power line cord. This techn ique can also 
be used on the coaxial TV antenna lead-in 
cable to eliminate currents flowing on the 
outer shield. 

What if the problem persists 
with the TV set off? 

This symptom indicates that the signal is 
being radiated from a neighbor's TV. This 
problem is particularly di fficult in mult i-unit 
apartment or condominium dwellings where 
a common TV antenna system or cable TV 
distribution network is installed. Diplomacy 
and tact are essential to finding which rece iver 
is causing the problem and then convincing 
the owner to fi x it. Un less you know the 
neighbor real we ll, I would not recommend 
you install the filters yourself. One problem 
you will encounter is that no matter what 
causes the next fa ilure of your neighbor's TV, 
you will be suspected of having caused the 
rroblem. Better to approach the problem by 
locating your receive antenna as far from the 
interference as possible. In this regard, active 
antennas such as the Dressler ARA-60 or the 
Datang AD-270 could help. The 1988 ed ition 
of the World Rad io and TV Handbook 
contained a review of many different active 
antennas in a wide variety of performance 
and price ranges. Act ive antennas may help

because their size is physically small and they 
can be moved around and oriented in such a 
way as to null out the interference. Because 
the signals arc radiated by the power line, the 
antenna or cable lead, and directly from the 
set, you can sometimes find a receive antenna 
location where the signals from each of these 
paths add out of phase and cancel each other. 
One way to predict whether an active antenna 
will help is to explore with a sensit ive portable 
SW radio. Borrow one from a fr iend before 
making the big investment in an ac tive 
antenna. 

Where can additional 
information be found on ITV? 

Older editions of the Radio Amateur's 
Handbook published by the American Radio 
Relay League (ARRL) treat this subject. I 
have been unable to find anything of relevance 
in my most recent edition. My 1972 edition, 
page 501, has some additional hints. This 
same publication shows the design of 300 
ohm balanced and 75 ohm unbalanced high­
pass filters which may reduce normal mode 
radiation from the antenna. Such filters are 
also available from Radio Shack for 75 ohm 
coaxial cable TV feed lines (PIN 15-579) if 
you don't want to build your own. · 

The ARRL also has a relative ly new 
publication, "Interference Handbook", which 
could help. I have not seen this book so I 
cannot verify whether it discusses ITV in any 
greater depth than was presented here. The 
ARRL ID is #605 1 and it is advertised in QST 
at $12. 

If you really want to dig into an engineering 
level text on the general subject of radiated 
and conducted interference, I can recommend 
"Radio Frequency Interference Handbook" 
published by NASA. The NASA ID number is 
NASA-SP-3067. The National Technical 
Infonnation Service, Springfield, VA 22 151 
sold copies of this 264 page, taxpayer­
subsidized tome for only $3.00 in 1971. It 
may still be available. The Library of Congress 
Card No. is 74-174579. It is the best book I 
have found on the subject measured using the 
quantitative yardstick of dollars per pound.

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PHILLIPS DC-777 AUTOMOBILE SW RADIO 

Have you ever been driving and become 
exasperated trying to find a station that you 
wanted to listen to? Have you ever thought to 
yourself while driving "Gee, ifl was at home 
now I could be listening to "Newshour" on 
the Beeb?" Thanks to Phillips Car Stereo, 
there is now a civilized solution to the problem 
of mobile SWI.! ing. 

Whileovertheyears there have been various 
convertors sold to allow SW reception in 
conjunction with a car MW radio, these have 
never met with a great deal o f success or 
popularity. Kenwood introduced the RZ-1 
wideband mobile receiver a few years ago, 

. but this was intended more for the scanner 
enthusiast and performed poorly on SW, 
according to the reports I've seen. The Phillips 
DC-777 is a completely different animal. It is 
a standard s ize in-dash car radio/stereo 
cassette player which receives MW/FM 
stereo/SW. It is designed to fit into a DIN 
standard dash cut-out (183 x 52 mm) and 
provides an output power of 20 walls per 
channel w ith 2 speakers and 7 watts per 
speaker with 4 speakers. The list price is 
$599, but the street price is around $400. 

AVAILABILITY 
For a while, only gray-market European 

models with long-wave coverage (144-288 
kHz) and MW tuning steps of 9 kHz were 
available in North America. But now there is 
a NA specific model being distributed by 
Auto-Sound Companies, Inc. through several 
dealers (call 800-328-0795 for more 
information and the dealer nearest to you). 
T his version drops longwave coverage and 
tunes the MW band in 10 kllz steps. Both 
models tune in one kHz steps on shortwave. 

