There Must Be Some 
Misunderstanding ... 
Ye ole' editor seems to have created some 
confusion by the way I printed the changes to 
the names of the USSR countries on page 4 
of last months Journal.

At least I have already received 
several letters from folks who believe that 
several of the "ex-USSR " countries have 
been lumped together. resulting in fewer 
countries, overall. Of course, this is not the 
case. Perhaps, therefore, it should be noted 
in the bulletin that the "new names " are to be 
parenthetically added after the old name. 

Thus, whatwasformerlytheNASWA country 
(for radio purposes) of Armenian S.S.R. now 
is Armenian S.S.R. (Armenia). And more 
importantly, based on concerns of the letter 
writers who have contacted me, Asiatic 
R.F.S.S.R. has become Asiatic R.F.S.S.R 
(Russian Republic). European R.F.S.S. R. has 
become European R .F.S.S.R. (R ussian 
Republic), Kare lo-Finnish S.S.R. has become 
Karelo-Finnish S.S.R. (Russian Republic). 

So, contrary to what several NASWA members 
have apparently concluded, based on their 
letters, these remain three seperate and 
distinct countries and have not all three been 
folded into one new Russian Republic. They 
may count all three, as bef ore, and have not 
lost two countries, as they f eared.

A Visit To Radio Canada International 

by Barry A Schwartz, N2SHP' 

While vacationing in the beautiful city of 
Montreal, my wife and I had an opportunity 
to pay a visit to the studios and offices of 
Radio Canada International, which are located 
at 1055 Rene Levesque Blvd. East. I had 
made an appointment for 10:00 A.M. with 
Maggie Akerblom, the director of audience 
relations. 

Upon arrival at RCI, we were greeted very 
warmly by Ms.Akerblom, and she proceeded 
to give us a personal tour of, as she put it, 
''what's left ofRCI". Severe cutbacks have 
reduced RCI's staffby half, and seven of the 
twelve foreign language departments have 
been terminated. Ms. Akerblom explained 
that the annual budget was cut by one-third, 
from about $20 million (Canadian $) to $13 
million annually, and other than French and 
English external broadcasts, RCI now only

broadcasts in Spanish, Chinese, Russian, 
Ukrainian, and Arabic. Naturally, listenership 
has dropped off. 

Ms. Akerblom showed us various production 
offices and studios, two of which were active 
sending programming to East Asia and 
Eastern Europe. We also saw the office for 
the Canadian Armed Forces Broadcasting 
Service, all hough their operations are separate 
from RCI's. 

We were shown around for about an hour, and 
then Ms. Akerblom put together a folder for 
me, which consisted of the following ( and 
much appreciated ) goodies: two RC! 40th 
Anniversary pins, assorted commemorative 
QSL cards, an RCI vinyl pennant, stickers, 
and, as an added "bonus", a Northern Quebec 
Service vinyl pennant. The Northern Quebec

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Service (on 9625kHz) is a separate service of 
the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation 
(CBC), and their facilities are located just a 
couple ofblocks east in the Maison du Radio­
Canada, a modern building at 1400 Rene 
Levesque Blvd. East. (fours are also available 
there.) RCI is a division of the CBC as well. 

I felt very sorry for the staffofRCI, because 
it seems as though a once vigorous and 
extremely popular international broadcaster 
has been reduced so dramatically so swiftly. 
Also, there is a bit of animosity towards the 
CBC higher-ups, because they regard RCI as 
such a low priority in terms of budgeting, 
fa iling to real ize how important and how 
popular Canada's international voice was

over the airwaves. The staff ofRCI does have 
hopes that they will be restored to their 
former glory. The biggest foreign protests 
over cuts have come from Germany, where 
RCI has enjoyed a very large fo llowing--Ms. 
Akerblom herself was in charge oft he German 
department. 

All in all , thetourwasquitenice,andmywife 
even commented to me, after we left, that she 
thought it was better and far more interesting 
than she had expected. If fe llow NASWA 
members find themselves in the Montreal 
area, give Maggy Akerblom a call at (5 14) 
597-7555 and make an appointment for a 
visit. It seems as though she enjoys taking 
listeners for a brief, but very thorough, tour! 
Thank ou Ms. Akerblom and RCI! ! 

