Do program listeners need to "spin off" from NASWA? 

T here has been much debate in these pages concerning the future of shortwave radio, 
especia lly for the major European broadcasters such as the BBC, Swiss Rad io International, 
and Deutsche Welle. Alternate means of program delivery, such as satellites and loca l 
rebroadcasting, arc becoming increasingly important to these broadcasters. Others observ­
ing the medium of shortwave broadcasting from the broadcasters' perspective - such as 
Jonathan Marks of Radio Netherlands, and Ian McFarland, late of RCI and Radio Japan -
say what's important to them is the message de livered by the broadcaster, not the nu:dium 
of its delivery. 

Personally, I enjoy my local NPR broadcaster almost as much as I enjoy the Beeb or Media 
Network on shortwave. But, 1 don' t report on N PR in my Easy Listening column since it's 
broadcast on FM, not shortwave. 

NASWA represents a continuum of shortwave interests, from the program listener like 
myself to the skilled DXer interested in broadcasters whose audiences are often domestic 
or regiona l and not targeted to North America. The Journal has monthly features of interest 
to both program listeners and DXers,and l 'vemet many NASWA(and other club) members 
at WinterFests whose interests aren't exclusively DXing or program listening, but are a 
combination. 

It 's my opinion NASWAand other clubs with shortwave broadcast (SWBC) interests, who 
thus have members wit h program listening interests, need to consider their policies 
regarding the coverage of loca l rebroadcasting, N PR, and satellite-delivered programming. 
Who knows, perhaps an "NPR Corner" could become an occasional Easy Listening feature. 
T hat would be my recommendation. 

Another alternative - one that I would personally not favor - is to separate program listening 
from DXing and create a separate club fo r those interests.

Clandestine Broadcasting before and after the 
end of the Cold War-A comparison 

by Mathias Kropf 

Over the past five years we have witnessed 
quite a few big changes in world politics: the 
fall of the Berlin Wa ll and the reuni fication of 
Germany; the collapse of the Warsaw Pact and 
even of the Soviet Union. We've seen the PLO 
chairman and the Israeli Prime Ministe r shake 
hands and more recently the end of Apartheid 
in South Africa. C ivil wars have more or less 
come to a halt in countries such as Lebanon, 
Ethiopia, El Sa lvador and Nicaragua. On the 
other hand, a number of long-running connic ls 
still remain to be solved, for example in Angola 
and Cambodia, as well as the Kashmir conflict 
belween India and Pak istan. Also, there are a 
number of territories thal arc still slruggling for 
independence or auronomy li ke the West 
Sahara, East Timar and Ku rdistan. 

Anyway, the big question lo everyone 
interested in clandestine broadcasli ng is of 
course "What effects have all these big 
political changes afte r the end of the Cold War 
had o n the clandestine broadcnsting scene?". 
So, let 's try 10 answer I his question or al least 
gel some background information about the 
clandestine broadcasting scene both before and 
after the end of the Cold War. 

Introduction 
All the data used in this ana lysis has been 
derivied fro m !he Clandestine Aclivity Surveys 
(CAS) !hat I have compi led annually since 
1986. The standard unit of measurement that is 
used in the CAS and subsequently a lso in this 
article arc the so-called Weekly Broadcasting 
Hours (WBHs) for each targel area. Some of 
1he major guidelines for lhe CAS (these 
guidelines have remained almost unchanged 
s ince 1986 lo gel really cornparilive data) are: 
On ly clandestine broadcasts on shortwave are 
inc luded, the target areas must be 
internationa lly recognized counlries (so e.g. 
broadcasls 10 Palestine arc listed under Israel, 
10 the West Sahara under Morocco and to 
Kurdisla n under Iran, Iraq or Turkey). 

Furlherrnore, for !his arlicle lei 's assume that: 
The years 1986 lo 1988 are lhe "before the end 
of the Cold War" scenario the years 1991 to 
J 993 are the "after the end of the Cold War" 
scenario 

All the dnln in this study ( c fr tables I ond 2) a re 
AVERAGED numbers of WBHs for the three 
years either in the "before" or in the "after" 
scenario. 

The analysis 
Table I shows a ll the averaged WBHs in the 
before and after scenarios in a lphabetical order 
of larget areas and also the per cent changes 
between the before and after scenario.

First of all let's note that target areas that were 
active before, but not after the end of the Cold 
War arc Malaysia, Sri Lanka, Nicaragua, 
Libya, Chad, Zimbabwe and Chile. On the 
other hand, target areas that have newly 
emerged after the end of the Cold War are 
Egypt, Laos, Saudi-Arabia, India, Taiwan, 
Mozambique, Rwanda, Papua New Guinea and 
Tajikistan. 

Looking al the biggest changes, the activity 
towards Iraq increased by an al most 
unbelievable 916 per cent, followed by 
Colombia and Guatemala where activity 
increased by 550 and 400 per cent respectiv~ly, 

but activi ty there is al a comparitively low 
level. Other big increases are evident in activity 
to Somalia, Sudan, North Korea, Ethiopia and 
Israel. On the other hand, the biggest decrease 
in activity is shown towards Turkey, followed 
by South Africa and El Salvador. 

Remember that all these figures arc average 
numbers ( 1986-1989 for the "before" scenario 
and 1991-1993 for the "after" scenario), so the 
most recent changes and short-term trends are 
neglected (for example, activity to Ethiopia has 
dropped to zero in 1993).

Please note (cfr table 2) that the overall 
worldwide act1v1ty of clandestines on 
shortwave has increased after the end of the 
Cold War (as per the definition fo r this article) 
by 4. 1 per cent. The biggest increase is 
reported towards Southeast Asia , fo llowed by 
the Middle East where most of the increase is 
believed to be associated with the afiermalhs of 
the Iraqi invasion in Kuwait and operation 
"Desert Storm". Interestingly, activity has 
dropped towards Latin America and Africa. 
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Conclusions 
Even after s tudying a ll this interesting data I 
still found it difficult to come to a single 
conclusion for our key question. So, here I' ll 
add just a few thoughts about the situation. Of 
course, everyone is invited to make his own 
thoughts from this data. 

• Certainly the only region where the expected 
"post Cold War" scenario (also call ed New 
World Order) is rea lly kicking in is Latin 
America . Not on ly has clandestine broad­
casting decreased by 16 per cent, but also 
there is apparently more political stability 
and democracy in the region than ever 
before. 

• Although some of the target areas have 
shifted, overa ll activity in Africa remains 
almosl unchanged. Whoever called Africa 
the "forgollen continent" is certainly right­
in more than one respect. My prediction is 
lhat not even the " new" (post-Apartheid) 
South Africa will be able to bring more 
peace to the region. 

• Tiie Middle East has been the clandestine 
"hot spot" for many years. Most of the 11 per 
cent increase after the end of the Cold War is 

probably related lo the aftermaths of Gulf 
War II when activity in the region shifted 
considerably. 

• For me, the biggest surprise of this study is 
the 18.7 per cent post Cold War increase in 
activity lo Southeast Asia. This seems lo be 
mainly caused by increased tensions on the 
Korean peninsula. 

• Finally, it seems that some of the new posl­
Cold War conflicts so far have had very lillle 
effects on lhe c landestine broadcasting 
scene, e.g. the conflicts in ex-Yugoslavia and 
in the former USSR.

CFRB/CFRX; ODXA's ROLE AS QSL MANAGER

Some Background 
In October of 199 1, the ODXA officially 
became QSL Manager for Toronto AM station 
CFRB and its shortwave outlet CFRX (6.070 
MHz), or as the recept ion report count 
indicates, CFRX-CFRB, but more on that 
later. 

