With the recent increase in postage costs and other operating expenses of the c lub including 
printing, the Executive Council has determined that a US$1.00 increase in membership rates 
.for North America is necessary effective April I, 1995. This is the second postage increase 
experienced since the last time dues were raised. In North America dues will be US$26.00. 
Any member in North America can renew at the old rate until that time. Overseas postage 
rates may rise later this year which could result in membership rates increasing. Overseas 
members may also renew early to avoid the increase.

Like many o thers in the shortwave hobby, I classify myself as a program listener. In fact, 
I would go fun her and describe myself as an avid program listener. I only listen 10 broadcasts 
in Engl ish, never venture be low 5800 kHz, listen regularly to about ten big international 
broadcasters (plus a few others on an irregular basis), and do no Dxing and QSLing. These 
have been conscious decis io ns on my pan fo r several reasons: I do not want 10 spend time 
listening to a broadcast in a language that I do not understand, wailing for an ID that may 
or may no t come, and wh ich I may or may not catch (or even understand) if it is announced. 
Ins tead , I want 10 be able 10 unders tand every word that is broadcast, so that I can learn as 
much as poss ible about the world in which I Jive, as we ll as the country from which the 
broadcast originates. In short, shortwave listening is for me a means of persona l education 
and growth. 

G iven my passion fo r program lis tening, I am becoming increasingly d ismayed by the lack 
of wriue n material in this aspect of the hobby. There seems 10 be Ji llie wrillen on program 
listening as an activity in itself, as opposed 10 the various aspects of more traditional Dxing. 
Of course, there are severa l program lists around (e.g. The Shortwave Radio Guide), which 
are quite usefu l though they rend 10 dare rather quick ly. But there appear.; to be little written 
on the mo.re genera l, conceptual, and theoretical aspects of program listening. The only 
publication that I know of that even approaches these goals is Passport to World Rand Radio. 
This is a n excellent place for the new program listener lo begin. Its contents are 
s tra ightforward and very easi ly digested. Where does the program listener then turn, 
however, for more advanced and cha llenging reading on the topic? Dxers have the various 
volumes of Proceedings lo which lo turn, but what about the program listeners? 

Besides an apparent Jack of wriucn material, there is also a Jack of awards and contests 
geared lo the program listener. NASWA has many fine awards, but there are none relating 
specifically 10 program listening (viz. awards for listening 10 program content for its own 
sake, rather than for hearing Ids and obtaining OSLs). And what about contests: there arc 
severa l DX contests on the conlinelll, but none that I know of which focuses specifically on 
listening to program content, as opposed to Jogging/idemifyingas many stations as possible. 

G iven the fact that broadcasters ex is t lo broadcast programs, and not s imply announce IDs 
and issue QSLs, why do we as shortwave radio hobbyists focus so much of our altenlion 
o n IDs and QSLc;, rather tha n on actual program content? And when we do listen 10 program 
content, how often is it in order 10 acq uire detai ls for a reception report? 

Why is there so.Jillie allention g iven in the hobby 10 program listening? Is there any interest 
among program listeners for anicles and books o n their specially in the hobby? Is there any 
interest in aw<1rds and contests designed especially for ll1cm? In short, wh~ l is the p resent 
slate of program listening within the hobby?

Thought I would share a wonderfu l experience that occurred around the holidays. Each year 
in my department where I work, we have holiday grab bag gift g iving.

I was shocked to find my boss's old Nat iona l Panasonic R-5000 Communicat ions rece iver 
that he was passing o n to me! This baby is no light weig ht - 22 lbs . but is a class receiver. 
Dcsigned with leather and chrome, the front folds ou t to reveal a large analog scale covering 
LW, MW, FM and 8 full shortwave bands to 30kl lz. Dass and treble controls along with a 
fine tuning dial give this puppy that full rich sound s imilar to tube sets. The antenna fo r 
shortwave is a unique rectangular frame type that folds up from the back o f the receiver. When 
an external antenna is p lugged in , the sensitivity is similar to my Drake R-8. 

The set operates on AC or DC, has one band width filter, along wit h an ANL and AFC for 
FM. There are two whip antennas on each end o f the unit fo r FM. 

I assume this set was competing with some of the Zenith Trans-Oceanic models during the 
70's. If anyone has any hi sto ric information about thi s rece iver I would appreciate a no te. 
Thanks. What a gift!

West 
and Senador Guiomard at aprox. 10 deg. South, 67.5 West.

COUNTRY LIST COMMITTEE REPORT 

Since the earliest days of DXing, some 70 years ago, statistics have been a part of the: liste ning hobby. 
Traditionally, it seems, we have a need to count. Since shortwave is global, it is natural that our common 
unit of measurement is the country. How many countries have we heard'! I low many verified"! Most 
DXers have at least somc: interest in these numbers. 

On the surface, it would seem a simple thing. Just count the countries, stupid! And dc:lining a country 
would seem to be a snap. In practice, howcver, it is not. There are complicating factors. Differences 
in political and geographical factors oficn conflict. Longstanding listening hobby traditions must be 
kept in mind. 

One oft he biggest problems is time. Politics change over time. Colonies become nations. Conquests 
gobble up once indcpcnd.:nt states. Ethnic differences split onetime countries into severa l new political 
entities. 

In the n:al world , countries today may not be countries tomorrow. Yet the DXcr's hobby may span many 
years. He or she is loath to remove a forn1er country from his heard/QSLcd totals list simply because . 
some ti npot despot has invadc:d his neighbor. And what happens ifthat victim country manages to break 
free from the conqueror at some futu re date? Docs it re-emerge as a country? And what oft he listener's 
old logging? ls it here today, gone tomorrow, but back again the day al\a? 

To resolve such issues in something like a consistent manner, NASWA years ago created its own 
country list to serve as a counting standard for its members, and a country list committee to oversee 
its management. Currently, this com mince consists of seven members, Jerry Berg, John Bryant, David 
Clark, Harold Cones, Gerry Dexter, John Herkimer and chairman Don Jensen. Collectively, this 
committee has nearly 250 years experience in the DX hobby. 

The committee is responsible for periodically adding new countries to the list. (In order to provide 
fairness and long- tem1 consistency, it is a basic policy not to remove a country from th.: list, even though 
politically it may no longer exist -e.g., Biafra - or may no longer be broadcasting on shortwave -
e.g., Fij i.) The committee also interprets and explains the use of the list to NASWA members and other 
users. 

It should be noted that while the: Country List was created for and is maintained by NASWA for the 
use of its members, it also has been adopted as a hobby counting standard by a number of other clubs 
in Nonh America and abroad, and by countless individual SW DXcrs around the world. We welcome 
and arc delighted by such widespread acceptance of this list as the SWL DXer's counting standard. 

The committee meets, nonnally twice a year, via mail, FAX, e-mail and/or telephone 10 consider 
pending country list matters. It compiles and makes available a current Country List booklet, which 
includes information on how to use the list to count countries heard or verified. A new and up-to-date 
Country List booklet was completed early in 1994 and is available fo r $2 from NASWA's COMPANY 
STORE. Last month, the committee completed its mid-year session and determined that no additions 
to the list are appropriate at this time. The committee again will med early in the new year. 

Maintaininga country list standard which balances fairness to beginning listeners and longtime DXers, 
one which attempts to resolve seemingly irreconcilable differences between the world 's political 
realities, geographic considerations and important and longstanding listening hobby traditions, is more 
complex than most listeners realize. 

For those interes1ed in delving more deeply into the whys and hows of the subject arc encouraged to 
read "Counting Countries," an essay which appeared in the 1989 edition of FINE TUNING's 
PROCEEDINGS, which we hope also may be repri nted in serial form in future issues of THE 
JOURNAL. 

The NASWA Country List Committee intends to continue these periodic reports to the membership 
several times a year, to keep you infonned of new countries, when added, and answer genera l interest 
questions about the list and its use. The comminec seeks member input and suggestions at any time.

