I saw a new shortwave receiver introduced at the Dayton Hamvention that has some very 
interesting possibilities. 

The Lowe HF250 is expected to sell in the mid-price range to compete with the Drake RSA 
and the Kenwood R5000. It will fea ture 30KHz to 30MI-Iz coverage, 1001-Iz display 
resolution, 255 memory channe ls (which w ill store frequency, mode, filter selection, attenu­
ator selection, etc.), an RS232 port that wi ll both read from and to the radio 's memory, clock 
with 2 independent timers, tape recorder output, infra-red remote control of all functions 
including direct frequency entry (Lowe still has nol designed a radio with a front panel 
keypad), AM synchronousdeleclion, and a built-in RF pre-amp for lhe whip antenna. The spec 
sheet mentions " portable operali~n'', but does nol specifically s late if ii has the ability lo use 
rechargeable batteries. II also has a unique setup for the speaker - us ing a ported indirect duel 
- the speaker is mo unted vertica lly facing the center of the receiver, and is ported to the top 
grill (similar, I guess, to the mounti ng used in lhe AOR ar3030).

A lot has beensa idaboul 1hecorrec1 way lo goaboul QSLing. Much of the really good material 
is to be found in Gerry Dexter 's book. But I wanted to add my two cents on a topic near and 
dear lo my hearl - stamps. 

DUES INCREASE 
Effective April I, 1995, Executive Counci l determined 1ha1 a US$1.00 increase in 
membership rates in North America was necessary. The changi ng membership ra tes are 
associated wit h the recent increase in pos tage costs and other operating expenses of the club 
including printing. In NorthAmerica dues are now US$26.00. Overseas pos tage rates may 
rise later this year which cou ld result in membership rntes increasing.Overseas members 
may renew early 10 avo id the increase. 
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The general direction on stamps is to avoid commemoratives and other brilliant or gaudy 
stamps. Why? Mail theft. With th is in mind, I went out of my way to avoid the U.S. Postal 
Service's offerings for international mail. Too pretty; too blue. Bound to end up in some 
collector's book in Nibi Nibi my report in the trash or in the outhouse. Tricky me, I asked the 
postal clerk for a domestic$ .50stamp. Boy, was it plain. Nice. Small. Perfect forunobtrus ive 
mailings to the third world. 

About six months and about thirty mai lings later, I took a look at my favorite international 
stamp. Suddenly, I knew the error of my ways. Staring back at me from that plain little stamp 
was Admiral William "Bull " Haulsey - war hero and scion of the Pacific. How many times 
had I sent letters with that stamp to Japan? How many aging mail clerks awaiting retirement 
and a pension had trashed my letters? I immediately switched to the gaudy but polit ica l correct 
interational airmail stamps. 

All this happened about two years ago, so why bring it up now? Well, over the weekend, I 
managed to hear the National Voice of Kampuchea.

Natural disasters challenge unfaili ng 
beliefs in the supremacy of human technology 
and its ability to constrain the forces of 
nature. 

Tuesdays, beginning June 13th, 0630: Power 
To The General is a new four-part30-minutes 
series on military involvement in politics. 
Especially interesting is the exploration of 
how stable civilian governments have 
developed and prospered. Also airs Mondays

Mondays beginning June 5th, 1515: Opera 
Of The Week debuts for a six-week 45-
minute run. Opera continues to be one of the 
fastest-growing musical interests worldwide, 
and coupled with Opera Behind The Scenes, 
provides depth to the genre. Purcell, Mozart, 
Verdi, and Offenbach are the featured 
composers for June. First airing Mondays 
0715. 

Drama and the Arts 
Sundays, 0350: Writers ln A Nutshell is an 
ongoing eight-part I 0-minute series of 
miniature porlraits of such authors as 
Elizabeth Bowen, F. Scott Fitzgerald, Albert 
Camus, and William Golding. Repeated 
Sundays 1405. 

Saturdays, 2230: Play OfThe Week offerings 
include The Oresteia (June 3rd, I 0th), a two­
part treatment of Aeschylus' classic trilogy 
of Agamemnon, Libation-Beare rs, and 
Eumenidies. Some Americans Abroad (June 
17th, 90 minutes) is a radio adap1a1ion of 
Richard Nelson's much-lauded stage play in 
which American University professors clash 
while on a tourofBritish theatrical attractions. 
Mr. McNamara is William Trevor's award­
winning play first aired last year and set in 
neutral wartime Ireland in the 1940s.

Target Topic: Business 
Programs 

Welcome to a new monthly feature of t11e 
Easy Listening column. Each month we'll 
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look at a particular type of program found on 
shortwave. We 'II provide a listing of programs 
within a particular category and provide some 
suggestions based on the input you provide 
to the column. My principal source for 
program listings is the Shortwave 
RadioGuide, an annual publication authored 
by NASWAnJohn Figliozzi and co-published 
by NASWA and ODXA. The Shortwave 
RadioGuide is available for purchase in the 
NASWA Company Store. John will also 
provide a fair amount of commentary on 
programs mentioned in this category. By the 
way, the RadioGuide is now available on 
diskette from the NASWA Company Store 
for the same price as the printed version. 
John has provided comma delimited ASCTI 
files that can be read into your favorite 
database program. 

I chose Business Programs as the inaugural 
subject for Target Topics as economic 
"warfare" between countries has largely­
and thankfully-replaced physical warfare 
in the post-Cold War era. I find that an 
international service's business program spin 
reflects a nation's conscience more accurately 
than a news or current affairs program. Eastern 
European countries have latched onto this 
program type as advertisements for the 
business climate in these countries. 

Most of the following discussion is courtesy 
of John. 

