Another crank-to-piny dynamo powered radio is available. The Asteroid radio lrns some 
very big multipower flexibility pluses over the Bayli s l3ayGen Freeplay radio. and one 
major minus. 

This tiny marvel measures only six inches wide by two and three quarter inches high by one 
nnd one qunrter inches deep. ·n 1e entire top is a solar cell. A clnimed three hour sun exposure 
stores enough power for "three to five dnys" (piny). The dynamo is cranked from the right 
end with a tiny fo lding crank. 'Turn handle clock-wise" one to three minutes for twenty 
minutes play. You can al.~o use conventional battery power or an AC/DC adaptor (not 
supplied); so a lot of options, including incandescent light, are engineered in the circuit. 

A small rotary dinl wou ld nppear to require n cnreful touch to tune the AM and FM bands, 
There is nn even smaller rotary control combining power on-off and volume adjust. Small 
LEDs denote power on and tuning. A slide switch selects AM or FM. Another s lide switch 
needs to be set for solar chnrging, DC 3 volt charging, or dynnmo chnrging positions./\ five 
section whip antenna extends from the right rear lop of the case. Price is under $33 (no. that 
is no mistake!). 

The one mnjo r mi nu.~ is, of course. the lnck of nny short wave band covernge. Thus, it is not 
expected to challenge the rreeplay rndio as n primary receiver in Third World country usage. 

ll1e National Geographic Society ( 1-800-447-0647) offers the Asteroid radio in their 1996 
Holiday Gift Catnlog; the price is $36.50 (plus S&H) if a non-member. T11i s radio may also 
be available elsewhere, nnd is intriguing for its technical design features rather than short 
wave lis tener relevnnce.

TI1ere are no new shortwave 
radios or accessories, but the price on lhe DX-394 tabletop receiver has been lowered by $100 
to $299.99. I wonder if they're trying to move them out? I am also curious abou t the new Ion g­
range AM/rM portable, catalog number 12-603. It seems 10 have very similar features to the 
GE Superadio 111 - is the RS product just a repackaged Superndio? 

SOMMER WIDE-BAND ANTENNAS - This German firm has been producing directional 
beam antennas for the amateur market for several years. They have recently introduced two 
wide-bond vertical antennas and two variations of a discone antenna for HF reception. The 
vertical antennas are a variation of a wave antenna design rather than the common 1/4 wave 
vertical design and come in either 25 or 50 foot heights. TI1e discone and disconical antennas 
are approximately 23 feel high with a base diameter between 13 and 26 feet . The prices for the 
verticals are $260 (TCS-25) and $400 (TCS-50) and the discones start at $360. They're 
expensive and take up some real eslale, but they may be worth considering as a si ngle antenna 
solution.

Dirty 
lnundry Australi an s tyle is aired in th is pro­
gram, with excerpts fro m 1he Australian Par­
liament and di scussion iibou t the top issues 
in do mestic Australian politics . You need to 
know the players to keep track o f the iic­
tion-sirn i lar to the CBC programs rebroad­
cast over Radio Ciinada International- but 
it's an e ngaging program. Fridays at 1130. 

African Perspective is a weekly series on 
the BBC World Service Africa stream. The 
program looks at" . . . life and issues affecting 
the continen t", in the view of BBC 011 Air; 
however, a recently sampled editio n looked 
at a phenomenon- foster fami lies for expa­
triate Nigerians living in the United Ki ng­
dom- that bridges two continenls. It 's an 
unusual perspective-one doesn ' t oflen hear 
Afric.1n views o f the worl<.I o n shortwave; 
one norm a II y hears the reverse. African Pcr­
specti vc airs Fridnys at 161.'i and 190 I . 
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Target Topics: Programs for 
Youth 

There are a number of programs on short­
wave targeted to youthful audiences. Al­
though SW hns relatively few programs for 
this sector of the population- John foig liozzi 
counts 67 listi ngs out of 7067 total in his 
database-'less than 1 %), SW still stacks up 
as generous w hen compared with US domes­
tic rndio. Furthermore, none of this program­
ming on SW (including the religious offer­
ings) is even remote ly exploitative like coun­
terpnrts on domestic US radio and TV. 

One of the most frequently mentioned young 
people 's programs is Ears, produced by New 
Zenlnnd's nnti onnl domestic radio network 
and rebrondcnst on Radio New Zealand 
Internationa l (RNZI). Unfortunate ly, New 
Zenlnnd 's Lnbor Day wt:ekend pre-empted 
Ears with a rugby match on RNZI, so I nm 
not able to chnrncterize the program for you. 

"My G reen Earth" on RFPI is a fine nature 
program oriented toward younger listeners. 

John nlso specifi cally cites Radio Nether­
lands' Roughly Speaking. launched earlier 
this yenr. Hownrd Slrnnnon hosts this lifes tyle 
program about Europe's young people, nnd 
presents it in n fast paced style. Regulnr 
fentures include The Soapbox, Caree1:~ Guide, 
My Eurnpe (n radio diary), nnd trnvel fea­
tures. 

Much of HCJB's weekend morning pro­
gramming is oriented to young people; the 
most notnble program is Solstice, targeted to 

. a tee n nudie nce and produced in HCJB's 
Australia stud ios. Greg Allen and Liesl 
Daniels host, with interesti ng topics and 
music found nowhere e lse on the shortwave 
dial. The Solstice program staff can be 
reached by E-mail at solstice@hcjb.org.au. 
Note thnt this is HCJn·s Australian domain 
address, not their regular Ecuadoran address. 
Thanks to HCJB 's Allen Graham, here are 
some highlights from the November sched­
ule for Solstice:

fortu11a1ely, like most religious 1eachi11g, this 
resulH i11 a dull a11d dry program. 

Feature f or Young People is targeted to the 
converted, a11d to those who i1wruct them . 
It '.f de.figned to be an aural cated1ism in the 
ways and life of the Roma11 Ca1holic church 
and how to live i11 act in accordance with the 
Churchs teaching :r. Tlris is a good example 
of a11 i111ema1io11al brnadca.Herf1111c1inni11g 
a.f a11 educator, versus as a11 e11tertai11er or 
cm i1if orme1: 

As a pm1:ra111 for the general puhlic, its too 
dull a11d l1ori11K to be of much interest. Even 
for Tiro.re curious abmtt the Ro111a11 Catholic 
cl111rclu111d ifs teachi11gs ahm11 yo11th·related 
subjects. the heavily pedantic approach risks 
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killi11R any c:uriosity. But. /mm the perspec­
tive of .w111e1111e already Catholic mu/ in­
volved i11 the ch111d1. the pmRram i11structs 
youth and their teachers and fits the bill 
rather well. 

Unfortunately, I don't have a time or day for 
Feature for Young People-I'll provide that 
later. 

Peter mnkes an important di stinction here 
that applies to much of whnt 'son short wave 
nowndays-progrnmming that is targeted to 
a nnrrowly defined , motivated :rndience. 
Shortwave is n cost-effective way to rench a 
motivated audience if they' re wi lling to in­
vest in a shortwave radio and lenrn about the 
vagaries of propngntion. seasonnl frequency 
changes. and so on. This also explains the 
development o f re ligious nnd commercial 
pnid advocacy stntions .like WRM I, Wl-IRI, 
and WWCR. Whoops. I got off track. Now, 
back to our programs for youth ... 

There are severnl BBC World Service en­
tries worth mentioning: 

llte current OBC schedule doesn't show any 
youth-oriented phone-in programs. although 
I expect them to regulnrly renppear in the 
schedule. I would nlso expect another round 

of What's News. a look at current affairs 
from a youthful perspective hosted by Sarah 
Ward. 

Megamix covers trends. e ntertainment, 
sports, and youth issues, and airs for 30 
minutes weekly at 2330 Tuesdays and 1530 
Thursdays to the Americas. 1-larriel Green 
produces. lltis program has undergone a 
recent facelift . according lo John r:i gliozzi. 

Multitrack: Alternative focuses on con­
temporary pop music, with interviews of 
new bands, in-depth features. and competi­
tions. To the Americns r=ridnys 2330, to Eu­
rope rridnys 2030. and to Africa rridays 
2130. 

Multitrack: Hit List has the UK Top 20 
singles and related popular music news. Tim 
Smith is the BBC's nnswer to Knsey Cnsem. 
Mondnys. at the snme times ns Multitrack: 
Alternative above. 

