If your listening runs toward the tropicnl 
bands. you should take a look nt adnpting 
some oft he designs shown for the 75, 80 and 
160 meter ham bands. You cnn string some 
serious wire for these regions and create 
directional nrrays that wi ll lill your walls 
with N/\SW/\ award certilicntcs. ll1e book's 
consideration of "wire-beam" designs has a 
lot of potential for the serious shortwave 
monitor. One design that receives two treat­
ments in this book is the "Half-Square" an­
tenna. 111is unique des ign nllows you to 
crente a verti cnlly polarized antenna for low 
bnnd listening without the trnditional need 
for great heigh!.

This an­
te nna draws henvily on existing shortwave 
bro:idcast technology to provide yet another 
unique antenna to go after those hnrd signals. 

If you nre interested in beam construction 
there are several articles that will point you lo 
new thinking, particu larly WSTHT's uses of 
PVC plasti c for antenna construction. Or. if 
you really wnnt to shake up the neighbors, how 
abou t WSNWF's designs for HF Discones? 

As a sideline. if you also monitor in the VHF/ 
UHF spectrum. you wi ll find a series of 
nntennn de.~ igns worth considering to im­
prove your abi lity :is a scannisl. 

T he book includes and entire section on 
antennn modeling nnd nnnlysis that cnn be 
applied to many npplicntions beyond the 
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designs wi thin this book. Included wit h the 
text is an II3M-PC -compatible 3.S inch disk 
containi ng a series of populnr nntenna devel­
opment programs. 

The lntcst volume in the /\RRL Antenna 
Compendium series is a winner worth read­
ing by any radio hobbyist who warH to move 
beyond that simple longwire. Detter yet, why 
not join the a111ateur radio ranks and see how 
some of these puppies work in transmit mode?

The Rotary Beverage Antenna 
We interrupt our series on 
mobile SW listening this 
month to bring you some 
hot news from the NASWA 
Resenrch Lab (NRL). The 
NRLnlwayscan be counted 
on 10 come up with some 
new innovation to enhance 
your radio listening. It does 
puzzle me, however. that 
they alwnys seem lo an­
nounce lhei r most ::unnzing 
developments nl this time 
of yenr. Maybe it lrns some­
thing lo do with those cold 
wi nter nights al their faci l­
ity on the banks of the 
Potomac. The mobi le SW listening series 
wi ll continue next time with a descript ion of 
several antennn options avnilnble lo the mo­
bile SWL. 

The 13everage nntennn hns long been recog­
nized as the best for Dxing the lropicnl bands. 
The Beverage provides direc1ionnli1y. reduc­
ing noise nnd interference nrriving from un­
desired directions. Yes. the 13evernge does 
require n good bit of renl estate. A decent 
13everage for the 90 meter SW bnnd (3.2-3.4 
MHz) should be 111 lensl 450 meters (or about 
1500 feet) long. 

TI1e problem the NRL nddressed in their 
resenrch is a simple one. "How do you re­
ceive signnls from di l'ferenl nreas of the 
wor ld without pulling up a separate Ucver­
age for each direction?". Listeners on the 
USA East Coast might need a separate an­
tenna for each of Europe nnd the Middle 
East, Afr ica, Central Asia, Sout h Americ:1. 
South Paci fi c and Enstern Austrn lin. and the 
Far Enst. Tirnt's six different anlennns add­
ing up to more than a mile of antenna wire. 
The NRL's new inve nti on nllows reception 
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from :111y direction with only one length of 
nntenna. 

Our NRL engineers developed a Beverage 
an1cnm1 that cnn be ro1::11ed 10 poi nt in nny 
desi red direction. /\ prototype is shown in 
the picture. The antennn is actual ly a large­
diameter pipe that rotates nround a central 
coupling device. TI1is coupli ng contains a 
magnelicn lly coupled matching 1n111sfor111er 
10 which the feedl ine and a waler supply 
connects. TI1e feed line is direct burial conx 
s imi lnr to the RG-6 used for sntell ite receiv­
ers. TI1e antenna is supported on trinngular 
frnmes 1hn1 in turn ride on rubber-tired wheels 
to provide insul:ition. 

