At a harnfest on January 27, I managed to purchase an Mf-J-1778 G5RV antenna. Allhough 
n GSRV antenna is designed for Hr Amateur Radio operation, I wondered how such an 
antenna would do in an SWBC setting. So, I plunked down my $27, and bought the antenna. 

With the antenna still rolled up, I was able to pull in Radio Quito from Ecuador on 4919 kHz 
at near-local strength. I put up the antenna in the attic of my house a week later, and was 
virtually amazed at the performance of the antenna. as compared to the homebrew antenna 
(made of. strangely enough, a metal coathanger and speaker wire) I had been using since late 
I 991. For instance, tropical band stations were coming in much better and with more 
frequency. For example, GBC from Guyana on 3290, which had been barely heard on the 
homebrcw antenna, had a fair signal with the G5RV. The best Radio Australia frequencies in 
the wee hours of the morning locnt time (after 0800 UTC), 9580 and 9860, were blasting in 
like locals. I was able to hear n lot of AM (MW) broadcast band DX on the new antenna, and 
heard LW beacons as low as 300 kHz with it. too. I noted local signals from the "LM" beacon 
on 338 kHz from St. Charles, MO and the "ST' beacon on 404 kHz from Cahokia, IL. 

1l1e new antenna has allowed another new interest...DXing pirates! 111e first pirate I heard was 
"Up Your Radio Shortwave" at 0205 UTC on March 16, heard on 6955 kHz USI3. I've also 
heard "WARR" and Kiwi Radio, among others. I had not heard a pirate station on SW in fifteen 
years of Dxing prior to the nbovementioncd dale.

As I recall 
the Soaper Snooper was only $40, very reasonable if you've checked the price of mobile 
antennas late ly ! It is also a very good base antenna fo r YB 400's, San. 909's eel. 

The use of that antenna is not relegated to a Radio Shack window mount ei ther. I also use 
a trunk mount and an adapter for very stable & full general coverage SW mobile coverage! 
That Sooper Snooper is a very good investment, mobile or base! Again, I whole heartedly 
agree w ith Alan 's review. But for a very good & a very reasonable SWL mobileering ride 
that pair does do n very commendable job. No regrounding of my antenna mobile either!

You just never know when you'll hear a rare one, or end up Dxing the darndcst places. I was 
minding my own business, allending the 15th annual Minneapolis/St. Paul International 
Film Festival last week. I've occasionally seen a glimpse ofa radio tower in the Third World 
films I prefer, but this time DX fell right into my lap. After seeing a Tunisian feminist film

II looked similar to any s mall town station in this 
country. Then the film 's director utili zed a neat trick to emphasize St. He lena's isolation in 
the South Atlantic. Street scenes of downtown Jamestown were shown like any travelogue, 
but the audio track was a news broadcast from Radio St. Helena. A young lady with a lovely, 
winsome, British accent is saying that one of the ships, which call six Limes a year on Lhe Lrip 
from Lhe U.K. to South Africa, has arrived. She is quite specific about t11e details, saying how 
many people arrived, the nature of the cargo, and even how many sacks of incoming mai l. 
Passengers sailing the next day are Lold when and where to have their luggage ready. The 
broadcast continues wi th a shot of ano ther announcer reading local want ads and advertise­
ments, including pet health remedies. ll1ere is even a clear ID. 

I missed this year's foll broadcast of St. Hele na, and here it was loud and clear. And me 
without a log sheet or even a tape recorder. The signal strength was S9+40, and best of all 
no subtitles in thi s segment. When I got home. I clidn'L say anything lo my wife. S he'd never 
believe I was Dxing, along with several hundred s trangers on a Sunday afternoon, in a dark 
theater. And I'll have to admit as Dxpeditions go, this one was decidedly unus ual. -FRENDX: Twenty F ive Years Ago ....

Listening to the 
Spanish Civil War 1936 to 1939 

by Alan Davies 

In the mid I 930's Spain did not arouse much 
interest among listeners. True, each Spring 
EAQ on 30.4 meters ran a special program 
for the London chapter of the International 
Short Wave Club, and EAJ-1 in Barcelona 
had a ventriloquist for its announcer squeez­
ing boot polish advertisements in between 
the records of dance music. 

