1l1e fo llowing counter-balances Paul McDonough's light-hearted report about a recent 
BADX meeting which appeared in the June edition of the Journal. Here are the minutes 
of the BADX meeting held on June 20, 1997-"The BAD Guys Aren't That Bad". 

The meeting typically starts with individual's logs and highlights of other DX activities in 
brief, or the opportunity to ask questions, which is how Sal Capotosto got it started. Sal 
asked about baluns for transceiving. Tom Walsh recommended MFJ. Tom uses a G5RV 
100-ft dipole with a 70-ft open wire.ARRLpublications were also recommended for more 
info. Gary Thorburn reported that .hi s installation of a noise-reduced sloping longwire 
using Mini-Circuits RFxfmrs was a success. It cut down noise nicely, including noise from 
the neighbor's light dimmer. It was noted that the Mini-Circuits xfmrs in the 6-pin DIP 
(dual in-line package) are rated for 30 mA, and are thus useful for receiving purposes only. 
Several BADXers expressed an interest in ordering Mini-Circuits xfmrs, and plan to make 
a group order to cover the $50 minimum. DXer of the year Mark Connelly lamented the 
end of the "DX season" today, but was excited to get started on the new DX season 
tomorrow. For Mark, the DX season starts and ends with the longest day oft he year. In other 
words, there's no s uch thing as the DX season. Mark reported that the low end of the MW 
band was hop pin', c iting reception of Madeira and Morocco as examples. Organization of 
a group mini-DXpedition to Rockport or Rowley for a demo of MW DX on the seashore 
was discussed. Kevin Murray shared news of the demise of OZ DX, due to increased cost 
and a lack of interest from Australian DXers per an e-mail news letter. Kevin has restored 
7 out of 8 of hi s antennas damaged by winter storms, this time using THHN-type 12 and 
14 AWG wire, supported by electric fence insulators. Kevi n plans on writing an article on 
the hard-won lessons of antenna installation and performance. Kevin has fought his fair 
share o f battles with nature, his 500 to 600-ft Beverages' being susceptible to lightning 
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strikes and storm damage. But when asked ifhe had to choose just one antenna, Kevin sa;>'S 
it 's the Carolina Beam over all others. Paul McDonough noted that 6955 has been alive, with 
reception of R.Atlantica on upper sideband, KRAP with Fred Flintstone saying he llo to 
R.Metallica, and WPRS Providence RI. Paul also mentioned that Mo nitor Radio would only 
be on the air for another week, with 7535 carrying re ligious programs thereafter. A new 
clandestine, Voice of Free Nigeria was heard on 11680, unknown site. And Ire land's 
Emerald Radio can be heard Sunday 1900011 12160, repeated Saturday 0800 on 5070. Andy 
Wallace heard that Metallica is using the WJDI xmtr, and rumors are that R. Clandestine 

· might return. Andy showed the Ten-Tee model 3030 30-m CW transceiver which he built 
from a kit in about a week at a le isurely pace. Drake still has filters available for the R7. Jim 
Vaughn of Indianapolis was in attendance. Jim was one of the original BADXers. R. 
Brazzavi I le-4765 was one of the more interesting catches of late by Jim in the Hoosier State. 
Tom Walsh passed out souvenir VOA Bethany QSLs, which he picked up from John 
Vodenik while at Dayton. 

The second half of the meeting is usually reserved for presentations. For thi s month's 
meeting, Tom Walsh provided a multimedia presentation about his recent visit to the ITU 
ham station in Geneva, 4U I ITU, where he was a guest operator. The ITU is considered a 
separate radio country. So of course, as soon as Tom went on the air, there were any number 
of ham operators anxious to make contact. A slide show of the facilities, a segment of his 
report from the June edition of the NRC DX Audio Service, and a printout from the ITU 
website were presented. 

And that's an example of a BADX meeting from another perspective. BADX (Boston Area 
DXers) is a chapter ofNASWA.

