I've been n NASWA member for more months than I can count, now, and look forward 
eagerly to each issue of the Journal. It 's an excellent publication, and the o nly fau lt I can !ind 
is that I never can tell when to renew. 

I'm 64, and not a serious shortwave listener. I started dialing around our family's floor­
model Philco radio as a tiny tot in the !ate 1930's and 1940-s, fasci nated with the strange 
stuff coming in on those bands above the AM dial. 

When I got into the Air Force in 195 1, I was able to afford a shortwave radio o f my own, 
a Hallicrafters S-38. During my college years, or just after them, in the early l 960's, I think, 
I scrounged for " the big one," a Hallicrafters SX- 1 JO. With the SX-110 came a beat 
frequency oscillator and the excitement of decoding an occasional SSB transmission. Flush 
with the e lation of hnving an actual job and money to waste, I snatched up a used Zenith 
Trans-Oceanic (I think the Model G500) in the late I 960's. Now, with these analog radios, 
I never had much o f an idea where I was tuned, and never could reliably go looking for the 
same station twice in a row. 

The Trans-Oceanic was joined some years later by a NordMende G lobe Traveller, which 1 
foolishly thought 1 was going to mount in my car. That never panned out, but I carried that 
radio around everywhere I went (usually listening to classical music on FM). 

Sometime in the 1970's or 80's, I heard about the Sony 2010, and that made me "serious." 
Or so I thought. With the digital tuning, J could actually FIND stations in the WRTH. But, 
after a few yearn, the Sony's computer went to hell, and Sony to ld me the repair cost would 
be more than the radio itself had cost. 

I bought a Sony Pro-80, and cou ldn' t make it work no how. Uninterested in whether it was 
me or a defective radio, I returned it in exchange for a Grundig Satellite 500. But this wasn ' t 
a "serious" enough radio for a guy with my experience, so I saved up a few years back for 
a Kenwood R-5000. 

Somewhere in this time line, a Sony ICr -7600A nnd an lcom R- 1 appeared . The R- 1 is an 
eltpensive joke, but I bought it with "found money" li ke an income tax re fund , so it didn ' t 
hurt. I use the R- 1 most ly fo r NOAA wenther, our local MedEvac, te levision sound. and 
mental self-nbuse when none of my other radios are near at hand. I have two theories about 
the R- 1: one is that someday I will sti ck a good Condor antenna o n it, and it will start p icking 
up shortwave. The other is that someday I will sit down with the instruction book and really 
learn how to mnke it scan. I quickly got tired o f picking up inane telepho ne conversations 
years ago, and today's ham operators seem not half as interesti ng to li sten to as those of the 
50's and 60's, so my goals in shortwnve listening are usually finding fore ig n programs with 
some entertainment or educational value, or searching (unsuccessfully, I might add) for 
p irates. I don ' t !ind much of what I'm after, 1 thi nk, because I spend too much time tuning 
during the day instead of s taying up at night when reception might be better. 

Keep up the good work.

As the correspondence editor of the NASWA Jo urnal, 1 often get le tters asking q uestions 
about the future of Shortwave. Should I throw o ut my radio gear? I caught a VOA. 
Communicntions World, program o n I 6August, where Mr. Kim Ell iott interviewed Mr. Jeff 
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White ofWRM I, who attended a DX conference in Mexico. ll1is is a gathering of DX'ers 
similar to our Winter Fest in Kulpsville. Mr. Elliot a~ked about the equipment used by the 
Mexican DX'ers and it is obvious that shortwave is here for a long time to come. Most are 
using receivers 30 to 40 years old. In a country where some of the DX'ers spent a month 
and half wor1h of income just for transportation to get to the conference, funds fo r satellite 
dishes and other exotic equipment is a mere dream. Some of the DX'ers were using boom 
boxes with a shortwave band and several use Zenith Transoceanic receivers from the SO's, 
which are very popular. I am sure Dr. DX is happy to know there may be un export market 
for his new book. (Ed. note: Jeff White's account of this meeting is available in this month 's 
Shortwave Ce111ercolumn.) During the program it was noted by Mr. Ell iott there has been 
a dramatic incrt:i:se of DX'ers in the Asian area with many requests for QSLs. So it would 
appear that shorlwave is alive and well. We in the US have been lured by the high 
technology and think the whole world has done the snme thing. I think shortwave wi ll be 
here but in a different mnnner as in the past. Most of the lnrger stations are doing relays of 
the programing to provide a clearer signal to the area the trans 111issions arc intended. We 
as listeners must correspond to the stations and let them know we are in foci interested in 
the broadcasts they arc providing. Tl1is will insure the future of shortwave.

