south eastern Australia during June 1999, 
from 0000-0400 UTC, for SW broadcasting 
stations on frequencies up to 9999 kHz. The 
study is arranged in frequency order showing 
transmiuer country, rransrnitter location, 
organisation/station, observed reception span, 
observed sign-on and sign-off times, lan­
guages, and other detai ls. Several hu ndred 
entries are given. A description of propaga­
tion characteristics and effects of solar activ­
ity accompanies the data. The reception ti me 
period of 0000-0400 UTC corresponds to 
late morning until early afternoon here in 
south eastern Ausrralia, and the study in­
cludes many entries for broadcasts heard 
throughout that four-hour time span, extend­
ing across out local noon. Such propagation, 
from all continents, is noted every year dur­
ing our mid winter period, and is known as 
the "Antarctic Mode" due to some signal 
paths crossing the Antarctic Region." The 
Spectrum Study is available electronically as 
a Word 7 .0 document, free of charge, from its 
compile r, Bob Padula bpadu la@ 
compuserve.com.

I just fini shed li stening to one of the programs Radio Netherlands is rebroadcasting to 
honor the memory of Pete Myers. In some ways, the series is very personal to Pete as it 
describes some of the things that shaped his li fe and led him to the career he chose. The 
program tonight dealt with aspects of music and the theatre (cinema, really) that made an 
impression on him. The program was principally music with some descriptive/historical 
comment by Pete introducing each piece-nothing too fancy, in other words. But, in my 
opinion, it is fabulous radio because the person preparing the program (Pete) put 
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something of himself in it and conveyed his deep appreciation for the subject matter and 
artistry of the performers. (And, yes, I know that the fact that Pete has passed on can color 
one's opinion. But, dear reader, this was fabulous radio when Pete was alive, too!) 

Here's my point. To some, radio itself is an art form, a craft if you will. To others, it's just 
a jukebox or a squawkbox ... or an ingenuously di sguised cash register. I'd much rather 
listen to programs produced by someone who appreciates it as the former, rather than one 
who exploits it as the latter. Somewhere along the line, American commercial radio became 
solely a means of delivering ears to advertisers. J say "solely" because whi le this mission 
was always a part-and (Jet's face it) an important part-of American commercial radio, 
there was at one time some respect for the audience and the medium to be found in the 
programs produced and aired. That is gone today. Jt 's all about exploitation now. Delivering 
ears is not the by-product of the larger mission; it's the ONLY mission. 

I can remember sitting in front of our stereo as a teenager (because we lived about 90 miles 
from NYC and the stereo-being hooked up to a huge antenna with a rotor-was the only 
radio in the house that could pick up WNEW-FM) in the late 60s listening to Jonathan 
Schwartz's program. Although this was a "progressive" rock radio station, he often built 
sets of music around a theme. I don't quite remember what the theme was for this particular 
set-perhaps it was baseball- but one of the songs Schwartz chose to play was a recording 
of Sinatra singing "There Used to Be a Ballpark Here". It blew me away that a DJ on a rock 
radio station would play a Sinatra song to illustrate the theme and mood he was trying to 
set. (And yes I know that Schwartz had at that time-and for a number of years thereafter­
a Sinatra show on the "AM side".) But, boy, did I get his point! And I also learned at that 
moment that radio truly is an art form in itself and could be treated as a craft , if the person 
using this instrument was himself or herself, above all, a craftsperson. 

For the most part, we have none of that today. And it is most lamentable! What passes for 
ingenuity today is a "new format" which simply takes what music is there and redefines it 
down to an even narrower demographic. Pure drivel, IMHO. And I, for one, bitterly resent 
it more and m ore each day as this little but important part of my world comes increasingly 
under the thumb of the bean counters, who are squeezing every last drop of true creativity 
out of it. When some of you here talk about how radio is getting much better in the UK 
because of the growth of the commercial sector there, I wonder (respectfully) if you really 
know what you 're wishing for. Even our (and your) public service broadcasters are being 
forced to dance to the tune of these charlatans. So I turn to my shortwave and hope for the 
best while fearing the worst. 

So, thank you Pete wherever you are, and thank you Radio Netherlands for still appreciating 
what quality is and freely offering it to us.

One of the arguments used to Jure newcom­
ers to the shortwave listening hobby is the 
capability to listen to major news events 
from broadcasters in or very close to the 
country where the events are occurring. At 
the time this column was prepared, East 
Timor had descended into a state of anarchy, 
with an international peacemaking response 
just now being marshaled. The broadcaster 
with arguably the best English language 
coverage of the ongoing crisis is Radio 
Australia, primarily via Asia Pacific, its 
regional curre nt affairs program. Asia 
Pacific normally airs at 0010, 1005, 1105, 
and 1505, Tuesdays through Fridays, and 
2305 Mondays through Thursdays. The 
broadcasts are availabk live via World 
Radio Network's WRNI program stream 
at 0010 and 1605 UTC. T he 1505 UTC 
broadcast is archi ved at the WRN website 
for 24 hours for on-demand listening. 

A Saturday edition of Asia Pacific airs at 
2205 UTC Friday, and 0005, 0830, and 
JOOS UTC Saturdays. The 0830 airing also 
is avai lable at WRNI, with an on-demand 
archive at Radio Australia's website. 

