Shortwave Year in Review 

2001 was a tumultuous year in the world 
of shortwave listening ; I've chosen to 
spend my January 2002 column by taking 
a broadcaster-by-broadcaster look at short­
wave trends and developments observed 
in 2001. 

BBC World Service 

Overall, 2001 had an unnerving mix of high 
points and low points for the world's most 
respected international broadcaster. 

Pros 
Field newsgathering capabilities shone 
brightly in the immediate aftermath and 
follow-up to the September 11th attacks. 
While spoken word content continues to be 
avai1able on demand at the World Service 
·website; music and dramatic content 
is available live only, and cannot be 
downloaded on demand. Sports program-

. ming involving live event commentary, 
such as Sportsworld, continues to be 
blocked from webcasting. 

Cons 
I don't have to think long about this 
one-the BBC's decision to curtail the 
use of shortwave to North America and 
Australasia was the worst development 
of the year. Upon further review the 
total impact to BBCWS audibility in North 
America was minor to moderate. People 
owning a double-conversion portable radio 
or better (costing $125 or up) in the East 
and Midwest of North America should be 
able to receive the BBCWS almost as well . 
as before July ~st. 

Reasons given by the BBC for this decision 
seemed related primarily to "bang for 

buck", or resource deployment issues-for 
example, needing money to support the 
development of new shortwave transmit­
ters in Oman. While actual audience 
numbers were quoted by the BBC in drawing 
their comparisons, it appears the BBC is 
looking at the potential audience for 
their non-shortwave outlets as the upside 
opportunity for growth of listenership, at 
least in North America. After all, many 
more Americans are connected to the 
Internet-and thus have access to the BBC 
World Service-than are active shortwave 
listeners. Some might argue that the level 
of listenership to the BBCWS via shortwave, 
while growing, still could not reach as 
high a level as via FM or other delivery 
methods. Whether or not the BBC can 
induce this potential audience to match 
the commitment and enthusiasm of the 
BBC's shortwave audience remains to be 
seen. 

As we have discussed before, this use of 
sheer numbers to compare the relative 
merits of one delivery method versus 
another fails to recognize the advantages of 
shortwave radio in portability, scalability, 
and prime-time availability. 

Outlook for 2002 
Outlook for the BBCWS for 2002 on shortwave 
remains mixed, however the Foreign 
& Commonwealth Office of the British 
government-which funds the BBC World 
Service-has expressed interest in seeing 
how the BBC's audience has changed in the 
year following this decision. Those of us 
who continue to advocate a restoration 
of .shortwave frequencies targeting North 
America will endeavor to analyze these new 
audience ratings once they're released, in . 
order to challenge the BBC's interpretation 
of these ratings. 
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Radio Netherlands 

AU in all, 2001 was a positive year for 
Radio Netherlands. 

Pros 
Radio Netherlands defied the normal 
bureaucratic behavior observed from 
international broadcaster management 
and seized the opportunity to broadcast 
on the frequencies and times vacated by 
the BBC on July 1•t. Radio Netherlands 
generated significant goodwill for itseli 
in demonstrating its commitment to 
shortwave broadcasting, and was pleasantly 
surprised by the positive response from 
North American listeners. The availability 
of a morning broadcast was particularly 
welcomed, and Radio Netherlands retained 
four hours of former BBC transmitter time 
after July 151h for North American broad­
casts relayed from Radio Canada Interna­
tional's Sackville, New Brunswick facility. 

Radio Netherlands maintained its commit­
ment to high-quality programming over 
the course of the year. No new programs 
were introduced in 2001, though some 
series have returned after hiatus. 

Cons 
As a fan of on-demand audio offered as 
a complement to shortwave, it would be 
helpful to this harried listener if Radio 
Netherlands were to maintain a minimum 
one-week archive of each of its feature 
programs. As it is now, only a one-day 
program archive is available, although 
some programs are aired twice a week. 
Radio Netherlands has increased its on­
demand program archive for particularly 
notable programs or series; unfortunately 
there's no automatic way to determine 
when a program in the archive first aired. 
This information is not consistently 
recorded. Radio Netherlands currently does 
not maintain its own audio archive, so 
its options for. inventorying content are 
limited. However, the desire is clearly to 
provide a more extensive archive in the 
future. I look forward to that capability! 

