Jeff White provides some news about 
the recently held National Association of 
Shortwave Broadcasters (NASD) and USA DRM 
Group meetings in Cary, North Carolina. Bill 
Darnick of Trans World Radio was elected 
to the board of directors of the NASB at the 
2008 annual meeting on May 9th. The other 
NASB board members are Jeff White of WRMI 
(president}, Mike Adams of FEBC (vice presi­
dent), Glen Tapley of WEWN, Adrian Peterson 
of Adventist World Radio and Charles Cau­
dill of World Christian Broadcasting, which 
operates shortwave station KNLS in Alaska. 
The new board decided to investigate the 
possibility of the NASB commissioning a 
survey of shortwave listeners in North 
America, and it talked about methods of 
publicity that the group can use to make 
listeners more aware of its member sta­
tions and organizations. The meeting was 
hosted by Trans World Radio at its world 
headquarters building in Cary, a suburb 
of Raleigh. This year's conference was the 
201h annual meeting of the NASB, which is 
a professional association for the nation's 
privately-owned shortwave stations. The 
NASB annual meeting was combined with 
the annual meeting of the USA DRM Group. 
The DRM meeting took place on May 8 at 
the same TWR venue, and featured speakers 
such as Adil Mina of Continental Electronics, 
who is chairman of the USA DRM Group and a 
director of the DRM Consortium. Mina gave 

an update on the latest developments at the 
Consortium, and the prospects for new con­
sumer-friendly, inexpensive DRM receivers in 
the corning months. At the Cary meeting, 
the NASB decided that its representatives 
at the upcoming High Frequency Coordina­
tion Committee (HfCC) meetings will be Glen 
Tapley of WEWN, who will attend the BOS HFCC 
Conference in Moscow in August; and Jeff 
White of WRMI, who will go to the A09 con­
ference in Tunis, Tunisia in February, 2009. 
Also, the members decided the dates and 
places for the next two annual meetings, 
which will again be held jointly with the USA 
DRM Group meetings. The 2009 meetings will 
be co-hosted by World Christian Broadcast­
ing and WWCR in the Nashville area on May 
7 and 8, 2009. The 2010 meetings will take 
place May 13 and 14 in Hamilton, Ontario, 
hosted by associate member Galcom Inter­
national. Complete audio files of this year's 
meetings, as well as video presentations, 
will soon be available on the NAse's website, 
www.shortwave.org. If any members were 
in attendance, we would love to have first 
hand reports of the proceedings. 

This year the Euro-African Medium Wave 
Guide-for ten years it has been the primary 
source of information for medium wave 
enthusiasts all over the world-celebrated 
its 10th anniversary with a quiz that was 
open to all. The quiz dealt primarily with 
medium wave, but covered other radio 
aspects with 21 questions. The grand prize 
winner was Uwe Volk in Germany with 19 
correct answers. He was followed by Wolf­
gang Biischel from Germany with 18 correct 
answers. Third place went to Jari Savolainen 
from Finland also with 18 correct answers. 
Rounding out the top ten with the number 
of correct answers in parenthesis were 
Bjorn Fransson from Sweden (17), Mike 
Barraclough from England (17}, Bryan Clark 
from New Zealand (16}, Tony Rogers - Eng-

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land {16), Dan Goldfarb from the UK (16), 
Martin Elbe from Germany (15) and Guido 
Schotmans - Belgium (15) . Finishing in 19th 
place was Thomas Voelkner from Germany 
with 13 correct answers who won a NASWA 
T-Shirt from the Company Store. A total of 
55 radio hobbyists from around the world 
representing 20 different countries partici­
pated in the event. Thanks to Herman Boel 
for organizing the contest. 

According to HCJB in Quito, Ecuador broad­
casts from their shortwave station in Ecua­
dor will continue at least through October 
2008 as the Quito airport authority has 
granted the mission's request to postpone 
the dismantling of its shortwave radio 
towers. HCJB's agreement two years earlier 
with the Quito Airport Corporation required 
the station to remove the radio towers in 
Pifo to make way for a new international 
airport. Languages that air via shortwave 
from Ecuador include Portuguese, Spanish, 
Quichua, Quechua, German, Low German, 
Cofan, Waorani and Culina. Doug Weber 
who directs mass media for HCJB Global Voice 
in Latin America "This also means we can 
continue to do some of our test broadcasts, 
particularly to Europe and to Brazil," said 
Weber, referring to broadcasts in the digi­
tal shortwave format being researched and 
developed by Digital Radio Mondiale (DRM). 
The station press release mentioned that 
they "recently aired several days of English­
language programming for attendees of a 
large conference of shortwave enthusiasts 
in the u.s." That would be our very own 
Winter SWL Festival back in March. 

Robert Kipp mentioned that 2007 Radio St. 
Helena Day OSLs are on the way to 110 DXers 
around the world (26 are going to Japan) 
in this first batch. More will follow soon. 
The list of 17 names of DXers that still need 
their Radio St. Helena Day 2006 OSL has been 
sent to the station by Robert. Hopefully, 
they will check their files and presumably 
Radio St. Helena will contact the individuals 
by email regarding the missing reception 
reports. The RSH 401h anniversary souvenirs 
are now "sold out". Not one person from USA 
ordered any. Rather disappointing but the 
payment arrangements were not suitable 
for North Americans. 

As mentioned above, Radio St. Helena 
OSLs for last year's special broadcast are 
beginning to arrive. Another transmission 
is planned for later this year possibly in 
October. If you have previously contrib­
uted funds to help get this project off the 
ground, thank you! If not, why not consider 
sending some money to help pay down the 
debt incurred in establishing the transmit­
ter and antenna set-up by Robert Kipp. Get­
ting Radio St. Helena back on the air was o. 
voluntary hobby commitment lead by Robert 
with his only source of funds coming from 
hobby contributions. Contributions can be 
sent to Richard D'Angelo, 2216 Burkey Drive, 
Wyomissing, PA 19610 with checks made out 
to Radio St. Helena Fund-thanks! So far, 
I have seen reports from OSLs received in 
the USA, Mexico and Japan. More should be 
arriving during the summer months. 

Congratulations to long time member Bob 
Padula of Melbourne, Australia on complet­
ing 44 years of voluntary continuous service 
in writing, hosting, and broadcasting DX 
programs over domestic and international 
stations. That is quite an accomplishment 
considering how few of such programs exist 
these days. Another 44 years Bob? 

