DUES INCREASE NOTICE: 

First the Overseas rates. Overseas members will notice that their last NASWA Journal 
arrived by U.S. Airmail. This was because the commercial company that handled our 
overseas mail for many years notified us last month that because of the economic 
situat ion they could no longer process orders of less that $500.00. Since we have 
nowhere near enough overseas members to justify that price, we had no recourse 
except U.S. Airmail at a greatly increased cost. It will now cost $2.66 to send the 
Journal overseas and that, coupled with the cost of printing the bulletin, forces us 
to increase the overseas rate for all overseas members to $48.00 a year. 

Canadian members. The U.S. Postal Service increased certain rates on April 17, 
2011 including postage to Canada. The old 75¢, $1.00, and $1.25 rates are now 80¢, 
$1.08, and $1.36 and this means it will cost an additional 11¢ a month to send the 
Journal to Canada necessitating a Canadian rate increase of $2.00 to $34.00 a year. 

U.S. members. While the recent postage increase did not affect First Class mail under 
one ounce, it did increase the rates for mail weighing more that one ounce. We are 
going to try to cover this increase by raising the regular U.S. rate $1.00 to $31.00 a year. 

All these increases will take effect immediately. We are sorry to have to do this, 
but we have little choice in the matter. 

And finally, we have to be gauche enough to remind you that if you use PayPal, please 
add an additional $1.00. They charge us slightly more than that for the transaction.

You Get To Love This Hobby. Two weeks ago I received an envelope from the Voice of 
Africa in Libya. No QSL card, but rather two picture postcards imprinted on the reverse 
"Libya, Land of Hospitality". The envelope appeared to have been in transit for almost 
a month, meaning it was sent before the current trouble started. 

On the subject of QSL's, I recently calculated my current success rate for my QSL requests. 
For over 100 reports sent both electronic and paper in the last twelve months I am averag­
ing about a 50-60% QSL return rate. This is much lower than in 1960's and 1970's when I 
averaged at least 80% and during some periods a 90% success rate for QSLing shortwave 
stations and a slightly lower rate of QSL returns for utility stations. 

I had accumulated between 500 and 1000 QSLs between shortwave and utility stations, 
sadly, over the years, I have lost most of my older QSL card collection as well as the logs. 
I still have one box of QSLs from the 1960's and 1970's with many great cards and letters. 
However I wish I had my whole collection.

The infamous Eton El "tacky case issue." I wanted to report that my Eton El developed 
a severe case of tackiness or stickiness, as reported on Yahoo Groups, from a hygroscopic 
condition, which traps moisture below the rubberized coating. On a scale of 1 to 5, 5 
being the worst, mine had a 5! So after reading the suggestions, I chose the course of 
using 91% isopropyl alcohol, along with a small brush and several pieces of cotton cloth 
cut from an old tee shirt. 

At first, it seemed like it wasn't working out for me, since the "stickiness" remained. 
But I pursued my rubbing and additional alcohol until I reached below the rubberized 
coating and essentially rubbed it off, down to the plastic case. The good news is that 
the stencil lettering was unaffected and the gray gunmetal color was still there. The 
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disappointing news is that it took several hours of the old "elbow grease" method! The 
miniature horse bristle brush was invaluable for working around the knobs and tight 
spaces, as well as the best method for me to remove the sticky residue flaking off of the 
case, into its many indents and case joints. 

I finished up today - every part except for the back angle stand, which I did not fully 
rub. I wasn't concerned here, since I built a wood stand of my own design to hold the 
El on top, bottom and back. I use an external aerial, so the whip is always closed fully, 
thereby fitting into my homemade case. The effort proved very fruitful and the case is 
now free of the tackiness that made for a messy surface collecting dirt and dust and 
looking poorly. 

Perhaps some day when I get energetic, I'll clean the back fully just for the fun of it. 
Well, maybe not!

The website was launched in 2008, and 
the internet radio in the December of that year. We started broadcasting on short wave 
about a year ago. Our short wave broadcast is fed directly from our internet radio during 
the live shows every Saturday at 17.00 UTC. The language spoken in our programme is 
Luganda of the Baganda people. We are about 10 million strong, inside a country called 
Uganda in East Africa. Right now, we have studios in Chicago - USA and in London - UK. 
Our intention it to mobilise Baganda people world wide to stand up and mind our busi­
ness. We advocate for democracy and the end of the dictatorial regime in Uganda." Radio 
Sadaye Zindagi verified an electronic report with an electronic attachment reply (info@ 
sadayezindagi.org; info@afghanradio.org) from Mark Anderson who noted "I'm slow at 
getting back to you.