FEATURES 
The DC-777 is somewhat unusual in 

appearance. On the lefi s ide is an LCD display 
and two rows of five pushbuttons each. In the 
middle is the cassette door and a drop-down 
panel with three push-buttons on the bottom 
edge. On the right are the cassette eject and 
fast-wind buttons and the only rotary control 
on the unit - and it's not a tuning knob!! It's 
the volume control, as well as the balance, 
fader, treble and bass control, when these 
functions arc selected by the "Audio" 
pushbutton. Tuning is accomplished by the 
Up/Down pushbuttons which default to the 
search mode, i.e. the radio steps in the defined 
tuning step for the mode until a station is 
found, then the scan stops until the button is 
pushed again. These buttons can also be_ use_d 
for manual tuning as well. Memory tunmg 1s 
also available, with 10 available memories 
fo r MW and FM (5 user-defined and 5 with 
theAulo-Store function) and 20 on shortwave. 
There is also a direct entry keypad which 
opens out from the front panel when a release 
button is pushed. Frequency coverage is 531-
1611 kHz(MW), 87.5- 108 MHz(FM) and 
3170-21910 kHz on SW. The SW coverage is 
continuous only when in the manual or keypad 
tuning modes-when in Search tuning mode, 
the radio tunes only within the international 
broadcasting "meter band" segments (90 
through 13 meters). The exact coverage (in 
kHz) within these segments is: 90m: 3200-
3400, 75m: 3950-4000, 60m: 4750-5060, 
49m: 5950-6200, 41 m: 7100-7300, 31 m: 
9500-9900,25m: I 1650-12050,2lm: 13600-
13800, 19m: 15100-15600, 16m: 17550-
17900 and 13m: 21450-21850. The unit also 
includes a 24 hour format clock and 3 
automatic timers to turn on the radio at up to 
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three different times on up to three different 
frequencies each day! Finally, there is a 
security code feature which requires the 
inputting of a four digit number to restore 
operation if power is disconnected from the 
unit. 

INSTALLATION 
Installing the unit in my car was fa irly easy. 

There's a sheet metal s leeve which fits into 
the car's dashboard cutout. The s leeve is held 
in p lace by tabs which are bent out behind the 
dash panel. The wiring harnesses and antenna 
cable plug into the back of the radio - the 
antenna connection is a standard automotive 
"Motorola" type socket. Besides speaker and 
power connections, there are two switched 
12 volt lines for remote contro l of a power 
amplifier and antenna moto r and an 
illumination line to allow the unit's display to 
light when the car's lights are turned on. Once 
wiring is completed and the harnesses plugged 
in, the radio slides into the metal sleeve and is 
held by spring clips. To remove the radio 
requires the useoftwo "U" brackets (supplied 
with the unit) to release the clips. The unit is 
finished in a dark gray, which fits in well with 
the black interior of my car. The display is a 
bit garish, with a mixture of red, g reen, yellow 
and orange characters. In addition the 
circ~fe~ence of the volume control is ri'nged 
by 11lummated red dots. My installation 
consists oflhe car's standard whip antenna on 
the rear fender and the radio is feeding the 
car's built-in power amp/speaker setup. 

OPERATION 
Once the "power" button is depressed, 

casse~e playback can be selected by inserting 
a ta~e mtothe slot. Ifa tape is playing, it must 
be e1ected to listen to the radio, although the 
radio does play during tape fas t wind 
operations. MW or FM are selected by the 
"Band" button and pressing the "SW" button 
steps through the 11 preset meterband ranges. 
The radio can be tuned in four ways. The 
safest way when mobile is to use the memory 
presets. There are 20 for SW - arranged in 4 
banks of 5 memories each. The top row of 
five buttons on the left are the memory buttons 
- 1-4 select the memory bank and button 5 
steps through the memories in each bank. 

Twenty memories seems to be a rather small 
number, but this has been enough for my 
needs. T he next method in terms of case is to 
use the search mode. Pressing the buttons 
marked ~ith arrows tunes the radio either up 
or down rn the defined step for the band until 
a stat ion is found. One can also select manual 
tuning by depressing both arrow keys until a 
beep sounds and then pressing either button 
to tune the radio. The unit reverts to search 
tuning mode if the tuning buttons are out o f 
use for about one minute. Using the d irect 
entry keypad while in motion is d ifficult as 
the pop-out keypad is flimsy and the buttons 
are very rubbery in "feel" . There is no aural 
feedback for t he keyprcsscs (until the "Enter" 
key is pressed) and minimal tactile feedback. 
On MW and FM, the five strongest signals 
can be sought automatically by pressing the 
"AST" button. These stations are stored in 
memories that are separate from the five 
available user-defined memories fo r each of 
these bands. T hat's how the total of .10 
memories for MW and FM are arrived at. 
There's also a "Mute" button to s ilence either 
the radio or tape player. The cassette player is 
an auto-reverse unit, which lacks Dolby noise 
reduction and bias/EQ switching for differenl 
tape types. 