I am relatively new to the DXing hobby. I have only owned a shortwave radio for about a year. 
While T spend a good deal oftime at my listening post during the winter months, I am very much 
a novice. Dwarfed by the giants ofNASWA, my countries heard and veri fied tally is a paltry 
135/80. Unlike the more dedicated enthusiasts of SW Ling, I tend to take the summer months 
off in pursuit of my other personal passion: watching live baseball. 

With all of my favorite minor league teams failing to make the playoffs and theOriolesslumpjng, 
I spent much of the month ofSeptemberpreparing fo r the soon to improve reception condit ions. 
I upgraded my receiver(DX-440 fora usedNRD-525) and hung my longwires.1 've been thrilled 
to find that many of my beloved 60 meter band African stations are rising out oft he static in the 
late afternoons. However, that is not what I would like to tell you about. 

I went to bed late on the evening of26 September 1992. Having had two pieces of pizza that 
night, r was not surprised to wake at around 9:00 UTC with a three alarm case ofheartburn.1\vo 
spearmint Rola ids later, I decided to check the receiver. Having failed to get Guyana (5950 kHz) 
verified last winter, I tuned in hoping that the Voice ofFree China would be taking a rest. Maybe 
little VOG would have a chance. Unfortunately, they couldn't be heard. 

By now half awake, I turned to the 90 meter band and found that the Papua New Guinea station 
Radio East New Britain had a fair signal at 3385 kilohertz. Having never heard them, I figured 
I would send them a reception report. One of my most treasured QSLs, showing a nasty looking 
Papua native in an elaborate costume, came from NBC Port Moresby. I was hoping that this new 
report would bring a similar prize. After finishing at 3385 I turned my attention to the 75 meter 
band, and quickly found Radio New Ireland holding its own with the hams at 3905 kHz. 

It occurred to me that the much fabled gray li ne conditions of September and October might be 
creating an opening to Papua. I excitedly began tuning through the tropical bands and had my 
suspicions confirmed. By daylight I had logged fourteen stations from Papua New Guinea. 
There were probably more to be heard, but I held at each frequency long enough to grab an ID 
and then moved on to the next. 
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All but two of the stations (New Ireland at 3905 and Port Moresby at 4890) were in the 90 meter 
band. My other catches are listed below. 

3205 Radio Sandaun (1 OkW) 
3220 Radio Morobe (IOkW) 
3235 Radio West New Britain (lOkW) 
3260 Radio Mandang (IOkW) 
3275 Radio South Highlands (!OkW) 
3290 Radio Central ( IOkW) 
3315 Radio Manus (IOkW) 
3325 Radio North Solomons (8kW) 
3335 Radio Sepik (IOkW) 
3345 Radio Northern (lOkW) 
3395 Radio East Highlands (lOkW) 

Radio East New Britain had the best signal throughout my listening time, but several ofthe others 
could be heard with great ease. Much to my surprise and delight, many of the stations were 
broadcasting in English. 

Fellow novices, don'tbe fooled into thinking I am a skilled DXer. l'mjustlucky. Receiving these 
stations was as easy as shooting fish in a barrel (sorry, fellow pacifists). Oldtimers, be gracious 
with me. I am very wet behind the ears when it comes to shortwave radio. In my log these 
fourteen stations all show as PNG. The NASWA scoring system probably counts them as twenty 
countries. Hi. Most veterans have probably had experiences like mine on any number of 
occasions. However, this was a special time for me. I woke my ten year old son so he could share 
my wonder. He listened to one station for about fifteen seconds, expressed his surprise at the 
fine signal coming from a low power transmitter far away, and promptly returned to bed. My 
wife didn't want to hear it and my daughter was sound asleep. DXing can be a lonely hobby at 
times. Fortunately, I've got heartburn to wake me and NASWA to share my adventures with. 

As can be expected, I intentionally arose early on the following morning. Reception conditions 
were much worse. There was too much static. I could hear eight of my friends from the previous 
AM, but theirsignalswere much weaker. However, I did not turn off the NRD-525 disappointed. 
Before the sun was too high in the sky I had heard the Solomon Islands Broadcasting Corporation 
(5020 kHz) for the fi rst time and logged a new Indonesian (4863.8 kHz). At ten kilowatts this 
is probably not such an unusual catch, but heck, an Indo is an Indo .