Actually, the ODXA connection to both CFRB 
and CFRX goes back lo around 1985 when 
member Ron Hopkins handled their QSL 
duties. Ron, (who had bus iness connections 
with the station), inquired as to who handled 
the slation 's OS Ling and discovered the reports 

were the responsibility of one of the 
receptionists, when time permilled. For Ron, 
an ardent DXer/QSL-seeking kind of guy in his 
own right, this seemed like a rather inefficient 
method of handling reception reports from 
loyal listeners, so he approached the station 
and offered to lake over the job. TI1ey were 
only too happy to let him give it a try. His 
volu nicer work was a personal effort to assist 
the station lo puts its QSLing house in order, 
but there was no 'direct' ODXA connection at 
this time. 

For the firs t while, Ron spent a lot of ti me 
fi lling requests from a large backlog of old 
reports that had ei ther gone unanswered or 
hadn't been mailed. After cleaning up the 
backlog he maintained a regular vigil of 
picking up the box of reports from the station 
on St. Clair Avenue. After a few years of his 
volunteer duties, Ron's work schedule, along 
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with other commitments, gave him less time lo 
devote to the task, so for a while, the QSLing 
was back in the hands of a CFRB sta ff person. 

In the summer of 1991, out of my own 
curiosity, I asked Ron what the status of the 
QSling was. I le told me that he had 
relinquished the job and wasn't sure who was 
handling things now. This led me to thinking 
that ii would be a rather unique idea lo 
approach CFRB wi th a proposal, asking if the 
ODXA cou ld be their QSL manager (a kind of 
c lub project!), an activity the club cou ld benefit 
from, and they wouldn't have to be concerned 
aboul !heir reception reports pi ling up. 

Al 1ha1 li me, I had never heard of a shortwave 
c lub acting as a manager for a radio station's 
reception reports. But, what the heck; it never 
hurts to ask. My idea was shared wi th and 
strongly supported by John Grimley, who 
provided assistance with lhe proposal. I called 
lhe stat ion and was directed lo lhe engineering 
department where I spoke with Ian Sharp. Ian 
is one of the eng ineers who oversees the 
maintenance of the CFRl3/CFRX transmitter 
site along with the other technical duties at the 
station. Since he nol been al lhe station 1ha1 
long, I gave Ian background on Ron 's QSLing 
work, plus provided him wilh an overview of 
lhe ODXA ;111d how we could both benefit by 
working 1ogclher on this service. Much to my 
relief, Ian was extremely cnlhusiaslic about the 
idea and wanted 10 get things rolling as soon as 
possible-the cardboard box they kepi lhc 
reception reports in was over-flowing by this 
lime. So, on October I , 1991 , the ODXA 
became the officia l QSL Manager for one of 
lhe most listened-to AM s tations in Canada and 
the strongest o f lhe private shortwave re­
broadcasters in the country. 

I shou ld mention one other person al the station 
who takes credit for making this happen. This 
is Rob Misc, Operations Manager for CFRB. 
Both Ian and Rob have gone to great lengths lo 
establish a super working relationship between 
ODXA and CFRB, and have provided all the 
much-needed assistance to make this joint 
effort work so well. I thank you both! 

Promotional Bonus! 
Regu lar listeners lo CFRX will know of its 
twice-hourly ID, a requirement under its 
license. A thought crossed my mind that maybe 

we could make ii easier for the listener by 
having them send their reports directly to the 
ODXA address rather than through the station. 
I lowever, lo do this we would need permission 
to have our address added to the long 
established ID. Hmmm, something never done 
before I said to myself, so lets try. I took the 
direct approach and asked Ian, he thought it 
made sense, and suggested we put together a 
script with the appropriate wording. No sooner 
said than done. John Grimley wrote the short 
script and wi thin a couple of weeks, we heard 
broadcaster Ron Hewitt reading the revised 
announcemcnl, twice-an-hour, 24-hours-a­
day! Boy thal was easy. A promotion not 
envisioned in my original proposal, but I ' ll take 
it. 

As an aside to this, just prior to his retirement 
to Florida in October '93, CFRB's fiery and 
controversia l Ed Needham (a longtime swl/ 
scanner buff who actively p romo led CFRX and 
shortwave radio on his s how), was called upon 
by Ian S harp to be the new voice of the CFRX 
ID; only this time a musical background was 
added. This ID has suddenly become serious 
business! 

One issue I want to address regarding the ID, 
are complaints from some listeners, 
particula rly Canadians, about the ID coming 
on at the worsl possible times, i.c, the middle of 
a newscast, sports scores, or at the peak of 
some juicy topic on one of their talk shows. 
Jus t so you know, according to Ian, the ID 
timer is set lo come on every 30 minutes and is 
normally set lo come on al about 15 and 45 
minutes past the hour. But the timer is not a 
device that works in 'rea l time'. If a voltage 
gl itch or some other electronic malfunction 
appears in the timer circuit-which does 
happen occasionally-the timer resets itself to 
the time of the glitch, which in-tum, messes up 
the original setting of the timer. That 's why it 
will come on at a different time and stay that 
way until one of Ian 's next visits to the 
transmitter site in Mississauga. (I offered to go 
to Radio Shack and buy a new timer to solve 
the problem, but it's not as s imple as that. This 
timer is one of those 'one of a kind, industrial 
strength built-into the transmitter kind of 
things'.) 

So as you can see, this particular technical 
problem still needs to be sorted out. Ian has 
plans to have the ID'er kick-in on ly when it 
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receives a signal via a subaudible tone 
generated from a cart mach ine in the studio, 
way back at the station on St. Clair Ave. Th is 
means the !Der will only come on when a 
commercial or publ ic service announcement is 
activated. We realize it's aggravating, but 
please be patient. 

Which s tation receives the most 
reports, and how many reports do you 
get per month or week? 

Without question, CFRX rece ives about 98% 
of the reports, due mainly to the station ID 
announcement. This was proven on a few 
occasions when the CFRX ID did n't come on 
for a few weeks (some technical reason), and 
reports dropped off lo almost zero. The ID 
reappeared and the incoming reports went right 
back up. 

CFRB, on the other ha nd, has received very 
few reports, but believe it or not, the majority 
o f these reports are from Scandinavian 
countries! Maybe someday we cou ld get some 
mention directly over CFRB about where 
reports shou ld be sent. I 'II have to talk to them 
about this. 

To-date, I've sent out well over 1,000 QS L 
cards. Th is averages out to about 40 per month, 
however, the incoming ma il changes 
d ramatically from week to week. Some weeks, 
15-20 reports have come in, while al other 
limes, we may gel one or two. Most of the time 
we get about 5 or 7 per week. 

What ls sent out w hen an accurate 
reception report is received? 

T he words 'accurate reception report' are used 
in the out-going announcement simply to 
remind listeners that we need some details to 
confi rm their recept ion. Most reports are qu ite 
good. However, we do receive the .occasiona l 
report from regu lar listeners to the station 
who've never sent in a recept ion report before 
and s imply state that they were listening and 
want a QSL card. T hese listeners receive a 
short note ou tli ning the typica l items requ ired 
lo receive a QSL, such as: dalc-time­
frequency-program detai ls (at least 15-20 
minutes worth), along with the other goodies 1 
put in the envelope. Some peop le just write in 
wanting a copy of CFRB's program guide. 