What receiver weighs 85 lbs, has 26 tubes and 
could have been made by any one of 13 contrac­
tors including Capehart? Uthe answer was the 
Collins designed R390A, you would be right. 
·111erc arc few receivers available today for any 
price that can match the signal processing capa­
biHties of a properly operating R390A. Indeed, 
finding one which is operating properly and in 
good condition is indeed an uncommon find of 
good fortune. 

·n1e R390A is a hollow-sta te (tubes) type re­
ccivercapablc of receiving AM, CW and with an 
external adaptor, SSB signals. It operates over a 
continous frequency range of .5 to 32 1111-lz in 
33- I mHz steps. The receiver is a super­
hctrodyne design with multiple frequency con­
version employing double conversion from 8 -
32 mHz and triple conversion from .5 - 8 mH z. 
A Permability Tuned Oscillator, PTO allows 
linear tuning throughout the range. While the 
manufacturers speci fications call for AM sensi­
tivity in the range o f 3 microvolts, well main­
tained and tuned receivers have been indepen­
dently measured to be capable of .5 uv and 
dynamic range figures in the area of 137 db! 

Originally designed for the mWtary, the R390 
series receivers were intended for intelligence 
work, signal intercept and snooping on enemy 
transmissions. A typical military receive site 
would have racks upon racks of R390A's con­
nected to the best antenna5 Uncle Sam could 
afford. One example of thi s type of receive site 
was Sobi Camp on Okinawa. It consisted of a 
concrete blcokhouse several stories deep and 
dozens of Rhombic antennas spaced a few de-

grees apart. This faci lity monitored Red Chi­
nese military radio traffic through the I 950's 
and 60's. indeed, during the 1950's and early 
60's, the R390 and R390A were classified SE­
CRET and were. simply, the finest communica­
tions receivers avai lable anywhere and at any 
price. 

It is rumored that the R390A is still found in 
some government agencies reserved for a single 
macabre use: its bullet-proof, vacuum tube de­
sign makes it invulnerable to the gigantic electro­
magnetic pulse produced by a nuclear blast. 
TI1at same EMP pulse would destroy the transis­
tors in the most modem receivers found today. 

When purchasing an R390A, look for one that 
appears in good condition. A really pristine 
receiver will include the thin mu-metal top and 
bottom shields and if you're lucky, a cabinet. 
Play with the controls. Does the mechanical 
tuni ng and band changing feel tight or is it 
sloppy from years of use? Does it have both the 
carrier and audio level meters still installed? 
Although the meters in the R390A are radioac­
tive and most wil l have had them removed, 
receivers with meters still installed occasionally 
turn up. Finally, powering up tl1e receiver prior 
to purchase will te ll al l. Tune to the nearest 
IOOKC point and select "cal" on the function 
control. TI1e carrier meter should read between 
20 and 40 db on all bands. If it passes the 
aforementioned " tests," you probably have a 
serviceable receiver.

You can expect to pay from $200 to as much as 
$500 for a typical R390 or R390A. 

There are certainly some down sides to owning 
this fine receiver. To keep it in top condition, a 
proactive maintainence schedule should be fol­
lowed. That is, at least bi- yearly, all the tubes 
should be tested and any weak ones replaced 
followed by a complete alignment. It doesn't 
hurt to also put some light lubricant on the cams 
driving the mechanical band change linkage. 
But by all means, resist the temptation to disas­
semble any of the mechanical linkage. Finally, a 
shot of non-lubricating tuner cleaner into any 
noisy controls ends what is approximately a two 
hour session of receiver maintainence. Addi­
tionally, if the receiver is a recent acquisition, 
check under the IF chassis and locate C-553, a 
.01 paper capacitor which serves to block the 
plate voltage ofV-50 I . This low voltage capaci­
tor will eventually leak or short outright cause 
the selected mechanical filter to burn open and 
be ruined. I replaced C-553 in my R390A with 
a .01 mfd 600V Sprague Orangedrop capacitor. 

So is all this work worth it? You bet! In mid­
October, I went all the way through my own 
EAC (1967) built R-390A in anticipaton of the 
upcoming DX season. All the tubes were tested 
with an aging but still accutate Hickok tube 
lester. I culled out any tubes which were weak 
along with those which were good but marginal. 
The receiver was aligned using a state of art, 
commercial service monitor I brought home 
from work. Finally, I massaged the internal gain 

control balancing raw gain agains internal noise 
and squeezed out AM sensitivity numbers of at 
least .2 uv 10 db S/N+N on every band and a 
miraculous .16 uv on the all-important 60 mb. 
These are AM, not ECSS or SSS specifications. 
As a comparison, the $4,000 Watkins Johnson 
boasts "only" 1.58 uv. 

As a modification, the stock audio subchassis 
was replaced with an extra that I had modified 
by Bill Kleronomos, KDOHG at Longmont 
Audio Lab in Lyons, CO. Bill uses the existing 
audio chassis and builds a class "B," push-pull 
amplifier out of it. TI1e amplifier has about 7 
watts of power and a fraction of the distortion of 
the original "local audio" amplifier. The R-
390A with Bill's amplifier produces the best 
audio I have ever heard from a shortwave re­
ceiver! Listening to a station with the bandwidth 
control to 8 kHz and playing through a Realistic 
Optimus Pro-7 speaker is nothing less than 
spectacular. The modified amplifier is a direct 
replacement requiring no additional modifica­
tions; it takes only about 3 minutes to install. 

While the front panel is not very inviting and 
certainly lacks the character and ergonomics of 
the SP-600, the R390A is not at all difficult to 
use. There are 6 available bandwidths of .1, 1.0, 
2.0, 4.0, 8.0 and 16 kHz. The .1 and 1.0 use 
crystal filters and the balance use the famed 
Collins mechanical fi lters. The direct frequency 
readout is accurate to 200 cycles and is dis­
played by a mechanical odomotor type readout. 
Finally, the front panel sports 15 controls; the 
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operation of all being fairly intituative and con­
taining no suprises. 

Sitting down in front of a "hot" R-390A, a new 
operator used only to solid state receivers will 
imediately notice the lack of annoying transistor 
background "hiss" such as that found in nearly 
all modern solid state equipment. Band scan­
ning is best done with the 4kHz mechanical 
filter selected and the bfo off. Most DX' ers keep 
the BFO on which serves to alert them to a 
station in bet ween standard 5 KC spacing. How­
ever, with the R390A's sensitivity combined 
with its sharp Collins mechanical filters, there is 
no need to use the BFO. As the operator tunes 
across the band, even stations in between stan­
dard spacing seem to pop in and out of the 
receiver. When you find that weak 90mb Indian, 
PNG or Indonesian, you will discover that the 
R390A culls useable audio out of seemingly 
nothing. During my own informal tests, I found 
that a signal which will produce only an SSB 
beat-note in an R-8 will yield faint music and 
voices in an R390A. Generally speaking, mod­
em solid state receivers simply cannot compete 
with the R390A's combination of sensitivity, 
high dynamic range and low internal noise. 

So now that you are excited about the radio. 
know what it can do and know what to look for, 
where can you find one? Certainly. poking about 
through hamfests are a primary source. Many 
hams rid themselves to these behemouths to 
make room for other equipment on a regular 

basis. Typically, you will have better luck at a 
harnfest held near a military base or town than 
elsewhere. When browsing, keep in mind that 
the R390A is HEAVY and hefting one around is 
no easy task. With that in mind, be sure to look 
under as well as on top of the display tables. 
Many of my best "treasures" were found by 
stubbing a toe on something sitting on the ground 
at a hamfest. 