· Programs focusing on business, economics, 
and development are relatively new both on 
domestic and international radio. While the 
US public radio program Marketplace is 10 
years old, most business programs are 
younger than that. The CBC, Radio Canada 
Intemational's parent, doesn't offer either a 
domestic or an international program 
specifically on business matters. 

Most business programs on shortwave­
especi ally from former communist 
countries-use these programs to promote 
the sale of domestic products abroad, and the 
attractiveness of the domestic demographics 
for prospective foreign investors. 
Newmarket on the Voice of Russia, China's 
Open Windows and Business Show on 

China Radio International, and shorter 
programs produced by Radio Romania 
International, Radio Budapest, Radio Prague, 
Radio Slovakia International, and Radio 
Bulgaria also fit this general description. 
Business Development is also the spin from 
Radio Exterior de Espalla, Radio France 
Internationale, Radio Korea International, 
and the Voice of Free China. 

A broader perspective on business and 
economics is offered by a smaller proportion 
of broadcasters. Regional perspectives may 
befoundonRadioSweden'sMoneyMatters, 
YLE Radio Finland's Business Monday, 
Radio Australia's Business Weekly, Radio 
Japan's Business Focus, Deutsche Welle's 
Economic Notebook, and Swiss Radio 
lnternational's Business As Usual. Only 
HCJB, in the Friday edition of its Studio 
Nine feature, covers Latin American business. 

African business coverage is very spotty, 
with Money Focus, new on the BBC World 
Service Africa feed, as the only unique entry. 

John also s uggests that economic 
development programs often provide 
business insight, especially on Latin America 
and Africa. The BBC World Service, 
Deutsche Welle, China Radio International, 
Radio Vlaanderen Internationaal, and Radio 
France Internationale all offer programs on 
economic development. 

Radio Netherlands has recently begun a 
promising new series, A Good Life, about 
economic development. 

The broadest coverage may be found on the 
BBC (World Business Report, Woi:ld 
Business Review) and the VOA (Business 
Report). 111e Beeb focuses considerable 
attention on current market statistics from 
the major world stock markets, plus two or 
three shorter reports. The weekend version 
has more of a documentary feel about it. The 
VOA keys, naturally, on American business 
activity with some attention paid to business 
activity in the target reception area of a 
particular broadcast. These programs, taken 
from the perspective of the "developed" 
world, aren't that different from domestic 
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offerings here in North America. But, they 
do offer more international perspective than 
you're lilccly to find on a local "all-news" 
AM station. 

In sununary, while there is a wide range of 
business, economic, and development 
information on shortwave, much is narrowly 
focused and nationally oriented. Many 
programs arc thinly disguised advertisements 
for national interests. Most of these programs, 
though, do offer a perspective via shortwave

Bethany-The Voice of America here can' t be 
heard anymore, but Union Township officials 
want to make sure it will s till be seen. 

They want 10 convert it lo a museum. 

"It not only has a special place in our nation's 
history, but also in the world's history," said 
Catherine Stoker, a Union Township trustee. 

For 50 years, Voice of America's Bethany 
relay station broadcast news to people through­
out the world living under oppressive govern­
ments. 

But because of federal cutbacks, the station 
stopped broadcasting last month. 

Union Township and MetroParks of Butler 
County together will try to acquire the property 
on Tylersville Road from the Federal Govern­
ment. They want to use the land for recreation. 

Officials meeting in Union Township last week 
agreed that when the 625acre Voice of America 
property is abandoned next year, recreation 
should be a top priority. 

The meeting inc luded Butler County, 
MetroParks and Union and Liberty township 
officials and representatives of Rep. John 
Boehner, R-West Chester. 

"It's a high-growth area, and there is a possi­
bility of a site for a high school, gold course, ball 
diamonds, soccer fields," said Mike 
Hinnenkamp, assistant administrator for Union 
Township. 

Converting the faci lity into a historic site and 
using some of the land for a third high school in 
the Lakota district were also suggested. Other 
options include a community center with a pool , 
basketball courts and senior citizen meeting 
areas. 

But the township doesn' t want to lose the 
Voice of America's tan, 36,000-square-foot 
building that has served as a beacon of informa­
tion to so many people. 

" I think it could be a major tourist stop for 
people visting the United States," said Dick 
Alderson, a Union Township trustee. 

Maintaining the heating and lights would cost 
about $20,000 a year, Stoker said. The township 
plans to enlist the help of ham radio operators 
and veterans groups in converting the facility to 
a museum. 

Tom DiSalle, a ham radio operator and ex­
Marine in West Chester, has been interested in 
the Voice of America station for years. He 
enthusistically supports efforts to preserve the 
building. 

'The technology al this station had an impact 
on communications throughout the world," he 
said. 

The United States began planning Voice of 
America stations to counter the gigantic Nazi 
propaganda during World War fl . 

The Federal Government turned to Cincinnati 
radio pioneer Powell Crosley Jr. for technologi­
cal help. Crosley Corp. operated WLW, known 
from 1934 to 1938 as the "nation's station" 
because its powerful signal could be heard 
throughout the country. 

The government selected the Tylers ville Road 
site because it was the highest point in the area 
and Crosley's radio transrniuer was 2 mi les 
down the road. 

The Federal Government constructed the 
building, but Crosley's employees buil t and 
installed the equipment. During World War II , it 
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was the most powerful radio transmission plant 
in the world. 

'The station was so effective in broadcasting 
to Europe that Hitler referred to it in several 
speeches as 'the Cincinnati Liars"' said David 
Synder, plant supervisor. 

None of the original remains at the Bethany 
station. But Stoker said the museum could dis­
play photos and mementos from the station's 
early days. 

Visiting the station has beenemotionallyover­
whelming for some people. 