Multitrnck X-Press looks nt new re leases, 
pop news, interviews, and album best sell­
ers . Mark Goodie r hosts this segment 
Wednesdays, times ns above.

BBC Mini-Reviews 
The Wor ld Today: Most programs that in­
vestigate the background lo the news often 
limit themselves to current news items. This 
program is different, as it looks at an interna­
tional issue of importance even if it's been 
out of the day-to-day spotlight for a while. 
This allows a more thoughtful treatment than 
the instantaneous analysis required for most 
current affairs programs. At fifteen minutes ' 
length, The World Today is long enough to 
explore in some depth, versus some current 
affnirn programs that can spare barely five 
minutes per topic in the course of a four­
lopic, twenty-minute program. Weekdays al 
0430 lo the Americas, 1615 to Europe, 1645 
to Africa. 

Newsdesk: If you want to find out the "what" 
but not necessarily the "why", this half-hour 
news program is your best bet. The emphasis 
is on correspondents' reports but not on the 
background analysis. Titis program prob­
ably comes closest lo the radio version of the

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B.B.C World Service Magazines 
by Peter Dowen 

D.B.C. World Service has undergone numer­
ous chnnges in recent years. and, with more 
budget cuts nnd n scheduled re-orgm1ization 
of the entire B.D.C. in the offing. more 
changes will occur in 1997 as well. 

The chnnges that I want to discuss in this 
brief artic le are those that have tnken pince 
over the last several years in the format of 
World Service maga7.i1ies. 

Long-time li steners to the World Service will 
undoubtedly remember the days of London 
Calling. which was the official program nnd 
frequency guide for many. mnny years. It 
was a rad io-only publicntion, as World Ser­
vice television hnd not yet been introduced 
by the time that London Calling had ceased 
publication. 

In its final stage, London Calling me<1sured 
11 x 8 inches. It wns 28 p<1ges in length , 
including the back covl! r. with 5 pages of 
ad vertising in totnl. The subscript ion price 
for one year 12 pounds, with a single copy 
cos ti ng one pound. 

Inside the front cover w<1s n page of program 
listi ngs by title. ca lled "At n Glance". Com­
ments from the Editor of World Service in 
English followed. There were then I 0- I I 
pages of information on upcoming programs. 
both regulars mid special fen tures. Daily 
listings for the entire World Service output in 
English fo llowed on the next 2 pages 
(regirrnnli 7.ntion not having been introduced 
yet), as we ll as a pnge of alternntive pro­
grnni.s for vnrious areas. There was nlso one 
page for letters and responses. At the end 
were 3 pages of frequencies for English 
transmissions, nnd one pnge for transmis­
sions in vernacular languages. 

Except for the back cover, and the ads on the 
back cover. all photos were in black and 
white. In foci. black nnd white were the main 
colors used in the magnz.ine. nlthough red 
made nn <1ppearance in several places. 

London Calling was a useful publication lo 
hnve around. It did its job well (i.e., the 
provision of program and frequency infor­
mat ion). but it was bland, du ll, and lifeless in 
appern nnce. It was thus an excellent source 
of essential information for regular World 
Service listeners, but was quite unappeal ing 
to the eye. 

The Ol!tober 1992 issue was the last to be 
published. rrom November, London Cnlling 
was to be totally re-designed and incorpo­
rated into a new magazine. to be called BBC 
Worldwide. 

The new publication wns initinlly 11 x8 inch­
es, and wus thus <1 bit lnrger than the former 
London Calling. It wns I 00 pnges in length, 
with 20 pages of advert ising. Heavy. high­
qua lity paper was used, and there wns lots of 
color in the ads and in the pictures that 
accompnnied the nrticles. A single issue cost 
£1 25. while a year's suhscription was £24. 

Steve Weinman, Editor of the old London 
Colling. wns we ll ns the new 13BC World­
wide, wns quite plensed wi th the new mnga­
zine. even to the point of nrrognnce. His 
corrnnents on p.5 of the first issue renect this: 
"Never let it be snid that we don't do our 
research thoroughly before embarking on a 
new venture." 

After opening comments by the Editor. these 
regular features fo llowed: "Preview" (<1 se­
ries of short descriptions on some upcoming 
World Service radio and televis ion programs 
for the month), "13ush Diary" (a description 
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of the day-to-day activities of a Bush House 
personality), "Worldwide Report" (a series 
of 5 articles by 5 different correspondents 
ench writing nbout a selected topic from the 
perspective of a country in their "patch"). 
"London Calling" (providing program list­
ings for both radio and television technol­
ogy), "Review" (brief, critical reviews of 
new book, cassette, and video re leases), a 
"Crossword", "Letters", and "Lines by 
Dines" (a comedy feature). 

There were also numerous feature articles on 
both regular and special programs for the 
month, for both radio and television. Some 
were long and in-depth, while others were 
short and lo the point. A wide variety of topics 
were covered: politics and current events, busi­
ness nnd economics, sport, background on 
B.B.C people and events, agriculture, travel , 
history. music, general human interest, etc. 
Many photos nccompai1ied these articles. 

l11e re-vamped London Calling had 16 pages 
devoted to World Service radio, as well as 
several pages describing television programs. 
The rndio section offered numerous page.~ of 
day-to-day listings, which included brief 
background details on some shows. There 
were also listings of programs by category, 
and then by title, with broadcast times. 
Sidebar columns on the day-by-day listings 
pnges were also featured. Towards the end of 
the radio section were lis tings for regional 
alternatives and B.B.C. English. Al the very 
end of London Calling were details of En­
glish transmissions, rebroadcasters, and ver­
nacular transmissions. 

London Calling was printed on yellow pa­
per, to distinguish it from the white pages of 
the rest of the magazine. Black, white, and 
grny were the main colnrs used, with occa­
sional red-lellering. Photos were in black 
and whi te. 

BBC Worldwide initially was a large publi­
cation. It was bright and colorful, had lots of 
great nrticles and full-color photos, and was 
printed on high-quality paper. Although it 
was more expensive than the old London 
Calling. it was an excellent publication. both 
in terms of appearance and content. The new 
version of London Calling, however, was 

still bland and dull in its appearance, al­
though the listings had been improved and 
expanded. 

Numerous changes took place in the maga­
zine in the following 2 years. Some of them 
added to the quality of the magazine, while 
others definitely reduced its quality. Initially, 
however, the changes were mostly for the 
better. 

A new feature was added in April 1993. "My 
Big Break" was a description by a famous 
personality of how he/she broke into the big 
time oftheirparticularprofession. Two pages 
of classified ads, called "Worldwide 
Cla~sitieds", werealsoadded in the same issue. 

July 1993 saw improvements to London 
Calling. Two pages were now devoted to 
listing radio programs in category, with ac­
companying broadcast times, similar to the 
"At a Glance" feature in the old London 
Calling. This eliminated simi lar listings 
which had previously been placed on side 
columns on the day-by-day pages. Only sport 
highlights remained on the side panels. Larger 
print was also added to the day-by-day listings. 

"Update" was added in September 1994. It wa~ 
a new feature providing news about develop­
ments in World Service radio and television. 

In the course of the firs t year of publication, 
annual subscriptions had been raised to 20 
pounds, leng th is anywhere from I 03-115 
pnges, and ads now account for 28 pages in 
total. London Calling now has 18 pages for 
radio, with a s light expansion of the color­
scheme lo include yellow and brown. 

The April 1995 edition of London Calling 
brought many changes, due to the introduc­
tion of regionnlization ofB .B.C. World Ser­
vice radio. Regular features in London Call­
ing now are: "Radio Programs" (by cat­
egory. with broadcast times), Day-by-Day 
listings wi th an accompanying small map 
showing the locntion of the particular re­
gion), "Radio Prequencies" (color-coded to 
show English transmissions for individual 
regions), "Rebroadcasters", and a list of ver­
nacular transmissions. There is now much 
more colo r in this section, due to the colors 
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used to identify particular categories of in­
formation for particular regional streams. 

A smaller size format for the magazine as a 
whole was introduced for 2 months in mid-
1995, measuring 10 x 8 inches, but the larger 
size re-appeared in September. Both the in­
tro<luctionandthediscontinuanceoftl1issmaller 
size came without warning or explanation. 