Rotation is accomplished by wnter-driven 
hydraul ic motors. The antennn is nctually a 
large din111e1er pipe through which wnter 
flows at high pressure. The waler sprays out 
along the length of the ante nna through small 
turbines lo provide the basic molive force for 
each or the wheels. ·n 1e wn ter sprny falls 
harmlessly to the ground where the moisture 
i11cn:ases the soil conducti vity nnd thus the 
efli cicncy or the antenna. 
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Moving wnter wns chosen ns the power source 
to eli111i nn1e n source of noise thal wou ld be 
present if electric or gnsoline rnotors had 
been chosen. Water consumption onl y oc­
curs whi le the nntenna is 111oving. The an­
lennn should onl y need to rotate once per day 
ns the sunrise/sunset line moves mou nd the 
enrlh. Cost of water will va ry depending on 
your local ion. 

NJ\SW/\'s engineers found thnl spraying snit 
watercon~idernblyenhant·es the ground con­
ductivity cornpared 10 fres h wnter. but good 
sources of snit wnter are hard to find in 111any 
mens. The Envi ronmental Protection i\genry 
hns nlso raised ohjection~ to snit water runoff 
frorn the NRL antennn farrn . The equipment 
has been des igned to withst:md the corros ive 
effects of salt wnter fo r ten yenrs of normal 
use. 'lltere i .~ also no reason liquid ferti lizers 
could not be injecled into the wnter supply to 
perrn it crops to be grown under the an1<:1 11u1. 

i\ny n evernge antenna should be tcnninated 
at the fnr end in a 500 ohm resistor connected 
to ground. The terminntion absorbs energy 
arriving from !he back of the nntennn. Maxi­
mum front-to-bark gain ratio cnn he achieved 
by cnrefu l adjustment of the terrninnting 
resis1or value. The rotary Bevernge uses n 
wire dragging nlong the ground al the far 
end. 111e conlncl wi th the ground is not very 
good but the resistnnce is in series wi th lhe 
terrninaling resistor so n few more ohms 
won· 1 hurt much. 'll1e lerminaling res islance 
cnn be reduced 
1oco111pensnte 
for grou nd 
conlnct resis­
tance.1l1e pur­
ist co11ld drive 
several stakes 
intu theground 
topcnni t nbet­
terconneclion 
nt each favored 
direc tion but 
connect ion to 
the s ta kes 
would require 
n hike 10 the 
antenna each 
1i111e the dircc­
tionischnnged. 

This nntenna is now being rield tested at 
nmny rural locat ions. You might just happen 
upon one of our test sites the next ti me you 
nre uul driving in 1he counlry. If you do. stop 
1he car ancl go over nnd lake n clo.~c look. On 
secu11d 1hought 1hnl rnighl nol be advisnble. 
I have rece ived word 1ha1due 10 budge! cu ls 
at NR L. lhcy hnve been doi ng some of 1his 
research under con1rnc1 lo lhe govcrnmenl. 
Mnny of 1he receiving sites you wi ll see nre 
in fact government receivi ng sites disguised 
lo look like wo1 king farms. We :ill know how 
nervous those feds gel when you go snoop­
ing around lhl!i r "'1cili1ies. In fact lcsts are in 
process at many locnlions to phnse 1oge1her 
multiple rotary IJeverage nn lennns inlo large 
phased arrays wilh correspondingly higher 
gain and direc1ivi1 y. Keep a loukoul for lhese 
siies in your !ravels.

The Target HF-3 
Communications Receiver 

r:or some reason, the last rew receivers that 
I' ve had the o pportunity to review have fo l­
lowed the di ctum that " less is more"", some in 
terms or co ntrols (the AOR AR7030) or in 
reatures (the Drake SW- I). This mo nth 's 
review receiver is a minimalist on both counts. 

T he Target HF3 is the model designation 
used by the UK firm of AKO for the receiver 
they di stri bute. Lowe Electro nics designates 
the model they sell as the SRX I 00 . The price 
fo r the AKO vers ion is 160 pounds, or about 
$240 nt current exchange rates. The Lowe 
Web page gives n price or $240 for their 
rad io. T he review unit was loaned to me by 
NAS WAn John Wagner. 