Then on July I 8th 1936 the army generals 
launched a revolt against the recently-elected 
left wing Popular Front government, and for 
the first time listeners overseas could actu­
ally hear what was happening in a war. True 
it helped if you understood Spanish, but as 
the Government tried to enlist help from the 
democracies, and the lnsurgems from the 
Catholic countries, the airwaves were full of 
programs in English, French, German and 
even E.~peranto. Eventually it was the totali­
tarian powers who became involved, in spite 
of all signing a "non intervention treaty". 
Italian and German soldiers, sai lors and air­
men fought for Franco. Soviet experts helped 
the Republic and volunteers from around the 
globe fought with the International Brigades. 

It was not always clear who you were listen­
ing to. Transmissions that closed wi th Viva la 
Republica and the playing of the Marseilles 
and the Internationale (confusing, as they 
were the national anthems of France and the 
USSR) along with the jaunty Hymno Riego 
(the anthem of the 2nd Spanish Republic) 
indicated Loyalist stations. ll1e rebels, soon 
called the Na tionalists, closed with Viva 

Espana, Viva Franco and a series of marches, 
including the Marche Real (the current Royal 
Spanish anthem) and sometimes the ltalian 
Fascist Giavanezza and the Nazi Horst Ves­
sel Leid. Yet Radio Verdad (Truth) pretended 
to be in Spain, but used ItaUan broadcast 
stations after their domestic transmissions 
had finished, whi le the EAQ transmitters 
radiated the Deutsche Frieheit Sender for the 
illegal German Communist Party, suppos­
edly in Germany. 

ln the confused opening days of the war, the 
40 meter amateur band was full of humani­
tarian traffic, hams handling inquires and 
messages for friends and relatives trapped on 
the other side of the lines. No call signs were 
given, just the name of the town, and the 
procedure was roughly as follows : Hello 
Madrid, Hello Madrid. Here is Tetuan Juan 
Gomez, Juan Gomez, please inform his wife 
of XXXX street, Madrid, tliat he is safe. 
However this soon stopped as death squads 
in both zones carried out summary execu­
tions of suspected enemies and spies. Many 
hams were ki lled at this time. 

The amateurs also transmitted war news and 
opinions. In Nationalist Spain they relayed 
Radio Nacional and it was possible to hear 
General Queipo de Llano's 2300 hour chat 
repeated on channels right across 40 meters. 
Competing on the same band from Repub­
lica Spain were stations representing t11e 
various political factions. Radio CNT and 
Radio FA! for the Anarchists, PSU-1 for the 
Socialists and ECP- 1 and ECP-2 for the ill­
fated POUM. familiar to readers of George 
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Orwell's Homage to Catalonia. It became 
possible to plot the war's progress as Repub­
lican s tations disappeared to be replaced by 
Nationalist ones. In the absence of real news 
both sides invented it, as when Lisbon radio, 
supporting the Nationalists, transmitted in 
November 1936 an entirely imaginary eye­
witness report of General Franco entering 
Madrid on a white charger, a full 18 months 
before the city finally surrendered in March 
1939. Yet Spanish speakers did hear in March 
1938, FR- I the naval station in Cartagena 
gleefully announced the destructi on of the 
insurgents cruiser Ilaleares by Republ ican 
destroyers. 

14140 khz and gave regular phone contacts 
and war news to radio amateurs across the 
world after relaying news from Radio 
Nacional. The station was on the Madrid 
front and in March 1939 as the war ended, 
could be heard giving coded messages to the 
Nationali st fifth column in Republican 
Madrid. 

Though peace came in March 1939 it proved 
short li ved as 40 meters lost its amateurs at 
the start of World War II. In September the 
only phone station to be heard was the an­
guished news bulletins from beleaguered 
Warsaw, and the plaintive playing of the

Toys for the Boys 
by Barbara Lodge, England 

-that was the title of an article in the WRTH 
in 1991 . Despite not being "one of the boys" 
I allowed myself to read it, with no lasting 
effects. Except that I was left with the query, 
as a short-wave radio listener myself, why is 
short-wave radio apparently a male-domi­
nated pastime? After all it is a long way from 
the traditional rough-tough contest sport 
image of men's acceptable interests. And I 
had a further query: do men and women 
lis ten to the short-waves in different ways? 
To which the answer is a qualified Yes. 

The strict DX-breed, involved in chasing 
logging obscure stations appears exclusively 
male. I know no true women Dxers. 1 do 
know, however, some female liste ners to 
shortwave radio programs. 