New Radio Australia Schedule 

On July I, Radio Austra lia rad ically 
revi sed its schedule. Drastic budget cuts im­
posed by the Australian government have 
forced the broadcaster to rely more heavi ly 
than ever on the ABC domestic network, 
Radio National, for much of its program­
ming. In fact, in addition to a sprinkling of 
Radio National programs throughout the 
schedule, the entire block of 1200 to 1800 
UTC ( 1900 on f-ridays and Sundays) is a 
direct relay of Radio Nationa l with only 
mi nor exceptions. 

Monitoring here on the east coast, I've 
noted a s ignificant reduc tion in s ig nal 
s trength on the historical main morning fre­
quency of 9580, which remains li stenable 
between around 0930 and 1400 with a de­
cent receiver/antenna; 5995 and 11 800 are 
the only o ther audible frequenc ies but for 
shorter periods at an even lower signal qual­
ity. 17795, 15365 and 15240 are audible here 
evenings (2330 to 0500) as us ual during 
Northern Hemisphere summer. Again , sig­
nal s trength is audibly lower but listenable 
with a good receiver and antenna. 

1l1e schedule below emphasizes these 
time periods. If someone wants to supply me 
with a report from the west coast of North 
America about when and on what frequen­
cies Radio Austra lia is lis tenable there, I'd 
be happy to expand on this schedule next 
month.

Digital SW Broadcasting 
(Part 1) 

You may have heard news recently about the 
lirst on-air experiments in digital short-wave 
broadcasting. This month I will begin to 
dr.;cuss some issues associated with this new 
technology and try to put it all in perspective 
for you, the short-wave listener. 

If you have a copy of the World Radio & TV 
Handbook for 1997, turn to page 2. You will 
see an advertisement by Thomcast of a sys­
tem they call Skywave 2000. 1l1e associated 
text says, " Improved sound quality, unsur­
passed reception stability and all the extras 
of digital transmission as well as DXing 
analog broadca~ts . (Yes, I know there is no 
verb in the previous sentence; remember it's 
a commercial.) The future of s hort-waves is 
bright." Just as digital compact discs im­
prov~d the quality of audio recording distri­
bution, digital radio on s hort-wave promises 
improvements in sound quality. 

Have you noticed that nothing is simple any 
more? Digital short-wave broadcasting is no 
exception. There are many issues which de­
signers and broadcasters must resolve before 
digital short-wave broadcasting becomes a 
reality. 

Digital short-wave broadcasting cannot get 
off the ground until a standard transmission 
format is adopted. Without a common stan­
dard, manufacturers will be unable to design 
large scale integrated circuits to economi­
cally receive the new digital transmissions. 
Listeners will not want to pay for complex 
designs to accommodate multiple, unique 
digital formats. 

Preliminary discussions are under way be­
tween the major broadcasters to formulate 
such a digital broadcast s tandard. In their 
hurry to standardize, engineers may select a 
system that is less than optimum. So the 
standardization process is a long series of 
meetings and experiments designed to en­
sure the best approach is adopted. A lot of 
give and take inevitably results. 

But any standard is preferable to no standard 
at all. Critics blame AM stereo's failure on 
the turmoil caused by the FCC's decision to 
not adopt an AM stereo standard. Instead the 
FCC le t market forces determine which of 
several competing techniques would sur­
vive. All worked with varying degrees of 
success. Buyers decided the risk of buying 
radios that might soon become obsolete did 
not make sense. The market decided nobody 
needed to listen to AM stereo when they 
could listen to FM s tereo. 

AM stereo died a slow, agonizing death 
while costing manufacturers and broadcast­
ers millions of wasted research and equip­
ment dollars. With AM stereo died any hope 
thnt AM cou Id successfully compete with the 
superior sound of FM. AM radio program­
ming today is either inane conversation or 
music for hearing-impaired AARP members 
who grew up listening to 78 RPM records 
nnd cheap AM radios. Neither listener class 
demands good fidelity or stereo. Buyers for 
AM stations are few. Often discouraged own­
ers abandon their licenses. 

Now international short-wave broadcasters 
face a similar problem. WRMI, WRNO, and 
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lhe transmillers owned by lhe Christian Sci­
ence Monilor are up for sale. Will they find 
buyers? Can lhey atlract an audience and 
adverlisers?Todny's polenlinl new audience 
demands a higher slandard of sound quality. 
This audience will not lolerale stalic, helero­
dynes, buzzes, whislles, seleclive-fading dis­
tortion, and poor frequency response. 