The club mourned the pass ing of Executive Director Bill Eddings who died on August 23, 
1972 after a long illness. Dill took over a struggling club in July 1963. He saw a struggling 
club grow and eventually specialize in shortwave broadcast beginning in August 1966. New 
members included Sam Darto; renewing members included Richard o· Angelo (who?), 
Kevin Murrny, Mike Nikolich. Harold Sellers, Bill Whitacre, Gerry Dexter, and Don Jensen. 
Dexter and Jensen were one and two on the scoreboard wi th 205 and 203 countries heard and 
each having 200 countries ve rified. 172 members participated in the Scoreboard. It was 
announced thnt Al Si7.er would be taking over the Shortwave Center editing chores in 
December; Dnn rerguson assumed the role ns temporary editor and presented the 49 Meter 
Oand Survey.

Third National Mexican DX 
Meeting A Great Success

How for would you travel to attend a national portation to get to Veracruz. where local 
meeting of DXers? And how much would Dxers were happy to give them lodging in 
you be willing to pny to altend? Before you their homes. 
answer, look at the si tuation in Mexico. 

About 35 shortwave listeners and DXers 
from throughout Mexico nnended the Third 
National Meeting of Mexican DX Clubs on 
August I and2, 1997inVeracruz,onMexico's 
eastern coast. This number was up from 
seven persons at the first annual meeting two 
years ago in Tepic, in Nayarit State; and 12 
persons at last year's annual meeting in 
Miguel Auza. Zacatecas State. 

Compared to long-established DX conven­
tions in Europe and North America, the 
Mexican meeting was perhaps still a bit 
small. But the organizers are convinced that 
this year's meeting was a turning point for 
the organization, with a much larger allen­
dance than in the pnst, and with representa­
tives from several shortwave radio stntions in 
Mexico and abroad (including Radio Neth­
erlands and Radio Miami International). 

In Mexico, where the economic situation 
makes staging nn event like this extremely 
difficult, DXers made great personal sacri­
fices to allend.1ake the case o f Miguel Angel 
Rocha Gomez, for example. He lives in the 
State o r Chihuahua, near the Mexican border 
with El Paso, l exas. Miguel Angel travelled 
2,400 kilometers (one-way) to attend the 
meeting in Veracruz- a 36-hour bus tr ip. IJut 
he was g lad to do so. "lfl had to, I would have 
travelled on horseback to be here!" he ex­
claimed. Others also made long bus trips to 
attend. Some o r the DXers paid up to one­
and-a-half month 's salary jus t for the trans-
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111is kind or dedication, and the increasing 
number of attendees every year, are an indi­
cation that shortwave listening and the DX 
movement arc in good shape in Mexico. 
There arc four major DX clubs in the coun­
try, and all of them arc based outside o f !he 
Mexico City area. The Nayarit DX Club, 
based in Tepic and led by Ivan LopezAlegra, 
hosted the 1995 national meeting. 

The Miguel AFAza DX Club in Zacateca~ 

State, led by Luis Antero Agui lar, hosted the 
second annual meeting last year. (1l1is club 
boasts about 200 members.) l11e Sociedad 
de Jngenieros Radioescuchas in Veracruz, 
headed by Cesar Fernendez and Rafael 
Grajeda, arranged this year's mecting. l11ere 
is another club in Veracruz State called the 
Audio Pico DX Club in O ri zaba, run by 
Cesar Granillo. In addition, a loosely-knit 
group called Encuentro DX is now begin­
ning to operate in Mexico C ity. 

Mexican DXers fall into all age ranges, and 
this was re nected at the Veracruz meeting. 
Long- time DXer (and radio amateur) Don 
Adolfo de Jesus Melgarejo shared his knowl­
edge of Q-codes and other hobby abbrevia­
tions with some of the newer shortwave 
listeners. There was obviously a large per­
centage or young people in attendance. Most 
or the allendees were in their teens, 20's or 
30's, and this should mean that DXing in 
Mexico will be alive and well for decades to 
come . One of the most interesting things I 
noted was the large number (over 25%) of 
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female li steners present. Some o f them were 
spouses of DXers (but in most cases both 
spouses were Dxers), and some o f them 
came on thei r own (li ke Vera Cruz-yes, 
that's her name-who lives in Veracruz and 
heard about the meeting from Radio Nether­
lands). There were also n few blind lis teners 
who attended, despite the special obstacles 
they might have encountered. 