O the r Radio A ustralia current affairs 
programs, including the current affairs 
programs AM (2110 and 2210 Su- Th), PM 
(08 10 M-F), and Tile World Today (0210 
and 0410 M-F), also have extensive East 
Timor coverage, and all are archived at 
the A ustralian Broadcasting Company 
website. In fact, past editions of all three 
programs d ating back to July ! st, 1999 
are available . The weekly current affairs 
program, Correspondents ' Report (0010 
Sa & Su, 0310 Su, 0640 Su, and 1010 Su), 
also features information on East Timor. 
On-demand archives are also available at 
the ABC website.

Live or on Tape: Did Taiwan 
Earthquake Catch European 
Broadcasters Off-Guard? 

Larry Nebron, in the swprograms E-mail 
list, observed that Deutsche Welle and 
Swiss Radio International did not feature 
coverage of the recent Taiwan earthquake in 
their current affairs programs aired later that 
day to the Americas, serving as a reminder 
that the evening North American re leases 
contain material prepared earlier in the day. 
By comparison, Larry noted that Ra dio 
Netherlands' Newslirle program included 
coverage of the earthquake. Radio Neth- -
erlands' Andy Sennitt commented th at 
someone must have s tayed la te a t the 
studio to prepare updated material for the 
North American releases, given that the 
quake struck at 1747 UTC (7:47 PM local 
Netherlands Time). 

Should we be concerned that DW and SRI 
current affairs programs that day didn't 
include quake coverage? My own opinion is 
that, for breaking news, I'd tune to the BBC 
or other English- language based stations 
first, as these stations can report English 
language coverage live without translation. 
Most international stations operate on small 
budgets, and I would rather these stations 
focus on the analysis of events unique to 
their country, culture, or region, rather than 
the raw events themselves. At least that's . 
what I listen for.

Deutsche Welle Budget Cuts 
Update 

John Figliozzi relayed information from the 
September 22nd Newsli11k program detail­
ing protests by Deutsche Welle s taffers 
in Berlin regarding the upcoming budget 
cuts reported last month. It sounded like 
the government representatives the staffers 
met with were sympathetic, but not helpful. 
While Deutsche Welle ' s budget won' t be · 
finalized until laier in October, it appears 
to be clear that significant cuts won't be 
avoidable. The actual affect on Deutsche 
Welle content and transmission schedules 
hasn' t been determined, though English 
remains a priority language. Personally, I 
wouldn ' t be surprised to see some North 
American frequencies and times scaled back, 
with an increased emphasis on llle Internet 
to reach English language listeners in the 
Americas.

October Highlights 
Popular Music and Youth 
Thursdays, 0530 and 2230, beginning 
October 21st: The biggest news from the 
World Service this month is a new six-part, 
30-minute series hosted by Beatles legend 
Paul McCartney, entitled Routes of Rock. 
McCartney will present the songs that have 
inspired him over the years, as well as songs 
from his latest work, Run Devil Run, which 
includes his versions of several classic rock 
tunes. It appears that music programs will 
generally not change times with the seasonal 
changes (see below), so you can mark your 
November calendar as well . 

Saturdays, 0920 and 2330: Tile Vintage 
Chart Show revisits 1979, 1971, 1963, 1984, 
and 1973 in October. Paul Burnett hosts. 

General Features and Current Affairs 
Saturdays, beginning October 9th, 0330: 
Keep to the Path is a three-part, 15-minute 
series taking a stroll in three scenic British 
settings; part travelogue, part nature. 

Thursdays, beginning October 14th, 0730 
and 1130: Assignment, a 30-minute weekly 
topical documentary and one of my personal 
favorites, returns from its summer absence. 
Glad to see it back! 

Sundays, 0430, and Tuesdays, 11 30: While 
it's good Lo see Assignment return, October 

will mean the end of Omnibus on the World 
Service. Two subjects to be featured in 
the final weeks include Whose Land ls It?, 
a look at ranching and land management 
in the American West, and a look at how 
the Japanese are taking a retrospective 
reevaluation of their country's past. There 
is no obvious replacement for the program; 
when you factor in the time changes shown 
below, it would appear a rotating 30-minute 
feature program will fill Omnibus' time slot.

Tuesdays-Saturdays, 0055, repeated in a 
single compilation Mondays , 0030: My 
Century highlights The Artist 's Century; 
Best Day of My Life, with both famous and 
not-so-famous talking about one single day 
in their Ii ves that stands out; and Sounds 
of the Century, looking at the century's 
musical landmarks. 

Sunday, October 17th, 0045 and0905: Wave­
guide looks to be worth a listen, as Richard 
Lambley interviews Li Dan, the Deputy 
Director of China Radio International.

October 9th: In Her Father's House, pro­
duced by Australia's ABC, was written by 
Carmel Bird, a leading Australian novelist. 
The play is based on events and characters 
taken from Tasmania's history. 

October l 6th: Looking For Stones, produced 
by Radio TV Hong Kong, asks fundamental 
questions about the legacy of war and is set 
in the '70s, where future potential meets up 
with the memory of war. 