Outlook for 2002 
Everything I've seen and heard suggests 
2002 will be another strong year for Radio 
Netherlands. 

Radio Australia 

Pros 
Overall, Radio Australia's status improved 
in 2001, as transmissions from the moth­
balled Darwin transmitter site were 
restored after the Darwin site was sold by 
Radio Australia to a religious broadcaster. 
Only after the sale was Radio Australia 
able to obtain operating funds to lease 
transmitter time on Darwin. While some 
international broadcasting enthusiasts felt 
this approach was irrational, in that the 
ABC shouldn't have sold the transmitter 
in the first place, but this transactions 
probably enabled the ABC to get more 
value for the transmitter site than if it 
had retained it. I suspect it would have 
been politically difficult for the ABC to 
lease transmitter space to a religious 
organization. Though this transmitter site 
doesn't reach us well in North America, but 
it is very helpful for reaching East Asia, a_ 
significant target for Radio Australia. 

Meanwhile, Radio Australia relaunched 
its website late in 2001, and indications -
are that most if not all programs aired 
over Radio Australia will soon be available 
for on-demand download, either from the 
Radio Australia site or from Radio National, 
the domestic network responsible for a 
majority of Radio Australia's programming. 

Cons 
Though North America still remains a 
secondary target for Radio Australia, 
technical information on Radio Australia's 
shortwave broadcasts has been recently 
enhanced, in part to better enable North 
American listeners to find the right 
frequency at the right time. 

Outlook for 2002 
Overall, my outlook for Radio Australia 
for 2002 is generally positive, given the 
increased portfolio of on-demand offerings 
expected to become available. 
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Radio Canada International 

Pros 
New themed feature programs were 
launched this fall as part of Radio Canada 
International's (RCI's) attempts to more 
better serve an international audience. 

Cons 
It was a turbulent year for RCI, driven 
primarily by administrative changes in 
how RCI is managed. RCI will be more 
directly folded into the domestic CBC orga­
nization, resulting in a less-independent 
organizational structure than before. This 
has listeners concerned because it is feared 
that the CBC will siphon off funding previ­
ously earmarked specifically for RCI and 
dilute RCI's efforts to develop programming 
for an international audience. 

This move has come about in part due 
to a lack of RCI budget adjustment when 
inflation is accounted for. Even though a 
constant dollar funding level for RCI had 
been promised as part of the funding agree­
,rnents of the 1990's, this funding level had 
to be spread out over an increasing array 
of program delivery methods-including 
webcasts-and inflation also effectively 
reduced the reach of RCI's budget. 

As part of the budget squeeze, weekend 
English language newscasts were sus­
pended from June 2•d, and restored as of 
October 13th. Dwing that period, newscasts 
from the CBC domestic Radio One service 
were used instead. Other English language 
programs were eliminated outright, and 
the weekly hour-long ucanada Today" 
program was shortened to 30 minutes, with 
new 30-minute feature programs added to 
the schedule in North America. 

What one makes of the bureaucratic 
developments depends on one's overall 
attitude. A pessimist sees these moves as 
threatening to itcr's status; an optimist sees 
these moves as potentially saving more · 
money for content and less for administra­
tion. Both optimist and pessimist would 
agree that anything that destabilizes RCI 

and detracts from its programming would 
be undesirable. 

Outlook for 2002 
The jury is still out on the long-range 
effects of these budget and bureaucracy 
decisions. I have sampled some of the 
new half-hour feature programs, and have 
found them to be reasonably interesting. 
RCI enthusiasts will need to keep pressure 
on Canada's Heritage Minister, Sheila 
Copps, to maintain accountability for RCI's 
funding. 

Deutsche Welle 

Pros 
English language programming was 

maintained even though Deutsche Welle's 
(ow's) overall budget was cut significantly 
for 2001. There were few, if any, changes 
for ow's shortwave output. 