Don't forget to order your copy of the 101h 

edition of its annual Domestic Broadcasting 
Survey (DBS) issued by the Danish Shortwave 
Club International (DSWCI). There should 
be a review of this excellent resource in 
this month's Shortwave Center. This survey 
is divided into four parts: Part 1 is the 
361h edition of the Tropical Bands Survey 
covering all active broadcasting stations 
on 2300-5700 kHz. Part 2 covers domestic 
stations on international shortwave bands 
above 5700 kHz broadcasting to a domestic 
audience. In Part 3 all active clandestine 
shortwave stations are listed with schedules 
and identifications. Finally, Part 4 indicates 
deleted frequencies between 2 and 30 MHz 
which have not been reported heard during 
the past five years, but may reappear. The 
DBS is a must for every DXer! All buyers of 
DBS-10 will get a username and password to 
the monthly updates on the tropical bands 
published as "Tropical Bands Monitor" on 
the club's website. The similar data from 
2005, 2006 and 2007 are available at www. 
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dswci.org/tbm to anybody. The 36 pages 
A-4 size DBS-10 is available by e-mail as PDF 
format file (about 175 kB). A limited number 
is also available printed on paper. It is sold 
by the treasurer: DSWCI, c/o Bent Nielsen, 
Egekrogen 14, DK 3500 Vaerloese, Denmark. 
The cost for the E-Mail edition is DKK 40,00

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Musings 

Ron Hunsicker <ronhunsi@ptd.net>, 1238 Cleveland Avenue, Wyomissing, PA 19610-2102 
Ed Mauger, Mark Ferrioli, and I made it (thought the trip from DuBois had me at the 'Dawg 
at about ten after six). Same waitress. We decided that it is best to talk slowly and clearly 
when speaking to her. Ed offered that she also works a shift at the mini-market down 
the road. After the first round, she switched out my Diet Coke for an iced tea again. 

Ed brought more magazines and pamphlets; neat stuff. Primed by frequency lists that 
Ed brought, we talked about the'30s stations when there were few frequencies avail­
able. Also, the spots on the dial where call letters are now were different in the 30's for 
these same call letters. This month, Mark was empty-handed. We talked about my new 
random wire antenna (there is a separate e-mail with a follow-up to the meeting) and 
Ed talked about his days dealing with really big steel wires holding up antenna towers. 
He also mentioned that his antenna follows the roof overhang at his house a half-mile 
or so down the road. 

We agreed that The Flying Dog is a good place to meet, so Ed made a reservation for 
Friday, 23 May at 1730. 

We also talked about the schedule and agreed that the fourth Friday works well except 
in November and December when we thought that the third Fridays likely will see better 
attendance. So, 23 May, 27 June, 25 July, 22 August, 24 October, 21 November, and 19 
December. 

I "showed and telled" my new antenna on Friday evening. A random wire about 83 feet 
long that has an almost perfect north/south alignment (I take the signal off at the 
southern end) . 

Ed Mauger asked how the new antenna compared to my other antennas and, since I had 
not done that, he suggested that I get off my butt and compare them. 

I made the comparison today, Sunday. I used WWV on 5 me, 10 me, and 15 me and CHU 
on 7335 me as standard stations. The measuring device is the S-meter on my Drake R-8 
and the units are S-units. Rather than connect each antenna individually to the receiver, 
I connected two of t hem at one time to an Alpha Delta two-position antenna switch and 
switched back and fourth between them. 

The antennas: LF Engineering H-800 (circa 1996 and up on a metal pole since then), 
dipole in the attic cut for 6955 (erected in about 1995, but inside and protected from 
the weather and, presumably, "as new") and the new random wire, which was erected 
two weeks ago. 

At 1415 UTC H-800 Dipole Random Wire 5 no signal no signal no signal, 7335 7 9 3 with 
noise, 10 4 1 7, 15 7 3 7 

1415 UTC: At 7335, the dipole collected far less noise that either of the others. At 15 me, 
the H-800 was noisier. 

At 2000 UTC H-800 Dipole Random Wire 5 no signal no signal no signal 7335 5 7 6 (noisy), 
10 2 (noisy) 1 3 (noisy), 15 5 2 5 

2000 UTC: Much higher noise level six hours later. 
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What did I learn? Each antenna has its strengths. 

A better question: Will I take advantage of this knowledge?

I recently came across a new transmission by Moldova. In spite of spending some time 
on it, I didn't get too good a reception. 

What I got is Moldova on 12135 kHz signing on at 1400 UTC. The program is described 
as "informational and analytical" and is all coinmentary-report of the "development" of 
this "new republic.'' Today's program (April 23) was more political but yesterday's was 
about Romania claiming or occupying land which rightfully belongs to M,oldova. 

The whole transmission is of three 15 minute programs, repeated and repeated. The 
first is in English by a man, then French by a woman, then in something like a cross of 
German and Slavic by another man. The English portions were 1400-1415, 1445-1500, 
1530-1545, 1615-1630, and on. 

There was an ID of "Radio PMR" at the start of each segment in the appropriate language. 
The signal was quite good but there were deepish fades at t imes, usually when the sked 
and address were given. 

I was using my Grundig YB-300PE which seemed a little better in reception despite get­
ting ORM from AFRTS on 12133 kHz over my and Sony ICF SW-100. Perhaps the slightly 
larger speaker of the 300 PE was the cause. I was using a reel type antenna inside the 
house. 

The frequency was somewhat noisy. Perhaps someone in the club who has better equip­
ment can pull it all out of the hash, and give a more complete report. 

From Steve Wood, So.Yarmouth, MA 
I received today a QSL for from R. St. Helena for their Dec.2007 broadcast. It arrived in 
124 days and was stamped as dispatched from St. Helena on Apr.9, 2008. The card is a 
40th anniversary card with a map of the island and the coat of arms for St. Helena along 
with photos of the broadcasters. Five dollars was sent for return postage. This is my first 
QSL from them. Every other time they were broadcasting I wasn't able to pick them up or 
had something else happen to interfere with listening thus I am quite pleased with this.

The first topic is about Australian relay of Japanese government-sponsored short wave 
program. The program toward North Korea started to use Australian relay from 30th of 
March. Radio Furusato no Kaze, or the Wind of Hometown, has been aired on 11775 kHz 
from 1430 to 1500 UTC in Japanese, and on 11690 kHz from 1500 to 1530 UTC in Korean. 
The Taiwan relay of the same station is on 9780 kHz from 1600 to 1630 UTC in Japanese, 
and on 9820 kHz from 17:00 to 1730 UTC in Korean. 
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Another station targeting to North Korea, Shiokaze, or Sea Breeze, changed its frequen­
cies. The new schedule is from 1400 to 1430 UTC on 6020 kHz in English, Korean, Chinese 
and Japanese language, and from 2030 to 2100 UTC on 6045kHz in Japanese, both are 
transmitted from Yamata, Radio Japan's transmitter site at 50 km North of Tokyo, oper-
ated by KDDI. . 

Next topic is about QSL from Radio St. Helena. The verification card of Radio St. Helena 
Day 2007 was received on April 24. According to Mr. Robert Kipp of Germany, who is a 
sponsor of this card, this is one of the first batches of 100 cards air-mailed on April 11 
from St. Helena Islands. There is a short note attached to my card, saying RSD 2008 
will consider transmitting in October, as I had requested this with my reception report, 
because the signal of 2007 RSD transmitted in December was so weak, compared to RSD 
2006 conducted in October that year.

Radio Netherlands' Network 
Europe now a daily program 

As mentioned in the April Journal, Radio 
Netherlands has been implementing its new 
programming initiatives in the European 
Radio Project, now called Euranet. Radio 
Netherlands had committed to produce a 
new, weekday English-language current 
affairs program as part of its participation 
in Euranet, and the program took flight 
in April. It's called-surprise! - Network 
Europe. Yep, the same name as the former 
weekly co-production that a slew of Euro­
pean broadcasters aired in their weekend 
English language broadcasts. 