Radio Bulgaria Music program 

From a contributor to the MARE tipsheet 
via Glenn Hauser's DX Listening Digest: 
One of the draws for those Eastern 
European broadcasters still on shortwave 
can be music programs. Radio Bulgaria 
International sprinkles music throughout 

its programming; Folk Studio airs in their 
Sunday programming (heard in North 
America early Mondays UTC). The selections 
can range from Classical to Jazz to Modern 
music, generally with some background on 
composers and performers. Radio Bulgaria 
International targets North America at 2300 
and 0200 UTC, accounting for the expected 
seasonal time changes. 

CBC: The Fisheries Broadcast 

This time from a contributor to the 
CIDX Messenger, again via Glenn H., The 
Fisheries Broadcast is a half-hour program 
geared towards the fishing industry in 
Newfoundland and Labrador. Unfortunately 
the province's fishing industry isn't what is 
was hundreds of years ago, as there leading a 
discussion on issues with the industry such 
as over-fishing, conservation, discussions 
about fishing boats and licenses, the latest 
on aquaculture as well as the weather 
reports, stories and folklore related to 
marine life. That's why the broadcast, 
even though the numbers of folks engaged 
in commercial fishing have declined over 
the years, continues to be popular. One 
episode featured a recitation from an older 
caller, a master mariner, talking about the 
points of the compass. The recitation was 
of boxing the compass, where you rattle off 
the points, in order. For a seaman/woman, 
that's not the four, eight or 16 directions. 
It's 64: this gentleman boxed the compass 
going clockwise, then counter-clockwise. 
Almost poetic! 

Yes, the program is on shortwave, though 
this time of the year CKZN / 6160 prob­
ably won't do so well weekdays at 2000 UTC 
(2100 UTC winters). The program also airs 
live on the CBC Corner Brook, Goose Bay, 
Grand Falls, and St. John's streams. On­
demand audio is also available; check out 
http://www.cbc.ca/ fisheriesbroadcast/ . 
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Changes to BBC World Service 
programming 

Among the programming changes neces­
sitated by the BBC budget challenges is 
a rearrangement of the schedule for The 
World Today, eliminating the 2300 airing 
and resulting in a continuous 0200-0730 
edition of the program; the BBC says that 
dropping the 2300 edition of the program 
and inserting the program into the 0400 
hour will increase the program's number of 
listeners, particularly since the 0500 airing 
will yield more African listeners. 

According to the press information from 
the World Service, the documentary Cross­
ing Continents will be one of the program 
casualties, though the series will still air 
on BBC Radio 4, and is available there on­
demand and via podcast. Another loss is 
Letter From... a weekly audio essay that 
hearkened back to Alistair Cooke's beloved 
Letter From America. Another loss: Poli­
tics UK, which-regrettably-was the last 
regular program that exclusively had UK 
matters as its subject. I, for one, have long 
missed World Service programs that focused 
on the UK-Network UK and News About 
Britain, for starters. Another loss is World · 
Drama, the successor to Play of the Week. 
Even with a single monthly airing, the 
World Service felt the program had run its 
course versus the cost to produce it. 

If you'd still prefer a long-form version of 
the program, BBC Radio 4 still airs this on 
Saturdays. Shortwave air times to Africa 
include 1450 and 1950 UTC. 

New to the schedule is Click, a program 
focusing on global technology, social 
media, and the Internet. Click originated 
on the BBC News UK TV channel and the 
BBC World News TV channel; on the World 
Service this replaces Digital Planet. Click 
airs primarily on Wednesdays. Shortwave 
to Africa: 1432 Wednesdays, 1932 Tuesdays. 

Also, a new weekday half-hour edition of 
World Have Your Say airs at 1105 UT, in 
addition to the one-hour version at 1800 
UT. World Have Your Say is somewhat like a 
call-in talk show, but more refined than the 
typical American version. Program topics 
are established before the show goes on air, 
and listener input comes to the program 
via e-mail, text message, or phone. Or, the 
program may interview people knowledge­
~ble about the day's topic. · 

The BBC World Service remains largely a 
news-focused broadcaster; it is a rare hour­
particularly on weekdays-where the first 30 
minutes (at minimum) is not devoted to news 
coverage and analysis. This is consistent 
with World Service priorities, as it seeks 
to primarily serve those audiences having 
only state-controlled media or high levels 
of censorship ·on privately-owned media. 