PERFORMANCE 
I bought the Phillips DC-777 with very low 

exp~ctations. I anticipated lotsofhash, fading, 
stallc and poor sound - I was pleasantly 
surprised. There is a small amount ofn ltemator 
whine in my installation (in all modes 
including cassette playback), which has noi 
been improved by the installation of a Radio 
Shack L-C filler in the power line. Part of the 
problem may be due to the separate power 
amplifier in my car. I have not been able to 
locate the amp in order to try driving the 
speakers d irectly. Also , sensitivity isa bit low 
- WWV and R. France International during 
the dayt ime are weak and scratchy. I suspect 
that the low sensitivity may be because the 
unit was designed fort he RF-rich environment 
of western Europe. Sensitivity for nighttime 
international broadcas t signa ls is fine, 
however. It would be interesting to try one of 
the Diamond D505 active mobile antennas 
with this radio. Signal fading is no worse than

on fixed or portable receivers. Very rarely, 
the presence of powerlines parallel lo the 
roadway wil l slightly degrade signals. 
Selectivity is quite good and sound quality is 
excellent - the tone controls afford a good 
deal of flexibility in adjusting SW signals to 
taste. I'd equate the unit's performance on 
SW to be the equivalent ofa $200 portable. 
Performance on MW and FM is very good, as 
is the cassette player, although l 'd like to have 
Dolby noise reduction since I record my 
tapes with it. The search tuning works quite 
well, usually stopping dead on carrier, 
although it does stop on interference and 
spurious signals as well. This is particularly 
noticeable when a band is "dead" - the DC-
777 will stop on ignition noise in such cases, 
although this isn't a problem when signals are 
present on a band. Since the unit is a single­
conversion design, there are some image 
problems. For example, while listening to 
Radio Sweden on 21,500 kHz at I 530 UTC, 
I can simultaneously listen to a utility station 
on 22,900 kHz (two times the IF frequency of 
450 kHz). I can also pick up images of local 

broadcasters on the 60 mtr band during the 
daytime when there is no 60 mtrpropagation, 
which is due to intermodulation in the front 
end. 

OVERALL IMPRESSION 
I have no regrets about having bought this 

unit and enjoy it thoroughly. Of course, it is 
the on ly option if you want an in-dash SW/ 
cassette unit. The Jcom R-100 and Kenwood 
RZ-1 are available but are designed forunder­
dash mounting and don't include a tape player. 
I bought the unit purely to listen to the major 
broadcasters and that's just what I do - BBC 
and R. Australia on the morning commute 
and BBC and R. Canada International on the 
way home. The major changes I'd like to see 
are a defeatable RF pre-amplifier stage to 
boost the sensitivity when needed, Dolby 
noise reduction and perhaps more memory 
channels. The Phillips DC-777 is even more 
attractive now that there's a legitimate U.S. 
distribution network.

The Complete Guide to Reception Reports 
and QSL Collecting - By Gerry L. Dexter

Possibly the most cha llenging, frustrating, 
and yet most rewarding part ofourshortwave 
hobby is the collection of QSL's from 
international and domestic broadcasters. 
Unfortunately, learning the ropes through 
trial and error can bean expensive proposition. 
In 1986, NASWA member Gerry Dexter put 
together the first complete book devoted 
exclusively to the subject of collectingQSL's. 
That book not only filled an information void 
for the novice collector, it provided many 
techniques that veteran collectors never heard 
of before. With over 1,400 stations verified 
in his collection, the author certainly qualifies 
as an expert. Six years of additional research 
has lead to an expanded and revised second 
edition m aking SECRETS OF 
SUCCESSFUL QSL' ing a book that should 
be in the library of every hobbyist. 

Over the years, Tiare Publica tions has issued 
a number of hobby titles that provide useful, 
important information. Besides gelling the 
information together for publication, they 
have listened to complaints from hobbyists 
who demand full sized editions. The second 
edition of SECRETS or SlJCCESSJiUI. 
QSL'ing is a approximately 120 full sized 
pages - 8 1(2 x 11 inches in size. This full 
sized publication is easy on the eyes making

reading a breeze. The seventy-seven (77) 
pages of text concludes with a marvelous 
picto rial from the archives o f ANARC's 
Committee to Preserve Radio Verifications 
("CPRV") in which many great QSL prizes 
of the past are displayed to make the reader 
drool. C PRV Chairman Jerry Berg has put 
together some three dozen pages of radio 
histo ry in this bonus section. 