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Review: Countries Of The World On CD-ROM

I am an avid shortwave listener and computer 
"nut", and had hoped to find the Countries Of 
The World (COW) disc to be of significant 
value as an adjunct to listening to shortwave 
broadcasting stations from around the world. 
As it turns out, COW is of great value, 
assuming one realizes some of its 
shortcomings and doesn't expect too much 
from the database. 

One of the really interesting "hot spots" 
when I first received COW was Lithuania. 
Radio Vilnius (broadcasting from the capitol 
of Lithuania) had been a very interesting 
source of news during the past year and a 
half, or so, as the Communist government 
had been displaced by a more democratic 
fonn of government under the Sajudis Party 
of Mr. Landsbergis. Wanting to know more 
about Lithuania, then, I took keyboard in 
hand and went to the disc. Let's see what 
transpired. 

First, I went to the Contents menu, chose 
Europe from the list of regions, and looked 
for a country named Lithuania. Between 
Liechtenstein and Luxembourg there was 
nothing. OK, I thought, let's look under 
USSR, rather than Lithuania. Going to the 
USSR entry revealed a choice of five books 
including the USSR Yearbook '90. Choosing 
this book and browsing down the list of 
chapters revealed one on the Lithuanian Soviet 
Socialist Republic from Hippocrene Books, 
Inc., listed as "affiliated" with the Soviet 
Embassy in Washington, DC. Here, in the 
chapter on the Lithuanian Soviet Socialist 
Republic, I found five screens of information 
about Lithuania before the revolution of the 
last year. This points up one of the 
shortcomings of this or any other database­
being out-of-date the day it is published. In 
fairness to COW, however, much of the 
information is quite recent ( 1990) by CD­
ROM database standards. Another potentially 
problematic area of many databases is the 

source of the information presented. Often it 
has been my experience that the sources are 
buried at the end of an article or, worse yet, 
are not contained within the article at all. 
Here, again, COW is to be commended for 
presenting this information right at the 
beginning of the article, letting the reader 
know (in this case) that the information 
probably has a bit ofa political slant of which 
he/she should be aware. 

Next, I went to the Browse menu, Subjects 
submenu, and entered "lithuania". This 
revealed two subjects: lithuania and 
lithuanian, each with a single article . 
associated with them. Choosing lithuania, I 
ended up back in the same book and chapter. 
Hoping for more information, I went back to 
the lithuanian entry in the Subjects submenu · 
and, again, found myself right back in the 
same book. Remembering the importance if 
Vilnius in the events of the last year, l next 
went to the Browse menu and looked for 
"vilnius". Ah, that's better- eleven articles. 
There are six from Poland, A Country Study 
( 1984) from the US Army, and five others 
from diverse sources (including our friend 
from the Soviet Embassy). Most of these 
mention Vilnius in its historical context ofa 
Polish city which was part of Polish land 
which changed hands several times since the 
18th Century. This is the type of background 
information for which COW is particularly 
well-suited, as opposed to up-to-the-second 
data. 

The addilion of"snips" of national anthems 
is a nice touch, but having only about ten 
seconds, or so, of each makes them not very 
useful. Likewise, some of the maps are less­
than-useful, as well. For instance, the map 
supplied for Vatican City is simply a map of 
the central portion ofllaly with Vatican City 
indicated as a dot to the west of Rome. A city 
map of this very interesting city-stale would 
have been a better inclusion. 
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The Search Program­
DlscPassage 
DiscPassage (henceforth DP) is a competent 
retrieval program (on the PC) ~hie~ Jac~s 
sexy bells and whistles, but which is qmte 
fast and appears to work largely as advertised. 
I say "largely," as there appears to be some 
anomalous behavior in searching. 