What other goodies are there you ask? In 

addit ion lo the station QSL card, I send out an 
ODXA brochure, a CFRB Program Guide, a 
CFRB/CFRX Technical Information Sheet, 
and a Toronto postcard- courtesy of the 
Metropolitan Toronto Convention and Visitor's 
Association. Unfortunately there are no station 
stickers available a t this time; an item I'm 
trying to encourage the station to produce. 
CFRB provides me with the stationary, 
envelopes and pays for a ll the postage costs. It 
only costs me some ti me. As mentioned in the 
station ID, you can even FAX your recept ion 
reports to us, and we certainly receive n lot this 
way. These reports a re sent directly to the 
ODXA club headquarters telephone number 
1-905-853-3169, which can handle both voice 
and FAX calls. Occasionally, listeners send 
their reports in on casselle tape, but these a re 
few and for between. 

What's t he turn-a-round rate for QSLs? 

Reports sent directly to the ODXA address arc 
usua lly processed w ithin 24-48 hours of 
receipt. I like lo process them as soon as 
possible because they do pile up quickly. One 
bit of advice from Ron Hopkins-something 
I've maintained since the beginning of this 
work-is to keep on lop of the reports, as you 
can easi ly gel bogged down if you leave them 
loo long. Oh so true! 

Reports sent directly to CFRB on St. Clair 
/\venue (many still go that route because some 
people hadn't heard the station ID giving the 
address, so they rely on their edit ions ofWRTH 
or Passport to World Band Radio), w ill take a 
little longer because they aren't sent lo me 
from the station until a su fficient number have 
arrived, then the cards are bundled into a large 
envelope. I norma lly receive their package 
about once every month or so. As you can see, 
you ' re much wiser to send reports directly lo 
the ODXA address. 

Many reports include additional comments on 
CFRB programming. I send these comments 
down to the programming and management 
people a l the sta tion to eyeball. Some 
comments are d irected to the ODXA itself, 
specifica ll y with regard to our involvement 
with the QSLing service. Here are some typical 
examples: "111ank you ODXA member for 
providing this much appreciated service for 
fellow DXers!" . .. L.B., Pa, USA; or, "Great 
effort by ODXA in providing QSL duties for 
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Cr:RX."... B. L. Windsor, Ont. ; "Thanks 
ODXA for running lhe QSL program for lhe 
sint ion. My renewa l is on ils way!" ... J.C. 
Oklahoma. Om: addi1iona l 1rca1 is gelling 
llrnnk you noles and even C hrislmas cards fro m 
the QSL reci pienl ! 

The New CFRX Antenna 
CFRX's ' new quarler wave verlicnl', was 
inslalled in November '93. h 's physica lly 
overshadowed by lite huge CFRB anlenna 
sysicm, bul is very potent to say the least. The 
old anlenna, inslalled in 1959, was also a 
quarter wave vertical. II was looking ralhe r 
ragged and had lhe words " replace me please, 
l 'm gelling 100 o ld for 1his", wrillen all over it. 
Lasl summer, Ian wenl ahead and invcs1iga1cd 
the cost of a new syslem. The new anlenna is 
nrnde by Sinclair Labs in Aurora, and lhe guy 
wires and mounling harnesses were made by 
LeBlanc & Royle of Oakville, OntMio. 
Resulls? II may be a Jillie loo early 10 give a 
globa l piclure o f the new sys1cm, bul reports 
lo-dale indicale a definile improvt'menl in 
signal levels around North America. John 
Grimley annou nced over Media Network's 
lclcphonc answcrline Iha! lite new CFRX 
antenna was now in service and reports wou ld 
be much apprec iated. The announcemenl 
dcfinilcly paid off, by generating a large 
number of new in1erna1ional reports. Tlmnks 
fo r lhe free publicily John! 

On a more 1echnical s ide, lhe new anlenna's 
Slandi ng Wave Ratio is zero, which means il 's 
pcrfec1ly matched lo lhc lransm iller thal's 
presently humming a long al a comfortable 
1,000 walls. Th is is a Ii Ille more juice lhan wilh 
lhe old anlenna which had a much higher SWR 
and was physically laking on lhe shape of lhc 
teller 'S'. If you're ever in the ne ighbourhood 
of Soulhdown Road and Royal Windsor Drive, 
(Mississauga), drop by and say he llo lo lhe new 
kid on the antenna block. It 's the closest 
anlenna to the road. 

Due lo lhc facl thal CFRX is lilerally stuck on 
the frequency of 6.070 Ml lz, 24 hours-a-day, if 
inlcrference gels bad fo r the listener, there's no 
opportunity for the slal io n, or listener, lo 
choose an allerna le frequency to he lp improve 
1hing.~. However, considering the stal ion's 
power, it does amazingly well. The lisl below, 

(compiled s ince October of 1991), will give 
you an idea of just how well ii docs.

Plus seeing firs t-hand lhe influence a 
broadcaster has on its audience. 1 'm glad I 
wenl ahead wilh the iden and happy to report 
that through this service, the ODXA has 
received a very large number of inquiries from 
around the world, and gained approximately 25 
new members as a result. 

I hope I 've given you a Jillie belier idea of just 
what's involved with the QSLing for CFRX/ 
CFRB.

Programs with a time-critical nature, 
s uch as Newshour and ot he r live 
programming, will be b roadcast 
s imultaneously lo all areas. Music, arts, 
drama, documentary, and o ther "core" 
programming, which comprises up 10 75% 
of English la nguage progra mming, will 
be scheduled by the regional heads to 
match listening habits in the target areas. 

Approx imate ly 20% of programming wi ll 
be geographically speci fic, o r may be 
produced by two or three regions for their 
collective use. 

Local rebroadcasting and future digital 
sa te llite broadcasting wi ll a lso be 
emphasized. 

A joint venture is being set up fo r the 
USA with two TV cable channels; one fo r 
ne ws/i nforma tio n , the o ther for 
entertainment.

Great Pleasure is a four-part 45-minule 
series featuring the personal poetry and prose 
selections of four women of note. American 
singer, actress, and writer Marsha Hunt reads 
her choices from Tennessee Williams, Khalil 
Ghibran, and others on August 8th. Repeated 
Mondays 15 15. 

Mondays, beginni ng August Isl , 0445: 
Mothers And Daughters is a s ix-part 
15-minute series exploring the relationships 
between mothers and daughters on five 
continents. 111e programs chart the socia l 
and political changes these women have 
experienced, and how these changes have 
impacted on their lives and aspirations. First 
ai ringSundays 2015; also repeated Mondays 
0915. 

Wednesdays, beginn ing August 10th, 1235: 
Women At The Top is a seven-part I 0-minute 
series profiling women who have broken 
through the traditional barriers o f a 
male-dominated world to take a leading role 
in their endeavors. Barbara Mills, Britain 's 

Direclorof Public Prosecutions, and General 
Eva Burrows of the SalvationArmy are among 
those profiled . First airing Mondays 1635; 
also repeated Tuesdays 0750. 

Mondays, beginning August 22nd, 0145: 
Murch Of The Women is a s ix-part 
IS-minute series of short portraits of female 
musicians who for centuries have cha llenged 
the mail musica l domain. The first program 
looks at the I 2th century German abbess 
Hildegard of Bingen, who wrote more than 
70 pieces o f music only now receiving critical 
auention. T he second program looks at 
Faurt ina Bordon i and Francesca Cuzzoni, 
two Italian s ingers prominent even though 
the Pope banned the appearance of women 
on stage. First airing Sundays 0715; also 
repea ted Tuesdays 1445. 