·111ere is one commercial source for the care, 
feeding and even purchase of the R390A. 
Miltronix in Toledo, Ohio specializes in the 
repair, cleaning and a lignment of the receiver. 
They will also sell R390's and R390A's. Pricing 
is as follows: for the Collins manufactured units 
(oldest) remanufactured, complete, like new 
and calibrated, they charge $750+ UPS and that 
price also applies to the EAC manufactured 
(newest) units. For other makes. the price is

I hope that the hobby can continue to use, 
manitain and enjoy these line American Made 
receivers. While they are a bit old and used dated 
techno logy, it is my opinion that we as a hobby 
group should realize a certain responsibility to 
keep tl1e older tube type radios alive and con­
spicuous ly on the bands. 

The Story of Radio Station KGEI 
by Adrian Peterson 

On July 31, 1994, one of America's historic 
shortwave stations closed down and switched 
off. This was station KGEl in San Francisco, 
which had enjoyed an exotic existence for the 
past 55 years. 

Radio KGEI , "La Voz de Amistad", "The 
Voice of Friendship", began its colorful career 
in association with the 1939 "Golden Gate Inter­
national Exposition" which was held in con­
junction with the "New York World's Fair". Its 
first callsign was an experimental designation, 
W6XBE. Interestingly, the initial location for 

the original W6XBE was Treasure Island, near 
San Francisco. 

1l1e construction of the station as envisaged in 
1937, called for two shortwave transmitters at 
20 kW with two antennas. When this Califor­
nian shortwave station went on the air in 1939, 
programming was produced in the studios lo­
cated at the Exposition and also at KGO, the GE 
MW station located in San Francisco. The ear­
liest lmown logging of the new W6XBE was 
0330 GMT on February 18, 1939 on the 19 
meter band channel, 15230 khz, as noted by Ray 
Simpson in Sydney, Australia. The facility was 
officially inaugurated on June 10, 1939. 
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With the o nset of the international emergency 
in 1939, all shortwave stations in the United 
States changed their callsigns from their experi­
mental designation to a reqularized sequence 
and W6XBE became KGEI, s ignifying, Gen­
eral Electric Industries. 

During 1940, station KGEI was moved to a 
new location in a marshy area near Belmont, 
which is now known as Redwood City. Here, the 
antenna system was erected, an early version of 
a reversible curtain. One side of the antenna was 
beamed at 306 degrees for coverage of Asiaand 
the other nt 126 degrees for coverage of Latin 
America. The transmitter was upgraded during 
this move from 20 kW to 50 kW. · 

After Pearl Harbor, all shortwave stations in 
the United States were taken over by the Office 
of War Information, and on February 24, 1942, 
the 50 kW KGEijoined the radio network that 
became the Voice of America. In order to extend 
VOA coverage of Asia and the Pacific, an addi­
tional transmitter was installed in Belmont and 
this new IOOkWunitwas inauguratedon July I, 
1944 as KGEX. 

After the war was over, the two transmitters 
remained in service with the Voice of America 
for another eight years and in conjunction with 
a general consolidation of callsigns, KGEI & 
KEX were redesignated s imply as KGEl.1l1ese 
units were released from VOA service in August 
1953 when General Electric again assumed the 
programming which was directed mai nly to­
ward Latin America. 

However, with no income derived from this 
shortwave service, the station was closed in 
December 1957 but it was re-activated by GE at 

the end of 1958 with the interest of selling it. 
During the following year, the 100 kW transmit­
ter, installed some 14 years earlieras KGEX was 
dismantled and shipped to the Voice of America 
installation on Okinawa where it was designated 
by VOA as OK15. Interestingly, nearly 20 years 
later again, in 1977, this 100 kW KGEX-OK15 
was moved once more, this time to Saipan, 
where it became KFBS l for the Far East Broad­
casting Company. However, in a subsequent 
modernization program at KFBS Saipan, this 
historic 100 kW transmitter was dismantled and 
scrapped; it no longer exists. 

The KGEI facility in California was bought 
by ·FEBC in 1960, when it began religious 
programming in Spanish beamed towards Latin 
America. An additional 250 kW transmitter was 
installed for Asian coverage and this was acti­
vated in May 1974. A new curtain antenna 
beamed to Asia over the North Pole was offi­
cially dedicated on March 6, 1983. 

In another development, which turned out to 
be a real surprise to the international radio 
world, the now historic radio station KGEI was 
unceremoniously closed o n Sunday July 31, 
1994. Programming is over, the station is being 
dismantled, and the staff absorbed e lsewhere. 

It is likely that the original 50 kW transmitter 
from 1939 will go to the revived ELWA in 
Liberia, the 250 kW transmitter to FEDC in the 
Phillipines, and the newer antenna to Dr. Gene 
Scott's new shortwave station on t11e Caribbean 
island of Anguilla. Perhaps you may soon hear 
W6XBE as ELWA, and KGEI as FEBC Manila, 
and Anguilla on shortwave for the first time over 
the transferred antenna. 

AWR A Brief History 
courtesy of Richard "Quake" D' Angelo 

The first Adventist radio broadcast aired in 
1930 when HMS Richards began the "Voice of 
Prophecy" program on a local radio station in 
California. This pioneer work in radio encour­
aged the development of Adventist radio pro­
grams around the world. 
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Adventist World Radio was created in 197 1 as 
an international broadcast service. AWR pur­
chased block program lime o n Radio Trans­
Europe in Portugal, and began its A WR-Europe 
service on October I. 1971 , with 10 languages 
for 12 hours a week. 

AWR-Europe also broadcast up to two hours 
per week from Radio Mediterranean in Malta 
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between l 975 and l 982, and up to 35 hours per 
week from Radio Andorra fro m 1979 to 198 J. 

In 1976, programs broadcast in Southern Asia 
became part of A WR. The office and studios 
were located in Poona, India, and broadcast up 
to nine hours a week of English and Indian 
languages from the Sri Lanka Broadcast Corpo­
ration. Jn 1987, theprograrns were trnnsferred to 
AWR-Asia in Guam, and in 1988 the Sri Lanka 
broadcasts were discontinued. 

AWR-Pan America began broadcasting on 
August 17, 1979, from Guatemala. Another 
station, Radio Lira, began operating in Costa 
Rica on October 22, 1986. In J 988, the Costa 
Rica station replaced Guatemalans the official 
AWR-Latin America facility. Ln 1989. the sta­
tion installed two ELCO transmitters , con­
structed in Costa Rica. ll1e 5 kilowatt transmit­
ter became operational in June 1989; the 40 
ki lowatt transmitter began operation on August 
27, 1989, on a Yagi rotatable antenna. 

On October 31, 1983, AWR-Africa began 
broadcasting with 250 kilowats on Africa Num­
ber One in Gabon. AWR-Africa stopped using 
this site in 1994 and now uses facilit ies in the 
CIS instead. 

111c AWR station in Forli, Italy, began broad­
casts on February 2, 1985. Currently the station 
airs 32 hours of programs a week in fi ve lan­
guages from Forli. A 10 kilowatt Collins trans­
mitter is used with a Hygain log periodic 1002 
antenna. 

AWR-Asia on the Pacific island of Guam 
inaugurated regular broadcasts on March 6, 
1987, with one transmitter. In November 1987 
the station began a full broadcast schedule uti­
lizing two 100 kilowatt ll1omson CSF transmit­
ters with four TCI curtain antennas. The anten­
nas are arranged in two arrays: one for southern 
Asia and the other for northern Asia. A WR-Asia 
currently broadcasts 235 hours per week in 19 
languages. Using the call letters KSDA, AWR­
Asia purchased a third JOO kilowatt transmitter 
this year. 

ln March 1992, AWR began 22-hour a day 
broadcasts on a facility in Novosibirsk, Russia, 
in nine lruiguages, and in May 1992 began 
broadcasting I 0 hours daily in eight languages 
to eastern ru1d western Europe from facilities in 
Moscow, Ekaterinburg and Samara, Russia. 
111ese programs are provided by A WR-Asia and 
A WR-Europe. The facilities in Russia are leased 
by A WR-Russia, which operates under the con­
trol of the Voice of Hope Media Center, Tula, 
Russia. 