Two years ago, high government officials 
from the Ukraine began crying in the Bethany 
station's conference room, Snyder said. Under 
communism, they had risked prison and death to 
listen to the Voice of America station. 

"What many people learned about democ­
racy, they learned from the Voice of America," 
Snyder said. 

Tingo Maria, Peru and 
Radio Tingo Maria

Tingo Maria, the capital ofLeoncio Prado Prov­
ince, is located on the edge of the Amazon 
Basin, at an altitude of 649 meters above sea 
level. Most of the time this area is very hot and 
humid. ''Tingo" means "river junction" because 
it is the point where the Monzon and Huallaga 
rivers unite. Around 1800, the first village was 
founded in this area, by Sebastian Martines. His 
wife's name was "Maria", so possibly her name 
was used in combination with Tingo for the 
city's name. The population is around 25,000. 
Tingo Maria is a thriving market town. Among 
its main products are coca (for cocaine) and to a 
lesser extent, marijuana, so the town is ex­
tremely dangerous due to narco-guerillas activi­
ties. 

In Huanuco, several bus companies have service 
to Pucallpa and Tocache through Tingo Maria, 
however friends at Ernisoras JSV suggested that 
I go there by taxi. It costs about $2 for the 3 hours 
journey. The I 18km road north from Huanuco 
climbs over a 3000 meter pass before dropping 
to Tingo Maria. During my stay, I was in the 
Gran Hotel Tingo Maria, one of the cheapest 
hotels there at $1.80 a night. 

Radio Tingo Maria-Avenue Raimondi is one of 
the thriving avenues with a lot of stores, restau­
rants, hotels, bus companies, banks, movie 

houses, as well as two radio stations. The studios 
and offices of Radio Tin go Maria are located on 
the second floor of a rented building at Av. 
Raimondi No. 592. In 1984 it was moved from 
the former studios located at Av. Pucallpa 218. 
It was very easy to find the station because the 
building was painted as "Radio Tingo Maria, 
RTM". The station was not extremely big, but is 
simple. There are reception/office, studio and an 
extensive record library. The studio is not sepa­
rate, so sometimes the announcer is also the 
operator. It is equipped with a Sparta brand 
control console, 2 Sony record players and 2 
Shure microphones. A Conlee cassette recorder 
is used for station id's and commercial adver­
tisements. It is run by 5 announcers, 3 operators, 
1 secretary and the director/owner. 

The station was founded by Leonidas Jufantas 
G. on January l, 1960and was the first station in 
Leoncio Prado province. The station slogan is 
"La Voz de la Bella Durrniente" because Tingo 
Maria is known with a mountain shaped like a 
'sleeping beauty' located 6 km from town. Ini­
tially they operated without a license as an 
experimental station. They use a transmitter 
with an output of 1000 watts fed into a l /4 wave 
antenna 69 meters high. Programming consists 
of news (9% ), sports (9% ), entertainment show 
(34%) and music (48%).

The postmistress 
mauerof fac tly informed me that there had been 
a station located in the theater next door, but that 
the FCC had shutdown that station months ago 
(anicle on this forthcoming). That was enough 
strangeness for me.

My wife and I proceeded to nearby South Point.

the southern most point in the United States. 
After a few pictures there, we headed back for 
the hotel. I looked up the narrow road and there 
it was- the unmistakable curtain antenna off to 
the left. Making a tum onto a road that looked 
more like an overgrown driveway rather than an 
entrance road, I quickly went through an open 
gate and pulled up next to the building. While 

there was neither a sign ori the gate nor the 
building, we were at the right place and Lee was 
waiting outside for us.

The Hottest DJ in Moscow 
by Fred Kaplan 

Moscow-At 6 p.m., every weekday, spin the dial to 
104.7-home of Radio 7, one of Moscow's most 
popular new FM rock stations-and you'll hear the 
"Mister Rodgers" theme song ("It's a beautiful day 
in the neighborhood ... "), souped-up and electroni­
cally distorted, as if to accentuate the surrealism of 
finding America's gentlest soul cruising the air­
waves of the Evil Empire. 

The show's host, Vasily Strelnikov, must feel the 
same way about himself some days. If the new 
Russian culture straddles some twilight zone be­
tween East and the West, then Strelnikov might be 
the quintessential New Russian. 

The first thing striking about Strelnikov, who call 
his show "Vasily's Neighborhood," is that he talks 
exactly like an American DJ. It's absolutely un­
canny, until one learns that he was born in New York 
City. His father was foreign correspondent for 
Pravda, the official newspaper of the Communist 
Parry of the Soviet Union. Strelnikov spent nearly 
his entire childhood, from 1962 to '75, in the United 
States, mainly in the Washington, D.C., suburb of 
Chevy Chase, Md. 

In the course of those years, US-Soviet relations 
passed from the Cold War heights of the Cuban 
Missile Crisis to the test-ban treaty, SALT and 
NixonBrezhnev detente. But Strelnikov lived 
through them like an ordinary American kid. "I 
didn't even know what the Cold War was," he said. 
"Growing up for me was riding my bicycle and 
playing with the o ther kids in the ne ighborhood." urr=mw.-. .,, ' ·.·.· .. ...

Then his father was called back to Moscow, 
Vasily was 13, his sister 15, neithe r had ever stepped 
foot in the Soviet Union before. 

"I remember my first day in Moscow," he re­
called. "I got off the ship, took ou t my radio, and I 
thought I'd hear the equivalent of WRC, WWDC-a 
rock 'n' roll station. I turned the dial and I heard only 
two stations. One was talk ing about the great, glo­
rious past of some mine workers in Dunbass. The 
other was talking about how some collective farm 
had exceeded the five-year plan by X number of 
tons. So I' m thinking, 'Where's the rock 'n' roll?' 
And I said to myself-' If ever this country has a rock 
'n' roll station, I will be there.' 