It is an this point that readers began to notice 
the decline in the quality of the magazine. 
rrom now on, almost all of the changes that 
would occur would accelerate this decline. 

Soon, the magazine is on ly 91 page.~ in 
length. with 26 pages of advertising . Al­
though it has the same format and wide range 
o f arti cles, it has much less writing and many 
more pho tos than in the past. Some arti cles 
arc not even n full page. 

A reversio n to the smaller size occurs in 
December 1995. The Editor acknowledges 
the reduced s ize thi s ti me, and states that it is 
to make the magazine mo re portable. II is 
also due to the increasing cost o f paper. with 
a lighte r type of paper also being introduced 
nl this point. 

ll1e fonnnl has also been changed. Regular 
features now nre: " Letters", "Cover r ea­
ture". "Bush Diary", "Switched On" (short 
articles o n upcoming programs), " My Big 
Break", "Worldwide C lass ifieds", "Cross­
word" , and "Nelson's Column" (a co111edy 
feature which had replaced " Lines by Dines" 
some ti111e before). 

The dec line in qua lity continued in the fo l­
lowing issues . Some "artic les" were little 
more than co llectio ns of glossy piclllrcs with 
cnpt ions. It was poor ly swpled. and often 
cn111e apart when the televisio n guide (n pull­
out sectio n) was removed. ll1e Editor'sco111-
111e111s. ho wever, co ntinued to focu~ exclu ­
s ively on programmi ng-no mentio n is rnnde 
of the rapid ly deteriorating qunli ry of the 
mngn7.ine itself. 

ll1c Ed ito r's comments for April 1996 were, 
surpris ing ly, wrillen by Vicky Pnync. the 
Deputy Editor. No mention wns made of the 
whereabout s o f the magazine ·s Editor, Steve 
Weinman. 

The final edition of BBC Worldwide was 
dated May 1996. Vicky Payne, the new Edi­
tor, announces the end of the magazine, due 
to rising production costs and the inability of 
the B.B.C. to continue funding ir. She went 
on to stale that a recently-conducted reader 
survey indicated that what readers really wanted 
in a B.B.C. magazine was up-to-date program 
information, up-to-date frequency informa­
tion , and reliable delivery. So a new maga­
zine, lighter, cheaper, and ea~ier to deliver, and 
with reader-friendly program and frequency 
information, wou ld begin fro m June 1996. 

The ending of BBC Worldwide came was no 
surprise to regular readers. II had clearly 
been on the dec line for more than a year, and 
had reached the po int whe re its death was an 
net of mercy. At the e nd, it bore liule resem­
blance to the fine publication which began in 
November 1992. 

BOC On Air began li fe with 47 pages, 7 of 
which were ads. It was 11 x 8 inches, the 
smnesize as the old Londo n C alling. A year 's 
subscription costs 18 pounds . 

Regular features in the new magazine were 
these: " On Air ll1is Mo nth" (a sele ctio n o f 
shor1 articles relating to upco ming programs), 
"My Guiding Stars" (a descri ption o f those 
peop le who ha ve influe nced B .B .C. 
personnlites), "Radio Programs" (a lis ting 
by category. wi th b roadcas t times, for each 
slrenm), Programs day-by-day for all streams 
(with each day of the wee k occupying 2 
facing pnges and having sidebnr columns/ 
features o n these page.~ ) . "Tuning Into Ra­
dio" (frequency guide ), "Waveguide" (a 
sidebar feature in the prev ious section), tele­
vi sion listings (and accompanying back­
ground dcwils(s), "Nel.~on 's Column" , and 
"Radio in 42 Languages" (a lis ting o f ver­
nacular transmiss ions ). 

Throughout the magazine. the focus of the 
articles and columns is e nt irely on upcoming 
program~ and 13 13C personnli tics for both radio 
and televis io n. Almost nil of the photos are in 
color, arti cles and fea tu res arc short and lo 
the po int. and the paper u.~cd is bri ght white. 

lnitinlly. the frequency clrnrts for rad io were 
not clear. due to the use o f n heavy, dark. and 
dull color sche me. Bui from August. the 
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frequency charts were re-designed. with a 
lighter and brighter color sche me making 
them easierto read (and thus use). Transmi t­
ter s ites are now given for all frequencies of 
broadcasts in English. 

Although similar in purpose to the old Lon­
don Calling (i.e., a basic program and fre­
quency guide, with some background infor­
mation included as well}, BBC on Air is 
much brighter and more colorful. It is thus 
ea~ier and more enjoyable to use. 

B.B.C. World Service magazines have un­
dergone many changes in the past 4 years. 
BBC On Air is a far better publication than 

the fo rmer London Calling, and so there has 
been a definite improvement at the end of 
those 4 years. In between the two magazines, 
however, was the rise and fa ll of an even 
finer magazine, BBC Worldwide. Although 
it began as a fine publication, it quickly went 
downhill as the publishers atte mpted to keep 
it going in the face of foiling revenues and 
increasing costs. It clearly did no t meet the 
needs of its intended market, in spite of Steve 
Weinrnan's initial boast. It proved to be an­
o ther e xample (alo ng w ith five-fold 
regionalization} of seriously mis-guided 
change with the B.B.C. World Service. I 
sincerely hope that BBC On Air does not 
meet with the same fate.

The clandestine program­
ming consisted of programming by the Tamil 
group EPDP which was anti-LTTE. 

Fina lly the trnnsrnitterbroke and was ly ing at 
Eka la, Sri Lanka. Trans World Radio (TWR) 
was offe red the trans miller on a repair and 
you can use it basis. Even the wi ring inside 
WM eaten away by raK TWR was able to fix 
the transmille r and installed it at its Puita lam 
transmitter site. TWR didn ' t want to invest in 
a costly antenna syste m, so they put up a 
dipole with a reflector just about 30 feet off 
the ground. The feeder lines were open wire 
feeders and the insulators are PVC 2" rubing 
pieces ! First tests were encouraging and fre­
quencies of 5030 and 6035 were used. After 
a while TWR used it both 0030 and 1330 
blocks to beam to India in Tamil and English 
since the Sri Lankan government did n' t al­
lowTWR's 882AM lr:rnsmittertooperate in 
English/S inhalaffamil the languages of Sri 

Lanka before local midnight and afler 5 a. m. 
l\vo yean; ago the governme nt dropped this 
clause and thus TWR stopped using 6035 
and went over exclusively to MW 882. The 
Sri Lankan Government in the meant ime 
was using 1he transmilter for a daytime broad­
cast of the SLBC for government fo rces in 
the North since there was more or less a de 
facto Tamil s tale run by the rebels in the 
North and 1he governme nt conlrolled only a 
few large camps which were accessible only 
via air nnd sea. The SLBC depended on SW 
to reach the Tamil populace in the north and 
east after Tamil guerrillas attacked the AM 
station in Jaffna. This situation has changed 
now with the government taki ng control of 
the northern Jaffna peninsula and the second 
base of the rebels as well. The Tiger Radio 
Pulign lin Kurnl lost its Jaffna base, then 
shifted to Killinochchi which again was over 
run by the government forces early October. 
Now the Tiger R. is limited to a few broad­
casts on rM irregularly. 

Government fo rces are no longer using the 
tra nsmiller, and it is currently used by the 
SLBC at 1200- 1330 to broadcast its Tamil 
Service towards the strife to rn north and east 
of the island. This frequency is used in addi­
tion to 5020 from Ekala. ~

I recently entered the world of DC to Day­
light receivers with the purchase of and A OR 
AR8000. This is the first receiver I have 
owned that takes full advantage of several of 
the computer control applications that are 
available for rad io hobbyists. With this in 
mind, I chased down the more popular pro­
grnms for evaluation with rny new toy. lnci­
dentnlly I am using the new Optoelectronics 
Optolinx interface to get from my AR8K to 
my computer. So this months co lumn will 
deal mostly with publications of the software 
kind. speci fica lly those packages that can be 
used wi th many popular receivers.