Small And Simple 

The H F3 is ho used in a grny plastic ca~e that 
measures 2 112 x 7 1/4 x 7 inches (HxWxD). 
No weight figure is given in the specifica­
tio ns, but my guess would be around a pound. 
There is a top-mounted 3 112" speaker. T he 
front panel contains a non-illuminated LCD 
which displays the tuned frequency (to one 
kilohertz) and a bargrnph S-me ter. The fro nt 
pane l cont rols consis t of knobs for Power/ 
Volume, C larify (fi ne-IUning for SSB recep­
tion) and Tuning. There are four pushbutto ns 
fo r mode and me mory runction. l liat's it! On 
the back are a "barrel" j ack for I 2Y DC 
power input, a I /8" headpho ne jack, a RCA 
jack for ante nna input (nominal impedance 
70 o hms) and a attenuator switch. An AC 
adapter is inc luded, although the one with 
the review rndio was labeled as 230 volt inpu t 
and was fitted with a UK-sty le three prong 
plug w ith an adapter for US o utlets. I used 
my bench supply to power the review unit. 

Cu rrent consu mpt io n is rated at 300 
millimnps. A thirty foot wi re with attached 
RCA plug is provided fo r use as an antenna. 

The Specs 

The HP3 covers 30 kHz to 30 M Hz, witho ut 
gaps. It uses the now standard dual conver­
s ion design with the fi rst IF at 45 M Hz and 
the second at 455 kH z. ll1e main tuning is 
synthesized in o ne kHz steps. but the c lar ifier 
contro l allows adjus tment or ±800 Hz. The 
main tuning rnte is dependent o n the speed at 
which the tuning knob is turned-either I 0 
kH z. JOO kHz, I MHz or 10 MHz per revo­
lut ion. ·n iis is prett y handy for scooting 
around the bands, s ince there is no keypad 
tun ing. Sensitivity is rated at one microvolt 
(but the test parameters are not spcci ticd) 
and selectivity is g iven as 3 .8 kHz for SS I3 
and 6 .0 kHz fo r AM (no skirt measurements 
are given and I could onl y find a s ing le 
cerami c filter o n inspection or the circuit 
board). T he spec sheet states that AM detec­
ti on is via a quasi -synchrono us detector but 
no explanat io n of this is given in the manual. 
Audio output is rated at 2 watts . 

Operation 

On power-up, the HF3 tunes to the frequency 
that is store d in the single memory cha nne l. 
T he receiving mode (USB, LSl3 or AM) is 
chosen by the Up/Down Mode pushbutto ns. 
The desired frequency is selected via the 
tuning knob and the volume is adj usted as 
desired. Pretty basic, eh? If s ig nals are too 
strong, or if there is interference from local 
broadcast s tatio ns. the attenuator can be 
switched in. I found the audio quality to be 
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qu ite sati sfying. probably due lo the rela­
ti ve ly wide bandwidth filter used in the ra­
dio. When I first used the rndio. I 1hough11ha1 
the sensitivit y was poor. bul I discovered 1ha1 
the adapter I was using for the antenna con­
nection was nol making proper contact. Re­
positioning the adapter cured the problem. 
The variable rate tunin g is somewhat 
" twitchy"-sometimes I would shi ft the fre­
quency by several hundred kilohertz when I 
onl y wanted to move it just a few kilohertz. 
The memory scheme used is somewhat an­
noying as well . Pressing the "RCL" button 
tunes the rndio to the frequency stored in 
memory. but there is no way lo return lo the 
vr:o frequency short uf retuning the re­
ceiver. 

Although AM reception was acceptable (al­
though being able to se lect a narrower band­
width filter when needed would be nice). 
SSO reception was less sati sfying. When 
trying to use the ECSS technique to reduce 
adjncent channel interference, lhe receiver 
has to be retuned due 10 the way the SSB 
offsets are setup. This means lhal the opera­
tor cannot instantly switch between upper 
and lower s idebands lo see which offers the 
best reception. More importantly, I was un­
able 10 easily adjust the clari fier control to 
gel exact zero-beat- there seemed to be a 
residunl "grumble" to the signal no matter 
how slowly I ndjusted the Clarifier control. 
for actual ssn signals (such as harm). the 
clarifier worked much better. although the IF 
filter is too wide fo r more than casual listen­
ing on the hmn b;inds. The audio quality 011 
SSl3 did not seem as good as that on AM 
signals-1 ' m nol sure whether this is due 10 
distortion in the product detector or because 
of the ti me constants of the AGC system. 