The words used by male DX-ers to describe 
their activities are a start to explaining the 
divide. They speak of a "good catch" and 
"digging out" a station; They spend long 
anti-social hours crouched over their receiv­
ers waiting for their exotic prey to "come 
through" before it is bagged by the c lick of a 
tape recorder. The advice lo clandestine ra­
dio enthusiasts is lo "search the area" for the 
station, as it "roams out" to avoid the jam-

mers. The picture is of Dxers displaying the 
skills of ancient hunters, who had to log the 
strength, whereabouts and disti nguishing 
features of their quarry, and note the weak 
member of a herd, which could provide the 
next meal. And all this information is changed 
with the seasons, as indeed does DX data. So 
perhaps DX-ing is not that far from the sweat 
and struggle of original male combat- it is 
simply that a~ in many area~ oflife technology 
has cleaned up and distanced us from what is 
really going on. And the ignoble scanner 
receiver is sure ly the radio equi valent of the 
machine gun. 

To return to the hunter bearing the trussed-up 
version or boar home: it was here that the 
wider, more social use of the carcass fell to 
the women in the cooking. preserving, pro­
duction of clothing and so on. And to push 
the hunting/settlement analogy further, this 
is the way with s hortwave radio - women 
tend to use the contents of the broadcasts; 
men, that is Dxers, and interested only in that 
sound-bite which allows them to identify the 
station and claim 1he QSL trophy. 

If there is such a thing as "female listening", 
what might it entail? Well, of course, some of 
the international broadcasters. such as Radio 
Bulgaria, produce "women's programming'', 
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of o ld-fashioned, stereotypical format. Even 
the BBC's internal broadcast, the nearly fifty­
years-old " Woman's Hour", adopts a stance 
which attracts people as listeners, rather than 
a specific sex - the "woman" tending now to 
refer to the producers and contributors. In

So is the conclusion that the radio subjects 
attracting women listeners are as diverse as 
the women themselves? Probably. Speaking 
personally as a linguist, traveler and music­
lover, shortwave radio is obviously a trea­
sure-chest for me. But it has a far more 
serious and valuable function in the diversity 
of news and views available. Perhaps this is 
an obvious point, but it needs looking at in 
the context of the filtered and limited infor­
mation all countries receive from their own 
press and media services. The well-known 
intellectual, Noam Chomsky, sees these pow­
erful organizations as agenda setters and 
large ly responsible for thought control in 
democratic societies, to the extent that some­
times it may seem that "history is what 
appears in the New York Times". The anti­
dote is to review as wide a range of news 
sources as possible, to hunt out nuggets of 
information, "to compare yesterday's lies 
with tomorrow's leak" in order to try, nt least, 
to build up a full, truer picture of events in the 
world. S hortwave broadcasts are n great tool 
in this search. How many radio in Britain 
were tuned to how many countries, for ex­
ample, during the Gulf War in an effort to 
counteract the sarti ti zed version of news per­
mitted by the armed forces? Speaking per­
sonally again, I want to know what is going 
on because of my involvement in interna­
tional human rights - but anyone and every­
one needs know ledge to exercise some power 
in their own personal sphere . however large 
or small.

that it would be cheaper and easier to trans­
mit a continuous ide ntification signal for 
QSL collectors. 

111e ill-fated Archduke Franz Ferdinand shot 
hundreds of bears and boars and deers, until 
he was shot himself, his assassination spark­
ing off !lie Firs t World War.

Let us treat the 
radio programs how the program makers 
intended them, by listening to them, under­
standing them and if appropriate by giving 
feedback. If we don' t they may die. And 
nurturing is not, after nil, on exclusively 
female quality, is it?

A Short But Very Efficient 
60 Meterband Antenna 

Neal A. Perdue 

A pet project of mine through the years has 
been to try to develop short antennas for use 
on the Tropical bands by those dxers with 
limited space. Many base-loaded and heli­
cally-wound vertical designs have been tried, 
some pretty decent, but I have never found a 
vertical which really approached the perfor­
mance of a full size inverted-V or dipo le on 
those bands. 