The failure to standardize home video tape 
formats leaches a similar lesson. Market 
forces determined that lhe VHS format sur­
vives today. A technically superior format, 
BETA, was outgunned in the market place. 
VHS offered 6 hours of poor quality record­
ing instead of the maximum 4 hours of the 
better quality BETA format. VHS won the 
war but nol before lhe markel-driven selec­
lion process resulted in wasling billions of 
dollars in now-obsolele equiprnenl. Stan­
dardization on a s ingle shorl-wave digital 
format is lhe most imporlant challenge fac­
ing lhe induslry. In 20 years short-wave radio 
will be a curious relic of earlier times as an 
enlertainmenl and informalion medium un­
less thi s challenge is successfully met. 

Hopefu lly, the industry has learned from the 
AM stereo and video lape wars to adopt a 
common short-wave transmiss ion standard. 
Digital technology could capture a whole 
new audience, an audience that would no 
more lislen lo analog short-wave radio lhan 
they would li slen to Edison bake light cylin­
der recordings. 

Deutsche Telekom and the Voice of America 
recenlly conducled on-air lesls. These lests 
are lo charnclerize lhe ionosphere and ils 
innuenceon received signal qualily. Deutsche 
Telekom has been working with lhe equip­
ment maker, Thomcasl. The VOA tests are 
being performed with the support of the Jet 
Propulsion Laboratory (JPL). You probably 
know 1 PL from their daytime job managing 
the USA's deep space exploration program. 
JPL, a subsidiary of the California Institute 
ofTechnology, has plenty of digital commu-

nications experience. JPL got this e~peri­
ence designing and operating the links to 
NASA's deep space missions for lhe past 4 
decades. 

The ionosphere is a very tricky medium over 
which lo communicate using digital lech­
niques. Multipath and fading effects distort 
the shape of the digital bits causing e rrors on 
reception. Coding techniques can be used to 
mi ligate these di stor1ions but lhey add extra 
bi ls to the stream, laki ng up more bandwidth. 
So the design of the optimum system is a 
compromise between performance, band­
width, and transmitler power. 

JPL uses error correction coding lechniques 
to improve data quality on weak signals from 
distant spacecrafl. ll1ese techniques can ac­
tually improve tola l link performance by 
about 5 dB. Now 5 dB may seem small, but 
it's the difference between a lOOkW anda31 
kW transmitter. Five dB are only one "S­
Unit" on your analog radio. That can mean 
the difference between no signal and sludio 
qualily audio on a digital lransmission. 

On space to ground links lhese effects are 
easily predictable using statistical techniques 
associated wilh random (Gauss ian) thermal 
noise. Such is not the case wilh lhe unruly 
ionosphere whose behavior is much less pre­
diclable . Engineers face a challenge. Find an 
optimal coding scheme for ionospheric dis­
torlion and atmospheric noise bursts . Thus 
we have a need for on-air lesting. 

A recent Communicat ion's World, the VO A's 
media news program hosted by Kim Ellioll, 
addressed the Skywave 2000 syslem. Next 
month, I wi ll have some detai ls about the 
Skywave 2000 sys tem as reported on 
Communication's World.

Ladies and Gentlemen, Fellow Broadcast­
ers: Being in the broadcast business for 56 
years there are a lot of people to whom I am 
grateful for this nward nnd to whom I owe 
thanks for helping me realize the nchieve­
ments for which you honor me today. If I 
mentioned them all we would probably miss 
our luncheon speaker, and perhaps lunch as 
well. But, there are some that l must ac­
knowledge today. 

Firstly, I owe thanks to my father. He was a 
civil engineer, but interested in radio. I can 
still remember my first encounter with the 
Morse Code when I was about six years old. 
I also clearly recall at about the same age his 
excitement when he built his first superhet 
radio. He clamped oversized earphones on 
my head and said: " listen to that broadcast, 
it's coming all the way from Toronto". Since 
we lived in NYC at the time, that was my first 
introduction to DX. This probably was when 
the radio bug first bit me ! 