Miguel Angel Rocha was not the only person 
who travelled far to attend the meeting. Juan 
Mnnuel Martinez came from Campeche, in 
the Yuca tan Peni nsul a . Magdie l Cruz 
Rodroguez travelled from a smnll rown in 
San Luis Potose Stnte. Leopoldo Lomas ven­
tured from Torren in Couhu ila State. And one 
person even showed up from Cuba. Needless 
to say, it is quite a challenge to organize a DX 
conve ntion with no funds, and to altract 
DXers who mny have little or no economic 
resources to spend o n such an event. In the 
case of thi s year 's meeting, the organizers 
wanted attendees to only have to pay their 
own transportation to get to Veracruz. so the 
Sociedatl de lngenieros Radioescuchas paid 
all o f the organizational expenses out of their 
own pockets. including the rental of an air­
conditioned meeting hall at the Veracruz 
Cultural Institute downtown. The organizers 
welcomed n certain number of o ut-of-town 
DXers into their ho mes to avoid lodging 
expenses which might hnve o therwise kept 
them fro m attending . Coffce-hrcnk re fresh­
ments were pnid for by a few donations. The 
prev ious two meetings hnve operntcd on n 
similar bnsis. Last yenr. the town of Miguel 
Azn lent its amhu lnnce to the group so they 
could tnke a tmir of locnl rndio stnt ions. 

Lack o f funding d id not in nny way inhibit 
the quality of t he 1997 mee1ing. ll1e two-day 
event was fi lled with excellent talks by ex­
perts in various aspects of DXing. The fi rst 
dny (Friday, August I) began with an o fficial 
opening at the Veracruz Cultural Institute by 
the city's mayor, Roberto Dueno Campos, 
who presented special certificates to the in­
ternntional attendees. llie first talk was an 
" Int roduction to DXing" given by M iguel 
Angel Rocha Gomez. whose profession in 
fact is an e lementary school teacher. Other 
seminars dealt with such topics ns utility 
DXing, I I- meter DXing in Mexico, the fu ­
ture o f shortwnve hrondcns ting as we ap-
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proach the 21 st Century, and expositions by 
the various clubs and radio stations present. 

Speaking of the radio statio ns, they nil con­
tributed souvenirs (such as station I-shirts, 
hats and scarves) to a rame drnwing, for 
which everyone in a ttendance was eligible. 
Anti even some sta tions which were not in 
attendance contr ibuted. Adrian Peterson o f 
Adventi st World Radio's DX program 
"Wavescan" sent a box full of folders with 
schedules, as well as some statio n souvenirs 
and three special albums o f his tori cal A WR 
QSLcards and post cards that the statio n has 
received from listeners around the world . Ian 
McFarland of Marbian Productio ns Interna­
tional in Canada sent packages of cun-ent 
progrnm schedules from various shortwave 
stations around the world which participate 
in Marbian 's internatio nal promotions. as 
well as some Radio Canada International 
pennants. And the Dan ish Shortwave Club 
Internati onal contributed several copies of 
its recent newsletters, some brochures and 
copies of thei r lates t "Tropical Bands Sur­
vey" and "Clandestine Station List." All of 
the items which were too few to give every­
one were p laced in the rame, and WRMI 
threw in some recent editions of the World 
Radio T V Handbook and Passport to World 
Band Radio. There were e no ugh items so 
that everyone in attendance won at least one 
or two prizes. 

ll1e second day of the meeting begnn with a 
closed session fo r the DX club lenders to 
mnke decis ions about the continuatio n o f 
their cooperati ve efforts such as the annual 
DX meeting. ('lliis gave the rc.~t o f us a 
chance to cntch a little ex tra sleep .) Al 10:00 
a.111., the general meeting resumed with more 
semimirs. including a talk by Dr. Julian 
Santiago Dez de Bonilla and Alejandro Mo­
rales about their DX programs in the recent 
past on Radio Educacion anti Rad io Mexico 
International, and possible future DX pro­
grams on Radio Transcontinental de America 
and/or Radio Mil's shortwave frequency. 

Alfonso Mon tealegre and Jaime Doguena of 
Radio Netherlands were a big hit as they 
recorded n series of special programs for 
"Rndio Enlace" and " La Es tac ion tic In 
Alcgro" w ith meeting participants tnlking 
abo ut things like how they got started in 
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shortwave listening and some entertaining 
personal anecdotes about their experiences 
with sho rt wave radio . It turned out tlrnt one 
of the young couples present was in fact 
"united" by Radio Netherlands. Gregorio 
Guzmon o f Puebla, Mexico and Patricia 
Garcia ofNeiva, Colombia were both listen­
ers of Radio Netherlands. TI1ey began corre­
sponding by mail as a resu lt of an RN pro­
gram which gave out names and addresses of 
li steners who wanted pen pals. One thing Jed 
to another, and eventually Gregorio tnwelled 
to Colombia to meet Patricia in person. About 
a year ago they were married , and they now 
li ve in Puebla- about four hours west of 
Veracruz by car or bus. 

At the end of the second day. the final event 
was a Shortwave Broadcasters Fornm, where 
the DXers were able to ask frank and direct 
questio ns of all the broadcasters who were 
present. Topics included financing sources 
and problems. the possible commercinliza­
tion o f shortwave, how stations dea l with 
connicting and controversial programming, 
and much more. 