October 23rd: The End Of Love is the 
BBC's contribution to the Worldplay series. 
Written by Rose Tremain, the play mixes 
emotional entanglements, secret longings, 
and re flections on exile and desertion. 

October 30th: Merry-Go-Round comes 
from Los Angeles TheatreWorks.

ANARC's Early Years - Part Two 
By Richard A. D' Angelo 

(Editor's note: This continues the article 
begun in the August 1999 Journal. ) 

Stan (C.M. Stanbury) also proposed that 
after each vote a listing of how each club 
representative voted should be published in 
the newsletter by the Executive Secretary. 
Don (Jensen) pointed out that election re­
sults were available ifindividuals were inter­
ested since he considered them a matter of 
public record. However, ifthe club represen­
tatives wanted them published, he would 
gladly do whatever they wished in this mat­
ter. As 1965 began, it was time to address the 
three ballot issues that closed out 1964's 
business. It was determined that a break­
down of who voted for which issues should 
be published by an 8-7 tally. Thus, official 
vote breakdowns were now published after 
each balloting. The constitutional amend­
ment proposed by C. M. Stanbury Il, which 
would provide for a referendum by the mem­
bership of each club prior to any ANARC 
action on matters pertaining to the establish­
ment of hobby standards, received 5 "Yes" 
votes and JO "No" votes. Since it required a 
two-thirds vote, i.e. 11 out of the 16 votes, the 
amendment failed by 6 votes. The resolution 
by John Callarman, which rejected the 
amendment concept for issues penaining to 
standards by allowing each club to decide for 
themselves, was passed in a 7-6 v01e. The 
resolution was non-binding. Executive Sec­
retary Jensen's remarks probably summed 
up the thought of most club representatives 
on these issues: "In my mind, while a noble 
thought, it isn't practical. ... the number of 
hobbyists represented (over 2000. would 
make this "town meeting" form of democ­
racy break down .... Means are provided for 
interested individuals making their desires 
known to their representatives .... A point 

that should perhaps be emphasized again is 
that, regardless of what actions the ANARC 
might approve, there is no way it can enforce 
its will upon a club that does not decide 
voluntarily to follow that action .... We can 
only succeed with the goodwill and volun­
tary compliance of the various clubs. Any 
attempt to force compliance will only fail. 
I'm sure !" 

The results of the Radio Gambia special on 
December 15, 1964, were disappointing. 
Only a half dozen reports were received. 
None could be verified. The quality of the 
reports was shockingly poor. Other than the 
publicity value received by ANARC for 
scheduling it, the special program was of no 
practical value to DXers. Nominations for 
the DXer of the year award were received 
from only two clubs, the International Radio 
Club of America and the Canadian DX club. 
Contacts with the Newark News Radio Club 
and the American Shortwave Listeners Club 
II indicate they would be forwarding their 
nominations shortly. The February 1, 1965, 
deadline was rapidly approaching and most 
clubs had not been heard from. Concern was 
expressed that not enough support was being 
received for this activity. A list of problems 
ANARC should tackle was presented. As a 
result, Don suggested the possible formation 
of two committees. The first would be a 
manufacturer's liaison committee, which . 
would have the responsibility of funneling 
ideas about needed equipment from mem­
bers of the public. The second would be a 
watchdog committee which would deal with 
vario11s Listener-station problems, such as 
the non-QSLi ng matter presently of interest, 
urging stations to announce frequencies rather 
than just meter bands, etc. 

February, 1965, was both a low point and a 
turning point for ANARC. Quoting from 
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Executive Secretary Jensen's February 11, 
1965, letter to the club representatives: "fa view 
of things that have occurred since the last 
newsletter and fo llowing a general review by 
the executive secretary of the activities of 
ANARC during the past many months, it seems 
it is time for all of us to take stock of what the 
association has done, and more specifica lly, 
failed to do so far. It is time to consider the 
path ANARC is to follow in the fu ture!" 

The lack of response to the DX er of the Year 
award nominations was viewed as the latest 
in a long series of problems wi th ANARC. 
Don pointed out "that virtually all the other 
projects, including the efforts to establish a 
country list standard and the special BCB 
broadcast information exchange, eitherdidn' t 
pass or flopped after passage because of lack 
of interest." It was pointed out that not one 
progressive action designed to help the hobby 
has been successfu lly carried to completion. 

. Perhaps, the most significant accomplish­
mem of ANARC has been to smooth rela­
tions between the clubs. Many felt ANARC 
should lead the way to progressive steps that 
will help aII DXers. 

Without more nominations being received 
for the DX er of the Year award. it was deter­
mined that it would only be a hollow honor. 
Since only three nominations were received, 
it was assumed the other seven clubs were no 
longer interested in the award. therefore, 
consideration was given to canceling it. Don 
Jensen felt part of the blame for ANARC not 
having managed to carry out any short of 
progressive steps to help the hobby was the 
scatter-gun approach taken to date. While 
Don briefly considered resigning, he deter­
mined a new approach may be worth trying 
fi rst. With the thought of concentrating on 
just a few projects at one time, Don an­
nounced the fo rmation of three committees. 
The fust was the Broadcaster's Liaison Com­
mittee with Richard Wood volunteering to 
work on areas of frequency interference prob­
lems and poor station verification poli cies. 
The second was the Manufac turers Liaison 
Committee. C.M. Stanbury Il was asked to 
head this corrun illee which will express lis­
teners desires in radio equipment. The third 
was the Ethics Study Committee with John 
Callarman being asked to chair this group. It 

was left open that one more commi uee might 
be established that would have specific inter­
est to the BCB or ham listeners since they 
may feel left out by the above committees. 