Cons 
The ow website was relaunched in late 
November after significant reorganization; 
it appears ow has also installed a new 
enterprise software application designed 
for content management and program 
production. This same software is also used 
to generate content for the website. Unfor­
tunately, the new website is organized 
very differently than the prior website, 
as the new site emphasizes repurposed 
dynamic text content almost as much as 
its audio and video content. The site is 
much less an information site for Deutsche 
Welle radio, and much more of a German 
information and news website. Also, it is 
impossible to follow the organization of 
the new site by the hierarchical structure 
of its URL; URLS are all coded in a series 
of numbers and commas that can't easily 
be figured out. 

After its initial bugs, it appears most 
programs maintain a one-edition archive 
for on-demand download, but, as I type 
this, the on-demand link for Newslink 
refuses to come up. 
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Outlook for 2002 
So far, it appears funding levels are 
stable for Deutsche Welle, so its existing 
shortwave schedule is likely to continue. 
Hopefully this new website fiasco won't 
siphon off funding from audio content. 

Swiss Radio International 

Pros 
Swiss Radio International (SRI) has added 
several new programs as of December 1n: 
Take 2 (Saturdays) and, on alternating 
weeks, Culture Zone/Out and About 
(Sundays). I haven't sampled these new 
programs yet, so I can't really say whether 
these are a step up or a step down. 

Cons 
SRI no longer targets North America, 
Europe, or Asia via shortwave; the reasons 
given are the usual distractions of the 
Internet; clearly the Swiss Broadcasting 
Corporation is emphasizing an increased 
Internet presence. 

Outlook for 2002 
SRI will continue to emphasize an Internet 
presence more than a shortwave presence, 
except for those geographies where an 
Internet presence is not feasible: Africa 
and South America. 

Radio Austria International (ORF) 

A similar story as Deutsche Welle: overall 
funding has been cut, yet a daily half hour 
of English language programming has been 
spared the axe. Earlier this year Radio 
Austria International's management was 
cautioning against further budget cuts; 
this issue appears to have subsided for now. 

Pros 
Even though ORF is clearly emphasizing 
enhancements to its website, it still 

maintains a shortwave service targeting 
North America. Its on-demand audio 
has above-average bandwidth and audio 
quality. 

Cons 
One suspects that Radio Austria Interna­
tional's enhanced website has siphoned 
funds from shortwave transmitting and 
programming content. 

Outlook for 2002 
Radio Austria International's budget 
situation will need to be watched closely; 
fans of ORF may wish to send letters to 
ORF management and to the Austrian 
Embassy in Washington {3524 International 
Court, NW, Washington, DC 20008; fax 
202-895-6750). 

Feedback from December's 
Column 

In my summary of holiday programming, I 
grumbled that several broadcasters didn't 
respond to my request for specific program -
details; I then stated that broadcasters 
shouldn't be surprised if listeners abandon 
them if they don't respond to requests -
for information. The way the comment 
was worded, I lumped all the offending 
broadcasters, including Radio Netherlands 
(RNW), into the clueless category. I shouldn't 
have been as harsh on RNW, as they are 
one of the more proactive broadcasters 
in maintaining close ties with listeners 
via semi-annual printed guides, weekly 
newsletters, participation in electronic 
discussion groups, and a resource-filled 
websites. I regret the error in wording.

Shortwave Stations in Pakistan 
By Adrian M. Peterson, DX Editor, Adventist 
World Radio 

In view of the fact that the shortwave 
stations in Pakistan are currently a matter of 
radio news, let me give a list of all currently 
active shortwave stations in Pakistan, each 
of which I visited during the time we lived 
in Pakistan back 30 years ago. As far as is 
known, no new transmitters have replaced 
any of the older units, and only the old 
original shortwave transmitters are in use 
today. The callsigns in use for the radio 
stations in Pakistan are all in the AP range, 
with A standing for Asia and P for Pakistan. 
Transmitter 1 in each of the Pakistan callsigns 
is the local medium wave unit. 