You won't hear this new weekday edition 
of Network Europe in the early evening 
shortwave broadcasts RNW targets towards 
North America. The only live radio airing of 
Network Europe is Monday-Friday on 1296 
kHz from 15:00-15:30 UTC, but the program 
is available for streaming, download or 
podcast at http://www.radionetherlands. 
nl/euranet/. Network Europe also airs live 
in the Radio Netherlands English language 
web stream at 1500 urc. 

I've sampled a couple editions; the program 
has a friendly feel, and it seems to be tar­
geting a younger demographic than most 
traditional current affairs programs. There 
is generally a short arts / music segment 
in the program, and the two hosts have a 
relaxed, conversational banter about them. 
This results in a more casual-sounding 
program than is typically the case for pro­
grams analogous to Network Europe; these 
analogous programs would be Europe Today 
from the BBC World Service and Newslink 
from Deutsche Welle. 

The weekend time slot that used to be 
given over to the weekly edition of Network 
Europe on Sunday nights (urc Mondays) 
now has a special "arts and culture" edi­
tion of the program, called Network Europe 

Extra. This airs Mondays at 0000, 0100 and 
0400 to North America. 

Also from Radio Netherlands: 
Bddges With Afdca and Media 
Network 

Bridges With Africa is a new weekly Radio 
Netherlands program as of the A-08 season 
that focuses on various Africa-related cur­
rent affairs matters, emphasizing interac­
t ivity and dialogue with listeners. Even 
though the content is somewhat unique, it 
still has that distinctive "Radio Netherlands 
Sound" to it-iI)teresting subjects treated 
in enough detail to capture and engage the 
listener. Xxx xxx is host of the program. 

Each week's edition covers xxx to xxx 
stories over a half hour; a recent edition 
covered such stories as the Netherlands' 
Africa aid policy, an analysis of Zimba­
bwean president/ dictator Robert Mugabe's 
life story, and a portrait of Nigerian film 
maker Tunde Kelani. 

Bridges With Africa is in the shortwave 
broadcast targeting North America on Sat­
urdays at 0027, 0127 and 0427 UTC. 

Another new addition to the RNW "schedule" 
is Media Network-alas, not as a weekly 
30-minute radio program any more, but 
as an occasional (monthly, more or less) 
podcast one can subscribe to or directly 
download when interested. The first edi­
tion ran roughly 9 minutes and featured a 
good discussion on how Radio Netherlands 
selects transmitter sites and program deliv­
ery methods based on the audience it's 
trying to reach. It was great to hear Andy 
Sennitt's voice . .. even though it was on my 
MP3 player and not my Sony 2010. 

Best way to reach the podcast website is 
to visit http://www.medianetwork.nl; that 
URL will bring you to the web page set up 
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specifically for Andy's Media Network blog, 
the podcast, and other related content. 

Do keep in mind that the podcast is one of 
many projects and responsibilities Andy has 
at Radio Netherlands, so the podcast might 
not be updated as frequently as Andy (or we) 
would like, and the update schedule might 
be a bit irregular. That's the benefit of using 
podcast software .. . you don't have to manu­
ally check the website every day for new 
content. .. your software does that for you. 

Want to Talk To America? Not by 
the radio any more .. . 

Sometimes ye editor misses some interesting 
developments in programming. For exam­
ple, one of the longtime staples of Voice 
of America English language programming 
has been Talk To America. This was a week­
day listener phone-in (and "e-mail-in") 
where some sort of notable guest would 
be interviewed by the program's host and 
would then take listener questions. A yearly 
tradition relevant for shortwave hobby 
enthusiasts was Kim Elliott's annual "take­
over" of the show on December 31'1- Kim 
would chat with prominent broadcasting 
colleagues and would also take phone calls 
from listeners around the globe. I've been 
privileged to participate in a few of these 
over the years. Kim also had a brief tenure 
as a monthly host of "TTA" in recent years 
discussing shortwave broadcasting topics. 

I happened to be browsing the VOA website 
in May and noted that Talk To America 
no longer appears on the VOA program 
schedule; the program has morphed into 
an online web chat and is now regarded 
as "T2t\' on the VOA website. While I have 
nothing against web chats as a way for 
broadcasters to interact with listeners as 
a supplement to a radio program, I believe 
the loss of the radio program destroys much 
of the attractiveness of T2A; by comparison, 
the BBC World Service World Have Your Say 
program maintains a daily radio program 
in addition to maintaining a blog site. 
For what it's worth , World Have Your Say 

airs weekdays at 1806 on the BBC's Africa 
shortwave services; the live web stream 
airs at 1706 UT. 

Turns out that this isn't exactly "news", 
either-the last radio edition of Talk To 
America aired on July 5th, 2007. Lest we 
complain that this was yet again another 
heavy-handed move by an international 
broadcaster to yank a program when there 
was a loyal shortwave audience still listen­
ing, the VOA indicated that audience interest 
in the call-in format had fallen off, with the 
number of calls and the diversity of callers 
both deteriorating in n~'s final months. 

Why doesn't RFI's programming 
get more respect? 

Radio France Internationale was one of 
the first major international broadcasters 
to deemphasize broadcasts specifically 
targeting North America; it has been close 
to 15 years (maybe more) since 9790 and 
9800 kHz were strong and steady into 
North America during the evenings, with 
a blend of French, English, and bilingual 
programming. 

fn recent years we in North America have 
had to rely on services targeting Africa that 
used frequencies that also reached us. 

Meanwhile, RF! has embraced Internet tech­
nologies and has long had its programming 
available for on-demand streaming as well 
as downloading, and the combination of on­
demand and live web streaming is probably 
the easiest way for us to reliably listen to 
Rn in English. 

RFI has recently reorganized its website, 
and launched a new URL-http://rfieng­
lish.com-that takes you directly to its 
English language content. You can still 
get there from http:// rfi.fr if you prefer. 
One of the additions to the website is the 
capability to listen to individual stories and 
features- note especially the item called 
Feature of the Day, which leads to you to 
the long-form feature program that's an RFI

strong point. There is actually a helpful web 
page where all of RFI's feature programs are 
listed-along the left side of any RFI web 
page, click on the link labeled <Features> 
to get there. 

The current list of features includes the fol­
lowing: Rendezvous, a program on French 
culture and history that I believe airs on 
Thursdays; Crossroads, a program focus­
ing on the arts airing Tuesdays; Voices, an 
extended interview with a thought leader, 
airing on Fridays; French Lesson with its 
own extensive archive material I mentioned 
in an earlier column, available at the link 
labeled <Learn French> on the left side of 
the web page; the long-standing listener 
contact program Club 9516, airing Sun­
days; and Network Europe-though with 
the recent transformation of that program, 
I am not sure if RFI carries the weekly 
summary version (Network Europe Week) 
or the arts and culture-centric version, 
Network Europe Extra. In any event, the 
days of the week shown are tentative and 
based on when the features are posted to 
the website; since the website was recently 
reorganized, not every program has gone 
through a complete cycle of posting. 