With the wide availability of on-demand 
audio, and the reduction in cost for 
Internet "radios" and smart mobile phones, 
you can-with some effort-stitch together 
a mix of programs with greater variety than 
if you simply tuned into the live stream for 
that same amount of t ime. 

A minor irritation .. . on some World Service 
web pages, they use BST and not GMT for 
program times, especially for web s'treaming 

Documentaries are changing as well­
the number of new documentaries being 
produced each week is dropping by one -
instead of Monday, Wednesday, and Friday 
series (along with the long-running Assign­
ment program), there is now The Docu­
mentary, airing primarily on Tuesdays, 
and Your World, on Saturdays; Assignment 
airs primarily on Thursdays. All of these 
are archived for a minimum of one week, 
though most will likely be added to the 
multi-year online audio archive maintained 
for documentaries. Shortwave air times to 
Africa: 1306 and 2106 UTC. 

. air times-double check the page you're on 
to be sure. 

Another significant change is From Our 
Own Correspondent, which moves from 
a weekly half-hour series on the World 
Service to a weekday 10-minute series.

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Global Perspectives documentaries Schedule and website changes at 
Radio Australia 

With a theme of "Who Says I Can't," the 
2011 version of this series began in early 
April on Radio Netherlands-with first 
airing Mondays 1730 UTC, with repeat air­
ings throughout the week and on-demand. 

As you may remember, seven public-service 
English language broadcasters collaborate 
on the series, and all seven then air the 
series-kind of a quid pro quo arrangement. 
In 2010, CBC Radio One aired the series 
beginning in late June; the BBC World 
Service aired the series beginning in late 
April. 

For 2011, the USA public radio documentary 
producer Soundprint will also likely 
participate, as li kely will Radio New 
Zealand, Radio TV Hong Kong, Australia's 
ABC, and South Africa's SAFM.

World Vision Report 

I quickly became fond of radio documenta­
ries when I began listening to shortwave. 
As public radio matured in the USA and 
other program delivery platforms (online 
streaming, podcast, satellite radio) became 
popular I started looking for other interest­
ing sources for "radio". One globally-focused 
weekly radio documentary series of merit is 
World Vision, funded largely by the World 
Vision charity but produced without their 

Radio Australia overhauled its program­
ming schedule and added a second 24-hour 
English language audio stream to its web­
site as of April 11th; thanks to Glenn Hauser 
for the heads-up. One of the streams is for 
Radio Australia's Pacific Service, the other 
for their Asia Service. Before this, only 
the Pacific Service was streamed. There is 
significant overlap in schedule between the 
two services. 

Of greater interest to shortwave listeners in 
North America is a revamp of the shortwave 
schedule. Weekdays from 0900 through 
1530 UTC a program called Live Talk is on 
air, broken up by the longstanding Asia 
Pacific current affairs program at 1200. 
The portion of Live Talk from 0900 through 
1200 is simulcast over the domestic ABC 
News Radio service. This means no more 
The Planet, Innovations, or Late Night 
Live on the USA morning Radio Australia 
schedule, though both programs are still 
produced and air on the domestic Radio 
National service, available via the Internet 
both live and on-demand. NASWA member 
Mark Coady was not favorably impressed 
with the new programming; I'll admit 
that Late Night Live, which aired at 1205 
UTC, was one of the best listener call-in 
programs anywhere-much more civilized 
than the highly charged, adversarial talk 
radio common here in the USA.

Voice Of Russia: From Moscow 
With Love 

I mentioned a while back that the Voice of 
Russia has been overhauling its schedule; 
not only is there new programming, but 
the Voice of Russia has taken a page out of 
China Radio International's playbook and 
has arranged for 24/7 English language 
radio in both Washington, DC and the New 
York City area. 

One of the new programs has a co-host with 
a familiar name: Vasily Strelnikov, of the 
Vasily's Weekend fame back in the early 
1990s. This new program, with co-host 
Natalia Stefanova, is a reminiscent look at 
the cultural changes Moscow and Russia 
have seen over the years. Both hosts have 
spent copious time away from Russia, and 
the program has a "street sense" one doesn't 
expect to hear from the traditionally 
straight-laced Voice Of Russia. The April 
10th and April 17th editions of the program 
are a retrospective on the Voice Of Russia 
itself, paying homage to such fixtures as 
Moscow Mailbag host Joe Adamov and the 
old Moscow Nights signature theme, com­
plete with the Kremlin bells. 

Shortwave air times for From Moscow With 
Love include Saturdays 1905, Sundays 0305, 
1105, and 1905, plus Mondays 0305 and 1105. 