If you didn't read the first edition, the second 
edition is a must for any collector, or would 
be collector, of QSL verifications. If you did 
read the first edition, you will probably be 
amazed at some of the additional material 
added. Of special interest are the "war stories" 
which add qu ite a bit of color to the chase for 
rare verifications. The book not only is a 
good read but it is a valuable reference that 
should be on the shelf of every hobbyist. 

T he book consists of twelve chapters. 
Naturally, the basics are.covered in detail. In 
addition, all the special techniques and tricks 
of the trade are covered as well. Make no 
mistake about it, this volume is complete. 
Over forty ( 40) years of QSL knowledge has 
been packed into this book. There is so much 
information about QSL' ing in this book that 
a reread will be mandatory over time as the 
hobbyist gains experience and finds himself 
progressing to more difficult challenges over 
time.

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Featured Award of the Month 

Lets take a closer look at one ofthe more unusual awards in the NASWA barn, the "A II Continent 
'QRP' Dxer." The QRP or low power end of the hobby is often reserved for a special breed of 
HAMS who attempt to work long distances with fractional watts of power. The same cha I lenge 
is there, however, fo r the DX listener who is attempting to hear and verify a flea-powered 
transmitter from some far-flung part of the world. The NASWA QRP award requires that you 
verify a station in Africa, Asia, Europe, North America, Oceania and South America (no 
Antarctica) with the lowest possible power. The total wattage from these stations is then added 
up and must equal 50 kW or less. Awards are given for 50, 25, 10, 5 and 2 kW totals. Transmitter 
power is listed on some verification cards; if the wattage is not listed but is well known, then 
all is fine. The classic for North America, for example, is CKFX, Vancouver, with 0.0 I kW. 
Experience suggests that Asia will prove to be the tough area, so keep your eyes open for low 
power test transmissions and the like. The good bets change as stations come and go, so the 
challenge is always there and available, even for new fo lks to the hobby. Is thi s an easy award 
to get? Since NASWA started the awards program, we have g iven 72 - 50 kW awards, 62 - 25 
kW awards, 32- 10 kW awards, 23 - 5 kW awards and only 12 - 2 kW awards. So what the heck, 
give it a try and see, as the song says, "how low can you go?"

Eventually TWR plans to broadcast in Bulgarian, Romanian, Czech, Ukrainian, Serbo-Croat, 
Turkish and Russian between 2000-2300 UTC. This is lhe first contract TWR has ever signed with 
ano1her station opera1or. It expires in 12/94 but is renewable. The xmtrs were designed and built in 
1he USSR and installed by the Chinese. They arc mc1iculously maintained. firoadcast time lost 
because of breakdowns is measured in seconds per year. (TWR release on Bonaire Wavelength 8/29) 
Then tl1ere are tl1e stations where the staff can't count tliat high, so they measure down time in 
minutes. [df]

Calls 
to the second show came from the U.S., Canada, England, New Zealand and Australia. The 
Howards' son Chuck called from Ecuador where he lives. The beans nearly got spilled before the 
shows (which is why advance notice of the phone-ins could not mention their reason for being). Rich 
McVicar and Ken MacHarg were the presenters. Three U.S. callers were completely new to SW and 
DXing.

Following the collapse of the Mengistu regime in Addis Ababa in May 199 1, the EPLF took 
control of Eritrea and established a Provisional Government of Eritrea. As part of this move, the 
Voice of the Broad Masses of Eritrea took over the radio in the Eritrean capital, Asmera, which had 
been operated as a regional station of the Voice of Ethiopia. Since 7/1/91 all VOBME broadcasts 
have come from Asmera. Identification in Amharic is Yeh be Asmera Ketema Yemlgegne Yeslfiw 
Yer//rea hebz de1111s Yeamarlgna Agelgilot new.

The Voice of the Tigray Revolution (VOTR), which broadcasts in support of the Ethiopi;n 
People's Revolutionary Democratic Front, now announces that it is broadcasting from Mekele, the 
capital of the Tigray region in northern Ethiopia. Until recently the station has announced it was 
broadcasting from Addis Ababa. • 

One of VOTR's sister EPRDF stations, the Voice of the Broad Oromo Masses (VOBOM), 
continues to announce its location as Addis Ababa. The other EPRDF radio, the Voice of the 
Ethiopian People for Peace, Democracy and Freedom (VEPPDF) has not announced its location 
recently. (WBI 9118) 

GERMANY - Deutsche Welle is very happy with the Russian xmtrs it leased last year, because 
they are closer to the target areas. The only problem is with the modulation feed, because the 
modulation [land line?] network the Russians are operating is so complicated. 