If one uses the Browse Words menu, a list of 
words indexed in the database is presented. 
Going down the list a ways, we see that a 
whole series of entries beginning with 1970 
is presented. Now, going to the Search Words 
menu we enter "1970•", just like the 
directions say to enable finding all entries 
with 1970 as their first characters. 
Surprisingly, all we get is the message "Word 
1 Not found." This is too bad, as it would be 
nice to be able to get a (albeit fairly long) list 
of articles dealing with topics from, in this 
example, the Seventies. Other than this 
"feature," the program works well. My only 
suggestion toward making it a bit more .u~er 
friendly would be to have a search position 
the article to the first occurrence of the search 
term, rather than making the user hit the F 10 
key to find the first instance of the tenn. 

The review above pertains to the PC version 
ofDiscPassage. I ran the program on a Librex 
386SX-20 notebook computer (with 4mb 
RAM and DOSS loaded high) using a Trantor 
Mini-SCSlparallel-to-SCSiadaptertocontrol 
my NEC CDR-72 CD-ROM drive. I also ran 
the program on a Mac Ilci (8mb RAM, 
System 7), and noticed a number of things 
which should be mentioned here. The Mac 
version as might be expected, is better for 
cut-and:paste extraction oftext from articles. 
This is due, primarily, to the Mac OS, not to 
any fancy programming. 

In order to beabletoprintmaps, it is necessary 
to increase the default application memory 
requirements (for System 7 or for earlier 
versions running under MultiFinder) to at 
least 2048K (2mb). To do this, it is first 
necessary to copy the DiscPassage 1.2 
application from the CD-ROM onto your 
hard disk. Then, using the Finder's Getlnfo 
(Command-I) command, set the memory 
sizcto2048K. Finally, run the hard disk copy 

oft he application, not the one which is still on 
the CD-ROM. The application will find the 
CD-ROM drive just fine, and you' ll be able 
to print to a LaserWriter. 

The problem with all this work is, 
unfortunately, that it's hardly worth the effort. 
The maps print best (i.e., most legibly) in 
black-and-white (System 7 offers greyscale, 
as well), but those maps I printed were 
mediocre at best. Better to limit your map 
viewing to the screen. Using the Mac Ilci's 
built-in 8-bit color controller and an Apple 
RGB monitor, the colors were quite good, 
and the overall map quality quite acceptable. 

I experienced only one System bomb on the 
Mac, and it was really bizarre. While the 
System 7 PrintMonitor was chugging away 
in the background printing the Vatican City 
map on the LaserWriter, I attempted to close 
the map window (usually, a perfectly 
reasonable thing to do). The bomb box 
appeared with all of its characters either 
missing or garbled up. When I clicked on the 
(barely visible) RESTART button, the whole 
system attempted to reboot, the CD-ROM 
ejected from the drive, and the bomb box 
spun like crazy until I finally pressed the reset 
switch. This is guaranteed to give the novice 
Mac user a nearly fatal case of apoplexy (and 
make the more experienced of us glad we'd 
just backed up this morning)! 

Summary 
Overall, I am quite pleasantly impresse~ 
with COW and am sure I will find uses for ti 
beyond my'original intent. The documentation 
provided with the program is quite good, and 
made it easy to get up to speed. The 
suggested list price of the disc, $495, clearly 
places it beyond the grasp of the general 
public; even heavily discounted, this.is a very 
expensive disc. This is a shame, as this would 
be an ideal disc for the family who has 
recently purchased an MPC-compatible 
computer from DAKorTandy fortheirschool­
age children. Certainly, any high school or 
college student would find COW extremely 
useful for Geography, Hi story, or Economics 
course work. COW is available from the 
Bureau of Electronic Publishing (800-828-
4766), Mac Warehouse (800-255-6227), and 
other sources for about $250 as ofthis writing.

Simply apply a layerofWD-40 l)rsimilar lubricant (I used 3-in-l oil) to the area 
of the gummy residue and let sit for a few days. The old gum wi ll soften and can be wiped away. This 
is much gentler to the paint than gasoline or lighter fl uid. It worked great for me!

Program Spotlight 

Sunday Morning - Centerpoint , Radio 
Canada International 

I've mentioned Sunday Morning in previous 
columns. It's a three-hour news magazine 
program featured on Canada's domestic CBC 
radio every Sunday morning, 1300-1600 UTC 
during Daylight Savings Time, 1400-1700 
UTC when Standard Time is in effect in North 
America. Centerpoint comprises the third 
hour of the program. A single issue is covered 
in .great depth, with an issue explored from 
several sides. The program host, Mary Lou 
Finley, serves as a moderator for the discussion. 