News and Features 
Thursdays, 0330: Bunking On The Poor is 
a six-part 30-minute series looking at two of 
the word's most important international 
financia l institutions: the World Bank and 
the International Monetary Fund, better 
known as the IMF. The program looks at a . 
single country per program, exploring how 
the World Bank and IMF have affected life 
and politics. India, Mexico, and Poland are 
featured, respectively, on August 11th, 18th; 
and 25th. First airing Wednesdays 2030; 
repeated Thursdays 0630 and 1001. 

Sundays, beginning August 14th, 0230: 
Media Magnates is a three-part 30-minute 
series profiling three of the most important 
CEOs in media: Rupert Murdoch, Conrad 
Black, and Ted Turner. Nowadays these three 
individuals control a significant share of 
newspaper, radio, and television companies. 
Also repeated Sundays 1615 and Wednesdays 
2215. 

Sunday, August 21st, 2330: Through The 
Barricades is a s ingle 30-minule program 
looking al the range of groups that have 
attempted to cross the religious and polit ical 
divide belween Northern Ireland and the 
Irish republ ic in the twenty-five years 
following the movement of British troops 
into Northern Ireland. First airing Sunday 
1401, repeated Monday 0630 and 1001. 
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Saturdays, beginning Augus t 131h, 0230: 
Puwer And Disorder is a three-part 
30-minute series looking at the post-Cold 
War world from the pcrspecrives of 1he USA, 
Japan, and Europe. This" new world order" is 
a lot more di sorderly than anyone had 
foreseen. The series looks how and why lhe 
global roles of these three players arc 
changing and considers where internarional 
power now lies. Firs t airing Fridays 2215; 
repeated Saturdays 0730. 

Dnima and the Arts 
Sundays,0101: PluyOITheWeekhighlighrs 
include 'Night Mother {August 141h), 
Marsha Norman's play telling 1he sad and 
searingly powerful srory of J essie Cates, an 
epileptic woman in her early 40s. Having 
lived an unfulfilled life, Jessie decides 10 kill 
herself. Can Jess ie's mothe r, The lma, 
persuade her daughter that li fe is 100 precious 
to destroy? Sharon Gless plays Jessie, and 
Katherine Helmond (Jessica in !he ABC ' 70s 
sitcom Soap) plays Thelma. Aga inst The 

· Wind (Augusl 2ls1,s1ar1inga10030) is based 
on the true s to ry of Ha nna h Sne ll, an 
18th-century heroine who disguised herself 

· as a man to enter the Brit ish navy in order to 
track down her husband, who ran off to sea. 
The experience of battle scarred Hannah 
and, upon leaving rhe navy, she resorted to 
peddling her story to any group of interested 
onlookers, ending up in a madhouse. Persona

Mozart's Mass in C Minor at 1901 on the 
17th; Schoenberg's Five Orchestral Pieces, 
first conducted by I lenry Wood at the Proms 
of 191 2, on the 19th (the 50th anniversary of 
Wood's tleath); I lugh Wood'sCel/oConccrto 
and Strauss ' tone poem Don J11a11 on the 
3 l s t.

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Latin 
Destinations 

H ola amigos ! Bienvenidos to another 
Latin Destinations. This month 's 

column will be a potpourri of tidbits, mostly 
from Peru. 

In several past co lumns I've wrote about 
so me "radios populares", or grassroots 
community development stat ions. These 
inc lude religious stations such us Rudio 
Quillubambu und Rudio Marunon in Peru, 
community stations like Mexico 's Radio 
Huayacocotla, und Bolivia's miners' stations, 
among others. Such stations are one of the 
fastes t growing means of mass 
communication in Latin America, especially 
for broadcasting lo the rural areas and urban 
s lums. In many areas of Latin America, these 
stationsoutpoll commercial radio stations in 
listenership surveys. ALER, the umbrella 
organization forthese broadcasters, n:cently 
held its annua l convention in Quito. ALER 
h:1s decided to crc;ite a Latin America- wide 
network which will provide technical help to 
community stations in the region and set up 
a satellite program-feed system to provide 
local members with general educational 
programming for local rebroadcast. It will 
be sevcra l years before these new services 
arc set up and working, but it wi ll probably 
mcan higher technical and programming 
standards at the member stations. 

RADIO FOR WOMEN 
In Peru, a new commercial radio network is 
to start up before the end of the year. What 
makes this nt:lwork t:xceptional, is that it will 
bc run by Pcruvian femi nists and the 
programming wi ll be aimed at women of all 
social classes, both al home and at work. In 
addition t o regular entertainment 
programming, the new network will address 
issues such as domestic and workplace 
violcnce against women, support women 
politi ca l candidates, and broadcast 
educational and family o riented programs. 
The Peruvian womens' movement has 
bccomc a model fo r such groups in Third 
World countrit:s in its efforts to change

attitudes towards the role of women. For 
example, in the .::arly '80s al mos t a ll 
Pe ru vians surveyed (men and women) 
thought that it was perfectly nom1a l and 
acceptable for men to beat their wives or 
girl friends (which, of course, is no t the same 
as saying that almost all men did it). Then thc 
Peruvian womens' group was formed and 
produced a syndicalcd radio program and a 
magazi ne on womens' issues. On other fronts, 
they did television and radio interviews, 
distributed pamphlets , put up posters, held 
talks around the country, etc. Today, only 
20% of Peruvians think that it 'is acceptable 
for a man lo beat a woman. 

It 's difficult to describe the roles o f men and 
women in Latin American society. For one 
thing, everything is changing in today 's 
world. Every country is different and within 
every country there arc differences between. 
urban and rural areas and between socia l 
classes. Sex roles in Latin America are heavily 
innuenced by the traditional sense of 
machismo, which, like anything else, has its ­
good and bad po ints. On the one hand, for 
example, men woo women with sweettalk 
that no North American man can ever match. 
If you're a "gringa" and want to be really 
romanced, head south and find a Latin 
American boyfrie nd. But on the other hand, 
in som e areas and in some soc ial 
circums tances, the uglier aspects of 
'machismo' are still found. For example, the 
high school I worked at in Honduras had a 
written policy that all female students had to 
be virgins. Not only did that mean that women 
students couldn't be married, but when one 
girl was violently raped she was immediately 
kicked out of schoo l. 

In another story, a female Peace Corps friend 
of mine who worked in a village about an 
hour from Santa Barbara was once asked to 
escort a 17 year-old girl or. the van-bus to 
Santa Barbara and then to her aunt & uncle's 
house. The gi rl had only been to town a few 
times in her life, and then a lways in the 
company ofolder relatives. When they arrived 
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in Santa Barbara, my friend took the girl to 
the best restaurant in town (about I/ I 0 sta rs) 
and bought her a hamburger, so tidrink, and 
ice cream. The girl had never eaten in a 
restaurant be fore and when her boyfr iend 
found out he was furious. She was no longer 
as innocent as s he had once been, so he 
slapped her up and bro ke o ff their 
engagement.A student in my school, he was 
from a family with a bit of money and was 
known to spend his weekend evenings in 
bars drinking with hi s buddies. Now 
Honduras is not Saudi Arabia , and many 
women do cat (and work) in restaurants. But 
out in the villages there arc a lot of men who 
try to keep every vestige oft he modern world 
from their women. When I think back on 
things like these that I saw and heard of in 
Honduras , I wis h the women of Peru all the 
success in the world for the ir new network. 