With the beginn.ing of those broadcasts, AWR 
discontinued its service from the Radio Trans­
Europe station in Portugal, ending nearly 21 
years of continuous broadcas ting from that site. 

Also a 1992, AWR-Latin America moved its 
main transmi tter site to new property near 
Cahuita, Costa Rica, where two 20 kilowat and 
three 50 kilowatt transmitters broadcast in four 
languages. Coverage area is now from the 
Canadiru1United States border to Rio de Janeiro, 
Brazil. Broadcasts from Guatemala and Costa 
Rica now total 379 hours each week. 

On January 1, 1994, AWR began a 24-hour a 
day broadcast schedule in nine languages from 
two 250 kilowatt transmitters owned by Radio 
Slovakia, Rimavska Sobota, the Republic of 
Slovakia. 'These programs are beamed towards 
the Middle East, Central and West Africa and 
Indio. 

All together, the A WR stations currently broad­
cast more than 1,000 hours each week in 33 
languages. 

As a result of the AWR broadcasts, thousands 
of people around the world have accepted Jesus 
as their Saviour and have been baptized. 

Adventist World Radio is financed by contri­
butions from Seventh-day Adventist Church 
members and other supporters on every conti­
nent. Thus, AWR continues as a faith project that 
reaches out to people around the world.

Radio Oriente S.A. started operations on March 
3, 1966,beingPlazadeArmasNo.17c/Comercio 
No 107 our legal address, our transmitting plant 
was placed on No. 4 km on the Yurimaguas­
Tarapo10 highway. Our first brondcast wns per­
formed on MW, 1420 kJ1z, our call then being 
OAX-87 (0AX-8z now, ED). 

Radio Oriente's creation was performed thanks 
to the initiative of two brothers: JorgeandAlberto 
Chu, who created this first society, witJ1 a clear 
commercial format, but also including some 
participation from tJ1e different social classes of 
Yurirnaguas City. 

In 1977, several businessmen made invest­
ments on Radio Oriente, also including to the 
Vicariato Apostolico (Catholic Church) who 
became owner of the majority of the commer­
cial stock, being since then a S.C.R.L. (Limited 
Responsibility Commercial Society). During 
1978 our station was inactive as our transmitter 
plant was re-located on theAvenidade las Ameri­
cas, and studios were also re-located at Calle 
Sargetno Lores No. 207, in downtown 
Yurimaguas; but this place proved to be 
incovenient so we moved again to Calle Progreso 
No. 112, which has remained as our definitive 
address until nowadays. During 27 years, a lot of 
people have contributed to Radio Oriente's de­
velopment, from these we may point-out to Mr 
Andy Chu as Creative Director, and Carlos 
Rojas Garcia and Humberto Sanchez Guerra as 
two of our most famous speakers. 

Since 1989, Yurimaguas'VicariatoApostolico 
owns the whole of the station, being the station's 
reorganizer Juan Antonio Lupez Manzanares, a 
CatJiolic Missionary. 

He gave to Radio Oriente the format and 
aspect still kepttoday; tJ1e whole of tJie station's 
staff was replaced in tJiat year as well. Since 
1991, and as responsible of the technical aspects 
antoher CatJiolic Missionary arrives to the 
station's staff, being h.imPedro Capo Moragues, 
who cordially signs this letter. 
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Ours is a Cultural and Educational station, 
with an effective coverage area of 45,000 sq. 
km.; which is tJ1e Vicariato's total area. Our 
transmitter is a CCA Electronics brand, AM 
5000F/HF model, and 5 kW of power, wh.ich 
broadcasts on a frequency of 6190 khz. As a 
future plan, we shall be purchasing before the 
end of tJie year, a transmitter of tJie same brand 
and power, so as to broadcast o n 3350 khz, wich 
is anotJier frequency tJiat has been legally as­
signed to us. Our aim is to cover certain 'shadow 
areas' tliat can' t be effectively reached with our 
49 meter band transmitter. 

Our shortwave antennas are placed in a neigh­
boring field, close to our studios. They are two 
24 meter-high simple dipoles, pointed north­
soulh. 

Everyday life in Yurimaguas City is quite 
different tJian oilier cities and town in tJie jungle 
area; tliat's why we have different programming 
on FM, on this band we use 250 watt OMB brand 
transmitter, we are, at present, the only FM 
station in Yurimaguas (other illegal ones were 
closed last April during police raids. Several 
MW stations were also closed.) 

We also have a TV frequency, channel 8, but 
wedon'tplan to start transmissions until 1995as 
our first priority is to purchase tJ1e additional 
transmitter for 90 meters. 

We have tllree fully-mounted studios; one for 
SW/MW, anotller for FM, and the third is for 
general productions; we prepare programs which 
are sent to tiny Catllolic stations in the interior. 

Any report coming from listeners or Dxers 
living abroad wi ll be warmly welcomed and 
fully acknowledged with a detailed QSL- letter. 
So, write whenever you want to do so.

This cultural service ot the people of Ecuador 
began on May 24, 196 1, in the capital city of 
Quito. 111e studios o f Radio Nacional are lo­
cated in downtown Quito. Transmitters are .lo­
cated on a hill several hundred feet above the 
city which provides good coverage of Quito. 
The transmitter site bears the name. "Lomas de 
Puengasi." Telephone lines carry the program 
from the studios to the transmitters. 

The present studio arrangements includes a 
large control room situated between the two 
studios, each about 15 by 20 feet in size. 

An RCA BC3B console handles both studios for 
nonnal operation. Other facili ties include 3 Rek-
0-Kut turntables, 5 Ampex 60 1 tape recorders 
and several RCA and Shure microphones. 

The trans mitter installation consists of two 
transmitters, each with a power output of I 0 
kilowatts. These are similar units manufactured 
by Conti nental Electronics. One operates on 
640 khz using a 300 foot non-directional tower. 
TI1e other provides shortwave service on a fre-

quency of 4940 (inactive ED but the station can 
be heard via HCJB at I 900 on I 5 I 15) using a 
dipole anlenna directional to the north and south. 

Programs on Radio Nacional are entirely cul­
tural in nature and in Spanish. Very complete 
coverage of government activities and events of 
public interest is provided. Normally, the same 
programs are carried simultaneously on both 
bands. 640 khz is used daily from I I 00-0400 for 
local service. Shortwave operation is limited to 
two shorter periods, 1100 to 1500 and 2300 to 
0400. Shortwave hours are frequent ly increased 
if a program of special interest is being released. 

HCXY I and HCXZI are the call letters as­
signed to Radio Nacional. Like many stations, 
however, these are seldom used for identifica­
tion. A typical announcement is as fo llows­
"En transmision, Radio Nacional de Ecuador 
(In transmission, the National Radio of Ecua­
dor.) This is followed by a mention of the fre· 
quencies in use and the location, Quito. 

Reception reports should be sent to HCJ B at 
Casi lla 17- 17-691, Quito, Ecuador. ~

Separate transmitter sites count as separate 
stations under the NASWA station counting 
rules. If you want to maximize your site count, 
or just have the in forn1ation on the world's 
shortwave transmiuer sites ava ilable in a 
convenient fonnat , you should find TOP SW-94 
a worthwhile publication. 

In the main body of the booklet the author 
presents a country-by-country look at shortwave 
broadcasti ng transmitter sites, showing for each 
country the name of the station, the site or sites, 
the geographic coordinates oft he site, the number 
of xmtrs at the site, and, for each xmtr, the 
power, manufacturer, model number and yearof 
installation, and whethe r the xmtr is still in 
service. 

The information is presented in a useful table 
format. In addition to the country listings, the 
booklet contains a list oft he names and locations 
of over 50transmi.ttermanufacturers, plus tables 
showing, by country, all the 500 kw. transmiuers 
in use (245!), the 250-350 kwers (330), and the 
I 00-200 kwers (558). There is also a table 
showing, by country, the total number of xmtrs 
and total power. If you turned everything on at

once, you would produce 285,235 kw. of RF! 
No wonder your rx is overloading. 