The amazing thing is that the country now has a 
rock 'n' roll station-several of them-and 
Strelnikov sits at the wheel, as program manager 
and the DJ for its primetime program. To t11icken the 
ironies, the Radio 7 studio is located on what used 
to be Moscow's biggest broadcast-jammin g site. 
Just a few years ago, the people in his building 
scrambled the airwaves to protect Soviet youth from 
the infection of decadent Western culture; today, 
they let the decadance freely flow. As Strelnikov 
says, "That's preuy exciting!" 

"Vasily's Neighborhood" is an English-language 
program, with a large ex pat audience, but thousands 
of young Russians tune in nightly as well. When 
Strelnikov invites listeners to fax or phone in re­
quests, or to guess that tune and win a Macintosh 
software package. most of the callers have names 
like Natasha. Masha, Misha. Boris. Volodya, Sergei. 
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"For Russians, it's a novelty, listening to a West­
ern-style radio program," Strelnikov said. "A lot of 
them arc English-language students at the univer­
sity and they freak out hearing something that's not 
being taught at them in college, something on the 
radio that's not"-here he slips into a polite British 
acccnt-"'This is the BBC World Service.'" 

Strclni.kov never went to college. "After all those 
years in the Siates, I couldn't write Russian very 
well and you had to write a literary essay for you 
college entrance exam," he sa.id. "I'd never read 
anything in Russian. I couldn't recite a single verse 
of Pushkin." 

Instead, 11 month before he turned 18, he got a job 
at Radio Moscow, the English-language shortwave 
global network that served as the Soviet Union's 
version of Radio Liberty. "I would read official Tass 
news reports and commentaries in English," he said. 
"At first, I played it straight and it was a real learning 
experience." · 

A couple of years into his slim, he got the idea to 
start a rock 'n' roll show, playing mainly Soviet rock 
but a few Western tunes too. He called it "Vasily's 
Weekend" and it brought him fan mail from all over 
lheworld. By themid- l 980s,as Mikhail Gorbachev's 
era of glasnost began, Strelnikov decided to test the 
limits. 

"The show was pre-taped, so the censors could 
listen first and talcc out what they wanted,'' he said. 
"But these people didn't know certain things about 
the English language and culture." One day he 
decided to play Monty Python's ''Lumberjack Song", 
a hilarious parody laden with transvestism and mild 
obscenity that not even most Western stations would 
play. 

"Well,'' Strelnikov recalled, "the editor called me 
in and says, ' I like the show, but what's this lumber­
jack thing?' So I said, 'Oh, its a very famous 
Canadian workers' song. They sing about their hard 
plight, how they get screwed by the hierarchies of 
power.' The censor says, 'Oh, great! Find more stuff 
like this to play.' So I did. 

"One time I read a letter on the air and replied, 
'Eat me!' The censors didn' t know such words, they 
didn't know what it meant," he said. "I was having 
a lot of fun." 

Strelnikov quit Radio Moscow in fall 1991. He 
was disgusted by the slavishly pro-putschist cover­
age of the attempted coup that August-and then by 
its return to censorship in the weeks afterward, even 
as Boris Yeltsin's triumph seemed to be blowing the 
country in n freer, more democratic direction. 
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By the following spring, when Rndio 7 was set up, 
Strclni.kov was ready to fulfill his dream of 16 years 
earlier, when he first stepped off the boat The 
Russian who felt like nn American was bringing 
American-style rndio to Russian audiences. He was 
bringing his home home. 

Strclnikov himself still feels both a bit universal 
and a bit adrift when it comes to matters of home. He 
is a citizen of Russia and-by dint of having been 
born there-the United States. He has Russian and 
American passports. "Where is my home?" he asked. 
"I don' t know. I was born there. I'm doing what I'm 
doing here because I grew up there. I go to New York 
and I feel great, great to be back home. I feel like a 
fi sh in its own sen. Yet I feel home here, too." 

Back in his boyhood, when he went to the school 
at the Soviet Embassy, he never fit in with the other 
Russian lcjds. '1'hey were too-Soviet," he recalled. 
"They looked at me as an alien. They'd wear their 
red Pioneer ties, they knew all about Soviet history 
and literature. I couldn't memorize poems by Rus­
sian authors. It was like, 'Who is this guy? He's not 
one of us. We'reAstudents and he's a jerk.' And they 
were jealous that 1 knew English so well and had all 
these American friends, I understood all these 
sitcoms, I understood what 'The Brady Bunch' was 
all about." 

These days, in Moscow, Strelnikov weaks, Nikes 
and a fashionable burr haircut. He watches MTV on 
cable and has a big Beavis end Bullhead poster on 
his studio wall. He parties on the weekends at places 
where American expnts hang out: the BB King Bar, 
the American Bar end Grill. "I love the American 
House of Cinema too,'' he added. "They've got the 
popcorn, the peanut-butter cups. It feels good to be 
there. 

"At the same Lime," he emphasized, "my drinking 
partners and party partners are Russians, probably 
people I've know here for many years." He has a 
Russian girlfriend. He lives wiU1 his mother (his 
father died in 1980) in the same apartment where he 
lived when his family first came back to Russia. 

Strelni.kov straddles both his lifes, but American 
culture has so infiltrated Moscow Uiat it's possible 
for a young Russian with lots of money, or two 
passports, to have it both ways: not only to go back 
and forth, but to live as if in both places at once."! 
don't even think about 'American culture,"' he said. 
" It's become part of everyday Moscow life. lt's just 
there. It's a sign that Uie place is, more or less, 
becoming civilized. It's good to sec the cat in Uie 
studio eating Kitty Kat calfood. It should always 
have been this way." ~ 
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Latin 
Destinations 

H ola amigos ! Welcome to a rather 
abbreviated Latin Destinations column. 