I found thi s package lo be very versatile in all 
my app lications. It has the added advantage 
of be ing able to nm in very basic DOS type 
computers. This allowed me to dedicate an 
aging "pre-windows" laptop to receiver con­
trol. Scancat can be configured to run on 
olmost any DOS based PC with as little a~ 
640K of memory. Scan cat can be configured 
to run off of n floppy disk or from a hard 
dri ve. Receivers supported include /\OR, 
Drake, Kenwood, Lowe, Icom, Yacsu, JRC, 
Watkins.Johnson, and Radio Shack scan­
ners equipped with Optoelectronics inter­
face boards. Scancat is also NOT copy pro­
tected . a llowing the user to install the pro­
gram on more than one computer. Since I 
currently have three PC capable of receiver 
control, this was a real plus. 

The basic functions of SCANCAT 6.0 (in-

eluded with the SCANCAT-GOLD pack­
age) includes the ability to search between 
any two frequencies and by any increment. 
You can create disk files and impc>rt most 
text file formats onto files that Scancat can 
recognize. You can log frequencies to files 
while scanning a range of frequencies. These 
files can then themselves be scanned at a 
future time. Furtherscanningspectrum analy­
sis can be performed. You can download the 
memory of many receivers into disk files for 
future use. Similarly you can upload Scancat 
prepared di sk files into your receiver's 
memory. 

Additionally SCANCAT GOLD provides 
the ability to Ii nk up to 15 frequency files or 
search banks from disk. You also get data­
base file support including the Percon Spec­
trum COROM, the Grove CD ROM. and our 
own Tom Sundstrom's TRS Consultant's 
schedules. (Maybe if we all ask him nicely, 
Tom will send an example of his service in 
for evaluation in a futureListener·s Library). 
It will also support almost any database 
system. Scancat-Gold can scan HF and VHF 
lcom receivers simultaneously. It can print 
to disk Ii Jes or to a printer. It supports "birdie" 
lockout. For our VHF monitoring friends, 
Scancat-Gold can search by CTSS and DCS 
tones with appropriately equipped receivers. 
Scancat-Gold supports files of unlimited size. 
Thi11 is especially important as receivers have 
grown into the realm of one thousand chan­
ne ls. This program also has on-line help 
features that make for easy use for first 
timers such as myself.AORAR 8000 owners 
can use Scancat to restore 800 MHz capabili­
ties to give full frequency coverage to their 
receiver. 

Scancat has been in constant dCYelopment 
since its initial re lease in 1989. They have 
consistently improved their package as new 
receivers capable of computer control came 
on the market. They have a strong history of 
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beta-lesring a nd constant re finement. If you 
do discover any difficulties, they have a 
technical support line (3 18) 687-2555 and a 
DBS (3 18) 631-3082. They also have a pres­
ence on the In te rnet < http:// 
www.scancat.com/>. Demo versions of their 
program can be downloaded from eirher 
their BBS or rheir internet web page. 

My firs t major ouring with Scancat-Gold 
came this Seprember when the notorious 
SCANNER SCUM gathered for our annual 
radio weekend and male-bonding experi­
ence in Virginia Beach. Prior to rhe rrip 1 
u tilized the Percon Spectrum CDROM and 
my own database of shortwave and medium 
wave frequencie.~ lo develo p a series of disk 
files that could be quickly loaded into my 
AR8K's memory banks. All I needed to do 
wa~ to decide what I wanted to liste n to and 
I directed my laptop to "make it so." Given 
the HF and VHF frequency rich nature of the 
greater Virginia Beach area, the search and 
store features allowed me to generate yet 
another file of previously ungathered fre­
quencies. These files will remain in storage 
for next years gnthering of Scum. Through­
out three days of use during every wnki ng 
hour (nnd a few searches whilst in slumber) 
the program never burped. You scanner ori­
ented types will have to read my upcoming 
review in theAOSC's AmericanScannergrarn 
to find out how well thissoftware works with 
the Optoelectronics Scout. 

Included with the program is a 107-page 
manual that reveals all. 1 also regularly fre­
quent their website and thei r FTP files which 
give the user many great frequency lisrs to 
search. AS 1 mentioned earlier, I have great 
apprecint ioll' for the fnct that this program 
remains accessib le in DOS even though it 
will also run fi ne under Windows 3.x and 
Windows 95. I've run this software on an 
8088, SX386 and 60 MHz Pentium without 
any difficulties. Wirh these capabi lities 1 can 
assure you that SCANCAT-GOLD wi ll be­
come a trusteQ friend in short order. 

If you have access to an SX386 or higher PC 
and have Microsoft Windows 3.x or Win­
dows 95 capability with at least 4 MB of 
memory, there is another software package 
that may be worth a look.

Scan*Star offers a tactical 
displny that can be reconfigured to the users 
wishes and a "mini -status" monitor that shows 
activity without wasting windows desktop 
space . 

All scanning parameters are selectable on a 
per-channel basis, or by macro contro l. The 
user can browse any DB ASE file and import 
records, including Percon and Grove. 

Scan*Stnr Plus for Windows Features offers 
additional features including the abil ity to 
operate up to ten rndios at one ti me, using any 
port combi nation. You can "search slave" 
(hand-off) with priority and preemption, us-
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ing nny two radios. This versio n includes n 
monito ri ng assistant for spectrum browsing. 
TI1e user can de fine databa~e fields with 
DBase fie ld a~sociations . Also. additional 
support for HF receivers make this program 
a logical choice for shortwave broadcast 
hobbyists. 

The only limits I experie nced us ing this 
software were my own. My lapto p is NOT 
configured for Windows so I had to conduct 
my tests using my desktop computers. This 
mo re or less defeated the portabi lity of my 
/\R8K but still improved upon the recciver·s 
performnnce by its many featu res. lnitinlly I 
had to get the program happy with my choices 
of COM ports because it does not nppreciate 
"shared" port set-ups. I do tend to expect my 
computers to do a few too many things at 
once sometimes. Once I made a few modifi ­
cations to my syste ms configurntio n to bring 
it back into the "real world" I found the 
program ran jus t fine o ff of any available 
COM po rt even the dreaded COM-4 that 
some ti mes g ives users pro blems. O nce con­
fi gured. the program 's nbilit y to operate in 
the background while performing another 
task (such as writing this article) is a joy. 
Since most fo lks aren ' t totnl techno-junkies 
with multiple computers on their desktops, 
Scan"S tar in the Windows enviro nme nt 
sho uld s ui t most users' needs.

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The Ten-Tee #1253 Nine-Band 
Regenerative Receiver Kit 

The leaves are beginning to change color, the 
nights are getting cooler and the tropical 
bonds ore becoming less noisy. Yes, another 
DX season is approaching. The onset of fall 
also means fewerou1doorac1ivi1ies and more 
time for electronics projects. The Ten-Tee 
# 1253 receiver kit is a great project fo r those 
who want to build their own radio ns well as 
relive radio his tory. 

Ten-Tee, Inc., a U.S. manufacturer o f quality 
amateur transceivers and amp Ii fiern, has 
started a line of kits of interest to theSWL as 
well as the ham operator. The 1253 is a 
regeneroti ve type receiver-a modern , solid­
Slale vers ion of a radio circuit that was 
invented prior to World War One. The 
regenerative receiver uses positi ve feedback 
in the detector circuit lo provide addit ional 
amp Ii ficnlion for improved sensili vi ty a~ well 
as reception of Morse code and single 
sideband signals when the amount of 
feedback is increased 10 the point of 
oscillation. The circuitry of n re gen is simple, 
but care is required in adjustment of the 
controls. Although a regenerative receiver is 
no match for modern communications 
receive rs , the # 1253 offers s urpris ing 
performance. is fun to operate and you can 
build one yourself! 

The Model 1253 

The 1253 is n complete kit- all the user has 
to supply is eight "C" cells or other source of 
12 volt DC power and an antenna (the manual 
recommends 20 to 30 feet of wire). The 
receiver kit sells for$59.00 and covers I .76-­
l .99MHz, 3.3-4.15 MHz and 5.5-21.5 MHz 
in nine bands. The instruction manual is 
clear and easy to follow. almost up to the old 

Heath kit s tandard. The 1253 uses five 
trans is tors and three !C's in a modern 
regenerative circuit. Tuning and fine tuning 
are accomplished with the use of vnractor 
diodes rather than expensive variable 
capacitors. 