Portable Operation 

John Wagner selll me the items he uses for 
SWL' ing from his car. namely a Pulornnr 

Super Snooper whip antenna and a Radio 
Shack window antenna mount (Catalog No. 
20-02'.\). The antenna mount lrns a BNCjack 
and the Palomar antenna has a S0 -239 con­
nector. so Ul-IF male lo male and Ul-IF lo 
BNC adapters are also requi red to make this 
setup work. I powered the radio from a 12 
vo lt lantern battery to avoid noise from lhe 
car's electrical system and did not make a 
ground connection lo the car's body or chas­
sis. I was quite surprised 10 find lhal this 
"lash-up" actually worked quite well fo r 
listening lo the major inlernalional broad­
casters. 1l1ere was plenty of signal strength 
and no noticeable ignition noise. ii was defi ­
nitely a temporary setup as l just threw the 
rad io and buttery on the passenger seal. Tun­
ing the HF3 while driving is definite ly nol 
ndvised. due 10 the variable rate tuni ng. which 
means the display, rather 1han 1he road, must 
be watched. I also did nol 1es1 the nnlennn 
arrangement al highwny speeds. but John 
tells me that he has had no problems. Where 
a si milar setup might really shine is as a 
quick and di rty DXpedition-drive out in 
the country where the noise levels are low. 
pop the antenna on a window of the car and 
DX awny' 

Summary 

II ·shard for me to know whnl to say nboul the 
Tnrgel Hr-3. It certainly works well within its 
limits and it is certainly compact. However. 
it does have its limits. such as the lack of 
more than one memory. no keypad tuning, n 
single (and wide-skirted) If- bandwidth in 
AM mode and poor ECSS reception. There 
are several similarly-priced ponables on the 
market today that offer more tun ing nexibi l­
ity and equal performance in a smaller pack­
age.

Shortwave station WRMI in Miami, Florida has re­
ceived a construction permit for a new antenna 
beamed to North America. The new antenna -- a ro­
tatable log/ yagi -- has two beam positions autho­
rized by the U.S. Federal Communications 
Commission . The first position is an azimuth of two 
degrees. which is centered on Toronto. Canada. and 
will cover eastern North America. The second posi­
tion is an azimuth of 284 degrees. which is centered 
on the city of Hermosillo in northern Mexico. This 
position will cover western North America. roughly 
hom Vancouver to Mexico City. 

Jeff White. WRMI general manager. says that work 
has already begun on the new antenna. and he's 
hopeful that it can be on the air within the next 
few months or so if all goes according to schedule. 

The FCC construction permit also allows WRMI to 
add a second 50.000watt shortwave transmitter in 
the future. The first priority, however. according to 
Ylhite. is getting the new antenna up and operating. 
WRMJ is cunently operating a 50,000-watt short­
wave transmitter on the frequency of 9, 955 kHz 
with a corner reflector antenna beaming 160 de­
giees from Miami towards the Caribbean and Latin 
America. With the addition of the new antenna. 
WRMI will be able to provide virtually complete pri­
mary coverage of the entire Western Hemisphere. 

The station is owned by Radio Miami International, 
a privately-owned company which is not affiliated 
with any government, political or religious organi­
zation. It sells airtime to a wide vaiiety of clients 
who produce information. entertainment, political. 
1eligious, and cultural programming. (21-Mar/ 
l'lhite/ OSWCI OX Window)

Following is the local news 
horn the Voice of the People broadcasting from Bu­
nia, lturi [northeastern Zaire) sub-region in the 
Democratic Republic of Congo. Bulletins will hence­
forth be broadcast from 1500 to 1530, resuming the 
following morning horn 0430 to 0500" . 

The town of Bunia is in territory controlled by the 
Zairean rebel alliance led by Laurent Kabila. 

The radio's use of the name "Democratic Republic of 
Congo" further suggests that it is rebel-controlled or 
affiliated. 

'Voice of the People" is the same name used by a ra­
dio which has been heard broadcasti11g on FM from 

Goma, and is also similar to the pro-rebel "Radio of 
the People" station which has been heard broadcast­
ing on FM from Bukavu in eastern Zaire. 

Following the station identification in French cited 
above, "Voice of the People" from Bunia broadcast a 
Five-minute news bulletin in French, followed by re­
peats of the same bulletin in Swahili. Llngala and 
vernacular languages. 