Originally, when I came upon this antenm1, I 
was trying out a I/JO wave design which I 
had reason to believe might work. It didn't. 
In the course of the experiment, I discon­
nected the GND side of the antennas and 
there was an immediate and dramatic in­
crease in signal strength. Usi ng only one side 
of the inverted-V antenna, which is only 9.5 
ft long for 60 meterband operation, signal 
strength was within l S-unit of that oft he full 
size 96 ft. inverted-V. An added bonus was 
significant noise-reduction properties. 

I frankly do not understand exactly why this 
antenna performs so well in a region of the 
RF spectrum where "plenty of wire" has 
always been the accepted rule of thumb. But, 
it stands to reason that if you can't get? wave 
of wire up (two ? wave sections for a dipole 
or inverted-V) some length of wire must be 
better than some other length. "Get as much 
wire up as possible" is not a viable theory. 
especially now that most receivers have 50 
ohm antenna impedence networks. Too much 
wire can actually hurt your reception. My 90 
meterband inverted-V is pathetic, without a 
tuner, on 60mb. 

This antenna is non-directional. It can be 
used, on the bond it is cu t for, without a tuner, 
but an inexpensive random wire tuner is 
recommended for optimum performance. 
Only the center-conductor of the coax is 
connected at the receiver or at the antenna 
switch, so the more expensive coax-tuner is 
not required. 111is antenna is not rccom-
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mended for image prone receivers. It is defi­
nitely recommended for receivers with 50-
ohms antenna imput circuits, although the 
impedence of the antenna is not 50 ohms. 
Image prone receivers need resonant anten­
nas to help them out. This antenna is not 
resonant, but provides the best performance 
ofany antenna I've ever tried out which is not 
resonant. It is tru ly a remarkable performer, 
considering it's size. Typically, a loss of 
about I S-uni twill be observed compared to 
a full size dipole. This is certainly negligible 
to Dxers with limited space. Excellent re­
sults have been obtained here with a height of 
only 25 feet at the feed point. With a 90-
degree included angle at the apex, at this 
height, only 55 feet of ground space is needed 
for the inverted-V, with rope coming right 
down to takes at GND level. 

Regardless oflocation of the antenna, I would 
suggest 40 feet ofRG-58/U coax since that is 
the length used successfully here. It is ques­
tionable whether or not this section acts as 
part of the antenna when used as a "floating 
GND" as it is in this design. Actually, it's 
more like a shielded downlead. TI1e shield of 
the coax is connected at the feedpoint as with 
a dipole to one leg of tl1e antenna. The center 
conductor is connected to the o ther leg. The 
difference is that only tile center conductor is 
connected to tl1e receiver. For 60mb opera­
tions, each leg is 10 ft long, with 6 inches 
folded back on the insulator. For 90mb, use 
14 ft, 9 inches on each side also with 6 inches 
of it folded back. A difference of an inch or 
two is no big deal. 

I see no reason why this antenna could not be 
used indoors, in either a dipole or inverted-V 
configuration. Don't coil the coax, though as 
this will effectively load tl1e antenna to a 
different resonance. Yes, it wi ll , even though 
it's shielded! If space limitations are all that 
are keeping you from Tropical band DX, 
don't pass this up. I've worked 12 years to 
come up with this one. lt 's a good one. Please

There are n lot more things you can do at 
lower frequencies and volume two takes you 
down these paths.

You will also find 
references to ferrite core loops that allow for 
high performance in a much smaller space 
than a full air core loop.

Mobile SW Listening 
(Part 3) 

This month I will give you some antenna tips 
for mobile SW listening. 

The one rule of thumb you should observe is 
that the longer and higher a mobile antenna 
is, the better it will work. You should limit 
your antenna height to 13 feet above ground 
to avoid hitting overpasses and tunnels. 

Placement of the antenna on the vehicle is 
important. 111e farther away the antenna is 
from the engine, the less the pickup of radi­
ated ignition noise. Experiment with ground­
ing the coax at the antenna or leaving it 
floating. Select the option that results in less 
ignition noise. If you mount your antenna on 
the trunk lid, make sure you install a ground­
ing strap from 1he lid to the frame. Also bond 
the tailpipe to the frame in several places to 
prevent the tailpipe from acting as an an­
tenna to radiate ignition noise. Use a short 
piece of coax braid from large diameter coax 
like RG-8 for the braid. 

SWLs are lucky to have CB and amaleur 
radio antennas available at reasonable prices. 
Antennas designed for these services can 
also work well for SWLing. 