I a lso owe a great deal of thanks to a name 
well known in this industry, the late Sol 
Taishoff, founder and first publisher of 
BROADCASTING and CABLE Magazine. 
It was Sol who encouraged me 17 years ago 
to retire from Government after nearly 35 
years of service, and to "do it on my own", as 
he so often urged me. It was not easy for me 
since I had what was probably the best and 
one of the most interesting jobs in Govern­
ment with the Voice of America and later 
wi th the Board for International Broadcast-

ing. One that gave me a great deal of both 
professional and personal satisfaction. But 
Sol's guidance prevailed. I retired from Gov­
ernment and set up my own consulting com­
pany. Seventeen years later, I am still doing 
it on my own. Sol, as you look down on us 
today, you have my everl asting thanks. 

A special thanks goes to my wife Beatrice, or 
Bea, for not only being a loving spouse and 
devoted mother and grandmother, but also 
my closest and dearest friend. As my bride 
for fifty years she has stood by my side 
through thick and thin. This award is hers as 
much as it is mine. 

I would a lso hope that this award is not only 
a tribute to me, but that it also recognizes and 
documents the important role of shortwave 
broadcasting in winning the "Cold War" . 
Recently I was asked by a young person who 
noted that the second World War was fought 
in Europe and Asia, the Korean War in Korea, 
the Vietnam War in Vietnam, but where, she 
asked was the Cold War fought? Well, I 
replied, it was fought on the airwaves with 
words as its weapons. The populations be­
hind what was then called the "Iron Curtain" 
themselves overthrew their Communists gov­
ernments in an historic bloodless revolution. 
This spared the world the nuc lear holocaust 
that had been predicted by the experts. But, 
deprived of all normal contacts wi th the free 
world, what gave them the courage and en­
couragement to keep going for more than 
forty years and to finally realize this amazing 
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accomplishment? Many will tell you, as they 
have told me, that it was the shortwave broad­
casts of the BBC, VOA, Radio Free Europe, 
Radio Liberty, Radio Vatican, Kol Israel and 
others that kept the spark of freedom alive. 
Shortwave radio was the only link that re­
mained open to the west throughout most of 
the Cold War period. It pierced the electronic 
curtain ofCommunistjamming, and could be 
.liste ned to in the privacy o f one's home. The 
arena for the Cold War was truly the short­
wave broadcast bands. It was a victory of 
words over nuclear weapons, for which the 
entire world can now breathe a sigh of relief. 

Incide ntally, the role of shortwave broad­
casting during the Cold War is a s tory which 
has not yet been fully told! A footnote to the 
ending of the Cold War. One of my achieve­
ments that I am most proud of is the role I was 
able to play in having a former jamming 
transmitter converted into a 75 kW broadcast 
transmitter. This served as the basis for es­
tablishing the first independent radio s tation 
in Moscow five years ago. We named it 
OPEN RADIO in contrast with the closed 
society of the Soviet era. It is run e ntirely by 
young professional Russian journalists, pro-

grammers and marketers, and it now has an 
FM and even a TV outlet. 

Just this past month we signed an agreement 
to lease time on a jamming station in the 
Republic of Georgia which has been con­
verted into n large radio broadcast center. Its 
shortwave signals are exceptionally strong 
throughout Europe, the Near and Middle 
East and northern Africa. It is already being 
used successfully by several of my clients at 
a considerable savings in both operational 
and overhead costs. We have just begun 
discussions with another ex-Soviet Repub­
lic, where shortwave and mediumwave trans­
mitters, with some in the megawatt range, 
may be available for leasing. How is that for 
turning swords into plowshares! 

Finally, I want to extend my thanks to the 
many professional associates with whom I 
have worked in both Government and the 
Private Sector over the past five decades, and 
who he lped make this award possible . I want 
also to express my gratitude to you my peers 
for thi s award which I will especially cherish 
because it is from you. Tiiank you, Thank 
you, ·mank you! 

MEDIA: The Voice of Kanak 
Independence in New Caledonia

NOUMEA, New Caledonia, Apr I (lPS)­
Ten years since it first began broadcasting, 
Radio Djiido, the Voice of Kanak Indepen­
dence, has seen more than its share of prob­
le ms-lack of funding, jammed signals and 
Molotov cocktails aimed at driving it off the air. 