TI1e natio nal shortwave sta tio n representa­
ti ves in nttendance were J uan Mort, director 
of Rndio Mexico International; Marlen Reyes 
Gomez o f Radio Educacion , Arturo Avil a of 
Rndi o Transcontinental de America, and 
Erick Fernandez of Radio Ibero. (All o f these 
stations nre in Mexico City.) Juan Mort re­
vealed that he hopes to have a second short­
wave transmitter on the air during the next 
few months, which will permit the statio n to 
broadcast Spanish and English progrnmming 
simultaneously o n d ifferent frequencies. 
(Right now the broadcast day is spli t be­
tween Spanish and Eng lish .) Marlen Reyes 
Gomez explained her statio n 's efforts to pro­
v ide separate programming o n it s 
mediu mwave and shortwave frequencies, 
including rt DX program o n shortwave. Arturo 
Avila spoke about his station, Radio Trans­
continental de America, which is conducting 
sporndic test transmissions at the mo ment 
(o n 4800 kHz) and hopes to go on the air w ith 
regulnr b roadcasts in the near fu ture. This 
will be rt commercial operation desig ned to 
promote Mexico and it.~ products overseas. 
Erick Fernandez told conference part icipants 
that programming from his s tation- Rndio 
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Ibero, operated by the Jberoamerican Uni­
versity in Mexico City (which is affiliated 
with the Jesuits)-would soon be broadcast­
ing several hours per day via the shortwave 
frequency of Radio Huayacocotla, a we ll­
known Mexican shortwave statio n o n 2390 
kHz. It seems that Radio Huayacocotla is 
also affili ated with the Jesuits. TI1e relays of 
Radio Ibero were due to begin on August I 4, 
but exact hours were not yet known. Inciden­
tally, Radio Huayacocotla programming will 
a lso be heard during certain periods of time 
on the FM frequency of Radio Ibero in Mexico 
City (90 .9 MHz) as part of this program 
exchange agreement. For more information, 
DXers may contact Erick Fernandez by e­
mail at: efernand@ uibero.uia.mx. 

As with most DX conventions, there was 
nlso lime for informal conversati on and a 
little local tourism. A group meal nl the 
famous Gran Cafe de la Parroquia gave me a 
chnnce to try turkey enchiladas with mole 
sauce (n chocolate-based hot snuce which 
originated in Puebla) and a chance to talk 
with DXer Cesar Granillo about hi s experi­
ences climbing Mt. Orizaba, a p ic turesque 
volcano which is also one of the highest 
peaks in Mexico . A nighttime walking tour 
of downtown Veracruz gave participants an 
opportunity to see some of the ci ty's hi stori­
cal s ites (thi s is where the Spaniards began 
their conquest of Mexico) and places like the 
Zcalo--the mnin square where thousands of 
people gather on weekend ni ghts to eat, 
dri nk and enjoy this beautiful port city, even 
if the temperature was nearly 40 degrees 
Celsius and the humidity was nearly 100%! 
And DXers who brought their receivers with 
them were nble to e njoy a couple of nights of 
DXing right on the Malecon- the seaside 
bou levard that runs directly alo ng the coast 
of the Gu lf of Mexico. 

On the day following the meeting, Jaime and 
Alfonso were invited to the home of a Radio 
Netherlands listener who had attended the 
Veracruz DX event. As they were travelling 
in our renta l car, my wifeTiiais and I also had 
the pleasure of going a long. Humberto 
Rodriguez lives in the city of Papantla, fa­
mous for vanill a production, about four hours 
north of Vcrncruz. It was a nice drive alo ng 
the coas t, wi th beauti ful beaches. palm trees 
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and resorts that were crowded with mostly 
Mexican tourists (and a few Europeans) who 
were vacationing in the popular (but not 
well-known outside o f Mexico) Cos ta 
Esmeralda area.A few minutes from Papantla 
we visited El Tajin, poss ibly the most im­
pressive pre-Columbinn ,ruins in northern 
Mexico, with many pyramids that are archi­
tecturall y q uite different from Teotihuacin 
nnd the Yucatan archeological sites. And the 
famous "Indian flyers o f Papantla" performed 
by j umping off a 35- meter-high pole with a 
rope auached to them, swinging around the 
pole mnny times until they finally renched 
the ground whi le one of their members sat 
alop the po le plnying a tradi1ional native 
flute. Dul the highlight o f our day was visit­
ing the home of DXer Humberto Rodriguez, 
a medical student who has been a keen short­
wave listener fo r many years . In his room 
was a Zeni th Transoceanic receiver which he 
uses to lis ten to the world, nnd pictures on the 
wall o f Alfonso Montealegre and Jaime 
Deguenn taken from Radio Netherlands pro­
gram schedules. " Never in my life did I think 
these people would visit my home," he said. 
''I' ll never forget this day as long as I li ve." 
Humberto's mother prepnred a de licious lo­
cn l dish for 11.~ called z,pohui lt . made of 
stewed grains and just a b it spicy like most 
Mexican food . 