The following momh Don reported that Ri­
chard Wood fe lt the Broadcaster's Liaison 
Committee "can get progress in this if we 
uni te." A number of representatives felt work 
should proceed with poor verifiers. John 
Callarman called to accept the Ethics Study 
Commiuee position. John had a lready con­
tacted a number of people in the hobby to 
serve on his corrun ittee. Stan Stanbury ac­
cepted the Chai rmanship of the Manufac tur­
ers Liaison Comm ittee. The latest edi tion of 
the American Shortwave Listeners Club II 
bulletin said that C.M. Stanbury Il became 
the new Executive Editor with Gerry Klinck 
continuing as publisher. The club has recently 
become all shortwave broadcast DX oriented. 

ln March 1965, Don Jensen unveiled the 
associations first stationary which was a rela­
tively plain, one-color effort to fit ANARC's 
limited funds. Stationary was sent to each of 
the committee chairmen. A financial report 
through march revealed the association op­
erated with a$6.10deficit since its inception. 
Receipts of$40.00 ($32.00 in fees and $8.00 
in anonymous donations) were offset by 
$46.10 of operating expenditures ($ 15.00 
for postage plus $21 .80 for letterhead sta­
tionary among other costs), It was expected 
that the association would operate in the 
black in year two, so fees were kept the same 
for the next fiscal year. A number of favor­
ab le co mments were received about 
ANARC's "new look" based on the estab­
lishment of committees to tackle a few worth­
while projects. C. M . Stanbury's Manufac­
turers Liaison Committee was seeking input 
from SWL's regardless of club affi liation, . 
about the subject. The Frequency Recom­
mendations comminee, under Richard Wood, 
sent a letter to all station's broadcasting to 
North America about seeking co-operation 
with international broadcasting in selection 
of choice frequencies at all times of the year. 

On April 20, 1965, ANARC celebrated the 
conclusion of one-year of official opera­
tions. With that message, Executive Secre­
tary Jensen reminded lhe club representa-
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tives that it was time to pay the annual fees to 
finance the association's operations. Jerry 
Seckal replaced Dick England as the repre­
sentative of the Worldwide Monitors Radio 
club. Eric Madison, the new representative 
of the Great Lakes Short Wave Club, pre­
sented his biography in the April, 1965, 
newsletter. Richard Wood reported that Au­
gust Balbi and Joe Rudolph joined the Fre­
quency Recommendation Committee. Ex­
cellent progress was reported in May. Favor­
able responses had been received from Radio 
Nederland, Trans-World Radio in Monaco, 
Radio Cairo, Radio Am man, Radio 
Bucharest, Radio Beruit, Radio Sweden, and 
Radio Australia. By June the Committee was 
already suggesting frequency modifications 
to some of the participating stations. Chair­
man Wood reported the addition of Warren 
Nordgren to the group. It was reponed that 
Doug Benson would head a subgroup of this 
committee to be called the Positive Fre­
quency Identification subcommittee. Doug 
would attempt to convince the stations to 
announce their exact frequencies in use, not 
merely their meter bands. 

In April, C. M. Stanbury II reported that he 
was still looking for members to serve on the 
Manufacturers Liaison committee. He re­
ported in May that his initial contacts were 
not too successful. It was considered to be a 
very difficult problem to convince manufac­
turers that the SWL market is worth consid­
eration. By June, Stan reported Paul R. 
Donegan, Fred Parson.s, Gordon Schiff, W. 
C. Klonlz., Francis Brown, and Todd Graves, 
Jr., had joined the commiuee. lbe Heath 
Company was the first manufacturer the com­
mittee was able to report having favorable 
communications on this subject. 

The growing problem of poor quality recep­
tion reports appeared to be the concern of 
numerous club bulletins during I 965. TI1e 
recent experience with Radio Gambia and 
visits to stations by DXers revealed a deep­
rooted problem. Don urged a seasoned D Xer 
to step forward and tackle this problem as 
head of an ANARC committee. 

The fees from the International Radio club of 
America, the National Radio Club, and the 
Kentucky DXers Association were not re-

ceived as June closed. It was speculated that 
the Kentucky group may have ceased to 
exist. On a positive note, a board member of 
DX lnterNationale suggested the club was 
once again considering affiliation with 
AN ARC now that it had completed a reorga­
nization. DXI membership just passed the 
100 mark in June 1965. Some representa­
tives expressed a concern thatANARC should 
be trying to attract more listeners who are 
presently not members of any club to join 
one or more of the affiliated clubs. Unfortu­
nately, there were no concrete suggestions 
on how to go about this matter. 