Karachi-Southern port city, and largest 
city in Pakistan. The shortwave base for 
Radio Pakistan Karachi is located 20 miles 
east of Karachi on the highway running 
-towards Hyderabad (Sind). Two 50 kw RCA 
transmitters APK2 & APK3 were installed in 
1948 and two 10 kw Gates units APK4 & APK5 
were installed in 1955. The 50 kw transmit­
ters are used in the regional and interna­
tional services of Radio Pakistan and the' 10 
kw units were installed originally for the 
"Link Service" with Dacca in what was East 
Pakistan. It is unlikely that the 10 kw units 
are in use these days. 

Quetta-Located on the western edge of 
Pakistan in a mountainous area across 
the border 150 miles from Kandahar in 
Afghanistan. The shortwave transmitter 
AP02 of Radio Pakistan Quetta is located on 
the southeastern edge of Quetta and is co­
sited with the MW facility. The single 10 kw 
Gates transmitter was installed in 1962 and · 
is on the air during the day on 7170 kHz and 
in the morning and evening on 5025 kHz. 

Peshawar-Frontier cityin the plains near 
the Khyber Pass en route to Afghanistan. 
The shortwave transmitter APP2 is co-sited 
with the medium wave station and is located 
in Peshawar itself. The 10 kw AWA transmitter 
from Australia was installed in 1960 and it is 
currently listed on just one channel, 5045 
kHz. 

Rawalpindi-Located in northern Paki­
stan near the foothills of the high 
Himalayas. The Rawalpindi sw station APR2 
is located on the western edge of Rawalpindi 
towards Peshawar and is co-located with the 
medium wave unit. The single 10 kw Gates 
transmitter was installed in 1962 and it is 
currently listed for two channels, 7335 kHz 
during the day and 5010 kHz morning and 
evening. This unit was recently re-acti­
vated. The Rawalpindi medium wave service 
can be heard on shortwave on 7110 kHz via 
a 100 kw transmitter located in the Islamabad 
twin facility. 

Islamabad-National capital, modem twin 
city with Rawalpindi, on the northern 
edge of Rawalpindi. The shortwave radio 
station known as Radio Pakistan Islamabad 
is located 15 miles southeast of the twin city 
complex Rawalpindi-Islamabad on the Grand 
Trunk Road that leads to Lahore. There are 
two shortwave facilities located here, side by 
side, on the northern edge of the highway. 
There were 79 antenna masts on these two 
radio properties. 

The older station was built in 1968 and 
housed four transmitters; one Gates at 10 
kw·, two RCA at 100 kw, and one Continental 
at 100 kw. The newer facility was con­
structed in 1972 and houses four sw trans­
mitters; two BBC at 250 kw and two Russian 
made units at 100 kw. 
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The 100 kw transmitters were installed for 
coverage into what was then East Pakistan 
and for international programming. The 10 
kw units have been in use for the regional 
Islamabad service and also for the "'Link 
Service" as a back-up relay to other stations. 
AU of the 100 kw and 250 kw units have been 
on the air for the international services from 
Radio Pakistan, though all units are not in 
use these days. One of the 100 kw transmit­
ters is in use with a relay from Azad Kashmir 
Radio. The Islamabad medium wave service 
can be heard on 5010 kHz via a 100 kw 
transmitter at the Islamabad twin complex.

Kashmir, administered by Pakistan, lo­
cated in a wide valley in the rugged 
Himalayas • .(i.zad Kashmir Radio operates

The 1 kw AKR at 
the studio building on the upper edge of 
Muzaffarabad was established in 1961 and 
its only channel is 3665 kHz. 

Mfrpur-Small town located near 
Islamabad radio complex. The 100 kw 
Thomcast at Mirpur was established in 1997 
as a high-powered relay unit for Azad Kash­
mir Radio. It is probable that this is the unit 
that is listed for 7265 kHz. 

Trarkhel-a very small village in south­
ern Azad Kashmir. Azad Kashmir Radio 
Trarkhel is in reality a 100 kw unit located 
at the large shortwave base, Islamabad-1, 
with studios in Rawalpindi. This unit is 
currently on the air on 4790 kHz.