RFI will occasionally pre-empt the sched­
uled features for other features and topics; 
recently, RFI carried a daily feature from the 
Cannes film festival hosted by David Page 
with live interviews from various partici­
pants in the festival. 

RFI consistently produces high quality 
programming, with obvious care taken to 
produce programs that sound interesting 
and professional. It's a shame it isn't easier 
to hear via shortwave, because I believe 
we'd see much more written about their 
programming in hobby publications and 
on hobby websites. I'll admit that I don't 
listen to RFI as often as I'd like, but each 
time I do, I tell myself they're worth more 
attention than I normally give them. 

The first place to start on shortwave is 
likely the 1600 ur one-hour broadcast on 
15605 kHz. The others-earlier in the urc 

day-appear to be on frequencies that 
might not make it to North America, though 
I have heard the 0400 urc (currently 9805 
kHz) and 1200 urc (17800 kHz) on DXpedi­
tions in the past. 

Folks who listen to international broad­
casters primarily via live webcast on WiFi 
Internet radios should check out the RFI 
Live stream; I believe the stream called 
"Multi 1" carries English programming part 
of the time, but I am not sure of the times 
of day for that. 

BBC World Service programming 
highlights for June 

Mondays, beginning June 161h: Race and 
Reconciliation is a three-part Monday 
Documentary that looks at the extent to 
which race still plays a part in everyday life 
in South Africa. Fourteen years after libera­
tion and 60 years since the start of apart­
heid, Audrey Brown asks if issues of race 
and reconciliation can co-exist comfortably 
and racism ever be truly eradicated in South 
Africa. The Monday Documentary airs 
on shortwave to West Africa on Mondays, 
naturally, at 1406, and 2106, with a bonus 
airing Sundays 1306. Webcast listeners can 
hear the Monday Documentary on Mondays 
at 0906, 1206, 1906, and 2306, with bonus 
airings Saturdays at 0906 and 1806. 

Wednesdays beginning June 4th: The Age 
of Terror explores four significant militant 
attacks of the last 30 years in this four­
part series. Combining interviews with the 
people involved and archive material, each 
program in the series analyzes an event 
which has influenced our world, politics, 
psychology and culture. The events include 
the 1976 El Al plane hijack, the "Ten Days 
of Terror" in Northern Ireland in 1987, the 
1994 Air France plane hijacking in Algiers, 
and the truck bob explosion outside the 
American embassy in Nairobi in 1998, which 
brought Osama bin Laden and Al Qaeda on to 
the world's collective consciousness. West 
Africa shortwave airings that should reach 
Eastern North America include Wednesdays 
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1406 and 2106. Webcast listeners can tune 
in (in a manner of speaking) Wednesdays 
0906, 1206, 1906, and 2306, with bonus 
airings Sundays 0906 and 1706. 

Fridays, beginning June 27th: The Friday 
Documentary airs a two-part series titled 
Health for All-Fact or Fiction? focusing 
on the United Nations' Millenium Devel­
opment goals. Four of the eight UN Mil­
lennium Development Goals are directly 
about health. Their target is to improve 
maternal health, reduce child deaths by 
two-thirds, halt the spread of killer diseases 
such as AIDS, TB and malaria, and provide 
clean water within the next seven years. 
However, these goals, designed to improve 
standards of health across the globe, seem 
unlikely to be met by 2015. In some places, 
mainly in sub-Saharan Africa, conditions 
have worsened in the past 10 years. The 
Friday Documentary airs on shortwave to 
West Africa at times that should propagate 
to Eastern North America of 1406 and 2106 
on Fridays, plus Saturdays 1306. Webcast 
listeners can catch the Friday Documen­
tary Fridays at 0906, 1206, 1906, and 2306, 
with a bonus repeat Saturdays 1306. 

Weekends, 0200-0230, 0500-0600, 0600-
0630 and 0700-0800 UT, you can hear The 
World Today, which the BBC regards as one 
of the key programs in its portfolio. This 
isn't new, of course, but the reason I men­
tion it is that the BBCWS has recently altered 
the tone of the weekend editions of The 
World Today to a more casual tone. Fewer 
stories are covered, and they're covered in

greater depth than during the week. Also, 
two or three "guests" join the program host, 
typically with expertise that is appropriate 
for one of the major stories. These guests, 
however, are occasionally engaged in con­
versation regarding other stories during 
the program, which so far has resulted in 
some occasionally odd conversations about 
subjects that the guests might have an 
opinion about, but might not be expert 
about. Listen for yourself ... let me know if 
the program strikes you the same way, or 
if I am being unduly harsh. 

So where should the Easy Listen­
ing column be heading? 

With WiFi radios, podcasts, MP3s, and other 
program delivery technologies crowding out 
shortwave delivery- especially for "Easy 
Listening" types of broadcasters targeting 
North America-what do you want to see 
covered here in the Easy Listening column? 
Now's your change to chart the course of 
history - drop me a note and tell me what 
is of interest to you. My thinking is that 
some of what Tom Sundstrom has reported 
on in Net Notes-when it deals with broad­
casters and their radio content-will be 
covered here, but I am open to suggestions. 
I might turn around and ask for your help­
especially if it involves a broadcaster that 
I don't regularly report on. 

In any event, here's to good listening!

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NASWA: The Early Years 
A Look at February and May 1963

If you are a fan of the "25 Years Ago" column 
that is part of NASWA Notes every month, 
you will probably enjoy this look back fea­
ture at two specific months in club history. 
If the "25 Years Ago" column is your least 
favorite piece of t he Journal, you might 
want to see what else Shortwave Center has 
to offer this month, hi! 

Recently, long time member and Winter 
SWL Festival attendee Errol Urbelis and I 
were discussing vintage issues of the club 
bulletin at the FEST. After returning home 
from the FESTivities, Errol unearthed two 
copies from 1963 - February and May - and 
sent them along to me. I first joined the 
club when it transitioned from all wave 
to all shortwave broadcast back in August 
1966. My collection from that time forward 
is comprehensive but somewhat spotty prior 
to that date. Thanks to Errol I have been 
able to plug two specific collection needs. I 
find the club's history, particularly the early 
years, fascinating. If you share this interest, 
then the following summary of what took 
place in the pages of the club bulletin with 
emphasis on some of the names that were 
active in those days will be of interest. 

The monthly bulletin itself was mimeograph 
on 8 1/z x 11 inch paper. The front page had 
the club name in big, bold red letters with 
a map of North America. At this point in 
the club's history, the monthly bulletin did 
not have a name. However, it appeared that 
one was about to be selected from a contest 
being held to name the club's bulletin. 