Internet Radio Update: BBC World 
Service drops Real Media 

In the early days of streaming audio in the 
late 1990s, the Real Audio format dominated 
the streams that were available. Over the 
years, other formats - MP3, Windows Media, 
and, more recently, Flash, have taken a 
significant bite of out Real Media's share. 
Used to be that Internet radios would miss 
out on a significant number of stations if 
they couldn't decode Real Media streams, 
but this is now rarely the case. So, if you 
see a bargain on an Internet radio, but 
have resisted if it didn't have Real Media 
capability, you can feel a lot more confident 
that you won't miss much. For example, 
Sangean- remember them?-offers one 
called the RCR-8WF that I've seen for less 
than $150; the C. Crane WiFi radio now sells 
for approximately $130; it originally listed 
for more than $200. 

The BBC World Service officially dropped 
the option of Real Media as one of its 
stream choices as of March 31'1; their usage 
statistics indicated it had become the 
least-used audio format, running behind 
Flash and Windows Media. Real Media had 
been discontinued for BBC domestic radio 
streaming in March 2010.

The bringing together of the BBC's news 
teams in Broadcasting House will be one of 
the boldest ever journalistic experiments, 
said BBC Global News Director Peter Horrocks 
at the International Journalism Festival in 
Perugia today. 

Mr Horrocks said: "I want to set out why and 
how we are setting about that key strategy 
for our international services, which we 
call Becoming More Global. And how I hope 
other news organisations will rise to that 
challenge as truly international journalism 
is increasingly under threat. Why would the 
BBC be going to the trouble of ensuring its 
teams can work multilingually and making 
massive organisational changes to ensure 
we have the technology and culture for that 
to work smoothly? 

One obvious reason, although a minor one, is 
efficiency. We are operating in a tight finan­
cial environment. BBC World Service has 
been undergoing a deep restructure follow­
ing the UK Government's Spending Review 
which cut our funding by 16% and required 
us to close five valuable language services. 
But the key reason for this organisational 
change is not financial - it is because the 
BBC's global and impartial perspective is 
our greatest competitive advantage. Despite 
the fact that we still have the largest audi­
ence and highest reputation globally of any 
international news provider, we cannot be 
complacent. In fact we face more competi­
tive threats than ever before.

The Dutch government has committed itself 
to public spending cutbacks in a range 
of sectors, including public broadcasting. 
Radio Netherlands Worldwide has been 
making headlines in recent weeks amid 
speculation on where these cuts will fall. 

The broadcaster has now issued a state­
ment that, if faced with a choice between 
its core activities, it will dispense with its 
services informing Dutch-speakers abroad. 
In the following statement, the director and 
editors-in-chief informed the staff about 
this decision on Tuesday. 

"In its coalition agreement, the Dutch 
government has presented its plans for its 
current term of office. This agreement states 
that Radio Netherlands Worldwide {RNW) 
should focus on its core activities, including 
freedom of speech. This is partly inspired 
by the fact that technological developments 
have compelled a re-evaluation of RNW's 
activities. Parliament recently adopted a 
motion put forward by D66 Democrat MP 
Boris van der Ham to examine RNW's role 
in a changing world. 

Future vision The Ministry of Education, 
Culture and Science and the Ministry of For­
eign Affairs explained these latest develop­
ments to RNW's management in January and 
February and announced that an analysis 
would take place. This analysis included 
approximately 60 questions on such issues 
as personnel, finances, distribution, core 
activities and cooperation with other 
organisations. One question called on RNW 
to provide a vision of how it would carry 
out its activities in future. The director 
and editors-in-chief decided to give a clear 
indication of its priorities in this regard, 
taking into account the economic climate 
and the need for cutbacks in all areas of 
public spending. 

RNW's current ambitions were recently set 
out in its Policy Plan for 2010-2015. This 

International expertise The key objectives 
set out in the Policy Plan for 2010-2015 and 
the Performance Agreement are: 

• to reinforce the distinctive profile of 
Radio Netherlands Worldwide; 

• to bring about a shift in the distribution 
mix {scaling back shortwave broadcasts); 

• to limit the activities for Dutch-speakers 
abroad to information targeting specific 
groups; and 

• to encourage national public broadcast­
ing media to use RNW's international 
expertise. 