Deutsche Welle is upgrading its relay base at Sines, Portugal , by add ing two rotatable curtain 
antennas. The fixed antennas at Sines point at Eastern Europe. The new antennas, to be ready by 
1/1, will serve W. & S. Africa and the Americas. (Peter Senger, DW RF dept. , on RNMN 9/10) 

Deutsche Welle plans to expand its satellite TV operations to the Americas in November. At 
present it has 90 min in GG and 30 min in English. 30 min in Spanish will be added and they will 
buy time on a satellite serving the Americas. Programs will be repeated several times a day. At the 
end of the year they may add a third satellite serving Asia. The problem is a shortage of space on 
AsiaSat I. DW may try time-sharing with a third pany who is not making full use of Uie time he 
leases. The Asian satellite may also be used for program distribution to ground stations. DW began 
satellite broadcasts in April. By the end of May it had received 400 letters (a lot for that medium) 
not just from Europe but from all over the world. DW's signals will not be scrambled and will be 
free for listening and rebroadcasting, but broadcasters must sign a contract because of copyrights on 
program content. (Peter Senger and JM on RNMN 9117) 

Suedwest Ru11dfu11k in Baden-Baden on 7265 kHz heard in NZ with ID and news in GG. (AC 
on RNZI 9117) 

GUAM - Typhoon Omar, which hit Guam at 0400 8/28, shut down two commercial AM stations. 
One lost its tower. Trans-World Radio's KTWG was the only AM station without serious damage. 
KTWR was off the air at least one day because the road to its SW xmtr site at Merizo was closed by 
mudslides and flooding. No staff members were injured . Several staff members had water damage 
at their homes, from the rain and from sea water entering second-story apartments on the shore. 
Guam's cable service lost its satellite dish. (fWR in-house dispatch quoted by Chuck Roswell on 
Bonaire Wavelength 8129) 
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September 4 was the 15th anniversary of Trans-World Radio Guam. KTWG, with 10 kw on 
801 kHz, was the only station [as heard] remaining on the air the week of 8/30 at half power after 
Typhoon Oar tore thru Guam. KTWR's four SW xmtrs and several curtain antennas were damaged 
but operations continued through 9/4. The xmtr building was flooded because a culvert draining the 
antenna field was blocked. KT WR's own a.c. generators sustained some water damage and may be 
taken out of service for needed repairs even if Guam's regular power system is not restored soon. 
The SW antenna are in use but will require inspection for wind damage. (fWR internal dispatch 
quoted by Chuck Roswell on Bonaire Wavelength 9/5) 

Greg Scoll, of Adventist World Radio Asia advised me that the typhoon which hit Guam on 
28 August was the worst for some 16 years. Extensive damage was caused to KSDA's antennas and 
feeders, and the transmitting plant and building were seriously affected by high humidity, and no 
transmissions were possible. Local power to the station was cut, and at the time, KSDA's emergency 
power generator was not operational. The generator was put on line on 6 September, but both 
transmitters fai led to function. Latest advice from the station was that it hoped to be back on the air 
by mid-September. Following a suggestion from us, KSDA hopes to introduce an additional release 
for DX-Asiawaves shortly, within the 0700-0900 period, on weekdays, when there is spare transmitter 
capacity. (Bob Padula, ADXN) 

HONDURAS - About 200 U.S. Peace Corps volunteers and some (U.S.?) missionaries began 
leaving Honduras 9/5 after receiving death threats from unlD leftist groups. (La Prensa of Honduras 
quoted on HCJB English news at 0230 9/6 via mf)

[Words I'll gladly eat.--ml] This is the result of two things: A drastic 
drop in the smoothed sunspot number (SSN) during the past six months, and the loss lo Russia of 
many USSR xmtr sites in other countries. Russia has stopped broadcasting via Cuba and Bulgaria, 
and has lost xmtr sites to the Ukraine and Moldova. Radio Japan Media Roundup's propagation 
forecast 9/13 had a SSN of 64 for early September compared 10 long-term predictions of 99 for 
September, 97 for October, and 95 for November. fn addition, Radio Moscow World Service made 
severe cuts 916 in the number of xmlrs in use in many services. The only Euro-Russian signal heard 
in CA in mid-September carried SS on 9470, before 0400.