On October 18, Centerpolnt dealt with the 
constitutional debate and the national 
referendum on the so-called "Charlottetown 
Accord". This is a domestic issue but is 
fascinating nonetheless for those who follow 
Canadian affairs. The issue was covered in 
enough depth, with enough background 
material, for someone not following the day­
to-day Canadian news to gain a decent 
understanding of the issue and its relevance. 

During the summer, I've read where the 
Centerpolnt segment is a repeat of a prior 
broadcast. This October 18 broadcast was not 
a repeat. 

Radio Netherlands' New 2330 
UTC Broadcast 

In a previous column, I mentioned that Radio 
Netherlands was revamping its English 
language program schedules. New feature 
programs have been added, and several 
geographic areas now receive three consecutive 
hours of English language programming 
beamed to their target area. Here in North 
America, we now have a second hour added, 
resulting in a 2330-0125 time block. I recently 
sampled the Monday through Friday 2330 
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program block. All editions feature a five­
minute news bulletin, followed by tJ1e current 
l lilversum weacher - a nice touch - and a 
fifteen-minute edition ofNcwslinc , the current 
affairs program. I believe the 2335 and 0035 
editions ofNewsline are different, but I didn't 
get a chance to check chat prior 10 publication 
deadlines. 

Here are the feature programs day by day: 

Monday: Let's Get To Business looks at 
business issues of a global nature. European 
Community items receive heavy emphasis. 
The program I sampled had a feature on some 
unique aspects of Dutch labor laws. The EC 
has much work to do to standardize economic 
structures before tJ1e Western European market 
will be truly integrated, ifthe items discussed 
in Let's Get To Business are any indication. 

Tuesday: No Boundaries is a bit difficult to 
characterize. Like Newsline, No Boundaries 
is a current affairs program. Unlike News line, 
the perspective is somewhat longer terrn, and 
focuses on relationships and comparisons 
between countries and peoples. Analysis and 
commentary, rather than straight reporting, 
are the norm. The sampled program included 
features on Japanese rice farming, differences 
in earthquake resistance between more 
developed and less developed countries, and 
the paradoxes between the socialist Chinese 
government and the capitalist Chinese 
economy. The features are somewhat similar 
to features you'd find on the National Public 
Radio program Weekend Edition. Feature 
length varied from two minutes to more than 
ten minutes. 

Wednesday: Radio Netherlands is now about 
halfway through a 12-part series on the 
language cultures and diversity of the European 
Community entitled In So Many Words. The 
specific program I sampled looked at the 
Greek language. Greeks are very sensitive to 
questions of language, as the language has 
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been spoken and written for more than 3,000 
years. There have been very few significant 
changes over the mi llenia, even though 
foreigners often study ancient and modem 
Greek separately. The ways that language 
influences culture, attitudes, and policies are 
addressed. 

Thursday: Research File is Radio Netherlands' 
long-running science and technology program. 
Language was a topic of the sampled program 
-with an example of children in the Netherlands 
whose second language is Dutch. The science 
of language and the brain's interpretation of 
language was discussed in detail. Research 
File delved into the scientific background in 
more detail than In So Many Words. 

Friday: On The Waterfront looks at the 
Netherlands' relationship with water. Many 
editions, as might be expected, delve into the 
Netherlands' long history ofland reclamation. 
The program I sampled looked at Dutch 
practices regarding ground water degradation 
and steps to reduce toxic chemical discharges 
into the ground water. Ground water policies 
and practices of other European countries 
were also examined. 

BBC World Service 
November Highlights 
As mentioned in the September Journal, the 
new BBC magazine BBC Worldwide has 
debuted. As promised, it 's more 
comprehensive in its coverage than the former 
London Calling. The full BBC World Service 
Televis ion schedule is included, as are feature 
articles - thirteen in the November edition. An 
annual subscription runs approximately $45. 
If you're a fan of the BBC, or of the UK 
perspective on the world, it's recommended 
reading. BBC Worldwide will not significantly 
impact the monthly Easy Listening column, as 
I'll focus on the BBC World Service on Radio, 
per the NASWA charter. BBC Worldwide also 
includes the schedule for BBC World Service 
Television, which should be available by 
satellite in North America sometime in 1993, 
according to the program guide. 