NOTES ABOUT PERU 
Otherwise in Peru, the disi ntegratingSendero 
Luminoso guerilla moveme nt continues to 
be pushed back and some independe nt 
sources are predicting that they w ill be fully 
de feated within another year. Much of the 

· ma in Sendero stronghold surrounding the 
town ofTingo Maria has been retaken by the 
army, and the government to tally contro ls 
the highway to Tin go Maria for the fi rst time 

· in years. Tingo Ma ria had prev iously bee n a 
government-he ld island in a Sendero sea. 
The town, of course, is the location of Radio 
TingoMaria, sometimesactiveon4760kHz. 

Economic figures are usua lly pretty boring 
stuff to most of us, including me. However, 
recent ones from Peru make inte resting 
reading. After being the ' s ick man ' of Latin 
America just a few years ago, Pe ru now has 
the most dynamic economy in the region. 
Economic growth for the fi rst part of this 
year was more than double the most optimistic 
predictions by the experts. What does this 
mean to D Xers? Runni ng s ho rtwave 
transmitters takes money, and if there is 
more money around it is more likely that 
stations are going to reactivate inactive 
frequencies a nd keep act ive ones on the air. 
President Fujimori will be up fo r reelection 
early next year. Fujimori was elected in 1990 
as an independent candidate, and w hat is 
interesting is that Peruvians continue to be 
di senchanted with traditional politica l 
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parties. Two of the three main opposition 
candidates, including former UN Secretary 
General Perez de Cuellar, are running as 
indepe ndents. We 'll alert you when the 
election draws near. Peruvian s tations will 
surely be inundated with pol itical ads and 
live po lit ical ra llies. They may not make 
interesting listening, but such things make 
good reception report detai ls. 

WATCH YOUR SPANISH! 
In w riting to Latin American stations it is 
always importa nt to use Spanis h or 
Portuguese, as the case may be. I fyou know 
these languages we ll , that's great. If not, you 
may well make a fool of yourself if you are 
not care ful. I was reminded of this point by 
an arti c le in AMERICAN 
D EM OG RAPHICS magazine a bout 
mist rans lated ad vertis ing s loga ns of 
Ame rican businesses. For example, Braniff 
a irlines translated its s logan " Fly in leather," 
(promoting its upholstery) into Spanish as 
"Fly naked." Coors brewery's s logan "Turn 
it loose" came out in Spanish as "Suffer from 
diarrhea." While in English the Frank Perdue 
c hicken company said " It takes a tough man 
to make a tender ch icken," in Spanish they 
claimed " It takes a sexually stimulated man 
to makea chicken a ITectionate." I don ' t want 
to be loo critical - 1 've made mistakes of this 
nat ure myself. My favorite gaff happened 
during my first few weeks in Honduras. I 
wanted to tell some Honduran friends that 
something had e mbarrassed me, but instead 
I announced that I was pregnant. At least 
they knew belier than 10 believe me! 

What's the so lution? First, a good reception 
repo rt guide such as the S panish and 
Portuguese editions of " Language Lab" for 
your fo re ign language reports. Secondly, if 
you do know some Spanish and are adding 
some lines of your own lo your report, be 
very careful with any words you take out of 
a trnns lation dicti onary. After looking up a 
word in English and picking out a Spanish 
word to use, always then look up the Spanish 
word to see if it has any o ther meanings or 
usages. And never try to translate slang 
expressions from one language lo ano ther, 
as Coors d id!

Radio Dniester International 
The Voice of the Moldavian Republic of Pridnestrovie 
/Jy Richard A. D'Ange/u 

No o ther broadcast communications medium 
provides better coverage of world events or 
politi cs than shortwave radio. A~ shortwave 
listeners, we are famil iar with s lanted news 
coverage and biased politica l commentaries 
that often emanate from s ho rtwa ve 
broadcasters te lling a governments s to ry. 
During the: cold wa r, propaganda broadcilsts 
were a s tap le of sho rtwave broadcasting. 
Generally, these transmissions are des igned 
to achieve specific po litical aims. A ltho ugh 
the last decade has seen the emergence of 
num e rous re li gious broadcas te rs on 
shortwave, the medium has historica ll y set 
the stage for wor ldwide po litical commerllary 
and internationa l affairs. O n a daily basis, we 
have an opportunity to listen directly as 
governments explai n their actions on various 
issues. Fo r decades, shonwave broadcasting 
has been used by legitimate governments , and 
by those that arc seeking to become legitimate 
governments, to transmit po litica l messages 
across the airwaves. The politica l nature of 
shortwave broadcasting becomes s ignificantly 
mo re inte resting when examining the 
broadcasting activities o f diss ident groups o r 
organizatio ns oppost:d to the c urrent 
government in a particular count ry. This DX 
Target is abou t o ne such broadcaster in the 
Moldavian Republic of Pridnestrovie. 

The Country 
l'ridnestrovie is in the eastern pan of Moldova. 
Prio r to the collapse of the former Soviet 
Union, it was a part of the Moldavian Soviet 
Socialist Republic. Mo ldova is located in 
south-central Europe. It covers abou t 13,000 
square miles, o r 33,700 square kilometers, 
with a population of approximately 4.5 million 
people. The capital c ity is C his inau, w hich 
was known as Kishinev when the country was 
part of the Soviet Union. 

After the 1990 break up of the former Soviet 
Union, some of the repub lics have faced 
serio us e thnic problems. 1l1e Republic of 
Moldova was no exception. Ethnic problems 
divided this small country w ith a multinational 
population. Consequently, a civil war ensued 
w ith the Mo ldavian Republic of Pridnestrovie 
proclaim ing human rights to be above ethnic 
rights. This resu lted in a proclamation of the 
independent Pridnestrovia n Republic on 
Scptc mbt:r 2, 1990 in an effort to provide 
equal rights for all nationalities. During the 
summcrof I 992, Moldova used mi litary force 
in an effort to suppress thc young republic. 
Although the mili tary effort fa iled, Mo ldova 
has maintained ideological pressure and tries 
to block information about the Pridnestrovian 
Repub lic. Radio Dniester International p lays 
an important role in gell ing information ;ibout 
the new republic's struggle into Europe and 
North America. 

The Government 
Pol itica l power in Mo ldova is div ided between 
the pres ident, Parlian1t:nt, and the Cou ncil o f 
Minis ters. T he country's largest politica l 
party is the Moldovan Popular Front w hich 
supports reun ificat ion o f Moldova with 
Romania. The National A lliance for 
Independence s upports independen t 
sta te hood. The Joint Counc il o f Work 
Cooperatives is the major po litical force in an 
indus trial region on the east bank of the 
Dnestr River in eastern Moldova. Many of 
the peop le in this region, called Trans-Dnestr, 
a re of Russian o r Ukrainian descent and 
o ppose union w ith Romania. 

History 
T he his tory o f Moldova helps explain the role 
o f Radio Dniester International and the 
underlying reasons fo r trying to establish a

sc:parate Pridnes trovian Republic. Way back 
in 1856, the Treaty of Paris gave Southern 
Bessarabia to the Principality of Moldavia 
following Russia's defeat in that war. In 

· 1861, Moldavia united with the Princ ipality 
of Walachia 10 form the new nation of 
Romania. After World War I, al I of Bessarabia 
became part of Romania. The Soviet Union 
refused to recognize Bessarabia 's unification 
with Romania. In 1924, the Sovie ts 
established the Moldavian Autonomous 
Soviet Socialist Republic(" A.S.S.R.") in the 
Trans-Dnestr reg ion. In 1940, during World 
War II, the Soviet Union seized Bessarabia 
and merged most of ii with part of the 
Moldavian A.S.S .R. to form the Moldavia 
Soviet Socialist Republic. 