The booklet has some limitations. It covers 
mainly transmiuers of50 kw. or more, so if you 
are looking for a list of all Bolivian xrntr sites, 
you won' t find it here. There arc also some gaps 
in inforn1ation, that is, not every piece of data is 
available for every country. Although most of 
the listings appi:ar to be fairly complete, those 
for some countries, like Indonesia and Russia, 
are not. On the other hand, it's nice to be able to 
look up countries like Australia, Nigeria and 
Portugal and see a presentation of the sites you 
might be able to hear. I am interested in radio 
history, and I find the infonnation on xmtr 
installation dates, which is quite complete, 
particularly intcri:sting. 

The booklet has a few minor quirks. The author 
lists some radio countries under their "parent" 
countries (e.g. Ascension and I-long Kong under 
Great Britain, Guam and Palau under United 
States); and the page breaks in some oft he tables 
appear at odd places. Thi: author has also 
included blank tables for some countries that 
had SW xmtr sites in the past but do not at 
present, or that now have SW sites for which no 
data is available. Presumably this is for adding 
more information later. The author intends to 
publish the booklet, with updated infonnation, 
annually. 

Ludo Macs says that the idea to publish a listing 
like this was born I 0 years ago. It is obvious that 
a lot of work has gone into the project. It 
presents infonnation in a format that is useful to 
SW Ls, as well as some information, particularly 
historica l data and equipment manufacturer, that 
is not easi ly available elsewhere. If the author 
does continue to search out data and update the 
list, TOP could eventually become a documc:nt 
of major significance. It is certainly offto a good 
start. It is not a publication you arc going to use 
every day, but it's definitely a "'nice to have" item 
and, at $6, easy on the pocketbook. (I sent $6 in 
cash and the booklet arrived in urnaround time.) 

Thanks Jerry. Incidentally folks, Jerry sent this 
review to Old Uncle Skip via the "lnfonnation 
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Superhighway." Things sure have come a long 
way since: I used to bang out The 1-lollowstate 
Ncwslcncr. and the Naswa Technical Topics on 
my old Sm 1th-Corona manual. 1 fyou folks want 
to hop on board with your own contributions I 
can take things E-mail and snail mail with equ~I 
aplomb. 

At a recent 1-lamfest, I located a linle piece of my 
past that I couldn't pass up. I ran across a 
perfectly constructed and totally unmodified 
Heathkit l-IW-8. I had a lot of fun with one of 
these flea powered rigs back in Grnd School. 
The price was right so I once again listened to 
my long suffering spouse's "This is the last 
radio" speech. Trouble was th is rig came with no 
m~nua l or sc~ematics (essentials when dealing 
with Heathkit gear). To solw this dilemma I 
turned to an outfit that serves to help fo lks who 
love "classic" equipment found in Ilea markets 
sans documentation.

Walking Through Your Receiver 
(Part 5-The IF Amplifier) 

W e continue our journey through the 
modem super heterodyne receiver. In 

our four earlier articles we followed our 
signal from the input connector through ttie 
mixer. We saw how the signal is converted to 
a new frequency and applied to the input of 
an lntennediate Frequency (IF) amplifier. 
We learned that some high gain receivers 
have more than one IF frequency to maximize 
image rejection and provide s table gain. 

In the WJ HF-1000 the Digi tal Signal 
Processor (DSP) determines the "selectivity" 
of the receiver. Selectivity is defined a..~ the 
ability of a receiver to discriminate between 
signals that are close in frequency. 

Let's take a detour from our journey through 
the HF-1000 to review the technology that 
engineers used before DSP to obtain needed 
selectivity. Understanding that old technology 
will help you to realize how important the

benefits ofDSP can be to the :eceiver designer 
and the receiver user. 

Originally, selective filter circuits in IF 
amplifiers consisted of magnetically coupled 
coils and variable capacitors. These elements 
formed a resonant circuit at the IF frequency. 
The bandwidth of the filter is determined by 
the "Q" of the circuit and the amount of 
magnetic coupling between the coils. The 
"Q" is detennined by such factors as wire 
resistance in the coil and the prox.imity of 
shielding material to the coil. The bandwidth 
(BW) of a particular tuned circuit is related 
to the "Q" by the following simple formula: 

BW=Frequency/Q 

Here BW is the frequency spread between 
the 3 dB down points on the resonant response 
curve. Frequency and BW have the same 
units in this formula. A typical resonant 
response curve is shown in Figure 5.

and inversely proportional to the elficiency (0) of the components making up the resonant circuit 
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Let's see how designers used this formula to 
design early superhet radios. A well-designed 
coil might yield a Q of 50. 1bus a resonant 
coil and capacitor at 455 kHz would have a 3 
dB down bandwidth of 9 kHz according to 
the above formula. ( 455150=9. I) This is 
approitimatcly the bandwidth necessary for 
an AM broadcast radio. If the IF had been 
chosen to be 4.55 MHz, the bandwidth would 
have been 90 kHz for the same Q. That is 
much too wide for an AM broadcast radio. If 
an IF frequency of 45 kHz had been chosen, 
the bandwidth would have been .9 kHz which 
is much too narrow for an AM broadcast 
radio. 

Designers chose 455 kHz as a compromise 
standard IF frequency. This choice offered 
selectivity to match the 10 kHz channel 
bandwidth of the AM broadcast band. 
Standardization allowed the production of 
IF filter parts designed for this frequency 
which could be used by any radio 
manufacture r. That proliferation of 
s tandardized parts for this frequency 
continues to today. 

About the same time as the invention of the 
superhet radio, experimenlers discovered that 
quartz crystals could be made to vibrate at 
frequencies used in IF amplifiers. The Q of 
such crystals was much better than the coil 
and capacitor combination previously used. 
The bandwidth at any given IF cenLer 
frequency was, therefore, much narrower as 
predicted by the previous formula. Receiver 
designers included such filters for reception 
of CW signals. These signals typically have 
bandwidths of a few hundred Hz. Narrowing 
the receiver bandwidth to match the signal 
bandwidth increased the receiver effective 
sensitivity while also increasing the immunity 
to unwanted signals on adjacenl frequencies. 

Later on, designen; found ways to combine 
crystals operating at slightly different 
frequencies into networks that had both 
relatively fla t response near the center and 
steep roll-off of the skirts outside the desired 
range. This design improved fideli ty by 
passing unattenuated the desired sidebands 
whjJe still providing good rejection of 
unwanted adjacent channel signals. 

Io the early l 950's the Collins Radio 
Company produced a series of commercial 
and amateur receivers using mechanical 
filters. 1lley found that certain materials 
would change shape when excited by a 
magnetic field. They called the effect 
"magnetostriction". Filter materials could 
be designed that only reacted to excitation of 
a certain frequency range. The result was the 
flattest desired response and the steepest 
skirts that had been achieved to that time. 

Later ceramic crystal filter designs achieved 
performance approaching the mechanical 
filter at much less cost. 

Typical amplitude response of a modern filter 
is shown in Figure 6. When the bandwidth at 
the-6dB points is compared to the bandwidth 
at the -60 dB points, a figure of merit that 
describes how fast the fi her skirts roll off. 
This figure of merit is called the "shape 
factor". The shape factor (SF) is calculated 
according to the following formula: 

SF= BW (-60 dB)/BW (-6 dB) 

An ideal filter would have vertical sides with 
the same bandwidth at -60 dB as at -6 dB. 
The ideal shape factor should be I. The 
closer a receiver selectivity shape factor is to 
l , the better the ability to reject adjacent 
channel signals. 

Remember that any real receiver has a limited 
ability to reject adjacent channel signals. 
Engineers call this specification "ultimate 
rejection". It determines how strong an

points. A shape factor of 1 is ideal. 
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adjacent channel signal can be without 
causing interference to the desired signal. 
Ultimate rejection is around 60 dB on run-of­
the-mill radios. The W J HF-JOOOhas atypical 
ultimate rejection in excess of 90 dB. 