Just after Christmas I left on a three week trip 
to western Venezuela. As I write this, I've only 
been back a few days and the column deadline 
is fast approaching. But, I do have a few 
interesting items to pass along-and I'll make 
up for the short column with some upcoming 
in-depth pieces I've got planned for the months 
ahead. 

I'll write more about my Venezuelan trip 
and the stations I visited in future articles for 
NASWA and Monitoring Times. But here are 
a few quick notes. If you have noted reduced 
schedules from Venezuela's 60 meter stations, 
Ecos del Torbes, Radio Tachira, and Radio 
Valera, the reason is the stations are trying to 
cut back on costs by saving electricity. The 
Venezuelan economy is going through some 
very rough times, and the broadcasting industry 
is finding advertising income a bit short. I had 
great visits at all three stations. The Ecos del 
Torbes transmitter/antenna site was especially 
impressive-I think it would put most 50 kW 
AM stations here in the US to shame. By the 
way, I suspect that economics is also behind 
Radio Rumbos' reduced schedule, although I 
wasn't in Caracas to visit them. 

The most memorable station visit was to 
Radio Frontera, 4761 kHz. In fact, if you heard 
this station in the past few weeks, you owe me 
a thank you, hi! I visited Radio Frontera on 
Tuesday, January 10. I spent about two hours 
there talking with owner-manager Senor 
Modesto Marchena and several others. Radio 
Frontera has been inactive on shortwave for at 
least a year or two. However, the station 
technician stopped by while I was there and 
Don Modesto told him to go out to the plant 
and turn on the shortwave. He called back 
about fifteen minutes later and said it was on. 
That was about 1400 UTC, too late for long 
distance propagation, however I did note them

a couple mornings later that week around 
1100. Signal strength was very strong, but 
modulation weak in western Venezuela. Don 
Modesto is a wonderfully friendly man. In 
fact, he had me on the air for an interview 
within three minutes of my walking in the 
door. I've been interviewed before, but never 
that quickly! As a momento of the visit, he 
presented me with a set of four glasses with the 
Radio Frontera logo on them. Now I've got to 
invite some DX friends over so I can get a 
chance to show them off! 

111ere is another active shortwave station in 
western Venezuela-Radio Mundial Los Andes 
on 6010.5 kHz. The AM frequency of 1040 
kHz is on 24 hours, but the shortwave seems to 
be somewhat irregular, although I did hear 
them sometime during the day most days 1 was 
there. Twice it was on around 0700 UTC, and 
twice not, so sometimes the shortwave is even 
24 hours. I don't believe I've seen any reports 
of this station being heard in North America 
for some time. Probably this is because Radio 
Mil in Mexico on 6010 is strong and on 24 
hours. So, if you hear Spanish on 60 I 0 , you've 
probably got Mexico. But, wait for an ID-it 
might just be the Venezuelan and then you've 
got a good catch. 

If you were DXing in the 1970s, you may 
recognize the names of some of the long-gone 
Venezuelan shortwavers that I also visited­
Radio Uoiversidad, 3395; Radio Trujillo, 3295; 
Ondas Panamericanas, 3215; and Radio San 
Sebastian, 6070, all of which continue 10 

transmit on AM, of course. At the first three 
stntions I was told that they still have their 
shortwave transmitters and have maintained 
their shortwave licenses. However, as there is 
no commercial reason to use shortwave they 
can'tjustify the expense in these tough times. 
But at each station there were memories of the 
worldwide mail they received years ago. Time 
to go, so hasta luego! Don ~

Hot off the presses from Schiffer Publications is 
a magnificent new book about one of the classic 
shortwave radios of all-time, the Zenith Trans­
Ocea nic . This book brings to a close 
approximately two and a half years of research 
and writing by two Trans-Oceanic enthusiasts. 
The authors are known as The Radio Professors 
because of their interest in radio and their 
professional status as univers ity professors. From 
cover-to-cover, the Radio Professors explore 
the ea rly days of the Trans-Oceanic from its 
initial history and design to the collect ion and 
restoration of these masterpieces. TI1is is a must 
reference work for serious shortwave radio 
enthusiasts, collectors, and anyone interested in 
the history of shortwave radio. 

The Zenith Trans-Oceanic was the world 's most 
romantic and expensive series of portable radios. 
Launched in 1942 after years of research, the 
Trans-Oceanic was the companion of kings, 
presidents, yachtsmen, world explorers and 
American troops during three wars. Although it 
carried a very high price tag, its shortwave 
capability opened the door for armchair travelers 
who crossed the globe. Its high quality and 
portability set the s tanda rd for other 
manufacturers to match for decades. 
The book begins with a look back to portable 
radios in the 1920's. It quickly moves on to the 
development of one of the world's most popular 
radios which was first built specifica ll y for

Commander Eugene F. McDonald, Jr. The 
Commander was very demanding which kept 
Zenith engineers busy allempting to meet his 
requirements. Successive chapters take the 
development of the Trans-Oceanic line through 
the war years right up to its end in the early 
J980's. The Zenith Trans-Oceanic was one of 
the most sty lish radios of its time. An entire 
chapter is devoted to the design and styling of 
these time-honored radios. 

Perhaps the most visually impressive chapter is 
the one devoted to portraits oflhe Trans-Oceanic. 
About 75 pages of classic photos and 
advertisements, some in color, provide a pictorial 
history of this masterful series of radios. Some 
of the more interesting pictures show Mount 
Everest cl imber Sir Edmund Hillary posing with 
a Royal 1000 prior his 1960 expedition to the 
Himalayas and Frank Sinatra with a Clipper. It 's 
a chapter you seemingly never tire looking at. 
The book closes with tips on coll ecting and 
restoring these collector radios. 