II took me about three evenings to assemble 
the 1253 receiver. There is a fairly high parts 
count, but the radio is assembled in stages, 
with each major stage being tested before 
proceeding to the next. The circuit board is of 
very high quality and nil component locations 
are clearly silk-screened. There are even 
solder pnds provided for ndding optional 
capacitors to tweak the tuning ranges of the 
band-selecting inductors. I had no difficulty 
in pulling the radio together or gelling it to 
work, but it might be wise for the first time 
kit-builder 10 have some he lp with the 1253, 
at least in terms of how 10 identify and place 
components on a PC board and with soldering. 

The fini s hed product is extreme ly 
professional looking. The front panel s ilk­
screening is of the highest quality and the 
LED band indicators are n unique twist for a 
product in this price class. The 1253 is very 
compact with overall dimensions of 3 3/4 x 
6x 6 inches (HxWxD). Provision is made for 
powering the radio with eight internal "C" 
cells for portable operation. There is a large 
mai n tuning knob with a fine tuning knob 
just below it. The other front pane l controls 
nre RF Gain, Regeneration and Volume 
knobs, a toggle switch for power and a 
pushbutton for band selection. There is a top 
mounted three inch speaker which receives 
plenty of power from an audio amplifier IC 
(the same chip that is used for audio output in 
·ienTec ~ransceivers !) .

Operation 

I'm a little embarrassed to admit it, but it took 
me n while to ma~ter the operation of this 
radio-especially for SSB signals. There is n 
great degree of interaction between the RF Gain 
and regeneration controls. If the RF Gain is 
turned up too high, especially with a full-size 
outdoor nntennn, strong signnls "swnmp" the 
receiver. In addition, the "sweet spot" of the 
Regeneration control. i.e. the settingjust before 
the radio breaks into oscillation and the point of 
greate.~t sensitivity for AM mode signals, is 
very narrow. This setting varies not only from 
band to band. but also within each band. There 
is a wiring option for increa.~ing the sen~itivity 
of the regenerative detector which supposedly 
makes the setting of the regen control even 
more critical, but I couldn't tell much difference 
between the two options in this regard. The 
main tuning is direct, withquta vernier reduction, 
so tuning isquiteshnrp-:the fine tuning control 
is a welcome nddition. 

Once I got the hang of it, the l enTec 111253 wa.~ 
a lot of fun to use. The sen.~itivity wa.~ more than 
adequate for listening to the majorintemntional 
broadcn.~tcr~ and numerous nmateur signals. I 
wa.~ able to regularly listen to RFPI on their 40 
meter frequency with little difficulty. Selectivity 
depended on the strength of the competing 
signals, for example, I had little trouble 
separating HCJB on 9,745 kHz from RC! on 
9,155 kHz, but KAIJ on 5,810 kHz was audible 
when the receiver wns tuned to WEWN on 
5,825 kHz. There wa.~ plenty of audio output 
and the sound was very listenable. The tuning 
takes some getting used to for those who are 
used to direct keyboard entry. The tuning dial is 
calibrated in a I to2 1 index scale with additional 
marks halfway between each numeral. TI1ere is 
nchart in the manual fortheuserto list the nctual 
frequency for each indell mark for each band, 
using eithera digitnl rendout receiveror n signal 
generator for reference. You pretty quickly 
le11m tlmt HCJB (or whatever) is located at 8.5 
when on the 31 meter bnnd. This is more 11 radio 
for bnndscanning rather thnn pre-setting for a 
specific stntion, nlthough the resetability 
between listening se.~sions is very consistent. 
The radio 1111.~ minimnl drift after n several 
minute warm-up period. There is a voltnge 
regulator in the power supply to the detector 
stage which helps in this regard. 

The Competition 

The TenTec # 1253 is not the only inexpen~ive 
regenerntive kit that is currently avai lnble. There 
is also the MFJ Model 8100, which lists for the 
same price, nt least according to last ad I saw 
that featured the MFJ kit. llle MFJ does not 
cover as broad a frequency range- it ha.~ 5 
bands with approximate coverage of 3.5 to 4.3 
MHz. 5.9 to 7.4 MHz, 9.5 to 12 MHz. 13.2 to 
16.4 MHzand 17.5 to22 MHz. Bandswitching 
is accomplished by a rotary switch, rather than 
the digital method used on the TenTec. TI1ere is 
no front panel RF gain control and no fine 
tuning control. There is a vernier reduction 
drive on the tuning control, so tuning is quite 
smooth. I also found thntthe regeneration control 
ha.~ a wider range on the MFJ, making it less 
"fussy" to operate. The MFJ is easier to build, 
since it ha.~ a lower parts count than the TenTec. 
Personally, I like the appearance of the l enTec 
over the MFJ and I really like the fact that the 
TenTec has a built-in speaker-the MFJ 8100 
only has jacks for Walkman-type headphones. 
Sensitivity and selectivity are about equal, not 
surprising since the RF amplifiernnd oscillator/ 
detector circuits are very similar and use the 
same transisto~-thc TcnTec add~ a voltage 
regulator stage to improve tl1e stabi lity of the 
oscillator/detector arid uses n higher output 
audio nmpli lier IC to permit speaker level audio 
levels. 

A Box Of Fun 

If you enjoy building kits and like to tum knobs, 
the TenTec # 1253 is worth looking at. It wns fun 
to construct and, after an initial period of 
frustation, fun to operate. It won't take the place 
of the kilobuck communications receiver on 
your desk, but it will help you while away those 
cold winternights. If you 're not sure whethern 
regenerative receiver is your cup of tea, you 
might consider the TenTec #1054 kit, which 
costs $24 and covers four bands, including the 
49 through 31 meter bands, as well as 12 to 15 
MHz. lt lacks a ca.~e. knobs and speaker. A case 
and knob package is available for an additional 
$19 .50. TenTec produces some other interesting 
kits such a.5 a BFO and an active antenna­
contact them for a catalog.

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The Sangean ATS-909 
Portable Receiver 

TheATS-909is thenewflagship ofSangean's 
line of portable receivers. It is a full -featured 
radio, and, 5omewhat unusual in these days, 
comes with n complete set of accessories: 
AC power supply (the review unit's adapter 
was for IW volt AC only), in-ear stereo 
earphones, reel antenna and a carry case. The 
receiver provides continuous coverage from 
153 kHz to 29.999 MHz and coverage of the 
FM broadcasting band from 87.5 to 108 
MHz. Reception modes include AM and 
SSB/CW as well as FM stereo (with 
headphones). It is slightly larger than the 
Sony ICF-7600G and Grundig YB400, but is 
still quite po11able at 8 1/4 x 5 x I 112 inches 
(WxHxD) and weighs in at 30 ounces. The 
built-in whip is 44 inches-unusually long 
for a portable of this size. There is also a I /8" 
phone jack for an external antenna. Four 
"AA" cells are required for portable 
operation. 

Thoughtful Design 

The Sangean designers certainly did their 
homework in studying the competition prior 
to introducing the '909. All the various tuning 
methods arc supported: direct keypad entry, 
Up/Down pushbuttons. rotary knob, 
automatic scanning and memory presets. 
There is a world time clock which is 
preprogrammed to display the current time 
in any of 42 world cities-of most intere.c;t to 
DX'er's is the fact that the clock is 
continuoasly displayed and can be set to 
show UTC time. The clock function includes 
three timer circuits which can be set for three 
different frequencies or a buzzer can be 
chosen a~ the alarm. The off time can not be 
set- the llldio turns off automatically after 
one hour. In addition, there is a tape recorder 
tum-on ;ack and a line level output for 
unattended recording. The sleep timer can be 
set to tum off the '909 in intervals of ten 
minute.c; up to a total of90 minutes. There are 
306 memory channels arranged in pages of9 
channel~age-29 pages for shortwave, 2 
for FM and MW and one page for LW. Each 
page can be labeled with up to eight 
alphanumeric characters. On FM, the '909 

incorporates the RDS (Radio Data System) 
which will automatically display the call 
letters or name of stations that incorporate 
this feature. There is also a "priority key" for 
one button selection of a favorite frequency. 

The ATS-909 also incorporates some unique 
features. I was quite pleased to see that the 
volume and RF Gain controls are knobs, 
rather than sliders. I find it much easier to 
turn a knob with one hand-with sliders, it 
seems I need to use the other hand to steady 
the radio or do "one hand gymnastics" to 
steady the radio with thumb and ring finger 
while adjusting the slider with my index 
finger. The ' 909 includes Sangean' s 
"Automatic Tuning System" (that's where 
the ATS in the model designation comes 
from) which will automatically load the 
memories for the LW, MW and FM bands 
with the stronge.c;t signals on the band-very 
handy for the traveller who wants to locat.e 
the local stations in a new area. The only 
feature that is lacking in the ATS-909 is 
synchronous detection. 