The tadio then broadcast music interspersed with lo­
cal public service announcements. At 0528 the radio 
broadcast the following station identification for 
Radio Candip, Bunia. followed by detailed schedules 
of educational programming for Radio Candip: 

"Following is the schedule for Radio Candip broad­
casts from 16th February 1997, Monday to Satur­
day." 

(Radio Candip is an educational station operated by 
the Ce11tre d'Animation et de Diffusion Pedagogique 
- Candip - in Bunia. For a report that Radio Candip 
had come under Zairean rebel control in December 
1996.) (BBCM monitoring research 18 Feb) 

ZAMBIA Roger Stubbe of HCJB shed some light on 
pla11s for an expansion of the station's broadcasting 
activities in Africa in an interview with Ken Ma­
cHarg of the 'DX-Partyline' on 1/3. He said that an 
application was 'pending' for a 'middle-sized' station 
in Zambia. Possible languages for the station includ­
ed Po1tuguese, English, French and possibly some 
Spanish as well as vernaculars However, we 
shouldn't hold our breath· Stubbe indicated that 
things are moving very slowly. probably because of 
local sensitivities about basing an international SW 
station in the country. Although the privately-run 
'Christian Voice' is already operating, its p1ima1y au­
dience is domestic with programs in English only. 
Stubbe made reference to an application by another 
019anisation in another country which had been in 
the works for some five years, and was still unre­
solved.

Book Review 

l'irnle Radio Operations by Andrew Yoder 
nncl Earl T. Gray. [Loo111pnnics Unlimited. 
soft cover. 1997. 364 pnges]. 

Veteran m11hor Andrew Yoder is no stranger 
lo pirate radio. In 1990 he wrote l'IRATE 
RADIO S TATIO NS, Tuning Ill To 
Ullllersgro1111d Broadcasts. This book was 
the fi rst lo give a comprehensive history of 
shonwnve pirnte acti vity in North America. 
In 1996. Yoder's PIRATE RADIO, The In­
credible Saga Of America '.r Underground 
lllega/ IJroadcas/ers, wns published. 

This book was basically an updated version 
of his first book anti included i11fo r111ntio11 011 
pirate acti vity in other nreas of the world . A 
CD was included which conta inctl short au­
dio cl ips from various pirates. 

In Andrew Yoder's latest book. which is co­
authored wi th the help of Enrl T. Grny. the 
authors go beyond the history of pirntc radio 
anti take us into the mi nd of the pirnte, into 
his studio 1111tl tra11smit1er room ond 011 loc11-
1io11 into the woods. If anyone out there was 
interested in selling up thei r own pirate stn­
tion. this would be the book to help. The 
i11 fo n11ntio11 is not techn ica l. in that there nre 
110 detailed plnns or schematics for construc­
tion of your own shortwave trnnsmitler. T hat 
type of information will have to be found 
elsewhere. 

There nre chnpters on outfitting n studio in 
which Yoder goes through the basics of tell ­
ing us whnt a pirate studio should have for 
tnpe <leeks. mixers, turntables. microphones 
nnd how they should be located for ease of 
use. 
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Then there is a chapter for production. How 
do pirates put progrnms 1oge1her? Yoder and 
Gray comment on various formals lhal r:mgt: 
from a COUpJe or guys pJnying lllUSil· and 
13Sing lo the slick original comedy format~ 
used by s1n1ions such as T he Voice or Laryn· 
gi1is and K2000. 

'lltere is nn excellent chnpler on antennas. 
l11e techniques nnd formulas for bu ilding 
your own dipoles. vertica ls and lhe like are 
covered in demi I. as is a chapter devott:d tu 
broadcasting on location in lhe woods. at a 
slate park or behind your local K-Mart ! 

Yoder and Grny also give us a mt her detai li.:d 
behind lhe scenes look al lhe FCC. I he equip­
ment lhey use and Df'ing technique.~ em­
ployed in lhe pnsl lo lrnck down pirates. 

The book closes with n chapter 011 safety 
issues to make sure you dun ·1 electrocute 
yuurnelr while tinkering wi th a 1rn11smit1i::r. 
There are severnl reforence lists in lhe back 
or the book tu enable the reader to locale 
rndio parts, lubes, etc as well as a complete 
lisl o f North American and European 
mnildrop addresses. 

If you lrnve more lhan just ii casual inlcresl in 
pirate radio, PIRATE RADIO OPERA-
1'/0NS, is a book you should add to your 
radio collection.