A good choice for general daytime lislening 
is the stainless s teel CB whip marketed by 
Radio Shack (catalog 21-903 at $15.00 US). 
This antenna is rugged. I have one mounted 
on the roof of my Ford Ranger pickup truck. 
Thetipreachesaheight ofabout 14 feet. I use 
a short piece of nylon fishing line tied to the 
tip of the antenna to pull it back slightly to 
keep it legal. The full size CB whip anlenna 
also performs a community service by auto­
matically pruning low-hanging tree branches 
as you meander down the road. 
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Antennas mounted on the vehicle roof are 
essentially nondirectional. If you mount the 
antenna near the rear of the vehicle, the 
directivity will favor signals arriving from 
the front by a few dB. I use a magnetic mount 
on the roof of the truck to hold my antennas. 
The mount has three circular magnets, each 
about 5 inches in diameter. A T-shaped alu­
minum structure connects the magnets. This 
mount has successfully held my unguyed 
helical whip at speeds of 65 MPH. 

If you do not mind drilling holes in your 
vehicle, you can use a standard ball mount 
sold by Radio Shack (catalog 21-11I5). Do 
not waste your money on a spring. They are 
lossy and cause your antenna to lean and 
whip around in the wind. 

The stainless steel whip offers broad fre­
quency response compared to shorter loaded 
antennas. My CB whip performs well from 9 
to 30 MHz for receive-only use. For lower 
frequencies, a loaded antenna slarts to work 
better. The lower you go, the bigger the 
advantage is for the loaded antenna. 

A loaded antenna is one that has a short 
physical length compared to a 1/4 wave­
length. The inductive reactance of a coil of 
wire cancels the capacitive reactance of the 
short antenna so the antenna becomes reso­
nant. Loaded antennas tend to be narrow 
bandwidth devices. Efficient coils narrow 
the antenna bandwidth. So maximum perfor­
mance at the lower frequencies is a compro­
mise between gain and bandwidth. You ei­
ther need a lossy loading coil, several anten­
nas, or a base matching unit. 
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I use 11 fiberglass helical whip resonant at 7 
MHz to cover 4.8 to 9 MHz. The antenna is 
a fiberglass rod with a wire wound around it. 
The coil makes the antenna resonant at 7 
MHz. The small coil diameter and long coil 
length make the antenna more lossy and thus 
broader than more efficient designs preferred 
by h11ms. l11e fiberglass whip is only about 7 
feet long so it does not need to be pulled back 
to be street legal. Fiberglass is more fragile 
than the stainless steel CB whip so I do not 
recommend it for public service tree pruning. 

There are several brands of helical antennas. 
They are all essentially the same and sell for 
about $20. I bought mine from Lakeview 
Company, Inc. 3620-9A Whitehall Rd , 
Anderson, SC 29624. They charge $7 per 
order shipping and handling so you may also 
want to order 11 Model 375 m11gneti c mount 
at $37.95 US. It is the one l have used for 5 
years. Just be sure you stick it where you 
want it the first time because it will be hard 
to remove once it sucks onto your vehicle. 

Amateur radio and CB mobile antenna 
mounts use 3/8 inch, 24 tpi fem11le recep­
tacles. The antennas can be fitted with quick 
disconnect fillings 10 permit quick removal. 
The m11ting base mount provides a transition 
from the 3/8 inch 24 tpi male screw lhreads 
to the quick disconnect. Radio Works, Dox 
6159, Portsmouth, VA 23703 sells a transi­
tion and 5 1111tenna adapters for $23.75 US. 
Phone: 800-280-8327. Ask for their model 
103S. They also sell fibergla~s helical whips. 

John Wagner, a NASWA member in 
Pickerington, Ohio, reports success using a 
Palomar 36 inch whip antenna called the 
Super Snooper mounted on a window mount 
sold by Radio Shack (catalog 20-023 at 
$15.00 US). John has been experimenting 
for the last two years trying to develop the 
most cost-effecti ve combination of receiver 
and antenna for mobile lis tening. He uses his 
Super Snooper with a Sangean 909 portable 
radio. He powers it from a separate battery. 
The battery isolates the radio from the car's 

electrical system to keep noise to a mini­
mum. The battery is a sealed lead-acid type 
sold by Radio Shack for camcorder use. lf 
you use 11n external batlery, make sure the 
voltage matches your radio. You could fry all 
the semiconductors in your radio if you con­
nect the wrong battery or if you connect it 
backwards. I will have more on using your 
portable in the car in a later installment of 
this series. 