Today, Radio Djiido-a station rnn by the 
indigenous Kanak people of this South Pacific 
territo ry- re mains the voice of the Kanak 
struggle forindependenceagainst the French. 

On a regular day the radio, the highest-rating 
station here apart from the French govern­
ment-run RFO, broadcasts news and com­
mentary that it hopes will educate the Kanak 
people in the run-up to a vote on self-deter­
mination in 1998. The station also promotes 
Kanak music, including a new form of con­
temporary music called "Kaneka" which was 

born out of the independence struggle and 
was popularised by Radio Djiido itself. 

"Whe n we s tarted, the military tried to jam 
the signal. When we presented news, there 
was no radio," said Nicole Waia, managerof 
Radio Djiido said in an interview with IPS. 
Although its mission is to be the Kanaky 
people's voice, the s tation broadcasts news 
and commentary in French. 

TI1is use of the colonial language to further 
an indigenous cause might appear odd, but 
the reason is purely pragmatic-there are 32 
different Kanak languages . 

Wai a said: "I come from Mare (Loyalty Island). 
I can talk to my people, but o ther Kanak 
people can't understand me then. So we can't 
present our programmes in Kanak languages, 
it's too difficult. It's a good s trategy too, as 
other people can understand what I say." 
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Since colonisation in 1853, the French have 
used the media in New Caledonia to drum up 
support forcoloninl rule. The media has been 
tightly controlled by the French, with French 
media tycoon Robe rt Hersnnt owning vari­
ous publications and a radio station. 

Radio Djiido 's creation in 1985 was the first 
attempt by the indigenous Kanak people to 
challenge f-rench colonial propaganda, as 
they had no media voice of their own for a 
long time. Its early broadcasts were trans­
mitted within the boundaries of Noumea by 
unskilled voluntary staff, driven by little else 
but political commitment to the indepen­
dence cause. 

The French expected Radio Djiido to have a 
short life span, especially since it during its 
first year it was targetted by right-wing groups 
opposed to independence. Even the French 
military joined in the campaign to end Radio 
Djiido's broadcasts. 

At one point, critics used bomb attacks and 
Molotov cocktai ls to try to silence the radio. 

Today Radio Djiido has not only survived for 
over n decade, but broadcasts nationally and 
has two small sis ter s tations in Lifou in the 
Loyalty Islands and Hienghene in the North­
ern Province. 

Since the signing of the 1988 Matignon 
Accord between the pro- independence Front 
de Liberation National Kanak Socialiste 
(FLNKS) and the pro-French right-wing 
party, Rassemblement pour Caledonie dons 
le Republique (RPCR), Radio Djiido be­
came part of the cultural arm of the Kanak 
independence struggle known as "Editions 
Populaires". 

"After the signing of the Matignon Accord, it 
is now better for us. We can now broadcast all 
over the country," said Wain. 

Radio Djiido gets funding from the local 
governments of the Northern Province and 
Loyalty Island, which are FLNKS controlled. 
It was a lso a.~sisted by the Australian union 
movement 's fore ign aid agency, or Austra­
li an People for Health, Education and Devel-

opment Abroad. The RPCR has its own daily 
newspaper 'Les Nouvelles Hebdo' and a pri­
vate radio stat.ion called' Radio Rhythme Blue' . 

Radio Djiido 's plan since the Matignon Ac­
cord is to make economic development and -
education more equitable, preparing the 
Kanak people for a nationa l vote for self­
determination in 1998. That vote is a key part 
of the Matignon agreement. 

"This is why it was important to have our 
own radio, to educate our people, and others 
too, on the political, economic and social 
reality" Wai a added. But the divisions among 
the Kanak community ahead of the 1998 
vote is al so affecting Radio Djiido's eco­
nomic future . 

Recently, FLNKS changed its strategy from 
a purely political campaign to win n vote on 
independence next year, to an economic 
struggle to firs t gain control of New 
Caledonia's nickel and tourism resources. 