f-or my own pmt, it was great to meet Radio 
Minrni lnternntio nal listeners like Magdiel 
Cruz Rodriguez from San Luis Potos nnd 
lvnn Lopez Alcgrn from Tepic (head o f the 
Nayarit DX Cluh), ns well as Hector Garcia 
Dojorge from Mexico City, Pepe Gonzolez 
from Xnlapa and o thers. I had the rare plea­
sure of presenting QSL certificates person­
ally to l vnn and Hector for reports they had 
recently sent us, nnd Magdiel gave me some 
reception reports o f recent programs he has 
heard on WRM I fo r me to pass along to 1he 
producers. Ivan said he had been fo llowing 
o ur series of reports on a recent trip to Po land 
and lhe Czech Republi c, and he was looking 
fo rward to hearing the rest of the series. ll1is 
kind o f listener-broadcnster interaction is 
not oflen possible in nny part of the world! 
And it was great to meet broadcasting col­
lengue.~ like Juan Mort of Radio Mexico 
lnte rnalional, Erick Ferne ndez o f Radio 
Ibero, and Julinn Snntingo-a medicnl doc­
tor whose other pnssion is DXing and whose 

Pa ge 

voice many of us have heard on Radio 
Educacion o r Radio Mexico International 
reading listener letters and providing DX 
information. Indeed, Julian's informal, im­
promptu sty le reminds me of Rad io Clarin 's 
Rudy Espinal back in the l 980's. 

At the end of the Veracruz meeting. the 
Mexican DX clubs in attendance issued a 
formal communique announcing several de­
cis ions they had arrived at. They agreed to 
continue working to promote DXing nnd to 
cooperate with radio stations that have DX 
programs, inc ludin g Radi o Mex ico 
lnternatio nal's " Estacion DX." The Mexico 
Cily DXers agreed to form a loosely-orga­
nized group called "Grupo Encuentro DX," 
although they decided not to form an official 
club. All o f the clubs agreed to support the 
organi zers of next year 's National DX Meet­
ing, and they agreed to work on developing 
future natio nal meetings to be even bigger 
and better than thi s year's. Yours truly was 
invited to become the Coordinator o f Inter­
national Attendees, a positio n which was 
truly an honor fo r me and which I will do my 
best to carry out. 

On or before October I , the dates nnd si le for 
the 1998 Mexicnn National DX C lubs Meet­
ing will be announced. Preliminary indica­
tions are 1hnt it will again be held during the 
fi rst weekend of August and somewhere in 
central Mexico. Cesar Fermrndez ;rnd Rafael 
Grajeda nrc hoping fo r nn nttcndance of at 
le;ist 50 or 60 nexl year. and they're again 
invi ting DXers and internati onal broadcast­
ers from anywhere in the world to attend. 
Dased on the success of this year's meeting, 
my guess is that the "Encuentro" (Spanish 
for "Meeting") has now become an institu­
tion that wi ll grow more and more every year. 
promoring shortwave listening throughou t 
Mexico. And it should be an example for 
DXers i11 other parts of the world- not just 
Lalin America. It's ironic thnt with a ll of the 
difficulties DXers face in Mexico, they are 
nble to organize a first-class annual natio nal 
meeting for DXers, while in North America 
the DX clubs have not done so s ince I 990. 

Indeed. the enthusiasm and the ded icati on o f 
the Mexican DXers must be applauded and is 
agrent example fort he DX movement world­
wide. ~I"

I mus t admit th al many of the books I review 
in the pages o f Listener's Li brary nre sent to 
me gratis ns review copies. However. I want 
lo s tate for the record that I lmve purchased 