In July 1965, Ethics Study committee Chair­
man John Callarman reported that a ques­
tionnaire was going out to 16 to 20 people, 
active and experienced in various phases of 
the hobby. this questionnaire was designed 
to ask those DXers their opinions on impor­
tant questions pertaining to the hobby. By 
September, 36 experts in all phases of the 
hobby, had been contacted. Doug Benson's . 
Positive Frequency Identification subcom­
mittee reported eight persons interested in 
supporting the group, mostly through the 
efforts of Serve Neuman 's ASWLC column · 
and Benson's column in NASA. to data a 
letter had been sent to seven different broad­
casters about the listeners side of this ques­
tion. The National Radio Club passed the 
350-member mark, entitling them to an addi­
tional club representative. Under reorgani­
zation, the three representatives became John 
Callarman, Dick Cooper, and Ernie Cooper. 
Only the Internationa l Radio Club of 
America's fee was uncollected at this point. 
Official word from the Kentud.J' DXersAsso­
ciation indicated that the club no longer ex­
isted since none of the elected officers wanted 
to accept the position of executive editor. The 
club was looking to merge with another . 
ANARC club or a club that would be inter­
ested in becoming anANARCaffiliated club. 

An issue of clubs putting out bulletins was 
raised. Apparently, some clubs had periodic 
problems publishing a regular bulletin. Many 
felt it was not appropriate for these clubs to 
be members of the association without a 
regular bulletin being published. Although 
there were past problems, the intent is for all 
member clubs to publish a regular bulletin. 
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Closing out July's business was an interest­
ing proposal from the Canadian DX Club 
("CDXC"). Club representatives Fred 
Woodley and Dave Bennett proposes the 
establishment of an annual ANARC conven­
tion. This was discussed during the CDXC 
convention in early July. Quoting from their 
letter: "We had several suitable cities sug­
gested, but the one suggestion that seemed to 
meet with the most approval was that we 
approach ANARC regarding organizing a 
yearly get together for all members of all 
clubs in the organization; sort of a master 
convention. Th.is would provide an excellent 
opportunity for all members of all clubs lo 
get to meet DXers outside their own groups. 
It would provide an opportunity, the same 
opportunity, for the heads of all clubs to get 
together to discuss mutual and hobby prob­
lems, and would give ANARC a chance to 
hold a meeting sometime during the conven­
tion weekend to discuss matters of i merest." 
Comments from the clubs were sought. 

As the new DX season began in September, 
a discussion about allowing the West Indian 
DX Association to affi liate with ANARC 
took place and the matter resulted in putting 
the subject before the clubs as a ballot issue. 
The representatives seemed splil on whether 
this group would be e ligible fo r membership 
in the association. A number of representa­
tives supported the preliminary thoughts 
about holding an AN ARC convention. How­
ever, it was pointed out that a commiuee 
would need to be formed to lake care of the 
local arrangements. Don Jensen solicited 
support in moving this matter forward. It was 
put on the ballot for a formal vote of the club 
representatives. Todd Graves of the Manu­
facturers Liaison Committee reported that 
Hallicrafters was changing its policy and is 
putting greater emphasis on SWL equip­
ment. It was suggested that perhaps mail 
order firms be encouraged to allow a ten 10 

twenty day period for the purchaserto evalu­
ate new equipment before being committed 
to its purchase. thanks to a suggestion from 
Jim Rzadkiewicz, the representative from 
the Canadian International DX club, the 
association's first club list concept was born. 
Jim suggested adding information lo the li st 
Executive Secretary Jensen was using for 
those who wrote in seeking club informa-

tion. Each club was encouraged to get 4-6 
Lines of information about theirorganization 
into Jensen for the new list. 

In October 1965 there was much committee 
activity for the representatives to digest. Stan 
Stanbury appointed Fred L. Parsons to the 
position of vice-chair of the Manufac turers 
Liaison committee. By November, Paul 
Donegan of the Committee report.ed the com­
plete technical breakdown of the new Heath 
GR-54 receiver. Richard Wood of the Fre­
quency Recommendations Committee was 
in an automobile accident and had been 
disabled for a few weeks which resulted in 
his committee being a little less active during 
the latter portion of 1965. Warren Nordgren 
of the commiuee had to decrease his efforts 
due lo other more pressing si LUations. The 
Positive Frequency ID Recommendations 
subcommiuee chaired by Doug Benson was 
disbanded after having completed its work. 
DXer Gerry Dexter, on an informal pilot 
basis, was looki ng into the problem of poor 
station verification policies. 

DX lntemationale ("DX!") affili ated itself 
with ANARC once agai n with Wayne Segal 
as its representative. The International Radio 
Club of America reorganized with Paul 
Kilpatrick as president. Its new representa­
tives were K. G. (Gray) Scrimgeour and 
Dick Heiser. Don Jensen reported the loss of 
the NRC's firs t club representative to 
ANARC, Ray Edge, who died in an auto 
accident in October. The scarus of the Great 
Lakes Short Wave Club was unknown since 
they hadn'c been heard from since April, 
L965. There was much talk about the feasi­
bi lity of forming a professionally published, 
all band DX magazine in many club bulle­
ti ns. By December it became clear that Jim 
Howard would launch a new monthly printed 
magazine for DXers , called SWL News, in 
January J 966. Balloting resulcs showed l 0 in 
favor of accepting fu ll affi li ation of the West 
Indies DX Association with ANARC while 
three favored associace membership. No­
body voced to totally reject affi l.iation. 