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Station Profile: 
Radio Romania International 

By Richard A. D'Angelo 

Since the fall of the Soviet Union, broadcast­
ing in the former eastern block countries 
has changed. International shortwave broad­
casting has gone from a propaganda tool of 
a totalitarian government to an infonna­
tional tool of a struggling country. Some of 
the change has resulted in severe financial 
cutbacks to shortwave radio broadcasting, 
as resources became scarce. Other changes 
have focused on the ability of shortwave 
broadcasters to offer a much better balance 
of programming fare with news, commen­
tary and feature programs no longer reflect­
ing the hard communist propaganda line. 
Radio Romania International ("RRI"} is one 
such station that has experienced a change 
for the better although this country has a 
long way to go before it can overcome its 
many economic problems. 

. Background 

Soviet occupation following World War II led 
to the formation of a communist "peoples 
·republic" in 194 7 and the abdication of the 
king. The decades-long rule of President 
Nicolae Ceausescu became increasingly dra­
conian through the 1980s. He was over­
thrown and executed in late 1989. Fonner 
communists dominated the government until 
1996 when they were swept from power. 
Much economic restructuring remains to be 
carried out before Romania can achieve its 
hope of joining the European Union ("ro"). 

Economy 

Romania, one of the poorest countries in 
Central and Eastern Europe, began the tran­
sition from communism in 1989 with a 
largely obsolete industrial base and a pat­
tern of output ·unsuited to the country's 
needs. Over the past decade economic re­
structuring has lagged behind most other 
countries in the region. Consequently, liv-

ing standards have continued to fall with 
real wages being down over 400/o. Corruption 
too has worsened. The European Union ranks 
Romania last among enlargement candi­
dates and the European Bank for Recon­
struction and Development rates Romania's 
transition progress the region's worst. The 
country emerged in the year 2000 from a 
punishing three-year recession thanks to 
strong demand in EU export markets. A new 
government elected in November 2000 prom­
ised to promote economic refonn. Bucharest 
hopes to receive financial and technical 
assistance from international financial in­
stitutions and Western governments. Nego­
tiations over a new IMF standby agreement 
began early in 2001. If reform stalls, 
Romania's ability to borrow from both public 
and private sources could quickly dry up, 
leading to another financial crisis. 

The Station 

Radio Romania International broadcasts to 
listener's abroad are motivated by having 
the country be better known worldwide and 
by covering events in the country that 
foreign media tend to ignore. This is done to 
foster a favorable opinion abroad about the 
country, a typical use of the shortwave 
media. RRI's mission is to make Romanian 
realities, the country's foreign policy and its 
European context better known to foreign 
listeners. The station broadcasts programs 
that reflect Romanian social, economic, 
political and cultural realities as well as a 
diversity of opinions on national and inter­
national issues on shortwave and medium 
wave. 

Although the content of RRI programs differs 
depending on the language service used in 
broadcasts and the understanding the lis­
tener has about the country, the programs 
include a series of standard elements. The 
station's programs are broadcast in 17 lan­
guages and are targeted to densely popu-
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lated areas on five continents. Radio Roma­
nia International's format is continuously 
changing from All News to News and Talk 
Shows accompanied by traditional Roma­
nian music. Great importance is attached to 
the programs addressed to Romanians living 
overseas as a bridge for ongoing communica­
tion with their native country. 

The current program schedule finds Radio 
Romania International broadcasting domes­
tic and world news, reports and commentar­
ies within its daily Radio Newsreel, programs 
and features on current events in Romania 
as well as music. Regular programs include 
Pro Memoria on Monday, Business Club on 
Tuesday, Society Today on Wednesday, Cards 
On The Table or A Challenge for the Future on 
Thursday, A Challenge For The Future on 
Friday, The Week and World of Culture on 
Saturday and Focus on Sunday. Other pro­
grams of interest include Romanian Hits on 
Mondays, Youth Club on Tuesdays, Romanian 
Musicians on Wednesdays, Romanian Folk 
Music at its Best on Fridays, DX Mailbag on 
Saturdays and Letterbox on Sundays. 