February 1963 

front page listed Richard D. Roll as President 
with club headquarters at 265 Stillwell Road 
in Hamburg, New York. The front page edi­
torial by Bill Eddings talked about a recent 
CDXC and NASA inter-club contest in which 
NASA was "soundly trounced." Bill talked 
about how competitions can help our clubs 
and the hobby in friendly rivalry not seek­
ing worldly gains but for "Unity and Friend­
ship." The club was offering its own QSL card 
for card swappers at 100 cards for $2.20. 
The awards program was temporarily out of 
ham-band awards. A club rubber stamp was 
available for $0.89. Club dues were $2.50 for 
residents of North American and S3.00 for 
residents of other parts of the world. Sample 
copies were available for S0.10. Bulletins 
were mailed by 3rd class mail. 

NASA Newsroom, edited by Ron Luyster and 
Rich Derrickson, featured "Fabulous Little 
Oscar" a story about satellites. Bill Eddings 
contributed a feature about "Atlantic Missile 
Range Communications." Friendship Corner 
- edited by Bill Eddings - featured a list of 
club members interested in card swapping as 
well as updates on tape swapping and tape 
tips. Richard Orcutt edited the Short Wave 
Section. He reminded members about the 
NASA SWBC Award for QSLs from 50 SWBC 
countries. Some of the logs included: 4600 
Radio Atalaya in Ecuador, 4780 Onda Musical 
in Dominican Republic, 4843 Radio Congo, 
4972 Radio Yaounde in Cameroon, 6035 Radio 
Centro in Honduras, 9498 Windward Islands 
Broadcasting Service, and 9770 4VEH in 
Haiti. The reporters for this month's column 
were Errol Urbelis, John Ball, Lavoyd Kuney 
and editor Rich Orcutt. Closing the column, 
Rich mentioned that the club had 90 mem­
bers but only 3 to 4 reports for his section. 

Lavoyd Kuney edited the Ham Band Section 
Volume II, No. 4 was 26 pages. The club bul- which featured news tidbits and reports 
letin did not have a name at this point. The (logs and QSLs). The Medium Wave Section 
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was edited by John T. Arthur with Steve 
Raiche as Assistant Editor. MW Extra fea­
tured a story about WENE on 1430 kc from 
Endicott, NY. John reminded members to 
participate in the MW Contest. The MW 
Scoreboard featured Raiche with 540 heard 
and 210 verified at the top followed by 
Arthur {462/50) and Derrickson {110/2). The 
final column was Tech Trails edited by Bill 
Zielinski who discussed power supplies. 

May 1963 

Volume II, No. 8 was 24 pages. The club 
bulletin still did not have a name at this 
point. Bill Eddings was the Executive Editor 
with headquarters now at 1521 Fifth Avenue 
in Altoona, Pennsylvania. Richard D. Roll 
was now listed as Bulletin Publisher. The 
front page featured new members (Nos. 126 
through 134) and a brief comment from Bill 
Eddings about mutual trust. Headquarters 
announced the termination of Bill Zielinski 
as editor of Tech Trails due to his rough time 
meeting monthly deadlines. Bill noted that 
club member Dave Hailey was drafted. Ron 
Luyster was appointed medium wave editor 
for ASWLC. Dues were $2.50 in North Amer­
ica and $3.50 in all other parts of the world. 

In the Editor's Corner, Bill Eddings explained 
"what is meant by the motto 'Unity and 
Friendship'." This month focused on Part 1 
of the word Unity with Part 2 of the word 
Unity scheduled for the following month. The 
winner of the "Name the Bulletin" contest 
was scheduled to be announced next month. 

Robert Newhart was the editor of the Short­
wave Report column. The column featured 
not only by frequency listings but an index 
by country and an index by time. Some of 
the loggings highlights included: 2450 4VEH 
in Haiti, 4930 Radio Ecuatorial in Bata, 6015 
new frequency for WRUL, 7245 reported 
as new frequency for Saigon, 9405 Radio 
Caribe, 11815 Djakarta with English news, 
11880 Radio Americas with 1730 opening in 
Spanish, and 17998 Ghana opening at 1545. 
Reporters for the month included Arthur, 
Hailey, Knowlton, and Newhart. An Arabic 

language reception report form was included 
in the column. The Shortwave section con­
cluded with a Don Jensen feature entitled 
"Looking Back." 

And so ends anotl1er lrip 
down memoru lane.

The Friendship Corner was edited by Warren 
Anderson ("Card Swaps") and Dave Alessi 
("Reel Ramblings"). Column contributors 
included Bill Eddings, Jim Creek, Dave 
Alessi, Neal Gregory, Larry Marshall, Frank 
Lendziosek and Errol Urbelis. Dave Alessi 
addressed tapesponding issues. He noted 
that NASA'ers John Ball and Bill Eddings col­
laborated on an article for the new edition 
of How to Listen to the World. The article 
dealt with recording DX catches. The Ham 
Band Section was edited by Lavoyd Kuney 
and featured a contest in May. Ron Luyster 
continued as editor of the NASA Newsroom 
with assistant editor Richard Derrickson. 
Ron wrote Part 1 of "Understanding What 
You Hear" with Part 2 addressing commer­
cial stations scheduled for next month. In 
Around the Clubs, it was noted that the 
American Shortwave Listeners Club was 
the first bulletin to reproduce photos in its 
monthly bulletin, ASWLC. The Medium Wave 
column, edited by Steve Raiche, featured 
WDEL 1150 kc from Wilmington, Delaware. 
Contributors included Chuck Radar, Dave 
Knowlton, Joe Fela, Larry Marshall, Harvey 
Young, Dick Little, Gene Molter, Bob Newhart 
and Steve Raiche. 

And so ends another trip down memory 
lane. If you remember these days why not 
send in a musing to share with other mem­
bers. Errol has promised me that he will look 
for other bulletins from this era which he 
has somewhere in his vast archives. When 
he does, I am sure that the urge to chronicle 
the early days will still be with me.

10th Edition, April 2008

Finding useful. current, accurate DX refer­
ences in the electronic world isn't as easy as 
it should be. There are numerous providers 
of radio broadcasting information in the 
marketplace today, many of them offered for 
free, but a lot of them are not of a high qual­
ity. The latest Domestic Broadcasting Survey 
10 (DBS-10), once again edited by Denmark's 
world-renowned DXer Anker Petersen, is one 
resource that continues not to disappoint 
the shortwave enthusiast. Published in 
April by the Danish Shortwave Club Interna­
tional (DSWCI), the DBS continues to be the 
top annual publication devoted to tropical 
and domestic band shortwave broadcasting 
stations. Along with its monthly updated 
graphical companion, the Tropical Band 
Monitor (TBM), the combination of these 
two DX references is unbeatable in qual­
ity and value. The DSWCI offers the DBS in 
electronic form (PDF format), which provides 
for a substantial reduction in price over a 
paper version thereby increasing its value 
and speed of delivery. Either way you will 
be receiving and using an important DX 
resource produced by an international array 
of top shelf DXers that will prove its worth 
to you time after time. 

As in past years, a copy of the Press Release 
can be found on the DSWCI website at www. 
dswci.org. By clicking on the Domestic Band 
Survey, you will see the color front page of 
"Shortwave is Great!" stated by local guide 
Tom (left) and reggae singer Homer who is 
DJ at Irie FM, at Anker's impromptu radio 
shack on the beach of Oracabessa, Jamaica. 
The photo, which was taken by Petersen 
during his world travels, and a sample list­
ings from this year's DBS along with reviews 
from last year's edition are also part of the 
press package. Anker's cover photo's for the 
DBS continue to provide the local flavor 
associated with a domestic listening market. 