In addition to these points, our answers 
to the questions asked by the ministries 
contained the following passage: 

'Should a prioritisation of core activities 
prove necessary, we would therefore give 
prevalence to the task of providing informa­
tion to countries with an information deficit 
{core activity II) - in combination with 
core activity III. Informing Dutch-speakers 
outside of the Netherlands {core activity I) 
could if necessary be limited to the role of 
"emergency broadcaster" and the provision 
of information for expats and/or be taken 
over by the NOS. We also see opportunities 
to accelerate the scaling back of shortwave 
broadcasts as a distribution platform, 
including the closure of broadcasting sta­
tions on Bonaire and Madagascar.' 

Uncertain The above is not to say that this 
will be the nature of any decisions taken. 
These decisions lie with the politicians. The 
Ministry of Education, Culture and Science 
and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs will 
consider our answers in the coming period.

BBC World Service cuts must be

An influential cross-party committee of MPs 
has called for the cuts to the BBC World 
Service to be reversed to protect its global 
reputation. The Commons foreign affairs 
select committee said the 16% budget cut 
imposed on the service as part of the gov­
ernment's comprehensive spending review 
had "long-term ramifications" for the broad­
caster and called for its future funding to 
be ringfenced. 

MPs on the committee called for the World 
Service budget to be protected to "prevent 
any risk of long-term erosion of the World 
Service's funding and of parliament's right 
to oversee its work". They also questioned 
whether the government's decision to shift 
responsibility for funding the World Service 
from the Foreign Office to the BBC licence fee 
by 2014 would make its budget more secure.

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Sudan: youth group launches anti­
government radio on shortwave

A Sudanese anti-government youth group 
announced on Thursday that it has launched 
a radio station on shortwave frequencies 
across the country in order to drum up 
support for regime change, a bold bid to 
challenge state control over broadcast media 
outlets in the country. Worsening economic 
conditions manifested in sharp increases in 
food prices compounded by a glum mood 
following the secession of the oil-producing 
south in a referendum held last January 
have stoked dissent in north Sudan. 

A clutch of anti-government youth groups 
have emerged and are actively attempting 
to galvanize support for a popular uprising 
against the 22-years old rule of President 
Omer Al-Bashir government inspired by cur­
rent revolts in the region. However, their 
few attempts to stage anti-government pro­
tests over the last two months had failed 
to take on a mass appeal and were swiftly 
squashed by the authorities. 

One youth opposition group known as Youth 
for Change, the shorthand of which is Shara­
r ah [Arabic for spark] has taken the battle 
to a whole new level by announcing the 
launch of its radio programming on short­
wave across the country. Breaking the news 
via a statement on its Facebook-based page, 
Shararah said its radio broadcasts would 
start on shortwave frequencies across the 
country as of Thursday, March 31. 

According to the group's statements, the 
radio programming would be broadcast 
every Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday for 30 
minutes starting at 6:30 pm (1530 UTC] and 
can be heard on 15540 kHz. "We urge our 
listeners in all parts of Sudan to follow our 
broadcasts and provide us with information 
on whether our broadcasts have reached all 
[target] areas" the group's statement said. 

"The service will cover all parts of Sudan 
in a continuation of the tremendous efforts 
exerted by different segments of the soci­
ety, especially youth groups, in order to get 

rid of the (National Islamic] Front regime to 
extricate Sudan from this dark abyss," the 
statement added. The group further asked 
those wishing to contribute to the radio or 
send audio materials to contact it through 
the following e-mail: syr.radio@gmail.com 

It is not clear whether Shararah radio's 
broadcasts will be relayed from inside or 
outside the country, but Sudanese authori­
ties have in the past successfully blocked the 
operation of radios it deemed hostile to the 
government, especially in the densely-pop­
ulated Khartoum state. Unlike print-media 
which enjoys relative freedom in Sudan, 
broadcast media is tightly controlled by the 
state and heavily regulated by the National 
Telecommunication Corporation, which 
also filters and monitors internet content. 

There are 16 radio stations broadcasting on 
FM frequencies in the capital Khartoum. 
Almost all of them focus their programming 
exclusively on entertainment, religious 
affairs or sport.

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Life of former Radio Mi Amigo 
owner to be made into a movie

Sylvain Tack is a colourful figure from the 
Flemish music scene. The farmer's son who 
started as a baker of Suzy Waffles, launched 
himself successfully into the music busi­
ness. But he became best known for starting 
the offshore station Radio Mi Amigo, which 
officially launched on 1 January 1974. Ini­
tially, the Mi Amigo programmes were made 
in Benelux, but due to problems with the 
authorities Tack moved over to Playa de Aro 
in Spain, where he continued to produce 
radio programmes. 