In Feature Programs: 

Fridays, beginning November 6th, 0730, 1215, 
and 1930 - What's Left of Communism 
takes a look at the communist movement 75 

years after the Bolsheviks seized power in the 
Soviet Union. The state of communism in 
Cuba, Italy, and India is examined with an eye 
toward the survivability of the movement. 
Andrew Whitehead, the BBC's political 
correspondent, narrates. 

Sundays, November 15th and 22nd, 0230 and 
1615 - Russia Revisited is a two-part special 
on the current economic, social, and political 
climate one year after a similar special entitled 
The Remaking of Russia . Stephen Dalziel 
visits Moscow and Kazan to see how people 
are getting by. Kazan is the home of Tartar 
nationals who are trying to secede from Russia 
itself. Also repeated Mondays at 0730. 
Sundays beginning November 8th, 1401 - A 
Sight Worth Seeing visits significant buildings 
around the world - the Taj Mahal, Beijing's 
Forbidden City, Mexico City's Aztec ruins, for 
example - to better understand the cultures 
responsible for these great structures. One 
year ago the World Service ran a similar series 
on cities in Brita in. Repeated Mondays 063.0 
and 100 1. 

Sundays beginning November I 5th, 0415 -
For Better, For Worse examines the tradition 
and culture of five different religions and 
sucit:tit:s - Ukrainian, Muslim, Anglican 
(Episcopal), Jewish, and Chinese - to belier 
!cam what each wedding ritual has in common 
and how traditional customs are preserved in 
weddings. Repeated Mondays 1930, Tuesdays 
0915. 

Saturday, November 21st, 190 I - Exaction is 
a new business game that simulates the 
economy of the developing country Ruristan. 
The game was modeled after the economy and 
climate of the Indian s ubcontinent. Players 
attempt to manage an economy fraught with 
natural disasters. The BBC eavesdrops on a 
group of Indian civil servants playing the 
game. Repeated Monday November 23rd 
OIOI and 1515. 

Sundays, November 30th and December 7th, 
0230 and 1615 - The Greatest Power on 
Earth takes a look at nuclear energy - both 
constructive and destructive - fifty years after 
Enrico Fermi's pioneering work at the 
University of Chicago.

PtP does this by 
selling the handicrafts by mail order in 
North America and funneling most of the 
money back to the peasants or artisans who 
did the work.

4960 kHz, was founded on January 29, 
1968. Radio Federaci6n is a Roman 
Catholic station that ministers to the Shuar 
Indians of the Ecuadorian Amazon. Thi~· 
might be a good time to send them a 
reception report along with anniversary 
wishes and maybe even a silver 
anniversary card. It will probably impress 
them and I bet your nume will be read on 
the air. Radio Federaci6n is usually good, 
if a bit slow, at verifiying, so hopefully 
your report will be answered, too! 

Other station anniversaries coming 
up include Brazil 's Radio Educadora 
Braganca (Nov 12, 1960) and Radio Rio 
Mar (Nov 15, 1954); Peru's Radio Imagen 
(Dec 15, 1978) and Radio Huanta 2000 
(Jan 8, 1983); Bolivia's Radio Nacional 
Huanuni (Nov 15, 1960) and La Cruz del 
Sur (Dec 15, 1949); Venezue la's La Yoz 
de El Tigre (Jan 9, 1948); Honduras's 
HRYC (Dec 8, 1960); Guatemala's Radio 
Mam (Jan 11 , 1975); and Ecuadorian 
Radio Centinela del Sur (Nov 18, 1956). 
These stations may have some sort of 
special or extended programming on or 
around these dates. Also, a report around 
these dates with a Happy Anniversary wish 
or card may have a better chance of being 
answered. 

If you know of any Latin American 
station anniversary dates, please send them 
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in. I would like to update and reissue a list 
I made several years ago. Often station 
founding dates are found on station QSLs 
and letterheads. 