In 1990, the Moldavian legislature declared 
that its laws took precedence over those of the 
Soviet Union. Moldavia also changed its 
name to Moldova. By 1991, Moldova and 10 
other former republics of the Soviet Union 
formed the Commonwealth of Independent 
States ("CIS ") after which the Soviet Union 
was dissolved. 
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Dc:c-Juse Moldova shares Romania's language, 
history, and culture, its leaders began restoring 
many of the country 's ties to Romania. They 
reintroduced Romanian history and sent 
thousands of Moldovans to study in Romanian 
schools. Also during 1990, the Gagauz people 
in southern Moldova and Russians and 
Ukrainians in the Trans-Dnestr region 
announced that they were forming an 
independent s tate. In March 1992, fighting 
between ethnic Moldovans and separatists in 
the Trans-Dnestr region broke out. As in 
most politica l s truggles, :adio plays an 
important ro le in disseminating news and 
information about the conm ct. II is here that 
Radio Dnies ter International becomes an 
important communications vehicle in the 
s truggle. 

The People 
Moldova is the most densely populated of all 
the former Soviet Republics. About two­
thirds of the people are ethnic Moldovans. 
Most of the rest of the population is made up 
of Russians; Ukrainians; Gagauz, a Turkic 
people; and Bulgarians. More than half of the 
people of Moldova live in rural areas, clustered

in Villages. Most of these people work as 
farmers. 

The country's official language is Romanian. 
The Moldovans used the Roman alphabet in 
writ ing their language. Under the Soviet rule, 
they were forced to adopt the Cyrillic alphabet 
which is used to write the Russian language. 
In i 989, the republic's parliament ordered a 
return to the Roman alphabet. 

The Station 
Radio Dn ieste r Inte rn atio na l began 
broadcasting on s hortwave and medium wave 
in March 1993. The station was created to te ll 
European and American audiences about the 
s ituation in l'ridnestrov ic as seen from their 
viewpoint. According to information received 
from the statio n, "The ma in goa l o f our radio 
s tatio n is to spread as much information as 
possible about o ur young republic, our proud, 
independent a nd free people which has paid 
with thousands of human I ives for its freedom." 
The recognition of the Moldavian Republic of 
Pridnestrovie is their s tated main purpose 
which makes this stat ion a clandestine: 
broadcaster.

Currently, the station broadcasts in English 
on Monday, Wednesday and Saturday from 
2030 to 2100 UTCon 9,620 kHz and 999 kHz 
with a repeat broadcast of the previous day's 
program on Tuesday, Thursday and Sunday. 
A German language program is transmitted 
on Wednesday and Satu rday from 2000-2030 
UTC. After summer time ends, the s tation 's 

programs wi ll be broadcasted one hour later. 
The station suffers severe j amming from the 
Republic o f Moldova. As a result of the 
jamming activities , s ignal quality on medium 
wave is very poor. 

The station had become a reasonably good 
veri fie r of listener reception reports. In 
reply ing to lis teners, the s ta tion indicates they 
are transmitting from a 250 ki lowatt transmitter 
in Grigoriopol in the Moldavian Republic of 
Pridnestrovic. Under the club 's current 
country list and station counting rules, Radio 
Dniest er Inte rnational would count as 
Moldova. If the Moldavian Republic of 
l'ridnestrovie achieves s ig nificant 
international recognition as an independent 
country, presumably country lists would be 
revised to renect that change. In either case, 
shortwave listeners have a unique opportunity 
to listen, log and verify a rare shortwave 
broadcast country that is making history.

A lso, it is an exciting 
new broadcaster carrying its political message 
of separatio n fro m the rest of Moldova to the 
world in English. It is here where the DXcr 
and the casual listener have a lot in common.

The goings on between DC and daylight are 
incredible. More incredible is the fact that you 
can take a handful of cheap components that can 
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be found in any electronics store, connect them 
together, and you can participate in the world 
between DC and daylight. The trick is knowing 
which components to wire up and how to do the 
wiring. Mastering Radio Frequency Circuits 
will get you well down the road to constructing 
your own RF goodies. 

Afier an introduction to radio frequencies, Joe 
jumps right in with a chapter on RF components 
and construction. Putting a few words about 
construction techniques up front is an imponant 
dilference from many other works in this field. 
Many neophyte radio hobbyists have been 
frustrat.:d because they had no fundamental 
training in putting a radio circuit together. One 
glob of solder in the wrong place can ruin hours 
or days of work and can be a royal terrorto track 
down. Joe follows this chapter with a section on 
test equipment a hobbyist would want to gather 
lo begin to play with radio in eamesL This 
section even includes a few potential projects in 
the form of various RF wattmeters. 

The next several chapters cover the care and 
feeding oft he various components you are likely 
to run across. Here you will get a good 
understanding ofinductors, capacitors and how 
they com.: together to make radio work. If you 'r.: 
like me, you will digest these sections in shor1 
order to get to the first really neat proj.:ct in the 
book. Chapter 8 takes you through the 
construction of a simple VLF receiver. Just the 
thing to get Bill Oliv.:r more customers for the 
Longwave Club of America. Next comes a 
chapter on design and construction of preselector 
and preampli lier circuits that can help you bn:athe 
new lifi: into any low cost r.:ceivcr you have 
hangi ng around the shack. 

As you move on through the lea ming experience 
you will get the opponunity to construct a 
common test chassis that will allow you to 
dev.:lop dozens of projects without the time and 
expense of reinventing the whet:! with each 
cxp.:riment. This common test chassis wi ll take 
you through the process of constructing severa l 
direct convers ion receivers. If you're also 
interested in transmitting as well as receiving, 
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several chapters will take you through the 
construction ofVFO circuits. 

From time to time, we have all had difficulty 
with interference from strong signals that play 
heck with our listening pleasure. Joe treats us to 
a series of projects on RF filters and wavctraps 
that wi ll reduce most common types of 
interference. 

The book closes out with a bunch of great test 
equipment projects. Havo: you priced a spectrum 
analyzer lati:ly? Joe shows us how to put together 
a low cost substitute along with several oth.:r 
great pieces of gear just waiting to go to work on 
your test bench. 

Mastering Radio Frequency Circuits is just the 
book to get you started in electronics 
experimentation. It's ro:ally not that far from a 
simple direct conversion receiver to the high 
dollar communications receivo:rs once you leam 
the fundamentals.

No, you 're not seeing double. Joe has yet another 
book out. This h!xt, another in the Mastering 
Electronics Series, gets down and dirty with 
oscillators, the basic circuits used to generate 
signa ls. As such, it serves as a great text for 
further learning once you have devoured 
Mastering Radio Frequency Circuits. The fonnat 
is similar to the above book as well. Joe takes 
you through the world of oscillators one design 
at a time. Whi le doing this, you will get a handle 
on s uch diverse topics as power supply 
construction, transistors and integrated circuits. 
Along the way you will get to play with relaxation 
oscillators, (remember those "turkey gobbler" 
noise makers that were the height of chic during 
the CB craze?), various RF oscillators as well as 
the venerable 555 IC timer device. You will 
again review VFO circuit design as well as 
creating high stability crystal oscillators. Lots of 
profusely illustrated fun for the dedicated 
experimenter. 

Curiously enough, what sets this book apart and 
makes it an important addition to any radio 
hobbyist's library is its appendix entitled 
Electrical Safety in the Electronics Workshop. I 
have never seen a more practical study of shock 
hazards. Defore you go poking around inside 
any electrical devices, you would do well to read 
this chapter.