An important consequence of the use of such 
filters is that a separate filter is required for 
each bandwidth. You will find receivers with 
a 250 Hz bandwidth filter for CW reception, 
a 2.5 kHz filter for SSB and narrow AM, and 
a 6 kHz filter for nonnal easy listening on the 
SW bands. If the receiver covers the broadcast 
band, it may have a wide filler to allow high 
fidelity reception of strong stations. Thus a 
receiver could have 3 or 4 selectable filters. 
My Collins R390-A has 6 mechanical filters 
with bandwidths from 100 Hz to 16 kHz. 

A crystal filter and its switching circuitry can 
add a hundred dollars to the price ofa reCc!iver 
at retail. The WJ HF-1000offers58selectable 
filter bandwidths through the use of DSP 
techniques. This flexibility would be 
prohibitively expensive if implemented using 
normal filters. (Some will argue that the HF-
1000 is prohibitively expensive anyway, but 
that is another article.) 

Amplitude response is only part of the story. 
Modern digital transmission techniques 
require that all sidebands proceed through 
the IF filters at the same rate. Otherwise 
the signal components near the edge of 
the passband can arrive at the output 
s lightly delayed behind the components 
at the center of the passband. The effect 
can be seen on an oscilloscope as 
waveform distortion. Engineers have a 
name for this phenomenon. It is called 
"Group Delay". It is nonnally specified 
in nanoseconds, microseconds, or 
milliseconds depending on how bad it is. 

Experiments have been run by the high 
fidelity component industry to measure 
the impact of group delay on perceived 
audio fidelity. Orie speaker manufacturer 
produced a speaker with the tweeter, 
midrange, and woofer set to preserve the 
phase relationship between the high and 
low audio frequencies. They found 
apparent improvements in the audio 
picked up by a test microphone in an 

anechoic chamber. The manufacturer ran 
some impressive print advertisements 
s howing how the s hape of complex 
waveforms was preserved by their "phase 
linear" speakers. But controlled subjective 
listening tests failed to show any perceived 
improvement to the human ear. The mind 
apparently ignores the phase shift. Alas, even 
discriminating audiophiles were unable to 
detect the improvement with their ears. 

The bouom line for SWL's is that group 
delay is an irrelevant specification for 
reception of AM analog audio programming. 
But if you arc into monitoring any of the 
many digital modes, or want low distortion 
processing of FM signals, look for a receiver 
with the flauest possible g roup delay 
characteristic. Most SWL receivers on the 
market do not specify this characteristic but 
the HF-1000 speci fies excellent group delay 
perfonnance. Figure 7 shows the data. 

Next time we will return to the HF-1000 
schematic to follow the signal from the output 
of the first mixer to the point where it enters 
the DSP function. We' II show how an ordinary 
radio detects the signal and what the HF-
1000 does instead. Until ru:xt lime, stay 
tuned. ~

l'M BAAAAACK!!! 

W ell, sort of. As a few of you know, I 
recently made a major l ife transition. I 

gut out of the U.S. Navy and moved from the 
Washington D.C. area to Reno, Nevada. 
Needless to say, there were some stresses that 
temporarily curtailed my involvement in the 
radio hobby. The first of these was just packing 
all the elecrronic equipment that had accumulated 
in the basement over the years. I didn't trust the 
movers, so I thought about renting a truck and 
moving the stuff myself, how.:ver, my wife 
convinvced me that this was not a very practical 
idea. I seuled for packing the stuff myself, 
except that I ran out of time and bubble wrap, so 
I ended up Jelling the moving company box up 
all the big and heavy boat anchors, aftcrnotifying 
them that special packing and handling was 
required. Fortunately, everyth ing survived, 
despite the fact that our shipment had to be 
transferred from a truck to storage in a warehouse 
twice. 

DELAYS AND FRUSTATIONS 
We decided to do some remodeling on the 
house we had bought before actually having 
our property moved in, so it was late September 
before all our possessions were delivered. Then 
we had to unpack all those boxes and I had to 
do operational checks on all the rad ios. 
Somehow, setting up the shack was lowest on 
the priority list during all this time. It's interesting 
how difficult it is to reconstruct something in a 
few weeks that had gradually evolved over a 
period of eight years. In fact, the shack is really 
still incomplete •. as the basement room 
designated forthat purpose has been perfect for 
storing all the boxes of books that are awaiting 
the completion of the built-in bookcases. I did 
manage to get the ground rods driven, but 
winter came before !could get an outSide antenna 
put up. The biggest damperto my pursuit of the 
hobby has been an incredible leve l of 
e lectromagnetic interference at my location. 

There is an approxiamtely40 kHz wide band of 
noise that repeats across the HF spetrum every 
200 kHz, as well as broadband hash across the 
2 to 8 mHz region in the evening hours. Of 
course, my only antenna is a ten foot piece of 
wire strung around the perimeter of my basement 
window and although the gr»und rods are in 
place, I h;iven't figured out how best to run the 
ground lead through the window yet. I really 
understand the frustation faced by those who 
have to do their SW listening from an apartment. 
The local elelctric utility company has sent 
someone out to check the problem, but there 
have been no solutions yet. The good part of the 
move is that I was able to build a shop/lab in the 
basement which has enough room for a well­
lighted workbench and shelves for the test 
equipment. I picked up several Hallicrafters 
receivers to rebuild (one of these days - things 
arc still pretty unorganized in there, plus there 
was no easy way to get heat in!). 

The other things that have taken some adj usting 
to is the three hour time d ifference from the East 
Coast as well as the difference in signals that are 
hearable on the West Coast. I had developed an 
unconcious listening schedule as well as having 
"benchmark" signals of varying strengths by 
which to test receivers. Now, I'm having to 
relearn all of that. I had planned to restart my 
column with a review of the MFJ-784 DSP 
audio filter, which I thought would be very 
appropriate given my current interference 
problem. It appears to be a very flexible unit, as 
it allows the operator to tune the tilterbandwidths 
over a wide range as well as set the level ofnoise 
reduction. Unfonunately, the unit I received for 
review didn't work properly, so I'm awaiting a 
replacement. I hope to have a review of the unit 
next month. 

STALKING THE VILLAIN 
So, instead I'm going to talk a litle bit about 
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tracking down interference and about items 
that have appeared on the market in my absence. 
Even if you are not troubled by severe 
interference, it can still be an en lightening 
exercise to make a few checks around the house. 
One thing to do is to take a ponable radio 
around the house and hold it close to various 
electronic devices while turning those devices 
on and off. It was amazing to me how much 
hash is emitted by VCRs, even when turned off 
(must be the display, I guess) as well as the usual 
culprits such as TV's, computers and ligh t 
dimmers. It is probably best to use an analog 
receiver for these tests - I was very surprised to 
fi nd that my Lowe H F-150 put out I 0 kHz wide 
spurs every 500 kHz from about 23 to 28 mHz! 
The other thing to do is to take your portable 
(on batteries) and go to the circuit breaker box. 
Tuning the radio toa quiet spot on the MW band 
is best here. Put the radio near the wiring and 
tum off the breakers in sequence. You will 
probably find that the static drops when cenain 
circuits are de-energized. Once such circuits 
are identified, take the radio to those rooms and 
unplug any electric devices that are on the 
identified electric circuit. I found that our 
electric toothbrush, which has a rechargeabh: 
battery that is charged by an inductive coil in the 
base, put out some hash. You may want to 
consider unplugging such items in the future 
when you are engaged in critical DX'ing 
sessions. Unfortunately, the severe interference 
I am experiencing did not disappear when I 
flipped the main breaker, indicating that it is 
coming from outside the house. In those cases, 
you get to walk around the neighborhood with 
your radio trying to find the source. Mine seems 
to be coming from the distribution transformer 
across the street. Remember that the best way to 
reduceoreliminateelectromagnetic interference 
originating from within the house is to use an 
external antenna as far from the house and 
power lines as possible and use shielded cable 
to connect the antenna to the radio. Also, try to 
establish a good eanh ground and connect the 
chassis of all equipment to it. 