During its forty-year long history, Zenith 
produced ten basic models oftheTrans-Occanic. 
I low ever, when including the various sub-models 
produced during four decades of design and 
production, the total number of models rises to 
twenty-four. From the beginning with the Clipper 
in 1942, 10 1he nine different models marketed 
during the 1950's, through the various Roya l 
models in the 60's and 70's, to its demise with 
the R-70tKl models in the late 1970's and early 
1980's, the book traces them all. Included in this 
historica l mosaic is page after page of brill iant 
photography which make the radios seem bigger 
than life. TI1e book contains a wealth of never 
before published photographs, documenls, and 
information concerning these fascinating radios. 
I spent my first few days with this book just 
browsing its contents. Although I would heartily 
recommend read ing the book, this is one 
publ ication you do not have to read to appreciate. 
The book's brilliance can be gleaned from the 
ha ndsome combination of tex t, char1s, 
documents, photographs, and i11us1rations that 
grace its pages. It 's the type of book you will 
pick up again and again just to look at history. 
Tru ly, it is a marvelous reference that will stand 
the test of time, just as the radios described 
between i1s covers have stood the test of time. 
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The book would not have been poss ible without 
the assistance of Zenith. The corporate archives 
were made available to The Radio Professors to 
conduct their research into this project. Without 
this unlimited access, The Radio Professors 
could not have generated this invaluable reference 
resource. 

The Zenith Trans-Oceanic, The Royalty of 
Radios is a soft cover 160 page book that is very 
impressive. It is divided into three main sections 
and twelve chapters and is packed with 
information, illustrations and photographs. The 
extensive research efforts of the authors provides 
a wealth of information for the collector. The 
book offers a unique perspective on one of lhe 
most famous of all radios. The portable aspect 
of the radio was repeated ly used in 
advertisements. Pictures ofTrans-Oceanic's al 
war, on the beach and out at sea are in abundance 
in the book. Although a lillle on the expensive 
s ide, this book delivers substantial value in 
return for your money. I can enthusiastically 
recommend its purchase.

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GROVE ENTERPRISES SP-200 SOUND 
ENHANCER 

Life is full of surprises, but ii 's certainly nice 
when lhey 1urn oul 10 be pleasant ones . Such 
is the case with 1his producl from Grove. The 
SP-200 is an ou tboard audio accessory lhal 
combines an amplifier, speaker, bass\treble 
tone controls, adjustable audio filt er, noise 
blanker, squelch and VOX (voice operated 
switch) tape recordercontroller in on~ a11rac1ive 
un it. I had requested a unit for eval uation and 
expected it to basically be an exlemal speaker 
with some knobs on ii. I was pleasantly 
surprised 10 find 1hat lhe knobs serve 10 conlrol 
some very usefu l features . 

THE BASICS 
The SP-200 is ho used in an enclosure 
measuring 10-7/8" wide, 6-7/8" high and 7-
1/4" deep. The cabinet is nicely finished in 
solid oak, not a vinyl veneer. The front panel 
is b lack with while telleri ng and conla ins a 4-
inch loudspeaker, seven knobs, two toggle 
swi1ches, lhree LED's and a I /4 inch headphone 
jack which accep1sei1her s1crco or mono plugs. 
Th is is a very classy appearing piece of 
equipment. TI1e back panel has a 5' long pa1ch 
cord ending in a 1/8" plug ( 1/4" adapter 
inc luded) to connect to lhe radio's audio 
ou1pu1, eilherlhe ex1emal s peakeror headphone 
jack. The back panel also contains a coaxia l 
sockel for DC power (an AC wa ll cube 
adapter is supplied), a 1/8" jack for lape 
recorder audio oul (500 mV into 600 ohms) 
and a 3/32" jack for lape recorde r remole 
ac1iva1ion. When 1he uni1 is 1umed off, a re lay 
connecls lhe speaker in lhe SP-200 direc lly 10 
1he radio's aud io o ulpul . The powe r 
consumptionis500mA at I0-14 voltsand the 
raled audio poweroulput is 2 wa its into8 ohms 
al 10% THO. The internal construction is o f 
ver y high qualily - !here are two c ircuit 
boards joined by a ribbon cable and a large 
percen1age of componcnls are Surface Mounl 

Devices (SMD's). TI1e owner 's manual is 
brief, but complete, and has a circuit schematic 
and response curves for the lone contro ls and 
the peak/nolch filler. 

WHAT DOES IT DO? 
The Grove SP-200 is an audio enhancemenl 
device which allows lhe user 10 1ailor the 
sound from his rad io. II does not replace 1he 
de1ec1or and audio amplifier sec1ions of lhe 
radio as the KIWA MAP and Sherwood 
Engineering SE-3 unils do, so it does not 
requ ire any in1e rnal modificalions 10 lhe 
radio. II s imply plugs inlo eilher 1he exlernal 
speaker or headphone oulpul j acks of lhe 
receiver. The SP-200 contains an amplifier 
and speaker, but ii is more lhanjust an external 
speaker. II has bass and lreblc controls lo 
a lle r lhe overall to nal balance of lhe s ignal. 
The s pecifications slale lhat 1hese controls 
provide 15 dB boost or cul at below 200 Hz 
or above S kl lz. There is also an audio peak or 
nolch filler wh ich provides 30 dB o f e ilher 
peaking or rejeclion over a range of 300 llz 
to 6 kHz, wi1h an infinitely variable bandwidlh. 
The specifications do nol give any figures fo r 
1he ac1ual bandw id1h, but ii covers a w ide 
ra nge. T his is an analog fi ller, based on op 
amps, so all 1he adjus1men1s have to be made 
manually, unlike some other aud io fillers, 
(such as 1he DSP uni1s) which au1oma1ically 
notch ou1 o ffend ing he1erodynes. 