The Tuning Details 

There are a plethora of tuning options on the 
'909. The models sold in the U.S. come with 
the memory channels pre-loaded for most of 
the major international broadcasters. These 
can, of course, be modified by the user. To 
tune a memory channel, one presses the 
"page" button, then uses either the tuning 
knob or Up/Down tuning keys to select one 
of 29 SW memory pages, hits the "Enter" 
key to activate that page and finally, chooses 
one of the memory channels on that page 
with the numeric keypad. It sounds more 
cumbersome than it actually is. I think that 
the "page" sys lem is a practical way to 
organize and label memories, e.~pecially when 
there are over 300 memory channels 
available. One drawback to this method is 
that any unfilled channels on a page cannot 
be reassigned to another page. For automatic 
scanning, press either of the Up/Down tuning 
keys and hold for 1/2 second or longer. 1be 
radio will scnn in the chosen direction in 5 
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kHz steps within the limits oft he international 
broadcasting meter band that is closest to the 
starting frequency of the scan. It will stop on 
nn active frequency until one of the tuning 
keys is pressed again. I was not impressed 
with the sensitivity of the scan tuning- I 
tried scanning the 49 meter band during the 
evening nnd the '909 didn ' t stop on n single 
channel! Scanning performance was much 
better when nn external antenna was used. 
Dy pressing the "SW" button twice, the radio 
enters bond select mode in which the numeri c 
keys con be used to jump to the low end oft he 
standard tropical/international broadcasting 
meter bands (but not the ham bands). 

Direct tuning via the keypad is straight 
forwnrd . although the "F' (for rrequency) 
button must be pressed prior to entering the 
frequency in e ither kHz orMliz (with decima l 
point) format, then pressing the Enter key. 
This logic is necessary since the numeric 
keypad is also used for memory channel 
selection. so the "F' key must be pressed to 
te ll the radio that the direct freque ncy mode 
is desired rather than me mory channel 
selection. r requency readout in all modes is 
to one kH7.. For those inclined to more 
traditional tuning methods there are the Up/ 
Down keys which tune in 5 kHz steps on nny 
mode inSW,9kHzinLWand 10or 9kHzon 
MW (depending on the setting of the MW 
Step switch on the right side of the ca.~e). The 
rotary tuning knob, al so on the right s ide of 
the case, has de tents and therefore can't be 
spun for rapid frequency excursions. There 
is rt s te p pushbutton on the fro nt pane l which 
selects fas t, s low or lock for the tuning knob. 
The fost and s low tuning steps depend on the 
chosen bond and mode, i.e. LW: 9 or I kHz, 
MW: 9/10or I kHz.SWAM: Sor 1 kHzand 
SSD: I kHz or 40 Hz. The audio mutes when 
the tuning knob is turned quickly, so manually 
ba11d-sc.1nning takes some patie nce. Tuning 
in the s low rate on SS D is very S LOW- it 
would be nice to be able to toggle directl y 
between the fast and s low rates without having 
tc go through the "Lock" setting. 

Comprehensive Display 

The LCD display s hows a wealth of 
information. At the top is the time, either 
local or UTC in 24 hour formal. To the right 
of the c lock is the timer and sleep timer 

display , if any of these functions are active. 
Below this is the selected mode and beneath 
the mode indicator is the tuned frequency 
and meter band, if the tuned frequency is in 
one of the recognized meter band segments. 
To the left is the general band (SW, MW, LW 
or FM) designator as well a.~ the memory 
page number. To the ri ght is a fourteen 
segment signal strength indicator which also 
shows the level of batte ry charge for 
npproximntely seven seconds when the radio 
is switched off. In a box beneath the frequency 
display is the alphanumeric label (or RDS on 
FM) display. The label appears either when 
tuning via the me mory pages o r when a 
frequency thnt is stored in memory is e ntered 
via the keypnd (but not when tuned via the 
tuning knob). One drawback to this method 
is thnt of shared frequencies-when 9,515 
kHz is entered via the keypad "GERMANY" 
appears in the display, even though that 
frequency is also s tored on the "ENGLAND" 
page. The other idiosyncrasy of the label 
display is that the label remains displayed 
even when the radio is tuned o lTthe frequency. 
The LCD is well back-lit, either momentarily 
for 12 seconds by pressing the light button 
when the radio is battery powered or 
continuously when the AC adopter is used. 
Below the LCD display the frequency limits 
of the meter bands are convenientl y printed 
for quick reference. 

Other Controls 

On the right hand s ide o f the case there are 
switches forautomnticormanual time setting. 
Automatic setting is via a time s ignal from 
RDS FM stations. a function which may not 
be availnble in nil arens. There is n three 
position (News/Norm/Music) tone switch to 
select the nmount of treble roll -off nnd another 
switch for Wide/Narrow se lecti vity on LW/ 
MW/SW or Mono/Stereo on FM. On the 
bottom of the case is a reset button which w·ill 
reset the clock and microprocessor (but not 
the memories) whe n pressed. There ore nlso 
two terminals marked "Data In" adjncent to 
the reset button. A service technician at 
Snngenn America, Inc. told me that these are 
used to program the memory channels nt the 
factory nnd that currently there is no provision 
for ATS-909 owners to use them. l11ere is a 
nip-down stand on the back o r the case to tilt 
the rndio fo r tnble top use. 
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Performance 

Overall, the ATS-909 was a worthy performer. 
I did a side-by-side comparison with a Sony 
ICF-2010, with the Sangean powered from 
its AC adnpter nnd the Sony on batteries. The 
antenna used was the built-in whip on each 
radio. TI1eSony had slightly better sensitivity, 
occasionnlly yie lding almost copyable nudio 
where there was just noise on the Sangean. 
Using the supplied reel antennn significnntly 
helped the '909 on weak signnls. The Snngean 
wa~ very well-behaved when connected ton 
full-sized outdoor antenna-I was unable to 
detect any spurious images of local MW 
stations in the lower HF regions (a sign of 
front-end overlonding) when I connected my 
120' rnndom wire through the Sangenn 's 
externnl antenna jack. Unlike some other 
plastic cased portables, I couldn't find nny 
instances of "breakthrough" of local FM 
stations on the shortwave range on the '909. 

The selectivity of the '909 was very good for 
listening to SW broadcast signals. I measured 
the filter .bnndwidths at the -6 dB points ns 
6.5 kHz for the wide filter and 5 kHz for the 
narrow filter. The narrow filter wns very 
effective in removing the heterodyne from 
adjacent signals wi thout muffling the audio 
response. The Sony had the select ivity 
advantnge for really tough signals thrmks to 
its sharper narrow filter and selectable 
sideband synchronous detector. The 
Sangean 's narrow filter is also too wide for 
comfortable reception of amateur SSB 
signals, unless the signal is in the clear. This 
is a shame, as the 40 Hz tuning rate in SSB 

mode resolves these signals well. This tuning 
step is a little too coarse for acceptable ECSS 
tuning of AM signals containing musical 
programming, although it is OK for voice 
signals. When the radio is in SSB reception 
mode, the filter defaults to the narrower 
bandwidth. I found that the three position 
tone switch had only a minimal effect in 
rolling off the high frequency response. The 
overall sound of the ATS-909 was quite 
pleasant and the overall ci rcuit noise was 
subjectively low. 

Overall 

The Sangean ATS-909 is a welcome addition 
to the portable marketplace. It packs a lot of 
features and solid performance in a 
conveniently sized package. For my listening 
purposes, I wish the '909 incorporated a 
selectable sideband synchronous detector and 
a sharper narrow filter. l feel that the '20 I 0 is 
n slightly better performer, especiall y for 
listening to hams and for tough DX signals, 
bu t the Sangean is much more portable and 
costs less. The retail list price is quoted in 
most ads as $399.95 (one ad shows $349.95). 
but there are substantial di scounts from most 
dealers to the under $300 range-shop 
around. The radio carries a one-year warranty. 
It's good to see Sangean putting out a top­
notch product agnin. Sangenn Americn, Inc.