For the purist there is also the screwdriver 
antenna, so named because it uses an electric 
screwdriver to turn a threaded nylon rod to 
raise and lowerthe loading coil within a tube. 
Finger stock at the top of the tu be connects to 
the coil. The number of turns above the top of 
the tube determines the loading inductance. 
This antenna offers continuous operation 
from 3.5 MHz to 30 MHz. You can peak the 
antenna at any frequency within the range by 
switching tl1e motor on and off. The hitch is 
cost. In my opinion the use of a screwdriver 
antenna is not cost effective for receive appli­
cations. If you think you might want one. 
High Sierra Antennas, PO Box 2389, Nevada 
City, CA 95959 sells one for $275 US. You 
can check out their catalog on the web at 
<http://www.hsantannas.com/info>. 

Use good quality coax between any of these 
antennas and your receiver. Double shielded 
cable like RG-2 13 or RG-6 will minimize 
noise pickup on the lead-in. Be sure to route 
the lead-in so it does not pass near the e lectric 
fuel pump wiring, the engine ignition wires, 
or the car's computer 10 minimize noise 
pickup from these sources. 

lf you decide to run a converter ahead of your 
car radio the simplest approach is 10 use the 
antenna that came with your car. On some 
vehicles, however, the fac tory antennas have 
a preamp at the base which wil l not work on 
SW because power is needed from the radio 
and the converter cannot pass the current.

The Becker Mexico Car Radio 
Good shortwave reception in the car has 
been a dream for many of us who spend any 
appreciableamountoftime behind the wheel. 
There have been various approaches to the 
problem in the past, such as using a portable 
rad io in the car with an external antenna or 
converters, which shif! segments of the SW 
bands in frequency so that they can be re­
ceived on the car's AM radio. There have 
intermittently been radios which can be 
mounted in a car's dash which provide SW 
coverage. This is the ideal solution, in my 
mind, as it provides a secure location which 
is usually easily accessible by the driver. 
Models have occasionally been imported 
from Europe over the years, usually with 
limited shortwave coverage. A few years 
ago, the Phillips DC-777 in-dash receiver 
was available. It did an admirable job of 
receiving SW signals and provided a wide 
range of coverage, but many units had pre­
mature display and keypad failures. 

A New Option 

The Gennan firm, Becker Automotive Sys­
tems, which has provided the radios used in 
Mercedes-Benz automobiles, is now pro­
moting and distributing the Mexico 2340 car 
radio. It is an in-dash AM/FM/SW radio and 
stereo caseue tape player. An optional CD 
changer can also be added to the system. The 
amount of shortwave coverage that it pro­
vides is limited to the major international 
broadcasting bands (and not all of those}, but 
it is well built and sounds great. 

The Specs 

The Mexico is manufactured in Germm1y 
and is designed for mounting in a DIN stan-

dard dash cut-out (approximately 7 inches 
wide and 2 inches high-the radio requires 6 
3/8 inches of mounting depth). It is designed 
for four channel installations and provides 
15 watts of continuous power (25 watts peak) 
per channel. In addtion, there are pre-ampli­
fier outputs avai lable for use with higher 
poweramplifiers in custom installations. The 
frequency coverage of the radio is LW: 152-
282 kHz, MW: 531-1602 kHz, SW: 5900--
15700 kHz and FM: 87.5-108 MHz. The 
shortwave coverage is continuous, between 
the limits of5900 kHz and 15700 kHz, when 
using keypad tuning. The band limi ts when 
the unit is being tuned in Search mode are: 49 
mtrs/5900-6250 kHz, 41 mtrs/7100--7550 
kHz, 3 1 mtrs/9300--10000 kHz, 25 mtrs/ 
11 5000--12100 kHz, 22 mtrs/13600-13800 
kHz and 19 mtrs/15000-15700 kHz. There 
are a variety of tuning methods-manual 
tuning in one kilohertz steps on LW, MW and 
SW. search tuning in five ki lohertz steps (10 
kHz on MW and 3 Khz on LW}, direct 
keypad tuning and memory presets- I 0 each 
on LW, MW and SW, 30 on FM and an 
additional 10 Autostore FM memories. The 
cassette player is auto reverse and has both 
Dolby Band C noise reduction (a feature that 
was missing on the Phillips unit}, as well as 
program scan and search fea tures. There is 
an infrared remote control pad and the radio 
has a security code feature which inactivates 
the radio when power is removed, until the 
correct code number is entered. The lower 
half of the front panel, which contains the 
LCD display and keypad buttons can be 
detached from the main unit for additional 
security. The color of the LCD display can be 
adjusted in 15 gradations from red to green to 
match the car's lighting scheme. I presume 
that the unit is single-conversion and no 
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selectivity figures are given, other than the 
audio frequency response, which is listed as 
50-3,000 Hertz inAM mode and 20-15,000 
Hertz in FM. 