In the wake of this change, FLNKS's at­
tempts to workout a compromise with RPCR 
on the independence vote has s plit the Kanak 
community. Many Radio Djiido listeners 
want their leaders to explain to them the 
FLNKS' change in strategy for indepen­
dence. 

But Wain says the leadership has been reluc­
tant to use the radio to do so, and is pressur­
ing the station to tone down its criticism of 
some FLNKS policies. 

"Sometimes we have a lot of problems with 
FLNKS leaders, because Radio Djiido is a 
community radio station and we have to 
respect the people" said Wain. "When I don't 
agree with what they decide now, I have to 
tell them 'listen I don 't agree, you have to 
explain to the people'. It's not my role , it's 
your role because you are a po litical leader". 

This is why Wain wants Radio Djiido to be 
financially independent , though the s tation 
gets annual subsidies from the two FLNKS­
controlled provincial administrations. 111e 
station is now aiming for a bigger s lice of 
advertising revenue- not easy for a commu­
nity-based news-oriented station. 
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"The grants from the provinces are not enough 
for all of us here" says Waia. "Our salaries 
are not high and have remained the same 
since we started. But it is not a problem for us 
because it 's our choice lo come here and 
work for our people".

Waia believes radio can play a very impor­
tant role in the political process towards 
independence-if the FLNKS leaders know 
how to use it.

The History of KTWR 
TI1e Trans World Radio-Guam shortwave 
station KTWR began brondcasting to Asia in 
September 1977 with two Harris SW I 00 
trans mitters ( I 00 kW) and two curtain anten­
nas. ln 1981 two additional SW 100 transmit­
ters and two curtain ante nnas were added to 
the facility, and in 1985 a fifth curtain an­
tenna was installed for coverage to Australia 
nnd the south Pacific. 

KTWR transmitters are on the air 34 hours 
wi th daily Gospel broadca~ts in 18 languages. 
China is KTWR 's major target area with 
other target areas being Indonesia, south 
Asia, southeast Asia, east Asia, sou th Pa­
cific, Japan, India, and the C IS. 

The KTWR shortwave station, located on 
the island of Guam, is in the process of 
expansion w ith the addition of a fifth I 00 kW 
shortwave transmitter and a sixth curtain 
antenna. The expanded facilities will pro­
vide add itional broadcast outreach to Asia. 

A fifth trans mitter, yet to be installed al the 
KTWR station, was designed and manufac­
tured by HCJB Engineering in Elkhart, Ind i­
ana USA. The HCIOO was designed and 
developed by missionary broadcast engi­
neers who have had many years of opera­
tional broadcast experience. The HC I 00 de­
sign incorporates many features which makes 
the equipment e fficient and easy to operate, 
such as an autolune system, dynamic carrier 
control, and a solid slate modulator. Only 

two tubes are used in the HClOO: the RF 
power amplifier (PA) uses an ElMAC 
4CV I OOOOOC and the RF driver uses an 
EIMAC 4CX3500A. The HCIOO will be 
installed at the KTWR transmitting site after 
the FCC Construction Permit is granted. 
Curtain Antenna Technology for Communi­
cations International (TC!) is designing the 
sixth curtain antenna for the KTWR facility. 
1l1e TCI 6 11 curtain antenna will provide an 
operating frequency range of 5.8 to 12. 1 
MHz. The curtain array wi ll cons ist of a 
network of hori zontal di poles three high and 
two wide fora tota l of six dipoles. The lowest 
dipole will be one-half wavelength off the 
ground. The antenna is designated as an 
HR2/3/.5 with a bearing of 320 degrees. It 
will use a reflecti ng screen to enhance the 
radiated s ignal toward northern China 
(Beijing). Antenna gain is 17 .72 dBi at the 
design frequency of 8750kHz. Towers used 
to s upport the TCI 6 11 curtain antenna will 
be 75 meters high. Frequent Guam typhoons 
create a rather stringent requirement for the 
structura l design. The antenna will be de­
signed to meet the Guam I 55MPH wind 
velocity speci fication. 

The antenna design drawings are to be com­
pleted by April 1997. Trans World Radio's 
goal is to have TCl start manufac turing the 
antenna during September 1997. Antenna 
and transmitter installalions are expected to 
be completed toward the end of 1998. ~¥