times. Can you do ii 
this way? Sure you can. I've met dozens of 
fo lks on the air who clearly got thei r license 
in just that manner. They never grasped the 
basic concepts 1ha1 the exam is designed to 
test. More thnn n few of these fo lks become 
quickly frus lraled and even fall away from 
the hobby. TI1is is sad . The best way 10 go 10 
bolh pass the lest nnd in the long run get the 
most enjoyment our of the radio hobby is 10 
learn to various concepts and then apply 
them in answeri ng the exam questions. The 
ARRL license study guides all rake this 
higher path to getting li censed. Sure, the full 
question pools for the Novice (element 2) 
exam (llie books cover omits this fact for 
some reaso n) and the Technician (Element 
3A) exam. Bur both of these question pools 
begin with large type statements "Don't Start 
I-I ere!" Defore these ques tio n pools are twelve 
very readable chapters thnt fully equip the 
student with nil the bnsic aspects of the 
amnteur radio art. These chapters include a 
general introductio n to the hobby, a review 
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of F.C.C. rules, amateur station operation 
and practices, Basic e lectrical principles, 
circuits and components, signals and emis­
sions, and antennas. All this information will 
gel you well placed to deal with the question 
pools. But the book goes even further in 
getting you ready to pass the test and become 
a knowledgeable radio operator as well. A 
chapter is set aside to teach Mo rse code study 
methods essential for going beyond the "No 
Code" Technician's Class ticket. Also a new 
area of study is Radio r-rcqucncy Radiation 
Safety. "Jl1e F.C.C. has established Maxi­
mum Permissible Exposure limits to certain 
levels of RF Radiation. r-urthcr, questions 
have been added to the Novice and Tech 
question pools addressing this subject so it is 
good that this book includes a full chapter on 
this topic. Even this old radio dog learned a 
few new tricks reading this chapter. Rf- Ex­
posure remains a controversinl topic but at 
lcnsl now I can participate fully in the discus­
sion. TI1e book goe.~ on to describe the testing 
procedure and how to deal with those buuer­
nics in the tummy on exnm day. And when 
the examiner smiles at you and congrnlulales 
you on your success, there is even a chapter 
on selling up that first stati on and gelling on 
the air. I only w ish such an exce llent book 
was available way back when I first sat for 
my novice ticket. I wouldn't have sounded 
like such a novice when I first got on lhe air. 

Okay. you're stoked and you don't want lo 
sell le forthnl No-Code Tech ticket. You want 
lo head up the ladde r. Well until the l.T. U. 
nml lhe EC.C. make some serious changes, 
tlmt road will include " the code". My first 
code training Looi was the old AM ECO record. 
I think most of us can admit we remember 
"vinyl". Well records gnve wny 10 casselle 
lnpes nnd more recently computer programs. 
Our I look back on 1ha1 o ld record with 
fondness . While computer programs a greal 
for building speed nnd ski ll , n basic tape or 
record can still get you through the charac­
te rs. And guess whnl, I' ll let you in on a little 
secret I learned from a cognitive psycholo­
gist who is also nn extrn class Imm. If you 
learn a ll the characters successfully you are 
more than likely alrendy copyi ng nt about 7

The Alpha Delta Variable 
Response Console 

Let's face it-shortwave broadcasting is not 
a hi gh-fideli ty medium. Most of the reason is 
the inherent noise and inte rfere nce o f the 
medium as well as the vagaries o f iono­
spheric propagation. Some receivers cnn be 
part of the problem due to smal I speakers and 
weak. no n-optimal audio ampli fiers . ll1ere 
is a constnnt conOict between the desire for 
wide-band fi lternnd audio response for"nrm­
chair" copy and the necessity of nnrrower 
selec tivity for interference rejection with the 
accompanyi ng mufned audio. I find that! am 
always on the look-out for products that can 
make SW reception sound better. 

People have taken various approaches to try 
to mitigate th is circumstance. One opti on is 
to tap the radio's signal before it gets to the 
audio output amp and route the s ignal to an 
ex ternnl nmp and speaker. This works well 
for stations that are in the c lenr. plus the 
external amp's lone controls c:m be used to 
tailor the sound lo the listener's preference. 
W he n more selectivity and noise/interfer­
ence reject ion are indicated. there nre vari ­
ous outboard audio filters available. Grove 
Enterprises introduced their SP-200 a few 
years ago. This product combined an ampli ­
fier, tone controls, a peak/ no tch filte r, noise 
limiter. squelch and a speaker. a ll in one 
enclosure. TI1e new YRC (Variable Response 
Console) from Alpha Delta. fo llows a lo ng 
these lines. As far as I know. this is the first 
non-ante nna re lated product from this Ken­
tucky company. 

The Box 

The YRC is an ('ight pound cast aluminum 
black box measuring 8 x 8 x 6 inches 
(HxWxD). ·11ie majority o f the box ·s volume 
is used as a bass re nex (ported) enc losure for 