There were 12 "yes" votes for holding an 
ANARC convention in 1966 with only one 
vole against. Although no clear-cut winner in 
sites was determined, the opinion was defi-
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nitely the Great Lakes region. It was hoped 
that forming a convention would not fall flat 
on its face like many other AN ARC activities 
that needed volunteers to make them happen. 
A committee was being put together to help 
develop the convention idea. A target date of 
January 31, 1966, was established for forma­
tion of the committee. To be successful, each 
of the clubs would need to promote the 
convention in their respective bulletins.

November's business closed with an idea 
from Wayne Segal of DXJ: "DXI would like 
to suggest the establishment and mainte­
nance of an ANARC Bank. This Bank would 
operate on the concept of the United Nations 
World bank. Its goal would be to aid member 
clubs which find themselves in sudden finan­
cial debt and chaos. Each club would be 
asked to contribute one certain set amount, 
say $5, and this money would go into a 
savings account at a local bank in Racine in 
the name of the ANARC members where it 
would grow. Then should an organization 
suddenly find itself without funds for some 
emergency, it can communicate with the 
ANARC executive and, if the reasons weight 
sufficient merit, proper emergency funds will 
be appropriated. And when said club is "back 
on its feet" it can pay back the bank." Al­
though the suggestion appeared to have merit, 
the reaction of the club representatives was 
decidedly negative, principally because of 
the problems of managing such a fund. 

In December's business. Don reported a pro­
posal of the lRCA to open up their conven­
tion scheduled for Milwaukee as a "joint 

lRCA-ANARC convention." There was also 
an offer from a west coast DXer to host a 
convention in Los Angles. Guidance from 
the club representatives was sought since a 
joint convention and a western location were 
not considered in the original vote. The West 
Indian DX Association became affiliated with 
ANARC in January 1966. Margaret Hinkson 
became the clubs representative. Unfortu­
nately, the American Central Radio Club 
discont9inued operations primarily because 
the task of single handedly running a club 
after Richard Wood's motor accident be­
came too much. The remaining membership 
subscriptions were transferred to the new 
monthly DX er magazine, SWL News. A last 
call was put out to find a host for the first ever 
ANARC convention. Two representatives 
wrote in support of the concept of a joint 
convention with the International Radio Club 
of America. Without further input from the 
club representatives, it was possible that the 
convention would not happen in 1966. 

Don Jensen reported that Tom Gugleilmi had 
volunteered to establish a committee to con­
tact various stations with poor verification 
policies, with the hope of convincing them to 
either begin replying to reports or modifying 
their verification practices along lines '}lOre 
satisfactory to most listeners. In c losing 
January's business, Don reminded the club 
representatives that his term would expire in 
October and he would not be seeking re­
election. Therefore, the representatives were 
encouraged to consider nominations for his 
successor. In May, he was s till seeking out 
hobbyists to run for this important position. 
By February 1966, disappointment was evi­
dent as only a third of representatives fa­
vored a joint convention with the !RCA; a 
third were mildly to completely against; and 
a third did not respond. Without a clear . 
positive direction from the representatives, 
Don thought it best to shelve the idea for 
I 966. In a special letter dated February 20, 
1966, Don Jensen informed the club repre­
sentatives that Jim Howard had offered to 
gather a committee of Kansas City, MO, 
listeners to host anANARCconvention. Feed­
back from the representatives was urgently 
requested. By March it was clear that a 
majority of the representatives. 10-2, fa­
vored the Kansas City location.

More Thoughts From Your Editor 
Radios, Antennas, and Lightning 

By Jerry Lineback 

First of all, we still need good articles for 
SWC. I prefer to use original material, but 
will republish previously published articles 
from oilier bulletins (with appropriate per­
missions) if necessary lo fill the pages. 

I got Zaaaaaaaaaaped while I was on a trip 
over Labor Day weekend. When I got back, 
I noticed that 200 feet was missing from my 
800 foot beverage. Afterpicking up the shreds, 
it was apparent tliat it took a lightning strike, 
the bolt traveling toward the ends. When it 
reached the coax, which in this case was 
abou t 2/3 of the way along the antenna, it 
jumped down the coax and broke the insula­
tion where the coax lay on the ground. lnever 
leave anything connected and suggest you 
don't ei ther. Therefore, no other apparent 
damage was done. With three beverages and 
two steel towers, I am a likely target I run 
surprised I don' t get hi t more often. 

I done tole you folks wrong. Before the 800 
footer (oriented at @ 70 degrees) was vapor­
ized, I noticed that the electrical noises it had 
previously picked up had mysteriously dis­
appeared. Therefore, I was better able to 
compare the 70-250 degree antenna (neitlier 
end is terminated) reception with the 135-
315 550 foot antenna. Given that iliey have 
unequal lengtli and the 800 footer has a 
longer lead in-about 60 feet , the 315 antenna 
is still always stronger for SE Asian stations 

in the morning. On the other hand, in the 
evening, African stations are stronger on the 
70 degree antenna and LA stations stronger 
on the 135 degree antenna. So they ARE 
directional after all on shortwave. Not that 
you can't hear a ll stations on both, but it is 
nice to know that directionality exists. 