Radio Romania International also maintains 
a Listeners Club. All listeners need to do is 
contact the station and they will put you on 
the club list. By sending one reception 
report every month for 12 months you re­
ceive the First Club Diploma. There are four 
diplomas including an Honorary Diploma for 
the fifth year of reporting and a Loyalty 
Diploma for the tenth year and two old timer 
labels. 

The station encourages listeners to write 
even if they tune in only on an occasional 
basis. Remarks and suggestions about their 
broadcasts help the station draw a pattern of 
listener interest and help in making deci-

. sions about future programming decisions. 
According to station literature, "RRI listen­
ers have shown an interest in the country 
although it does not mean they are well 
informed about Romania." Therefore, "Ra­
dio Romania International tries to reflect a 
balanced image of the country and issues 
important to Romania to listeners all over 
the world." 

Radio Romania International broadcasts in 
English to Western Europe, Northern Eu­
rope, the USA, Canada, the pacific area and 
Japan, as well as to India and Africa. Check 
out Mark Fine's English Schedules and Al 
Quaglieri's Listeners Notebook column for 
the latest times and frequencies for English 
language broadcasts from Radio Romania 
International. Unfortunately, the transmis­
sions from this international broadcaster 
are not up to the same quality standards as 
many other international shortwave sta­
tions so the quality of reception will likely 
not be as good.

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DX Target: Jolly Roger Radio 
International 

Free Radio from the Emerald Isle 
By Richard A. D'Angelo 

The 2001-2002 DX season started off nicely 
in North America. There was a boom in 
Europirate activity during the late summer 
months that continued into the early fall. 
Consequently, a number of Europirate sta­
tion have been heard on a regular basis 
along the East Coast of North America mak­
ing Dxing a lot of fun. As the cold nights of 
winter close in, Europirate activity should 
continue to be red hot. One of those stations 
adding to that listening enjoyment has been 
Jolly Roger Radio International ("JRRI") from 
Ireland. Since Ireland does not have a li­
censed domestic or international service, 
either private or from the government, the 
only way to log and verify Ireland as a radio 
country today is through tuning into a 
Europirate transmission from the Emerald 
Isle. For this DX season, it looks like one of 
the best ways to hear and verify Ireland is by 
tuning in to JRRI Radio. 

Background 

Joe Vincent is the DJ, founder, operator and 
QSL manager at JRRI. According to Joe, "We 
are a free radio station, we are classed as 
pirates of the airwaves, because we do not 
have a licence to broadcast on short wave. 
We fly the Jolly Roger flag, hence Jolly Roger 
Radio Ireland. In recent years we use call 
letters only and we are known as JRRI or 
simply JRR International." 

. Joe always had a great love for listening to 
radio stations back in the 1960's; especially 
distant ones. Sounds like a natural DXer to 
me! Along with his late brother, they discov­
ered pirate radio stations such as Radio 
North Sea International and Radio Caroline. 
One night while listening to a small transis­
tor radio in bed after Trans World Radio 
closed down, on came a new station, this 

was Radio Geronimo. Joe was very fond of 
the music they played. Joe found that at 
Radio Geronimo "they cursed and swore just 
to prove that they were liberated. This was 
much more exciting than listening to TWR at 
night time. Alternative Radio was very at­
tractive to me from this time onwards." 

Shortly thereafter, numerous pirate stations 
began operating in Ireland. Joe's favorite 
station was ABC Radio on 1026 AM. According 
to Joe Vincent, "There were some real excit­
ing and English DJs on ABC such as Richard 
Staines, Clive Derek, Dave Windsor, Andy 
Ellis, Dave Hunt, John Lewis and they all had 
a history of pirate radio, having worked on 
The Voice Of Peace, Radio Caroline and well 
known shortwave pirates as well, including 
Radio Zenith and Superclan Radio." 