The DSWCI turned fifty-one years old this 
year. It has a worldwide membership of 
experienced shortwave listeners scattered 
in 33 different countries all over the globe. 
Anker draws upon the knowledge and 
skills of the DSWCI's international array 
of top-flight DXers to produce a unique 
and extremely valuable hobby resource. In 
addition to the club's extensive monitoring 
activity, the new survey is also based upon 
many official sources and DX bulletins with 
A08 schedules included when available. Over 
the years, the DSWCI has published some 
of the best non-commercial hobby refer­
ences available to the shortwave listener. 
The electronic DBS-10 continues this grand 
tradition. It is an essential reference for 
serious shortwave listeners and DXers. 

This is the tenth year that the DSWCI has 
incorporated its invaluable tropical band 
survey into a broader national survey that 
includes all domestic shortwave broadcast­
ing. The old Tropical Band Survey (TBS) por­
tion of this publication, which has been tops 
in the field of shortwave broadcast lists for 
many years, is in its 36th year. Because most 
of its members devote most of their DXing 
time to domestic broadcasting stations on 
the tropical and international shortwave 
bands, many years ago the DSWCI decided 
to expand the traditional tropical band 
survey to include stations broadcasting to 
a domestic audience on the international 
bands. Consequently, the DSWCI now pub­
lishes a superb, comprehensive reference of 
domestic shortwave broadcasting through­
out the shortwave spectrum. The DBS-10 
covers all active stations broadcasting to 
a domestic audience between the frequen­
cies of 2,300 kHz to 30,000 kHz. Part 1 is 
the 361h edition of Tropical Band Survey 
covering all active broadcasting stations in 
the 2,300 to 5,700 kHz range. Part 2 covers 
the domestic stations on the international 
bands above 5,700 kHz broadcasting to a 
national radio audience. Part 3 continues 
to include active clandestine broadcasting 
stations with schedules and identifications 
that enhance the value of the DBS-10 to 
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the serious shortwave radio monitor. Part 
4 contains deleted frequencies between 2 
and 30 MHz, which have not been reported 
heard during the last five years, but may 
reappear at some future point in time. 

A valuable, unique feature of the DBS-10 
is the right hand column called Last Log. 
This column shows the last month and 
year prior to the April 15th deadline when 
a particular station was reported logged by 
a DXer somewhere in the world. This gives 
the listener a reasonable indication of the 
audibility of the shortwave broadcasting 
station. As part of the updating process, 
most frequencies that have not been heard 
in the last year have been deleted from the 
list and moved to a section at the end of the 
survey, Part 4 as discussed above, for sta­
tions deleted since July 2002. This updating 
procedure makes the DBS current and very 
user friendly. My own personal monitoring 
and checking confirms that the 2008 edition 
of the Domestic Broadcasting Survey contin­
ues the tradition of providing very accurate 
and extremely useful information for the 
DXer. Consequently, it makes an extremely 
valuable addition to the DX shack where 
published radio resources are necessary in 
pursuit of elusive DX station catches. 

To assure reliability, each of the 1,050 sta­
tion frequencies has been confirmed on 
the air by the club's extensive collection of 
worldwide monitoring experts since the last 
publication through the April 15th deadline 
closing date. Stations confirmed as being 
active is marked with an "A" (regular), or 
"B" (irregular), or "C" (sporadic) in the list. 
A "D" means the stations is likely inactive. 
This simple coding system provides valuable 
information when tuning the bands while 
trying to get a handle on rare, exotic DX 
catches. As a result of extensive monitoring, 
most of the frequencies already have been 
confirmed as being active in 2008. 

The previously mentioned Tropical Bands 
Monitor feature was added three years ago 
as a monthly updater to the DBS. Its intro­
duction provided a readily available elec­
tronic update of broadcasting stations below 
5,700 kHz using a graphical presentation 
format. It has been a big success making 

the DBS/TBM combination extremely valu­
able. This website based feature, which is 
updated each month, helps to keep the 
DBS-10 current. I download the latest ver­
sion each month, it is usually available 3 
or 4 days after the close of the previous 
month, and use it as a ready guide to what 
is being heard around the world on the 
domestic frequencies. This service alone 
is worth more than the price of the DBS 
itself. I can't over emphasize the value the 
TBM adds to the DBS. Together they form 
an indispensable package of DX reference 
sources. DSWCI members also receive peri­
odic updates issued in the Shortwave News 
bulletin published by the club and through 
its electronic DX Window. These extra ser­
vices keep the domestic band survey accu­
rate and up-to-date. Details about becoming 
a DSWCI member are available at the club 
website. The electronic, pdf-format, club 
membership option substantially reduces 
the cost of being a member by reducing 
the printing and postage costs. Because of 
the club's strong DX culture and its array 
of international DXers, membership in the 
DSWCI is well worth the annual dues. 

The Domestic Broadcasting Survey and 
Tropical Band Monitor are high quality 
shortwave broadcast DX resources made 
available at a very reasonable price. The 
combination of high quality and low price 
make the DBS and TBM unbeatable in today's 
global resource reference marketplace. If 
you listen to domestic broadcasters, the 
DBS-10, and the monthly updates through 
the TBM, is a "must have" while tuning the 
bands. This is the first resource I pack when 
attending French Creek DXpeditions. I can't 
imagine DXing the shortwave bands without 
a copy of the Domestic Band Survey and the 
latest graphical update of the Tropical Band 
Monitor at my side. 

How easy is the Domestic Broadcasting 
Survey to use? Simple, the DBS-10 is very 
straightforward and easy to use. The first 
column provides the reception code, A, B, or 
C as previously described. The second column 
lists the frequency. The third column pro­
vides the station transmitter output . The 
fourth column designates the broadcasting 
country utilizing the International Tele-
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communications Union (ITU) country code 
abbreviations. For those not familiar with 
these abbreviations, a complete list of ITU 
country codes is given on page 3 of the DBS. 
The fifth column provides the station name 
and/or call letters and location. The next 
column provides transmission times and 
other useful information about the station 
such as operating schedules during Rama­
dan for Middle East and Indonesian stations. 
Other useful features for easy station iden­
tification are the parallel frequencies and 
station ID sentences. The final column is the 
Last Log feature previously described. Also, 
the survey includes a listing of Indonesian 
provinces and special districts, which is 
extremely useful for DXers with an inter­
est in that part of shortwave broadcasting 
world. As the sunspot numbers slowly move 
up, I expect to be tuning more Indonesian 
stations during our upcoming DX season. 
See the sample extracts from the DBS at the 
end of this review. 