Tack eventually pulled out of Radio Mi 
Amigo and went to Haiti, where his life 
went downhill. In 1981 he was arrested for 
tax fraud, smuggling and drug trafficking, 
which got him a prison sentence. After four 
years he re-emerged as a trader in medicinal 
herbs, leading to a new collision with the tax 
authorities. In February, 2006, the 72-year­
old Tack was found dead in his house, 
and it's thought he committed suicide. 

Erik Lamens, who will write the screenplay, 
says "To be clear: this is not a documentary 
about Sylvain Tack, but a fiction film based 
on his life. What fascinates me is how a rich 
man with a booming waffle bakery, a radio 
station with millions of listeners, a stable 
full of great artists and a popular magazine 
(the youth magazine Joepie, ed) eventually 
died without a penny to his name. " 

"The worst thing is that hardly anyone will 
remember Sylvain Tack. Everybody knows 
Veronica, but remember that we had Radio 
Mi Amigo which was listened to in the 
Netherlands. He's the man who broke the 
monopoly of the BRT [the Flemish public 
broadcaster, now known as VRT] and indi­
rectly paved the way for the arrival of VTM 
[a Flemish commercial TV channel]. In that 
sense he is really being punished, I think. I 
am not writing this film to deliver repara­
tion to Tack, but if that is a consequence of 
the film, then I would be happy. First and 
foremost I want to present a human story. " 

Mr Lamens expects that, at best, the film 
will be in the cinema sometime in 2013.

Ethiopia government denies jam­
ming Deutsche Welle

Ethiopia yesterday denied it was jamming 
Deutsche Welle's (DW) Amharic language 
radio shows, after the state-funded German 
broadcaster appealed for its signal to be 
restored. Deutsche Welle issued a state­
ment at the weekend saying its broadcasts 
in Amharic, the predominant language in 
Ethiopia, had been blocked since 6 April. 
"This has lead DW officials to believe that 

it is a concentrated effort to block critical 
international media," the statement said. 
"The Ethiopian administration is appar­
ently concerned that the so-called Jasmine 
Revolution in North Africa will spread into 
their country.'' 

Government spokesman Bereket Simon told 
Reuters there was no jamming of services to 
the Horn of Africa nation. "Deutsche Welle 
is heard by only 1 percent of Ethiopians. 
An independent study (by Electoral Reform 
International Services) confirmed it," Ber­
eket told Reuters. "We know Deutsche Welle 
is not ethical but I can assure you, with only 
1 to 1.5 percent listenership, why should 
the Ethiopian government care to jam it?" 

In March last year, two months before a 
disputed election result returned him to 
power, Prime Minister Meles Zenawi ordered 
the jamming of US-funded broadcaster Voice 
of America (VOA) and sparked a diplomatic 
row. Ethiopia has frequently clashed with 
DW and VOA and regularly accuses both of 
broadcasting propaganda that could desta­
bilise the country. 

DW said its reports on the recent arrests of 
more than 100 ethnic Oromos could have 
motivated the jamming. Ethiopia's govern­
ment on Thursday said it was preparing to 
charge more than 100 people it says are 
members of the outlawed rebel group the 
Oromo Liberation Front (OLF). 

International press freedom advocacy groups 
say the Ethiopian government intimidates 
and harasses critical journalists, a charge 
the government denies. Ethiopia is one of 
the world's poorest countries and most of 
its population has no access to satellite 
dishes or the Internet. VOA and Germany's 
Deutsche Welle are the only foreign broad­
casters producing Amharic radio programs.

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Goodbye to BBC Russian via radio 

The final RF broadcast-via shortwave and 
via medium wave in the Moscow area-was 
March 26th. You might still be able to listen 
to those last broadcasts at bbcrussian.com. 
An interesting feature, when clicking on 
BBC Russian podcasts, is that they come 
up in Windows Media Player and display an 
English text translation at the bottom of the 
screen. BBC Russian will continue online, 
including some audio programs. 

An article by Alexander Bratersky in the 
March 25th issue of The Moscow Times dis­
cussed some of the differences between BBC 
ands other Western broadcasts in Russian ... 

Admittedly, the BBC trailed the U.S.­
sponsored Radio Liberty in popularity, 
but some preferred its editorial stance. 
Media analyst Alexei Pankin said he 
always felt more comfortable with the 
BBC since he felt its editorial line was 
more diverse. "You could listen to it and 
not feel irritated," Pankin said, adding 
that, unlike Radio Liberty-whose Rus­
sian service is still on air-"the BBC was 
not trying to teach us." 