CUL TUR AL TIDBITS 

Although North American and Latin 
American culture share some similar 
European roots, there are lots of tiny ways 
in which the two cultures differ. (Often, in 
fact, it's the U.S. that's different from the 
rest of the world!) These little differences 
may easily go unnoticed until they cause 
big problems. 

Numbers are a good example. North 
Americans would say that 4.875 is smaller 
than 3,345. Latin Americans, however 
would say the opposite! Why? Because in 
numbers Latin Americans use the period 
and the comma opposite of what we do. 
The first number is four thousand, eight 

• hundred, and seventy-five. The second is 
three and 345/lOOths. This is why you will 
sometimes see numbers like 5,78 in Latin 
documents. There is no need for three 
places after a comma, since it represents a 
decimal place. Likewise, 4.35 would 
appear to be missing a digit in Latin 
America. 

When written out, numbers are 
usually easy to translate until we get to 
really big numbers. An English million is 
a Spanish mi116n, but a billion is mil 
millones, or a thousand millions. A 
Spanish bill6n, also called a millon 
millones, is what we would call a trillion. 

Another difference is how certain 
numerals are written. A Spanish 7 is 
distinctive in that it has a short horizontal 
bar across the base about half way up. This 
is to distinguish a 7 from a I . A one is 
always written with a short diagonal lead 
line at the top, and never as just a straight 
vertical line. 

TELLING TIME AND MORE 

Times are also written differently in 
Spanish, and this can have some bearing 
on reception reporting. Rather than using a 
colon between the hours and minutes, 
Spanish speakers usually use either a 

period or a comma, e.g. 4,20 or 5.10. 
Commas are more common than periods. 
The American colon is starting to be seen 
on occasion from my experience. There's 
no problem if you use the colon in your 
reception reports, but you may want to use 
a comma if you wan t to appear a little 
more culturally knowledgable. 

While AM and PM are commonly 
used in telling time in Latin America, 
Latin Americans are used to using the 24 
hour system for things like schedules (be 
they crain schedules or radio ones). Again, 
AM/PM is fine in reception reports, but if 
you use the 24 hour system for PM times 
you will appear a little more aware of 
Latin culture. Of course, reception report 
times to small Latin American broadcasters 
should always be written in their local 
time, and never in UTC. 

There are, of course, many other 
differences, some important to DXers, and 
some interesting but not so important. An 
example of the latter is that in Hispanic 
culture, Tuesday the 13th is considered a 
bad luck day, not Friday the 13th. 

An importan t example is use of the 
word americano. People in Latin America 
feel they have as much right to be called 
Americans as do people in the U.S. The 
way many U.S. citizens feel we have 
exclusive rights to the word "American" is 
a strong cultural sore point. In fact, I bet 
most Latins would have been infuriated at 
one TV spot I saw in early October that 
said Columbus didn't really discover 
America because he never once landed or 
saw the U.S.! To Latin Americans, we are 
norteamericanos, or North Americans. 
Fortunately, that is not considered to be a 
slight on our canadiense or mejicano 
neighbors in North America! An equally 
used alternative is estado11nide11se, or, 
literally, United Statesian. (I have been 
told , however, that in Spain the term 
americano is always used for U.S. 
citizens.)

KM: Many of those areas are served 
only by Peruvian stations. A long-running 
border dispute between the two countries is 
nearing solution . Even so, Ecuador wants its 
people to Listen to its stations . The government 
said that HCJB reOects values which they would 
like to see people have, so they felt that we were 
the appropriate broadcaster to go down there. 
HCJB is building several "suitcase xmtrs" in 
Elkhart , IN. They will lake programs from 
HCJB's 49m freq via Drake R-Ss. Later satellite 
links will be used. 

Programming essentially be a relay of 
HCJB's AM and domestic SW service on 690 
and 6050 kHz, with a lot of cultural 
programming, news, call-ins and some religious 
programming, sportS, health programs. 

JM: A few years ago there was ialk of 
HCJB planning SW stations in Hawaii and other 
places. What happened to those plans? 

JW: HCJB has been looking at a number 
of sites. MacHarg says most of them are in the 
consideration stage. 