In my capacity as Beginner's Corner columnist 
for Monitoring Times magazine, I am always on 
the look out for short and simple introductory 
books to hook people into our hobby. You may 
reca ll that Anita wrote a great beginner's book 
for Tab about a year ago called Shortwave Radio 
Listening for Beginners. That book has sold 
very well and, no doubt, prompted this her latest . 
creation. 

The trick lo writing for beginners is remembering 
that they are, in fact, beginners. No quesiion is 
silly and no answer can be made too simple. 
What Anita has done with this new work is to 
move infonnation down further to folks who 
have no idea what radio is all about. This is the 
kind of book you would share with a friend or 
co-worker who has expressed mild curiosity 
about the world around them or who might have 
wandered through your listening post one 
evening. Explaining our hobby to the uninitiated 
is not always an easy task. It may be simpler to 
hand someone a book such as this and let them 
run with it for a while. This would also be a good 
book to hand out to long suffering significant 
others who jusl want to know what you do down 
in the basement late at night. 

The book does seem to redevelop some of the 
themes that Anita wrote about in her first SW 
book. This is not necessarily a bad thing because 
beginners do bendil from repo:titive learning. If 
your trying to get someone interested in the 
radio hobby, Anita's latest book might bea good 
investment.

The Hermes Loop Array 

The antenna system described in this month's 
column is in use at the CBC monitoring 
s tation in Ontario. I lermes Electronics 
Limited of Dartmouth, Nova Scotia 
developed and sells the system. The antenna 
combines the outputs of a number of 
individual loop antennas to cause signals 
arriving from the favored direction to add at 
the receiver input. Signa l energy arriving 
from the opposite direction adds at the 
opposite end of the feedline. Here a dummy 
load dissipates the energy. The natural figure 
8 characteristic response of loop antennas 

minimizes side response. The result is an 
act ive traveling wave antenna with directional 
characteristics similar to a Beverage but 
requ iring much less real estate for equivalent 
performance. 

Figure I shows an eight loop array. Rigid, 
air-dielectric, coax feedline connects the 
loops . Air d ielectric coax ensures that the 
waves traveling in the coax are propagating 
at the same speed as the waves in the air. The 
speed of the waves in a solid dielectric coax 
would only be 70 to 85% o? the free space 

Figure 1 An 8 loop Hermes Array performs like a much larger 
Beverage antenna saving land costs 
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speed. As the wave traveled in the direction 
of the receiver, the voltage induced in 
successive loops would soon be out of phase 
with the wave in the feedline. The result 
would be partial cancellation and loss of 
gain. 

An eight loop array with 13 fool spacing 
between loops exhibits gain beginning at 
5dBat 2 MHz rising to 14 dBat30 MHz. The 
3dBazimuth beamwidth decreases with rising 
frequency. Beamwidth is 86 de&>Tees at SM 1-lz 
narrowing to 54 degrees at 30 Ml-lz. Thus a 
single array of this type aimed due east from 
North America wou ld cover most of Europe 
and northern Africa while auenuating noise 
and interference arriving from NorthAmc:rica 
o r South America. 

The elevat ion pallem is very broad. The 
pall em is relatively constant from the horizon 
up 10 80 degrees a15 MHz and 30 degrees al 
30 MHz. Al these angles the pallern is down 
3 dB. The high angle response may prov ide 
some advantage at sunrise and sunset when 
angles of arrival tend to be higherthan normal. 

Ordinarily a good DX receiving antenna 
should discriminate against signa ls arriving 
from high angles because waves arriving 
from both low and high angles have traveled 
dil'fcrenl distances. The waves add at times 
and cancel at other times because the phase 
relationship between the waves is constantly 
changing as the ionosphere rises and falls . 

An array of this type needs only 30 meters 
( 110 ft!et) of linear real estate. Increasing the 
spacing to 26 feet between loops would 
increase the gain al low frequencies while 
narrowing the beamwidth. The n:latively 
short length represents a vast reduction in 
land requirements compared to a Beverage 
type antenna with equivalent performance. 
A Beverage at 2 MHz would be a minimum 
of 2 wavelengths long (300 meters) or 10 
times the length of the loop array. 

Lets see how the array works. Figure 2shows 
the Hermes Loop Array in schematic form. 
The desired s ignal arrives from the left a nd 
induces a voltage in the first loop.An amplifier 
boosts the s ignal and sends it to the feed line. · 

Figure 2 Hermes Loop Array schematic Illustrates antenna operation 
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The signal divides at the feedline. Half the 
energy goes to the right, half to the left. The 
50 ohm resis tive termination dissipates the 
energy that went to the left. The energy that 
went to the right travels toward the receiver 
until it reaches the place where the output of 
the second amplifier connects to the feedline. 
At the same time the second loop has a 
voltage induced across its terminals by the 
advancing RF wave in space. After 
amplification by the second amplifier, the 
signal arrives at the feedline. The termination 
absorbs the half of the energy that goes to the 
left. The other half adds in phase with the 
energy from the first loop and continues 
toward the receiver. Now you see why the 
speed of the wave in the feed line must be the 
same as in free space. lfthe wave was s lower, 
it would arrive at the junction late and fail to 
reinforce the energy from the second loop. 

Signal components from each loop are 
coherently related to each other. The desired 
signals precisely add to each other as the 
wave propagates toward the receiver. Noise 
components generated in the preamplifiers 

-are randomly related and so they do not add 
coherently. If you double the number of 
loops, the effective signal to noise ratio 
theoretically increases by 3 dB. In practice, 

· most noise sources are external to the antenna 
system. No improvement occurs unless the 
noise source is in an unfavored direction. 

This process of reinforcement continues as 
the wave travels to the right. Eventually the 
combined energy from each of the eight 
loops arrives at the receiver. 

A wave traveling from the right will induce 
a voltage firs t in loop 8. 1l1e energy will 
divide at the output of the preamp. Half wil l 
go toward the receiver and half toward the 
termination where it dissipa tes as heat. The 
half going to the receiver will combine with 
energy from the previous cycle that was 
induced in loop 7 in such a way as to partially 
cancel at the feedline junction. Thus, waves 
arriving from the right will not be reinforced. 
Depending on the frequency and spacing 
between loops, the resultant output to the 
receiver can actually be less than the output 
of a single loop. 

Reversing the loca tion of the feed and the 
terminating resistor will reverse the direction 
of favored reception. 

The Hermes Loop should theoretically be 
capable of duplication by a technically 
oriented SWL. In practice there are several 
design challenges which may be beyond the 
home const ructor's cai>ability. The 
preamp I ifiers must have constant, stable gain 
from 2 MHz to30 MHz. Outdoor temperature 
excursions and sun loadingcomplicate design 
stability. Controlling amplifier phase shift 
over a wide range of temperatures is difficult 
but very necessary in this design. In addition, 
the individual loops should be balanced with 
respect to ground whi le exhibiting immunity 
to nearby lightning strikes. The termination 
resis tance and the coax feedline must have 
identical impedances to avoid reflections 
that would degrade the front - to-bac k 
directivity ratio. 

Compared to laying out a Beverage antenna, 
the Hermes Loop Array is much more 
complex. So if you have the land, the Beverage 
is probably a better choice. If you are looking 
for an antenna that might fit on a reasonably 
sized piece of suburban real estate, the Hermes 
Loop Array could be the answer. You can 
always endear yourself to your neighbors by 
saying that you are training the s tray 
neighborhood cats and dog.s to jump through 
the loops in preparation for sell ing them to 
the c ircus.