THE SHORTWAVE 
MARKETPLACE: 1995 
As to what's new on the SW market, there 's a 
new edition of the World Radio-TV Handbook 
Buyer's Guide for 1995. I have not seen it yet, 
but the previous edition ( 1993) was very 
comprehensive. As to radios themselves, there 

is the Sony ICF-7600G, which adds selectable 
sideband synchronous detection to the venerable 
ICF-7600 at a street price of $200. This puts it 
head-to-head with the Grundig Yacht Boy 400. 
In desk top receivers, the Lowe HF-225 Europa 
has become avai I able in the U.S. through several 
dealers. This is a 1 IF-225 which has narrower 
fille r bandwidths and component changes in 
the front end to improve the behavior of the 
receiver in regards to strong signal handling. I 
definitely want to get one of these to review. 
Speaking of Lowe, I have heard that their chief 
engineer, John Thorpe, and John Wilson, a 
chief company officer, have left the firm. Who 
knows what this ponends for the future of their 
HF receivers. I also saw on acomputer1313S that 
that a rack that mates the HF-150, the PR-1 50 
preselector and a new audio amp/speaker/S­
meter unit is available - I haven't seen a price 
listed yet. The AOR 3030 receiver appears to 
finally be available, after some design 
modifications. I got to use one of these very 
briefly at EEB before leaving D.C. and all I can 
say is that it is definitely compact. The knobs 
were almost too small for my tastc:s. The 
Watkins-Johnson H F-1000 con ti nu es to evolve. 
Anyone who is contemplating the purchase of 
this receiver should read the very comprehensive 
review in the December, 1994 issue of QST. 
The receiver gets panned for two major 
performance shoncomings- a longAGC auack 
time which leads to a "popping" noise at the 
onset of strongsignalsand contamination of the 
audio output by digital noise, which leads to 
listener fatigue. Hopefully, these shoncomings 
can be overcome, because the HF-1000 got 
high marks otherwise. The reviewer's bottom 
line that the HF-1000 was better suited for 
broadcast reception rather than all-mode 
(including digital) communications reception. 
I have not heard of any new new products from 
the major Japanese manufacturers, although 
some of their products, such as the ICOM R-
71 A and the Kenwood R-5000 arc getting a bit 
long in the tooth. 

Well, that's all for now. My new address is 2490 
Sharon Way, Reno, NV 89509 and my 
Compuserve and Genie account numbers are 
unchanged. If you're a SW enthustiast in the 
northern Nevada area, I'd really enjoy hearing 
from you. I hope to have a real product review 
for you next time.

FEATURED AWARD OF THE MONTH 
Each February, rather than feature an award, I feature the Winter SWL Fest--this year T he E ighth(!) 
Annual Winter SWL Festival. As the years pass, the Fest turns out to be THE event of the year. Now 
in its eighth year, the Fest is different each year, yet in many respects, the same. There are the same 
folks you had a chance to meet last year, a new group to meet this year, the great forums, the hospitality 
room, the displays, the radios, the banquet, Father John's blessing, the prizes--its all there, presented 
in an atmosphere that encourages a laid-back, relaxed opportunity to enjoy radio. And although the 
Fest is billed as a SWL fest, it also has medium wavers, long wavers, scanners, TV Dxers, hams and 
broadcasters. I have just finished the program so will share it wi1h you. 

The Fest starts Friday, 17 March, with registration at 0730 (although many folks arrive on Thursday 
to open the Hospitality Room). As last year, the first forum begins at 0900 and features Richard Cuff 
and John Figliozzi discussing the listening aspect of the hobby in "Easy Listening." At 1030, 
"Unlicensed Broadcast DXing: Who is This Guy Pancho, Anyway," has George Zeller discussing the 
year in pirate rad io activity. After lunch (at 1300), Gerry Dexter and David Schmidt discuss "The 
Gentle Art ofQSLing." Harold Sellers will lead Forum 4 at 1430, "Educating thr: Cheap DXer: A 
Look at Where to Get Information For Nothing or Inexpensively." At 1600, Rich D' Angelo will 
moderate "Hobby Club Review," a panel that features a representative of every A NARC club to 
present a quick look at their organization (this was a real hi1 last year so is being repeated again this 
year). Finally, the day closes with a swap meet/equipment sale which will run from 1900-2200. This 
is a come-as-you-are event: bring something to sell or swap if you want and strike your own bargains­
-the Fest will take no cuts. 

Saturday ( 18 March) starts at 0900 with Mike Wolfson discussing the tremendous variety of things 
that can be done in utility DXing. At last they have been let out into public and at 1030John McColman 
and Bill Cole will moderate a panel of The Scanner Scum who will introduce you to what it is the 
scanner folks do--bring you camera: this will be the photo opportunity of the year. The fest lunch will 
be held in the ballroom and after lunch, Michae l Murray, executive director of the European DX 
Council, will present a brief s lide show on the member clubs of the EDXC. The last forum on Saturday 
will be, "Receiver Specs: What Do They Mean'!" and will have the team of Joe Duch, Den Hester and 
Chuck Rippel explaining those mysterious specs and reporting what they found out about Fest goers 
receivers (bring your receiver and have it tested for conformity to factory specs). 

The cash bar starts in the ballroom at 1800, followed by the Fest banquet (which will answer the age 
old question, "chicken or beef?") and the prize draw. After dinner remarks will be made by Ian 
McFarland who will share some st0ries on life inside shortwave stations. We have assembled a pretty 
impressive pile of door prizes this year Uust like in past years) and you may well take home a new 
receiver, some good books, a pair of headphones or a Barto bag. 

Saturday will also featu re the silent auction, with a ll proceeds going to an interdenominational African 
Relief Fund. Be sure to bring something to contribute to the silenl auction and join in the fun. 

So we have a lo t to look forward to over the next two months, what with the NADXC and the Fest. 
Happy DXing and I look forward to seeing you at the Fest!

ALGERIA Following up last month's LN, 
BBCM confirms a change in Radio Algiers 
Intemational's external sked: 1900-2000 in 
Spanish, 2000-2100 in English. The Spanish 
broadcast announced 9615 and 15215 kHz, 
although neither was noted; no English fre­
quencies were noted by BBCM (it was heard 
on satellite) [I suggest 11715 kHz, as noted 
here by Allan Garshowitz-AQ]. 

ANGOLA The anti-UNITA program Voice of 
the Resistance of the Black Cockerel, which 
was heard again on Radio Nacional de 
Angola (RNA) between 9th and 15th Decem­
ber, has not been heard since 16th Decem­
ber. Instead, RNA has been observed to carry 
its regular programming at 0500-0700 and 
1100-1300, the times the Voice of the Resis­
tance of the Black Cockerel program was 
aired. (BBCM) 

Radio Nad onal de Angola is being ob­
served with good signals again on 3375, usu­
ally // but weaker on 4950. Try around 
0300-0400+. (Tony Ward) The External Ser­
vice is currently active too on 9534.8 and 
11954.8. The latter was noted in Portuguese 
at 2000. (Roger Chambers/DX ONTARIO 
NWorld Radio Report"). ES sked: French 
1900-2000, English 2000-2100, Portuguese 
2100-2200, Lingala 2200-2300. (Jan-95/

ANGUILLA The religious station Carib­
bean Beacon, owned by Dr. Gene Scott, had 
upped power on 1610 kHz from 50 kW non-

directional to 200 kW directional towards 
North America. (10-Jan/Glenn Hauser­
WOR) 