Th ree addi1ional featu res of the SP-200 are 
the !ape ac1iva1ion fcalure, 1he squelch ho ld 
and an adjus1able noise limiter. TI1e tape 
recorder activa1or senses lhe presence of an 
audio signa l a t lhe input and pulls in a relay 10 
activate a iape recorder lha l has a provision 
fo r remole control. This can be a ve ry handy 
fea ture lo use fo r those radios that have a bui lt­
in ti mer 10 tum on the radi o at a specific li me, 
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but don't have any provision for controlling a 
tape recorder. The squelch hold control allows 
for muting the audio between the words of an 
SSB signal or between the characters of a CW 
signal. Theoretically, this should allow for the 
elimination of background noise between words 
or characters. TI1e noise limiter is an adjustable 
threshold clipper fo r impulse type noise. 

HOW WELL DOES IT DO IT? 
I was very impressed with the utility of the 
SP-200. Its controls provided enough flexibility 
to improve the listenability of almost any 
signal I encountered. I especially liked the 
wide range of the notch filter. It permitted me 
to listen to the BBC with a wide bandwidth 
filter(S kHz) fo r maximum fidelity, but notch 
the annoying 5 kHz whistle from adjacent 
sta tions. The upper frequency of other notch 
filters I have used have been limited 10 about 
3 kHz, so the widerrange oftheSP-200's notch 
was greatly appreciated. II takes some practice 
to learn how to adjust the notch properly, bu t 
once mastered, it is a valuable 1001. Likewise, 
the peak control can be used to clean up a 
signal and "punch up" the mid-range to make 
a signal more intelligible. Ah hough the audio 
filter has fairly sharp skins, it is not the equal 
of the newer DSP units, and for those listeners 
who arc interested in an add-on filter for 
copying utility signals or Morse code, the 
DSP fillers would probably be a better choice. 
The lone controls on lhe SP-200 are a useful 
addition, s ince they can be used to roll -off 
high frequency hiss or low-frequency hum and 
crud. The internal speaker is of high qua lily 
and gives a very balanced sound. TI1e audio 
output from the SP-200 is very qu iet, with 
only a minimum of hiss audible at the speaker 
with no audio signal input. Selling up the unit 
was simple - I especially liked the fron t panel 
LED that indicates when the receiver 's 
volume control is sci lo the proper level. TI1e 
tape activator worked exactly as advertised. 

I found the squelch ho ld and noise limiter 
features to be less useful. The squelch seemed 
to work best for Morse code signals, for which 
it could be sci so that there was dead sil ence 
between the individual dots and dashes of a 
signal. On SSB signals, a similar effect could 
be achieved, but I found ii unscllling 10 listen 
to - I was afraid I would miss pan of the 

transmission. The noise lim iter worked fairly 
well against pulse type noise, but if I he threshold 
control is advanced 100 fa r, I he signal becomes 
distorted. 

WOULD I BUY ONE? 
Prior to actually using a SP-200, my answer lo 
this question would have been no, as I fell that 
the filtering wouldn't be very useful and ii 
seemed to be a lot of money for what I fell 
would be just an external speaker. However, 
after actually using the unit, I would like lo 
add one to my shack. Ijusl wish I had purchased 
one at the introductory price in mid-1994, 
which was $50 less than the current price of 
$249.95. This price seems to be a bit high for 
a s1a1ion accessory, until you reflect on the 
number of feat ures 1ha1 are contained in the 
SP-200 - speaker, amplifier, lone controls, 
aud io filter, tape recorder controller, etc., etc., 
all of which are constructed to the highest level 
of quality. 

I can only find a couple of minor nils to pick 
with the unit. I would like to see a jack for an 
outboard speaker-yes, a speaker can be plugged 
into the front panel headphone jack, but this 
output is a11enuated. The other thing I would 
change is lhe 1umoverpoin1sof1he tone controls 
- as currently set, they are a bit outside the 
range of the usual audio frequency range of 
shortwave signals. As they arc, they certainly 
have an effect, but I think they could be cha nged 
lo have a greater effect. 

Although I feel just abou t any slrnck would be 
enhanced by the addition of a SP-200, I could 
see how it would be panicularly useful for 
those I isteners who are using a ponable receiver 
fo r home listening. Think of ii as a "docking 
station" for a ponable, just like those for 
laptop computers, which expand the 
capabil ities of the laptop in the home 
environment. TheSP-200would provide belier 
sound with its larger speaker and higher-power 
amp. The audio filler could help compensa te 
for the sometimes '·too wide" IF filters in 
ponables, especially wi th judicious use of the 
notch filter. Plus, the tape recorder activator 
wi ll permit unallended recording if the radio 
has a buill-inclock-timer. I would li ke lo thank 
Grove Enterprises for providing the review 
unit fo r eva luation.