Voice of the Maldives 
Out there in the dis tant blue ocean, far be­
yond the bustling cities of modern society. 
lie the peaceful and almost idyllic Maldi ve 
Islands. While not on sho rtwave now, Radio 
Maldives' first venture into experimental 
radio broadcasting began in I 960. It was on 
March I 2. 1964 I hat they i naugura1ed 1heir 
first regu lar radio station. 

The Maldives are a fascinating group of 
tropical islnnds. Way out in the Indian Ocean, 
they are almost unknown to lhe American 
tou ri st, although hordes of Europeans nock 
to these islands in charter aircraft lo escape 
the harsh realities of the long northern win­
ler. Here you can swim in the clear wnters 
and bnsk in the tropical sunshine, and return 
to your homeland with a suntan that is the 
envy of your less fortu nate friends . 

When you ny in lo the exo1ic Maldives, lhe 
first, breath-taking view of these lonely and 
lovely islands is a vivid, life- long memory. 
As you r plnne descends out of a clear b lue 
sky, you see small tropical islands covered 
with lush g reen coconut plantations, clean 
white coral sand surrounding each island , 
nnd shallow green shore Ii ne walers that blend 
into the dark blue of the deep ocean. 

111e capital city, Male, is n slrange and fasci ­
nating place such as one might never see 
anywhere eb:e in the world. The ci1y covers 
lhe enl ire island. In earlier days. no building 
was Inlier thnn two stories, lhe s lreels we re 
not paved, and lhe only cars were owned by 
the government. 

As you view thi s remarkable, clean little ci1y 
from the air, the anle nnas of Rad io Maldives 
on the no rthwest edge of the is land become 
apparenl. Nearby is lhe neat white two-story 

building that houses the offices, studios, and 
transmitters. By this time your plane is mak­
ing the final approach for landing on the 
nearby airporl is land, and it looks for a while 
like you will land in the ocean. The lo ng 
runway begins on lhe is land o f Hulule and 
extends for half its length into the ocean. 
Only when the plane has actually touched 
down o n the runway can the passengers see 
the runway itself. 

The Maldive Islands are si1ua1ed some 400 
miles southwest o f Sri Lanka and about 300 
miles from the nearest coast of India. This 
long chain o f tropical is lands slretches for 
more than 1,000 miles, and contains 2.000 
coral atolls with a total land area of only 115 
square miles. About 200 o f the is lands are 
occupied by a total popu lalion ofonly I 00,000 
people. Most are Mos lem. Christianity is 
non-exis te nt in the Maldive Is lands. 

The capital city is Male , which covers the 
entire one square mi le of Male Island. It has 
a population of 17,000. All the islands in the 
Maldives are about 6 ft. above sea level, and 
fit the best descriptions of beautiful tropical 
is land anywhere in 1he world. The Maldivian 
people have a heritage dating back many 
hundreds o f years. Their ancestors migrated 
from Sri Lanka (Ceylon), India, and severa l 
Arabian and African countries. They speak a 
language akin to the Sinhala o f Sri Lanka, 
and they write in their own script. which is 
derived from the Arabic. 

Radio broadcasting in the Maldives began in 
1960 from a location on the other side of the 
is la nd. It was a small MW faci lity which wa~ 
on the air for just a few hours daily. Loud­
speakers were erected in the th ree publi c 
parks o n the island, a nd citizens who d id not 
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own a receiver could go out and listen to the 
programs. This is reminiscent of similar sys­
tems that were in operation in Germany and 
other countries prior to World War II . 

Construction work on the prominent white­
colored radio building was commenced a 
couple of years later, in 1962. A neat and 
functional two story building, which is 
guarded by army personnel, was officially 
inaugurated on March 12, 1964. lt houses the 
studios, offices and transmitters of MIBS, 
the Maldive Islands Broadcasting Service. 
The first transmitter on the air from this 
location was a 5 kw. MW unit on 1507 k.Hz. 
The chief engineer at the time, Mr. Q. A. 
Wickremnsinghe of Sri Lanka, constructed 
all of the transmitters for the station. He was 
one of the very few amateur radio operators 
to be licensed in·the Maldives. Over a period 
of 16 years, Mr. Wickrem,asinghe constructed 
six more transmitters, all shortwave. Each 
transmitter wa~ labeled "Made in the Maldive 
Islands," and each was fixed tuned. Through­
out the broadcast day, the various SW trans­
mitters operating in the tropical and interna­
tional SW bands were switched into service 
according to propagational needs. 

The power output on shortwave ranged from 
7 kw. to :m kw., and the fixed-tuned transmit­
ters radiated in the 90, 60, 49, 41 and 31 
metre bands. The broadcast day began on 
MW at about sunrise, and two hours later the 
program service was switched to 7225 kHz. 
Two hours later, again programming was 
switched, this time to 6150 kHz, and then to 
9538 kHz. In the afternoon, the broadcast 
service was switched back again through the 
same channels to MW for the local evening. 

At this stage only one outlet wn.~ used for a 
commercial and external service, and this 
operated on 4740 kHz. with an output power 
sometimes of 30 kw. but more frequent ly 
only about 4 kW. It was this commercial 
service, on tne air each evening, which wa~ 
logged and reported from mainland Asia, 
and sometimes from as far away as New 
Zealand and USA. For a few years back in 
the mid I 960's, the programming of Adventist 

World Radio was on the air regularly from 
this SW outlet. 

Two studios with simple production equip­
ment are used for tne day-long Jive program­
ming. One studio is in regular usage through­
out the day forthe local service in Divehi, the 
national language, and the other is used in the 
evenings for the commercial and external 
service, which includes English. The an­
tenna farm was erected on land reclaimed 
from the ocean, and schoolboys play football 
among the masts and stays. Each single­
channel transmitter was connected to its own 
antenna, and the area contained a bevy of 
antenna structures. Some masts were erected 
on private property nearby, and the radiating 
wires slung crisscross in many directions. 

When you are on a guided tour of the station, 
perhaps you wi II see one of the office secre­
taries writing out radio scripts in Divehi. Her 
writing is beautifully neat, and she turns tne 
page sideways so that she can write down­
hill, Chinese s tyle. Each character, a conso­
nant, has a vowel above it, so that each line 
of writing appears to be in two lines. 

Back in early 1985, a new cargo ship was 
constructed in Korea. It wa~ bought by a 
Japanese company and regi stered in 
Singapore. On its maiden voyage to the 
Maldives. the ship steamed too close to the 
shore and became wedged on the coral reef. 
It was abandoned, and at low tide the school 
children could walk right around it. The ship 
looked as though it was anchored offshore, 
right against the radio station. 

Back in 1982, an Australian company in­
stalled two new MW transmitters of 5 kw. 
each and a new antenna system. This trans­
mitter can be heard all along the western 
coast ofl ndia, way up beyond Bombay. Soon 
afterwards, work commenced on a totally 
new radio fncility for the Maldive islands. 
Perhaps they have moved into this new facil­
ity by now. 

A few years ago, a DX poll in the United 
States listed Radio Maldives as one of the top 
ten wanted stations. 
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Country Radio In Peru 
This mo nth we have another interesting sta­
tion profile, this time about a small short­
wave station in the rural part of Peru that was 
brought to light by Professor Henrik Klemetz, 
who li ves in Bogota, Colombia. In fac t, Pro­
fessor Klemetz has discovered many of these 
small new radio stations in South America. 
He has written numerous articles o n the 
Latin Americnn scene and has authored his 
own book, "Latin America by Radio," and he 
is also n Contributing Editor to the World Radio 
TV Handbook. I am indebted to Henrik Klernetz 
for most of the information in thi s feature. 

Without fanfare o r announcement, and quite 
unexpected ly, the new small voice that made 
its appearance o nto the radio scene in South 
America was a statio n calling itself Radio 
Adventista Mundial, L~ Voz. de Esperanza, 
in Celendin , northern Peru . Celendin is lo­
cated on the banks of the Maranon River, 
which is a tributary o f the Amazo n. It is 
situated on the in land edge oft he high Andes, 
I 00 mi Jes from the coast and 200 mi Jes from 
the border wi th Ecuador. It is in the province 
ofCajamarca, in a fertile valley in the Andean 
cordillera. 