Installation 

Unless you have had previous experience 
with autosound equipment installation, .it is 
probably best to have the Mexico installed 
by a professional. There is no standard for 
the way that the connectors that plug into car 
raruos are wired and installation involves 
tracking down which wires are positive or 
ground and whether they are switched by the 
ignition key or not. TI1en there are the speaker 
lends, which are usually straight forward. 
However, my car system uses a separate 
tuner/amplifier system, so I also had to figure 
out the control line that turns on the amplifier 
when the radio is switched on. Since the 
review radio was loaned to me, I didn 't don 
full installation-doing it properly would 
have involved cutting up the Becker's wiring 
harness to make proper connections. In this 
case I used in-line tap connectors from Radio 
Shack to wire up the raruo. Since room was 
tight, I only connected two audio channels 
and left the rear inputs on my car's amp 
system floating. These tap connectors work 
fairly well, but I wouldn 't recommend them 
for a permanent installation, as the connec­
tion can be intermittent, especially with 
smaller gauge wires. The best method would 
be to solder the connections or to use the 
appropriate size "wire nut" type of connec­
tor. I used the car's standard antenna. 

Operation 

I would have liked to have been able to have 
done a review based on several weeks listen­
ing to the Becker Mexico at various times of 
day. However, due to the installation-wires 
hanging out of the dash with the radio bal-

nnced precariously on the console, I couldn't. 
My impressions are based on a couple of 
hours use on a Saturday afternoon, with the 
car parked in the garage. I must say, that in 
spite of the inaduqate test conditions, I was 
favorably impressed. The sensitivity seemed 
quite adequate and the search tuning mode 
stopped right on the carrier frequency of the 
detected stations. The sound was very pleas­
ing, both on shortwave and FM. There was 
some whining noise (not from the a lternator 
as the engine was off), but I s uspect that it 
was due to the fact that I had left the rear 
inputs of the car's amp unconnected, rather 
than a fault of the raruo itself. Due to the 
relative lack of stations in the daytime, I 
wasn't able to make n judgement concerning 
the set's selectivity. 

Summary 

If you 're looking for an in-dash car raruo that 
provides shortwave coverage, this is your 
only choice, as far as I know. The frequency 
range is somewhat limited-although there 
is some possibility of future models having 
adrutional coverage of the 16 and 13 meter 
bands, but the range is certainly acceptable 
for listening to the major (and some not so 
major) international broadcas ters. I don't 
think that thecarenvironment is very condu­
cive to DX'inganyway, due to wind and road 
noise, as well as the need to pay attention to 
the road instead of ID's buried in the noise. 
The unit is somewhat expensive at less than 
$600, but Becker has a reputation for quality 
and durability. After the initial installation, 
an in-dash unit such as the Mexico is cer­
tainly the most convenient way to get short­
wave reception in a car. The unit is distrib­
uted in the US by Becker of North America, 
16 Park Way, Upper Saddle River, NJ 07458, 
(201) 327-3434. Contact them for a list of 
dealers. Thank you Bill Crookham for pro­
viding the review unit. ~

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Germany and Uruguay so one thing's for 
sure, he's definitely not using one of those 10 
watt "grenade" transmitters .

Radio Ship Project 
Floundering 

As 1 mentioned las t month , 1 got in touch 
with Allan Weiner, who is in charge ofoutfit­
ting the ocean going tug Electra as a floating 
radio station . 

What Allan said was that the religious group 
funding the project has fai led to come through 
with a promised $20,000-30,000 that would 
complete the repairs to the ship's hull and 
pay for the transmitters.

I guess we ' 11 just have lo sec if this project 
sinks or floats!