the 4 inch speaker. The front panel cons ists 
of a perforated gri II for the speaker and the 
control panel for the e lectroni cs. T he ampli­
fier provides two watts of output and uses a 
push-pull des ign for low no ise and distor­
tion. Controls include rotary knobs for high 
and low frequency adjust. knobs for the 
peak/notch freque ncy and bandwidth and 
pushbuttons to activate the peak or notch 
filter. TI1ere is also a power pushbutto n and a 
"set and forget" volume control (the manual 
recommends using the receiver's volume 
control during listening). O n the back of the 
box are a coax ial power input jack, a 1/8 .. 
pho ne jack for audio input and a RCA jack 
for tape recorder output . There is a s upplied 
AC ndapter supplying 12 volts at 500 mA­
if you use a d ifferent DC power source. pay 
nttention as the center pin of the coaxial 
connector is minus DC volt s. TI1e VRC's 
input is hi gh impedance. which permits us­
ing a receiver's speaker, headphone or line 
level ou tput to dri ve the YRC. Using a 
receiver 's line level output affords the op­
tions of using the receiver's usua l speaker for 
monitoring with the YRC off and e liminat­
ing the radio'$ nudio arnp from the signal 
chain , possibly reducing distortion and noise. 
The instruc tio n shee t discusses connecting 
the YRC to radios such as the Drake SW8 
that have an audio o utput that is floated 
above ground nnd mentions a p lug adaptor 
that is s upposedly furnished with the unit-
1 couldn't find one in the packing of the 
review unit. 

The Controls 

On the le ft -hand side o f the VRC's fro nt 
panel are the on-off pushbu tton and the high 
and low frequency controls. T he Low rre­
quency control performs identicall y to a 
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"Bass" control on a high-fidelity amplifier, 
i.e. it serves as a low frequency boost or cut 
conlrol, providing approximately± 12 dB of 
adjustment at 100 Hz, wi th decreasing effecl 
up 10 I 000 Hz. The High Frequency conrro l 
does not function as a "Treble'' conlrol, but 
instead sets the cut-off frequency of a low­
pass filter. This filter has a slope of 30 dB per 
ocrave and the cut-off frequency can be ad­
justed from 500 Hz to 10 kHz. Above these 
knobs are a verlicallly oriented nine segment 
LED bargraph display that shows the selling 
of the low frequency conlrol and a horizontal 
ten segment display that shows the cut-off 
frequency of lhe high frequency conlrol. 
There is a mono I/ 4" headpho ne jack at the 
bottom middle o f the panel (the instructions 
stale that an adapler must be used with stereo 
headphones). The internal speaker is deacti­
vated when headphones are plugged into the 
YR C's phones jack. To the right oflhe head­
pho ne jnck are lhe knobs Iha! sel the cenler 
frequency and bnndwidth of the penk/notch 
fi li e r a nd above these knobs are the 
pu.~hbuttons !hat selccl either norrnnl, penk 
or notch filt ering . 111e peak can provide 
about 20 dB of e ffect over a few hundred Hz 
al it s nnrrowcsl sell ing and scvcrnl thousand 
Hz nt ils widest. The notch provides up to 40 
dB of rejeclion over a similarly adjustable 
bandwidth range. ·n1e center frequency of 
the peak o r notch can be ndjusted over a 
range of 400 to I 0,000 l-lz. The peak ;rnd 
notch filters track each other exact ly, which 
menns that an inlerfering heterodyne can be 
localized in the peak mode and then elimi­
nnted by swirching to notch mode-a tech­
nique that I find makes the process of nolch­
ing a hel much easier. At the far right o f the 
front panel i .~ lhe small rotary volume con­
trol.1l1e instruc ti on sheet provides graphs of 
the responses o f the unit's various modes. 

Operation 

The YRC provides an out standing degree of 
flexi bility for lailoring a signal's audio. The 
YRC hns equnl npplicability for the program 
li stener, DX· er, ute enthusiast and ham radio 
operator. Po r program li stening. where I try 
to use the widest Ir bandwidth possible for 
fide lit y. I could set the YRC's high frequency 

cut-off to eliminate high-frequency whine 
and splatler without adversely affecting the 
treble content of the signal. For DX'ing, I 
could adjust the high and low frequency 
controls to maximize speech inte lligibility­
sometimes I would even use the peak filte r at 
a relatively wide bandwidth to emphasize the 
speech frequencies. Using the peak control 
with a nmTOw bandwidth affords "single­
signal" reception of CW and data modes. 
Despite this degree of flexibility, the YRC is 
very easy to use and the LED bargraphs show 
the user exactly what is going on with the low 
and high frequency controls . It would be 
very handy if the effects of the peak/notch 
controls could also be di splayed. Another 
nice feature of the YRC is thal the filte rs are 
infinitely adjustable (not in steps as wi th 
some digital lilters) over a very wide range of 
frequencies. The YRC is also very quiet, 
contibuting very little no ise of its own to the 
s ignal. If I had a YRC o f my own, instead of 
a review unit, I would switch the bar knobs 
for round ones-I think this would make 
fine-tuning the controls just a bit smoother. 