Last Sunday, I replaced the 70-250 antenna 
with the last 800 feet of my original mile of 
wire. The above observations continue to 
hold. In addition, 1 discovered that AJR 
Chennai on 4920 was fading in about 1230 
and was significantly stronger on the 70-250 
antenna just a couple of days before Equi­
nox. 

I received the 3.3 kHz filter for the learn-746 
and installed it. It makes a WORLD of differ­
ence in better audio on AM and SSB too. 
Anyone planning to use the 746 for short­
wave listening too, should get the 3.3 kHz 
filter. A nice 4 kHz fi lter would be even 
better, but. .. 

On my Labor Day trip to western Nebraska 
and Colorado, I took the DX-70 along. 10 
meter propagation was really poor, but I used 
tlie radio for AM and SWL using tlie 10 m 
mobile antenna. My observation is that I 
could get the stronger shortwave stations on 
the international bands and local AM sta­
tions, but it needs more antenna for mobile 
D Xi ng. The noise blanker reduced the motor 
noise nicely. ~

Digital Short-wave Broadcasting: 
The Quest Continues 

Part 3 

Last month we looked at the Thomcast ap­
proach for sending digital short-wave pro­
gramming via parallel transmission tech­
niques. We learned that the parallel tech­
nique had two important advantages over 
serial transmission. The specnum of the com­
posite parallel signal is more "rectangular", 
thus fitting better into the 10 kHz wide chan­
nel allocation. Another advantage is that the 
data rate of any single component of the 
parallel signal is l/N the total data rate where 
N is the number parallel signals. The lower 
data rate makes the system inherently more 
tolerant of propagation-induced distortion 
and rapid fading. 

This month we will look at some of the 
additional trade-offs the engineers must con­
sider in establishing the final standard. 

Transmitter Power Rating 
For a given peak transmission power, the 
effective average transmitted power gener­
ally depends upon the modulation scheme. 
The issue of "crest factor" is important for 
determining the power handling characteris­
tics of the short-wave transmitter. The crest 
factor is the ratio of peak power to average 
power for each proposed modulation scheme. 
The crest factor of a typical serial modem is 
4-SdB. For a 100 kW transmitter, the aver­
age lransmitted power is between 30 and 40 
kW. For a parallel modem with a sufficient 
number of sub-carriers, the crest fac tor is 
I0-12dB. The same 100 kW transmitter 
would transmit only 10 kW or less average 
power under these conditions. To produce 
the same 30 to 40 kW of average power, the 

transmitter would have to be rated for about 
300 kW. 

Field tests, conducted by Thomcast engi­
neers, show that the parallel technique crest 
factor can be reduced to 4-5 dB without 
significant degradation of performance. The 
crest factor criterion is no longer a decisive 
advantage of the serial modem over the par- · 
allcl modem in Thomcast's opinion. 

Thomcast further concludes that the modu- · 
lation scheme has no real effect on the crest 
factor of the parallel modem. 

Required Receiver Computing 
Power 
Considering two equivalent digital broad­
casting systems (same bit rate, same band­
width, same channel coding efficiency) the 
difference between the serial and parallel 
modem lies essentially in the receiver com­
puting power devoted to synchronization 
and demodulation. 

In the presence of variable propagation con­
ditions, the computing power is constant and 
comparatively low for the parallel modem. -
Computing power required is higher for the 
serial modem and it rapidly increases with 
the "delay spread" of the propagation chan­
nel. Delay spread is the smearing effect of 
the ionosphere caused by multi-path effects. 
A smearing of the transitions between states 
of the modulation can confuse the detector 
leading to bi terrors. Ordinarily digital signal 
processing techniques can be used to correct 
for delay spreading. In severe propagation 
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conditions like we find on the short-wave 
bands, the required computing power can 
even exceed the capacity of today's state-of­
the-art low cost/low power consumption tech­
nologies. Thus parallel transmission appears 
to have the edge here too in the opinion of the 
Thomcast engineers. 

USA Economic Issues 
Short-wave receivers currently have a small 
segment of the total receiver market here in 
the USA and Canada. It is unlikely that a 
technique which is limited to short-wave 
transmission will have a sufficiently large 
enough market to achieve the necessary 
economies of scale. For digital short-wave 
receivers to be economically successful they 
should use technology that is common to 
medium wave digital receivers. 

Consequently, a single solution is highly 
. preferable. However, this is not Likely to be 

the case in the USA. Here the IBOC (In Band 
On Channel) approach is most favored by the 
USA's commercial broadcasters. The IBOC 
technique emphasizes piggy-backing the 
digital signal on the existing analog signal so 
listeners who have only analog capability 
will not be lost. That consideration is very 
important here because there are few avail­
able frequencies in the medium wave band. 
Broadcasters have squatter's rights on their 
existing channels. So it is essential that these 
broadcasters retain their existing allocations 
and audiences as they transition to digital 
transmission. 

Domestic commercial broadcasters are not 
interested in their skywave coverage. Most 
stations derive most of their income from 
advertisers located with.in the groundwave, 
daytime coverage pattern. The fact that me­
dium wave signals can propagate a thousand 
miles at night is irrelevant to the commercial 
success of these stations. The design drivers 
for moc are not the same as for sl..")'wave 
transmission. 