Later he was introduced to his favorite DJ 
Richard Staines. They began talking about 
shortwave radio and home made transmit­
ters. Joe discovered that ABC Radio was on 
shortwave every Sunday so with a small 
shortwave transmitter he relayed ABC Radio 
from his home. Although he had great fun 
doing the relays, with the transmitter so 
close to his home, he couldn't listen for 
other shortwave pirates on the weekends. 
He then recorded his own show using the 
station name of Riverside Radio Interna­
tional. About a week or so after broadcast­
ing he had a bundle ofletters at his Waterford 
address. Riverside Radio International was 
now a new pirate station and was logged 
every week in the Anoraks UK newsletter . 
This station lasted for a few years. It was in 
1988 that JRRI was formed and it has been on 
the ·airwaves on a weekly basis since then. 

The station has a team of dedicated c&w DJs 
consisting of Ted Clark, Holland, Eddie 
Russell, Texas, USA, Chuck Wilson, Ireland, 
Bjarne Christensen, Denmark, and Big Bill 
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Harris, Nebo, North Carolina, USA. Also, Joe 
Vincent records or does live shows every 
week on JRRI and sometimes those go out on 
Riverside FM as well. The station has had 
many guest DJs as well down the years, 
including Roger Davis, Richard Staines, Ri­
chard Grahame, Johnny B., David Dew, Nicho­
las Sharp, Ron D. Heney etc. JRRI specializes 
in c&w, folk and non-mainstream music. 

The Station 

JRRI was born in November, 1988. During this 
time all the radio stations that operated in 
Ireland on medium wave, FM and shortwave 
were closing down voluntary in the hope of 
obtaining a license to broadcast. Over 100 
Irish pirate stations closed down but only 
about 20 licenses were granted. At the end 
of November 2001, JRRI Radio celebrated 14 
years of pirate broadcasting. As well as being 
on shortwave every weekend, they now 
broadcast locally on 107 FM. The station has 
never had any problems with local authori­
ties. They play mostly country and western, 
Irish, folk, bluegrass, Cajun and rockabilly 
music. Also, from time-to-time they relay 
radio shows by various recording groups 
without any advertisements, political talks, 
etc. Maybe this low profile has helped JRRI 
stay out of trouble with the authorities. 

Jolly Roger Radio International operates on 
6,239 kHz with a 180-watt transmitter, which 
was revamped in April 2001. The transmitter 
is home made. The station sports a new 
antenna as well. This combination surely is 
working as they report being heard on a 
regular basis in the U.S.A. during autumn. 
JRRI has a standby transmitter on 6395 kHz 
with just 50 watts output that is always on. 
They have good friends at Laser Hot Hits and 
Britain Radio International. which have 

helped them stay on the air over the years. 
The station has quite an array of equipment 
in the studio, including several CD players, 
Mini Disc recorders, double tape decks and a 
mixer, record decks, as well as a radio scan­
ner. 

Jolly Roger Radio International is Europe's 
most westerly free radio station on short­
wave. JRRI has been heard in seven conti­
nents direct from Ireland. Thanks to pirate 
broadcaster friends in Europe, North and 
South America, as well as the pacific region 
for various relays on shortwave and FM, JRRI 
has been heard around the world. The sta­
tion will gladly facilitate relays of other free 
radio stations at any time. Over the years, 
JRRI has had a selection of colorful OSL cards 
with listeners having a chance of getting a 
different one for various reception reports. 
The station is very friendly and responds to 
listener reception reports. You can contact 
its operator, Joe Vincent, at:

INDONESIA 2703 Greetings from Malang, a city in 
East Java about 100 km south of Surabaya. 

Over the last three days, fve been hearing a very 
strong signal a fraction above 2703 kHz, carrying Is· 
lamic religious services including calls to prayer, Ko­
ranic recitations and what sound like sermons and 
announcements. There are also some long pauses 
when coughing and various other 'noises off are au· 
dible. Hours seem to be variable, but there's an 
evening transmission at 1030v-1430v and it's also 
on during the local daytime around 0400. I would 
suspect that there might also be a transmission in 
the very early morning around 2000-2100 for the 
early morning prayers and beginning of the Ra· 
madan fasting period, but I have not checked at 
this time. 