The 36-page A-4 size Domestic Broadcast­
ing Survey is available in electronic form in 
pdf-format of about 175 KB. The electronic 
DBS-10 is available via e-mail for only 
US$9.00, EUR 5, or 5 International Reply 
Coupons ("IRCs"). The limited print edition 
is available for only US$17.00, EUR 11, or 9 
IRCs. The DBS-10 can be ordered direct from 
the club treasurer at the following address:

The 2008 edition of the Domestic Broadcast­
ing Survey continues the excellent tradition 
of being a very useful and reliable DXing 
resource that should be in the radio shack 
of every active shortwave monitor. I use 
the DBS on a regular basis while tuning 
the shortwave bands. I can't imagine DXing 
without this at my side especially while on 
DXpeditions. While some enjoy operating a 
computer while tuning the bands, I print 
out a hardcopy to use thereby eliminat­
ing an electronic device from the radio 
shack while listening. During French Creek 
DXpeditions, my copy of the domestic 
Broadcasting Survey is in constant use! The 
pdf-format DBS is incredibly inexpensive 
and extremely useful. The monthly update 
to the Tropical Band Monitor keeps things 
current. At only US$9.00, the electronic 
Domestic Broadcasting Survey continues 
to be the "best buy" of any hobby resource 
on the market today. You must have the 
new DBS, which is an outstanding piece of 
DX hobby research. This is a "must have" 
for every DX radio shack and I can highly 
recommend its purchase so order a copy to 
enhance your DXing sessions.

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The Story Behind the Front Page Of the 
2008 Domestic Broadcasting Survey 

By Anker Petersen 

Back in January 1994, I spent two weeks 
of holidays at a remote beach hotel in the 
village of Oracabessa on the central coast 
of Northern Jamaica. On my first day I took 
a walk through the fishing village. Besides 
seeing many other unusual things, I met 
a guy on a bicycle holding a live crab in 
his hand, just being caught. His name was 
Tom. He asked me, if I would like to eat this 
crab after being cooked, for lunch at a local 
restaurant! I could always have lunch at my 
hotel on other days, so I accepted. 

I told Tom and Homer

After a local beer, I looked for the "res­
taurant" which I never would have found, 
if Tom had not been calling at me when 
passing. It was a tiny kiosk owned by a 
black woman. In a round side building of 
bamboo with a total diameter of 4 meters 
was the "restaurant" from where you could 
watch the traffic on the street through the 
wall of bamboo! The crab was cooking in 
her kitchen behind the kiosk: An outdoor 
cooking pot on open fire with fresh water 
taken from a tube in the rock! While the 
crab cooked, Tom introduced himself as a 

tourist guide and offered me to see this part 
of Jamaica which I accepted. The dish was 
simple, but delicious and fresh. The follow­
ing days Tom showed me many interesting 
and beautiful places in the local area and 
the nearby city Ocho Rios, including the 
local entertainment: cockfighting. We also 
went by private car to the Blue Mountains 
and to the birthplace in Kingston of the 
famous Reggae singer Bob Marley. 

One day Tom invited me on a tour in a 
rowing boat along the coast. I then met 
the rower who was called Homer - maybe 
named after the ancient Greek philosopher 
Homer? During our sailing I pointed out 
an antenna mast on a hilltop and asked 
Homer, if he knew which station that was? 
He answered: "That is my radio station!!!" 
The surprising fact was that he worked as 
Reggae DJ at the local radio station "Irie 
FM" which broadcasts Reggae music 24 hours 
a day. I expressed interest in visiting the 
station and Tom organized a guided tour 
through the station a few days later. Can 
you imagine a discotheque filled exclusively 
with Reggae music? 

One day Homer asked me: "Do you want me 
to record a Reggae song for you?" I agreed 
and we went to a primitive studio in Ocho 
Rios with egg trays on all walls. There 
Homer and a local friend sang an impro­
vised, modern Reggae song about my visit to 
Jamaica and added three more, traditional 
Reggae songs! This vinyl record was cut in 
one copy only and is a unique souvenir from 
my Jamaica tour back here in Skovlunde. 

I told Tom and Homer about my DX hobby 
and one day I demonstrated to them what 
could be heard on shortwave on my por­
table SONY ICF-SW77. They were impressed 
and stated "Shortwave is Great" after I 
had shown good reception from my home 
country - Radio Denmark which then still 
was audible worldwide on shortwave. That 
was the story behind front page of the 2008 
Domestic Broadcasting Survey. 
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hold on the confirmation of James K. Glass­
man, now chairman of the BBG, to succeed 
Karen Hughes as under secretary of State 
for public diplomacy. 

Promoting democracy without that "We have nothing if we have no 
pesky "diversity of opinion" credibility" 

u.s. Senator Tom Coburn, M.D., uses " M.D." as 
a title more than "Senator." So it's not sur­
prising that he subscribes to the hypoder­
mic theory of communication. Also known 
as the bullet theory, this view of the com­
munication basically holds that by sending 
message A to audience B, the desired effects 
will accrue. If this were true, those of us 
who listened to Radio Moscow during the 
Cold Wars would be communists now. 

Senator Coburn has been critical of u.s. 
broadcasts to Iran. In April, he wrote to 
national security advisor Stephen Hadley: 
"The u.s. taxpayers should not subsidize 
content presenting a balance between the 
truth and the regime's malicious propa­
ganda. u.s. broadcasts should be the bal­
ance to the propaganda being broadcast 
by the regime and others." In other words, 
u.s. international broadcasting should be 
all pro- u.s., all anti-Tehran-regime, sort of 
like Radio Moscow in reverse. 

The senator also wrote that members of 
the Broadcasting Board of Governors (the 
topmost authority of u.s. international 
broadcasting) lack accountability because 
they "report to no one, not even to each 
other." He recommends three people with 
views similar to his for appointment to the 
Board. This won't happen, because the Inter­
national Broadcasting Act of 1994 created 
the bipartisan BBG, giving its members fixed 
and staggered terms, precisely to prevent to 
the type of interference in the content of 
u.s. international broadcasting now being 
attempted by Senator Coburn. 

The senator is so unhappy with u.s. inter­
national broadcasting that he has placed a 

Mr. Glassman had been keeping quiet during 
his conformation process, but he finally 
spoke out at the Heritage Foundation on 
May 15. He did not specifically name Sena­
tor Coburn, but he obviously addressed the 
senator's criticisms. "We tell the truth, 
even if the truth might appear harmful 
to U.S. interests in the short run. Often 
we hear from critics, 'Why are u.s. taxpay­
ers paying for reports of bad news about 
America?' First, Congress and the president 
have required us to work as an objective, 
balanced news organization. Second, our 
audiences are sophisticated, and we have 
nothing if we have no credibility." 

Mr. Glassman was a bit fuzzy on the concept 
of international broadcasting when he came 
on board as BBG chairman in June 2007, but 
now he seems to know his most important 
function: that of Junkyard Dog to protect 
the journalistic integrity of the elements of 
u.s. international broadcasting against those 
who would like to manipulate their content. 