The programming was not limited to 
politics, either. Among the service's most 
popular programs was music show "Rok­
Posevy" ("Rock Seeding"), hosted by 
iconic rock journalist Seva Novgorodtsev 
since 1977. 

The Soviet propaganda machine 
denounced Novgorodtsev as an "agent 
of the West," but leading music critic 
Artyom Trotsky dubbed him last year as 
a "spiritual guide" to millions of Russian 
rock fans. Novgorodtsev's broadcasts, 
featuring music unavailable elsewhere in 
the Soviet Union, were instrumental in 

fostering Russia's own rock movement, 
which burgeoned during perestroika. 

"Unlike many other 'enemy voices,' the 
BBC dedicated more time to music and 
culture," political analyst Stanislav Bel­
kovsky said. 

Goodbye to BBC Mandarin via 
radio 

March 25th was the last day of shortwave 
broadcasts for BBC's Mandarin Service. It 
also becomes internet-only- and a test of 
whether the internet or shortwave is more 
successful in overcoming tenacious interdic­
tion by a government that does not believe 
in the free international flow of informa­
tion. As reported by BBC News on March 
25th ... 

The head of the Chinese service, Raymond 
Li, believes China's Mandarin-speakers will 
still be adequately served by the BBC. 

"You need a bit of effort, but having 
said that, a lot of people as far as I know 
actually are using what they call proxy 
servers or proxy sites. 

"It's not ideal. But then of course, away 
from online, actually we know the mobile 
technology has taken up. A lot of people 
in China are increasingly using mobile 
phones to access foreign media websites." 

So for the BBC, the future is digital. And 
also, it seems, for the Voice of America, 
funded by the US government. It, too, 
plans to shift Mandarin to a web-only 
service. 

Those plans for VOA Mandarin, however, 
could still be thwarted by the House and 
Senate appropriations committees. 
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And goodbye to the BBC Caribbean 
Service 

Although it has not been on shortwave in 
its recent years, BBC also closed its Carib­
bean Service. The service's origins go back 
to 1939, with the BBC's "Calling the West 
Indies" program. The last day's program, 
on March 25th, included a call-in about the 
future of pan-Caribbean journalism. 

According to the BBC, "copies of the sound 
and text content of the BBC Caribbean's 
radio and online archives will be donated 
to the University of the West Indies (UWI). 
A UWI archiving team will be working at 
Bush House." 

BBC Turkish, Vietnamese, and Ukrainian 
radio broadcasts have also ended, but the 
entire BBC Hindi shortwave schedule may 
be restored by May 1. 

"Voice of America Museum strug­
gles to exist" 

That was the headline of a Cincinnati 
Enquirer story, by Sheila McLaughlin, on 
March 23rd. It was about efforts in the past 
several to establish a broadcasting museum 
in the transmitter building of the old VOA 
Bethany, Ohio, station. 

"The Voice of America Museum of 
Broadcasting, the proposed centerpiece 
of VOA Park in West Chester, may not 
get off the ground. The executive board 
appointed to oversee renovation of 
the proposed museum said they need 
$300,000 from the township over the 
next three years to hire someone to 
manage and raise money for the $12 
million project. Or they could call it 
quits. 

money in light of the prospect of losing 
$5 million in state funds in the proposed 
state budget.. .. 

Board member Clyde Haehnle has a 
personal interest in bringing the museum 
to life. A retired employee of WLW radio, 
Haehnle was project engineer for the 
Voice of America Bethany Station, which 
relayed American radio broadcasts across 
the world from World War II until the 
federal government shut it down in 1994. 
... 'Tm 88 years old. If something doesn't 
happen soon, I'm not going to be around 
much longer to see it happen. In fact if 
we don't get some support, I'm not going 
to keep working on it," he said .... 

Board members say the museum has inter­
national interest and already draws curious 
visitors from China, Thailand and Czecho­
slovakia .... Plans for the museum include 
collections of artifacts related to t he his­
tory of Bethany Station and the impact of 
broadcasting technology, a media theater, 
restored control room, concourse and gift 
shop. Bethany Station already houses the 
collections of the Media Heritage Museum 
and Gray Museum of Wireless History. 

For more information about the planned 
museum, visit voamuseum.org. 

And, continuing on the subject of interna­
tional radio history, be on the lookout for 
this, reported by BBC News: "A movie has 
been made on the space station that tries to 
show what Yuri Gagarin might have seen on 
his historic flight around the Earth in 1961.