KM: We have worked out a cooperative 
arrangement with FEBA in the Seychelles and a 
Kenya church group to put a station on in 
Kenya. That is a very slow process but it has a 
good chance of bearing fruit. I've heard 20 
different locations ialked about. HCJB is also 
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working on developing satellite service for Latin 
America. We have signed agreements in 
Romania to put a number of local stations on. 
We are working with local groups in many 
countries especially in Europe and Africa and 
parts of Latin America to help enhance local 
radio, whether that's programming production or 
the actual establishment of a station somewhere. 

JW: So HCJB is obviously convinced 
that shortwave has a future . 

KM: We who do broadcasts are 
convinced of that. We're not convinced of all of 
the doom-saying and crepe-hanging that's going 
around that SW is going to be dead. [Yeah, I've 
heard that stuff for 30 years. -di] In my house 
in Ecuador I have cable TV and I watch CNN 
and all of that. But outside of Quito , Guayaquil 
and Cuenca, you don't have cable TV. There 
are very few satellite dishes here . Maybe that's 
coming. But there are many, many places in the 
world where shortwave is still a viable 
international medium. Cable itself still has the 
danger of being restricted by a government, 
where shortwave has the ability to flow freely 
over borders. I think the re's a good future for 
international broadcasting. (Ken MacHarg and

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A Look Back 

George Jacobs, WJASK, wrote in his CQ column 
of January 1992 that sunspot cycle 22 began in 
September 1986 and peaked in July 1989. George 

The first graph displays the daily data for 199 1 
and 1992 to date. Note the several abnormally 
high A-indices, the last in May of 1992. There has 
been visible aurora in the last year; it's the first

This advisory 
council was appointed by the Dutch Minister of 
Culture. Basically, tlie report questions why the 
statutes governing the operation and program 
presentation, including editorial independence, of 
Radio Netherlands have not been changed since 
1947 . The underlying motivation seems to be 
one of questioning whether there is justification 
for the current annual budget. The Radio 
Netherlands Board of Governors feels that the 
station has been responsive to changing broadcast 
markets and that it can indeed meet the test of 
public scrutiny of its operations. A response 
from the Ministry of Culture can be expected 
sometime in the next few months, probably after 
a debate in tlie Dutch Parliament.

In the last half-hour, we also heard 
NASWA's Bob Brown who was advised by Tony 
that T-shirt checks should be made payable to 
Radio Saint Helena and addressed to the station 
direct. At 2245 there was a call from Brian 
Gilhuly in Toronto who extended greetings to all 
his friends in the ODXA and on the ANARC 
Listeners' Net. Appropriately, the Abba hit 
'Waterloo' was played (as it was on the original 
broadcast) near the end of the transmission. The 
final two callers were ladies: 'Penney' from 
Ontario, whose husband is an "avid DXer", and 
'Christine' who is associated with WWCR. And 
how about that last song before Tony's closing 
anmts: 'Glad All Over' by the Dave Clark Five! 

Signal during the second hour was almost 
as strong here but RTTY ute signal was a 
constant nuisance factor in the background. 
Surprised that it held up so well through to 2300 
(all-darkness path by this time); good uptick in 
the solar flux combined with quiet geomagnetic 
field surely didn't do any harm. 

All in all, a very memorable 'Radio Saint 
Helena Day' for many SWBC listeners and 
DXers in many parts of the world . (Dave Clark ,

Unlike the preceding 
two xmtrs now operating at in the high altitude 
of Ecuador, this one will be used near sea level 
and on different broadcast bands, requiring many 
alterations on the xmtr, drawings and manual. 
The xmtr will replace one of four 25 kW units 
built in tl1e late 1940s. The new xmtr is 
expected to be on the air in August. HCJB's 
next 100 kW xmtr is scheduled to go to TWR in 
Sri Lanka, pending negotiations with the

TAIWAN · The Voice of Free Asia ceased 
broadcasting early in September when South 
Korea severed diplomatic relations witll Taiwan.

R. Korea had broadcast 60 
min or CC programs produced by CBS and CBS 
had broadcast 60 min of CC and KK programs 
produced by R. Korea. The last broadcast of 
VoFA from Seoul was on 9/6; since then, R. 
Korea's own CC service has used the 1500-1600 
time. Taiwan CBS has also stopped airing 
VoFA but the last date was not known in late 
September. (fooru Yamashita on RJMR 9fl7)