HCJB Radio

One of the first things that a Shortwave Radio 
Listener hears is HCJB radio out of Ecuador. 
Known as ''The Voice of the Andes" HCJB for 
more than 62 years has established themselves 
as one of the premiere radio stations in the 
world. HCJB is the international radio voice of 
World Radio Missionary Fellowship Inc., an 
interdenominational faith mission dedicated to 
spreading the gospel of Jesus Christ around the 
world.A faith mission denotes a mission agency 
not undcrwritten by any denomination, in which 
each missionary raises their own support. 

Although HCJB is a Christian radio station, 
there is also an abundance of progranuning 
covering life in South Amcrica, Harn and 
Shortwave Radio. Its music and news programs 
are the finest in Latin America. The DX-Party 
line has been on the air for more lhan 30 years 
providing shortwave rndio listeners with up to 

date news for radio hobbyists .. According to 
listener response in Oct. 1993, IJ1e IJm:c top 
programs produced al "DX Partyline", "Saludos 
Amigos" and "Studio Nine." The English 
Language Service in 1993received 12,1881ctters 
and reception reports from listeners around the 
world. Most of these came from the United 
States and United Kingdom. 

GENESIS OF HCJB 
Christmas Day 1931 , HCJB celebrated both the 
birth of Christ and its own birth. Cofounders 
Clarence Jones and Reuben Larson carried 
through on their dream to broadcast the Word of 
God around the world. It was lhe first Christian 
missionary radio station in the world.

TECHNICAL 
HCJB's shortwave studio faci lities are located 
on the "compound" in Quito, the capital of 
Ecuador. There are 12 control rooms, of which 
three are equipped for stereo operation. The 
programs are broadcasted via lilpe from an 
automated central control, sending out up to 
eight programs simultaneously via microwaye 
to IJ1e transmitters in Pifo. 

Pifo, 15 miles cast of Quito, is the site of all 
HCJB's shortwave transmit.ters and a ntennas. 
Of the 12 transmitters HCJB has in Pifo, eight 
were built by missionaries at the HCJB 
Engineering Center in Elkhart. Indiana. In 
addition 30 shortwave antennas are located in 
Pifo. They include 25 curtain arrays, one 
reversible cardioid array, one dipole array, 2· 
lazy-H antennas, one rhombic antenna, a 
steerable-beam reflector antenna and a 24-
eh:ment quad antenna. 

The Pifo transmitters are just for shortwave 10 

the major languages HCJB broadcast to air, such 
as Russian , Portuguese, French, English, 
Spanish, Quechua, Swedish, German, Uzbek, 
Slovak, Czech, Ukrainian.Japanese. Mcan while 
AM and FM transmitters on Mount Pichincha 
that air to Quito, and a series of 6 repeaters 
around the country for these local broadcasts. 
There are local stations in Europe, Africa among 
others that air local programs in native languages, 
such as Tatar (Central Asia), Kikongo (Africa). 

Power for the Pifo site is supplied by HCJB's 
Hydroelectric plant at the headwaters of the 
Amazon River, 40 miles east of Quito, across the 
continental divide. A power line, consisting of 
four wires, runs the 25 miles between Pifo and 
the hydro plant through altitudes up to 14,000 
feet The first hydroelectric plant was originally 
built in 1911 and put 10 use at HCJB in 1965. A 
new plant was put into operation in November 
1982. At full power the plant can put out six 
million watts of power. 
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Planned to begin in mid-1994 is ALAS, the first 
Spanish evangelical satellite network that will 
cover Latin America. HCJB and Trans World 
Radio jointly will obtain time on INTELSAT 6 
ALAS which stand for "Latin America via 
satellite" is also the Spanish word for "wings." 
UplinkequipmentinQuitoandatTWR'ssiteon 
Bonaire will be used to send programs and other 
information to the satellite. Whereas Downlink 
equipment will ·enable affiliates to receive 
programs and other information from the satellite. 
This project could be the most important 
development in HCJB World Radio since 
Clarence Jones founded it in 1931. 

SERVICE OPPORTUNITIES 
HCJB World Radio has men and woman working 
at locations throughout the world, not just in 
Ecuador. Although most of service positions 
exist within Ecuador, other locations exist. 
Panama, South Texas and Colorado Springs 
USA. In total there are offices in 23 countries' 
world wide. 

Four different categories of service are available 
for HCJB staff, Regular Membership, Sununer 
Missions, Special Assignments and Working 

· Visitor (short term). 

Regular Membership is for a minimum of three 
years. The Special Assignment missionaries are 
assigned to specific tasks or projects from three 
to 30 months. College age young people with 
skills in radio, medicine, music, etc. can join up 
for the summer on a ten-week stay as part of the 
Summer Mission. 

HCJB has also established the Working Visitor 
Program. This program, generally one to three 
months, exists to meet HJCB's short-term 
personnel needs. 

MORE THAN RADIO 
HCJB is more than just a missionary radio 
station. In addition HCJB operates AM & FM 
stations throughout Ecuador. Cooperating 
ministries include Radio HOXO in Panama and 
World Radio Network, a chain of stations along 
the Mexican-United States border. 

In Ecuador, HCJB reaches physical and spiritual 
needs through two fully-equipped hospitals, 
medical training, mobile medical clinics, 
community development and medical research. 
Hospital Vozandes in Quito has 75 beds, while 
35 beds are currently at a Hospital Vozandes­
Shcll in the Amazon basin. 
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THE COMMITMENT 
"We arc committed to provide every man, woman 
and child on earth the opportunity to tum on 
their radios and hear the gospel of Jesus Christ 
in a language they can understand so they can 
become followers of Christ and responsible 
members of His church. We plan to complete 
this task by the year 2000." 

With that goal in mind, four broadcasters have 
cooperated since 1985 and pledged to provide 
the gospel to all peoples. HCJB World Radio, 
Far East Broadcasting Company, Trans World 
Radio and SIM have worked together to 
accomplish this almost impossible goal. At a 
June 1993 meeting in Colorado Springs it was 
announced that 844 million people in language 
groups of one million or more have no Christian 
radio. Of the 176 target languages, I 03 may not 
understand broadcasts in a secondary language. 
Many Islam, Hindu and Buddhist people, who 
are among the poorest people on earth, and are 
completely beyond the reach of traditional 
missionaries. 

HCJB has always been there to help assist the 
shortwave listener. They call themselves friends 
who care, and it shows. John Beck, Director of 
International Broadcasting says, "I believe the 
main reason is that we arc trying to be more than 
a voice, but friends who care. Our expressed 
purpose is introducing our listening friends to 
the friend of friends, Jesus Christ. We don ' t 
always succeed. Sometimes we fail miserably to 
accurately represent Christ's character in our 
programming and daily lives. But we continue 
trying because the consequences of what people 
do regarding Jesus Christ are eternal." 

HCJB has been a friend to many around the 
world for over 60 years . It's original mission has 
not altered during those years. It has given much 
to the people of Ecuador, through its missionary 
work in radio, hospitals and schools. There is 
much to be proud of at HCJB and the future will 
surly be as exciting.

Yemeni Republic Radio in San'a broadcast the 
following announcement in Arabic al 0450 on 
21st June 1994: "The English-language section 
of the main program of Yemeni Republic Radio 
is pleased to announce that a daily English­
language lransm1ss1on wi ll begin next 
Saturday (25th June) at 1800-1900 UTC, 
corresponding to 21(l0-2200 San'a local lime.