ANTARCTICA This is a puzzler. Subsequent 
to a report of AFANs reactivation on 6160 
kHz comes news that operations are sched­
uled only from 2000- 1200, not 24 hours as 
had previously been assumed. (RNMN/WOR/ 
DX ONTARIO "World Radio Report"). I 
recently began to suspect the original report 
of AFAN's reactivation, the news of which 
originated via a pirate broadcaster in New 
Zealand. I dropped email to Brent Jones­
conveniently located at the South Pole-for 
confirmation or denial. his response: "They 
do broadcast on 104.5 FM, but that may be 
hard to get in the States ... :) RE:6160, the 
frequency is also dead here. I checked with 
the ASA communications manager at 
McMurdo, and he had no knowledge of the 
SW transmitter. Either it is not in operation, 
or the Navy is keeping it a secret ... :) Brent 

So ... I'll believe this one when I start to 
see loggings. (Al Quaglieri)

Observations between 19th and 23rd De­
cember confirmed tl1at Voice of Independent 
Kurdistan continues to operate on a variable 
frequency in the 7025-7035 kHz range. The 
station appeared to sign on at 1430 and off 
by 1455. During the course of the observa­
tions the radio was heard broadcasting in 
Turkish, Arabic and Kurdish on various days 
of the week. (BBCM) 

Following the recent fighting between the 
Kurdistan Democratic Party (KDP) led by 
Mas'ud Barzani and the Patriotic Union of 
Kurdistan (PUK) led by Jalal Talabani, the 
two groups' radios-Voice of Iraqi Kurdistan 
and Voice of the People of Kurdistan- were 
heard on 9th January to be broadcasting si­
multaneously on 4065 and 4055 kHz respec­
tively. This represents a changes for 
frequency for both ·the KDP's Voice of Iraqi 
Kurdistan (which used to operate around 
4180-4185 kHz) and the PUK's Voice of the 
People of Kurdistan (which used 4075-4100 
kHz). (BBCM} 
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Voice of the Iranian Communist Party 
continues to be heard on variable frequencies 
around 3910 and 6420 kHz. On 11th and 12th 
January, it was heard broadcasting in parallel 
(in Persian) on these two channels between 
sign-on at 1700 and sign-off at 1800. (BBCM) 

The Voice of Iranian Kordestan resumed 
broadcasting on 9th January after a week off 
the air for transmitter maintenance. The ra­
dio was heard broadcasting its normal pro­
gramming on 3739 and 4284 kHz; although 
frequency usage by Voice of Iranian Kord­
estan is traditionally variable, these channels 
are within frequency ranges used by the sta­
tion recently. 

Voice of Iranian Revolution was heard in 
December 1994 on 6410-6418 and 3871 kHz.

CLANDESTINE ACTIVITY SURVEY After 
last month's brief discussion of the 1994 
Clandestine Activity Survey, let's take a more 

· detailed look at the Asian target areas: 

Overall activity to Asia has dropped by 
12. 7% to 1075 Weekly Broadcasting Hours 
(WBHs). With the exception of Turkey and 
China all target areas are showing decreasing 
or unchanged activity. The most active target 
area is still Iraq with 276 WBHs (-12 when 
compared to last year), followed by Iran with 
238 WBHs (-6). North Korea is listed with 
140 WBHs (-32) and South Korea with 112 
(-2). Please note that both Koreas combined 
would be the second most active target area 
worldwide. Israel is still listed with 91 WBHs 
(-11), expect an even bigger decrease this 
year. This is followed by Saudi-Arabia with 70 
WBHs (unchanged), Afghanistan with 42 
WBHs (-18), Cambodia with 35 WBHs (-78) 
and India with 21 WBHs (unchanged). The 

only Asian target areas with increasing activ­
ity are Turkey with 19 WBHs (+15) and China 
PR with 14 WBHs (+7) . Vietnam is listed with 
7 WBHs (unchanged) , Myanmar/Burma with 
6 WBHs (-12) and Tajikistan with 4 WBHs

The new 
channel is another former Delhi feeder fre­
quency. 

Panaji (Goa): The long-awaited two new 
250 kW transmitters for the External Service 
have finally been activated. One of the trans­
mitters was first heard testing on 4775 at 
1400-1500 with news relays from Delhi, then 
a relay of the local Panaji A medium wave 
outlet. It is now using 11855 at 0315-0415 in 
Hindi and 11730 at 0430- 0530 in Arabic, 
both to the Middle East. 

The new site is actually located at Bam­
bolim, just across a hill from Panaji. This used 
to be the transmitter site for the old Emisora 
Goa during the Portuguese colonial era. Until 
just now, Goa, which counts as a separate ra­
dio country, has not been on the air since 
1969 when India took control of the territo­
ry.

VANUATU Following up last month's report 
of Radio Vanuatu on new 3330 kHz: two 
new 10 kW shortwave transmitters are being 
installed to replace the current transmitters 
on 3945 and 7260 kHz. Six frequencies have 
been registered for use from the new site: 
2485, 3330, 3945, 4960, 6100 and 7260, 
although it is thought 7260 will continue in 
use during daytime hours and 3945 corre­
spondingly at night. Each shortwave trans­
mitter will use a phased RFS antenna, each 
array favoring NNW and SSE directive pat­
terns, with a very high angle of radiation to 
bounce the signal from the ionosphere back 
to the Island. At last report prospective uti­
lization of some of the newly registered fre­
quencies was being delayed by objections 
from the Australian High Commission (2485 
is also home to VLBK-AOJ . In the mean­
time, it seems the usual 3945 and 7260 
channels have not been on the air on a regu­
lar basis of late.

VENEZUELA A firsthand report of short­
wave activity by Don Moore, just returned 
from Venezuela: 

Radio Mundial Los Andes from Merida is 
active on 6010 kHz (actually 6010.5, plus or 
minus 100 Hz-can't get that exact with a 
Sony ICF-2010). The schedule is somewhat ir­
regular, but they were heard almost every day 
that I was there and on the few days I didn't 
hear them, I might have just tuned in at the 
wrong time. Twice they were on around 0700 
UTC (3 a.m. local) and twice not on around 
the same time. Also heard several times in 
the morning (1000 UTC) and evenings (0000 
UTC), as well as during daylight hours when 
long distance propagation is not possible. I 
have not seen reports of this station in the 
DX press for a long time, but suspect the rea­
son is that Radio Mil, Mexico, on 6010 covers 
them up. So, if you hear something in Span­
ish on 6010, be sure to get an ID, as it is 
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probably the Mexican. However, the Venezu­
elan is, indeed, active. 

This used to be a private station affiliated 
to the Mundial network, but in July, 1993 the 
owners sold the station to the net. However 
Orlando Castro, owner of the Mundial net & 
the Banco Progreso went bankrupt recently 
(one of two big bank failures in Venezuela) 
and the Mundial network is up for sale. 

If you've logged Radio Frontera in San 
Antonio on 4761 kHz during the past week, 
you owe me a thank you, hi! I visited the sta­
tion Tuesday morning (Jan 10). While I was 
talking with Senor Modesto Marchena, the 
owner-manager, the technician dropped by. 
The station had not been on SW for some 
time, but Don Modesto told him to go out to 
the plant and turn it on. He left and called 
back about fifteen minutes later saying he 
had done this. This was about 1600 UTC, so 
propagationally impossible at a distance. 
However, I did note them on the air two sub~ 
sequent mornings around 1100 UTC and one 
evening as well. In nearby Merida, signal 
strength was very strong-it lit up all the 
lights on my ICF-2010, but modulation was 
rather low which made the audio a bit diffi­
cult to listen to. Don Modesto is a wonderful­
ly friendly man. While I was there he called 
his home and had his son bring a present to 
the station for me-four clear-glass glasses 
with the Radio Frontera logo on them! 

Otherwise, Ecos del Torbes 4980, Radio 
Tachira 4830, and Radio Valera 4840 are all 
active, indeed,· easy to hear here in North 
America. I visited all of them. The SWs for 
each have been a bit irregular and on a re­
duced schedule to save money. Venezuela is 
going through some economic hard times and 
stations want to save on electricity. {15-Jan-