"BEHIND THE FRONT PANEL" - I don't want to steal any thunder from Listener's

DRAKE RSA RECEIVER -The R. L. Drake Co. has announced the RSA receiver, which 
is a n update to the RS. 111e "A" is a refinement, not a complete redesign. The basic 
performance is about the sa me, a lthough the specs for 1he RSA have s lightly higher dynamic 
range and third order in1ercep1 figures. The most significant changes are in the area of 
ergonomics, with the addition of two six-key keypads to 1he right of the display to allow for 
single keypress selection of mode and bandwidth. The d isplay supports seven character 
alphanumeric entry fo r station names and frequencies can be entered in either mHzorkHzformat. 
Memory channels have been expanded to 440and memory scanningspeed is forty channnels per 
second. T he R8A has two independent event timers and RS232 control has been expanded. 
The AGC has been modified for s moother attack in SSB mode and the tone control has been 
redesigned to allow increased contro l of the high frequency range. The line cord is now 
detachab le and the " break-away" front plastic feet (order spares now while they are s till 
available if you own a RS!) have been replaced wi th a metal tilt bail fo r front panel elevat ion. 
All in all, these sound like very worthwhile improvemen1s to an al ready good radio. Full 
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production is expected in June and the list price is $1099 -only $100more than the R8. For more 
information, contact the R. L. Drake Co., P.O. Box 3006, Miamisburg, OH 45343; (513) 866-
2421 or to order, 1-800-9DRAKE4. 

LOWE HF-250 RECEIVER - It's hard to believe two major radio manufacturers would 
introduce new radios during the summer of a sunspot minimum, but Lowe has recently 
announced the advent oft he HF250, which builds on the '225 and' I 50. The s tated design goals 
were to deliver a receiver with good dynamic range and reciproca l mixing performance at a 
reasonable price. The info sheet s tates that the HF-250 is a quiet receiver that lets you hear 
stations that are rea lly there, instead of intermodulation products. Improvements include a 
back-lit display w ith resolution to 100 Hz. IF filter bandwidths are 10, 7, 4 and 2.2 kHz, along 
with a 200 Hz audio filter for CW. Asynchronous detector is optiona l and no mention is made 
in the literature that I received whether or not it allows fo r sideband selection. A n infrared 
remote control is included as standard. The number of memory channels has been expanded to 
255 and there are two clock/timers, as well as a tape recorder control relay. T he picture of the 
radio in the fax I received is identical to that shown in the 1993 WRTH Equipment Buyer 's 
Guide. Options will include the sync detector unit, act ive whip antenna and DC power cord. 
T11e receiver is expected in late July and price has not been announced. Information can be 
obtained from Electronics Distributors Co., 325 Mill S t., Vienna, VA 22180, (703) 938-8105.

Receivers-What's Best? 
Part-1 

From time to time members send me letters 
asking what is the best radio to purchase for 
use in a particular application or price range. 
I cannot answer mail directly but will answer 
questions of general interest in this column. 
1bis month I am going to present a review of 
past receiver reviews and present a method to 
calculate the best value receiver. A 
quantitative approach relates performance 
and price to help you determine the best deal. 

NASWA does not formally rate receivers. 
We do have an Equipment Review column 
written by Alan Johnson that does review 
new equipment as Alan comes across it. This 
article presents in a quickly accessible form 
the overall results of reviews and ratings that 
have been assigned to short wave receivers 
by several short wave handbooks and 
broadcasters. 

If you want more information on these 
reviews, please consult the original source 
material. References are at the end of the 
article. These reviews are copyrighted so 
NASWA cannot reproduce them for you 
even if you were willing to pay reproduction 
costs. 

Table 1 shows the ratings for a number of 
small ponables. All ratings are normalized to 
a scale from zero to 100 going from worst to 
best. 1bis normalization permits the results 
of the different reviewers to be averaged 
together. 

The BBC, Radio Netherlands (RN), World 
Radio and TV Handbook (WRTH) and 

Passport To World Band Radio (PWBR) 
developed the ratings. If you disagree with 
the ratings, write to them not to NASWA. 

In order to provide some indication of the 
best radio for the money, I invented Buch's 
Bang For the Buck (BFB) index relating 
price and rated performance. There is nothing 
magic about this index. It assumes value has 
a linear relationship with the average rating 
and an inverse linear relationship to price. 
One could get fancy and argue that value is a 
logarithmic or exponential function but I 
elected to keep it simple. The equation used 
is simply: 

BFB Index = IOOO(Ayerai:e Ratin2 -30) 
Price 

TI1e constant "30" in this formula penalizes 
receivers at the low end of the rating range. 
There seems to be a trend for reviewers to 
rate low-end performance higher than it 
should be rated in my opinion: For example, 
The OAK DMR-3000 is rated a 40 for 
performance while the Grundig Yacht Boy 
400 is rated an 82.5. Does anyone really 
believe the Yacht Boy 400 is only twice as 
good as the DMR-3000? Maybe the reviewers 
do not want to hurt the feelings of the 
manufacturers who may also be advertisers. 
Subtracting 30 from nil ratings compensates 
for the reviewers' apparent subconscious 
generosity al the lower performance levels. 
If you disagree with this approach, feel free 
10 invent your own index. 
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As an example, you can calculate the BFB 
index for the Sony ICF 2010 as follows: 

Average rating =75 

Price= 430 

BFB Index = 1000(75 ~30)= 104 
430 

Note: Pri~ used for calculation of the BFB 
index are based upo n manufacturers 
suggested list price in the USA. Prevailing 
prices are normally lower. For example, you 
can buy a new Sony ICF 2010 for $360. At a 
price of $360, the Sony 2010 has a BFB 
Index of 125, not 104. Purists may want to 
substitute the actual prices they can negotiate 
and calculate their own BFB index.

Some results are shown in Table I for some 
readily available radios. They are listed in 
ascending order oflist price. I selected radios 
that were reviewed by at least two other 
publications. Some reviewers compare 
performance 10 other receivers in the same 
price class. Others race receivers withou1 
regard to price. So be on the safe side and 
only compare BFB 's between similarly priced 
radios. 

The table shows the best value or highest 
BFB to be the Sony ICF-SW30 followed 
closely by the Grundig Yacht Boy 400, and 
the Panasonic RF-B45. 

Next month we will show data for "porta­
top" and table-top receivers. Until next time, 
stay tuned. ~