One would not expect to find an Adventist 
radio station right in the middle of the 80 
metre amateur band. Yet there it was, Radio 
Adve nti sta Mu ndial, which means, "World 
Adventi st Radio." It was also announcing as 
"La Voz de la Esperanza," "The Voice of 
Hope," and it was broadcasting on 3870 kHz. 
(or, more accurately, 3869.7, on the edge of 
the 75 metre tropical sho rtwave band). The 
station is on the air dai ly fro m 2330 UTC to 
0'.100 UTC with n mixed format o f Christi an 
and secular programming, including com­
mercial advertisements. 

Celendin still lacks some of the amenities we 
take for grn nted in other parts of the world. 
Electricity. for example, is available o nly 
from 6:00 pm to I :OOnm local time. Because 
of thi s, nil four local radio stations come 
alive at 2300 UTC. TI1ese stat ions, all short­
wave, are Radio Nor Andina on 4461 kHz., 
Radio Frecuencia VH- La Voz de Celendin 
on 4485, Radio Ce lend in o n 5085, and Radio 
Adventista Mundinl o n 3870. 

RadioAdventista Mundial began broadcast­
ing in January 1993, and since then the signal 
from their 700 watt transmitter has reached 
not only northern Peru but northe rn Europe 
as well. The station has been logged through­
out the Americas, as well as in Sweden and 
Finland. At least two internatio nal radio 
monitors in Finland have received a QSL 
letter fro m the station, as well as postcards 
and a photograph of the station staff. Henrik 
Klemetz fi rst logged the station on January 
23, 1993, thanks to a tip on "Radio En lace," 
the Spanish-language DX program over Ra­
dio Netherlands. It was reported that there 
was a "Radio Mundial." also announcing as 
"La Voz de la Esperanza," on 387 1. 9. T he 
station was thought to be in Peru. but the 
specific location was not known. 

From this somewhat vague information. 
Klemetz tracked the station down and iden­
tified it. A subsequent reception report pro­
duced a QSL letter from the station-a world 
"firsl"-and other information as well. The 
studios and offices are located on the ground 
noor of a building s ituated at Jiron 2 de 
Mayo, No 2 18, in Celendin. Above the sta­
tio n on the second floor is a primary school 
with the name "Cristo Redentor," meaning 
"Christ the Redeemer." TI1e s lntio n broad­
cas ts a regu la r chil dre n 's program , 
"Arniguilos" ("Lilli e Fri ends"), at 0030. 
Other regular fea tures include a devotio nal 
program, "Renexio n," at 0015, news al 0 130, 
and the worldwide "La Voz de la Esperanza" 
at 0200 UTC. Every evening during the 
week at midnight there is a program of infor­
mation on herbal medicines and nature cures. 
On Friday eveni ng, all programming is reli­
gious. 

Several months after the inauguration of its 
shortwave out let, RadioAd ventista Mundial 
established an PM outlet (the technical de­
tails of which have not yet been released). 
Some of the programming of the statio n is 
similar to 1ha1 from Adventist World Radio, 
although much of it is loca lly produced. 
TI1ey also carry a lot o f commercial advertis­
ing. Radio Adven tista Mundial is not offi­
cially affi liated with AWR. ~¥

(?)-1400 UTC to Maluku & Irian Jaya; 9630 kHz. 
2100-1000 UTC to Sumatra, Jawa Baral & Kaliman­
tan, both with Programa Nasional 1; 11750 kHz, 
2000-2400 Ult to Sumatra, Jawa Barat & Kaliman­
tan; and 11885 kHz, 0500-0900 UTC to Maluku & 
lrian Jaya, both with Programa Nasional 2. Cimang­
gis: 9680, 11790 (pcob. 11785), 15125 & 15150 kHz, 
no sked anncd. 

There are four new antenna arrays at Bonto 
Sunggu, six at Cimanggis. Info was also given on 
costs, the area of the sites, elec. generators. modu­
lation systems, and that two channels are available 
on the Palapa satellite for the feed to Banta Sung­
gu.

"This longanticipated 
licence permits AWR to own and operate its own fa. 
cility in Europe." said Retzer. "This has been an ob­
jective since AWR fiist started broadcasting horn 
leased facilities in Portugal in 1971. • Construction 
of the new facility will begin in 1997 and should be 
ready for b1oadcast in 1999.

Asia is a private corporation which is funded by 
grants authorized by Congress to broadcast to China, 
Burma, Laos. Cambodia, Tibet, Vietnam and No1th 
Koiea. Its mission, as defined by Section 309 of the 
1994 International B1oadcasting /\cl, is "to provide 
accurate and timely information. news and com­
mentary about events in the respective countries of 
Asia and elsewheie; and to be a forum for a variety 
of opinions and voices from within Asian nations 
whose people do not fully enjoy fteedom of eJCpres­
sion." 

The station tried, unsuccessfully. to keep its fre ­
quencies and transmission sites secret, hoping po­
tential listeners would somehow just magically find 
them on the dial. The full schedule-sites and all­
was revealed on Radio Nederland's "Media Netwo1k 
program, and subsequently reproduced by BBCM, 
much to RFA's consternation. 

VOA's Manda1in service will alter its schedule in 
deference to Radio Free Asia, while simultaneously 
p1ofessing not to promote the new propaganda ven­
ture. Says VOA, "It's a good bet that VOA and Radio 
Free Asia will become a1ch rivals as they compete 
for audiences, for US government funding and for 
talent." [Sure they will- AO] 

It should come as no surprise that China's for­
eign ministry p1omptly demanded "the United 
States not to interfere further in other countries' in­
ternal affaits by using the eJCcuse of freedom of 
speech." Shen Guofang continued. "The new Radio 
Free Asia's main spearhead is pointed at China and 
other Asian countries, and its real nature is to inter­
fere in other countries' internal affairs through 
journalistic means. He said: China maintains that 
this move or the United States has seriously violat­
ed the norms guiding international relations and 
the principles enshrined in the three Sino-US joint 
communiques, and it is not favorable for the im­
provement and development of Sino-US relations." 

Hanoi hopped on the bandwagon, calling RFA "a 
tool of psychological war, a typical tool of the Cold 
War period, and at the same time a direct interfer­
ence in the internal affairs of Asian nations." 

On Oct. 17 I took a look at the new R. Free Asia 
website, (http://www.rfa.org) You get a mission 
statement asserting that it is not a US government 
station that it is totally objective and will not criti­
cize any government [then, why bother?]. And a 
map of China and neighboring countries with spots 
to click on each language service. It's still under 
construction so for Mandarin. only got message In 
English explaining software necessary to access 
Handa1in text. Appaiently there will be a lot of teJCt 
and audio in all its languages, not relying on SW 
alone for penetration. Promised schedule or broad­
casts but not yet included either, not even the 
times. let alone seciet frequencies (Hauser)

In this month 's PIRATE RADIO REPORT 
we have news abou t another popular pirate 
station that has shut down, an update on the 
Radioship Electra, and more news on the 
South American pirate RADIO PIRANA 
INTERNATIONAL. 

Radioship Electra Project 
Update 

Allan Weiner is .in charge of outfitting the 
Radioship Electra for Scott Becker of 
Lightwave Mission Broadcasting. I recen tly 
talked to Allan on the phbne and received an 
update on the project. 

The ship, an ocean going tug, recently passed 
its sea trials with flying colors. The maxi­
mum speed of the Electra is 12 knots but its 
actual cruising speed is 7 knots which it can 
do with very little effort. Because the ship 
will be going to an ocean location (still 
secret) it was decided to dry dock the boat to 
repair some soft spots in the hull and to give 
her a paint job. This will cost about $25,000, 
according to Weiner. 

The transmitters have not yet been installed 
on the ship, but should be ready in early 
December. Allan plans to run on shortwave 
only with two frequencies at once radiating 
a minimum power of 10 kw. No medium 
wave operation is planned. Weiner feels that 
the 10 kw rigs may equal the output of a 100 
kw land based transmitter because the ocean 
will act as a giant reflector! 

The current location of the ship and its final 
ocean destination are still being kept secret 
for security reasons. Allan predicts the launch­
ing of the ship will now occur in early Janu­
ary 1997 depending on weather conditions. 

The PIRATE RADIO REPORT will check 
back with Allan in December to get another 
update on this interesting project.