Dramatic effects can be achieved thanks to 
the wide mnge of the YRC's controls, how­
ever, I often found that subtle adjustments 
yielded the best effects. I would most often 
use the receiver's widest bandwidth and then 
just s li ght ly roll off the YRC's high fre­
quency response to cut down o n the whine 
and hiss in the s ignal withoul unfnvorably 
affecting the fidelity for li stening to music on 
statio ns "in the clear··. One interesting thing 
that I noted with the YRC was that it allowed 
me to disting uish between receivers and sta­
ti ons based o n their sonic conte nt. For in­
stance, Radio Australia tends to have a very 
bassy signal compared to other stations, which 
I could compensate for with the YRC's low 
frequency boost/cut control. My JRC NRD-
535 lends to emphasize the bass frequen­
cie.~-again, the YRC allowed me to coun­
leract thi s. 

The Competition 

The o nly comparable unit to the YRC is the 
Grove SP-200 (now offered in the "B" ver­
s ion-I haven't yet gotten !ht.: i11fnrma1io 11 
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concerning what changes have been incor­
porated in the "B").

Digital SW Broadcasting 
(Part 2) 

This month we continue our look at some of 
lhe issues associated wilh making digital 
short-wave broadcasting a reality. I'll ad­
dress some frequerllly asked questions. One 
problem, during the transition to digital short­
wave broadcasting, is how to keep analog 
listeners. 1l1e folks at Telefunken may have 
the answr.r. 

Let's assume an AM transmitter rated for 500 
kW. To provide an analog s ignal for existing 
receivers, engineers allocate most of the 
power to the analog signal. For these tests 
lhey reduced the analog signal power to 400 
kW. That is o nly a reduction of about l dB.

rorcorreclion techniques developed fo r weak­
signal .~pace communications can actually 
detect and repair noise hits. Your CD player 
uses s imilar technology to correct errors. So 
the techno logy is available for adaptnlion 10 
the unique problems of short- wave transmis­
sion. 

How well docs it work? The Te le fonken 
engineers claimed thatqualityequal 10 today ·s 
analog FM radio will certainly be possible. 
TI1ey even he ld out hope of CD quality audio. 

Ho w soon could a digital system be on the 
nir? About o ne year after broadcasters adopt 
a s tandard according to the Te lefunken Engi­
neers. TI1ere is currently an inlemntional 
committee, headed by Dr. Bob Everett of the 
VOA, working to develop the standard . After 
defining the standard, the major s tati ons will 
begin broadcasting us ing the new mode. 
The n manufacturers can begin cranking 
(apology to Baygen) out radios for a new and 
eager customer base. 

Whal is the downside of this system? Clenrly 
the frequency planning will be a nightmare. 
It is hard enough for broadc;isters to find a 
clear I 0 kHz wide channel. r:inding three 
chnnne ls in a row will be really hard . lnlerna­
lional brondcasters will need wider spectrum 
allocatio ns. TI1e bands will gel bigger. llrond­
casters may hnve lo choose an 0111-of-band 
frequency. Limited coveragearmlogradins may 
no longer be able to tune in the analog s ignal. 

Will dig ital broadcasting eliminate whistles 
and interfere nce?Yes, the digital signals have 

an enhanced irnmun.ity lo interference. 1be 
top dog on the frequency w( ll be the s tation 
that will get through. Digital signals will 
exhi bit a capture effect similar to that which 
occurs on r M radio. Jammers will e ither 
do minate the frequency ornot be heard at all. 

Why must the channels be adj acent on the 
dial? Existing transmitter hig h power ampli­
fiers and antennn tuning networks mus t pass 
these sig m1ls. The bandwidth o f the tuned 
circuits is a functio n of the e fficiency o f the 
tuned circuits. Hig hly e fficie nt, low-loss cir­
cuits have a narrower bandw idth than cir­
cuits that are lossy. When runn ing power 
levels in the hundreds of kilowatts, a lossy 
coil quickly turns into n b lob o f molle n 
copper. So the tuned circuits are necessarily 
efficient and narrow. TI1edig i1al in fo rmation 
must be sent o n frequencies close 10 the 
analog signnl. T his nllows the transmitter lo 
serve simullaneous ly for both analog and 
d igital services. 

There is no guarantee that the final system 
will look like the T2 M system described 
here . The folks at Tho mcnst hnve a system 
cnlled S kywave 2000. A check of their web 
site revea led on ly a short reference to the 
Skywave 2000 system and no lechnicnl de­
tails. 

In succeeding months I will ta lk nbout some 
concepts unique lo dig ital transmissio n. We 
will look nt snmpling techniques, quantiza­
tion noise, nnd bit e rror rate. Until next time,

3 of these will probably be in· 
stalled in Avlis and 2 in Thessaloniki. TI1e remaining 
3 are going to Sri Lanka (lranawila). It is not known 
if the antennas at Gloria will be dismantled as well.