Because of th.is focus on the commercial 
aspects of the domestic market, moc re­
search in the USA is concentrating on analog 

compatibili ty issues, not on skywave propa­
gation optimization. It is highly likely that 
the system that will be eventually adopted by 
the international broadcast community for 
short-wave will be incompatible with the 
USA's domestic digital transmission system. 
Whether receivers can be economically de­
signed to serve both formats remains to be seen. 

If a digital short-wave approach is optimized 
based solely on the technical issues described 
in this series of articles, it is quite possible 
that the market size for receivers will be so 
small as to make them uneconomical to 
design, produce and market in the USA. 

The inevitable conclusion is that whatever 
system is adopted for digital short-wave 
broadcasting, it must also be adopted for 
domestic medium wave broadcasting 
throughout a major part of the world. The 
manufacturers will not have the US domestic 
market to count on for sales. It is unlikely, 
therefore, that you will ever see digital short­
wave receivers at your local Circuit City or 
Wal-Mart store here in the USA. The receiv­
ers they will stock will be designed to serve 
the domestic medium wave moc technology. 

If th.is happens, digital short-wave receivers 
in the USA will likely remain the province of 
a few specialty merchants catering to the 
immigrant, student, world music aficiona­
dos, and news-junkies. There will be no 
"hobby" market ofDXers because reception 
of weak, noisy signals will be a thing of the 
past. Signals will either be noise free or not 
there at al l. 

The engineers at Thomcast think they have 
an answer for both medium wave and short­
wave transmission wh.ich will also be com­
patible with analog signals during a transi­
tion period. 

Next time we will look at Thomcast's spe­
cific design to learn its advantages and pos­
sible disadvantages. We will look at what the 
Thomcast engineers have decided on to sat­
isfy both MW and SW needs. Until next 
time, stay tuned. ~

Centre Afrique has been 
mentioned many times then probably the same mes­
sage in English, then followed by a debate on poli­
tics in Af lang with some French words Such as 
program, Afrique J oeux Noel as well as ... "presente 
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par Radio Minurca." (5-Sep/Vaghjee-MAU/ World Of 
Radio/Hauser-OK) According to station director 
David Smith, they are using: Micom transmitter on 
9500 at 0600-1600, 5900 at 1600-0600; and 1 kW

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MALDIVES The Maldives is a beautiful string of 
1,1go low-lying coral islands scattered across the 
equator in the vast expanse of the Indian ocean. 
Out of these islands, only 201 are inhabited by local 
people, and 98 islands are developed exclusively as 
tourist resorts, while rest of the islands are unin­
habited. 

Archaeological and historical discoveries indi­
cate that the islands have been inhabited for over 
three thousand years. Being on an important trade 
route, Maldives was visited by people from all over 
the world, particularly from Asia, Africa and Middle 
East. These visitors left a strong influence on the 
people, their religion and the culture of tl1e 
Maldives. During my recent trip to the Maldives, I 
visited the radio station at Male {area: 1. 77 sq. 
kms}. Voice of Maldives with its 10kw MW trans­
mitter on 1449kHz reaches most inhabited islands 
of the Maldivian archipelago. The transmitter is 
housed in a two storey building on Mooonlight Hi­
gun. Across the road, sans any fences were two 
quarter wave dipole antennas, vertically polarized. 
The studios. located a few metres away feed the pro­
grams by a cable to the transmitter site. 

Voice of Maldives begins transmissions at 5.25 
(0025 UTC} in the morning and continuously broad­
cast until sign off at 10.45pm (1645 UTC) A dedicat­
ed English program is on the air daily from 1200-
1400 UTC. with news at 1300 UTC. The rest of the 
programs are in the national language, Dhivehi. 

Radio and 1V are government-owned and the ad­
ministration uses it effectively to promote govt. 
policies. Since tl1e 1V transmissions are restricted to 
Male and adjacent atolls, the radio plays a dominant 
role to educate and entertain the 270,000 Maldivi­
ans. Mr. Maizan Ahamad Maniku, who heads the en­
gineering division of Voice of Maldives estimates 
that 90% of Maldivians listen to the Voice of 
Maldives on mostly inexpensive one or two band 
transistor models. Throughout the day, I could lis­
ten to the station without any difficulty from a re­
sort 150km north of Male. Perhaps, the old timers 
could remember the crackling sound of Radio 
Maldives on 4740kHz in the 1970's. Alas, it is no 
more. Maldives ceased short wave broadcasts about 
20 years ago. The ageing SW transmitter and the an­
tennas are no longer in existence.

The name 
Richard T. "Dick" Pistek came from a Chi­
cago area DXer who committed suicide in 
1980. 

Anyway, the rust relay of Radio Azteca was 
a success and we ended up relaying Radio 
Azteca throughout the five years that we 
were broadcasting. After testing throughout 
the rest of 1992, broadcasting began in ear­
nest in 1993. NAPRS acquired a couple of 
older SSB transmitters to supplement the 
aging Apache. They were a bit drifty though. 

Some of the early stations that were replayed 
included Happy Hanukkah, Radio Stella 
lntemationa~ Anarchy 1, Down East Ra­
dio, Radio Esoterica, Midnite Radio, Radio 
Fluffernut, WLIS and many more. [End of