I cannot hear any IDs or other announcements, 
including at s-on and s-off, except for an Arabic 
valediction just before the 'clunk' when the micro­
phone is switched off at the end of transmission. 
The transmitter then remains on with open carrier 
for a few mins. I have no information about what 
this station is, but my theory is that it must be 
coming from a mosque somewhere in Malang city. 
Even during daytime, reception is excellent here 
with no fading and it is probably the strongest sig· 
na\ on the SW bands. Audio and the standard ampli· 
tude modulation are also good. The content is not 
carried on any of the regular local MW or FM sta· 
tions.

PAKISTAN In view of the fact that the shortwave 
stations in Pakistan are currently a matter of radio 
news, let me give a list of all currently active short­
wave stations in Pakistan, each of which I visite4 
during the time we lived in Palcistan back 30 year.; 
ago. As far as is known, no new transmitters have 
replaced any of the older units, and only the old 
original shortwave 'tlansmitters are in use today. 
The callsigns in use for the radio stations in Paki­
stan are all in the AP range, with A standing for 

Asia and P for Pakistan. Transmitter 1 in each of the 
Pakistan callsigns is the local mediumwave unit. 

KARACHI-Southern port city, and largest city 
in Pakistan. The shortwave base for Radio Pakistan 
Karachi is located 20 miles east of Karachi on the 
highway running towards Hyderabad (Sind). Two SO 
kW RCA transmitters APK2 & APK3 were installed in 
1948 and two 10 kW Gates units APK4 & APK5 were 
installed in 19SS. The SO kW transmitters are used 
in the regional and international services of Radio 
Pakistan and the 10 kW units were installed origi­
nally for the "Link Service# with Dacca in what was 
East Pakistan. It is unlikely that the 10 kW units are 
in use these days. 

QUETI'A-Located on the western edge of Paki­
stan in a mountainous area across the border 150 
miles from Kandahar in Afghanistan. The shortwave 
transmitter APQ2 of Radio Pakistan Quetta is locat­
ed on the southeastern edge of Ouetta and is co-sit­
ed with the MW facility. The single 10 kW Gates 
transmitter was installed in 1962 and is on the air 
during the day on 7170 kHz and in the morning and 
evening on 5025 kHz. 

PESHAWAR-Frontier city in the plains near the 
Khyber Pass en route to Afghanistan. The shortwave 
transmitter APP2 is co-sited with the mediumwave 
station and is located in Peshawar itself. The 10 kW 
AWA transmitter from Australia was installed in 
1960 and if is currently listed on just one channel, 
5045 kHz. 

RAWALPINDI-Located in northern Pakistan 
near the footlu1ls of the high Himalayas. The Rawal­
pindi SW station APR2 is located on the western 
edge of Rawalpindi towards Peshawar and is co-lo­
cated with the mediumwave unit. The single 10 kW 
Gates transmitter was installed in 1962 and it is cur­
rently listed for two channels, 733S kHz during the 
day and 5010 kHz morning and evening. This unit 
was recently re-a~vated. The Rawalpindi medium­
wave service can be heard on shortwave on 7110 
kHz via a 100 kW transmitter located in the Islama­
bad twin facility. 

ISLAMABAD-National capital, modern twin city 
with Rawalpindi, on the northern edge of Rawalpin­
di. The shortwave radio station known as Radio Pa­
kistan Islamabad is located 15 miles southeast of 
the twin city complex Rawalpindi-Islamabad on the 
Grand Trunk Road that leads to Lahore. There are 
two· shortwave facilities located here, side by side, 
on the northern edge of the highway. There were 79 
antenna masts on these two radio properties. The 
older station was built in 1968 and housed four 
transmitters; one Gates at 10 kW, two RCA at 100 
kW, and one Continental at 100 lcW. The newer facil­
ity was constructed in 1972 and houses four SW 
transmitters; two BBC at 250 kW and two Russian 
made units at 100 lcW. The 100 kW transmitters were 
installed for coverage into what was then East Paki-
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stan and for international programming. The 10 kW 0200-0225 Urdu 15335 
units have been in use for the regional Islamaba~ 0230-0325 Russian 11805 
service and also for the "Link Service" as a back-up 1000-1025 Hmong 9555 
relay to other stations.