Coburn's tag team partner: Ileana 
Ros-Lehtinen 

Mr. Glassman's response to Senator Coburn 
barely ceased to reverberate in the Heritage 
auditorium when AP reported: "Rep. Ileana 
Ros-Lehtinen, a Miami Republican and Marti 
supporter, says [Radio/TV Marti] broadcasts 
should back the president's positions. 'It 
is not a "Let's have all this diversity of 
thought," said Ros-Lehtinen, a Cuban-Amer­
ican. 'If we were to have a change in Cuba 
policy come November, you will see that 
reflected in the transmissions. The mission 
is clear: It's to advance our u.s.-Cuba policy."' 
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I've been involved in international broad­
casting audience research since 1975. The 
finding from the research that transcends 
all other findings is that people tune to 
foreign broadcasts to get news that is more 
comprehensive, reliable, and objective than 
the news they get from their (usually state 
controlled) domestic media. They are not 

. looking for propaganda from abroad to coun­
ter the propaganda they get at home. 

Russia Today may also have a prob­
lem with balance 

On May 18, the New York Times looked at the 
new Russian international television chan­
nel Russia Today. The article quoted Carson 
Scott, a former Russia Today business news 
presenter: "You are understandably walking 
a very fine line of being full and frank and 
biting the hand that feeds. I had countless 
heated editorial debates with my editor, 
frankly speaking. I was very vocal. 'We have 
to give the other side of the argument. We 
have to be balanced.' And oftentimes eyes 
just glazed over." 

So Russia Today is not quite the objective, 
detached news service. I watch it often 
via MHz Networks in Washington. It's not 
perfect, but often interesting, and much, 
much better than the old Radio Moscow of 
the Brezhnev years. 

BBC Arabic TV: not subcontracted 
public diplomacy 

Now that the BBC's Arabic television channel 
has been on the air for a couple of months, 
it's time for some substantial reviews of its 
performance. BBC Arabic television is cer­
tainly poised to be competitive with the 
likes of Aljazeera and Alarabiya, given the 
BBC's reputation and newsgathering capabili­
ties in the Arab world. 

A very substantial review appears in the 
May 2008 issue of Arab Media & Society. 
Najm Jarrah, a London-based Arab journal­
ist, writes: "Given the UK's close identifica­
tion with u.s. policy in the Middle East and 
the acknowledged failure of Washington's 
attempt to penetrate the world of Arab 

satellite TV, it inevitably looked to many in 
the Arab world that BBC Arabic TV was con­
ceived as a substitute for Al Hurra: a sub­
contracting of the public diplomacy side of 
the War on Terror to the more sophisticated 
Brits .... Suspicious viewers listening out for 
a consistent political slant on the news or 
expecting a British government agenda to 
filter through the coverage will have been 
hard-pressed to detect either." 

A mostly positive review, but not uncriti­
cal. Mr. Jarrah thoughtfully looks into the 
factors that really count in international 
broadcasting. As such, I recommend you 
read this, and other papers in the same issue 
of Arab Media & Society. 

International television heaven 

We of the North American Shortwave Associ­
ation, if we want to continue to receive news 
and entertainment from faraway places, 
must make use of newer media to compen­
sate for the dwindling offerings on short­
wave. This includes the new batch of inter­
national television channels, such as Russia 
Today and BBC Arabic TV mentioned above. 

Most likely, however, your local cable tele­
vision service does not offer BBC America, 
Aljazeera English, France 24, Russia Today, 
DW-TV, etc. So you have to search for live 
streams of these on the internet. This can 
be a clunky proposition. 

A new website, www.LiveNewsCameras.com, 
provides mostly reports and webcams from 
u.s. domestic television stations. However, 
its World section is a one-stop shop for 
many international television channels: 
ccrv9, France 24 (in English, French, and 
Arabic), BBC World, Pakistan's Dawn TV, the 
Pentagon Channel, Iran's Press TV, RAinews 
24 (in Italian), Ireland's RTE.ie, Sky Italy, 
Sky UK, Aljazeera (Arabic), NHK-TV, Russia 
Today, and Sky Australia. On my PC, it works 
better with Internet Explorer than with 
Firefox. Aljazeera English, EuroNews, and 
CNN International would be useful additions 
to this site.

First no· 
ticed this when I checked for the regular ·English 
Evening" program from 13· 14 UT and found the 
CNR· 1 relay instead. The Sic:huan PBS services, 
broadcasting from the area of the quake, continues 
to be on 6060, 7225 and the new 9740, heard with a 
relay of CN'R·l from about 1200-1232 UT. At other 
times they are mostly all parallel. but on May 19 
noted 9740 was not parallel to anything, so asswne 
they actually had Sichuan PBS· l programming at 
1105. 6200 continues to relay CNR·l for 24 hours a 
day.

!took this as an opportunity to check out the 
long-established Samara relay of CRI French, 2030-
2130, now on 7320: Still the old phone-quality feed, 
as for English via Taldom, and the transmission was 
accompanied by a nasty hiss, as if the equipment 
has now noticeably started to deteriorate.

In WRTH 2008, page 445, the RTRN list of trans­
mitter sites shows this as VLD • Vladivostok, with 
Ussuriysk and/or Razdolnoye more specific site(s) 
near Vladivostok. WRTH page 445 says, exactly: 
"[VLD) Vladivostok, Ussuriysk-Razdolnoye: 2 x 100, 
2 x 120, 2 x 200, 3 x 250, 2 x 1000 kW." 

Ussuriysk is perhaps better known as the mega­
watt MW site on 648, and 600 kW on 1251, but 
WRTH gives it another name, Razdolnoye. It has also 
carried some rBB programs, at least for nearby Korea 
North. 

The sked in 8-050 does make a distinxion be­
tween Vlad and Uss on SW. e.g. for English: 
1400-1500 7330 7330 Ussurijsk 500 Asia 
1400-1500 6045 6045 Vladivostok 250 Asia 

Note: the spelling Ussurijsk is obviously a Ger­
manism. Those and Frenchisms are totally out of 
place when transliterating Russian to English, which 
can and should be done perfectly well directly rath­
er than via third or fourth languages, with ambigu· 
ous letters such as j. Or, why not go thru Czech or 
Spanish or Bengali?? 

So I pulled out the -U frequencies, from the ver­
sion in LN, showing only two SW transmitters in 
use: 7165: 10-11 VOR Korean, 11-12 VOR Chinese// 
7330, 12-14 Rus-WS 7330: 11-12 VOR Chinese // 
7165, 12-13 VOR Vietnamese, 13-14 VOR Chinese, 
14-15 VOR English 

Ussuriysk nor Ussurijsk, nor anything starting 
Ussur- is in the Aoki listings, but instead: 7165 is 
attributed to Vladivostok-Tavrich, 13154E, 4320N 
7330 is attributed to Vladivostok-Rasdolnoy, 
13157E, 4332N 

So there we have two different sites which in 
the LN schedule are merged into "Ussuriysk." 

EiBi A-08 doesn' t mention Ussuriysk, just: V· 

Vladivostok (Razdolnoye) 43N32·131E57. HFCC also 
uses just VLD. 

Perhaps the SW site people can unravel, or prob­
ably already have unraveled, whether we are really 
talking about a two different sites known by three 
different names? Vladivostok is obviously the main, 
major city, but is Razdolnoye a subset of Ussuriysk, 
or vice versa, and where does Tavrich fit in?