SUDAN A Sudanese anti-government youth 
group announced on Thursday that it has 
launched a radio on short wave frequencies 
across the country in order to drum up 
support fo r regime change, a bold bid to 
challenge state control over broadcast 
media outlets in the country. Worsening 
economic conditions manifested in sharp 
increases in food prices compounded by a 
glum mood following the secession of the 
oil-producing south in a referendum held 
last January have stoked dissent in north 
Sudan. 

A clutch of anti-government youth groups 
have emerged and are actively attempting 
to galvanize support for a popular uprising 
against the 22-years old rule of President 
Omer Al-Bashir government inspired by 
current revolts in the region. However, their 
few attempts to stage anti-government 
protests over the last two months had failed 
to take on a mass appeal and were swiftly 
squashed by the authorities. One youth 
opposition group known as Youth for 
Change, the shorthand of which is Shararah 
[Arabic for spark] has taken the battle to a 
whole new level by announcing the launch 
of its radio programming on short waves 
across the country. 

Breaking the news via a statement on its 
Facebook-based page, Shararah said its radio 
broadcasts would start on short waves 
frequencies across the country as of 
Thursday, March 31. According to the 
group's statements, the radio programming 
would be broadcasted every Tuesday, 
Thursday and Saturday for 30 minutes 
starting at 6:30 pm [local time] and can be 
heard on 15540 kHz. "We urge our listeners 
in all parts of Sudan to follow our 
broadcasts and provide us with information 
on whether our broadcasts have reached all 
[target] areas" the group's statement said. 
"The service will cover all parts of Sudan in 
a continuation of the tremendous efforts 
exerted by different segments of the 
society, especially youth groups, in order to 
get rid of the [National Islamic] Front 
regime to extricate Sudan from this dark 
abyss," the statement added. 

The group further asked those wishing to 
contribute to the radio or send audio 
material s to contact it through t h e 
following e-mail: syr.radio@gmail.com. It is 
not clear whether Shararah radio f s 
broadcasts will be relayed from inside or 
outside the country, but Sudanese 
authorities have in the past successfully 
blocked the operation of radios it deemed 
hostile to the government, especially in the 

densely-populated Khartoum state. Unlike 
print-media which enjoys relative freedom 
in Sudan, broadcast media is tightly 
controlled by the state and heavily 
regulated by the National 
Telecommun ication Corporation, which also 
filters and monitors internet content. There 
are 16 radio stations broadcasting on FM 
frequencies in the capital Khartoum, almost 
all of them focus their programming 
exclusively on entertainment, religious 
affairs or sport.

Radio and television licenses 
are issued by the Broadcasting Authority of 
Zimbabwe. which was sued recently by 
Community Radio Harare which asked the 
High Court to order the authority, which 
has called for license application s since

meantime the state-controlled Zimbabwe 
Broadcast Corporation continues to enjoy a 
radio and television monopoly with the 
exception of offshore broadcasters such as 
VOA's Studio 7, Shortwave Radio Africa 
based in the United Kingdom and the Voice 
of the People which is based in South Africa 
and broadcasts over Radio Net h erlands 
airwaves.

DUES INCREASE NOTICE: 

First the Overseas rates. Overseas members will notice that their last NASWA Journal 
arrived by U.S. Airmail. This was because the commercial company that handled our 
overseas mail for many years notified us last month that because of the economic 
situation they could no longer process orders of less that $500.00. Since we have 
nowhere near enough overseas members to justify that price, we had no recourse 
except U.S. Airmail at a greatly increased cost. It will now cost $2.66 to send the 
Journal overseas and that, coupled with the cost of printing the bulletin, forces us 
to increase the overseas rate for all overseas members to $48.00 a year. 

Canadian members. The U.S. Postal Service increased certain rates on April 17, 2011 
including postage to Canada. The old 75¢, $1.00, and $1.25 rates are now 80¢, $1.08, 
and $1.36 and this means it will cost an additional 11¢ a month to send the Journal 
to Canada necessitating a Canadian rate increase of $2.00 to $34.00 a year. 

U.S. members. While the recent postage increase did not affect First Class mail under 
one ounce, it did increase the rates for mail weighing more that one ounce. We are 
going to try to cover this increase by raising the regular U.S. rate $1.00 to $31.00 a year. 

All these increases will take effect immediately. We are sorry to have to do this, but 
we have little choice in the matter. 

And finally, we have to be gauche enough to remind you that if you use PayPal, please 
add an additional $1.00. They charge us slightly more than that for the transaction.
